| Left Oshawa Under » Cloud and Went to

Chicago-—Mystery surrounding the Cir-

cumstances of His Death at Port

. Huron—Lefs Directions as to the Dis-
posal ot His Body.

'~ Ten years ago H. B. F. Odell was a well-
“known freight clerk in this city.  He left
here for Oshaws, where he secured employ-
inent as a freight clerk on the G.T. R. and
subsequently as pookkeeper at the Cedar-
vale Works, Hewas a trusted employe,
. and handled aboutall the cash received and
paid out. When T. Hamlins sold the busi-
* ness to the present ownersit was discovered
when they came to take stock to com-
plete the transfer that the goods which the

books showed shonld be on hand were not
in the stock room. Experts were employed
‘to examine she books, when it was discover-
ed that employes had been credited with
producing goods that were alleged to have
pever been made. Cash had been drawn
from the company’s bank account,to meet
the demands of the pay roil, and it is
elaimed the men were only paid for what
they actually produced. This practice was
shown. to have covered a period of some
three years,and. several thousand dollars
had been drawn to pay labor which, it is
claimed, labor never received.

While this investigation was in progress
Odell left the town. :

While in Oshawa he married Miss Thomas,
daughter of Liverymsn W. H. Thomas, and
when Odell disappesred his wife accom-
panied him.

A year or two after his flight he was
_heard from at "Chicago, where he was con-
ducting a real estate business. Last fall
he retarped to Oshawa for a time and a
fow weeks ago his wife came to Canada
visiting friends in Toronto and Oshawa.
Stie left a few daysago with the intention of
meeting her husband in Port Huron, but
evidently missed him, and yesterday Odell
committed suicide in the Huron House
thcdre by taking chloroform and prussic
acid. e

Mr. Thomas, who was in the city yester-
day en route to Port Huron, gave the fol-
lowing sccount of the auicide:

Odell bad been in Port Huron four days
-and was a quiet, handsomely-gressed gen-
tleman of "about 50. Wednesday evening
he attended the Scotch concert, a lome
entertainment, and on his return chatted
pleasantly with Landlord Knill, retiring
shortly after 11. At 7 yesterday
morning the bell boy, Elmer Kelly,
went to Mr. Odell's room and called
him, but received no response. The door
was open. He went in and found Odell
apparenily asleep in his shirt sleeves. - Unp-
able to awaken him, Kelly notified Richard
Howieson, night clerk, who at once went to
the room and found that Odell was dead.
Everything in the room was in perfect
order, and Odell had evidently changed
his clothes before killing himself. Near by
on the stand there -was a bottle of chloro-
form and one of prussic acid. _Soon after &
telegram and note were found on the hall
table addressed to Mr. Knill. The tele-
gram read:

“W. H, Thomas, Oshawa, Ont., Cadada:

/"Mr. Odell died here suddenly last night.

Come at once. Answer.”
Under this message was a note to Mr.
Knill, which read:

¢“Please send this first thing in the morn- |

ipg and you will be well repaid for your
trouble.” »

The communication was written in &
handsome business hand and was identified
s that of Mr. Odell. Mr. Knill sent the
telegram immediately. Odell was a part-
ner of Andrew Rehm. The firm has offices
st 94 Lasalle-street.

SMOTHEERIED HER BABY.

A Mother's Efforts to Keep Her Infant
Warm Result in Its Death,

Duspas, Jan 18,—Mrs. Brock Ryckman
went into Dundas from Miligrove with her
six weeks’ old baby vo visit her mother,
Mrs. George Hill. Upon arriving at her
mother’s house she was shocked to find that
her baby was dead, having been accident-
ally smothered on the way in through her
efforts to prevent it getting cold. The baby
had cried on the way in, but she had hush-
ed 1t to sleep as she thought, not wishing
to unwrap it to look, only to find that it
had passed away.

OBJECT TO THE BOND ISSUE.

“No Lawful Authority ¥or Their Issue™
—“A War Mensure With no Eanemy
in Sight,"

WasHiNgToN, Jan, 18.—The proposed
issue of five per cent. bonds was the sub-
jeot of two resolutions offered in the Senate
this morning b{ two Populist Senators and
was lubu%uenc y roferred to in a discus-
sion on a bill not even remotely- comnected
with it. The resolutions came from Sen-
ators Peffer (Kan.) and Allan (Neb.), and
were to the effect that there is no lawful
authority tor the iuuinﬁumd selling of
bonds as proposed, and that if so issue
and sold thay will be null and void. The
resolutions were laid over and will come up
for action next week.

