Population of Western Cities
Ottawa, Oct. 17—The autonomy bills 

which created the provines of Saskatche­
wan and Alberta provided for a census of 1 
population in those provinces and in 
Manitoba every five years. Elsewhere it 
is dene every 10 years. Under the act a 
census was taken in June last and the 
preliminary count of the population of 
cities, towns and villages in the three 
provinces in excess of 1,500 has been 
compiled.

Winnipeg, the largest city in the Mid­
dle West, increased its population from 
136,025 in 1911 to 163,005 in 1916, being a 
gain of 29,970, or nearly 20 per cent, in 
five years. For the 10 years, 1906 to 
1916, Winnipeg shows an increase of 
72,852, or more than 80 per cent.

In Saskatchewan, Regina leads with 
26,Il2. Both Saskatoon and Moose- 
jaw show material gains since 1911.

In Alberta the city of Calgary still 
stands first with a population of 56,353, 
followed by Edmonton with 53,792. Of 
the population of the latter 12,420 repre­
sents that of the former city of Strath- 
con a, now municipally part of the pro- 
incial capital. In 1911 Strathcona had a 
population of 5,579 and in 1906 one of 
1,550.

Brandon increased in five years from 
13,839 to 15,225, Moosejaw from 13,823 to 
16,889 and Saskatoon from 12,004 to 
21,034. Regina decreased from 30,213 to 
26,105. Calgary grew by 13,000 to 
56,302, while Edmonton,» including 
btratlicona, rose from 24,900 to 53,794.

ORIGIN OF LAUGHTER.
HSSH8B

Carrying the Analysis Back to the 
Lowly Prehistoric Clam,

Laughter la an Involuntary physical 
reaction. Hug tilings Jackson calls It 
“one of the Innumerable epilepsies to 
which man la subject” It is apparent­
ly a universal heritage, though certain 
causes may operate more powerfully 
upon one Individual than upon another 
to produce It In the little child whose 
sensibilities are uncomplicated by any 
mental experience unless they be racial 
ones the shock of delicate touch—tick­
ling, as we call it—first causes laugh­
ter. Why?

The claim of our psychologist carries 
us a long leap backward to the most 
elemental form of animal life. Beyond 
the savage stands the monkey and 
dimly far beyond him the molloak, 
whose only sense was that of touch. 
Picture this great-grandfather of liv­
ing things lying motionless save for 
those nervous, fluttering, sensitive feel­
ers extended to play the part of sight 
and hearing. A bit of seaweed bumps 
against them. A spasm racks the moL 
task's whole being, crushing him Into 
hls shell until the surprise has abated; 
then the fact that no further attack 
follows brings relief.

This Is the germ of the cause of our 
laughter spasm—a sudden shock, In­
stantly followed by a feeling of relief. 
Only such shocks as were followed by 
relief became racial memories. Where 
relief did not follow the clam did not 
live to leave a heritage.—Burges John­
son In Harper’s Magazine.

SPOILED HIS SYSTEM.
He Thought It Couldn't Be Done, but 

He Is Wiser New.
I know a man who wears hls shirts 

in chronological order—that Is, If he 
buys a new shirt he tags It with hls 
Initials, numbers It and places it at the 
bottom of the pile. And, no matter how 
much he likes it, he does not wear It 
until It comes ont at the top of the pile.

Crossing the Bar.
Tennyson’s famous poem “Crossing 

the Bar” was written, said hls son, In 
the poet’s eighty-first year "on a day In 
October when we came from Aldworth 
to Farrtngford. Before reaching Far- 
ringford he had had the ’moaning of 
the bar" In his mind, and after dinner 
he showed me the poem written out. 
■That Is the crown of your life’s work,’ " 
said hls son, who was the first man 
after the poet to read “Crossing the 
Bar” and who passed the first criti­
cism upon it In such fitting and gener­
ous language.

DELAYED INAUGURATION.
Why Washington Had to Wait Until 

April 30 In 1738.
Although March 4 is the date set by 

law for the Inauguration of our presi­
dents, there was one occasion when the 
rule waa not observed, for George 
Washington was Inaugurated on April 
30,1789, Instead of March 4.

When the constitution had been rati- 
fled by the requisite number of states 
the Continental congress by resolution 
of Sept 13, 1788, set the first Wednes­
day of the following March (March 4, 
1789) as the "tiine for commencing pro­
ceedings" under the new form of gov­
ernment

Owing to delays of various kinds, 
such as difficulties of travel, etc., mem­
bers of the first congress were very 
slow to assemble In New York, and a 
quorum of both houses was not ob­
tained until April G. The counting of 
the electoral vote, the notification of 
Washington and his journey from 
Mount Vernon to New York took until 
April 23, and his Inauguration was set 
for April 30.

