Decorative Palms and Rubber Plants.

In growing palms and rubber plants the 
pot is an important item. That for rubber 
plants should be quite large. One measur­
ing eight inches is not a bit too large for an 
ordinary plant two feet in hight. Painted 
pots should always be avoided, since the 
paint closes up the pores of the clay and 
serves the double purpose of keeping in too 
much moisture and keeping out the air. Ib 
is important that the pot for a palm should 
be much deeper than it is wide, for the roots 
of a palm strike downward instead of spread­
ing ont laterally. Of the two, the rubber 
plant needs the richer soil, says the Neu> 
York Sun. For either, have a good layer of 
charcoal in the bottom of the pot for drain­
age, over it put a layer of florist’s moee to 
prevent the clogging that might result from 
watering. There should be a liberal quan­
tity of sand in the upper layer of soil. In 
the case of the rubber plant a little bone meed 
as a fertilizer should be added to the soil in 
winter time.

Mere surface watering does little or no 
good. The frequency with which palms 
and rubber plants need watering depends 
upon the air in the room, and the principsd 
thing to judge by is the dryness of the soil. 
Two or three times a week in winter should 
be sufficient, but at these times the earth 
about the roots should be thoroughly satur­
ated. It is a poor plan to leave water stand­
ing in the saucer below the plant, with the 
idea that it will be drawn nip by the roots. 
For the most part it evaporates.

Palms are very slow growers, and do not 
need transplanting oftener than once in two 
years. When transfering one to a larger 
pot set the roots and the old earth, as little 
disturbed as possible, in the centre and fill 
out the borders with the new soil. Some 
women who have had great success in rear­
ing rubber plants declare that the leaves 
should be sponged with soap and water and 
that a little castor oil poured about the roçta 
occasionally is wonderfully healthful to 
growing plant. It is certain that plante 
with large leaves should be sponged frequent­
ly to face the pores from dost.

The Answer of the British Government to 
the Hay-Paùncefote Treaty.

Washington, March 11.—The answer of 
the British government to the Hay-Paunce- 
fote treaty made to the senate was received 
by the British ambassador and cotnmuicated 
to Secretary Hay. The contents of the doc- 
ment has not yet been made public, but it 
probably reflects the earnest wishes of the 
British government to have the Nicaraguan 
waterway international in character instead 
of confined to the United States.

The British answer is a dignified but com­
plete rejection of the senate amendments 
and it leaves upon the United States govern­
ment the responsibility for any further ac­
tion that may be deemed expedient.

The provincial government claims 
credit for the Cape Breton industry, and 
points to the increasing revenue from the 
mines department in support of its contention 
that a new era of prosperity was inaugurated 
with the advent of the Dominion Coal Com­
pany.

TIIE MODEL PLOT PLAN.

An agreement will be made with the own­
er of the farm whereby the Government 
shall furnish him with the trees and the fer­
tilizers necessary for the orchards. He will 
prepare the land and give the trees the best 
care, the agreement to be binding for a 
period of ten years. The trees will be plant­
ed publicly.

In establishing these model orchards the 
Government aims to give an object lesson 
which the fruit growers of the locality may 
copy with profit. These plots will be estab­
lished as speedily as possible year by year 
and in some counties, such as Colchester, 
there may be two model orchards establish­
ed. In Kings County the plantation will 
probably be of the nature of an experiment­
al orchard of a few acres in connection with 
the School of Horticulture where new vari­
eties may be tested, fruits crossed and 
hybridized, etc.

In connection with the establishment of 
each model orchard a plot of worn out land 
will be selected as an object lesson in restor­
ing the fertility of the soil without stable 
manure by the use of clover, bone meal etc.

