POULTRY BUSINESS BOOMING IN
DIGBY CO.

v

Digby.—To give an idea of the ex-
tent to which the poultry busiress in
this section has developed during the
last four years the Winchester Poul-
try Farm, at Victoria Bridge, has sc
far sold 15,000 chickens this season
and has 11,000 more to come out.
This is probably the largest of the
poultry farms but there are almost a
dozen more of considerable size, Four

Reputed to have 30,000,000 golden
pieces of eight aboard, the sunken
galleon has hitherto defied every at-
tempt at salvage. In the early sev-
enties of the last century a map was
found in a forgotten corner of the Ar-
gvll library at Inverary on which was
a place specially marked “Spanish
wreck.” Since then many attempts
have been made to solve thz galleon,
and in 1919 Colonel Fosse sncceeded
in recovering from it pewter dishes,
coins, cannon balls, and other relics.

tnother Shipment of Fresh Fish Sent
to Montreal,

Another fifteen thousand pounds of
fish are under an experiment
that if successful will materially re-
duce the cost of shipment of
Scotia fish to Upper Canadian inar-
kets and far exceed the
which fish can now be commercially
shipped. The shipment was
from Halifax last night on a refrig-
erator - car of the Canadian National
System, and will not be opened in
Montreal -until a week from Wedres-
lay in order that the fullest possible
test may be made of the carbon diox-
ide method of preserving fish, in
place of the use of water ice.

The experiment began last Tuesday
when the National Fish Company’s
trawler, Venosta, put to sea equipped
with carbon dioxide apparatus.
She arrived back in port yesterday
morning, but as far as the test aboaru
the trawler was concerned, it was not
felt that it indicated very much, be-
cause it is not an unusual thing for
tish to be kept for several days in
its natural state aboard a trawler at
sea in the present temperature of the
weather.  The real test will be prov-
en when after ten days the car is
opened’ in Montreal, and the fish is
found to be in the state which the
promoters of the experiment hope.—

Ottawa.—Wages paid to firemen
and sailors on the Canadian Govern-
ment Merchant Marine increased on
the coastal service boats in 1921 and
decreased in the Australian and Ori-
ental services.

Answer to a question asked in the
House of Commons shows that the
coastal  service paid $60 per month
previous to October, 1921, when the
rate was increased $67.50 and had not
been changed since.
