He has replied
under date of ist February as follows:

" Your letter of the 29 th January wvas re-
ceived this morning, on iny returu from
Rochester, where I inEtituted a splendid new
Court last night.

"With. reference to the paragraph in the
Kingston .Daily -News, to which you refer
that eight menibers of the Order of Foresters
M-d died in Toronto, I beg to, say that ive
have had no dealths in our Order in Toronto
since last -September, when one of our me.m-
bers was drowned ; and the paragraph to
which you refer, therefore, has no foundation
in facts. The Supreme Secretary inforrns
me that after paying ail the dlaimis which
reached us in January, we shail be able to
carry $3,oco or $4,o000 to the Reserve Fund."

F.,
I shall ask you, sir, to give my letter full
space to undo any mischief done to the
Order which I have the honor to represent.

High Court of Minnesota.

A convention was held in the parlors of
the Ryan House, St. Paul, Minnesota, on
the 31st October, 1889, composed of dele-
gates from aIl the Subordinate Courts within
the State.

1'The game is still in' my hands,' said the
wary man, "I wili yet steer my richly-freight-
ed argosy up the Rhîne. Hlere's to Chris-
tine, the belle of the Gernian court! ' and
he filled a siender Venetian glass to the
brim, as if the reality was before bum, and
then retired.

Christine, on reaching her rooni, mattered
to herself, liHe now knows aIl that I mean
be ever shah.

Medical E-xaminers--.

-SIBMITTED) UV THE COMMITTEE ON MEDICAL
EXAMINATIONS TO THE FRATERNAL

CONGRESS.
What car. be donc by Medical I&xamiriers,

and how cari it be done best?
The threc points whichi we must investi-

gate to enable us to judge of the insurability
of any applicant, are bis family history, bis
personal history, ind bis present condition.

To get az these points the serices of a

mnedical man are requisite ; and to do it so
as to make it valuable requires the aid of a
man with not only a knowledge of medicine,
but with a knowledge of nmen and of disease.
To elicit fromn the appl1icant an account of
bis family history so trustworthy that vie cari
base on it a proper estimate of bis vital ex-
pectancy, must usually be the work of one
well versed in the bistory and progress of
disease, and equally weIl skilled in judging
and analyzing the testimony of the wit-
nesses who may be ignorant or disbonest, or
both. The causes to which death is attrib-
uted by the popular mind are often wholly
erroneous and misleading, and the old man
vibo falîs a victima to disease of the prostrate
gland is often said to have died of gravel. or
kidney disease, and the young woman who
loses ber life by phthisis after her first preg.
nancy is flot unfrequently said to have suc-
cumbed to liver disease or to child birth.
Only careful questioning by one vho knows
the general history and ordinary course of
the-se various maladies can discover what was
the real lesion, and what the probabilities of
its influence on the health of the next gene.
ration.

An applicant may be so dishonest and un-
trutbful as to deceive any one, even the rnost
experienced, but this is exceedingly rare,
and it is usually easy for a skilled physician,
by careful inquiries, to draw out the wbole
family or personal history of an applicant,
provided the applicant knows it himself, but
the more common difficulty lies in the fact
that an applicant only knows; the story as it
bas been told hlm by an ignorant aunit or an
illiterate nurse, or even a quackish physiciari.
Only aweek or twvo ago a young man told me in
ail good faith that bis motber's apoplexy was,
owingr to her bavîng used a lead wasb for her
bair for twenty years, that there was notbing
hereditary in it, and that bis sister, who had
fallen a victim to apoplexy, bad done so be-
cause she bad had several abortions. Anotber
applicant bad been toid and fully believed
that bis father bad phthisis because be had
iused tobacco.

In ail these cases it is the province of the
Medical Examiner, and it is in this that bis
first usefulness appears, by critical judgment
and searcbing inquiry to develop the reai
meaning and bearing of the various cases of
death that bave occurred ài the family, anid
the various attacks of illness ivbich the appli.
cant bimself bas experienced.

Those applications in which the iristituting
officer viho bas had no medical education,
or the youig physician Nvho bas had no Drac-
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tical knowledge of the history, or the symp-
tomý or the usual course of diseab,2, are very
apt to involve their companies in unexpected
loss.

For these reasons wve say that the services
of the Medical Examiner in obtaining and
properly stating the family and personal
history are very important; the personal
history quite as much as the family history,
for precisely the sanie kind of knowledge
and experience is nec !ssary in giving a sumn-
mary of the applicarit's personal bistory as is
required to give his fam-ily history. Entirely
aside from any atternpt of the applicant to
conceal the unfavorable points in his per-
sonal bistory (though the Medical Examiner
maust flot fail to be on bis guard against sucli
deception>, one carnt without much tact
and judgment give a correct statemnent of
every applicant's own history from the appli-
cant'S own narrative. One candidate who has
a keen sense of pain or bodily discomfort, or
bas been tenderly reared and cosseted, re-
members witb a sbudder wbat be suffered at
one time from, a cold in the bead, or a boil,
or a pain in bis knee, or a headache, or some
other trifiing and unimportant ailment, and
tells these experiences so as to make it ap-
pear that he has been afflicted with such a
succession of diseases that the Examiner
might think him to, have been a great invalid,
if he does flot know howv to rcad the man
and understand his exaggerations. On the
other hand are there many whose lives have
been so busy and eventful that they have
but littie remembrance of any illness that has
flot kept tbern from their duties a long, long
tir-e, and they therefore corsîder all their
brief ilinesses to have been of no cornse-
quence, even though they may have been
very severe at the tiie. And in this wvay
the Examiner must winnowv (out ?) from the
abundarce of statements, of tbe disease of
one man the few tiat have any importance,
and with another he must make searcbing
and repeated inquiries to he sure that be bas
flot in alluding to bis trifiing ailments omit-
ted sonie sickness that nia>' be of the utmost
importance as to bis probabilities of Ion-
gevity.

