INDIAN WORK.
From Miss Cartmell.

SuxrysioE, North Paciric CANNERY,
SxeexNA RiveRr, Sept. 11th, 1890,

Anchored here in mid-stream, I am trying to make the
best of my-disappointment in not getting to Port Simyson
-to-nivht. The weathir is most delightfal and the scenery
charming. The chaunels are narrow, the hills high and
well wonded, distant snow-caps appear now and again, and
the boat’s company is more.than acgreeabls, very kind and:
entertaining. We have been in the Skeena.all day. Salmon
cannerics abound-; the yield this yearis the best for many
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seasons, they could not use the whole catch. Still the
immense fish will bound qut of the water with a splash,
: showing they have not been exterminated, Friday, Septe.-
ber 12th.-~Arrived here at Port Simpson this morning.  The
mist has not cleared in the least, an-l whether I am to get a
favorable view of the place or not remains to beseen. How-
ever, the situation can hardly be surpsssed on his coast of
. inarvellous beauty. The Methodist cuurch and spire is the
most prominent feature. Mr. Crosby’s house is.on an:emi-
nence that commands the hachor ; the boys’ new school stands.
back-of it, and the present giris’ school just below, between.
it and the church. I'he neat little Indian homes, the Indian
fire-hall and council chamber, the well laid-out streets.and .
gravel roads speak well of the mission work of the past.

> Sept. 15th,—Wiuii regarl to the site for the new schoot, I -
must say I see no arguwent in favor of its being taken from
PoursSimpson. 1t understand correctly, the Ludies' Society
have no.intention of making the school they build one of
man 7 small on-s, but rather a chief centre, iuto which may
be gather«d selected pupils from near ond far. The princi-
pal objections mentioued have been its:nearness to the boys'
echool, which is built and must remain here, and the strong
temptations incident to a sea-port anil vrowing commercial
centre. To-the first, I wuuld say, while greater disvipline
and vigilance m=y be required, there will be healthful
stimulants and opportunities for teaching the social retations

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. ' which would not be found with the schoo's.-apart. In thé

second place, the best preparation for the age and. the
responsibilities of life can Le.had where there is the best out-
look, the sharpest competitions, the.clearest view of the con-
test bWtween right and wrong. It is only by an intelligent
. choice to make.virtue, honesty and uprightness the rule of
life that-the.most stable chavacter can bofortned. It secms
to methat when-the missionary’s teachings and-warniangs are
seen to be true in actual Jife there will be fawer dupes-found
among those who go ont from us. Ve will hearless-of the

- _overmastering power of the temptations of cities, there will

‘be fewer deliberately walking into danger-for the sake of ' -

money and flattering attention, The tale of shipwrecked
life along this coast is repeated again and agdin, and the
more attractive our girls mecome the more th:zy are sought
after, and the more they are lifted up by conscious supe.
riority, the more-likely to lean to their own understanding
and become restive under restraint and guidance. Some of
these have manitested a determination not to marry Indians
but white men, and-trusting them, have imagined themselves
-legally married, when-the white man kuew he was not and
did not wish to be. But I hear nothing that makes me think
that the work would be'better or more permanently done
with leus to contend agsinst. To my mind, the battle has
been half fought in a place like this, and. would only have'to
be begun afresh in a newer place. Mr, Crosby tells of
parents coming to him with their dasghters of twelveand
fourteen, saying, older daughters have gone to ruin, and
“begging the help of the school to save them.
