Jctober. “P'welve Ministers and only two Re-
presentative Elders, were present.  Elders us
well as well as ininisters, ought 1o feel it to be
their duty to attend the meeting of Presbytery as
regularly as practicable.

Ministers should ncither be left to tho neces-
sity of monopolizing 1he business of any f our
Church Courtg, nor wish to do a0,

Mr. Gray, Convener of the Commitice on
Presbyterial visitations, submitted a pretty fuil
and aminuto interim seport, on which several
wmembers made remarks for the guidance of the
cotmmitice which was continued and instrucied
to digest tho plan more fully, and report at next
meeting,

Mr. Nisbet reported that Mr, McLachlan, of
Acton, and himsclf, aceording to appvintmeny of
I'seshytery, had atended to the dispensation of
e Sacrament of tho Lotd’s Supper, at Boston
Chusci, Evquesting, and had crgasiced the Con-
sregation at the town of Millon—the station re-
cently epened in connexion wiah Boston Churels 5
ard 1kt the stme of watters m hese congregus
teis 18 encouraging. o

It was agreed o dispense the cemmunion in
Brock ated Reach in the course of two or three
months,

A Comminee was appointed to visit these
conyregations, to inquire particularly into the
state of matters there, and endeavor 10 make ar-
rangements to mect their spiritual necessitics.

A petition from the Congregation ac HBrown™s
Corners, Markham, praying that Rev. Mr. Boyd
he continned as their paster—was handed 10 1he
Presbytery by Mr. Walkor, one of the Eldeig.—
After debberation, tho fullowing motion was
unanimously agreed 10, vizi—~—

The Presbytery having considercd the petition
from Browa's Coraers, Markham, resolvo that its
prayeris not such as they can concvrin, inasmoch
Mr. Boyad is not their pastor, nor can %o such
while continning to hold the situation of Gram-
wmar-school T'eacher: inasmuch also as the other
siation which forms part of 1he same chargo has
not been consulted, and appears not 1o have been
made‘:m'aro that tho said petiion wae to be pre-
£ented,
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The Presbytery resolved to semorialize the
Guvernor General to appoint & day of special
thanksgiving, both for the abundant harvest, and
also in teferenco o the reeent victory gained by
the Alliesin the Crimen,

A deputation was appointed to attend the
mecting of the Tempetanco Convention on the
5th inst.

The following supplies woro fixed till next
meeting on the 31at iust,, viz i

Cooke's Church, ‘Toronto, three Sabbaths, be-
ing full supply ; Brown's Corners, and Melvitle
Church, Markham, two Sabbaths; Markhamn
Villago and Reesor's Corners, full supply ; Brock
and Reach, full supply by catechist, continuved ;
Boston Church, and Milton, full supply by cate-
chist, Notiawasaga, supply continued ; Euphrasia
and Sq, Vincent, tull supply ; Mono, one Sabbath,

PRESBYTERY OF HAMILTON.

The Presbytery of Hamilton met at Hamilton
on tho 9th and 10th ult. Tho attendance was
considerable, both of Ministersand Elders, and
a_large amount of business was before them.—
The following aro shonly the principal items .—
Dacuments from the stations at Doon Mills and
New Hope wero given ir, requesting the Pres-
hytery to argnnize the congregations there, and
shewing a subseription list of £150, for the sup-
purt of & minister, togethor with a proposal to
birld 2 manse—Mr. Smellie, and Mr. S. Young
were appointed to organise the congregations on
the 24th current. It was also intimated that Ro-
bert Ferrie, E3q., had in the most handsome and
libera! manner offered 10 convey to the congro-
gation, the fine brick church there built, (mostly
at his own expense) at the cost of vypwards
£1200, on condition that the deht of ahout £600
should be paid off at once, promising himself t0
give £500 towards the object, and 2lso in tho
event of the congregation building a manse, to
give two lots adjuining the church for the crec-
tion of it.

The Preshytery appointed a call to bo mode-
rated in ot Wellington, Square, and Water-
«,iom"n, on the 24th current, by the Rev. David

nghia.

‘Te Preshytery sustained the documents ef
the Rev. Thomas G. Hodgkins, of the Preshy-
terian Church in the United States, (old eclinol)
which had heen Iaid on the table at last meeting,
and afterwards held conference with him and
h=ard_him preach to their entire satisfaction.—
The Preshyiery instructed their clerk to write
the usual circular letterain accordance with the
Act of Synod.

The Rev. Joln Trvine, lately in connection
with the Asswociate Reformed  Preshyterian
Church of the United States, gave in his dis-
mission from that hody, and requested to ho re-
ceivod as & minister of this Church. The papers
wero ordered to lic on the 1able till next ordinary
meeling, arcording to the Act of Synod.

Mr. Inglis as Convencr of Committee, re-
ported in regard to the schemes of Colportage. —
Ministers were instructed to bring the claims of
this scheme before their congregations, and to
take upa collection to mect the expenses in-
curred, before the 3mh Navember.

‘The Committen appainted to obtain aatistics
in regard to the German population within the
bounds have not yet met.

Calls from Enst and Weet Poclinch Congrepa-
tinns, in favour of Mr. Alexandor McLean, pro-
batinuer, were beforo the Preshyterv, as also n
call in faveur of the same individna, from \ar-
tintown, Glengrry, tranemitted hy the Preshy-
tery of Montreal. Mr. Melean nceepied the
call from East Puoslinch. Mis trials for ordina-
tion were nppainted. A serics of missionary

meetings were arranged to be held in tho various
congregations and mission stations of the Pres.
bytery, a list of which will be sent to the
Recoerd, ‘I'ha Home M ssion buriners was
tnken up, various appoiniments were mado,
and some interesting reporte were read, porhans
of which will bo transmitted to tho Record for
publication.

In rofercnco to an enquiry upon the subject,
the Preshytery reeolved, that persons desecrating
the sahbath by labour, whither on their nccount
or in the employment of ather parties, must Le
deemed the privilege at Church ordinances.

The Clerk was appointed to enquire if a day
of thankegiving for the plentiful harvest, the
absence of pestilence, and the succese of the al-
lied armies, is to ho set apart by Government,
and if not, tho Preshytery recommend that Wed-
nesday, 19th Decemher, be observed as such by
the congreaation of this Presbytery.

A memorin] was read {rom Elora, requesting
to be received and organised as a regulnr preach.
ing station, nnd to be supplied with missionary
gervices, which was agreed 103 in so far an it
may ba in the power of the Preshytery to afford
supply.

Next ordinary mecting was appainted to tako
place on the second Tuesdny of January, (Sth)
1856.

PRESBYTERY OF COBOURG.

This Preshytery met in S1. Andrew’s Church,
Cobourg, on the 2nd of Octaber.

The halfeyearly financial reports from the
several conpregations, were examined.  The
Presbytery were gratified to find that as a whale,
Congregations were becoming mote punctual in
their payments, and that in several cases they
were free from all arrcars, But they had to
regrret there were sull a few remies in this duty,
and with them it was agiced to deal o as to
grot them to act with greater punctuality for the
futnre.

A letier was read from the Clerk of the Pres.
bytery of Toranto, intimating that that Presby-
tery, had obtained satisfactory evidenco in re-
gard to the gond character and standing of the
Rev. A. C. Geikie, in the Cangregatinnal Church,
and that being fully satisfed with the result of
the whole of their conferenco with him in refer-
enco to his views of doctrine and chnrch govern-
ment, and also, in reference to his course of
professional study, had agreed to appl for his
admission into this Church  The Presbyterv
agreed to approve of Mr. Geikiv'a admission, so
far as his character and qualifications were
known to them.

Mr. Logan stated that he had been deputed by
the Congregation of Graftan, to request that Mr,
Beattie be allowed 10 continuo with them il the
end of this month. The Preshytery agreed to
grant the request, and after that peried to supply
as far asin their power, during the absence of their
pastor, Mr. Smith.

Mr. McLeod moved, Mr. McKenzie, sece
onded, an<} it was unanimously agreed, thata
request Yo made to the Home Mission Commit-
tec, to permit Mr. Beattie to remain for the
next six months in the bounds of this Preshytery,
that he might lzbour at Perey, and neighbouring
siations.

The Presbytery taking into consiceration tho
goodness of God,in crowning the year with o
abundant an harvest, and the recent victory he
had granted to the armies of the nllics in the
Exst, appointed the 18th of this month 1o he ob.
scrved as a day of thanksgiving in all the Con-
gregations in their bounds

Mr Nathanie] Paterson, Sindent of Theolagy,
appeared, and was examined on the Evidences
of Christianity, and the Gieek Testament. The
Presbytery wora highly satigfied with tho evi-
dences afforded of his knowledge of the subj

he was examined upon, and instructed their
Clerk to furnish a certificate to that effeet. My,
Paterson rince the close of the Sessinn of Knox's
College has laboured at Perey and Alnwick, and
soveral members of Presbytery mentioned that
they had heard favourablo accounts of lus la.
bours.

PRESBYTERY OF LONDON.

