There was a weaker tendency in to-day’s
stock trauosactions than we have had for
some time, This wenkness was 16 doubt
caused b the statement the New York
bauks made on Saturday, which wasa
greav disappointmont to the financial
world.

The future of the monsy market seems
to befar from being so promising as was
antic’pated.  Speculation seems to have
Leen over dono, and the weaker New York
market is largely duo to the fact that
some people are quite hard up, because
thoy have locked up too much mouney in
secarities.

How far this realizing will go in hard to
say. Esch man must-choose the timeto
buy and the stock 1or himsell. The thing
to dn is to remem®er that the stocks ought
to be good-ones and to act accordingly.

The actual amount of transactions was
vory limited, snd business was curtailod on
the decline, ‘

{oronto Rails was the most activo on
the list, and suffered a break of two points
from the highest of Scturday. Aboutd25
shares were sv:d and closes xound the
bottom price at 1173 bid.

Canadisn Pacific was weak and suffered
in proportion with the rest of the market.
It was only dealt in to the amount of 150
shares, it, however, vloses at the Jowest at
892, scllersusking S9%.

Royal Electric and Moatrenl Street were
both steady on the decline, and showed
considerable strangth, considering the late
rise which thoy have oxperienced.

Mining specialties weré firm without re-
cording any chang- ; they wore bid up
aflerthoclose. The trading, however, was
only nominal the market developing into
stagoation and heing gr:wlically dead,
There was no evidont desire to realize,
slthough sentiment scems to have vnder-
gone a chaapo, and we look for o quieter
market fi-v tha rest of tho month with a
tendeney to reach lower levels, but with
fluctuations which should csuw.c a good
trading autrket.

Now York, March 6.

The market for Americans abroad is
somewhat luwer the declines ranging from
$to §. The recall of udmirnl Dederich
trom command of the Geyman fleot in
Chinese waters and the substitution of
Princo Henry has not had a strengthen-
ing effect on the American market.
