Tramping Seed Inta the Harth,

Peter Jlenderson some years ago call-
ed attention to the use of the feet in.
planting vegetabls seed In dry weather,
It amall aecds aze sown and Jootely cov-
ered with dry earth, they often fall {0
germinate, or, Just after germinalfon,
they lie and peruh.  If, howerer, the
earth in compresued about the seed at
the time of placting. such dying does not
ooccur, and the seeds germinate  well,
even when the ground is very dry To
be eure, {f the ground fs full of molet-
ure, this method would not be followed,

The present sessan, at the time for
eatly planting of aweet corn, the ground
was very dry. The persons who planted
the corn  were directed™ to preas the
earth hard over each bill with the hoe.
One foliowed directions, the other did
not do so, Practically all the corn
which one planted cams up, and but lit.
tle of that tho other planted.

At the time for sowing Jover seed the
ground s often very dry. In such
cases wo sow in drille, and comprone sach
drill securely wivh the feet, with unl
form success.

A little fudgment used in plantiog In
dry sessons will save much annoyance
and loss~G, (. Groff, In N. Y. Tt
buse Farmer.

Dey Versus Wet feed Par Covwe,
To dlscover what sdvaniage there
was.

‘and sketches of the life of the Sav-
lous, now the property of the Broa_k-i
‘Iye Institute of Axt, that his fame.

From 1893 to 1898 M. Tissot lived,
Jn the Holy Land, inspired, he de-!
clared, to-give: “*a personal interpre-:
tation,” based upon serlous study,
of the life of the Saviour. The 5i0.
drawings wWere

ed critics united In pronouncing them
remarkable. Rich In color, admirable
in detall and historleally correc‘t',
they vividly portrayed-almost cvery
known incident in the life of Christ,
Thelr exhidition in Parls, London an
altecwards In New York and  Mont
real and Toronln drew great crowds,
