TEMPERANCE IN INDIA,

It
tells uc plainly that 'unlets the output
from stills can be restricted, the Qutstill
System is just the faniing system under
a useless disguise.

Mr. W. 8 Caine, M.P,, has pa'd 2
visit to India in the interests of ‘Tem-
perauce, and 10 Bombay, recently, gave
cxpression to his opinions, of which
the following is a report from the Zom-
bay Gazette, one of the leading Faglish
papers of that Presidency. Hesaid :—
It was now something like eight or
nine months since he left Bombay, after
spending six weeks in Indiz,and if there
was one thing which kad impressed h'm
more strongly than another during that
time, it was that the evils of intemper-
ance were growing and spreading in
India 10 & most alarming extent. In
aimost every place he had visited he
heard complaints from native gentl~
men to whom he had had mtreduction
from Christian missionaries; in fact,
from every onc who had at hgart the
welfare of Indizn people. He visited
many stills and liquor shops which were
now to be found scattered all over
India, and was shocked and dismayed
at the increase of intemperance which
was taking place. What he saw in.
duced him to give very close and care:
ful attention to the whole question, and
to bring it before Patliament in the
month of May last in a resolution on
which, he believed, there was the largest
division which had cver been taken on
an Indian subject in the House of
Commons. (Applause.) During bis
voyage from Engiand he had n
going through, with great care, ali the
Abdkart Reports of the varions provinces
in India, and Ae found that there toas
rot a single province in tohich the increase
in consumplion Aad mol been very marked
af ompared with last year, and. very
much in proportion with the increase
which had taken place in previous
years. If they allowed this to go on
unchecked, it was quite clear that the
consumplion ten years hence would
again have doubled, and if it went on
doubling cvery ten years, it was only a
question of forty or fifty years at the
outside until the consumprion in India
would be as large in proportion to its
population as it was in England.

Bovs, if you have anything to say o
write, say or write 1t in a plan, simple
manncr. Do not be verhose (that i3,
wordy), do not am ata flond syle,
above all things asoid the grandilo-
gucnt {fine talking). \Vords were not

esigned to obscure thought. High
sounding phrases do not ndicate the
scholdr.  Monosyllables are abundant ;
the Anglo-Saxon is essentially vigorous.

A simple style of speaking or writing
can be gracefol and clegant. Even
sublime thoughts are most charming
when clothed in  simple language.
" God said let there be light, and there
was light,” What can be grander than
the thought, and yet what ¢an be
simpler than the language P—all mono-
syllablesp but compact with vigour.
“ Are not two sparrows sold for a far
thing? And one of them shall not fall

Indeed, the
cflects of the two causes are essentially
the same, for the genns act by gener-
ating certain violent poisons, whichr
ritate the mucous membrane of the
nostrils, pharynx, lungs, stomach, or
bowels,

healthy body, under ordinary circum-
stances, has very hule of tt. But sud
den climatic changes may induce it.
Horses, brought from the West, often
have a discharge from the nostnis which
lasts about six months,

DR. ROBERTSON OF
IRVINE *

R, JAMES BROWN has given us,
in the Life and Letters of Dr, W,
B. Robertson, a very charming hook.
The biogiapher had, in this mstance,
it must be admitted, an unusually good
subject, and, as the volume shows, am.
ple matenials of a very interesting kind.
It is tzue, that Dr. Robertson’s 1fe did
not supply, any more than that «f min-
isters generally, much incident of public
interest. He did not figure in any
great controversy. He did not ¢ven
exercise his ministry 1n one of the mote
conspicuous spheres, such as was again
and again offered to him , but he pos-
sessed a very marked ndimduality,
cven as he had a countenance, as the
photograph in the middle of the volume
shows, of very striking beauty.

As
a preacher to children he had few
equals, The story of his lfe has
been told, and msny of his striking
and beautiful sayings recorded by a
favourite niece, in & volume which will
not be cutof place beside that in wkich
Dr. Jamer Brown has traced the course
of hit more gifted brother,

William, who was sent to Glasgow
University at the absurdly early age of
twelve years, after finishing his studies
in Scotland, and taking an additional
year in Germany, was sctiled over the
United Presbytetian congregation in
Irvine, 2 town onthe coast of Ayrshire,
From this sphere none of the numerous
calls, which werc addressed to him
front city congregations, could remove
him. 'This result was mainly due to
the unusually strong attachment which
grew up between himself andthe peo-
ple, but it may have been due in part
also to the feeling that his physical con.
stitution was not such as could well
stand the strein of city work, His
ministry in Irvine, while it lasted, was
eminently successful. He was & fre-
quent visitor in the homes of his people,
entering sympathetically into all their
joys and sorrows, and his sermons were
not only strikingly original and pic-
turesgue, they were also profoundiy
spititual.  The great end of preaching
was never forgotten. “If I were to
express in one word,” he says, * what
has been the aim of my ministry,
would be this—to lead ali the human
race to cry, ‘O Lamb of God, who
taketh away the sin of the woild, bave
mercy upon us’” Such a mnistry
could not fail to be successful, A good
idea of the clozeness of the attachment
which sprang up in this case between
pastor and people, may be gained by
the following quotation from a speech
of thtilling interest, delivered by him
at the Presbytety, when a Glasgow con:
gregation was pressing his acceptance
of its call :—

EDITORIAL NOTES.

