DR. LIVINGSTONE.

Iu connection with our portrait of Mr. Henry Stanley, we
give on our first page & portrait of Dr. Livingstone, the dis-
covery of whose whereabouts has conferred lasting glory
upon the young explorer of the New York IHerald stafl.
Without repeating the history of the mcctmg between the lost
one and hiz finder—which has become an oft-told tale—we
content vurselves with giving the biography of the great ex-
ploter, with a brief account of his doings since the start of
the expedition in 1866, and his proposed explorations for the
Bext tWo yoars,

The Rev, David Liviongstone was boru at Blantyre, on the
banks of the U ivde, near Glasgow, about the year 1817, His
parcuts were in humble circumstavces, his father kecping a
swmall tea-shop at Hamilton,  The son was sent while a youth
to earn his livelibood in the cotton mills of Blautyre, and
even at that time evinced a deep love for learning. By sheer
hard work he was enabled to purchase the meauns of gratifying
his tastes, and to pursue during the winter moaths his studies
at Glasgow, resuming his eccupation at the mills during the
summer vacation of the classes,  In this way he contrived to
pick up some acquaintance with the classical writers, and at
the age of seventeen could repeat portions of Virgil and
Horace.  As be grew to manhood he resolved to devote him-
self to missionary life, cherishing & hope that Africa or Chiuna
wotld be the seene of his fabours.  His wishves in this respect
were realized, for after having studied medicine for a few
vears, ad having been admitted a Licentiate of the Faculty
of Physicians and Surgeons in 1833, he offered himself

to the Lomden Missionary Society for missionary work in
Africa, and Lis offer was accepted.  Having been ordained to

the pastoral office 10 1340, he soon after left Eugland for Port

Natal, where he became ar quainted with his countryman. the
Rev Raobere Mottatt, one of the most active and enterprising
af Africat misstonaries, whose daughter e eventually married,
and she acompanied h: m in his travels until her prowatare
death in 1362, From 2 tili Wis return to England in 1856
be hibotuted perseverin as one of the agents of the Lomlon
Misstonary Society at Kuruman, Ma: odsen, and other stations
in Southern Alrics, and made several expaditions into the
interior.  He thus became acjuainted with the language,
habits, and relizious notions of several savage tribes, and
twice crosseid the entire continent, a Hitle suth of the trupie
of Capricorn, from the shores of the Indian Ouenn to those of
the Atlantic. Iu May, 1833, the Victoria, or Pation’s Gold
Medal, was bestowed upon Lim by the Hoyal Geograpaical
Society for having ‘-Imvarwd South Africa from the Cupe of
Goud Hope, by Lake Ngawmi to Linganti, and thenee to the
Western coast, in ten sdegrees soutn latitude”  In 1835
Dr divingstene retmced his stepseastwands, and havingr azain
traversed those regions as far a2 Linganut, followed the Zam-
besi down to s mouths upon the shore of the Iediau Occan,
thus completing the entire jonraey acres: Southern Africa.
He returned o Eogland at the cfose of 1855, and was preseut
at & meeting of the Hoval Geogrupbical Society, when the
president, Sir B, Murchisen, reminded his audicnce that »they
were togethier for the purpose of welcoming Dr. Living-
stous, ou his return bome from south Africs, after an absence
of sixtern years, during which, whilst endeavouring o spread
the b “hristanity thiough lands nover before trod-
den by the oot of any European, he had made geographical
discoveries of fnceaivaiable importance.  In all his various
juurneys De Livingstone had trave Hed over no Jess thau 11,000
miles of African territory : and te had come back to Enslsad
as the pioaver of sound and useful knowledyge; for by his as-
tronomical observations he had determined the sites of nume-
rous places, hills, rivers, and likes, nearly all of which had
been hitherto nearly suknown, while he had seized upor every
opportunity ot d ibing the physical feature clinmmiegy,
and geological structure of the countries which he had ex-
plored. and had pointed out many new sources of commerce
as yet unknown to the scopeand the enterprise of the British
merchant”  In March, 1332, Livingstone returned to Afriea,

