over 2,000 miles, duty paid, and sold in Win-
nipeg for $8 per ton.

GUNN BRios., of Ailsa Craig, have made ar-
rangements to establishi a flax mnill, the
town giving a bonus of $1,000. . Forty to
fifty hands ivill be employed, and about 300
acres of land will be required on which to
raise the flax. The mill wvill be used for the
purpose of manufacturing dressed flax, green
tow, fine and coarse tow and linseed oil. It
will be exempt from taxes for ten yeare.

A CALa.Âinv rancher saSs that al least thirty
thousand iead of cattle have gone into the
Calgary districts during tie past summser.

THE 1FISHERY QUESTION.
The vexed question of the fisleries ap-

pears to have chaiged but little in its
status since it was Jast referred to in theae
columns. The adhesion of Newfoundland
to the docirines laid down by the Dominion,
although, owing to the absaee of the funds
necessary to renfder it practically effectuai,
it muet be considored as more of a moral'
than a practical nature, has undoubtedly
had the eflfet of strengthening the Cana-
dian position both in the eyes of Europe
and in those of the United States. On
each side there is more of a conciliatory
spirit nanifested, and there is an evident
desire On the part of both Governments to
arrive at some modus virendi by which an
arrangement s6 tisfactory to the national
pride of their respective nations could be
made wihhout incurring the odium iof be-
ing the first to suggest negotiations.

With regard to the services rendered by
the tiny fleet of cruisers established by
the Goveinment at so short a notice, con-
siderable diversity of opinion appears to
exist. From onle source we hear that so
far as any protection t' the fisheries are
concerned they imiglt as weil not be in ex-
istence, while others, equally reliable,
assert that they bave effectually put a stop
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ta the« depredations of Yankee fìshermen
in our w'ters. Probably a middle course
is the correct one. It is, as every practical
man will admit, an absolute impossibility
for a small fleet, composed, until the arrival
of the newly purchased steamer, entirely
of sailing vessels, ta patrol effectually such
an enormous extent of coast as our own,
indented as it is throughout ils entire
length with numberless small harbors and
shelters where a fishing schooner can find
conceahnent even from the hawk eye of
the Customs officer. That the commanders
of the fishery cruisers have sutcceeded in
making the seizures they have, in the face
of the numerous restrictions and regula-
tions by whicli their hands are fettered, is
very creditable to their energy and tact,
and that their vigilance bas already made
itself formidable to the marauding fisher.
nien of Gloucester is abundantly manifest
We hear no muore of arnied American
schooners fitting out to fiais by main force
wheirve'r they pleaae, on the contrary we
Ëlnd that the modern Gloucester fisherman
la a remarkably civil and obedient gentle-
man whenever lie comes within gunshot
of the smallest Canadian cruiser. No
doubt, the cruiser, like the average police-
man, is often nat ta be found when must
wanted, but when the number of cruisers
available is contrasted with the extent of
coast to be patrolled, we do not think that
any alur can bé justly cast upon the edli-
ciency either of their commanders or of
tlie'Governinent who controls themt.

Il is perfectly evident that the facilities
are ail in favor of the fishermen and
against the cruiser. The captaii of the
Americau-owned fishing schooner is fre-
iluently a Caiadian, perfectly conversant
with all the harbors and shelters ai the
coast on which lie plies his vocation, and
in imany cases having friends or relations
on shore. In crie way or another lie usu-
ally manages to be thoroughly conversant
wi th the wlhereabouts of the ci ilser on his
station, and as ho can easily, on her arrival
in the ofling, get beyond the three mile
limit which bounds lier jurisdiction, lie ran
practically set lier authority at defiance.
Were the offending fishermen foreigners,
speaking a different lianguage, and having
no afinities with the inhabitants of the
shore, the task of the cruiser would be a
conparatively easy one, but under the ex-
isting circumnstances, when, as is no un-
common case, bath the captain and crew of
the offending vessel are Nova Scotians, liv-
ing at home under the very laws they
violate at soit, and liaving wives apd faili-
lies living under the Canadian flag, often
in the very harbors they frequent, it is
easy tu see that the position of the cruriser
captain is an exceedingly difficult onle, and
that therefore should lie be unable ta
guard Our lisheries as successfully as critics
Unacquainted with the peculiAr dißliculties

under which lie labors, may think posi.
ble, the fault is attributable not ta any
want of vigor or energy on the part of hin-
self or the Government, but rather ta the
anomalous nature of the circunistancea
against which lie bas ta coitend.

