Paul, the bank felt it advisable to insist that drawers
give the notice as provided by law for such emergencies.
The bank’s asscts are first class in every particular, but it
would be a pity to force them on the market to get
funds. Tt has been frequently stated that the privilege
of notice of intended withdrawal ought to be extended
lo all banks. No bank can pay out at once all it owes.
1t must first sell its assets. Moreover, many of these are
not due, except at the end of stipulated periods. Forced
liquidation always involves losses in which those who
were nob in the front rush for their eash ave unfairly
called upon to bear.  Such notice, however, protects
the property of the bank and it cannot be said to injure
any one when e shares equally with other depositors if
such a hank should ultimately prove to be insolvent. In
the case of runs, those depositors who do nothing af: all
fo undermine public confidence are often the very ones,
that ave afterwards called upon to suffer most. Bvident-
ly there is something that cquity might have adjusted in
such eases which ‘it has become too late to set right.

“whole length of the municipality of Verdun, that is, to
the foot ol the Luchine Rapids heyond which at present-

the company has no legal right to extend, pending ar-
rangements said to be in negotiation with the Park &
Island Railway. The extension of the road from Ver
dun all the way round to Lachine would open up a source
of pleasure and gratificalion to a muliitude of people
who now have no idea of the beauties of nature so near
their veach.  As far as the road ab present goes, alter
passing the prosaic precincls of Point Bt. Charles, the
ride beeowes rural and interesting, and ab many poinds
the placid open sheet of waler on one side and the well
cultivated fertile fields on the other, the eye vests with
delight upon the varied scene.

But heyond the point at which the track at present
extends, is a section of our surroundings ecomparatively
little known—except to those Lortunate enough to own
their privale carriage, or able to bear the expense of
hiring one, and yeb it is incomparable in loveliness, all
the way from the present track in Verdun to the eanal
ab Lachine, 1t is understood that the conflicting inter-
ests of rival companies prevent the further extension of
the track at present, It is likely, however, that these
differences will be arranged und all the citizens of Mont-
real e in a position to eujoy one of the loveliest rides
to be found anywlere.

The writer took advantage of the recent opening of
the line to the Luchine Iiapids. The terminus is within

a ten minutes walk of where the power house and the

Lachine Hydraulic Tlectric Works are situated, and a
visit was paid to them. In these days of eleclric cars
and cheap Laves city people don’t much care for even ten
or filteen minutes’ walk over a dusty road with the hlaz-
ing sun overhead, these are not always coincident, but
even il they are the inconvenience will be well repaid by
a visit to the important and interesting works in ques-
tion,

The entrance to the power house is direct from the
Ynain road and from' its business like air is in striking
conbrast, with all the agriculfural surroundings. — Iix-
pecting this visit as a result of the little excursion a per-

_mit was presented from the engineer and manager, Mr.

Mecliea Walbank, which was the “open sesame,” and at
once the whole length of the magnificent power house—
1,000 feet—was exposed in a slraight line.

. It is not necessary to describe here in detail the means
for developing the eleetricity distribubed for various
purposes all over the city. In a sense, that is now an
old story, But the inscrutable fact rémains unex-
plained that although: we know that it exists, no human
intelligence can explain whence this all-powerful agency

‘we call cleetricity comes, or, after doing its work, to
where it returns.

A walk through the power .house
conducted by the conrtedus superintendent, dr. Muer-
shel, was full of interest.  For the beuvefit of those not
fawiliar with the location: it may be said the power is
driven by the enclosure of a bed of the river over which

" the Lachine Rapids pass, which enclosure gives a head
to-day, of 15 feet, for the witer power to drive the ma-

chinery,

chinery.and dynamos are now being actively placed to-
wards the centre ol the power house, that in the coming
winter it is expected will double the present capacity of
the works in actual operation and there will still remain
room for an almost unlimited further supply of the sub-
tle fuid for the growing requirements of lighting and
power for manufacturing purposes. - With a breast of
water 1,000 feet long to give a head of 15 feet to work
the turbines it will be readily wnderstood.that the power
eapable of heing generated is immense.

