Donuw, Nov. 21.—0a the opening of the
Joyce uisl this momming, Michael Casey
withdrew his plea of not gullty, The re-
matping four prisoners were then put for-
ward. Mr. Malley, on their behalf, ploaded
guilty. O Michael Casey barst Into tear
ond betrayed great emotion. The othe
prisoners presentod a stolid demesnor. Jadge
Barry sontenced them all to be havrged on
Decsmber 15th. Mr. Malley, in snbmitting
the prisoners’ plea of guilty, polnted out the
gradstions of guilt among the prieoners and
the mysterlous influences of which they
were the instruments, and made s pathetic
sppeal for the men, The Attorney-Goeaeral
sald thet, now that justice had been vindl-
cated by sentenclag the three principal cri-
mipals, ke wonld recommend the others to
mercy. Judge Barry informed the prisoners
that they furnished & terrible example, which
he koped would sink deeply into the hearts
of others, ot the consequence of joining a
secret soclety. It was not lmprobable, he
said, that some of them had besn ter:orized
into joining the gang who had murdered the
Joyces, and had not taken an actual manual
part in the massacre; but persons jolning an
unlawfal enterprise were responsible for the
sots of all the parties thersto. As far as he
was personslly concerned, he should be very
glad if thoee with whom the declsion rested
could see thelr way to an emicable conside-
matlon of Mr, Malley's sppeal. A menorlal
will Lo started asking for the reprieve of the
condemned men.

It appears thatlt wus Judge Lawson, whom
Delaney attempted to assassinate, who sen-
tenced him to five yeers’ penal seyvitude tor
robbery and attempted murder. Delaney’s
term recently espired ‘

Hedmond,
who was present, advooated the continoance
of the no-rent policy. He eaid Ireland woald
now be compelled to agliate peacefully for
the atiainment of het rights, but if this falled,
a regart to the eword would becowns neceseary.
Hls remarks wers reccived with applause,
and the speech created s sensation.

sented revolvera out of the windowz and
reached the hospital safely. It is sald that
Cox was warned that be would be Eilled.

Dueriy, Nov. 25.,—Archbishop McCabe,
speaking at Harold's Cross to-day, strosgly
denounced the murder of Detective Qox. He
osked the people to use their Inflaence to
drive away sooret socleties Thowrong doers:
of last night were, o doubt, abroad tor
deadlier and more flendlsh work, but thelr
intentiona wers frustrated by the vigilance of
the police.

Doerwy, Nov, 27.—Five more persons
were arrested this afternoon in connection
with the murder of Detective Cox. Dowling
18 progiessiug favorably. In the Polico Court
to-day Devine, Woodward snd Byan were
arraigned on the charge of the murder of
Cox. Detective Eastwood identified Devine,
tut was not sure about the ather two. The
piisoners were remended. At a meetiog of
the Corporation today, a reeolution was
paesed, on motion of Dwyer Gray, recording
the horror of the Corporatioa at the outrage.-
Precautiorcs have becn taken to ensure the
safety of the Boldier of the Rifle Brigade who
sssisted in capturing the murderer's friends.
Seven Jadges wko had been dining in Mount-
joy Square passed the spot where the mur-
derers of Cox were loiterizg & few minutes
after the affeay. 1t Is thought the murderers
were lging in walt for them. Ths Inquest is
proceeding.

Denaia Field, a juror in the case of Hyaee,
henged, was met on Frederiok street on his
way to dinner to-dey by o car containing two
men., One jomped ¢ff and stabbed £leld in
geveral pleces with asword, Fleld is dying.

Fisld’s assallants drove cff in the direction
of Dromcondra., Freld is still alive, bat his
condition is precurious. The inan stabbed
him with & aword cane. He seizsd the weapon
and broke it. The men then knocked bim
down and wounded him in the back. FKield
compiaing that several per ong saw him ly-

The police are now patrolling the neighbor-
hood and guarding the hospital,

It Is then stated that public moneys
are epont throughout the cotntry for im-
provements of harbors snd rivers, and tbat
there i3 &till greatsr reason to improve the
8t.

Lawxence, witk
whick its shipping is now buardeped, snd
tor theee and other reasons, it {s requestod
that the repressntstions herein contaiped
may recelve the serious and favorable consld-
eration of His Excellency in Council, and that
such sleps may be faken as will relleve the
harbor of Montresl of the burdens above re-
ferred to, and at the same time admit of the
forther improvements of the river, as herein
sugzested.

THR DEATHEED EOENE—IIS BIGGBAPHY,

New Yosx, Nov, 22.—~Thurlow Weed dled
this morning ot 8 55,

Nzw Yorg, Nov. 22.—He was surrounded
at his devath by his children, grandchildren,
pbysicians, nurses and attaches of the house.
bold, and although his death was ex-
pected, yet the bereavement was severely
foit by his fsmily. His daughter Har.
rlet, who devoted her life to her
father, was B0 overcome by it {hat
sbe had to be supported by attendants. The
grief of the other chlldren was none the less
poignant, Just beforc passing away, Weed
groped with his right hand around the bad
s8 though he sougbt his children’s handa.
Ris granddaughter took the extended hand
and felt eoft pressure, and on the next
moment he was dead.

