Grand Procession of Irish Sooletles

S¢. Pasrick’» day was ushered iun by a clear
but rather erizp momicg; the wind was ot
blowing, bub a genils breeza bit one's noss and
eur3 just eutficiensly to rewmird oue of lifs and
liviog. A z2n exrly louar padesirians wera on
the streete, the predominatiog color of their
adornmenh heing greea,  All was green ; avery-
where was grrep, ned nowhere was there nol
green. As the time veared the hour of 10,
bands made themaelvez heard and proceeded
along the streetr, buog with flags of mony na-
tions, towards the place of assembly on Craig
street. Here the aumeroua benevolent aud
other societies amilzamated and proceeded ap
Alpxander street to St Patrick’s church, The
order of precession was: Fullowing the mar
ahal ig-chief rode the members of the Hackmen's
tnion, each wearing the purple regalia of the
union and green favors, Their musician was
an Irish piper who eat in a waggon beorirg
suitable imscriptions. Fullowing the Hack-
wen wera the members of the congre-
gation of St. Anthony’s church, not members of
a0y ociety, and behind them marched the St.
Henri braea baod at the head of the
8¢, Anthupy’s Yonr g Men’s sceiety, who locked
well in their eilk bate, neat attire and brilliaut
regalie. Next succerded the congregation of
3t. Gabriel church and ths mamb ers of the Su.
Gabriel Total Abstinence and Benefit sociely.
Tho basutiful wew bonper of the St Mary’s
socioty wae carried st the head of the band of
the Victoria Rifice, which prre:dud the con-
gregation of St Mary's church. The Young
Meu a Sacred Heart Society and tha Siciety of
the Holy Name of Jesus followed. The band
of the Royal Scots headed the next gection,
which consisted of the coogregation of St.
Aupn's church, the Shamrock Liacrosse club and
the Society of the Holy Family. The So.
Cunegoode band marched at the head of the
St, Ana's Young Men's society (a stylish lob of
young fellows, wearing eilk hats, black clothes
and hond:ome regalin), sod the 8t. Awnu’s
Totsl Abe:inence and Bepefit sopicty. MeKee's
band headed a large gection, consietirg of the
boye of £t Lawrence Christian Brothers'
schools, the Irish Catholic Banefis srciety and
others. The Catholic Young Men's Soc'ety of
85, Patrick’s Parish, headed by Holland’s band,
turned cut in Inrge numbers, and elicited high
enc.miums from the spsctators along the route
of procession. They were preceded by tho Leo
Club, the janior branch of the society, mouated
on horeeback. The ycungsters looked hapoy
and gay as they passed by on their steeds, and
ware much admired.

The Sb. Pateick’s T. A & B. Societ y was
headed by a double waggon in which was dia-
played the St. Bridget's banner, with auncther
waggon  containing the boys of the St
Patrick’s Orphan asylum, Follcwing these was
the eovietly proper,headed by their baad and the
Fatber Mathew banner. Thers were nearly
two bundred members in line, Hon. Senator
Murphy, chief lay offcer, acoompanied by Mr.
J. J. Curran,Q.C ,3L.P,, Mr. James Connangh-

ton apd Mr. Jobn L. Jenmsen occupied seata in
a osrriage drawn by a pair of greys, Mr.
James Milloy was marshal with Mr, John
Lappin as assigtant. Amongst the other (flivers
of the sosiety who took part ware Measrs, P.
Doyle, second vica-president 3 J, J. Costigan,
gecretury, and A, Brogan, N. P,

During the seven
years which he spent in tondiog his master's
sheep he angaged 1n prayer wherever the oppor-
tunity presented itself, and showed a predilec-
tion for the Summit of Sliobk Mies, where he
indulged bis davotions. *¢ Iivery day,” says he
in his ocnfessions, *“1 fed the flocks and praved
fervensly during the day. Whilst I tarried on
the mountains and in tbe woods I was ronsed to
pray both in the snow, froet and rain.” It was
owing to ths eflicacy of prayer that he was re-
leaeed from the bonds of slavery. Being in-
formed by a celestial voice whare he would find
a ship which would restore him to liberty and
briog him back to hie native country, he started
for the vessel at his earliest convenience, but the
capbain refused to leb him go on board. As he
waa retraciog his steps _he beran to pray, and,
s+ Before,” saya be, *‘I hod finished my prayer
I beaed nne of the mer cryiog outin a loud
voice. *Coms quickly, for they are calling
you.'” Ireturved immediately and they said,
i Come, we receive thee on trust. Be our
friend. Wae then set sail, and after thres days
we renched Iand.” Dariog the term of his
episcopate, which lagted over thirty years,
the devotional apirit of Patrick assnmed
the mosh wondrous propictions and ds.
veloped a vauety of the most Lenutifal forme.
The Roman Breviary draws our abtention to
the muliplicity of his prayers and would fain
imply how greatly they contributed in ennbling
bim to attain the lofty degree of saactity to
whioh ha sapired—to discharge the imporiant
funotiona of his cffice and reap the spiribual
harvest which he had sown. We learn trom
this sacred book that he waa in the habit of rs

citing every day the entira Puaaltery with a
quansity of hymns and two hundred prayers.
T hree nuogred vimes & day De adorad the Lovd
on bended knees, and ab each cangnical
Hour he shislded himaslf a haodred ‘$imes