The question was agein touched upon in
connection with a bill appropriating $40,000
for an equestrian statu e in Mauchester,
N.Y., to a revolutionary hero, General
John Starke. Mr. Morgan (Dem., Ala.)
said that the (Government was actually too
poor to honor the memory of heroic ances-
tors, when 1t had to borrow at 5 per cent.
on a queationable use of; statues. Mr.
Stewart (Rep., Nev.) spoke of the bond
issue as a war measure, although there was
no . enemy in sight—the invisible enemy
being the money power. And Mr. Daniel
(Dem., Va.) spoke of the treasury deficit as
likely to be continued and increased for
some years by the scheme of taxation
which had been proposed, plainly slluding
to the Wilson tariff bill. -

FREE WOOL AND STEEL RATLS.
—————

Proposed substitution of the dcKinley
for the Wilson Wool Ulause Defeated.

W AsHINGTON, Jan, 18.—There . were two
very interesting questions engagiug the
attention of the House to-day, one being a
proposition submitted by Mr. Burrows to
subggitute the wool clause of the McKinley
law Yor that of the Wilson bill. Almost
the entire day was taken up in a discussion
of the question, and many interesting and
amusing speeches were made. The proposi-
tion wasdefeated by a vote of 77 yeas to 151
nays. The result was a foregoue conclusion,
but contrary to the opinions of some it was
a strict party vote,

The second proposition was. one submitted
by Tom L. Johuson of Ohio, a large manu-
fucturer of steel rails, putting steel rails on
the free list.

Internal Revenue Bill Not Ready,

This was the day fixed last week by the
malority of the Committee on Ways and
Means on which to report to the House the
Internal Revenue bill, but up to this even-
ing it had not been finally put in shape for
presentation. Messrs. McMillin and Bryan
have been revising the text, and expect to
be able to nave it completed for the con-
sideration of their associates to-morrow
morning.

Income Tax Bill Monday.

A caucus of House Democrats will pro-
bably be held after the income tax bill is
retorud to consider what action will be
taken with reference to that measure. The
Democratic majority in the House seems to
be pretty evenly divided regarding the pro-
position.  The work of perfecting the in-
come tax bill proceeds slowly. Probably
the bill will be finished in time to lay be-
fore the full committee on Monday next.

Comes Near Putting a Premium on Gold,

Loxpox, Jan. 19.—The Daily News says
this morning of Secretary Carlisle’s proposal
to reise s loan: **The stipilation of the
United States Treasury that the bonds shall
be sold for gold only comesfperilously near
putting a premium on thav metal compared
with other standard carrencies of Jthe

Mr, Grocnshiclds Addresses the Jary For
the Defence,

Jorigrre, Jan. 18,—Mr. J. N. Green-
shields, Q.C., addressed the jury. for the
defence in the Hooper case this morning.

He began by saying: ‘‘Gentlemen ot.the
jury, the charge against’ the prisoner is
murder, and if you fiod him guilty ot that
dread charge it will be the duty of the
judge to sentence him to death. Before
you think of rendering a verdict of guilty
of such a dresdful charge you ought to think
carefully over the evidence.”

Mr, Greenshields then reviewed the case
as reviewed by Mr. Renaud yesterday after-
noon.  During the delivery of Mr. Green-
shields’ speech the prisoner wept co iously.

THE “BEDROOM PRINTER"

STRONG MEASURES TAKEN TI0 ROOT
HIM OUT. )

Employing Printers Hold a Meeting and
Decide-to Withdraw Trade From All
Wholesale firms Supplying Goods on
the Chattel Mortgage or Lien Plan—
The Copyright Law,

That the printers of this city are ab last

d | awake to the demoralized condition of the

trade was shown by the attendance at last
night’s meeting called by the Employing
Printers’ Association. A large parlor at
the Rossin House was filled with represen-
tatives of all branches of the trade, and dis-
cussion was lively. :

The evils which were attacked in The
World some time ago were taken up vigor-
ously and the negessity of an immediate
reform was expressed. Those present did
not hesitate to use plain language in giving
their opinion of the course pursued by the
wholesale men in supplying irresponsible
firms with material and ukingﬁs security
therefor chattel mortgages on the plant.

The need of a healthier trade sentiment
was felt by everybody, and strong and
representative committees were appoipted
to infuse new energy into the trade. A
sweeping resolution by which the meeting
pledged to withdraw  its trade from all
wholesale Airms supplying goods on tha
chattel mortgage or lien plan - was passed
unanimously.

The copyright law was discussed at
length and ringing speeches made in favor
of the immediate proclamation by the
Dominion Government of the Act of 1890.
The tariff, too, came in for a resolution and
the printers want to have the impost on
their material abolished.

. Some of Those Present,

Mr. A. F. Rutter of Warwick Bros. &
Rutter was ip the chair, and among those
present were: W. S. Johnson, James Rut-
ter, Daniel Rose, W. H. Apted, J. Dudley,
W. A. Shepard, R. . McLean, Max.
Johnston, Thomas Todd, R. C. Weber,
H. B. Brough, John Ross Robertson and
D. A. Rose.