His term of office was, however, con­
strued as having commenced on March 
4, the date set by the Continental con­
gress for the inauguration of the new 
government, and so it came to on end 
on March 4, 1793, although It lacked 
nearly two months of the four years 
provided for by the constitution.

CATCH THEM AND KILL THEM.

Don’t Keep Fieh Alive After You Get 
Them Out of the Water.

Probably nine-tenths of the fisher­
men hereabouts make the mistake of 
trying to keep their fish alive after they 
are caught on the theory that the flesh 
will taste better after they get home 
and prepare them for the pan for cook­
ing. They string them and keep them 
in the water or let them die in the 
creel.

The custom is a mistake, according 
to the experts. They declare the best 
way is to kill the fish the moment it is 
landed by pushing its head back and 
thus breaking the neck or giving it a 
hard blow on the head. Then take a 
knife and “bleed" them by running the 
knife blade around the bottom of the 
gills.

“In order to get your fish home with­
out any discoloration,” declares a vet­
eran angler, “take along a yard or two 
of white cheesclofh, and as- soon as the 
fish Is caught kill It and bleed it. Then 
dampen the cloth and wrap up each 
fish separately, taking care that no two 
fish touch each other.

“By doing this you will find that the 
fish will retain ail the color marking 
just as clear and bright as when it,was 
first taken from the water and the fish 
will be sweet and palatable.”

nmyllc alcohol. Care must be taken 
not to spill over the fingers or dress 
any drop of the first two named llq- 
nids. Sulphuric acid is exceedingly 
caustic, and the stench of valerianic 
acid, besides being unendurable. Is 
very difficult to get rid of.—London 
Family Herald.

Interned Foreignere Are Being Al­
lowed to Go Back to Work.

Large numbers of Canada’s intern­
ed aliens are now being released. Al­
ready a great many of them have 
been allowed to return to ordinary 
life and more of them are being re­
leased all the time.

Between 1.300 and 2,000 Germans 
and Austrians have been allowed to 
leave Spirit Lake, Que., and Kapus- " 
kasing. Ont., the large camp along 
the N.T.B. line. There are now less 
than a hundred aliens in each of 
these camps.

The reason for the release of the 
men is the great improvement in em­
ployment conditions in Canada. In 
the early days of the war when work 
was scarce, large numbers of these 
aliens roamed the streets with no­
thing to do and thus promised to con­
stitute a menace. It was this «class 
chiefly which was sent to the intern­
ment camps, the more dangerous 
aliens being confined at Fort Henry, 
Amherst, Halifax and Vernon. Now 
that work is plentiful and l labor 
scarce, those at the camps are be­
ing let go and are being eagerly re­
ceived by industries which have been 
experiencing a labor shortage.

Complaints as to the treatment of 
aliens in Kapuskasing, Spirit Lake 
and other such camps, have been re­
ceived by the Canadian Government. 
The Government was able to aseure 
the United States consul, through 
whom the representations were made, 
that they were unfounded. Since the 
outbreak at Kapuskasing some time 
ago those interned there have not 
done work of any kind. There was a 
disturbance at Spirit Lake about the 
same time, news of which did not 
become disseminated, but it was sum­
marily quelled before it reached any 
proportion. A result of the work 
done by the. aliens at both camps in 
clearing ground of the villages in 
embryo have grown up there and it 
fs probable that those still at Spirit 
Lake and Kapuskasing will remain 
after their release and make their 
homes there.

Revenue Going Up.
The consolidated revenue of Canada 

for the three months of the fiscal 
year ending June 30 was $50,772,908.- 
92, and the expenditure was $37,- 
065,289. The revenue from all sources 
amounted to $56,000,000. Of this ex­
penditure only $10,628,045 comes 
under consolidated fund account 
while $26,527.243 is under capital and 
$22,173,031 of this is war outlay. In 
the month of June last the war ex­
penditure was $12,439,187.93. During 
the three months’ period the expendi­
ture on both’ capital and revenue ac­
counts outside of the capital outlay 
on war has decreased substantially, 
due to the policy of rigid economy 
adhered to by the spending depart­
ments of the Government.

The June revenue increased from 
$11,433,970 to $17,600,149, the increase 
being found in nearly all branches 
including $4,000,000 in customs.

The buoyancy of the Dominion’s 
financial situation is shown through­
out the statement. Thf total assets 
of the Dominion on June 30 were 
$420,395,783, as against $257,943,- 
948 a, year ago. The net debt increas­
ed from $450,287,721 to $593,910,637, 
but the increase for the month was 
$16,013,946.95, or nearly $2,000,000 
less than a year ago.

The credit Canada has extended to 
the British Government now totals 
$150,000,000. Munition orders to this 
amount have been placed is Canada 
by the Imperial Government.

Canadian deposits on savings ac­
count total over $700,000,000 having 
increased a little over $100,000,000 
during the 20 months ot the war.