Sir,—“ Observer " says that I have over­

reached myself in claiming thaï Councillor 
Craig le disqualified by reason of hie connec­
tion with the Foundry Co. He says that be 
finds that Councillor Craig is not managing 
director, nor has he a controlling interest. 
Dear me ! what hair splitters we are ! The 
point is : Does Councillor Craig occupy the 
position of manager of the Foundry Co. ? 
Does he control the business, look after its 
affairs and perform the duties of a managing 
director or manager ? If he does, he comes 
within the disqualification of the Act. The 
Act aims to exclude any one as Councillor 
who has an interest to serve, which is opposed 
to the Interest of the town, which, as Coun­
cillor, he should safeguard. It 
by what name you may call an officer of a 
corporation whose duty is to act as the 
directing head of the concern and serve its 
interest. Such an one coines within the 
spirit of (he disqualifying section. I do not 
;hiuk that in tnis matter ••Observer" has 
proved himself much of a success as un 
apologist for this too evideut violation of the 
Town’s Incorporation Act. He is evidently 
trying to mislead the public, or talking 
through hie hat. If he will take the trouble 
uf looking up the matter in any dictionary, 
he will find that the word “manager" in­
cludes director, supervisor, &c., and means 
one who has charge of and directs the buei 
ness of a corporation, and it is not denied 
that Councillor Craig occupies such a position 
in the Foundry Co. It is not my intention 
.o waste time in a legal discussion of this 
question. I will leave that for the lawyers 
to argue out when it comes before the court, 
as it is likely to do. I can only read the 
-eciion as a layman would, and to me it it- 
quVti plain that any one occupying the posi­
tion and performing t he duties of « managing 
director of a corporation having a run tract 
with the town cannot be a Councillor, u<> 
matter by what name he is distinguished as 
an < ffioer of such corpora.ion. Bill, apart 
irom the legal aspect of the question, how 
-lues the moral aspect look ? Even if there 
were no disqualifying section, is it right (bar 
one occupying the puei.iuu of a manager of 
a company doing work for the town shoulu 
be in the position of a Councillor, thus pass­
ing the accounts of hi-* company ? It does 
uol look right, anu I am satisfied that such 
a state of affairs would no' be tolerated in 
my other town but thi.-. Mr. Blank is the 
manager of a company, which company has 
a contract with the town. Mr. Blank, the 
manager of ibis company, is also a Councillor 
of the town. He is also chairman of (he 
committee of the Town Council appointed to 
-•verace the work which his company per 
forms. Mr. Blank, the manager, makes out 
the bills against the town for the company, 
which bills are submitted to Mr. Bi-.uk, the 
Councillor and chairman of committee, and 
he must examine them and see that the town 
is not overcharged. Here aie two acts of 
duty directly opposite, to be pel formed, 
and two interests directly io conflict to b#* 
looked after by the same individual. Which 
interest is he the most likely to look after in

matters not

ease, the town's, or the company slot 
which he is working, and from which, ioua> 
a homely illustration, he receives his bread 
and butter? He cannot serve two master?, 
and it is only natural to suppose that M*. 
Blank would look after the one in which lie 
ia pecuniarily interested. No one should be 
placed in such a position, even if there were 
no etaiuie again*: it, as public opinion, even 
!f Mr Blank could act with (he utmost pro 
priety in his dual position, would condemn

I had charitably supposed, when I first 
brought this matter before the public, that 
Councillor Craig and the Council were in 
ignorance that the stature was being violated, 
nut I learn from a street rumor lately circu 
•a.ed that at the time the Foundry Co. re 
oelved the contract to do the work connected 
with the water works, he was warned 
by the then Mayor, who was also the R- 
corder, that to give the Foundry Company 
' his work, while Mr. Craig held the position 
uf Councillor, was a violation of the Town's 
Incorporation Act, and upon being informed 
tuai he was liable to a penalty of twenty 
dollars for every time he sat as Councillor, 
he stated he would risk the penalfy being 
imposed. Now, if this did not take place, 
it is open for the ex Mayor to come out in 
the Monitor and siate that this rumor is 
not correct. I do not vouch for it, but 
«imply give it as I received it.