Hence, as 1 have said, a knowledge of the
ordinary course and historv of disease, as
weIl as knowledge of mnen and the proper
weight to be attached to their representations
is an important part of the armament that
ever>' Medical Examiner sbould possess, es-
pecially Nvhier investigating the family and
personal histoty of applicants.

But it is when we corne to, the deterrnina-

tion of an applicant's present condition that
the work of the Medical Examiner assumes
its paraniount importance. Here, too, the
general knowledge thiat bas just been alluded
10 is important arnd would go far to enable
the Examiner to solve the problem, btJore
hinm, but tecbnical knowledge and scientific
learning nowv become indispensable; and he
ivili always be the 1-est Medical Examiner
who, in addition to keen powers of observa-
tion and mental acumen, is also master of
the arts of physical diagnosis. In this respect
probably no one accomplishment is more
absolutel>' neceýsary than such a skilful mas-
ter>' of auscultation and percussion as ivili
enable himi to get a correct idea of tbe state
of tbe lungs and beart. Phtbisis among tbe
younger applicants, and beart disease among
the eider, are great consumers of life insur-
ance funds and I know of nothing in the
Medical Examiner that can supp>' the want
of the skilled ear and touch in auscultation
and percussion. The care that is now taken
in every first-class niedical scbool to teach
these accomplishments gives us the right to
expect that our examiners will be experts in
this department and be faili> competent io
detect even the earliest traces of incipient
diseases of the heart and lungs. He is one
of the worst enemies of the society wbo,
being entrusted witb this duty, tbumps the
applicanî's cbest a few limes, listeris to
tbe breathing in a cursory and perfunctor>'
way, and does flot know enougb to make ex-
plorations so as 10 detect disease even if il
be present. Such examinations do no credit
to, the Examiner, and can be of no advanlage
to the societ>' whomn he pretends to serve.
The condition of the Iungs and beart can be
learned witb a great degree of certaint>' b>'
one -,xho, has been so educated that be can
test themn in accordance wvith tbe meîbods of
tbe best observers, and is so skilled that lie
can fully interpret the significance of the
minor variations fromn the normal type that
be ma>' detect; and these qualifications we
must insist on.

Such an amount of readiness also in the
art of cbemistry and the use of the micros-
cope, as is necessar>' to examine the urine
careful>', is quite as essential as the art of
auscultation and percussion; and it does not
wbolly suffice to be able to use a few tests,
and see if a cloudy band or zone is formed,
or a precipitate of a certain color is deposited.
He must also bave knowledgc enougy.h at
least to know wbether the cloudy band is or
is not cbaracteristic of the presence~ of
sugar. In notbing is a littie knowledge more
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dangerious than in the analysis of urine, and
not a few men are rejected in life insurance
because the Examiner is not learned enough
to say whether the appearances really declare
the presence of albumen or sugar, and quite
as many others are recommended in whose
urine an expert would have found palpable
indications of disease.

Furthermore, in addition to all this knowl-
edge and skill, we must also employ men
who have patience and care in doing the
work thorougi1 y and lovingly. No matter
how much a man may know, or what exçeri-
ence he has had, if he is not willing to take
time for the thorough and patient study of
doubtful cases, he is sure to disappoint his
employer sooner or later.

Last and most important of all, is a keen
sense of honor and duty in a physician, that
will niake him ashamed of doing his work
ineffectively, determined to let no blemish
escape his watchfulness, and so rigidly truth.
ful as to be incapable of affixing his name to
any statement that is not wholly trre and
exact. Our societies may be in d&.nger of
meeting some heavy losses from dishonest
Examiners, and one cannot but feel that
there is a vast opportunity for such rogues to
operate, but after all it will be found that in
the long run our average losses are incurred
through the agency of Examiners who are
not dishonest or incompetent, but are simply
not painstaking enough.

Let the Medical Examiner realize that the
chart or record of every examination which
he forwards tothe headquarters of the society
must be reliable, or that he will be seen to
have forfeited his good standing as a man
and a physician ; that negligence in this kind
of work not only shows him to be unfaithful
to the interests of his employers, but desti-
tute of the true spirit of scientific research,
and devoid of the true capacity of scholarly
performance. Let him learn to feel this ab-
solutely and earnestly and his work will soon
become more valuable.

To be a first-class Examiner one must
have a large acquaintance with men and
with disease, must have been well taught in
physical explorations, must feel an honest
pride in doing his best work, and must be
zealpus and indefatigable. Experience. ed-
ucation, honesty of purpose, and professional
pride are all combined in those who are our
best Examiners.

It is true that this standard is a high one,
and there are comparatively few who come
up to it in every respect, but it is only by
holding our banner aloft proudly that we can

expect our men to do us the most credit.
But to reach such a standard it is necessary
that Examiners must be selected solely on
account of their qualifications as Examiners,
and not at all on account oftheir social qual-
ities, their genial habits, or their being able
to exert a large influence in persuading new
applicants to join the order. Indeed there
are grave doubts to be felt regarding any ex-
aminations which are made by the same men
who bave induced the candidates to seek
membership-it is too much like the same
lawyer acting as counsel for the defense and
judge--a procedure which though it might
benefit the client would hardly promote the
administration of justice.

Finally, we would conclude by saying that
the Medical Examiners should be appointed
and not elected ; that their term of service
should be during good behavior: that none
should be appointed except those who have
been well educated, who have had experience
as medical practitioners, who do not require
the fees for a livelihood, who are manly and
upright, and who are scholarly, accurate, and
sedulously careful.