The ordinaty meeting ol the Preshytery ot
London, was held ot London, on the 10l and
111h of October.  The following is a bricf state.
ment of its proceedings ;——

The minutes of the speeinl mecting held at
Plympton, were read, recording the diseolution
of tlie pastoral charge between the Rev. William
Porterfield, and the Congregation there. At the
tho same time information was given, that, Mr,
Portetfield had withdrawn from connection with
the Preshytesian Church of Canada, and hiaving
joined tho New School Presbyrerian Church in
the United States, had accepted of a pastoral
charge at Sault St. Mary, it the Siate of Mi-
chigan,

A call regularly moderated in from the United
Congregation of Lobo, and Carradoc, in favour
of the Rov. James Ferauson, probationer, having
been Iaid on the table, and considered, was suse
tained.  Tho eall having been presented 1o Mr,
Ferauson and’accepted by him, subjeets for or-
dination trials were preseribed to him, and for
the heating of said trials—and in case of these
being sustuined—for the ordination of Mr. Fer-
guson, a special meeting of Presbytery waa ape
pointed to bo held at London, on Tuesaday, tho
20th November, at 7 oclock, P. M., and at Lobo,
on the following day, at 11 o'clock, A. M. The
Rev. Neil Bethune was appointed to preach and
presido at tho ardination, the Rev. Duncan Me-
Diarmid to address the minister, and the Rev.
Lachlan McPherson to address the peaple.

Another call moderated in from the United
Cangregation in the south of Bruce, and north of
Kincardine, in favour of the Rev. Peter Currie,
probationer, having heen Iaid on tho table, was
susiained, and the Clerk instructed to transnut
the snme to the Preshytery of Montreal, in order
that it may be placed in the hands of Mr, Cur-
rie.

A petition wag presented from Wananosh, re.
questing the moderating in of a call from 1ho
congregation there s upon which the Rev John
Ross was appointed to moderate in the call some
time before the end of Octoher, aud forward it
to the special meeting of Preshytery 1o bo held
at London, on the 20th of November.

A Committee was appointed, consisting of
Messrs. D. McKenzie, D. McDiarmid, W. 8.
Ball, and J. Scott, Ministers, and Mr. W. Clarke,
Elder, for the purpose of examining students pre-
vious to their return to College, and of furnishe
ing them with certificates to the Professors Court.

The following distribution was made of the
missionnries at the disposal of tho Presbytery :—

The Rev. John Gauld was appointed to Mit~
chell for six weeks, Mornington for three weeks,
and to Bear Creck during the rest of the time
till next ordinary meeting of Prosbytery,

Tho Rev. Daniel Clark to South Dorchester
for 1wo Sabbaths, 10 Lobo one Sabbath, and to
Dunwich during the reet of the time 1ill next or-
dinary meeting of Presbytery.

A large amonnt of business was transacted
with the hatatony aad unanimity by which all
the meotings of this Preabytery are happily char-
acterised.  The following are the principal
items t—

The Preshytery feccived a cammission from
tho Colonial Commiittee of the Free Church of
Scotland, in favour of Mr. Alexandor Grant,
Preacher of the Gospel,and appointed Mr. Grant
to labour at Lingwick, till next ordinary meeting.

On a review of the Mission Field of this Pres-
bytery—it was rosalved to apply to tho Synod's
Home Misiion Commitiee, for the services of
four missionarics during the winter—at least
1wo of theso 1o have command of the Gaelle
languago.

Mr. John Munroo, recently arrived from Glas-
oW, bringing very favourable testimonials, and
fraving undergone a satisfactory examination by
a committee of Presbyiery, was appeinted to
1ahour as Catechist in the township of Finch,
Glengarry. .

In view of multiplying claims on tho Preshye
tory’s Home Mission Fund, itwas agreed to urge
those congregntions which have not made thy
collection already appointed, 1o do so without
further delay.

The Presbytery agreed ta carry out (D, V.)
the followiag plan, for the visitation of ail the

Mr. Fracer colled tho attention of Preshytery
to the subject of Colportage, and to tho recom.
mendation of the Synod, in refetence to that
syatem. A conversation ensued, in which valn.
able ruggestions were thrown out. A commiittec
on colpartage was appointed, with a view 10
practical measurce—tho committee to consist of
\Messrs. Clark, Kemp, and Fraser, ministors;

The memorial of the Presbytery of Montreal,
in cannection with the Presbyterian Church of
Cannda, respectfully showeth—

That it hath long been the 12udable custom in
the mother country, and in the Colonies thereta
pertaining, to appoint, by voyal proclamation,
solemn days of humiliation, hefare Almighty God,
in time of distress, and of thanksgiving in time
of national prosperity ; that the procent isa pe-
riod, when tho Provinco of Canada has many
and special causes of gratitude to the Most High
—in tho abundance of the harvest crowning 1he
year with gnodness—in the absenco of the formi-
dable disease which carried lamentation and
death, during the preceding year, into so many
corners of the land—in the immunity enjuyed
from the ravages of war—and in the measure of
success accorded by the favor of God to the arms
of the British nation and their allies, ia the great
European contest.

These things being taken under grave consid-
eration, it has appeared to this Preshviery highly
desirable, that a day of Public Thanksgiving
shonld he proclaimed, commanding the closure
of Public Offices on that day as on tho Lord's
day, and exhorting and inviting all good suhjecrs,
to engage in religious scrvices, giving thanks
with one accord to ¢ the Blessed and only Poten.
tate, tho King of Kings, and Lord of Lords.”
Wherefore the Presbvtery of Montreal heg most
respectfully to memorialize your Excellency on
the subject, in the hope, and with the prayer,
that your Exccllency may be goided by heavenly
wisdom, in this and in every other measure af-
tecting tho glory of God, and the best intorests of
the country.

PASTORAL ADDRESS OF THE SYNOD
OF THE PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH
OF CANADA, ON THE STATE OF
RELIGION.

Dearey Berovep Brerurey,—

We greet you hearsily in Christ Jesus. It
has seemed good to us to address you most seri-
ously on the state and progress of religion within
our borders, ‘I'he Lord has givento our Chiurch,
in course of tho past twelve yoars, a wide and
rapid extension. ¢ The Lord hath dune great
th ngs for us, whereof we aro glad.” There is
cause, however, of anxicty, lest the Church
shoald be tempted to content hesself with an
outward growth and success, unaccompanicd by
a corresponding inward vitality.  Complaints are
made, that iniquity and formality abound ; that
worldline:s corrades the heart of tho professing
Church; that* the powers of the world to come”
are little felt, and the ordinances of the Lord's
huuse seem, in 1nany quarters, bereft of swees
savor and power.  Servants of God are discour-
aged under the impression, that they labor in vain,
and spend their strength for nought.  The +pir-
itual life of many waxes fa'nt and chill ; and the
muliitudes continue impenitent. “The careleas
are carrless still, and the unrighteouns, varight-
eous still.  With much planting and watering,
where is the increase? Alas! it is but toa
small extent we see our Church as & fruitful
vine, or & joyful mouther of children The chil-
dren are even ¢ brought tothe hirth, and there iy
not strength to bring them forth.”

In view of this, our spiritual leannesy and fee.
bleness, we humble ourselves, and call upon all ~
within our ccclesianical pale, to humble them-
selves before the jace of Almighty God, and to
repent of those sins that grieve tho Huly Ghost.
Let Ephraim bemoan himself, and smite upon his
thigh. ¢ Let us search and try our ways, and
turn again unto the Lord.”

The casc of the Church rvequires prayer and
reformation. From the day of Pentecost down-
ward, there is no authentic instance of & revival
of religion, which was not preceded by eamest
prayer. ¢ Ask, and yo shall receive” Ask,
with contrite confession of sin, but, at the same
time, with honorable thoughts of God, and lively
expectations from Him. The Heavenly Father
is willing to give tho Holy Sprit to them that
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ask Him. Peay then for the power of the Ioly
Ghost to quicken tho “dead in trespasses and
sits,” and to revive them who, though living, aré
not lively in the ways of Gud.

With prayer thero must needs bo relormation
of abusce, and incrense of diligence on tho part
of all wlho aro in any wise connected with the
Church.

Therefore, we carncatly eatreat ministers of
the word, that they grow in zcal as * fishers of
men"—that they pray and watch for soula—that
they be assiduous in studics and labors, and hat
they preach Christ, * warning overy man and
teaching every man in all wisdom.” Lot thoso
who have been placed in the offico of tho min.
istry he cver on thelr guard against the tendeney
to reduce the most soul-stirring engagements to
a dull routine, and be in earnest to approve them-
selves to the Divine Master, and to be ** puro
from the blood of all wen.”