THE attempt made Iast week, in this
city, to form a local Branch of the
Evangelical Aliaace for the Daminion
of Canada, was not altogether as satis-
factory as could be desired. Much
time was spent in discussing-~not with-
out 1 show of warmth—difficulties that
unfortunately arose at an eacly stage of
the proceedings. After a number of
addresses had been delivered expressing
satislaction that an organization was
about to be formed, one of whose main
objects would be the encouragement of
active resistance to Roman Catholic
aggression, and while a collection was
being taken up, a resolution appointing
an Executive Committee, according to
a preconcerted arrangement, way, 1t [y
said, submitted and declared adopted,
Thereupon there were numerous ex-
pressions of dissatisfaction at the per-
sonnel of the Committee, one of the
gentlemen appointed Secretary refusing
10 act, because & prominent politician
was on the Committee; another, be-
cause as the organization had not yet
been formed it wes oot of order to
appoint any commitiee, and a number
urging that it was unwise to asociate

active politicians with the work of the

Alliance. The meeting separated with-

out harmony being restored ; but it is
understood that the camposition of the
Committee witl be further discuesed at
another nieeting tobe held shorily In
the meantime the matter s being dis.
cossed in the daly press,  Varnous
solutions ot the duficuity are being pro-
pounded  ‘The following letter from
Rev G M Milbgan, who took an
active part m ubjecting to the person-
nel of the Committee, which appears in
the day press of Sawrday, furnishes
one possible solation  Mr. Milbgan iz
csudently proceeding uponhomocopathte
panciples  Sewrlin sonvlibus curantur,
The putpose onists strongly in the
minds of many lo form, all over the
country, Branches of the Dominien
bvanguhcal Alhance of such an opera-
hve and pusitive character that it can-
not be sard of than that they have only
4 nomunal existence, and that whatever
be sherr sins of umtssion they are too
largely innocent of those of conunission,
Uae of the aims of this Alllance must
be, #t it 13 to be other than a coloutless,
negative offar, the guarding agawnst
interterence with civil nghts or the
arrogating of civil funcuons, o the
mterest of any persen or organizatton
withini our borders, especially i matters
pentaimng to religion and education
For Lhis reason public men from only
one political party should not be presa
dents of the Branches of the Alhance,
They, as officers of the Abance, might
gain undue Protestant influcnce, of
incur what would be on the lines of
present  political  actton,  unrwented
Romish antagonism, If public mcn are
to be presidents of Branches, make, for
example, Meswsrs Mowat and Moredith
joint-presidents of the Toronty Dranch
Thus plan wall invite to action men of
every political teaning, without bringing
advantage or hurt {¢ any on accouut of
disinterested losalty to the cause of
truth and liberty

It would appear that the taint of
ritualism is not confined to certain
High Church circles m Toronto  The
Hamilton papers of last week contamn
reports of the ainng before Bishop
Hamiltor, on the part of the Church
Defence Commuttee, of certan griov
ances alleged to be troubling large see-
tions of tae diocese, atising out of such
abuses as the elevation of the ¢lements
in the celebration of the communion,
the mixing of water with the sacramen
tal wine, the use of wafers instead of
bread, and the wearing in the service
of vestments -forbidden by canon law.
One speaker declared he had heard,
on the best authority, that a funeral
‘lind Tecéntly taken place in a certaln
charch in that city where the body was
brought to the church, the interior of
which was darkened andlighted candles
placed around the coffin. 'The depu.
tation expressed their belief that the
practices mentioned are carried on in
some of the churches in the diocese to
the great injury of the good name of
the denomination, “as the other de-
nominations were saying that Anglicans
were becoming little better than Roman
Catholles and causing the non.ritualis.
tic members to hang their heads in
shame.” To thess remonstrances the
Bishop, who is said to be a ritualist
himself, is reported to have replied that
he could only actin such matters a5 a
judge when a formal complaint had
been entered before him. He regarded
the formation of a Church Defence
Association as *“‘a perilous matter for
the diocese,” and its existence as
“little short of an insult” The depu.
tation, before retiring, stated that they
had come to lay their case before him,
before putting the Association into
active life, and he had not given them
any decided answer and would not
show them how the grievances were to
be remedied. The Bishop in reply,
said that that they should set in motion
the machinery provided for such emer-
gencies. At for himself, he refused to
bethe prusecutor of his clergy  Evi
dently there is need in the Anglican
Church for Defence Associations. The
attempt of the Hamilton Astocation
to put a stop to rituatistic practices will
be watched with interest by all Evan.