accempanied by a small tand of - ssistants, sent out by Her
Majesty's Government,  He eatered Lake Nryassa, Sept. 2,
1361, and made further explorations.  His mf«« ‘who had

accotupanicd him in many of his perilous journeys, dxul of fever

at Shupanga, Aptil 27, 1862, and what was termed the Zambesi
expedition was rocalled induly, 1883, Dr, Livingstone reached
Loundon, Juiy 20, 15 and, after giving interesting particu-
lars respesti overies, aud making arrangements for
cther explorations, aguin qmum! hm.laml in April, 1865,
Since that time he im~. remaited in Africa, prosecuting his
observations and discoveries.  Early in 1867 a report reached
Eugland to the cifect that he bad fallen in a skirmish with
the natives near Lake Nyassa, This rumour was, however,
disproved the tollowing year when uews of the traveller was
received by the Royal Geographical Society. A similar report
of his death was again circulsted, if we remember i ght, the
following year, but bappily Mr., bldﬂ!‘:)’ has Set ac rest all
doubts of bis weifare.

As to the story of the Doctor's movewents since his last
arrival in Africa, hore it is io brief, as told by Livingstone to
Stunley :—Ia March, 1364, he started with twelve Sepuys, nine
Johanna men, and seven liberated slaves,  He travelled up
the Rovuma River.  Before they had been gone very long the
men became frightened at the nature of the journey, and the
reports of hostile tribes up the country they were to pass
through. At length they deserted him, and, as acover to
their cowardice in doiuyg so, circulated the report of his
death,  Livingstone proveedsd on his journey in spite of the
isvlation, and atter some diticult marching reached the Cham-
bezi Kiver, viiel be crossed, He found that this was not
the Poctugue e Zunbezi River, a3 had been conjectared, but,
on tie coutrory, wholly sepatate.  He traced its course, and
found it called, further on, the Lualaba. e continued his ex-
ploratious along its banks for 700 miles, and tag become con.
vinced in consequence that the Chambezi is the trus source of
the Nile, and that this will make a total length for the mystic
river of Africa of 2000 miles.  His explorations also establish
the fact that the Nile is not supplied by Lake Tanganyika,
He reachied within 186 niles of the source, and explored the
surronndiug ground, when, finding himself withous supplies,
he waus obiized to return to Gjiji, snd was in astate of deatitu-
tion there wien met by the commander of -the /1 rald. ex-
prdition,  On the 16th of October, 1871,
Teft Ujijl, and arrived at Goyany unbz, lowural the end of No-
vember, where they passed twenty-cight days together ex-
ploring "Whe district,  They then returned and spent Christ-
mag together at Ujiji.o The Uerald explorer forwarded this

important and interesting intelligence on the 14ih of March,
1872, leaving Livingstone at Unyanyembe, Livingstone will
explore the north shore of 'l’ungxm)lku Lake, and the remain-
ing 180 miles of the Lualaba River. 'This Herculean task he
expects will occupy the next two years.