On the whole, the Canadian people may
fairly be satisfied with the action of the
Governient in the fisheries question; the
dignity of the country has lost nothing li
their hands, in fact a growing respect for
their aggressive and vigorous policy la ap-
parent throughouit the United States, and
thus when this vexed question is finally
set at rest, the settlement we think wilil be
fourid to be suci as will redound to the
credit as well as ta the advantage of the
country.

THE TEA TRADE. (2)
With the abolition of the East India

Gmpany's monopolies in teas as well as on
ail trade li the British possessions in the
East, came, as may be supposed, quite a
revolution in, the business. Grea fears
wore excited about the quality of teas now
that the strict examination of the Com-
pany vas ended, but these proved largely
net well founded. That adulterations
were practised in the East was truc ta
some extent, but ali reliable, trained mer-
chants, importera and dealers who know
their business had no occasion ta touch
such teas, and, as to-day, reliablo mon
could be depended upon to furnisli standard
goods.

In eastern Canada the consumption for
years continued almost wholly ta be in
Twankays and such kinds. Some Rysons,
Gunpowder and Blacks were used, but the
proportion vas quite small. In the upper
province Young Ilysons of fine quality
vent principally inta consumption. With
the unjustifiable opium war of 1840, and
later, carne the opening permanently of
certain ports in China, but the chief opora-
tions wore carried on at Shanghai. Prices
of teas advanced largely owing ta the war,
and it is a fact that at a cob t of over 5s cur-
rency Young Ilysons were sent by sleiglh
to Toronto in fhe winter of 1830-40. After
the war prices became of course greatly
reduced, and with varying values have
continued mostly since at moderate rates,
with the exception of the time cf the
American civil war, when values became
again very Iigh, so that common Young
Hyson toucled in 1861-62 as higli as 65e
@ 70e.

Soon after the opening of the Eastern
trade ta the world, some traders and im-
porters introduced what were known as
Canton teas, chiefly Gunpowders of fine
appearance and highly colored, but very
pernicious and objectionable. They were
largely made frain the once used eaf gath-
ered up in tie City of Canton by unprinci-
pled parties, Tefired and colored heavily

and twisted with great4skill, presénting a
fine appearance. For a number of yeàrs
this found buyers, chiefly with the French
Canadian trade. Hlappily the introduction
of Japan tons in 1861 caused.the almost
total disuse of these injurious tens, so that
to-day in the remotest parts of the country
it is almost universal ta find Japan teas,
and therefore, as a rule, only a reliable
article. This la a change that lias not been
sufficiently considered, but it is one which
the country can congratulate itself upoi.
The introduction of Japan tons was made
as Blacks, but it was soon found they were
not so, but were really Green tans in
almost entirely natural state. Since then
coloring bas been used, more or ]eas, its
chief component being Indigo. A table-
spooifil of the liquid a usually suflicient
for a half-chest of say 60 Ibo. This color-
ing, as priactised, la said ta be quite harma-
less, and in fact of less consequence tiran
the usual coloring of ceiese. It is of value,
in saime respects, preventing injury to the
tea fron moisture on the voyage.