Alter walking to the extreme end of the power house
a door opens to the guard pier that separates the basin
from the rapids in the river and the surging wabers show
how in such a short distance the head of fifteen fect is
obtained. ' '

To the most indilferent observer it is interesting and
striking to waleh the water of the St. Lawrence between
his standpoint and Heron Island rushing and Dbreaking
in foaming billows in-its headlong course at his fect.
From that point the whole extent of the-work that has
been accomplished hy this enterprising company in so
short a time can best he seen and will repay for the time
spent in reaching it.  As might have been expeeted,
some difficultics were encountered at the beginning of
the operations, from the “Irazil” or anchor ice, which
forms in so peculiar a manner in many places and for’
which the Lachiue Rapids is notorious,as a producer of
it.  Although the works were never totally suspended
from this cause it was a source of trouble in winter time
and the canse of some annoyance for short periods. The
experience of two winters has shown how in all proba-
hility the difficultics can be overcome and the works con-
tinued without interruption in winter as well as summer.

At the upper end the difficulty was that one of the eur-
rents of the river set in towards the inlet of the basin
and- so drew the ice, in a measure, in that direction
which by blocking up reduced the head of water at the
power house.  This is to-be obviated by the extension
of the guard pier upwards of 1,000 feet in such a direc-
tion as to divert the cwrrent which will carry the ice into
the main channel of the viver. = :

The other chict difficulty was found in the tail-tace
helow the power house. . It was found that the guard
pier did not extend far- enough downwards and as the
current of the river had a set in towards the shore the
ice was shoved inwards on the shoal and caused a jam
and a consequent hacking up of the water on fo the
wheels.  'I'his is to be overcome by an extension of the
guard pier downwards 1,000 feet in o dircetion that will
doflect the current, and keep out the ice. .- The material
for this is all to be obtained from the excavation. of the
bed of the river in the tail race which will then have, it is
stated, a greater depth of five fect of water.

These works are now heing actively prosccuted and
they arc expected to be completed hefore the winter sets
im. Tt is understood that they liave been decided upon
alter the Dest engineering advice, and to the ordinavy
onlooker they would appear most likely to be efficacious.

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APPLE BXPORT TRADE.

RRTTIEN

As the time for pucking and shipping apples is approach-
ing, those engaged in this industry will do well to
note the experiences of past years and the attendant re-
sults.- If the cxporting of apples to the English market
were in fewer hands and these shippers were to combine
for the purpose of protecting theiv trade by branding their
goods, insisting on all shipments being up to a' cértain
standard jmplied by that brand, it would soon become
known, and its owners wonld have a gradually growing
trade, cvery dollar of which was being secured by them as
it was created. Why should apples not be branded with some-
thing more definite than the mere name of the contents?
Many other such lines not capable of being openly judged
on their merits are fully gnaranteed. Private brands of
creamery butter are now being introduced on the 'English
market with surprising results. A tea or coffeg packer,
miller, cheesemaker, ete., ean get a reputation for his
goods and make a fortune from them Deeause the public
believe they are getting a uniform grade and are satisfied,
but the buyer of a barrel of Canadian apples in England
has to run risks in his purchase.

The following extracts are taken from an address deliv-
ered in Detroit Inst week by a New York commission mer-
chant, at a counvention of the National Apple Shippers’
Assoeiation:—

It was not until the latter part of the seventies that ex-
porting apples to Burope hecame a business of large di-
mensions. Tn the senson of 1880-81 aliout 1,300,000 harrels
were sent abroad. The average during the.next, three sea-

sons was about 238,000 barvels per season, and.in, 189394 -
there were hut 175,000 havrels shipped. The total average of -

the whole twenty vears past, however, will have been near-
Iy, if not quite, 900,000 barrels per season, the highest one
year's shipments reaching a tolal of nearly 3,000,000 bar-
rels. This Iatter was made in 189697, and it conld ecasily
have been made 4,000,000 harrvels had more Buropean out-
Tets heen arranged for early in the season. Ts it possible
to market abroad as large a quantity as 3,000,000 barrels
at a price equal to that obtained at home for a like quan-
tity, and conld this large surplus he inereased and made to
pay enough back to justify the handling? We can only
diseuss it fairly upon a comparative basis. . Tt would be
unreasonable to expeet a surplus of such magnitude to find
better markets than at home. Tvery barrel released from
consumption here opens the way for a better sale of that
which js left. ., If none swere sent there would be no bottom
to onr own markets at such time as the erop is being housed
and put away. At very great personal labor I computed
for my own satisfaction the result upon several hundred
thousand barrels handled by my own firms abroad durirg
the season of 1896-07, and the general average was o frac-
fion over 75 cents per haveel f.ob, cars and §1 {fob.
steamer at scaboard. Tt practically meant 8 shillings per
barrel sold in the English markets, the difference being
used up in expenses and commissions. My caleulation
covered about 300,000 havrels, or onc-tenth of the totfal
exports of that year, and were taken {rom different periods
of the season, 80 as to fairly represent what might be
ealled an nverage resnld, My own individual shipments
were something like 150,000 harrels. Owr New York re-
sults were no worse, probably, than those made from other
points.  These 150,000 barrels made something over one