Tharlow Weed was the oldest journalist in
New York B8tate, Oran Follett, his com-
panion, baving moved to Oblo, Mr. Weed
sald the other day :—# Oran commenoed his
apprenticeship about one year before me. I was
an elitor at Norwich before he became an
editor at Batavia. He wag my aenior in the
Legtelature by one year, having baea eiected
to the Apsembly in 1824 from Genessee
county, and I to the Hounse from Monroe
county in 1825" Mr. Weed was born on
November 15, 1797, at Cairo, Greene county
in New York State. He commenced to work
at the-age of nine years In a blacksmith shop
-in the Catskiils. In 1807 be came to New
York on thefirst sloop that ran between New
York and the Jatskills. In the same year
he saw Faulton run the first steamboat
up the Hodson. When the war of 1812
broke out young Weed enlisted as a drum~
mer boy. After the war he Jlesrned the
trade of a printer. After wotking at the
presa until 1824 he marricd on a salary ot
$8 a week. In 1826, two years later, he took
cbarge of an antl Mssonic paper in Rochester
aod subsequentiv he was elected to the As-
sembly, In 1830 Mr. Weed took editorisl
oharge or the Albany Journal He bscame the
State printer later on. Krom 1834 to 1865 Mr.
Weed wielded enormons political power in
New York Biate and the country. For the
iagt ten years he has led a ratired life, but
uotil within the last month he bhas written
occasional Jetters to the papera on topics of
the day. Up to last week the dsily paptis
were read to him, but he had become 8o feeble
that it wae deemed advisable to discontinue
tho reading. Mr. Weed expressed regret
that he had beeu unable to vote at the last
oleotion,

Hon. Herbert Qladstone : .

Dgar Bin,~I wouald like to write to your
father, but realizing how overwhelmed heis
with public affairs, I dread obtruding on his
time.

The Inclosed ' apeech was delivered bsfore
alarge American sudience and seemed to
glve very general satistaction. Its perspl.
cuovs exposition of Irish affaira laid before
them the condition of that country so clearly
that they seemed to fully understand it. The
moderation of Mr A. M, Sullivan met with
general approbation, and no sentiments of
bis were more loudly cobeered than those
{n which he conceded to your father the
credit of having opened the gate of jastice to
Ireland. To me and many others, who real-
ize how much youar father has done to miti-
gata the miserles of a couutry which we lefc
during the famine of 1848, and which we
may never £es sgaln, this jast pralse gave us
tne utmost gratification, s we folt he de-
served it.

We hope, however, that he will not olose
his career before he crowna his administra-
tlon with the glory of having given to the

Morsover, the Irieh
leaders appear to think that, among other
questions, the questlon of free trade
as against protection is one which
sbould be dectded by an Iriesh Assembly
But this we never conld agree to; ms, for
Great Britain and lreland, it must be an im-
perial question.

How can it ba expected that we ahould
submit to the exclusion of ocr manufactures
while Iteland depsnds almost altagetber on
the Eaglish markets for the sale of live stock
and butter?. Tprere saro other rimilar ques-
tions of equal difficulty, and it seems to me
that it is useless to push the mnotion of an
Irish Parllament down our throats until some
practical solntion of these questions is at-
tompted,

In theory Iam personally ready to support
the icea of suif.goverpment in Ireland so
long a8 the supremscy of the Imperial Parlia.
ment 18 maintained, and the Liberals are, I
believe, quite ready to consent to a thorough
reform of Icish aaministration, aud to extend
fully the rystem of local self-government.

Bat before s Liberal Government can thiak
of going further, the Irish people in the four
provinces wust be of one miond, and mnst tell
us with scme oxactness aod in detail what
they propose.

NOT THE GALLOWS
THE RNIFE.
THE HANGMEN GEEA:3b

THE ABERCORN MURDERER CUTS HIS
THROAT TO AVOXD THE GALLOWS. .

A Horrible Episcde in the Sweetsburg
Jats Todry—~nichards Dies sy mn
own Hand-Fall fsrticulars of the

. Trageqy—the wistory of his Har
derguia Besd—HIs Trial and hig Lile
—A Forly Years’ sSecord of Cxime and
Depravity.