which the civiitzation of the world vhould rust.
Qur sainted Anostle waz onz of the grandest
living masterpiecern produced by the «kill of
Chrintian faith. He was the quintessence of a
Ca‘holic, and would nob far o thonsand worlda
wizh to pans for anything elss Vhant upricht
man should not bura with ndigaation at she
parsistent efforts thab hava bern mada to clagai-
fy him amongst the Fpiscpalians or Presby-
terians? His mother was the Cnurch, the
legitimate mppuse of our Blessed Lord. To-
warda this beab of mothers he wae alwaya what
the bast of sonashould ba, His heart was in
Roma, It throbbed less in his breasd than in
the Eternal City. In thia Ciiy dwells the
hizhest Rapresentative of God upon earth, the
suguat Viear of Christ, the righ»ful ruccessor of
the Apostolic Princs, tha Chief Shepherd of
Souls and the Janisor of Heaven, Here is the
visible R ¢k upon which the Church of all na-
tiona and of all aged haz been built, the Rock
which has wi.bstood nnimpaired the storma of
eighteen conturies and ¢ :lmly bidas defisoce to
nil the furyof hell and to all the malice of
human passion. Our national Saint was &
votary of the Papacy, and in his devosedness to
this diviue institntion ha furnished a briliiant
mauifestation of his faith, Hs was happy in
being a ¢ld of the Holy Father, and no wor-
thier child was t0 be eeen throughout she patri.
mony «f St, Pater. He wai proud in being a
rubj-ct of the Sovereign Pontilf, and no subject
moral loyal arald he found in all the extens of
hia vast reslms. He was s Roman of the
Romans. His mirsion was from Roma, and sall
his teachings were from Rome. He was ap-
prized in a vision of his call to the Iriash Apas.
tolate. He saw Victoricus hand him a letter,
whioh he opeoad and read. The first words
which he met were : ** The voice of the Iriah,”
aud while he was perusing bhe remainder he
heard o maltitude of haman voices coming from
near the wood of Fuochat and erying out : * We
enbreat thee, haly youhh, to come and henge-
forth walk amongat us,” It looks quite evident
from this vision thav he was called by God to
be the Apostle ot the Irish, and yet he would
not answer His ¢all until he had been anthorized
by His saored Vicegerens. Ha would not be-
comse an intruder or an usarper. He would not
enter upon dthe work of hia oalling unless he wan
offloially appainted—nnlass he bad oradentials
hoaring the seal of the Fisherman., Ha turned
his nteps towards the oity of the Popea and soli-
cibad an sudience from the reigning Pontiff.
Oelestine welcomed him into his presence and
showed him all mannar of kindmess IIo oo,
proved the uadertaking which he bad 1n con-
templation and invested him with all the quali-
fiontione it might require, He constituted him

On no condition whataver
would they meparate them, and ws will follow
their example cost what it may, Right well did
they know and most intimately were they per-
guaded that patriotism should serve as the basis
of a.] nad'onal grandeur, but that nrthing could
deserve this sppelation uulels it emanatedifrom
and was acoompanied by the prinoiple of Chris-
tian faith. The music of Ireland had become
aseriously impaired unier the sway of a atern
and uncompromising fatality. The bards griev.
ed at witnrsaing ita condition snd atrenucusly
endeavorad so ameliorate it. Theg transmitted
their spiris to prosterity, and by_ita roysterious
influence contributed in no insignificant Inea-
sure to pave the way for the revival of Irish
music. This was insugurated sbout half a cen.
tury after the death of 0’Carolan, A startling
item appesred in the public journals, Iowas
advertised that & musical contesy would take
place in Granard on the lst of Aungust, 1784,
and that pramiums woald be awarded to the
four best Itish barpers. What an ingenious
and prac‘'ical idea| Does it not refleot honour
on the name of James Dancan ? It originated
in his miod and he defrsyed all the expenses
which it entailed. Granard wae his birthplacs,
bub he was rosiding ad Copenhagen when this
idea flished throvgh hia brain. The contest
was to be s noveliy. Hrearte beas high and
nick with festinga of anticipated enjoymeny.
?Jrowds flocked ta the musical tonrnsment, and
such was the delirht which it afforded thatip
was deemcd neceamary to repeat it for thres
ears in wuccession. Ab each return of this
'ythisn festival the interest grew mare intenss,
and the participants multiplisd. Much gocd
was derived from the musical compstitions
wligh then took place. Artists strove to emu-
late and outrival one anotber. They raw their
masical repertory enlarged and embellished,
and folt confident that they had secured the
patronage of the public at large.

Ireland iaindebted for the principal
oollections of her anciend melodies to a conteat
of barpers held at Bolfagt in 1793, and to the
enthusiasm of Edward Buuting.

In the abssnos of snch olean,
aweet water, the best thing that oan be done
for washing butttsr snd clensing milk, buttsr
snd all ether dairy utenslls, la to beil the
water and allow I to stand and ssttle before
nsing,

THE G&. T. R. DOUBLE TRACK.

Work Between Toronto and Hamilton to
be Early Begun.

ToroxT0, March 13 —The Grand Trunk
Railway company are pushing forward with
vigor the work of the duplication of their rya-
tem. fHarly io April next the laying of a doubls
line of rails between Turonto ned Hamilton will
be begun. Tenders are mow called for tha earth-
work required to widen the cuttings for the
second track, and to place the excavated ma.
terial in embavkments, on the seciion between
Duffarin street and Mimico. The total lungth
of the line iz 40 miles, aad it is believed thaa it
will cost sbuuv $750,000, The work of durli-
cating the line betweeo here and Montreal,
which has been in aboyanca sivce bhe fall, will
be repewed in the rpriog.