After the meeting had been called to
order the first thing taken up was the
formation of a scale of prices. ‘

Mr. Burns brought in a resolution pro-
viding that a committece be appointed to
draft 4 scale of prices to govern job work
of =all kinds There was some
discussion, many of those present
saying that & hard and fast scale wasan
impossible thing. All, however, agreed
that something should be done to root out
what was termed the “bedroom printer”
and to make it possible for a man to pay
for his material and do work at reasonable
prices, The resolution was passed without
objection and the following committee was
named: Messrs.. James Murray,

Weber, Max Johnston, John Burns, R. G.
McLean, W. H. Apted, W. A.-Shepard,
Daniel Rose, W. 8. Johnson, Thomas Todd
and A. F. Rutter.

Striking at the Root of the Evi),

The most important resolution of the
meeting was that introduced by James
Murray. 1v aroused a good deal of com-
ment but was passed ananimously, showing
the strong feeling of the meeting. The
resolution read :

That this meeting view with alarm the
extent to which the press makers, typefoun-
ders and paper dealers bave taken advan-
tage of the law which allows them to take
chattel mortgages and liens on supplies to
frresponsible and_incompetent parties, as
evidenced by the fate numerous failures in
Torouto, thus doing very great injury to the
legitimate trade. That in consequence of
the injury to the printing and allied trades
through = wholesale stationers supplying
paper direct to the public, press manufac-
turers, typefourders supplying goods on lien
or chattel mortgage system, and ink manu-
facturers giving tips or commission to em-
ployes, this meeting pledges itself to with~
draw its support from png. firm against
whom these practices can proved, and
that a copy of this resolution be sent to all
dealers.

Mr. Murray spoke in. support of his reso-
lution, pointing out the immediate need of
action, United sotion only could stop
the abuses that \threatened to put an
end to the prospects of the printing trade
and put it in such shape that fair returns
could be made for honest work. He said
that the wholesalers should be taught &
lesson and convinced that the members of
the trade were in earnest,

W. H. Apted followed and warmly sup-
ported the resolution. W. A. Shepard also
commended it. When the vote was taken
not one was recorded against 1t,

Mr. Murray had another resolution
calling upon & committee to prepare draft
estimate forms to be used in calculating
upon jobs. This also was passed without
objection.

The Oopyright Qaestion,

The vexed copyright question was next
brought up for discnssion by a resolution
introduced by D. A. Rose. Mr. Rose re-
viewed the efforts that had been made to
secure the proclsmation of the law which
had been passed in 1890, The benefits that
would flow from this proclamation were
painted in brilliant colors by Mr. Rose.

James Murray spoke in favor of the reso-
lution, 5

John Ross Robertson said that the Do-
minion Government had done sll it
could to Push the matter and that
Sir John Thompson had given his
opinion that . the act & it
stands is perfectly good law and ¢ uld be
sustained, e detailed the efforts he had
made to get it'put in force. *‘When it does
pass-the wheels in all your offices will turn
from January to December,” said Mr.
Robertson. *It will belp ail branches of
the printing and Euhliﬁhing trade, and will
give Canadian publishers a chance to com-
pete with those across the line.”

R. Cooper, editor of The Printer
and Publisher, said that Canada
would mnever be able to enforce the
act, as it was in conflict with the interests
of British publishers and authors. " Mr.
Cooper said that the British publishers
would spend hundreds of thoaszands of dol-
lars to fight the act,

“We are ready for that,”ssaid Mr. Rose.

Council. 1f we get a chance to make a test
ease out of it we will go into the fight and
we will wintit too,”

The resolution a# carried was:

That this meeting regret that the Domin-
{on Government has not yet proclaimed the
Copyright Act of 1890, The absence of this
proclamation bas to a cousiderable extent
eaused the failure of nearly all thosoen~
gnged in publishing reprints (affected by
copyright) iu Cavada, and further, the loss
of thousands of dollars to the printer, book-
binder and paper dealer, which business,
thrbugh legisiation by the Uunited States, bas
been secured to that country.

Tariff Beform,
W. A. Shepard, in a speech full of strong
pointe, said that the 30,000 men engaged in
the printing trade of the Dominion were
being heavily taxed to IHPPON industries
which no lopger existed. The necessity of
a tariff revision was dwelt upon. ‘*‘Iam a
National Policy man,” said Mr. She rd,
vand so far as the tariff is in accordance

! from congestion of the lungs.

No Use for Middlemen.

The middleman was then attacked and
Max Johnston denounced the men who set
up as printers, when  they bre
merely  stationers and thus are
able to sell as low as dealers in paper and
materials, The other minor abuses were
roundly attasked and the large meeting
broke up, each one in attefidance firm in
his purpose to put an end to the evils that
were sucking the life out ot the trade.

OBTAINED A SETTLEMENT,

The Oreditors of Sylvester Bros, Co. Met
at Torornto Yesterday,

The Sylvester Bros. Manufacturing Com-~
pany of Lindsay, manufacturers of agricul-
tural implements, etc., having got into
financial difficulties through the stringency
of the times, called a meeting of their credi-
tors yesterday at the Walker House. The
result .of this meeting is that the firm has
obtained an extension, giving notes extend-
ing over a period of two years. The firm
are to pay cash for all new goods bought
and the creditors seem to feel confident
that all claims will be paid in full within
the period stated.