To return to the question of the disqualifi­
es ion of Councillor Craig. Assuming that 
I im right in my contention, then the town 
ts facr to face with a very serious difficulty 
The Town's Incorporation Act, Sec. 25, pro­
vides that ‘‘Every incorporated town shall 
js governed by a Council, consisting of a 
Mayor and not less than nix Councillors.” 
Now, if theie ts one Councillor ditqualified, 
l would be the same as if there were six dis­
qualified, and .here would not be a legal 
Council to do the business of the town. All 
appointments by such a body would be illegal. 
Auy assessment made by assessors appoi 
oy a Council consisting of a Mayor and 
than six qualified Councillors would be il­
legal. If the assessment is illegal, so would 
a rate made under such an assessment be 
illegal, nor could a dollar of taxes be collected 
if any one resisted payment. Such, Sir, is 
the condition to which this town is brought 
by this unhappy business. Every act of tbo 

.Council, while it consists of unqualified or 
disqualified members, is illegal, and the con- 
•.-q-icnce-may be so far-reaching that only 
au act of the Legislature can remedy the 
evil occasioned by the eupiuenees and ignor 
ance of our Councillors in allowing the law 
to be violated It is time that they woke 
up to i he responsibilities of their posh ion 
and made an effort to get the town out of 
the hole in which it is placed.

Trade with Africa.

‘I believe the possibilit ies of trade between 
Canada and South Africa are enormous, and 
•hat Canadian maufacturers who direct then 
«Vmention to that country will reap an abun­
dant harvest.’ This was the declaration 
made recently by Mr. James Gumming, of 
Lvn, Canada, who ia on the way to South 
Africa io aci as trade commissioner for the 
Canadian Government. Mr. Gumming has 
made the question of trade whh South Afri­
ca a i borough study, and he is well equipped 
for his mission. Beside the fund of infor­
mation which he has stored away under his 
hat, Mr Gumming has a trunk full of catal­
ogues and other books pertaining to Canad­
ian business and manufactures which will en­
able him to furnish South African importers, 
and exporters also, with immediate inform­
ation p’gaiing the most desirable Canadian 
firms with woich to do business

He expects to be in South Africa for 
about three or four months, and in tha* rime 
to do a good deal toward bringing Canadian 
and African merchants into touoh with one 
another.

To give an idea of the extent to which bus­
iness wiib South Africa might be developed, 
Mr. Gumming mentioned (hat ten years sgo 
the Americans started with an export trade 
of less (han a million dollars for the first 
year. Last year they exported over ninteen 
million dollars' worth of manfactured goods 
to that country. It was desirable that, 
after the war, Canadians should get in on 
the ground floor and get their proper share 
of this trade. Before the war, Africa man­
ufactured practically nothing. Their ex­
ports consisted wholly of raw material, and 
they had to import all kinds of manufactur­
ed goods. The year before the war began 
rhey exported $77,000.000 wor'h of gold, 
$22.000 000 of dimonds, $12,000,000. of wool, 
$5,000.000, of hides and skins, $3,000.000 
each of ostrich feathers and Angora goat's 
hair, $2,000,000, of copper ore and other raw 

terials of less than a million each in value. 
In the same year theY smported $132,000 
000, beiug several millions' worth of imports 
more than exports.

Canadian Tobacco.

Ottàwa, March 8. —A deputation composed 
mainly of members from the Province of 
Qanbeo waited on the Prime Minister and 
Minister of Agriculture last uight to ask that 
• he government do more to encourage the 
cultivation of good kinds of tobacco in Que­
bec. They requested that the government 
establish experimental stations for tobacco- 
growing and distribute frjm these centres 
improved strains of seed, .ollowing the plan 
in vogue to help along the cultivation of 
grain. The deputation also wished an in­
spection of tobacco. The Minister of Agri­
culture said he had brought in an appro­
priation bill to parliament for this purpose 
a couple of years ago, ’out his move had not 
met with much encouragement. He wae 
now doing what he could by means of lectures 
In the districts where tobacco is grown.

—Andrew C.arnegfo has offered to give 
$100,000 to the fiity of Ottawa for a public 
library providing-that the city gave a site 
and $7,600 a year for maintenance.

National Calamity.

Warning ok the Ontario Provincial 
Fruit Inspector.