We admonith Kirk Scssione to consider hao
bitually the state of the flocks, and 1ake eareful
and conecientious oversight thereot.  ‘I'he duties
of theelders lie not in the management ol ¢ out-
ward business of the house of Gad,” but in visi-
tation of familics, especially of tho gick—in the
superintendence of prayer mectings—in tho main-
tenance of Church discipline, and in advising and
co-operating with pastors. Wo entzeat the
wholo body of our elders to examine themselves,
and ascertain how these daties are discharged.
13 caro taken to win the young, to warn the
untuly, to recover tho erring, and to shicld from
profanation the house and ordinances of God ?
On the subject of discipline, we are especially
anxious to guzrd kirk-sessions against that laxity
in the admission of members 1o sealing ordi-
nances, which ofica obseures all distinction be-
tween tho Church and 1ho world. It is no
strength, but rathor weakncess to the Church, to
have long communion rolls filled with the names
of mero professors of religion, And it is un-
gpeakably important 1o keep it beforo the minds
of kitk sessions and congregations, that such as
aro received to the baptismal privilego for them-
selves or their oflspring, and such as come to the
communion of the Lord’s Supper, alike ouglt to
ho renewed persons, and disciples at heast of the
Lord Jesus Christ.

We also address ourselves to all parents and
heads of families, exharting them to consider well
the 1rust committed to them by God.  Loud coum-
plaints aro made, that, throughout this country,
tumily religion is weak—that parental responsi-
bilny is elighted, and parental discipline relaxed,
aud that children grow up in the hoascholds of
the Church, wilful, insubordinate, ignorant of the
Seriptures and tho Shorter Cateclism, and tho
very rudiments of the doctrino of Chust, ‘Theso
things ought not to be. And we charge it vpon
fathers and mothers, and masters of houszholds,
that godliness shoud pervade all their domestic
wmanagement, and hallow their domestic circle—
that children are to be taught and trained from
carliest years for God, and that daily family wor-
ship should be observed in every louse, showing
forth Jehovali's loving kinduess in the morning,
and His faithfulness cvery night,

‘To those who occupy more privato and isoe
lated stations, we would address a word of coune
sel and persuasion. Let every onv of you look
to himself and to his own case. Because iniquity
abounds, the love of many waxes cold, Many
are at case in Zion, and scttled on their lees.
Therefore, lcok well to the ground of your hope ;
keep your evidences clear; exercise yourselves
unto godliness; walk in tho light, *1f wo say
that we have fellowship with Him, and walk i1
darkness, we lie, and do not speak the truth ; but
if we walk ia the light, as He is in the light, we
have fellowship one with znother, and the blood
of Jesus Christ His Son cleanseth us from all
sin.”

Finally—~—iet one entreaty ascend to the (God
of all grace from all hearts.  \Wilt thou nos
Tevive us again?”  Shall we not have times of

refreshing from the presence of tho Lord 1 Shall
we not have o new infusion of vital heat and
heavenly power into tho heart and veins of tae
Clwrel’s piety . We uced a greater shaking of
conseirnces and pricking of heans by the Holy
Ghost, followed by a lovking tu tho cross, a
presaing into the kingdom——a delight in divine
worghip—an increase of bratherly love, and a
growth of zeal fur the gospel nud glory of Gol.

Beloved brethren—ceago not to pray for * tho
supply of the Spirit of Christ Jesus”  Speak
often ono to another of tho cavse of your Ro-
deemer.  Be in earnest for His truth and the
honor of this name.  * Ye that aro the Lord's
remembrancers, keep not silence, and give Him
no rest, till He establish and ndl fle mahe Jeiu-
salem a praise in the eanth.”

Now this our solemn appeal we send to youe
conscicnees as in the presence of God, «“Iho
Lord dircet your hearts into the love of God, and
into the patient wanting for Christ®  «‘I'ho prace
of our Lord Jesus Chnist be with you ail, Amen.”

To the Rerciend Presbytery of Mamilton, in
connectivn with the Lesbyterian Cnurch of
Canada.

‘The Report of your Missionary at Dmham,

and its vicinny, duripg the sunumer of 1835,
Your Missionary left Hamilton on the 9th of

May, for Fergas, whero according to the direes

tion of your Reverend Preshytery, he war to get

further information respecting his appomted field

o labour, from the Rev. Mr. Smethie, In ac.

cordanco with the advice of that gentleman, the

first Sabbath was speut between the Townships ot

Arnthur and Minto, Egremont aiid Normaaby.—

In the upper part ot Arthor and Minto, there

are about two hundied Gaclicsspeaking fami-

Les.  ‘Fhese, with very {ew exceptions, are

Presbytetians,  Sone of them adhered to the

Kirk, but they siguify their readiness to support

your cause if a Missionary were sent anong

themn, At present o number of them have en
gaged Mr. Lachlon MceMillan, to sct as a Cate-
chuzt among them—unhappily Mr. MeMidlan
officiates only in Gachie. English is also needed,
aud for want of it inany of those who ought to
be the warmest and ablest supportess of Preshy-
terianist, havo juined the Methodists who have
plenty of preachers throughout e whole of that
country. Laremont and Normauly ure princi-
pally setiled with English-speahing prople, 1
tho Presbyterians of Upper Arthur and Minwo
wore to unite with those of Lower ISgremont
and Normanby, they would form ono largo and
self-supporting stations. Circumstances favour
this union. On tho adjoining corners of these

Townships there livs a beautitol and fasterising

Villago, Mount Forrest, having excellent water

puvileges, and through which the Garafraxa

Road passes, This villago is cxpected to be,

ero long, a County Town. £ '-eady it is the

matked place of tho country : rounding it.—

‘The rapidity of its progress m - e learned from

tho incrcase of its inhabitants. In the spring

thero wero only five families in it, now thero
are about sixty. ‘I'ho arrangement spoken of
was recommendec 10 the sections referred to.—

Your Missionary was glad to find that the peoplo

themselves felt the necessity of such a co-operas

tion. No steps iave been yet taken prepara-
tory to the buildiag ot a Church in the village,
but a site has been granted, in a convenient
place, No siation between Fergus and Syden-
dam—Durham exc:pted—is more important for
vour Church tha: Mount Forest.  Frowm first to
last your Missionary has been three Sabbatks in
it.  In this disirict two Sabbatheschools arce

carried on by your peoplo—ono in the villago
by Mr. Scutt, a storckeeper, which is attended
by about fifty children s and another six miles
nearer Duachiam,  which s conducted by  the
schaol teachers and others,

‘I'he peeplo of this Distriet thoroughly desire
to havo their spuritnal destitution brought before
the notice of your Preshytery, ‘'I'hicy purpose to
petition you lormally, before the sprang, for Mis-
sionary supply for next summer, but in the mean-
time they earncstly #eck such oceasional visits
ascan be mndo to them,

Mr. Rteid, a storekeeper, at Maount Forest, res
quests that his houso should be a home for your
misstonaries whilo in that vicinity.

But the distriet to which this repoit nust more
particularly refer, amd that to which your mise
giunary labours wero chieflv confined, is that of
Duchiam, as it includes the ‘Townships of Bentinek
and Glenelg, and a part of Egremont.  ‘I'heso
Townships are principally setled with ligh
landers from the Island of Mull, in Scotland,
‘Three staiiong wero as few as could be mado in
this ficld,—one at Durham Village, another on
the Darham Road, six miles east of the village,
which may be called the Glenelg Station, and
the third on the Garafraxa Road, which any bo
called the Dentinck Siation. It is abowt the
same distance as the other from Durham. ‘Phese
comprehended a district of country about twenty
males in longih, and from six to eight in breadth
Though the land in these town-lips is wholly
taken up, yet it is only tho frant concessions that
aro actually setiled, but the others are 1o hie this
fall, which will greatly increase the population,
and strengthen your cause in fature.  English is
only is needed at tho villago 5 Engli<h and Gae-
lic aro indisprasable at the Beminek Siation s
Gaelic alone wag used at the Glenelg Sation,
but 1t would bo better of Euglish also.

Divino service waz hield at Dutham every Sab-
bhath woermng, and by the assdsauce of Mr.
Gatlis, a Gacelie catechist, who has been labour.
g for some years past amony the people of thy

Jentinek staton, at each of 1ho other stations in

the afternovn, ‘fhis arrangement rendered n
necessary for your nnssionary to preach three
tunes every other Sabbath—twico m English,
anmd once in Gaelic.

BDurliam Village is situated on the Garafraxa
Road, and 1s formed panly from Bentinek, and
pastly srom Glenelg. It spreads over about a
thousand acres of bad, all of which have veoen
sold in town and park lots, except ten acres that
have been granted by the government o your
denomination, for a wanse, churchesite, and
grave-yard. Both on its own account, and the
relation in which it stands 1o tho surroundiog
country, Durham is pethaps one of the most ime
portant musswonary stations in the west.  Its
present population is not large, but it 13 rapidly
increasing, ‘Ihe number of fumilies ecttled in
it ace filty-eight. Nine of theso adhere to the
Freo Church, five to the U. P., six 10 the English
Church, six to the Baptist Church, four to tho
Methodists, thiee to the Disciples, and four to
the Catholics ; the rest belong to no communion
ag yet. ‘I'iero are alto in this village ono com-
mon schoo!l, one ladies’ school, onoe Sabbath
school, (Union,) two ‘Temperance Socicties, one
grist-mill, two saw mills, & 1annery, a wool fac-
tory, a tuming factory n the course of erection,
twemty stores, three hotels, and one meeting-
house, which belongs to the Disciples.