For our purpose at present, however,
and to make the matter plainer, if pos-
sible, we would beg respectfully 1o
reduce the numberof kindsof perfection
mentioned, and change the order in
which they are cited. We would buefly
discuss the subject underthe heads:
Fust, evangelical pertection ; second,
comparative perfection, including patts
and degrees; and third, perfection of
sincerity, with the view of showing that
vach and all of these come short of
absolute personal perfection.

1. Evangelical perfection relates to
the believer’s standing in Christ. Tt is
founded on such passages as, * Christ
loved the Church and gave Himself for
it, that He might sanctify and cleanse
it with the washing of water by the
Word, that He might present it to Him-
self & glotious Church, not having spot
or wrinkle, or any such thing; but that
it should be holyand without blemish,”
(Eph. v. 25+7.) And more particularly
is it said to the Colossian believers,
*“Ye are complete in Him,” namely
Christ. {Col. ii. 10) That, however, is
a completeness or perfection, not per-
sonal, but by imputation or substitution.
And we require to distinguish between
an evangelical or imputed petfection
andabsolute moral perfection; or, rather,
between a perfection obtained through
the sacrifice, merit and righteousness
of another, and the inherent righteous-
ness or inwrought holiness of the Chris-
tian. In making this distinction we
accordingly rule out of this discussion
all texts'which relate to his standing in
Christ.  We admit that that standing
is perfect.  But the question tefore us
refers to his ability to live, or the pos-
sibility of his living even then, without
sin. The justification of the sinner, by
the bloodand merit of Jesus Christ,is an
act of God's free grace, which is com-
plete and perfect at once when one

And consequently there Is growth
And there 18 room for indcfinite ex-
pansion, as indicated in these words:
“ Speaking the truth i love we ma

row upnte Him in all things whic

is the head, even Christ,” (Eph. iv,
15} and, *let paticnce have her per
fect work thut ye may be pezfect, and
entire, wanting nothing,” (Jac i 4)
or, *if any man offend not 1n woid,
the same s & perfect manand able also
to bridle the whole body” (i 2.)
As we have r2en, theologians speak of
{)crfcction of parts and of degrees,
Vell, we hold that whenever the work
of grace is genuine all parts of man's
nature are duly affected and brought
under i power. * Ube very God of
peace sanctify you wholly, and 1 pray
God that your whole spint, soul and
body be preserved blameless unto the
coming of our Lord Jesus Christ” {1
I'hess. v. 23 ) There are also various
degrees, and in some cascs, high de-
grees of holiness, reached by believers
on carth.  But all this does not imply
absolute perfection. *I have seen,”
says the Psalmist, *an cnd of all per-
fection, but thy commandment s ex-
ceeding broad.” (Ps. ¢xix. 96.)

3. Perfection of sincenty, 7¢, hon.
esty and decision of purpese.  When
Joshua assembled the tnbes of Israclat
Shechem, he charged them to *fear
the Lord and serve Him in sincenty
and teuth”  And the Apostie Paul
prays for the Philippiang that they
‘“may be sincere and without offence
till the day of Christ.” (Phil i 16)
Sincenty isa very important principle ;
and although it cannot be depended
upon alone, but only when conjoined
with truth—for one may be otherwise
sincerely wrong as well as sincerely
right—yet it may besaid to be the main
thing in personal religion. It can in.
deed scarcely be analyzed , however, it
way manifest Uself 1n vanous ways. It
certaioly implies Faith, Sanctificauion,
as well as justification, is, in a sense,
cartied on by faith, and faith “punfies
the hearn,” (Acts xv» 9.) Our Loxd
said on one occasion to His disciples,
“1f ye have fath and doubt not, ye
shail not onlydo that which is donetothe
fig tree, but also if ye shall say unto this
mountain, Be thou removed and be
thoun cast into the sea, it shall be done
and alf things whatsoever ye shall ask
in prayer, believing, ye shall receive”
{Matt, xx1. 21, 22.) But faith, be 1t
remembeted, can act only whete it has
& promise, or what is equivalent to
that, to act upon. And even when
promises are full, how often does it
fail? It may be asked, Is faith ever
petfect? Tt is at best weak, and
admits of degrees. 'The grace of love
also is implied in sincerity, But love
is variabie, as indicated in the charge
against the Church of Ephesus: I
have somewhat alnmheebegmi%thou

ian grace, way, in very adverse circum-
stances, be sustained by the gracious
intercession and power of the blessed
Redeenset in the same way in which it
was maintsined, when He prayed for
Peter that his faith should not fail.

Nearlyall
the atticles were approved of without
slieration. The proposal formally to
recoguize anfant baptism m the article
on the * Sacraments” was rejected by a
large majority. Exception was taken
to the wording of the articles on ' The
Church” and “*¢Iioly Scripture,” but
both were adopted substantially as they
stood. Scveral dissents were, however,
entered against the decision of the
Presbytery approving of the article on
“ Holy Scripture.”