THEATRICAL ILLUSION,

The illusious of the stage were greatly enhanced by Gar-
rick's Alsatinn scene-painter, Philip James de Loutherbourg,
a wan of genius 1o his way, and an eminent innovator aud
reformer in the matter of theatrieal decoration.  Before his
time the scenes had been muerely stained “tlats’ of canvass,
extending the whole breadth and height of the stage.  He
was the first to introdace set scenes and what are technically
called * raking pieces.” He inveoted transpurent seenes, with
representations of moonlight, rising and setting sang, fires, vol-
canoes, &c. ,:\ud contrived cﬂuh of colour by means of oil
sereens of various hues placed before the foot and side lights,
He was the first to represent & mist by suspending a gauze be-
tween the scene and the speetator, for two seasons he held
a dioramic exhibition of his own, ealled the Eidophusikou, at
the Patagonian Theatre in Exeter Chinnge, and afterwards at a
house in Panton Square.  The special attraction of the enter-
tainment was » storm at sea, with the wreck of the Halsewell
Esst Indiawan, No pains were spured to picture the tempest
and its most striking etfects. The clouds were movable,
painted upon a canvas of vast size, awd rising  diagonally by
meags of 4 winding machine. The artist excelled in his treat-
ment of clowds, and, by regulating the action of his windlass,
he could direct their movements, now permitting them to rise
slowly from the horizon amd sail obligquely across the eavens,
and now driving them swiftly along secording to their sup-
posed density and the poweraseribed to the wind, The light-
ning quivered through transparcat places in the sky. The
waves, carved iu soft wood from the madels mede 10 day,
cotoured with great sRill, and highly vamnished to reti et the

Experiments boave veceatly been varried on on the Tro-
dero, Pagis, to test the practieability of o new system of
ghe rall tramway invented e MU Larmenjat, These exe
etimients have, so far, given afl the satisfction that could be
desived, and it s con@dentiy expectod that tie system will be
adopted {or tramways to ran on the principal thorot
the French capital,  The toltowing ix the deseript
system as given by the iuventor i—

The lncomotive is providad with fonr wheels, two placed in
the ventre at vach wnd of the machine, which serve for grip-
ping the track and gniding, and two, nsel exebsively for
purposes of loeomotiou, pliaced one at cach end,  These st
are made of rabber, or tired with rabber, and are fornished
with spiral sprines attached at one emd to the axte, awd nt the
other to the nave of the wheel in 8100 g nruer os to preveat
the engine moving uutil a cortain number of revobitions have
been made.  Thess wheels may also be made to press more or
less upon the rowd-way acennding to the amount of tmctive
power to be excerted, By the aid of o serew the weight may
be thrown at pleasure upon the rail or apon the road, In

HENRY M. STANLEY,
of the New York Herald.

‘I'he likeness we now produce from
& photograph by the London Stereo-
scopic Company is the best we have
yet scen amougst the many which
have been published. Mr. Stanley
is a short, active, well knit man,
conveying the ideaof great muscular
spring and epergy, swarthy com-
pléxion on which the African sun has
left its tinge, a somewhat suspicious,
tiger-like eye, which becomes in
friendly conversation full of good
natured fun. Onthe platform he has
a good bold carriage, fluent expres-
sion, and sonorous voice. He speaks
in short, clear jerky sentences, which
convey no suggestion of prior consi-
deration, avd his style, which would
naturally be bumorons and buoyant,
becomes quickly sensitive, sarcastic,
or cynical, when he observes dissent
in his audience.

The writer heard him tell his story
at Brighton, in the presence of the
ex-Emperor and Empress of the
¥rench, the handsome and thought-
ful looking Prince Imperial, and some
two thousand enthusiastic hero
worshippers, but more closely at his
elbow some thirty, cyaics and critics,
and geographers. The impression
made upon the writer's mind by his
public statements and private con-
versationy is that Mr. Stanley is a
truthful and honourably minded
man, who is more disposed to be re-
ticent upon certain uopleasant facts
within his knowledge, than to exag-
gerdte his own achievements ot to
harrow the feelings of those who
bave failed, by dwelling upon his
own success. That he is perfectly
astounded at the cold incredulity of
the geographers and a certain section
of the kEnglish press, is obvious
enough; but we are disposed 1o
think that he has come out of his
moral ordeal with even more credit to
himself than that redounds to, bis
single handed and most praiseworthy
geographical achievement.

DR. WM. B. CARPENTER, F.R.S.