The great extension of the tea trade ia
remarkable. Few could have dreamed
fifty years ago of such aids as special tes
ships and a direct line through Canadian
territory, and, if they did, they were
scarcoly sanguine enough ta imagine 111ey
would live ta sec such dreans realized.
,The, latest nowa la contained in a cable
froni Yokohana which reports the " Carri.
Delap " full ongaged te sail about the 25th
inst. for Vancouver, B.C. The fifth vesel,
the German barque "Bylgia," vill fo'Jow,
and be despatclied about tIhe 15th of Sop-
tomber, with tois and general cargo fron
Iliogo and Yokohama, for the same desti-
nation. Cargo for New York and vicinity,
ex "F. P. Stafford, "Zoroya " and follow-
ing vessels, will be tra.nshipped at Brock-
ville, Ont., tcr Morristowin, N.Y.; thence.by
the Utica & Black River Railroad te
Utica, and over the New York Central and
Hudson River Railroad to New York.

THE CHICAGO TRIALS.
The severe sentence passed by the jury

In the trial of the anarchista at Chicago,
and the universal approval by the press,
witl the exception, of course, of the se-
called labor orgars, of the verdict recorded
against them, form significant ovidence of
the remrnrkable change that lias takén
place in the sentiments of our Amuerican
peighbers towards these social agitators
since the effect of their pernicious doctrines
lias leeen practically brougit hone ta their
own firesides.

Sa long as the socialist and dynamiter
confined his outrages to European citiesa
certain undercurrent of sympathy was
distinctly apparent, both among the Am-
erican public and in the colu ns of the
public press for these men, who were looked
upon .1a victim of the tyranny of tho
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erowned lcads of Europe compolled to
avongo centuries of oppression by sudden
and violent ncans.. It wvas only when mon
living unmder the froc popular governmient
of the United States, a rule whose freedom
la only excelled by tlat under which
Canada is making sucli giant strides
towards prosperity, coîmmitted one of the
inost cruel and dastardly crimes of the
century in the sacred naiîo of liberty and
freedon, that the people of the United
States first awoko to the fact that tlere ex-
isted in thoir midst an organizod body of
cruel and uniscriputilouîs fanatics whose idea
or liberty nay ho described as a desire for
iiiiversaLl license, and whose ani and oh-
jet, is to strike at all the foundations of
social miorality and religion, and to sub-
stitute for the present conditions of law
lui order, an hystorical creed of unros.
trained licenso and bIlisplemny.

If the recent ontbreak in Ciicago proves
iotling else, it proves satisfactorily that
there oxists amiong the more iystical and
norbid races of Europe what may b teri-

od a sect of umîenl, call thlem aiarcliists,
coliuiiiinists, socialists, ihibilists, or what
you will, whose ain and end is tlc sub-
version of all law. To thoum, even the
absolute freedomn and liberty of a popular
governient, a governmîîieunt elected by the
people from ils own ranks, represents the
tyranny of a governinlg class, while
amîongst lie more fanatical of tis sect,
overy manl whoso induhstry hias enabled

imiîi to lay by somlle smllall provision for
his dcclin ing years, or wlho has becn en-
abled to purcse i homie for his fiui 1ly
fron his savings, is looked upon as a cap-
italist and oppressor iind 'oiseqieintly as
a victim1 whomii il is lot 0111y lawful but
mioritorious to destroy by any of those
mnerciless agents of d(struct.ioni, which
modeor science lias unfortunaltely placed
within flic roach of the poorest onîtliusiast.

Froi oic point of view the rocent ont-
break at Chicago may ho regarded, to a
certain extent, as a blesfiig in disgiuise.
It lins destroyed the last sentimuental bar-
bor of refuge that thec socialist, and dynlia-
mniter has eiijoyel and has thorouîghly
openied ,lic oyes of the A morican ponple to
tlc real cliractor of those mnisguided mn,
whiose acets they have always viewed %with
a certain degrco of pit y, ir not sympathy,
so long ls tley vero ldirected against other
governinotuts tianî their own. .Now liat
thy soc thoin i thoir true colors and have
oxpîerieiced the m tiiral cilects4 of a polit.i-
cal crced which deinos truc liberty as the
absointe abolition or all law, whether
lnumit or divine, their opinions of lic
socialist. have imaterially altorod, and the
rocuit verdict lit Chiciigo is nlot only felic
opinion of the jury luat the expression iof,
tile iuinnimous abliorrence of tho couuitry
at lurge. 'l'le rose coloied voit thrtonglh

hich t419 libprty loving people of the neW

world have viewed these novel doctrines
lias been rudely torn away, and the fiend-
ish creed or the logality of murder and
outrage os a means for the propagation of
uiniversal license stands revealed in all its
original blackness.