dollar per. barrel back on dock, ineluding everything— :

slacks, wets and seeonds—out of which no commission was
to be taken. Al of these latter 150,000 barrels made not
less than 50 cents per harrel for the bave frnif, taking the
scason right throngh. At an average of two barrels per
tree (which is a very low cstimate for that season) it
would miean an income per acre of $75 to $30. There was
no cereal commodity of the farm that year which paid
hetter money than this, and this was a year when apple
mavkets abroad were gintted at times; that even the best
fruit commanded mnot over five shillings sterling per
horrel. ] '
Do not be misled into the thought that nothing but the
best  fruit is shipped abroad and that this vepresents
results on sclected stoek, A fair proportion was scconds.
and lots of it badly packed hy noviees who had never be-

merkets. Assuming, as I have a perfect right fo d‘o', that
our gjo_od competitors abroad made resulis equal to our
own, I cannot but be imipressed with the conviction that
the foreign markets paid as much back for their 3,000,000
barrels as was paid for any like quantity shipped promis-
cuously through this season to our own loeal American
markets, and, in my own judgment, it further warrants
the opinion that European markets ave worth taking care
of and developing, for, in addition to their value as dis-
tributing centres, during the last twenty years they have
been marked by an absence of financial hazard that offers
an excellent illustration of the commercial methods and
character of the people with whom the American and
Canadian apple shippers do business, - - .

The time is near at hand when our exportable surplus
will in any year approach and exceed that of 1896-97. We
will soon have 5,000,000 barrels to send if they can be taken
care of, It it for us as a representative body to urge, firs -
and always, the packing of nothing but good stock; sec-
ond, to learn through our consuls gbroad how best to en-
large the field of distribution so as to cover markets in
Europe not yet opened to our product; and third, it is for
us to take hold of the subject, in a broad-minded spirit of
trade patriotism that counts a dollar made in any market
of the world as so much gained for Yankee and Canadian
enterprise.

By shutting our Canadian brethven out of our Am-
erican markets we have given them a hold upon the Eure-
pean situation not contemplated by the framers of our pre-
sent tariff laws. We must now unite with them in the
opening of new markets abroad to take the 5,000,000 harrels
of apples which before long we shall have to send. Europe
will take them if we but learn how to distribute them pro-
perly.

An English traveller in Roumania in a letter to an old
country paper, tells of an amusing experience. He bought
whisky at Braila which was bad. He called later to sclect
arother brand. - Having looked over a variety. of bottles he
selected one for trial. The grocer said to him it was all

-one which he took for though the labels were different the

bottles were all filled out of 'one cisk. Hé explained that

" the foreign agent he bought from furnished him with a sup-

ply of different labels and capsules for giﬁng the appear-
ance of n vavied stock of liquors being kept. Query, are
labels and capsules supplied to a. certuin class of saloons in
Canada? A Dottle of spirits, or mineral water of a su-
perior brand once openéd and partly nsed is commonly re-
filled with a cheap spirit, or effervescent water of the most
deleterious quality. Yarge Apollinaris and Radnor bot-

tles, for instance, are filled wp with the cheapest and nas-

tiest of fluids, and hottles bearing the labels of the most
famouns distilling firms of. Canada, and Scotland, are re-
filled with whisky which deserves all the denuncintions ﬂn}t
prohibifionists launch against aleoholic beverages. This
form of fraud has even ‘broken out in Japan, where the
cmpty bottles of foreign firms are bought by the natives to
he re-filled with sorae vile native compound.