Oa last Friday morning at eight o'clock
William Richards, the murderer of Joseph
Jackson, waa to have been executed at Swoets-
vurg Jail, In the countly town of the district
of Budford. This was expscted to be the firat
execution which hss ever taken place
fn  this falr and ploturerqua dis
trict, and this fact had the effect of
creating quite a .stir among the popalation.
The day broke out under gioomy ausplces—
rain and enow falling down heavily and the
sky was covered with dark clouds. It seem-
ed as if the very atmosphero ot the district
bad veiled 1ts bright appearances to join in the
gloom which prevalled among the population.
This uneasiness and sadness was not caused
by any direct sympathy with the doomed
man, bacause he was known to be a ctiminal
ot the worst type and a ferocious murderer,
but because s human life was to be immolated
legally for the first time. Although the
Sheriff had loog sgo given notice that the
execation would be private, mnono but
protessional men belng admitted, still s
large crowd Influenced, no doubt, by
morb!d curioelty, flocked from all direc-
tions to the village, About seven o'clock a3
tbe represuntative of Tns Posr and other
memburs of the Pross were about to enter
upon the dischsrge of their duty under suca
paiufel circumstances, the rumor circulated
tike whdfire that Richards, the doomed raur-
derer, whogo last breath of life was to be
breathed st 8 few minutaes psst 8B o'clock, had
revolted agsinst the msjesty of the law which
wes about to strike him with its most terrible
blow, and that ho had himself put an end to
hils own existence by taking his Iife, and
thus robbed the hapgman of his horrible per-
formance. The pews naturally created
wild excitement. The Dblack flig of
death was not raleod, the mournful prison
bell was not tolled, the hangman was atill,
and the gallowd robbed of its victim ; for the
pews was too true; the doomed man
had hlmself taken his life by cut-
tieg his throat with an  old knifs.
Justice failed ; but law was satiefied. It was
death and blood it wanted; it had both.
But what a fature tor the victim of his own
hand? None can eay. '[he Oocromer was
{immediately notiied and acted accordingly.
The murderer durleg the last week occupled
tbe time most cheerfally, chatting and eatiog
and drinkiog heartilly. In the eventogs
he passed a couple of hours diclating
the history of his life, & sketoh of
which is given below. Many times
since sentence of death waa paesed upon him
waad he vislted by the minfster of tha sact to
which he belonged, the Rovd. T. W, Fyles,
of the Episcopalian Church, of Sweetsburg.
Heexpressed mavy times regret jor wbat he
had done I his fifty-three yoars of existence
apd hopud that God would forgive him. At
the same time it i3 eaid he rematked
tn some of the officlals that he would never
die oo the ecaffold, Bat as he had been
watched night aad dsy since sentence was
passed on him, it was belleved that he could
oot accomplish what he eiid. Dmriog
Wednesday the minister pagsed soveral hours
with him in bis cell. He alsc attended to
the prisoner all day yectorday snd passed
the night with him. Richaris was in
the dark cell on the fitst door
reserved for condemned criminale. The
minister was In the passage and an iron
grated door separated them botb. The
greater part of the night was passed in prayer,
in which Richazds took psrt accasionally.
About three d'clock this morning Richarda
was leaning on the door ot his cell ineide,
and the minister was sltting outslde reading
the Bible atoud and a few fest distant wag the
guard. Atabout three o'clock sharp this morn-
iog Bicharda left the position In which he was
standing and walked to the back part of the
cell, which was very small, with hig back
turned, and suddealy an unnatursl sound was
heard. The minlster and guards were aroused,
aund a frightfulespectacle presented itselt to
thelr view. Richurds had cut bis throat from
esr to ear, the blood fell down in torrents
over hia breast, and with ble pale, baggard
face presented a frightiul appearance. He
beld the fatal instrument in his hand. The
asglatants lmmediately gave the alarm, and
peopla were despatched to obtaln medical aid.
Very soon D3, Faller, Wood and Foster
were on the spot, and did'all in thelr power
to save the llfe—for the scaffold. The blood
was stopped in about twenty minutes; but
the blow was a fatal one, and In one hourand
seven minutes Richards was no mare,

The knife with which be committed the
decd was a ruaty old instrument, bent at the
end. Where he obtained it iz a mystery.
During hia last hour, strange to gay, although
his windpipe sund several velns were out, he
waintalnoed perfect consciousness and spoke
to tho attendsnts. In reply to one of the

doctors, he stated that he had had this knife in

hts pocket over since he entered the jail.
This 1s declored to be false Dby the
Warden, who several times had him searched.
Some .say that he concealed it in the lining
of his ooat, but the view generally accepted
by the majority, Is that it was given him after
many entreaties on his part, to save him from
the deith on the gallows. There 13 no proof
whatever of thisfsot., Among msany there
existed; B  feellng of painful  rellef
tbot ‘he ‘ehould ‘have thns ¢ended &
most. dishonorible career; and : ‘tbat the
repulsive hanglog procedare sheuld .. have
beon avoided.