The trouble, it is said, is due chiefly to
the slow payments for implements 1n the
Northwest, the farmers up there being in
rather straitened circumstances owing to
poor crops and low prices. The competition
has also been keen and profits small.

The Bank of Montreal holds about
£140,000 of the firm’s customers’ paper, but
the liabilities of the concern are probably
not much more than $20,000. The list of cre-
ditors is not long, and only for moderate
amounts, the largest here being §2300 due
the Ontario Rolling Mills.

Another Extension,

Healey & Carlisle, extensive retail boot
and shoe dealers of St. Catbarines, are ask-
ing an extension from their creditors spread
over a year. Their liabilities are about
$9000, with assets of $12,000. It is under-
stood that Mr. Healey will continue the
business, Mr. Carlisle retiring, It 'is
thought that the extension will be granted
by the creditors, who are principally in
Hamilton and Montreal.

DEALERS SBAY POISONOUS TEAS ARD
NOT SOLD IN CANADA,

Ping Sueys Are Not All Adulterated—
Small and Decreasing Proportion of
This Variety in the Canadian Trade—
Some 'Goods Rejected by New York
Authorities Offered for fale Here.

The snnouncemeny made in the New
York papersand reproduced on this side,
that & quantity of tea was rejected by the
customs authorities at New York as unfit tor
consumption, turns out to be quite * accur-
ate. In fact samples of the tea arein this
city, the lines they represent havig been
offered to at least one firm here. Itis
true also, as stated in The World yester-
day, that the teas rejected at New York
are what are known as Ping Suey teas, 8o
called after the disyrict in China in which
they are grown. But it would appear that
the teas jin question,
rejected at New York and -per-
haps foisted upon Canadian consumers,
are not loaded with sudden death, as
suggested to the mind of the unsophisti-
cated reader by the ominous-sounding
words, ‘“‘unfit for consumptior.” The
World interviewed a number of the leading
wholesale tea merchants in town yesterday
on the subject.

Mr, Ince’s Views,

Mr, William Ince, head of the firm of
Perkihs, Ince & Co. and admittedly one of
the highest authorities in Canada on ques.
tions affecting the tea interest, #aid he bad
learned of the rejection of the tea by the
United States customs authorities at
New York,and he was aware that the effort
was being made to dispose of the stock in
Canada, his own firm having received from
a correspondent samples of the tea with a
request\that they make an offer for the
goods ot hand the samples over to a broker
with a view to placing them on this side of
the line. “The fact that tea is rejected in
New York,” said Mr. Ince, *‘isnot proof
that it is unfic for consumption. A great
deal depends upon the  person S who
makes the test. 1 am sure that there
was no justification for the refection
of some of these teas, if we are to judge
by the samples we received. Some of these
were very fair teas, indeed.” At Mr. Inco’s
request a subordinate brought in the letter
referring to the goods in question. Itstated
quite frankly that the teas had been re-
jected. In the course of his letter the
writer said, *“You will be surprised at the
excellence of the cup qualivy of these two
lines, and they will tend to show you the
absurdity of tea inspection as it is carried
on here.”

““The_samples sent us,” continued Mr.
Ince, ¢ were of Ping Suey tea,
which is the kind stated by The
World this morning to have been rejected
at New York, But we can do mnothing
with Ping Sueys here, and we were unable

to make an offer for these lines,

No Demand for Ping Sueys,

“The fact is that the cail for Ping Sueys
now is very light. The trade and the con-
sumer can get so much better velue in
other lines that the consumption of Ping
Suey has fallen off to very small propor-
tions indedd, though some of them are
very good tess. Therp is a large consump-
tion of these in the ~United States,
but Canadians will mnot have them.
Thete is a decided green look about
them that causes the customer to think
they have been colored, and so they are, as
a rule, rejected. So fay as I know the ma-
terials -used for coloring are harmless
enough-—gypsum and Prussian biue, &nd
sometimes soapstone. Thesc are not quite
the things one would preter to have mixed
with his food or drink, but I am not aware
that they are so very harmful. At any
rate in the quantities usedthere would be no
harmfal possibilities about them. People
get frightened about these things quite un-
necessarily. - You remember that some time
ago & scare was got up about the
adulseration of brandy. It was stated in
the newspapers that the taste of some of
these liquors was produced by the admix-
ture of vhe essential oil of bitter almonds,
which was the basis of prussic acid, and,
as everybody knew, a deadly poison. Now,
while all this was true, the inference drawn
by many people was wholly without justi-
fication, Ifin 10 Fallons of brandy there
was put as much oil of Dbitter almonds as a
housewife would use in flavoring & blane
mange; the liquor would be spoiled and
made unsaleable. So, in the case of these
the adulterations, so far as I
are to color and ‘face’ the
teas and mot to add ta> their
bulk., Some of these teas that were
rejected in New York and offered to us
were valued at 33¢ per pound. It is absurd
to talk . of teas valued at such a figure being
8o injurions as to justify their legal ex-
clusion. They have a very stringent law
on this subject in the United States, while
we are dependent upon the general law,
which, so far as teas “are concerned, is not
so strictly enforced. '