Toronto, March 7.—The report of ike 
provincial inspector of the S»u Jose scale, 
Mr. G. E. Fisher, shows the great importance 
of the fruit growers of Ontario co operating 
with the department of Agriculture in the 
efforts to be made this season to fight this 
dangerous and destructive pest. The pro­
vincial inspector says : Almost the whole 
of the Niagara district is now infested with 
the San Jose ncale and it is aKo very prev 
aient in the Guilds section, where little has 
been done to check it. The San Jose scale 
has spread much during the past season, and 
is now abundant where it was hardly notice 
able last year. It seems to me as if this 
scale question is going to develop into a 
national calamity, and the time will come, I 
fear, when our grandchildren may have to 
tell their children of the good old times in 
Ontario when people used to be able to grow 
apples and other fruits. At Niagara par 
ticularly, everybody is realizii g that a very 
great danger threa'ene them, and that eomt- 
thing must be done or their iniereets will be 
destroyed. The fruit iniereets in Ontario 
are very great. One gentleman it St. Cath­
arines sold fen thousand dollars' worth of 
peaches in 1899, -«nd another a* Niagara sold 
over four thousand dollars’ wuith last year, 
and these peaches do not by any means 
represent their whole stock of fruit, a* there 
are plums, cherries, pears, apples and small 
fruits besides. Some years of experie 
have taught us that when once we discover 
the San Jose scale in an orchard no idea can 
be formed without close examination km to 
the extent of the infection. Iu 1899 one 
orchard was examined can fully and eighty- 
seven trees were marked About the mid­
dle of last summer 1 visited this orchard 
and traversed from one corner to the other, 
and I found the scale on every tree I ex­
amined, and, moreover, on the very first 
twig that I took hold of in every case. A 
good deal has been said about the rate a* 
which scales can (ravel, and I am sure this 
has been underrated. I have watched them 
a great many times and find -'hat the young 
larvæ can travel an inch in a quarter of an 
hour, and that in a waek they travel ha’.f 
across an orchard, and if blown to *he ground 
I am quite sure ♦hoy are capable of getting 
back again on the tree. Iu addition to this 
‘here is no doubt ihry will crawl on to any­
thing that moves and by that moans will br­
eamed in every direction. The increase of 
the scale is very rapid indeed towards the 
end of the season, especially during tht 
month of September. Notwithstanding all 
that I have said it would seem that if an or 
chard be treated conscientiously “<d regular­
ly the scale will not < xist in sufficient num 
b^rs to materially mar the crop of fruit.

A Pretty Farm Fence.

In Short Cuts, in one of the January issues, 
is an illustration of an easily made hedge, 
formed of Page woven wire fence and honey­
suckle. As the writer says, a beautiful fence 
is quickly made, and where animals are not 
to pass through, nothing better could be de­
sired. But where an ornamental hedge is 
required without the expense of purchasing 
wire, the Calfornian privet will give it, and 
give it quickly, not requiring years to do it, 
as the term is usually understood. A very 
pretty outline is visible at the end of the 
first season's growth. Good, strong two- 
year plants are usually selected, and when 
set out are out down nearly to the ground, 
that a good bushy base may be formed. At 
the end of the growing season the plants will 
have shoots two feet in height. It is true 
these need trimming back again, to make 
the lower part still bushier, but at the end 
of the second season there should be a lovely 
green hedge three feet high. The honey­
suckle would do no better than this. This 
is only written to show the possibility of a 
good fence or hedge without the cost of wire. 
The honeysuckle certainly makes a lovely 
screen, besides giving bloom profusely in 
Spring, and moderately all the season 
through. And if the old Japanese sort, 
brachypoda, be used, there is an evergreen 
screen, as this species holds its leaves all 
Winter. In the matter of being evergreen 
it is not so much ahead of the privet. The 
latter is not absolutely evergreen, though 
very nearly so. I am writing this towards 
the close of January, and my little hedge of 
it shows not a leaf dropped yet. Many are 
entirely alive and perfect, some are some­
what browned by the late severe freezings, 
but no leaves have fallen ; and for the pur­
poses it is used for, that of a screen, it is 
perfect yet. It usually drops its leaves en­
tirely just a few weeks before the buds burst 
for Spring. The privet is looked on by 
planters of the present day as one of the 
most desirable plants ever introduced for 
hedging. It is not a thorn, but simply an 
ornamental shrub. It grows quickly, has 
lustrais green leaves, strikes readily from 
cuttings, hence can be procured at small 
cost. Good one-year plants at $20, and two 
year ones at $30 per 1,000, are about the 
rates the nurserymen advertising in the P. 
F. could furnish the plant for. Those who 
want a good hedge should get a half dozen 
plants by mail, to see what they will do and 
what they will look like.