In the immediate vieinity of the village, within
a mile or a2 mite and n half of it, \here are twen-
ty-six Preshiyterian families—fivo of these joined
the United Preshyterian Church last winter; the
rest belong to the Free Church.

A Disciple preaches in the villaze cvery other
Sabbath ; an Enzhish Church minister cvery
other Sabbath; the Mecthodist and U. P. as
often ; the Bapius oftener, and the Catho-
licsnutat alt  Your Church commands more
influence than all the rest, and is the one that is
the most favoered by the people. Tho auend-
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ance on Sabtah wag from 100 to 150, The
punpla generally seemed dicpos-d 10 teerive ine
st-uction.  They alwars attended rather as o
¢ nummnity than as a seet.  Compating this vil.
laga with othees that had superior a ivantages to
it, vour missionary aiust speak highly of its ont-
wied morality,  From all paties wo met winh
Kindoess and respeet, and no opposition.

GLENELG STATION.

Phe Preshyterians ace very namerons here,
anel, with few exceprions, they are Hightanders.
They number abaut a hundred and five famii es.
Religion is vety low among them.  ‘{'heir pro-
vailing sin apprears to be that of intemperance.
Very few havo been i tho hatit of Keeping Fame
ily worshup. A< a station, they never did mach
for the sapport of the gaspel. ‘1'he poor circum-
atances in which they eame to the country,
partly prevented them huherto, but they aro now
wotting over these dilficuluos, and conld do more.
T'he greater part of them say that ey would
aupport your Church as soon as any other, o a
meter were in the place; but twonty-five
families are alf that can b reckonod upon us de-
cidedly attached 1y your eanse,  [heso aro ye-
speetable famalics who promse 1o assist a3 far
as meanz will atlow them,  Your missionary
preached here every other Sabbach, ‘e gon-
eral antembaner was abont 370, Me Gillig, the
cwechist, offictated  on the aher Sabbath,  {lis
awlicare wiae not &0 aree.  No other of any
creed preachied here or lield weetings, exeept
private mombers of the bapusta—al them thero
ave threo or fonr tamihes o the sccbon § also
two conmmon stianls and two Savbath schiools,

Artemesta i ining Glenelg,  Your mis<gon-
ary made o toue thronels a part of 1 and the
township of Praton,  About Priceville, a pra-
powed  village, in that part of Artemesia winch
joms Glenely, there are forty Gaclic speaking
famthics, A large school-house, capable of hold-
g 200 preople, sinated in a conveaient place
on the village ground, wonld affhrd faciiity in
apeaing a new wn there, Somo of the peo-
ple are warnuy whed 10 the Free Churel
Nuttung very definue conll be ascertrined re-
spreting Praton; for thoiall the township is ace
wally settled, yet it has not como o minket
Tis poputation 2 mote nuxed than that of the
surrounding ‘Townshipe,  Some of the people
expressed ahope of agplying o a missionary ere
long.

Dratinck Stativn.—~"This 18 one of the three
stations which your missionary recalarly  sape
plied, and the st prosperous of tiem,  ‘The
number of Preshyerian  tamilies residing here
is near 2 hundred.  Sevemy-four of these pro.
foss attachment to yonr Church.  Considerable
thirst for loaraing theword of (God has heen mame
fested by old and young—Evidenly God has
somo of lus chosen oues nmong them.  This
station  did  always more for the support
of the Gospel amarg them, than any other
in tho vicinity. Tho attendanceihad constamly
heen regular and larce, averaging {rom two
hundred to two  lundred and Gifiy.  Divine
service was conducted here as in the Glenely
station, only that yeur Missionary had to
to preach in both languages. In this section
there are two day-schooly, one Sabbath-school,
aad a weekly prayer mecting. Mz, Gillis® la-
hours will be entircly confined to this station—~he
only officiates in Gaclic.

These three stations consider themselves as
forining onc congregation. A Managing Com-
mittee has been appointed to take steps preparas
tory to tho building of a church at Durham, and
transact also other bucness connected with the
cause. The want of ISlders is severely folt. It
is the desire 6f the preople to have such church
officers appeinted among them ag early as your
Reverend Preshytery wall find it convement.—
The .Committee have sent out cubscription Lists
to raiso funds for huilding a Clureh, and tho
caraest doviro of allis to get a Minister settfed

among them as snon as possible.  \Wero it not
for tho unhappy division that wook place fn the
caso of 1 anmher joining the 1. P, Reverend
Preshyterianein the village and ita vieinity wonld
he ablo to support a minister themselves. A re-
union i3 expected,  ‘T'he only reason for not
Joomng anunediately is said to be a fear thae
after your misstonary is withdrawn, no other
will be seut to supply liie place il nest spring,
if even then, aad diat the United Preshyteriang
have supplied them very regularly sineo they ap-
plied to them.  The necossity of sending a mis.
sionary to these stations during the winter muet
appear obvious without nang any turther area.
ments an favour of 1t,  Tho missionary would
require to speak boh langiages,  Bat it might
be better that ho were without Gaelie than havo
it and bad Eaglish,

It will be observed that your misstonary had
no stated prayer meeting during the summer.—
On aceount of the great indiffrenco that ex-
isted respecting anendiace on the meansof erace,
he found it nee  .ry to hold meetings on week
davs, as time wenld allow, thronghont the entire
field of tus labow,s il all had an spportanity to
hiear the word, almost, at their awn door—a
weans which, by the blessing of Gad, proved
aareessfit] in securing an excellent attendance on
Sabbath.  ‘Phronghout all the sations snoken
of, yaur ¢hareh is the church ot the praple, and
tie one they are ardemtly looking to for sapply.
Macl of this leaning toward vou i to he at-
teshated to e vi-us of Messrs, Smolhe and Me-
Kmnon, and the late visits of Dr. Buros.

In cancinsion, your missionary hiag thankfully
to acknowledae that Iie has been kindly reevived
by the peop'e, readily asdisted m his labours, and
earefully provided furin board, bat on account
of the extont of the {i=ld, and the amaeunt of
labour necesaarily devotiag apon Lim, it has al-
most hieen a lost summer to him with respeet 1o
s vstematie college studies, &e.

THE PRESENT DUTY OF THANKS-
GIVING.

Scldom has a season passcd over us bringing
in ite train more numerous or siriking causes of
thanksgiving,than that which is now drawing 1o its
close. Instend of 1he discase and mortality which
prevailed toso Jamentable an extent last season,
making many habitations, houses of mourning,
and clothing thousands in sorrow's shroud, we
have had a season of wnnsual healthiness. God'’s
bounty has crowned the year, aud thronghout the
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length and breadth of the Province, an abundant
harvest has been gathered in, so asto aflord
plentiful provision for man and for beast, Life
and activity have been prevailing throughout ail
the various walks of industry, and the country
has been making substantial progress in every-
thing that constitutes the real prosperity and
greatness of & nation. We have had the satis-
faction of hearing too of the triumph of British
arms and those of our allies in the East, a tri-
umph it is true, dearly purciiased, but one which
we deem most important, not merely as tending
to promote the glory of Britain, but from itg
beariog on the liberties of the nations of the
earth, the downfall of despotism, and especially
the advancement of the cause of the Redeemer.
In connoxion with this triumph we cannot but
help noticing with feelings of pleasure and satis-
faction the light in which it has been regarded
in Great Britain, and the distinct recognition
which has been given of God's goodness and
power in vouchsafing us the victory. For months
it was murked with pain by British christians,
that in the various official despatches there was
scarcely a single syllable recognising God as the
Governor among the nations, and the King of
Kings, not a despatch which might not as appro-
priately have been written by Pagans as by pro-
fessing christians. But we rejoice to find, what
indeed we should have expected from his charac-
ter, tho distinct recognition of God as the author
of the victory in the official communication of
Lord Panmure the minister at war; whilo even
the Times has been recommending the appoint-
ment of & day of thanksgiving. It is true, there
mnay be often much that ishollow and insincere in
public anaouncements of the kind ; but it js still
pleasing to see public and distinet testimony
borne to the existance, and to the over-ruling
providence of God. Unquestionably there is a
loud ecall to the exercise of praise and thanks-
giving on account of our successes in the East.
While many valuable lives have been loet, and
much precious blood has been shed, the presence
of our armios in the East has even already been
productive of blessed cflects. The followers of
tho false orophet have Leon familiarised with

christianz, and with the christian's Bible, Their
prejudices have becn weskened. The surface

of the ground hasbeen oroken, and the good
seed introduced, which we trust will prove like

the mustard sced, takiog root and springing up
into a high and stately tree. Impressions have
beon made which we trust the influence of the
gospel will mako still deeper and more permanent.
In the view of these and other beneficial results,
which may be expected to follow from the events
which have just been taking place ia the East,

British christians we think are especially called
to recognize the hand of God, and praise Him
who is our stronghold and defence, and who in
the day of battle has given us the victez.