Dr. Wm. B, Carpenter, the pre.
sident of the British Association,
tojoys the highest possible reputa-
tion a8 a scientist, Through -the
courtesy of Mr. Mayall, the veteran
photographer of Brighton, We arg
enabled to place before our’ readers
an admirable likeness of this dis-
tinguished physician, philosopher
and philanthrepist takenat Brighton
during the late meeting.  Himself
the son of an amiable and accom-
plished minister of the Unitarian body
he claims fraternal relationship with
Miss Mary Carpenter, whose mis-
sionary and social labours in India
are so exemplary, and with Dr, P. P,
Carpenter, of this city, whose ex-
ertions on behalf of Sanitary Science
aud Temperance are so well known
to the citizens of Montreal. Dr.
Carpenter's works, “ The Principles
of Physiology”and ¢ The Microscope
and its Revelations,” are well known
to all students of Natural Science
and are highly prized for their clear
and lucid style as well &s for their
thorough and exhaustive character.
Ag  Professor of Medical Juris-
prudence and Exzaminer and Re-
gistrar to the lLondon University
Dr. Carpeuter has long been engaged
in Medical Education ; and in ab-
stract science he has especially dis-
tinguished himself by elucidating
the Natural History of the Cruoids
and the Foraminiferw,

In conjunction with Principal
Dawson, of this city, Dr. Carpenter
has investigated and established the
fogsiliferons character of our Lau-
rentide tocks, and described the
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oldest known fossil, “ Eozoon Canadense,” a8 well as other
gigantic forme of Foraminifers,

Duringthe past few years Dr. Carpenter has been engaged in
investigating the climate and character of ocean beds with very
remarkable results. Animal life in great variety has been dis-
covered at depths of three miles from the surface of the sea,
these animals sustaining a water pressure of three tons to the
square inch. Great varieties of temperature are discovered
in different sea beds, and a glacial climate, at the deepest sea
bottoms, even at the Equator. . .

So multifarious and important are the discoveries already
made, that the British Government has consented to fit out
a scientific expedition to circumnavigate the globe, for which
purpose H. M, 8. ¢ Challenger” will be equipped during the
present winter, and undertake a cruise of three or four years,
duration. . .

With so rich an experience Dr. Carpenter’s presidential
address was looked forward to with a confident anticipation
that it would be full of the wonders of the ¢« deep blue sea.”

No 8o, however. Leaving the fields of experimental science
the veteran philosoper placed lance in rest, and entered on the
higher fields of thought and reason, viz : Man’s'rele.mon to
nature, and the limit of his powers of scientific in-
terpretation. Opening out upon certain rationalistic philo-
sophers of the modern school he says : ¢ I' hope to
satisfy you that those who set up their own conceptions of the
Ordinary Sequence which they discern in the Phenomena of
Nature as fixed and determinate lawe, by which those pheno-
mena not only are within all Human experience, but always
have been, and always must be, invariably governed, are_really
guilty of the intellectual arrogance they condemn in the
Systems of the Ancients.”

The address is a model of ceose and cogent reasoning and
appears to have been generally received both by' the &udxen‘ce
and by the press as a sound and unanswerable piece of logic.

The anticipated treat was not, however, lost by this
diversion, for during the week the President delivered a
lecture under the simple title of « Chalk,” to a public
audience of working men in which the wonders of his deep
sea explorations were cloquently and clearly set forth.

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Once more Montreal has been in imminent danger of
being disgraced by a “cemetery expropriation.” Mea.
sures have been taken to desecrate the old Protestant
burying ground on Dorchester Street by removing the
remains to the Mount Royal Cemetery, and converting
the site into a public garden with a street running
through it. It certainly is time that something were
done to improve the appearance of the old cemetery, but
it appears to us that the improvement might easily be
effected without having recourse to the extreme measure
of disturbing the dust of the long since dead. For four-
teen years past the ocondition of the Dorchester Street
cemetery has been & sore on the fair face of Montreal,
and it redounds but little to the credit of those having

relatives buried there that they have allowed the little
“God’s Acre’ to become the ruin it is. Any one who
has passed by the ground must have been shocked at the
spectacle that met his eyes in a place that should be hal-
lowed for all time, but which, instead of being decently
and reverently kept, has been given over as a playground
for street Arabs and a grazing ground for stray cattle. It
is therefore with much pleasure that we notice the pro-
posal to convert this desolate waste into a pleasant
square, but we think this might be done without in any
way desecrating the remains of those who lie there.