The hiurling of the bonb in the streets
of Chicago iay ho regarded as the dcath-
blow to the hopes of socialiism in America.
The natural acuteness of the people rejects
lie absurd and high-flown platitudes

whlich form ils creed, while their botter
nature refuses to accopt doctrines which
inculcate the murder and mutilation of
inofl'eiding fellow-citizins as the natural
conicomitants of universal progress. The
liat of the American people lias gone forth
anîd public opinion on both sides of the
-Atlantic has uînanimiuously decrced that the
socialist and dynamioer must go.

THE BANK STATEMENTS.
The returis of the Chartered banks for

July have becui issued by tle Finance
)eparltment. The changes in the princi-

pal accouits are not of any great -import-
ance. The paid-up Capital now stands at
$79,679,066, a decrease since last month of
$S0,000, w'hicli represents the reduction
in the Union Bank of Lower Cainada.
Circulation alis fallen of Q317,000, which
mîîight bo loked for at a time wlien far-
mers aie too intent on gathering thl
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harvest te bring forward much produce of
any kind to market. The greater part of
the current month is subject to the same
influence, but the latter half sees some
movement of the new crop, and circulation
and deposits are both likely te be increased
thereby. Government and private Deposits
are reduced $440,000. There is an increase
in the total of Governmont bonds held of
$331,000, partly caused by a purchase-of
$256,000 worth by the Imperial Bank ; the
remaining $75,000 bas probably been ac-
quired by a Toronto bank, but the state-
ment is "out" Ithat amountin the addition
of the figures for Banks in Ontario.

Loans of all kinds are down $752,000, a
natural and wholesome result of the reali-
zation of some of the Assets produced by
means of capital borrowed from the banks.
The net balances due by agents abroad
have increased $1,217,000, which is also
the result of realized assets. It means
that for the month we sent abroad Cana-
dian produce suf0icient to pay the obliga-
tions incurred during the month, and te
leave $1,200,000 te apply on previous in-
debtedness or create a new credit for us
abroad. During the present month there
has been a strong inducement to increase,
holdings in New York in order to reap the
benefit of the high rates that have pre-
vailed, se that the August returns are
likely te show even more marked changes
mn this respect than those under review.

Overdue debts show a large diminultion
for the month-something over $400,000-
but the greater part of this is in the figures
furnished by the Union Bank, that insti-
tution having written off $350,000 on the
reduction of its capital. Somle months ago
when discussing tho form inposed on
baiks for their statements to the Finance
Department we called attention te the
usclessness of dividing overdue items
into "lsecured"' and "unsecured,"1 and te
the folly of relying on the figures given
under either beading as in any sense in-
dices of the position of the Bank. The.
action of the Uriion Bank pointa the
"moral" we drew. Of the loans reported
as Curreut, no. less that $550,000 w'ere so
worthless that they have been written off
altogether. Of the Past due bills $350,000
were written off.and about $90,000 carried
ward as good, so that there were more
worthless assets held in current shape
than as overdue. We do not for a moment
suggest that there is any analogy between
the position of the Union Bank and the
banks generally. The former was in a
desperate pliglt and had been for soine
tie, as they frankly admit, but we do
say that the occurrence shows how utterly
worthless more figures are as showing any
Bank's true position, and, as-a natural
consequence, what a useless waste of time
and trouble to the banks and thte public is.