HIBTORY OF THB OAFB.,

The trial of Wm. Richarda for, the murder
of Joseph Jackson, mear Abercorp, county
Brome, began atv Swaeetsburg, the che/ li:u of
the district of Bedford, on Friday, the 22nd of
8eptembur, before the Qneen's Bench (Crown
slde) presided over by Hon. Ju-tice Bachanan.
The prisoner on helng examined, sald: « I
am goilty of caumeing the death of Joseph
Jackson, but not wiltuily, but in gelf-defence.”
Tae Oourt, therefore, ordered & ples
of “Not Guilty," to bs entered, Prisoner
then stated he had no counsel or means to
procure counse!, whersupon the Court ap-
polnted Mr. H. Thos. Duffy to defend the
p'lsoner, Hon. Mr. Baker, Q. O, mcted 88’
Crown prosecuter. Geo. Mackle farmer, re-
siding on the lLiaochine Road, was the first
witoess called, Ho testified that Wm. Jack-

£0n,  the decensed, wa3 in  his
employ for flve or ix days In
Jaty, 1881. Witnees saw 8 pumber

of aovereigas in & &mall box bolonglng to
Jackson. Witness also testified that the
accused, Richards, bad told him that Jackson
iotended buying o small farm in Canada and
employ bim (the nccnsed) as foromen. It
was further ostablisbod tbat the prisoner pald
fora maal in Montreal ; thut both the accus-d
and doceassd left the city together by
the Sonth Eaatern Rullway for Abercorn,
where they remained over pipht ata botel,
prisoner npain payiog Jacksom's hotel bill;
thet thoy then procesded to look out for
work and called upon a farmer named Gonrge
R. Ingalls, rod requested employment for
both ; that fizally prisoner mado some indl-
fiolto arrangomont with lngalls to work s

month; that Io the courss of thelr
convorsation, upon  Ingalls remarking
that Jackeon was  weak,  prisoner

sald that Jackeon had money; from whence
they left to seek employment for Juckron,
and were dirtected by Ingalls to a farmer
named Bresee, sbout a mile and o half dis-
tant from Ingalls’ place. Breeee testified to
prisoser and Jackeon Interviewing him with
a view of obtalning employment, but dis-
agreelng sbont wagos; at thelr requeat,
Bresee directed them n8 a short cut to the
rallway statlon, across the fields past
the ravine, whore the body of Jackson was
subsequently found. This was the last that
was ever seen of Jackson alive. It sppears
that the prisoner there kllled Jackson, but
for what motivos, ar how, nobody can tell.
The prisoner’s confesslon sgreed almost
{dentically o0 tar with thae evidence, and his
own statement 1s the only evidence we have
as to bow Jackson came to his death.
The prisoners explsnation is that
thoy had a sudden qnarrel; tbat ho stiuck
Jackson, kpnocked him down aud that the
latter falllng wpon a stono met with hia death
o that way ; he thersupon took ten dollars
and other articles from the victim’s body and
went to the station, toolk his own and the
deceasod’s boggage and took tho first
tralz for DHartford, bhaving firat con-
cesled  the body  where it was
found. H, D. Pickle, Highk Constable of
ths District, wko captured tke prisoner and
worked up the cseo genrsrally, gavs n moat
minute description at the trial ot a!l the In-
genlous moans employed by him in bringing
sbout the above. Witness stated that the
statomeut of tho prisoner when arrested in
Hartford, Conn., and his present statement,
diflered from each other in many respeocts,
Dr. Maodonald, of Satton Klats, gave the
medical evidence and atared that his examin.
ation of the body of deceased revealed the
fact that the rkull had two {raotuces, bat
owing to tho decomposed state of the bodv
prevented him {from ascertaining whetbor
they were Inflicted before or after
death, or even whether they were
the cause of death. Thig olosed the
oevidence for the Crown, and Mr. Dufly
then stated that he bad noane to offur for the
defence. The Court House was densely
crowded at this stage of the proceedings. Mr
Dufiy, who {8 a very young man, then deltv-
ered 8a elogquent appeal to the jury
on hehal! of the prisoner. He ecritl~
clged the evidenco most minufelv and was
bighly complimented by the Oourt, Th 1Crown
Prossontor followed in a very powerfnl
chrrege, The Court's charge wes admicted on
all sideg to have baen n very importial ono.
The jary retired and aftor an abassnco of
twenty mioutes returned to the Court Room
and rendersd & verdict of murder. Jadge
Bachanan wad very pathetio in renderlng the
death sentonce, saying it waa hfa first and
hoped It would be his last. P.isoner, Wm,
Richards was sentenced to bs hanged to-day,
between the honrs of eight and ten a.m,

THEB LIFE OF THE MUBDEREDR

1s aneventiul one for crime and depravation
from early youth to hia death. From astate-
ment which he made t0 some of the officials
at Sweetaburg, and which waa taken down in
writing at hia diotation, the following facts
are shown :-—-It appears be wag borne at Haw-
thorne, a suburb of Birmingham, Eoglend, in