¥avors an Inspection, :

«] would not be understood as saying
anything tending to show inspection to be
unnecessary or inadvisable, I thing there
should be inspection and rigid exclusion
of these goods that do not reach
a certain standard. But the testing of the
teasghould be’left to a body of competent
men, and not to any one individual. Some-
times vhe present system is loosely enforced
in the United States. About two years ago
a lot of teas were stored in Montresl, To-
ronto and Hamilton on shippers’ account.
When the attempt was made to sell them
it was found that some of them ‘were of so
losw a grade that they really ought not to go
into consumption, Prices satistactory
to the owners coald not bs obtained here,
and the whole lot were shipped to Chicago
and went into consumption in thejUnited
Siates, Of course, teas that cannot be sold
on one side are offered on the other. It
may be that these Ping Sueys that have
been rejected in New York will be sold in
Canada, but I doubt it for the reason I have
given—our trade in that line is light, grow-
ing lighter, and the trade do not want these
teas except at extraordinarily low prices,
which it would hardly psy the owners 1o
accept.”

Referring to the articles quoted in yester-
day’s World respecting Ping Suey teas and
the methods used in adulterating them Mr.
Ince said he did not believe the facts
could possibly be as given. The Shanghai
paper quoted - stated that “Chinese mer-
chants, intheir greed for gain,unscrupulously
use a paste compound of coal dust, glue,
sand and gypsum, which is mixed with the
true articie snd then sold to consumers,”
It spoke also of “spurious tea” being ro-
fused sdmittance into the United States.
+There is no such thing, according to my
experiences, a8 ‘spurious tea,’” said Mr.
Ince. *‘There is nothing sold as tes which
is not actually such, however it may have
been manipulated in order to make it
appear better than it really is,

no way by which
advantage could be gained- by the use of
such a compound as that referred to. Even
if it could be used at all, the use of it would
e detected at once, for no man in the trade
buys tea without testing it, and the adul-
terations would show in the cup at once.
No, there is nothing in that. Teas are not
made injurious by any such means. The
only thing that renders tea so injurious as
to be unfit for use is the rotting of the leaf.
In some cases tea cannot be sold and is held
over for & season and, though it may bave
begun to rot, it is put through a variety of
processes to give it & place in the market,
This tea should not go into.consumption,
not because of the adulteration, but because
of the bad condition of the leaf itself.”
Almost Ont of the Market,

Mr. William W. Keightoy stated the
case much as Mr. Ince had done. So small
is the consumption of Ping Suey teas here
that he declared they were almost out of
this markee, . He believed that some of the
inferior classes of Ping Suey teas were made
up of leaf which had been used before, but
manipulated and colored with gypsum and
Prussian blue, The inferior quality of the
tea was at once exposed om infusing it.
Mr. Keighley was kind enough to give a
practical demonstration of vhis for the bene-
fit of The World, infusiu% cups of half
a dozen different varicties, In the worse of
the two Ping Sueys taken there was a
marked scum on the surface, the leaf
looked coarse and rank and was intermixed
with what appeared to be small pieces of
twig of the plant, while the odor as com-
pared with the finer teas was lileless and
woody, if such a word may be permitted.

“There has been a tremendous fulling off
in the consumption of China teas in
favor of Indians aud Ceylons,” said Mr,
Keighley * for the resson that the con-
sumer gets far better value than in these
teas which have been manipulated. There
is really no object in attempting to adulter-
ate or ‘doctor’ these teas, for it costs
something to put them through these pro-
cesses and the genuine article can be pro-
duced for no more money.”

Cannot Be #old in Canadsa,

Mr. Henry C. Boomer of Warren Pros. &
Boomer said he had heard of the rejection
of the teas in New York snd had learned
that they were of the Ping BSuey variety
and that the attempt was being mads to
place them in Canada, He doubted” that
any considerable  quantity of such
toas could be sold in Canada,
He could mot speak with complete
knowledge of the trade done from Mont-
reul, but so far as Toronto dealers and their
trade were concerned, he was satisfied that
the quantity- of Ping Sueys that could be
placed would be very small, He knew that
his own firm had not been offered these
teas, and that they were not looking
for them. The reason for the falling
off in the consumption of Ping Buey
teas was simply that the people could get
better value in other varieties, The in-
ceease in the consumption of India and Cey-
lon teas was maioly in the cities and towns,
In the rursl districts the rule of the people
seemed to be to buy Japan tea and to get the
best value they could at 25 cents » pound.