Praetieal Talks and Plain Pre­
cepts for Farmers.

—Even in the tobacco soaked state of Ten­
ner there exists a law which has been de­
clared constitutional by the Supreme Court 
of the United States, making it a misdemean­
or to use tobacco in the form of cigarettes. 
It forbids the bringing of cigarettes into the 
state, makes the giving away of them a pen- 
punishable offense and prohibits sale of paper 
for rolling them. It is said the state of 
Minnesota is likely to have a similar law, a 
bill modelled on that in Tennessee having 
been introduced into the legislature. In 
support of the measure it has been shown 
that mental and physical debility, especially 
among boys and young men, accompany the 
habit of cigarette smoking. Cases of insan­
ity and death even have been cited, so that 
it is held that public safety demands the 
suppression of the vice.

The Thoboughbred vs. the Grade, and 
the Good Grade vs. the Scrub.

Let us commence at the scrub. We can­
not get any lower, and it is better to climb 
than to fall. The scrub is the thing that 
simply grows, like Topsy in “ Uncle Tom’s 
Cabin.” It stands out alone, unique, unlike 
anything before. Nothing will be like it 
again. A poor thing cursed by fate. There 
are different kinds of scrubs. We have scrub 
apple trees, we have scrub cattle, and, God 
pity us! we have scrub men. We may have 
raised year after year the scrub animal, and 

V1 finally by some freak of nature, we get from 
the peaked, no shaped, mixed up father and 
mother an offspring which nearly approaches 
our idea of a well shaped animal. The scrub 
breeding man says: “ Away with your good 
grade or pedigreed stock, this is all I want 
to breed.” Their disappointment follows, 
because the good enough animal had not suf­
ficient potency to get something as good as 
he is, so we are as low as before.

The good grade, a cross of a thoroughbred 
with a good scrub, has more certainty. He 
has a father which has been bred along cer­
tain lines, for It may be a century back. 
Blood will tell, and we get a good grade that 
has raised our standard along some particu­
lar line, and we are gratified to find if we 
keep on breeding in this way, that for the 
same amount of care we put a larger piece of 
money in our pocket when we sell him, or 
take a larger pall to the barn when we milk 
her. The grade is the result of the scrub 
being in good company, and shows it—is 
bound to show it—other things being equal.

The thoroughbred is the top of the ladder. 
Someone may say: “You don’t know, per­
haps you may breed a purebred no better 
than a scrub.” That is true, you get a poor 
thoroughbred about as often as you get a 
good scrub.

It is not our object to say that every farm­
er should keep thoroughbreds. It would be 
very foolish for many to do so, and many 
young, inexperienced stockraisere who now 
have them were better without them. But 
do, by all means, make up your minds what 
kind of stock you want, and then grade up 
your stock by sticking to pure blood sires of 
the same kind year after year.

We give herewith the opinions of an On­
tario breeder on breeding. He says:

“ If we look back into the early history of 
the Arabian horse, the Shorthorn cattle, etc., 
we find that somewhat the same type of an 
animal existed in the neighborhood from 
which the present breed is supposed to have 
been evolved ; and again if we trace as far 
back as we can in the records of the differ­
ent breeds of our pure bred animals, we find 
that all Improvement in each breed wa* 
made by in-and-in breeding to a greater or 
less extent. Yet the men to whom we give 
credit for forming a breed were men of clean 
perceptions, hardened in their desire to ex­
cel. We presume they understood a great 
deal about the laws of natural selection; if 
they did not and were guided alone by a fine 
artistic eye they arrived at the same results, 
but in a different way. They also had love 
of animals in their hearts and were 
striving to produce the best.