In this Province, we trust our humble tribute
of praise and thanksgiving will not be withheld,
although there may be no Synodical call to the
setting apart of a day of thanksgiving and special
prayer to God, and no appointment by the Go-
veroment of the covntry. Such sn appointment

would be most desirable, but even if there shallby
none, the various Presbyteries will, we aro suro,
maks such an appolntment within their various
bounde, as reveral of them have dons, Undoubt-
edly we have cause for humilistion aswell as for
praise. It becomeaus to deprecate merited judg-
mentsas well as to spesk of mercios already recoi-
ved. Sin, we fear,isbecoming more prevalent, es-
pecially sins which usually attend a state of
national prosperity,—~pride, worldliness, eensu-
ality, forgetfulness of God. Gud may well visit
us for such things., Let us, while we gratefully
acknowledge God’s goodness in the time that is
past, deprecate his deserved wrath, humble
ourselves before Him, and earnestly beseech Him
to send down the influence of His spirit like
rain upon the mown grass, and like showers that
water the earth, Let us return untotho Lord,
that He may rovive us and cause us to live in
His sight, Lot us follow on to know the Lord,
that so His going forth may be as the morning,
and that Ho may come unto us as the rain, as

the Jatter and former rain upon tho earth.

SHALL THE SABBATH BE MADE A
DAY OF PLEASURE?

The question of the Sabbath has for some
time occupied a prominent place in Britain.—
The enemies of tho Sabbath have lately been
putting forth all their forcs, and have so far euc-
ceeded as to obtain from Parliament an extension
of the time during which public houses in Eng-
land may be open on the Sabbath. This is
greatly to be deploret. It would havo been
rather desirable to abridgo the time siill farther,
or rather close the public houses altogether on
the Sabbath. In Scotiand, the beneficial cffects
of such a measure are sensibly fclt. There has
been a diminution of tho amount of spirits con-
sumed in Scotland, to the enormous extent of
nearly a million gallons; and doubtless thic re-
sults would have been the same in England. It
seems the new Commissioner of Woods and
Forests has thrown open Kew Gardens as a
place of public resort, and that the military bands
have boen ordered to play for two hours each
Sabbath evening for tho entertainment of such as
may repair to theso gardens, Ve fear the next
step will be the opening of the Crystal Palace,
and all such places, and that by and bye the
British Sabbath will bo like that of Paris and the
Continent generally.

There probably never was a time when it was
more incumbent on the friends of the Sabbath
and true religion, to gird on their armour and lift
up a standard for sabbath obscrvance. Appeals
are made to the working classes as if the friends
of Sabbath observance were invading their rights
and curtailing their privileges. The truth is, it
is,those who are in favour of Sabbath desecration
and smusement, who are invading the rights of
the 1abouring classes, and would seek to deprive
them of some of their most] precious privileges,
Thotre -is nothing plainer than that tho amuse-
ment and relaxation of some would entail labour
and drudgery of the very worst kind oa others.
Traius canaot be run, and places of public resort
cannot be thrown open without the services of

large numbors of attendants, who would have
no swect day of rest, no season of intermission
of their drudgery, and who moreover -vould find
to their cost that far such slavery they would re-
ceive co higher wages than they formetly received
for working only six days. But farther, if onco
the sancitity of the Sabbath is violated, we have
no roason to suppose that rolaxzation would bo
the only business of the Sabbath, We have
rather reason to belicve that it would be made
a day of ordinary toil, a day when the mill
wheels would fly as fast as on other days, and
when the noise and bustle of business would be a
as Joud ason any other day. The people of
Paris and of the continent generally, may be
mainly influenced by a love of pleasure, and
may spend their sabbaths in frequenting places
ol amusements, theatres, ball-rooms, &c. But
in some other countrios, as in Britain and
amongst ourselves, tha love of gain is aironger,
even than the love of mere pleasure; and in
such places, were thio sanctity of the Sabbath
once rejected, we might reasonably expect ¢* *
Sabbath profanation would take the form of o.

dinary busines: —in short, that engineers, factory
operatives, and mechanics generally, would be
found toiling as incessantly on the Sabbath as
on other days. Itis evident, then, that the plea
of sympathy with the laboring classes, who have
but little time for relaxation, on the part of those
who aro luboting to destroy the sacred character
of the Sabbath, is false and unicnable, They
are not the friends of the working classes, but
would prove their tyrants. They, on the other
hand, aro tho true friends of the poor and of
their fellow creatores generally, who contend for
an unbroken Sabbath, a day of sacred rest, which
tho sons of t0il can spend with their families and
with God. Truo patriots will always seck to
promote the happinoss of families, and to
sirengthen family ties and {amily influences.—
For, unquestionably, nothing is more conducive
to a healthy state of society than the due exer-
ciso of family influcnces, and tho euliivation of
tho domestic virtues, In this view, the question
of Sabhath observance assumes a very high im-
portance. Destroy the Sabbath as a day of rest,
and the very chief prop of fumily influences is
cast down. The chiefbond of the family circle
would be broken. With many of the Jabouring
clagses, the Sabbath isthe only season when they
can be togetheras a family. Iftho Sabbath be-
comes an every day, the charm of tho family
power and influence is broken. The man be-
comes a stranger to his own children. The
associations of home lose their influence over
him. He will he in danger of becoming reckless
in his conduct, ycs, of being entirely brutalized.
Such offocts have been exemplified in tho case of
certain classes in Britain, whose occopation has
engaged them onthe Sabbath as wcll ason other
days, and undoubtedly, they would be the
natural result of removing those restraints which
now protect the Sabbath from desecration. It
becometh then our Government and Legislature
to guard against any relaxation of the Sabbath
observance of bye-gone yoars. It would be un-

wise,~it would be criminal,——it would be sui-
cidal to do s0.
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Wo trust our own guvornment will be pre.
sorvod from the sin of oncouraging genoral Sabe
bath profanation, and that Railroad Companies,
and other public bodiss, wili be led to eco tho
protection of the Sabbath as an imperativo duty,
required aliko by a rogard to the law of God,
and the best interest of man.

Above all, wo trust that the great body of our
people, aud especially the wotking classes, con-
stituting as they do the bone and sinew of our
population, will resist all attempts to introduce
Sabbath trains, aud such forms of Salbovath pro-
fanation, persuaded that such practices 22uno:
but draw down the arnger of the Almighty, and
porsuaded, too, that they themselves would be
the first to euffer by any relaxation of strict
Sabbatl) observance,

parts.  Iu Prnce Bdwaed Island, Mr. Neil Mc-
Kay has accepted a call to Marray arbor,
where it wall occupy a must important position.
In Cape Bretoa a new charch, capable of ac-
commudating about 1000 persons, has been buile,
‘Phe conpngaton has beer disponsed at several
places in Cape Breton, and in connexion with
the osdinance sush =pisitaal good has been re-
alized, e following is an account contained
m the Lecord of the commumion secason at
Miza —

THE COMMUNION SEASON 13X CATE BRLTON,

‘The Sucratent of the Lord's Supper was ad-
minstered at Misa, i the open ficld, on the 29l
day of July. The placo of mecting was every
way conunodious, and scemed to have been fore
med on purpose. It wasa green and pleasant
sput ou the south side of the lwver, at tho head
of a + wdy bay, whose tanquil waters hike a mig-
ror reflecied thie surrounding abjects.  On ceather
side there were emineaces, rising with a gentle
slope and crowned with trees of varions kinds,
aflording both shelter and shade.  Above was
the clear blue sky, sweet aad calm, asif promise
ing a Llcssing.  ‘Thero was a solemnity an the
place befiting the eccarion, and clevating the
whole saul to apure and holy frame, tor un
sooner did eno approach than it was felt to be
as the very gate of heaven. It was hicre thattho
Lurd was pleased, on foriner occasivns, within
the Jast four years, to make iis power and glory
to apjrear, and never was 1l presence wore ap-
parent than on tho preseat occasion.