It has been proposed by some persons to remove the
remains to the Mount Royal Cemetery. We do not think
anyone who remarked the manner in which the remains
were removed from the old Roman Catholic Cemetery
would for one moment think of acquiescing in such an
arrangement. Not only were the remains treated with
the utmost irreverence, but so carelessly was the operation
performed that a great part of them went towards grading
the public street and fertilizing the front gardens of small
city residences. We are in the habit of talking a good
deal about our civilization and our Christianity. but in
the matter of reverence to the dead it must be confessed
we are far worse than many pagans. Let us have no re-
petition of the sad scenes enacted last year on Cemetery
Street. There is, in the first place, no real need for re-
moving the remains. The cemetery stands in no place
of great public utility, and there is no necessity for run.
ning a road through it. In the second place it would be
extremely difficult to effect the removal of the remains.
It would be far different if the coffins were entire and
could be decorously removed, but in the condition of
decay in which the remains must be after lying there for
80 many years it would be utterly impossible to remove
them entire. Again, it should be borne in mind that
many persons were interred in this cemetery in great
haste, while the cholera was ravaging the city, and it has
become impossible to discover their graves. Surely the
feelings of those who have relatives there buried—where
they know not—are entitled to some consideration. Can
one imagine the agony such people must suffer at the
bare idea that the remains of their dear lost ones should
be irreverently disturbed? Did they but know where
their dead lay they could remove them, but failing this
they would have to be satisfied with knowing that the
dust of their relatives lay intermingled, in one common
grave, with the dust of scores of unknown dead. The
spirit of Mammon must be indeed great in this city if for
the sake of acquiring a small plot of land we are willing
to market our fathers’ graves.

The difficulty, over which there have been many words
spent, might be easily avoided by properly enclosing and
beautifying the old cemetery. Without in any way
desecrating the dust of those who have lain there for
these long years it might be converted into a little
square, laid out with walks and planted with trees. The
monuments would remain, and new ones would probably
be added, and the square itself would stand as an endur-
ing contradiction of the reproach to which Montreal has
already been too often laid open.

call down repeatedly the redoubled applause of the audience.
This i8 one of the great attractions possessed by the Irish
prima donna that she is perfectly at home with her audience ;
she never exhibits anything like professional airs, and is so
thoroughly natural during the whole of her performance as to
establish a perfectly good understanding between herself and
her hearers. Of her singing it is enough to say it is beyond
praige. She possesses the real soul of music, her voice is re-
markably clear and pleasant, and her versatility is something
marvellous. Her musical evenings are real treats which no
musical epicure ought to miss. Of her performanceg in Mon-
treal this week it would require more space than we are able
to afford to speak at any length, but we cannot refrain from
mentioning one or two of her selections as being remarkably
good where all was good. Her rendition of Cherubini's
sublime ¢ Ave Maria” was in every way worthy of the grand
music, while in Wallace’s ¢ Sweet Spirit, hear my prayer,”’ the
exquisite modujations of her voice came into full play.