THE MONEY MAIET.
In our local market'the week hlas been

marked by a recovery in stocks, which are
still on the upward move, notwithátaniding
that the hig liratés for money pxevailing
i'iNew York Iavo started lenders bore in
the same.direction. The bull in the muar-
kat was no doubt due te fears of'incieased
cost in carryiing stoçl5s and the recovery

to a belief that the New York.movement
was a more flurry. At the present writing
however, thera is overy appearance of a
firmer market in that quarter. for some
time to come, and if se, noney must soon-
er or later follow the lead. -Equalization
of the rate of interest is a fundamental
law in the movement of capital, and money
will not lonebe lent at»4 per -cen. here Il
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7 per cent. can ho got on equally good
security in New York.

It may be intereating to consider, nt a
moment when great intereat existe as t'
the affect which the disturbance in New
York may have througliout Canada, the
thinga which hiamuper this natural move-
mont of rates to a common leve. At first
sight it night scen that since the baniks
(the larger ones ut least) can now lend
thoir money li New York at higher rates
than are current liere, tley would at once
call in their loans and transfer their funds
to New York; with the inevitable resilt
of iigher rates hare. But thore :aro limit-
ations. Thorn are practically only three
ways of placing noney in New York,
namuely, .(1 to biy drafts drawn ngainst
goods shipped, (2) to ship coin, or (3) to
borrow in England by bills sold on the
Neuw York market. 'Tie first of these is a
slow proceus, Whicl obviously cannot bu
forced at all. The third would only bu
practicable were the market for sterling in
·New York atrong enough to take the bills
at a rate which would ensure their being
co*ered Iuter on ata profit or at least with-
out a Joss. This condition however, never
co-exists with high rates for money, sinice
many people will ho trying ta sell bills for
the saume purpose, and baiikors do not caré
to buy whicn nioney cain bo nore profitably
eumployed in loanting. As ta the second
mode of placing monoy in New York, the
ahipmient of coin,' we in Canada are in a
peculiir positión. The main gold resarve
of the country is carried by the finance de-
partmtent, and the authorities have adopted
the policy, for just such contingencies as
the presenît, of keeping the reserve almost
'wtolly li British gold. As this la nôt logal
tender in the United States it has to bc
sold to the iiint ns bullion, and a1 oss of ý
ta î per cent, falls on the individual who
endavors to pay ai debt in New York with
Englishi sovereigns. hlie connaction of
thtis withi rates of interest is clear. If INew
York borrowors will pay high rates, and
cai h depended on to do so for a sualcient
length of time to mako good this lous, and
]eava sontething for a profit beyond what
the noney nuld earin here, goldi will cer-
taily ba siippid. But thore is ait imnie-
diato lots ta lace at the start, and the dura-
tion of the high rates is uncertain, Bo itiat-
tors remain, with slightly higher rates for
the present, atd iùn uîndiorcuîrrenit of iñeer-
titlide and exipectation ais te the future.

Soue of our readers iay think the
policy of the Govoritnent, whîicl inter-
pses ait obstacle at subli a Linme us this to
higier rates, a comniendalle oile; but we
do not. Is direct and chief alect hiöw is
Io throw the 'banks on the local stock ex-
cliýnges ta- find mîployinont for thoir
ýapre fuìids and reserves, thèreby stimu-

lating and fostering speculation to an ui-
soabîllle Ilegre, witho«t .afibrding any

measurablo profectión against indue rates
of intereat ta mercantile borrowers. Rates
of*discount li ordinary accounts would be
umiiafeted if gold shipnmenta were going on
largely, for few bankers would withdrav
money fron regular custoners who borrow
all the year round, arid whose accounts
yield profits besides in the way of ex-
change cirèulatioi, deposits, etc., for tie
sake of profiting by temporary and pro-
carious high rates in New York.

As to the general position there, the
steady roductiòi in the surplus réserves of
the associated banks, the demands for
money fron the interior for the iandling
of tlie crôps, with the undoubted improve-
ment in gencral business throughout the
country, all indicate that notes for sonie
time ta corne will bo hîigher than they
have been for inaily yeais past. Money at-
ver' lo.w rites is not a *lholésoein sign,and
Ltere is nothing to regret in an increase
fron 1 and 2 per cent. to 4 uand 5-per cent.,
and' that is the point at which well in-
formeid business mon look ta se money
Our own market will move in the saine
direction, but as usual with a -higher range.
This li the best judgment we Ca form
fron the fautes we iow have.