1828, belng consequently 53 yesrg of
‘agée. He was marmied in England
In 185 to one Mary Jane¢ Jordan,

who i8 still living, residing at Hartford, Oonn,,
of whom be had thres children, one of whom
‘bag died, the other, & girl, {8 etill unmarried
and ope who I8 married and resides with her
husband in the above pamed town. They
are aware of his fate and mt his desire none
came to seoc him. He stated that he left his
{ather's home at the age of 15 because of bad
treatment. He:recelved un elementary edu.
cation In the ocommon sohoods. Hla father
wed & forest ranger in Epgland aund the
murderer’ was the" ‘younpgest “gon of a
family of fifteen ‘children. Ogpn his leaving
hie homs, he says, he engaged on a farm, and
very soon entered upon a practioal .system
of robbery. He had two sccompliced with
‘him,' and he wae' charged with planning the
schemes,. * He generally robbed from rich
families, . Hls- employer then misied somse
goods and Richards was charged with the
thelt, but was' lucky enongh to escaps for
snme *' time, " ‘He “*‘then ' concocted s
‘plan -'in  -which -an - Innocent. man
was charged with the robbery which he him-
gelf had committed, The first term ko gerved
whaa fof robbing shd ho alleged "thot during
‘hisidife'he derved no ‘lesa than forty’ terma,

rivg as a prize fighter, and broke the arm of
.bis ficst opponent. After Bometime he went
to'London and joined the army asa privits and
wag geveral timea punisbed by Imprisonment
fot desertion and recelved the cat-o™rire tails
on three diffsrent oocasions tor that offance.

were starving, As to the lashee he reoel:

-he gays they were no punishment at all foc
blm. He bears the mark “D " on big skin
on’the right arm for desertion. He léft Liv-
erpool 1n June, 1881, on board the Dominion
llne stoamer ¢ Montreal " for Canads. His pub-
1to confession finisnes hers, He Informed the
officlala that he would not atate angthing to
anybody about bis doingsin Oanada and other
things, but would leava a senled letter whickh
wag to be opened ouly after hie death; The
belief in Bweetsburg 1a that he formed the
acqualntsnce of Jackeom, who wns a yo
wan of 22, and who has a 5lster in Brighton,
on board the eteamer, and on {he deceased
telling bim that he possessed one huudred
soverelgns conoooted a schemo to kill and
rob bim, and brought him cut to A bercorn for
that purposs. ’

This letter, however, did not coataln any-
thing beyond what was related abave, Ha
only consented to relate his life for publica-
tion, on the understanding that ten per coat
of the receipta of the sale of the book wouwdd
be sent t» his widow.

The murderer was a healthy powerfal mes,
alx feet and & half high, and weiching some
240 pounda. 'The tragedy will cause a gon-
sation all throagh the country, and was s
toplc of conversation on tho streets to-aay.

PREMIER NORQ UaY™ MANIFESTO.

Wuisirrs, Man., Nov. 23.—Mr. Nurqusy,
the Premivor, has lesued an address to his con~
stituents, whbich is regarded ad san address te
tho people of Mauitoba on the eve of dissoln-
tion. He advocates the transfer of the an-
grauted land withia the Province to the Pro-
vince, and the representation of Manitoba in
the Dominton Cabinet. Upon tbe questiom
of disallowance, the Premier says, in effeot,
that while bo recognizas the immeanse bene-
fits that bave nccrued to the Province from
tho construction of the Qaunadian Pacifio Rafle
way, he thinks the Dominion Government i
justified in protecting the road In the interest
of the whole Dominion.

ATTEMPTED MUKDER ARD BUICIDR.

Niagana Fauws, Oot., Nov. 20,—The
cittzsns of thia town were somewhat startied
eatly thia morniug when a report wag circw-
lated on the atreet that a murder and suiclde
had tsken place near the vlllage of Btamford,
threo miled from here, last avening, Officers
McMicking and Wynn, of the Ontario potioce,
wero despatched to the village, and elicited
tho followlng facts of the efli:—A "y
Englisbman vamed Claud Lister, agsd 20,
who bas been in th'a country about uive
mouths, and been workiog amonget farmers
tbrooph the fownehip until Boptember, when
ho lett for the Uoited States, previous to
which ho bad been nrrested for larceny
and fouad guilty, and served & shoit
term fn prison. When arrestsd he bad
oo his person a loaded revolver, whiok
wes conflionted. It seems ho roturned
from the States last Saoturday eventog,
and pnichased a soven.shooter revolver
of 22 caolibro. Oan Buoday eoveniog he
proceeded to Btamford, sud was scen watoh-
ing around the vlllage church for gome
ong he , wanted to see ; and not tolng able te
find them, he wont to Thomas Bmith's house,
a carpenter, s&nd asked for BMr. Smith's son,
Clarence, aged 16, who, belng at home, ac-

compnnied Lister across the road, aiter boing
requested by Lister to do so. When about
150 yards from the house, he mentioned to
youaug Smith that he had bsen buying another
pow revolver, which he took from his pocket,
and pointing the wespon at S8mith, ited. The
ball taking effoct in front ot the right eaz,
glanced towards tne nose, and the supposition
of the physician 18 that it passad oat at his

postril, a8 it cannot be located, Yousg
Smith, Immedlately after ha was shot, ramR
towarda his fatber’s houge, Lister pursulog.