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$70,000 or More to e Saved Here.

A correspondent who has been reading
the details of the reductions of the various
city officials asks The World to publish &
list of the church and other religious pro
perties exempted from taxation and to
show the amount of tsxes that would be
received by the city were these exemptions
abolished. We will publish the list before
long for the benefit of our readers, In the
meantime we may inform our correspodent
that the total exempted church property,
as estimated by The Globa recently, foots
up to over four million dollars. At the
rate levied last year this property would
yield §70,000 taxes. This is a larger sum
than will be saved by the recent and pro-
posed salary reductions. The people have
expressed themselves in favor of taxing pro-
perty of every description, and the alder-
men have voiced the sentiments of their
constituents by deciding to appeal to the
Legislature for power to tax the different
kinds of exempted property. AThis is now
a live 1ssue, and it will be 19 ght as such at
the coming session of the Leégislature. The
public would be more pleased {to see the
fax -bill reduced by making the churches
pay their share of the civic expenses than
by cutting and 20 per cent. from the
salaries of t;:ﬁicials. But the rate is so
high to-day that both these and other ex-
pedients are found necessary to give relief,
While the salary reductions are in progress
we hope Ald. Hallam will give his able at-
‘tention to the exemptions question, 'He
ought to have & lot of excellent material
ready to lay before the Legislature as soon
as the question comes before them. The
Ministerial Association would greatly faci-
litate the movement were they to meet and
declare themselves favorable to thesproject.

But will they do so? Have they the
moral couraga to favor a just measure when
it affects themselves adversely? Will they
vote to change a law under which a church
that is able to give its minister $4500 s
year saliry is exempted from taxes while
the miserablo habitation of a §7 a week
laborer is taxed from two to three per cent,”?
No, that is just what the ministers
won’t do, bat on the other hand they
will interfers and prevent that $7 a week
laborer from leaving his little hovel on Sun-
day to pass the day amid surroundings that
the wealth of the millionaire cannot im-
prove upon.

- These two concessions will be gained for
the people in spite of the opposition of the
clergy, and they will be gawned i the im-
mediate future, too. ;

Does it redound to the credit of the
ministers that the people are - compelled to
appeal to the politicians to got the justice
that they refuse to grant? Does the clergy
understand that the people are in earnest
in this matter and that Ald, Hallam and
his fellow-councillors will be backed up by
three-fourths of the citizens when they ap-
pear before Sir Oliver Mowat to get ex-
emptions abolished? Do they really believe
the Trades and Labor Council, the repre-
sentatives of the working people, are merely
whiling away time when they pass resolu-
tions against exemptions? If so, they ought
to undeceive themselves, The people are
in earnest.

We are glad to see that The Globe hias
fallen into line with the other papers that
demand justice for the people.

““Were it within our -power to do so,”
says The Globe, ““we should at once swee
away the entire bonus ‘and exemption sys
tem in regard to industrial enterprises, as
well as the exemption of egclesiastical
salaries and property. That law under
which one man is forced to pay for the
streets, the lighting, police and fire protec-
tion services, used ffee of charge by any
other, whecvhér that other be clergyman or
manufacturer, church-goes or aguostic, is
wrong, and cannot be defended upon any
principle of ethics that we kuow of. Ivis
in essence exactly the same as the establish-
ment of a'State church—as: the tithe sys-

- | tem in Wales or in Quebec, which, we ven-

ture to afiirm, would scarcely be defended
by our correspondent.”

Mayor Kennedy Ought to [Investigate,

Whils one contingent of the council is
busy on the economy campaign another
might be equally well employed in chasing
the Consumers’ Gas Company. The city’s
auditor has reported that the income of the
company is such that the city, in virtue of
recent statutory legislation, can demand a
reduction in the price of gas. Now, what

do we hire an auditor for, and if the eiti- /

zens are entitled to a reduction in gas why
don’s the aldermen seo they get it? Gas in
Cleveland costs the citizens 73 cents 8
thousand, It should besold atthe same
rate in Toronto, This is s matter in which
the sldermen should take as much con-
cern as they do in regard to economical
administration. Five dollars a year saved
on a gas bill benefits the citizen as much as
five dollars knocked off his tax bill. If the
council takes this matter up in earnest it
will not be long before gas will drop 10 per
cent, in price.