The aim of every breeder is not only to 
produce an animal which shall in its 
pereon possess the highest type of excellence 
sought, but one that shall have the power to 
transmit to its offspring those qualities of 
the utmost value possessed by itself. A 
breeder may by chance produce a superior 
animal, or it may be the result of carefully 
laid plane artfully controlling the forces of 
nature and subjecting them to his will. It 
is very hard to steadily breed to one type, 
and that is the test of the skill of the breed­
er and the value of his stock. However well 
the breeder may lay his plans, however de­
sirable hie stock may appear, his ability to 
perpetuate their desirable qualities will de­
pend upon the potency of his animals and 
this potency depends, to a great extent, on 
how long the animals have been bred in the 
one direction; or perhaps I had better put it 
in this way, unless the animals are related 
one to the other by manifold relationships 
they will not have a uniform type. We 
would not be understood to advocate close 
In-and-in breeding, bat we do want a ming­
ling of the same blood relations running 
throughout the whole herd or flock. When 
you commence a herd or flock, select the 
kind of animal you like best, let it be the 
Shorthorn, Ayehire, Jersey, Holstein or 
whatever you wish; or if you cannot pur­
chase a pure bred female try to buy the best 
bull of the breed, and if possible before you 
purchase him, see his sire and gransire, also 
hie dam and granddam and be sure they are 
typical animals of the breed. Then keep 
right on in that direction from year to year; 
never mix breed or you will never make any 
Improvement in your herd or flock. A male 
animal to be able to transmit his qualities to 
his offspring, should always have a strong 
masculine head, be broad between the eyes, 
and have strong horns, bright clear eyes and 
a general appearance of a strong individual­
ity. Such an animal will seldom fail to be a 
great satisfaction to his owner or to those 
who patronize him. We ofter hear breeders 
of fine bred stock speaking of the survival of 
the fittest, and very often they do not know 
what it really means; so we will try to illus­
trate it as follows: There are in some of the 
large parks in England herds of the native 
cattle of Britain, and deer that have been 
confined in those parks for hundreds of 
years, so that you would naturally suppose 
that, being so confined for so long a time, 
and breeding in-and-in as they mast inevita­
bly do, they would become weak and degen­
erate. But each is not the case, for the rea­

son that the largest, strongest buck is invar­
iably the progenitor of the race. Daring the 
rutting season he does not allow the smaller 
bucks to come near the doe when in season, 
and the same with cattle. Then we have 
laws of natural selection among our domestic 
herds and flocks just as it is in the human 
race, and we find that strong males have an 
affinity for weak females and vice versa; you 
will often see a very strong man marry a 
weakly woman, so that the equilibrium is 
preserved throughout all ages.

Novelties The House worker’s Hands.

Housework is rather hard on the hands, 
hot there are some precautions which, if tak­
en, will add grearly to the comfort of the 
worker and the appearance of the hands,’ 
writes Maria Parloa, in the March * Ladies 
Home Journal. ‘Among the things which 
roughen and blacken the hands the most im­
portant are dost, soap, fruit, vegetables and 
negleot to properly dry the hands. Wash 
all vegetables before paring. When the 
hands are stained by fruit or vegetablesJbe 
sure to remove the stains before the hands 
come in contact with soap or soapy water. 
Remove the stains with an acid, each as 
lemon, vinegar or soar milk, then wash in 
clear water. When using soap and water 
for any purpose be sure to rinse off all the 
soap before wiping the bands. Always wipe 
the hands perfeoiiy dry. Do not change 
*oaps if you c*n avoid it, and always use a 
good soap When sweeping and dusting 
wear loose fitting gloves. Have a pair of 
rubber gloves for nse when it is necessary to 
have the hands in water a great deal. 
Grease spoils rubber, therefore the gloves 
must be washed perfectly clean as soon as 
(he work is finished. A little bran and milk 
or vinegar will make the hands clean and 

'atnoo.b after dish washing or any other work 
tha.. roughens them With a little practice 
one can wash dishes*as well and as quickly 
with a dieh mop as with a cloth and the 
hands. There should be two mepe, one for 
the table ware and one for the cooking dish- 
es. For wanhiog fl on have a self wringing 
mop. To soften and whiten the hands use 
some sort of cream on them at night, then 
powder them with corn starch and pat them 
m loose gloves kept for 'bis purpose.’

Salmon Fish Cakes.