‘Thursday was observed as a day of humilia-
tiun and fasting,~Friday asa day of sclfeexami-
nativn,—and Satsrday as a day of pieparacivn.
Each succecding day the coagregation consule-
rably increased, many having come from great
distances.  But on Sabbath aad Monday there
was a vast concoarse of people.  Those who 220
aut accustomed 10 sco large assemblages caunot
form any correct cstitnato of aumbers; but sach
as arc accusioinad to address congregations in
the open ficld, on occasions like the present, can
speak with considesable accuracy as to their
uumiber,  The best judges have given it as their
opinion that, va the Sabbath, there could not
fiave lieen fewer than from five 1o six thousand,
atlicr good judges thoazght that cstimase far too

low. Bethatas it may, it was indecd a great
congregation ; and cach day afforded abundant
cviddence thathe areat Master of assemblivs was
in the midst of them, Not only was tho atien-
tion of this large assembly arcested, but hear(s
wero pierced, consciences awakened, affections
inflamed, and thousands seemed 1o be decply im-
peessed with the truth and melted under its pow-
er. Some, who, till then, wero in boundage,
obtained relief; they were confirmed, strenuth-
ened, comforted, and returned 10 their home re-
joicing—acknowledging that it was good for
them to havo been there.  “They paid their vows,
not indeed inthe caurts of a liouse made with
hands, but ¢ in tho fields of the wood,” yet they
wanted not that sincerity of heart which is maro
pleasing to the Lord than all outward show how
imposing soever.  In tho solitude of the forest
they renembered our Lord's declaration that
teno warship was not pecnliar to Jerusalem or
Samaria, and that the beanty of hndiness consist-
ed not in consecratedl buildings or material teme
plesc—"They remembered the Ark, which, for
years, sojourncd in the wilderness, ‘They thouaht
of Abrahi.m, of Isaac, and of Jacob, with the other
ancient patriarchs, who laid theie victims on tho
unhiewn roch for an altar, and burnt thess incense
under the shalde of a green tres,  They thought
too, of their Divine Master Himself preaching
and performing miricles in the mouantain, in the
wilderness, aud by the sea-side.

Oa Satunday cvening, after tokens of admis-
sion werd distnibuted to sach as wero fouud qua-
Iified, the comnmunion tahles were set in the contre
of the plain, that all misht be in readiness for the
solomn waork of the Sabhath., ‘I'ho Rev Me.
Mclead preached the action sermion in Gaelic
and s-rved the first table.—Tho Rev. Mr. Stew-
art of Wesat Bay preached in Eaghsh, The
other asistants were the Rev, Mr, Farquharson
of Addie River, the Rev. Mr. Frassr of Baul-
arderie, and the Rev, Mr. Rusz of Grand Ruver,
all of whom were employed.  Bicssed be God !
o visited and refreshed His heritame. Oa that
diy Zion pat on her heautiful warments, the
nuntaing broke forth into singing, and the de-
sait rejoiced and blossomed as the mso,  Few
sich days wese ever se=n in theze degolate lands.
There wasa divine majsty shising on every
part of the watk. A rich effusion of the Spiriz
was shed abroad in many hearts, and their suals,
filled with heavenly transports, seemed 1o breathe
ina holy atnespliere, acksoweledaing that tho
Lord had dealt hountifully with them. “Fhe
winisters present were eviden ly assisted from
on high to speak hums to the hearta and con-
scicuces of their hearers. It secned asif God
had t.ached their lips with 2 live coal off is
altar, for they spoke liko amhassaddrs from the
Court of Heaven, wuth life and aathority. The
solemn work was concluded aa Manday, which,
accornding tothe ruies of the Church, warahserv -
el ag a day of thanksgiviag, the whoie congroma-
tion jowning with oue accosd, and praising God

with the voico of Pxalins,

Oa behelding the vast assembly, the compo-
sure with which they sat dowa, tho cazcrmess
with which they listened, and the deep impression
which, by the divine blessing, the word produced,
one of the brethren rematked, * it is now twenty-
twa yearssince I arrived ia Cape Breton,  Soon
after my arrival 1 visited these paris.  Bat ah!
hiow geeat the change!  When I first saw than,
asmall barn contamed all that could or would
attend ; now they are calenlated by thousands.
When I fizst saw them thero was ao fxed atten-
tion, no life amongst them, their eye wandered
hither and thither, and the word scemed 10 pro-
dace no cifect. Danng tho delivery of a short
discourse, T had wsiop several 1im-s to call vpon
them to attead.  Bat now the cye is fixed. the
attention areested, and the hieart inched.z Great
indrcd is the contrast. 1t ix she Lord's deing
and wonderful in our eyes” 1~ has done
great things for us whereol wa are glad.”
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AUSTRALIA—MEETING OF SYNOD.

The Record of the Frve Church contains an
abstract of tho proceedings of this Synod.—
Twelve ministors wero present, and geveral ol-
ders. Sabbath desecration engaged the atten-
tion of the Synod, on which subject a committee
was appointed, There was a Jong discussion on
State aid for roligious’ purposes. Thoe former
decision of Synod in favor of the acceptanco of
Stato aid, was affirmed by a majority of seven,
At a subsequent diet, hiowever, 8 committeo was
appointed to consider the whole subject, with the
view, if we rightly understand the account, of
establishing a Central Sustentation Fund, and
thus rendering endowments unnecessary.  Negoe
ciations are atill guing on with the Established
Church for union.

IRISH PRESBYTERIAN MISSIONS TO
_ROMAN CATHOLICS.

The following is an extract from the Report
of the General As:embly’s Home Mission, pre-
sented at the Jate meeting of the Aseembly in
Dublin :—

NISSION TO ROMAX CATHOLICS.

The depariment ofthe Liish Preshytery Home
Mission intended specially fur the beaefit of Ro-
man Catholic Ireland occupies five largo ficlds of
labuur :=Birr, Tully, Kerry, Dublin, and Con-
navght. Awwng our Roman Catholic brethren
in these spheres, we have one ambition and ain,
to labour in :he service, and for the glory of our
common Lord, in the tescue of perizhing souls.
Detennined not to know anything among them
but Jesus Christ and Him crucified, our intention,
singly aud invariably, is to save. The meanest
among them we do not despise ; the youngest
among them we do not forget; in the day of
their sore calamity they have had cur counscl
and sympathy, our charity and prayers. Qur
prayers in sccret and public hiave gone up for
thein, asa memorial before God ; aud our hopo |
is, as they pass away from us, on ocean’s fluod, |
or the flood of deatls, that we shall meet them in
lory.

s H{)w long and eamesily did our forcfathers
wait and pray for times of hbetty and peace,
times suituble and encouraging for extending the
conquests of the Captain of Salvation, like those
which wo enjoy. ‘Theday was, whien a Presby-
terzan missionary covld not address Irish Ruman-
ists with a pruspect of success, for Irish fioman-
ists were crushed and robbed ; the time way,
and was long, when Irish Presbyterians them-
selves were denied Jiberty, and cxcluded from
precious rights of citizens and of mea.

But now that our personal and social privileges
are secuicd—now that the open profession of
our faith and cclebration of our worehip are se-
cured by rightenus law, the way is smooth and
easy for the diffusion of our principles and the
manifestation of the blissful influence of our
fanh. Now that the Presbyterian Churches of
Ircland have rest, may they be edificd, and, walk-
ing in the fearof the Lord and comfort of the
Holy Ghost, may they be multiplied. That of
laic years they liave oeen greaily maltiplied, is
beyond doubt, and of the zcal and energy with
which they are applying themseives tothe Lord's
work, we can furnizh illusirations,

One of the most tasteful churches in Ircland
has been erected by the missionary congregation
of Tully, on a picce of ground once infamous for
practices savage and wicked, which by the min.
isters'and members of that congregation have
been thoroughly put dawa. Their sphere of
labout is a district sixtcen miles long by eight
broad, where Romaaists are 10 Protesiants 29

twenty toone, Romamsis attend public worship
at Tully and two eintivns connected with 1,
A thousand Roman Catholic children have, at
different times, atiended their Seriptural sclionls ;
the minister, Scripture-render, eolporteur, and a
zealous member of the Church have access 10
many Roman Catholic houses; and in these
houses there have been sold or given during the
year, 200 copics of the Scriptures, and 1,000
religious publications,

1n connection with our mission in County
Kerey there are five preaclung stations, and seven
daily schools, of 250 scholars, seventy of whom
are Romanists ; and our agents enjoy many ap-
portunities of profitable intercourso with ther
Roman Catholic neighbouss.

Parsonstown, or Burr, asit was called in the
early days of our mission, has long possessed
much interest for many who love Zion ; and
certainly not less now, associated asitis wuh
the sacred wmemorisls of those who long lived
chiefly for iis sake, and tho fruits of whoso
Iabours and prayers flourish thero with the
memory of the just.

‘These fruity aro in the schools whero nearly
1,000 children, about one-half Romanists, have
been made acquainted with saving truth—in the
Sabbaih congregation of nozily 100, one-half of
whom once belonged to the Church of Rome—
in 304 families to which our agents havo ac-
cess, having one or both parents Romanisis—and
most conspicuovsly and triumphanily, in a goadly
number, once blind and bigoted devotees of the
Man of Sin, whose sincerity has been proved by
sore tempiativn and trial, whose faith groweth
exceedingly, and whose abounding chanty aud
patience, show that God is fulfiling in them
all the good pleasure of His guodness, and the
work of faith with power.