Really good books for the young—books that combine in-
struction with amusement—are sufficiently rare in these days.
Those who attempt to write for the young—and they are
many, for “ What is easier than to write for children?” is a
too common idea—generally fall into one of the two man-
traps that lie open on the road of the children’s chronicler.
They either write in a hard, dry, unattractive style, cram-
ming their discourse with what Mark Twain calls ¢ petrified

facts ;” or in attempting to avoid this strong style they fall
into the very opposite—a swamp of absolute silliness. The
two books before us are exceptions to the general rule. They
belong to a class of healthy writing which—and for this we
cannot be too thankful—has been inaugurated by writers of a
high class, such as Miss Alcott, Miss Mulock, and Gail Hamil-
ton. Both of these works, though possessing an entirely dif-
ferent imprint, possess the same qualities in common, fresh~
ness, brightness, and an attractiveness which cannot fail to
please young readers. “The Adventures of a Brownie” is, of
course, essentially an English story; ¢ Little Folk Life” is
American, written in a style resembling that of ¢ Little Men,”
though we do not think 1t deserves to be ranked quite as high
ag Miss Alcott’s sparkling production. Miss Mulock relates
in plain, homely language the adventures of a Devonshire
“ brownie” in a farm-house, and in good sooth the sprite’s
tricks are amusing enough to take the fancy of any little one,
¢ Little Folk Life” gives sketches of the daily life of country
scholars in the States—events of no intrinsic importance, but
80 clad in taking language as to be quite interesting. Both
books are attractively got up in gold and colours, and the
¢ Adventures” contain some capital illustrations by Pinwel.
For presents to children these little works are unsurpassed.

Trx Mam or S8gez. A Novel. By R. D. Blackmore, Author
of ¢ Cradock Nowell,” etc. New York : Harper & Bros.
Montreal : Dawson Bros.

Were all books—in their respective classes—of as high a
standard as this the reviewer's task would be an easy one,
¢ The Maid of S8ker” is & novel of real worth—a book among a
thousand. On taking it up the reader may expect something
out of the ordinary way, for it bears the sterling mark of
Blackwood's Magazine in which it has been running for some
time past. On perusing it, however, he will be obliged to
confess that his highest expectations did not reach the true
standard of the work. For absorbing interest, piquant lan-
guage, and beauties of description, it is unsurpassed by any
book of its kind. The scene of the story is laid mainly on
the Glamorganshire and Devonshire coasts of the Bristol
Channel. The narrator is an old Welch fisherman, once a
sailor in His Majesty's fleet—for the events narrated occurred
some ninety years ago; a sharp, pleasantly conceited old fel-
low whose Cymric idiom gives an indescribable charm to his
story, and who is himself a perfect study. Some of his de-
scriptions are wonderfully real, and his quaint, dry bhumour,
with which the whole book is tinged, is irresistible. In more
than one point the book reminds one of some of Fielding's
best. Much of the story is historical, for the old fisherman
gets tired of his trade—or rather, perhaps, is driven from it by
the number of warrants out against him—and so he ships
once more, and after many scrapes turns up master of H. M,
ship ¢ Goliath,” 74, at the battle of the Nile, which he de-
scribes, as one would suppose, as only an eye-witness could
describe that great action. Not the least feature of the book
is its originality, both in the language used and the charac-
ters brought on the stage. The Welch warrener, Black Evan,
the little “Maid of Sker,” with her pretty prattle and taking
ways, the two ungodly parsons, the colony of wild men, the
hypocritical Hezekiah, are as utterly unlike the stereotyped
novel characters, as Old Davy’s vigorous English is unlike the
stereotyped novel conversational talk, ¢ The Maid of Sker”
is in every way a first-class novel and deserves to be exten-
sively read.

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SCIENCE AND MECHANIOS,

An iren church bas lately been completed in' Brooklyn,
N. Y., bhaving seats for 3,000 persons. -It is said to be an
elegant structure,

The availability of corn-cobs as a source of supply for pot-
ash has been suggested. It is estimated that nearly 52 000
tons of carbonate of potassa may be annually obtained from
this source, to say nothing of a considerable quantity of chlo-
ride of potassium.

The ozone baths at Ramsgate are a great attraction to in-
valids this summer, and those who have tried them speak
highly of their strengthening properties. An ozone bath is
boiled seaweed, kept warm, in which the bather sits, with
seaweed up to his chin. It is said also to improve and soften
the skin and complexion, but that is a matter for individual
opinion. It is an exceedingly pleasant bath, and people in-
dulge in it who have not even a pretence of being in delicate
health.