To raturn for a moment ta the general
question, we wish ta cali attention ta the
limtited use of gofd for puy ments betweén
debtor antd éreditor ut hoia. A reserne
of gold is chiefly needed for the payment
of claims due te foreign countries, and
these paynentà;so far is we aré concerned,
whether to England or ta any other coun-
try, are all made in New York. That is
practically our clearing house, whore any
surplus which niiày bé dite us for oùr pro-
duce cxported, or balatcéi wè nïay owe to
outr creditors, 18 finalliy settIed, throgugh the
sale' or purclase of exchange. If it comes
te a point that we must pay our foreign
creditors our balance i specié, it is to
New York that it goes. Therefore our
specie reserve should be in such coin that
we cai senti from it to New York at any
titue, at the lnere cost of hiIîpnent, and
not it coin that la uncurrent at the onily
point where it is likely to b oflfered in
payaent of our dobts. The loss may ap-
pear ta fill (as ut present) on the banis,
but in reality it falls on the whole coan
munity.

AT BOME AND ABROAD.
Tho local nioney market is feeling the

affects of the ligh rates prevaIent in New
York to soue extent, and there la not so
much nioiiey offering on caîl s ihEre lias
béeei, with the lieccessiiry resuilt óf higlier
rates. 41 par cent. la very geir'aily paid.
WVe have discdssed tlietiut somewhat
Mt length ii anather cumnin.

The main inîtérest in btisihiesi circles lias
bÏenh ciitered on the hufrvest. M6érchiînts
repart thàt paymniélti aîe lot is good as

they have been, caused no doubt largely
by the fac that farmers iave béen sa busy
with the hiarvest tb at little country trade
lias been donc, or money turned over.
But the harvest itself is 'adniitted on all
bands to lie an excellent on, the quality
of the grain is very fine, and the quantity,
though short in some localities, is al out up
to the average, taking the country as a
whole. Fall wheat bas already been
murketed in some pàrts of Ontario, and the
millers report the berry to be 'plunp antd
liard, fit for immediate grinding.

From Manitoba we learn that the wheat
crop bas turned out botter than was look-
cd for. The quality la superb; the grain
is said ta be the finest ever grown in the
Nortlwest. A three-quarter crop la esti-
mated as the-yield of the province, which,
taking into account lie increased area
sown, and the fane quality of the product,
must brinîg a very substantizil anount of
money into the province. A cargo of this
year's wheat la already on the sea en route
ta Livérpool. The Nortlhwest (as apart
fron Manitoba) has not beu so fortunate.
Drouglt lias injured the crops more or eass
thirouglout thé wvhol territory, in many
cases destroying it altogether.

General business, With the exception of
the falling off li pay nents above nention-
cd, la reported to be in satisfactory con-
dition. The wholesale trade in Toronto
report more activity than for some years
past, especiàlly in dry gooda.

In New York the interest chiefly centres
in the money market. The high rates re-
ported lst week have been maintained,
althougli with many fluctuations. Early
in: tle week IL looked as if money were
settling down to near the old quotations,
but the continued withdrawals by the
banks and trust companies from the loan
market hrought the rates back again, and
they are firu t 6 to 7 per cent., The le-
gitimate ieeds of the country have evi-
dently absorbed a great deal cf the over
supply, and we may reasoniably look for
botter rates from no w on.

Of businiess:generally the American re-
ports aire very favorable. There la a mark-
ed improvement in almost every line,
especially in the iron and steel trades.
hie cotton nils are doing well, and con-

sumption keeps pace with production.
The English money market is stronger

in sympathy with New York. Discount
rates on the street have been firm at 2U
per cent. during the week. This, with the
probable withdrawal of gold for Ne w York,
led to ai adivantce in the bank ra te, which
was increased by the directors ut their
meeting on Thursday to 3ý per cent.