Lister eays ho thought he saw him fall, and

he then held the revolver behind hiz own
tight ear and fired, the ball passlug thromgh
too ekull and lodgivg in the region of the
bruin. He fell aboat 30 yords from where he
shot youog Bmith, Toe father of Emith, re-
tarping from oharch, saw the flash of both
shots, and harried to the scens, to fiad hiz
gson stifilpg the flow of bload from his wound
with bis handkerchief. He asked him what
was ths matter, and he fold him thas Lister
had shot him. The f{ather, after ngsist-
ing kim Into the house, immediately prooured
assletance. Lilster was also carrled into
Smith's house. Bmith, belleving bim desd,
sent for the coroner. Ths doctors probed
for the bullet In Lister's head, but were
unable to locnte it, 1t 1s supposed to
be ledged in or near the reglon of the
braln, After about two hours Lister bLe-
came oconeclous, and spcks frealy of the
affalr, statlng to the police that he in-
tended to shoot youog Bmith last Beptember
with the revolver fonnd on him when arrested
tor larceny. He alao stated that it was for
the love he bad for young Bmith and the
desire bo had to be always in his compsny
made him do what he did now, and he in-
tended to shoot Mr, Smith as well, This,
however, i8 looked upon by all concerned as
s ounning game of Lister's to gain the sym-
pathy of the public by tryfug to fill the bill
of a crank, and make himeelf notorious. The
doctor says there {8 hope for Smith’s recovery,
bat not mach chanoe for Lister. The latter
will be taken charge of and removed to the
county jail at Welland for treatment.

Our politics
everywhero aro a gawme of “grab azd take,”
and thcsa whe are strongest nnmeri-
cally consider themselves, oan this
ground alone, fairly eutitled to the
lon’s ‘share of the. “aspoils” nand tbe
bonors,  Reading the «Flity Yeary
Record” of the Mayoralty published in
our fesus of Jlast evening, one cannot
r>sist the conviction that 1t was a one-
gided uffair durlng all that long halt century.
Jast tancy one almost unbroken line of
Mayors belooging to one nstlonality during
all that period ! Whatever jastification thoers
may have been for this condition of things in
the sarlier history of the clty, there certainly
could not have been any within the past
twenty or twenty.tive years.

ANQTHER SEASON OF DISTRESS iN
IRELAND,

That distress sand want will egaln be the
gad expertence of Ireland during the present
winter, se«ms to be almost an established
fact. A fsw months ago we alluded to the
Inmentable contingency *as 1ar 88 County
Clare was concerned, but reports coming from
all parts ot the Island give n harrowing picture
of the present stato of the country and ot the
prospects of -the poor tenants, Destitution
snd starvatlon are staring thousands in the
face in numerous districts. As was expacted
the hesvy raing have destroyed 1o a large
extent the corn which bad baen cut and placed
In siacke. The bny has experienced the
same fate, The turnip crop is ¢aid to besa
comparative failure, while the potatees in
many placee aro diseased and ere far from
being plentifal, 1t is easy, lhorefore, to un-
derstand : how people who depend npon
the gale of agricultural  produce
for the means of subsistence cam-
Dot nﬂ'ord to pay high rents and drive
bubgar awsy from their doors at the samo
time. Parnell has called the attention of the
Government to the situstion of thy people.
Davltt, who bas retarned from the Highlends,
bas also sounded the alarm, and has declared
that the Government which preventa the
tenants from llvlng on the eoll shonld e
compglled to enpport them during the winter,
or.if it refuzes to do so thelandlords should
he made to give the . people sufficient food to
live upon. From all appearances, the' con-
dition of the people will be a trying one dur-
lag the.enening Blx months, aud will form a
‘pititul contrast with the lnxurlone llvlng of
the landlords. o ‘

PREMIER NORQUAY IN AN AWK WARD
LPICKLE,

Prem{er Norguay, ot Manitobs, has issued
on the eve of dissolotion an address to the
people of the Prairis Province. He at firat
deals with matters of less pressing interest
and importance than the quaetiom of Dis-
allowance; but towards the close he plucks
up courage and tackles this burning question.
[t {8 not too well known that it is this eame
Mr. Norquay, who over three years ago bar-
tered away the rights of the Province to the
Canadian Pacific Railway, and inflicted an
objsctionable railway monopoly on Maunitoba.
His Excellency in Comncll issued an Order,
bearing date the 18th of Apcll, 1879, In which
the following occurs :—

«That, 88 Tespects the raillway poiicy to be
pursued in that Province, it has besa decided
that the line of the Canadian Pacific Rsilway
ehall pass south of Lake Maultobs, andin ac-
cordance with the suggestions of Messrs Norquay
end Royal, the Government wiil oppose the
granting of a charter, for the present sesslon
at lemsst, for any railway in Manitobs, other
thsn the one recomwended by them from
Winnipeg ncuth-westerly, towards Rock Laka.
The Government think It vory desirable thot
all railway legislation shnll originate hero,
annd that no chartor for a line exclusively
within the Province ¢f Manitobe should be
granted by its Legislatare without the Lo-
minion Government first aesenting theretn.”