The economy reformers should insist on
the reductions they have' made going into
effect in their entirety. And it ought to be
understood at the same time that if any
special reasons exist why this or that par-
ticular reduction should not be insisted on,
these cases can be investigated later on,
and properly adjudged. If any official can
show cause why he should be made an ex-
<eption of he should be given a hearing, but
the time for such hearing is not the present
moment. The adjustment of special cases
will keep for a month or more. In the
meantime the reductions should be made
c:pontin all round,

Civie Salaries and)Tax Exemptions,

Editor World: There appears to be con-
siderable whining, indignation and wrath
in some circles in reference to the proposed
reduction in civic salaries. This might
have been expected, as this city has been
inflicted for a long time with the salary-
grab boomsters. The overloaded tax-
;nyen have been suffering and groaning
rom the enormous sud extortionate de-
mapds made upon them by the civie
treasury, and 1t is high time there should
be a radical change in the administration
of our public affairs, Iv'is to be hoped
that we are now eotering upon 8 new era
of reform and that economy and retrench-
ment will be the watchwords of the present
City Council. 1n ocnsideriog the salary
question it must be borne in mind that
even with a reduction of 20 per cent. the
salaries would still remain higher than
they were three or five years ugo, inas-
much ; as the commodities of life can now
be had at very reduced rates, And moreoyer
house rents are now 30 per cent. lower than
1h®® were in years past, although the as-
sessment and taxation are 20 per cent,
higher. It is easy to be seen that the pro-
perty-nolders of this city are the victimized
sufferers, and they aro fully justified in de-
manding redress. The agitation for the
abolition of all tax exemptions: should be
prosecuted with the utmost vigor. This is
one of the most glaring and manifest in-
iquities of the present day. Let the start-
ling fact be kept prominently before the
people that one-sixth of the total assess-
ment of this city is exempt from taxation.
1o other words, we are compelled to pay
other people’s taxes as well us our own.
This is legalized robbery to all intents and
purposes, The only sound and honest
principle of taxation is to distribute it
fairly among all and make all property pay
its share. Fven-handed justice is all we
require or demand, and this we must be
determined to have. 8. 8.

He Sustained Several ¥raoctured Ribs in
Doing So, e Claims, and Now
He Wants Damages.

James Bond was a motorman and worked
for the Toronto Strect Railway Company.
On July 18 last he attempted to couple Lwo
cars. The buffers did not meet and Mr.
Bond’s body made a poor substitute. He
claims that besides the squeezing one of his
ribs was broken and says that his health
was damagad $2000 worth. His suit Lo re-
cover that amount was commenced before
Mr. Justice Street yesterday afternoon.

The most interesting feature ot the case
was the disasgreement of the doctors who
gave evidence on either side. Mr. Bond’s
physician said that the plaintiff bad had &
rib broker and was_permanently damaged.
There Were two who declared
Bond to be physically sound, and who
could find no trace of the fractured rib.

Bond said that he attempted to couple &
motor and trailer at the junction of Queen
and King-streets west, but the speed with
which the cars met jammed him between
them. Haryy Frith and Charles Bond cor-
roborated his story. George Megginson,
Stephen Shipman snd William atimer,
employes of the company, said that it was
part of the motorman’s duty to attend to
the coupling of the cars. @

Dr. Jobn 8. King, who attended Bond,
gave his testimony. He said that he
found the . plaintiff suffering from &
broken rib and a bad squeezing, Acute

leurisy had been the result of his injuries.
fn his opinion Bond would never be the
same man he was before the accident.

Mr. Laidlaw asked to have the case
taken from the jury, but his Lord-b:lp
wanted them to hear the defence. Accord-
ingly two medical men were put on the
stand after they had made an examination
of Bond.

Dr. Johneon, physician tor the street
railway company, said that his examination
of Bond led bim to believe that the man
was perfectly sound, He could find no
trace of apy broken rib, and Bond was at
present in good health. Dr, Macdonald told
exactly the same story, and neither seemed
st all afiected by the fact that their
brother-professional had testified directly
opposite.

Y(nndmuter William H. Nix said that
the conductor should have coupled the cars.
In his preparatory school, where aspirants
were uuggt how to use the trolley, .the
conductors were imparted the secret of how
to pin the cars. If the motorman did so it
was at his own risk.

FEMALE EMPLOYES EXPLAIN,

They Wish to Pat Themselves Right Be-
fore the Publio,

King & Co. are desirous of stating their
position to the public in regard to lh&'l
stand they have taken agaiost a proposed
cus in wages, Business has been dull for
some time past in the shoe trade as well as
in otlrer trades, consequently the girls have
been unable to earn more than from $1 to
84 per week., Notwithstanding this, a cut
of about 15 per cent, was made in Novem-
ber last, which the girls submitted to.
Now again, another reduction is proposed,
ranging from 10 to 50 per cent, together
with such a change in the classification of
the work as would still further curtail their
earning power and bring their wages down
below a living standard. This, the girls
think, was asking too much, and at s
meeting held Saturday, Jan, 13, it was de-
cided ot to resume work until a satisfac-
tory arrangement of the working tariff was
agreed upon. A communication was for-
warded to Mr. King asking him to meet a
committes for that purpose, but so far no
reply has been received. 'The girls feel

which they have taken, and they hope their
sister workers-will recognize the fact that a
reduction at King's factory will have a ten-
dency to.lower wages at other factories in
the city and tbat they will render their co-
operation and assistance during the present
difficulty.” 2

THE COMMISSIONERS' TOUR.