COXNAUGHT.
Even i poor Romish Iteland, Connaught
Jong had a sad pre-enunence in datkness, Popery,
and poverty ; and famino and pesulencein 1816
and 1847 scemed to have completed her ruin.—
These proved, however, only datk hours before
the coming day. Those who kaew Connaught
only before 184G, would scarcely know it now,
A changoe has passed over 't so great and good
as to furnish a wondrous illustiation of His
power who brings light out of darkness, and good
from ill. Famino and disease did, i: is true,
cut off not a few of its people, but many of them
were, alag, mere cumberers of the ground ; heir
nutnber, too was small in comparison with tbose
who fled away from the land which Rumanism
had cursed, 10 find & homo amid Protestant
plenty and liberty. All these have been bene.
fitted by tho change; and though for & time they
were a sore plague to the lands of their adoption,
yet, in the end, they will bless and bo blessed,
for a great part of them were young and enter-
prising, with mind full of reminiscences both of
the baseness of their own pricsts, and the gene-
rosity of Protesiants, when adversity crushed
them down while a goodly number of them
carnied away with them far across the sea that
blcssed book which they dared only read in
secret at home, and, better still, the precions sced
of Divine trath sown in their hearts, which will
bear a far mote abundant and a richer harvest
than the virginsoil of the new youag world whose
foresis they cut down.

We have no sech tales of wretchedness 10 tell
as once harrowed every heart, but Connavght is
not on that account less interesting or less wor-
thy of high benevolent regard; ovr missionaries
ministered 10 her wanis in the day of her deep
poverty ; in the day of pestilence they sat by the
bed.side of her dying, and wept with her over
her dead, and as they live 10 tell of her prosperity,
they livo 1o enjoy it too,3nd to command the con-
fidence,approval, snd fame due to men who have
been, and who still are, to a2 whole province, as
tho light ol the morning whea the sun tiseth—
even & morning without clouds; asthe teader

grass springing aut of the earth by clear shining
after rain.  ‘T'he number of these is, wa acknow.
ledge, mall fur a whole pravince, and for reproe-
gonting tho mi«ionary yeal of a whale Chuich
such as the Prestiyterian Church in Ireland, yet
sull twenty misstonary agents, lny and cleniead,
labouring in thiny-four large districts, 18 01 least
a beginning, and wo trust an earnest, hopeful,
and good, of what Preshyterian Christian euter-
prise will do for tho benighted West,  ffaving
daily, industrial, and Sunday-schools connected
with our stations; circulating largely the Holy
Seriptures, 2,000 copies of which the Bible Sucie-
ty last year gave ug, visiting from house to house,
preaching a pure and plam Gospel, and naving in
a less or greater degree access to Roman Catho-
lics by all aur agents ; we cerntamly lack not op-
portunity of duing good in many and varied ways,
and the success which God has in time past
graciously bestowed, we rece:wo as a happy
pledge that Ho will yet give much moro.  That
success is secn in the improved drexs, manners,
cleantiness, order, whole appearance, and char-
acter of the pupilsof oar schunls; in our congre-
gations mncreasing 10 nambers, respectatniny,
liberality, vital religion; in the habus, and
homes, and exemplary character of the living,
the peaco and trivmph oftho dying ; but it lives
and flourishes also where the nussionary say
never see it, away n foreign Jands, amang nen
who have nevor heard the huinble mionary s
namo ; and it will live and flowish itnmorial,
wheze the great Redeemer shall sco of the trae
vail of His soul and be satisfied ; and s fanh-
ful missionary shall be satisfied 100, though, on
some distant skt of the great harvestofieid he
may have lived, aud labourcd, awd died, uanc-
ticed and unknown.

Though we count by hundreds members of
congregations, benefitted by our missionary Ia-
bours, yet what are these, or even the thousands
of our pupils, Romanist and Protestant, in com-
panson with the multitudes who sull kneel before
the 1dolatrous mass—ihe dark dotuded ihrong
who press onaward to 1he devouring grave.  tero,
in tho trackless bog, lives a paor git]l whom the
teaching of the Sahbath-schonl hae united to
Christ ; there, on the lone mountain side, an aged
father is dying, and over hum the mussionary,
who brought him to Jesus, isblessing (iod for this
triomph of s grace ; theso in the wosld's cs-
timation are of little worth, yet they are more
momentous than tho conflicts of arnies, mare
glorious far than the spoils of war. These arc
buildings of Gud, ovor which no ploughshare
shall ever pass; these are foundations on which
no salt shall be ever sown,

Connaught with its young prosaesity is dark
and dreary siill. Rome's religion is there, and
in spite of it alone can Connaught thrive ;
Rome's priest is there, and his infloence withers
like the hot wind of the wilderness ; but even
for Connaught, light and happiness aro yet in
reserve; the growing empire of Emmanuel shall
spread over it; the pollations and all the
abominations of its Anti-christian servico shall
yet be no more. Even there the cross shall
triamph ; and truth, and love, and freedom reign.
May those who labour among her people be
built up and comforted together in God's most
holy faith ; may the Lord increase them with
men as 2 flock, and 2dd 10 them a hundred fold.
May the blessing of the Lord be upon them;
we bless them in the name of the Lord. We
sowed together with them weeping, but we hope
to reap with joy, and by theirside to fill our
bosom, when both shall joy with the juy of hare
vest. and ag men rejoice whea they divido tho

We have reccived —;uodty communications
from Nir. Linton of Stratford, on tho sabject of
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tho Aumerican Sanday School Uanian, in relation
to Slavery.,  ‘I'hess communications aur limited
space prevent us from inserting.  ‘Fhe objections
stated to tho hooks of this Saciety aro two,viz: In
the first place, that they aro all made 1o conform to
a republican form of government, and lience ate
nat suited to the youth of the British Provinces,
and secondly, that in these publications, as in
thoso of the Americun ‘I'ract Socicty, the subject
of slavery is siudiously avoided, ‘Ihio prepara-
or sclection of suitable Satibath-schnol honks will,
we hope, soon engage the attention of the Sy-
nad’s Publication Commnttce.

Mozt earnestly is 1t to be hoped that Amencan
churclics and zeligious socicties will adapt a do-
cided and open policy on the subject of slavery.
This is on all hands loudiy called for. Even
papers that formerly did not take very high
ground on this subject, are now glemanding
more full and explicit testimony an this question.
For example, the New York Erangelist,in a
recent number, says, with refereacoe to the Tract
Society,—* For aarselves we should like 1o seo
the testimoany yet more full and expheit. We
think that it migin be presented an such 2 wan-
nep ae 1o sccure the fid and t of
Christian men at the Sauth. A ea'm arguinent
and a candid appeal, not on the around ol ab-
siract piahin, but on the around of the undeniablo
cvils and siny always auending the system,
would have weight and influcnce. Some of the
oppanents of the Saciety aight, peshaps, profita-
bly spend their sirength in preparing an esay,
which should command the assent of the publish-
ing Committee. It 18 our earnest wish, that
this commistce may sce itsway clear to the ssu-
ing of such a treatice.”

HUNGARY.

The follawing interesting article on Hangary,
appeared notlong ago ia the pages of the New
York Observer :—

At the time of the Reformation, the llun-
gariang heard Luather's voice with joy, and the
majurity of thein hastened 10 abandon Roman-
ism. ‘This proad, intelligent, and generous na.
tion had then = decided tendency tawards the
Protestant faith 3 and it"it had been {teo tn con-
form 10 its own sentimenty, it is certain that the
coantry of tho nnble Magyars waald to-day
aamber many muro Protestants than Papists.

5

But in 1561, the Jesuits wero admitted into
Hungary ; and from that fatal moment, a per-
secution, sometimes npen, somctimes sccret, has
been direct~d againet tho disciples of tho Refor-
mation. Theso perlidious monks, practising
Machiavel's maxim, Dicide and Rule, bogan to
sow dissensions among tho principal families
of the country, Thoy gained over some by
crafty promises, and others by fear, They wero,
howover, prudent hecauso they wero not yet
strong.

In the seventeenth century, aided by the zeal-
ous Bmperor Ferdinand 1L, they provoked a
blondy civil war, burning and pillagiog cha-
teaux, towns, and entire citics, planting the
Roman standard over the graves of victims, It
was a time of teriblo calamity for Hungary. But
notwithstanding these violent measures, at least
one-half of the nation continued to profess Pro-
testantizm at the beginning of the eighteenth cen-
tury. ‘I'ho Jesuits and their adherents, howev-
er, were not discouraged. They violated tho
most saceed ongagements and the most solema
treaties, tlundreds ol pastors and teachers were
depased, exilod, or subjected 1o cruel punishinents,
Under one pretext or another many temples
were closed.  The nubles were teinpted, someo-
titnes liy a brilliant marriage, at other times by
the prozpect of high pablic rank, to deny their
faith. In a wozd, all, that disbolical iniquity
could invent, was cinployed against the unfortu.
nate Protestants of fungary, till from being the
majority they were reduced to the minory.

During the last half of the cighteenth centary,
under the reign of Jaseph 1L, they enjoyed somn
rest and lierty,  That intellizent cmperor loved
neither tho Jesuit= nor the priests.  {{o publizhed
a wise edict of tolerance, which gave to the Pro-
tes:ants tho right of convoking synods, of elect-
ing superintendents, inspoctors, and elders, of
opening schools, and in a word, of rezulating
their own ccclesiastical affairs, but still under
the direction of the government. It was not
full Independence and cqualuy of worship. Tho
Romanists had reserved cenain privilegas. Bt
the position of the Protestants was ameliorated,
and blessed the namo of Juseph I1.