The practice of dentistry can hardly be included in the
modern arts ; for as early as 500 B.C,, gold was used for filling
teeth, and gold wire was employed to hold artificial teeth in
position, and does not seem then to have been a new art. A
fragment of the tenth of the Roman tables, 450 B.C., has refer-
ence to the burial of any gold with the dead except that
bound around the teeth, Herodotus declares that the Egyp-
tians had a knowledge of the diseases of the teeth and their
treatment, 2,000 B.C. In Martisl, Casseilus is mentioned as
either filling or extracting teeth; but he speciiied that he
would not polish false teeth with tooth powder. laucian
mentions an old maid that had but four teeth, and they were
fastened in with gold  These facts cover a period of 620
¥ears.

Brirock’s BLoop as & MEpicivs.—in the practices of medi-
cine, as in other worldly matters, certain things are in fashion
for a certain time. Bleeding and mercury have had theivday
cod liver oil and chloral hydrate are already on the wane;
alcohol and bullock’s blood are now in vogue among the
Parisians—the former {or fevers and all infammatory afec-
tions, and the latter for anemia and pulmonary phthisis. It
is said to be a curious sight in Paris to see the number of
paticnts of both sexes and of all ranks and ages who fock to
the slaughter house every morning to drink of the still fuming
blood of the oxen slaushtered for the table.  According to M.
Boussingault, of all nutritive substanees the blood of animals
contains the greatest quantity of iron, and it is this which
gives valuv to the new medicine,

A Sixgrrar Exprosiox.—Workmen were lately employed
to clean out the grease and paint from the inside of the steam
crlinder of one of the large ferry boats of the New Jersey
Central Railway Company, opposite New York., For this
purpese the piston had been duly removed and thres men wene
dowan into the cylinder, which is 11 feet deep and 30 inches in
diameter, taking with them & pail of benzine, which liquid
they used in softening the grease. Su:ddenly a small snake-
like streak of flame started from under the hands of the man
nearest the benzioe pail, and the next instant an explosion
occurred, apd cattered the burning faid over the persons of
the men  One of them was terribly burnt about the face and
neck, and wus tak:n to the hospital. The others were also
severely burned on the face, neck, and arms.

CceriosiTies oF VieratioN.—Professor Lovering, on vibra-
tion, mentions the following curfous instances :—Whun the
first suspension bridge was building in Eagland, a fiddler
offered to fiddle it away  Striking one note atter agother, he
eventually hit its vibrating note, or fundamental tone, and
threw it into such extraordinary vibraticns that the bridge
builders had to beg him to desist, Ouly recently a bridgs
went down under the tread of infantry in France who had not
broken step, and 390 ware drowned.  An experiment is often
referred to of a tumbler or a small glass vessel being broken
by the frequent repetition of soms: particular note by the
human voice. It is said, and may be trus, that certain Ger-
man tavern keepers increase their custom by the occasional
performance of this feat. In the Talmud there is a curions
question raised as to what would be the damages if a domestic
vessel were broken by a noise made by an animal, such as a
barking dog.

A contract has lately been signed between the directors of
the St. Gothard Railway, Switzerland, and M. L Favre, of
Geneva, for the boring of A new railway tunnel through the
Alps, which promises to surpass anythiug of the kind yet
attempted. The length of the tunnel will be a little more
than nine miles. Cost 16,006,000, The work is to be finished
within ¢ight years; aod if sooner finished the coutractor is
to receive £1,000 a day for each day in advance of the contract
time. If the completion ot the work is from any caunae de-
layed beyord the contract time, $1,000 a day ars to be forfeited,
If the delay reaches beyond six months, the forfeit is then to
be increased to $2,000 a day. The coatractor deposits 31,000,
000 as security for the faithful performance of the work. If
the delay exceeds the contract time beyond one year, the con-
tract is to be broken, and the company take possession of the
security money. The contractor is an eminent civil engineer,
and a man of rare abilities. He was formerly a journeyman
carpenter in Paris,