And it i3 in {ace of this order, Lased on his
own suggestious, that 3r. Norquay now torna
arouud snd announces to the people of the
Provinoe that Manitova bas & right to author.
iss purely provincial ronds and that he will
assert that right, while he recognizes the
enormous benefits which have acciusd to the
Province from the construction of the Canada
Paclfic Bailway snd while he thinks the Do-
minlon Government jnstified in protecting
the road in the interest o1 the whole Domin-
ion, Mr. Norqusy must have very liitle
respect for conslatency and profsssions of
politica) faith ; he throws all overbpard io the
hope of belng better adleto weather the storm
which is raging over this buriering away of lo-
cal rights. He disowns the past and attempts
to tide back to power and place by taking the
wiod out of his opponent’s sailse. Mr. Nor-
quay 1s ever opposing and fighting his own
convictions to retain the reios ot govern~
ment. He says thut the Dominfon Govern-
ment i3 jostified in disallowing the railway
chartere, but notwithetanding its jastification,
‘e, the loyal Premier of & logal Province of
the Confederatlon, proclaims that he will ag-
sert the right of Manitoba to build railroads
withip its Hmitz, Does Mr. Norquay know
that ho utters treasen. and talks rebellion in
the plalnest language? If he admits the
right of the Dominion Government to pro-
hibit certain acts, why does be asgert a claim
which ia diamelrloelly opposed to that 1ight?

Tke Opposition, on the contrary, acknow-
ledge no right on the part -of the Faderal
Government to interfere ; and in fighting Die-
nllownnoe they do no} etand on 1inogleal and
tteeeonnble gronnd They do not attempr. to
serve two mastors, as Mr. Norquay does ; they
stand ap for Provincial rights sgainst Federal
encroachment and Interference; they do not
recognlze in the Dominlon Government oither
the power or the right fo saddle thelr Pro-
vince with a gigantic monopnly, no matter

A man
should not be allowed to sell what he has
not got, Buylag and eelling on “margins,”
as well as “puts,” vcalls” and “straddles” and
all other gambling devices should be strictly
prohisited. There wounld, of coutss, bea
great outcry agsinst any such 'propoep
tion from the brokers and their gambling
clients, bunt buosiness wounld continue on all
the same without thelr presence on the mar-
ket, tho public would coneums just as much
ag if the value of the products had been en-
hanced by thelr gambliog manipulations.
The poor sud laboricg clasees could then
buy a whole loaf, when they caunoi get a
half loaf now. Besides maklog the price
of provigions anwarrantably high, ¢ corner-
ing trancactione” have an injorious effect
apon bankiog institations by producing an-
patural and violent fluctuations In the
money market; than they also creato trouble
in raiiroad interests, Inasmmuch as when s
cornor is made no goods are offured for saip-

msnt, but when ths corner collspses
thers is wore eicck oftered for ship-
ment than {t i3 possible to carry.
It is but & short time ago that
the greed of those commer speculators

forced over three hundred vessels to remain
fdle at one time in the port of New York
nwaiting cargoes which could not be loaded
untll the gamblers had exacted avery cent of
a tyrannical tribate. 8o thatthese spenlations
reaot ncfavorably not only on the producer
and cousumer, but on the carrying trade and
banking institutions. This system, there-
fore, of dealing in futures and making corners
can well be termed a public evil, for it 18 a
clear conspiracy against the prosporidy and
competency ot the people, to buy and with-
hold the secessary articles of food. The Le-
glelature ia probibitieg ¢ corners” and all
such gambling transactions would be only
affording protection to the people agalnot
wealthy but nnscrupulous men.

A brief sketch of:tho history of the vener-
able bishop who has filled eo vary acceptably
the high office in ench an infinentfa]l and im.
portaut diocese of tha Roman Catholic Oburch
will be of interest 'His Lordshop Blshop
Crionon ,was born in 1813 in Lou‘h county
Ireland, »aud camo of -an influentlal and
wealthy family. 1t will g seen that he died
in his 64th year ; be, however, did vot appear
to.be that age, lookiog much younger. He
was educated o the best schoqls in thenorth
of 1reland, and came to Canada in ths year
1850. Buberequsntly he entered the Theolo-
glcal Beminary. of the Bulplcian Order in
Montresl, and in due time graduated with
high honora. Fellows in this class have aleo
bad & distioguished career, among whom
may be mentioned the names of their Lord-
ships Bishop Walsh of London, Bishop Me-
Nelrpey of Albany, N.Y., Bishop Boltes of
Alton, Southern Illinois. Tha deceased
biskop wee Ordained into the priesthood in
the apring of 1854 in Toronto, by his Lord-
ghip Biskop De Charhonel), saud was eont as
an ssalstont to London, uzd later was givee
charge of several of thw mirsions In that
diocese, including St. Mary’s (whers he bullt
a handsome atone church), also Biddulph apd
Kinkora, [n 1853 be was sappolated ns
parish priost at Seratford, wooere he built one
of the finest churches wesnt of Toranto. After
spome ye3rs he was made Vicar-General of
London dlocess. and 1n raveral couocils held
in Toronto, Quebac, and ejsewhera took part
as one of the theololaur. The Iate blshop,
before leaving Stratford, was greatly
ssteem+d by his people thete. Asa mark of
respect, the Sunday evening before he left for
Hamilton, he was waited on by the priests ot
bis dioceas and presented with an address and
pectorial crose and ohalp, rlng, and crozler.
Onthe followiug evening (Bunday) after the
close of the service, 8 number of the leadlug
laymen of the congregation came' forward

and read a- farewell address, and presented
him with a pursa of money—%$1,300.