They luspect the Bridges at Woodbridge
and Markham — Reception
at Markham.

The county commissioners, composed of
Warden Russell, D, McDonald, (Georgina;
Alexander - Bairtl, Scarboro, and Reeves
Stephenson, Kast Toronto; Stokes, King;
County Clerk Eakin and County Engiocer
McDougall, arrived at Woodbridge on
Wednesday ovening on their tour of in-
spection of the county bridges, and spent
the night at the Inkerman Hotel, kept by
A. B. Haystead. On Thursdsy morning the
inspection of the two new bridges in Wood-
bridge was resumed.

The first one which the party visited
was the bridge -known as No. 1, across the
Humber River, near Wallace Bros.’ mills.
This bridge is now completed and bas been
in use about three weeks. 1t has a span of
115 feet, on first-class masonry abutments;
the sub-ageous foundations are built of
stone, quarried by the county from the
farm of Willis Bros. of Pine Grove; the re-
mainder of the sbutments is of stone far-
nished by the Owen Bound Stone Quarry-
ing Company from their quarries at Orange-
ville, The masonry was built by Edwin C.
Lewis of Toronto, and is a very creditable
piece of work. T'ne steel supsrstructure
was manufactured and eorected by the
Dominion Bridge Company _(Limited),
Montreal. The people of Woodbridge are
highly pleased with the durability and
workmanship on this bridge, and many
were the congratulations received by the
officials, Special thanks were tendered by
many to County Engineer McDougall for
the careful supervision which he exercised
over this piece of work.

The.officials next visited the one known
as Bridge No. in Woodbridge,
which is now in course of eredtion.
The piles are now being driven under
the able supervision of Mr. Wiiliam
Mellish, who is an expert in his line.
Britnell & Co. of Torouto are the contrac-
tors and are pushing the work with al
possible speed.

Everythicg
is in first-ciass condition, the interior bein
finished in cherry and lately furnished wit
new machinery from Ifiglis & Sons’, To-
ronto. It has a capacit§ of 75 bbls. per day
and is kept busy, principally on custom

Editor World: 1n reply to fcommunica-
tion in this morning’s World under *Kcono-
my at the Wrong End” I would like to say
that ““Citizin” is evidently not s taxpaying
citizen, but one of the npumerous city em-

ployes, and bis selfishness in writing such
& letter is only equalled by his impudence,
I'question the veryjfirst statement ho makes,
and would ask, Is it honest for any employe
to take from. §2 to $12 per day when he
does not really earn $1?

It is ‘“presumed” most decidedly that
these men are ovepaid and that they are
not giving apy adequate return
for the money they get, and most
of them would not be retained for one day
in the service of any solvent firm or com-

ny in the city, and certainly not st all at

he extravagant wages they are at present
recoiving,

Without entering- into any discussion of
single tax or the increased land tax he rofers
to, which is merely a side issue in this case,
1 may state that land is now taxed so high
that the market is flooded Wwith it,

Tt is not only the salarivs that must be still
more reduced, but the number of employes
in the various departments must be cut
down and weeded out and the remsinder
taught that they are-employed and paid by
the over-burdened taxpayers and compelied
to give proper service to the city, As it is
now a poor ratepayer can scarcely got civil
much less courteous, treatment in most oi
the departments at the City Hall, although
the employes there are so’ numerous that
they are actually in each other’s way.

The World deserves credit for being the
first to publish a list of the employes re-
eeiving over $600 per year, snd an “impos-
ing list” it may well be called. Why
should they get such salaries or expect to
ot paid what they never earn, when hund-
reds of more deserving oitizens are actually
starving, and no employment of any kind
to be had for them? It is very cummend-
able that the Police Magistrate, as stated in
The World, has signified his willingness to
accept the reduction in his salary, and he
certainly better earns what he receives than
the City Engineer does his, and if the last
named employes Is, as slloged, carrying
round his resignation in his pocket as &
bluff, by all mesns let him be searched and
the “biaff” taken from him by the Couneil,
and an agully efficient engineer can be
found without any trouble,

The ratepayers should note well the con-
duct of the present council and allow no
compromise or backdown in any way with

I have
paid 100 cents on the dollar all the time,
I have always paid water rates, gns bille
and taxes, But these last three years, on
account of the depreciation in property
and depréssion in business,aod becausel sm
getting old and frail, have been a severe
trisl to me. It gave me acute pain to see
oud representatives at ~the Council board
increasing the salaries of the officials and
glutting the departments with  incom-
petents during these years. Surely our
representatives must know of the shrink-
age that nearly everybody in the city has
exporienced. ~Cannot they think of us and
what we sacrifice and suffer (and hide it,
too, from public gaze) to pay our terrible
taxes?

All hail to the new members for their
business-like action! Who in business has
not cut down their expenses during 92, 93
and’94? Why shouldn’t our new Council
prune! Go'on in your good work.