‘This tolerant system lasted, without serious
infractions, during all the wars of Austnaagainst
Napoleon, and uatil the past few years, thanks
to the maderate and conciliatory character of
Prince Metternich. But since the political dis-
turbances of 1818 and 1830, there has been a
seeat change. Tho Protestants of Hungary
havo again bLeen calumniated, oppressed, and
peraccated in the performance of thicir religious
dutica; and at the tine [ write they are far from
having ohtained redress for their wrongs.

Lot us firat sepresent exactly the comparative
numbers of the different religious communions,
There are in {lungary according to the latest
statistics,~— :

Roman Catholics, cocee cevee ceenserenene 6,130,183
Membhers of the ancient Greek Caurch, 2,933,504
Greeks united to the Romish Clarch, 1,322344
Protestante of the Helvetic Canfessian, 1,846,854
Peotestants of tho Avgsburg Confession, 1,006.210

Jaws, ceees 233035
Unitanians, caees cesenresecscecses secoe 47,208
Tazal, 12,890,544

Thus tho Protestants of Hungary form moro
than onc-fifth of the entire population. It issu-
perfluous to add, that they are genenally the
most industrions and active citizens. Every one
knowsthat in all countries of the world, when
their means of action are equal, the disciples of
the Roformation are superior 10 the Papists, in
education, in intellectaal activity, and in indusiry
and tho rewards of industry.  This siriking su-
perinrity cxisa in Hungary as clsewhere. The
Protesants had founded there numerons and
flourishing schonls and extensive manufactores,
which were the means of increasing greally
both individaal and public wealth, and gave no
causc of complaint to the Austrian government.
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-avoided interfering in political quarrels,
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1n 1848, aud tho following years, Ilungary
was agitated by bloody insurrcctions. The de-
taits aro sufliciently well known to your readers.
You have heard in the United States tho famous
Koszuil, who has often related the circumstances
of the terriblo drama in which ho acted s» cone
spicuous & part,  What was the conduct of the
Protestants of Hungary amid theso grave events?

‘T'he ecclesiastical documents which I have inmy
haud prove that neither the church of the fel-
vetian Confession, nor that of tho Confession of
Aungsburg—in their oflicial character—cver cn-
couraged  tho insurrection, ‘They carcfully
More-
over, when tho revolutionay government offered
them pecuniary favours, the synods and consisto-
ries decidedly refused them, in order not to con-
tract oblizations to the chirfs of the democray
party. ‘Their conduct was prudent, reserved,
aud uot influenced by political fecling, asbuecame
tho representatives of a spiritaal society. Tt is
true that members of both Protestant churches,
as individuals and citizens, joined in the revolu.
tionary movemems, Kossuth himself belonging
10 the Helverian communion, Why should this
sarprise us?  Romanists in Protestant countrics
dothe same thing, \When a country raises the
stangdard of independence, and tries to recover
itsnationality, there is nomora distinction of creed
Everyione declares imself for oragastiheso po-
htical manifestations, according to Ius ap:nions
or his wlente.  But the oceasion appeared very
oppartune 1o the Jesutts, and they cargerly seized
it.  Asthey raled the conscence of the Arche
fiezs Sephin, who, in hee tir, exerted a pow-
aflucnce over the mind of her son, the
young B npernr Francis Juseph, they pasuaded
this princess that the Protestuntsof Hlungary were
ncorrigible revolutionists ; thatthey had provoke
ed e revellion 3 that they had maintained it
with theie money and swords 5 that their ve-
lizivus ductrines necessandy ied to political anar-
chy ; and that Hungary would not be at peace
8> lonz asihese herelics preesrved the rights
which Juseph 11, bad granted them.

‘Theso odicus calomuies produced tue cffect
which the Jesuitical facuon expecied. Tho
Archdochess  Sophin, the Emperor  Francis
Juseph, aud the cabinet of Vienana, believet at
their duty to desiroy, at any prce, the hberty of
Proressantizn in Hungary 3 and General Haynav,
who then connnanded 1n thisushappy coumry,
was commissioned to take measres fur persecu.
tion. e acquitted himeelf of tus task with his
wsal 1wranny, and publizhed degeees renewing
the aacient severity of the cnl power agamst
the mambers of the o Reformed confesrions.
“The inspeeior-general and the distsict nspectors
were remuoved without the form of trial.  ltwas
ordered that the supenntendente, instead of being
ciecied by the free sulfrages of the pariches,
shauld theacefart be appomted by the political
authority.

The meatings o e consiztories and distiicy
tsxomblies were nlso msde subject tothe military
power: in ather wordy, chie pastars and  ellers
were deprivedd of the right to deliberate about
their own affaies withrat permission, It was
even ardered that the assembling of the geacral
syaads shosld be subntied to an arbitsator, who
can, if ke will, indclinitely postpone. Ollicers
of the army and civil adminisitators were maile
1o fill the places of the former ceclesiastical
ditectors. Protesiantism washound,imprisoned,
and Joaded with chams. Ilaynay, in his cdicts,
ananunced the inteaton of closely uniting the
chureh and state,—a union in which the stato
places itz foot upoun the hiead of the chursh, and
crushrs it to the canth,

F'his dictatassiip over the Protestant confess.
inny was the meore disiresiing, beeruse at the
wame time the Papish clergy of Huangary ob-
tained new privileges. Al the legal bames
which ciiecked their usurpations wete removed.
Thiey were permitted to correspond dizectly with
the Ramidi see, 1o publish the hishop? letera

and tho Popes® bulls witRout provious authority,
to convoke councils freely, to establish convents
and schools in every provineo of the country, &e.
In one word, the Romish Church was declarod
sovereign and all-powerful, while the Protestant
churehies were enslaved.

Tho victima of these despotie edicts raised
their voice, and neslected no means of recover-
ing their rights, They humbly appealed 1o the
Emperor Francis Joseph, saying that they wero
his Majesty's faithful subjects ; that their property
and blood were at the servico of the government ;
that they would nat shrink from any sacrifice
for the States advantage, but that in mnattera of
faith thoy could not, without visiating their con.
seiences, accept tho absolvie supremacy of the
palitical power.  They sent deputations tc
Vienua, composed of thor most hanouratle men,
to ay their comnplaintsbefore the imperial throne.
Dut the Protestant deputies wero nat adumitted to
the emperor’s presence, and were dismissed with
meroly vaguo promises. They were always there,
inciting the epirit of intoleranca, and repeating
their perfidious accusations.  What was their
object] It was to reduce the Protestants 1o de-
spair, in order to incite them to revolif; and if
they did not revalt, to mako it casy to main from
their ranks proselytes 1o Romanism.  Thanks to
Gad, the expeetations of the Jesuite thes far have
nat been realised. “Ihe members of the two cnn-
fessionshave remained peaceful, praying the Lord
to protect them, and waiting patieatly for better
days; and far fram tnraing towarnds Popery, they
reject more tesolutely than beforo the agpeals of
a chiureh which dishoaauss herself by such perse-
cutions. ‘T'he eabinet of Vienna seema recently
to be less appozed to the Protestants of [ungary;
and without restoning to them <ho nights which it
hias taken away, it is moro moderate in the exe-
cation of the Iast decrees.

But what isespecially deplorablein the present
condution of thase Protestants, is the almost en-
tiro ruin of their schaots. In order to understand
this matter, it must be known that the two  Re-
formed ions hiad established fifty-ane hizh
schools, which prepared young men for tho uni-
versities and for admission to the liberal profes-
sions.  ‘Theso schoals, supported by valuniary
subscriptions, posscssed tho nights and privileges
t of Jegally recogaised institntions. But an ordi.
j mnca has been pramulzated, by which those
| schaalgunly are recognised as lepal whizh have

twelve profvssors, and teach allihe branches of
t human scieace.  This ardinance is favourablo 1o
{ the Papisis, because they, receiving large sums
1 of money from the public 1reasury, can suppnrt
! this nummber of professors, but it is fatal to the
j Pratestants, who are ineapable of defraying such

enormous expenses,  ‘The result is that moat of
{ the schiools have lost their legal rights, and that
, the young nen must bo sent to the Ramish es-

tablishments, of they would get the diplomas
; which apea the way 1o practica iq the profes-
siong, 2and to the mnst honounakle stations in
society.

This is a vial quesiion far the Protestants of
Hungary.  “Tue last uews i<, that only four
schools are tecoznised as lemal, and that all 1he
ars considered as private schoole, g0 that
their scholars are unable to enter the universities
or ohtain any office, Tho members of the Re-
formed communions do all that they can 1o
remedy the evil; but how can they collect the
immense sum of moncy which they rveqaire 1—
They pray, they act; they publich religinus
jonrnale, and among others, tha Profestant An-
nals for Austria, in which earacst appeals are
made to their forcian co.relimionists. Lot us
hopo that the Father of mercies will came 1o
their aid, and will not soficr the irmh 1o fall be-
ucath tho blows of its implacable enemies.