The Millbrook, Ont., Mestenger, notes the following sinvular
discovery of fossil remains in that place, which is believed to
be the tooth of a mastodon :—Mr, R. Howden, having latély
purchased a portion of what has long bren known as the
% carriage factory” lot, adjoining his property on the west,
yesterday commenced levelling & mound of earth, with the
view of filling up two hollows, oo elther side of this mound.

drained by Mr. Howden. Not six inches from the surfice,
the plough turned up a monster tooth, weighing 64 lbs, with

_of the tooth is 8 inches in depth and measures 20 ioches in
CIrcumferc;nce. The roots are all decayed, but the body of
the tooth ix in a good state of preservation, and the surface
almost 88 hard as it ever was,  AB the earth was removed
three other teeth, of a like kind, were fonnd, and an
quantity of decayed bones.. The best preserved one wag the
hip bone, on which the thigh bone works, and in size it is
half aalarge as a patent pail; Altogether, it i3 8 wonderful
discovery.: The excavation is not two fret deep, and the soil
is a light clay loam. No doubt, as the work of levelling pro-
gresses, other discoveries wijl be made.

CHANGING PAY DAY,

A corrospondent writes as followsto the .?c!'enh:ﬁc Amﬁ:mm:
By almost universal consent and usage, §x\(l}rd&y or Satur-
day night is the time when the great majority of.workmg
people are paid off. -The custom, we beliove, was unpor':cd
from the European countries, whers it has oxisted for an in-
definite period, Lately, in certain sections of . the ‘Quueua
dominions, the propriety of changing pay day from Saturday
to Moudiy has been seriously discussed, aud so far put to test
as to conclusively prove the wisdom of the change,

The rensons specified wera principally in the interest of the
employed who were habituslly given to squandering on
Sunday the wages in hand at the recurrence of the weekly
holyday, thus perverting it into s mischievous holiday; bat
the result has alse proved advantageous to the employers and
to the community beyoud, as will be shown, .

First, as to the benefits to the employed : When they raceive
payment on Monday or Monday night, they have literally no
time for carousal and debauching indulgences that would
unfit them for the next day's work. Thase with more self.
respect are not generally left with sufficient means, after pro-
viding for family expenses, to indulge tn the numeronz costly
plasures prepared in numborless blazing shop ‘wmdow‘f on
Saturday nizhts, or which beckon in all dircctions on Sun.
days, in the form of excursions, sights, ete, whick nearly
always emptied the labourer's pocket of the small surplus that,
if he were paid on Monday, would be more likely to get into
savings bank, or, in seme other form, provide for future com-
fort.

The good sense of retlecting people will approve this sys-
tem and see, donbtless, what encouragement the change will
indirectly be giving to the weak and waveringamoag our own
population, that now find it so hard to deny themaeives
stimulants, finery, or foolish outlays by the score, when Sun-
day, with its leisure and opportunities for idleness, indul.
gence, and display is just at hand, sad when the price of all
they covet is just paid to them. The diversion of a large
percentage of wages, now absolutely squandered on Sunday,
micht, by changing pay day, be at once secured to its proper
ani rightful appropriation, namely, the comfort of families
that, ander the present system, sooner or later comn to want
and beggary, [ believe, further, that it woukld operate directly
and disastrously upon liguor establishments and drinking
places uf every grade, for eraditis not popularin such houses ;
the labourer is welcome there ouly when his mouey keeps
him company.

Bayund these mere glanees at the physical benedit to the
emploved and their now cheated families, and passing ty the
vet mightier moral efeets herein involved, let us sve what the
emplover and capitalist would wain by the change.