ANOTHER HOLOCAUST.

PzovipEsce, R1, Nov. 21—The fire in
Oslendar's bullding originated in Alelvin’s
dye shop, oo the third floor, canzed by the
igoiitan of naphthba. The room was filled
with {ufi.mmable ciothes; tho woodwork
was a8 dry as tloder. The rocom was next
the stalrway, ond befora warning was given,
e:cnpe by the gtairway waa cut c¢ff. On the
fourth floor wag the workshop of Roblnson &
Co, gold chain makers. The firm employed

A
working train with a number of men on ii
was pearing Beaver Brook, the next station
to Nawcastle, followlng the sexprese, but
falled to hear the torpedoes, and ruaning
tender first, dld not ses the gignal lawps
on the rear of the express, and came
‘crashing into the expresa traln, the tender
telescoping the wash, drawing and smoking-
to0m Bnd two bertbs of the Pollman, The
porter, Dapont, of Moutreal, was thrown ten
fest, but escaped with slight injurles. No
one elge on the car was hurt. W J Morrison,
of Morrison Brop, Toronto, was in a berth
which waa amashed, the tender {alllug on i,
‘but he escaped uninjared. The driver, fire-
man and one brakesman, named respectively
Brown, Orossman and Fraser, who wers in
the cab of the working train engine at the
time, were 80 badly scslded by an explosion
that they died sbortly after being brought
here. No one elge on the working traln was
fatally though some were badly hurt. Two
doctors, blessrs. McLearu and Swmithe, were
in attendance, and did nll ttey couid do to
alleviate the fearful snffarings of the injored
men. The remsaips wers placed fn cuffina
snd sent to their friends yesierday. They
were all young men, betweson 20 and 30.

burial. Bhe begyed that rhe might be fu-
terred beride her son, 1'he Mayor gave
orders that she should bs burled in the samo
wraveas hor son. T'he doceased was not quity
fifty yoare old, and was the widow of a mer-
chant pamed Petter. By order of the Mayor
of YVienna a gigantic wreath of palm branches
and rare flowers was deposited on All Salnts
Day upon ihe large common grave ot the
victims of the Ring Theatre fire who conld
not be Identified by relations or friends, A
catafalque was erected npon the grave sur-
rounded by shrubs and flowerz aod by a han-
dred large wex lights In chandel{ers. The cata-
falqus bors the Inscription, ¢t 8th December,
1881,” which was read by thousande who sur-
rousded the grave on the 1st and 2ad of
November. In the evening of both these

AN INCUBATOR FOR INFANTS.

b. Tarnier, the smgeon of the Maternity
Hospital in Parls, struck by the great mor—
tality among {nfants prematorely borp, and’
those whioh are very sick after birtb, has con-
celved the lagenious idsa of conetracting a.
box which I8 almost exactly similar to the in-
cubators used for poullry. This box is divided
into two compartments—the lower one belng-
used aa a reservolr for hot water, while the-
infant is placed in the uppsr one, which is
well stuffed at the sldes aod fitted with a
sliding glass cover, The temperature ie
maintained at 86 degrees Fahrenhelt, and Al.
Tarnier has found that by keeplog infants In
the Incubator for a petlod of from two to gix
weeks thelr vitallty is'enormonsly improved.
He Las made experlments upon five slx-~
month children, six seven-monthe, and thir-
teen eight-montbs children, and has only lost~
two of them, whereas, according to his state-
ment, three-frurthe of them wounld have dled-
bat for tbis adventitious ald to vitality.—
London Lancet.

LIFE SAVING SBERVICE.

WasHinGToR, Nov, 27.—The Superin.
tendent of the Life Saving Bervice reports
that during the last fiscal year 287 dlsasters
to vessels ocourred within the fleld of his
atation ot operations. . There were 2,268 per-
sons aboard, of whom 2,266 were saved. The
value of the vessels and cargoes was 34,758+
000, of which $3,099,000 were eaved. There
were 58 . inetances of disagters to small
craft, carrylng 128 persons, all of whom
were saved. Thirty-nlne persons  who
fel} . from wharves, etc.,, would certalnly
have been drowned but for the asalstance
of .the .life eaving crows. Twelve persons
lost during the vesr were entirely beyond the
resch of humen aid. The assistance render.
ed In saving vessels end cargoes was very
grent, 298 vessels having been worked off,
plioted out ¢f dangerous placee, repaired
wher damsaged or assisted in simllar waye by
the station crews. Theére were besides 76
instances when vessels runrcing Into danger
of stranding were warned off by the night
signals ot patrols., Bluce the general exten~
aion of the llfe saving gervice to all portlons
of the coast in 1876,tbe loss of life from
marlne disasters has been reduced 75 per cent.
