]t was in the spring of the year 1641, that the
first missionary of the new Society of Jesus turned
his clear, blue eyes, for the last time, upon the orange

ves of Spain, and set his face towards the shining

rient. A Portuguese vessel, destined to carry out
to Goa o new Indian viceroy, and a reinforcement of
a theusand men, suffered the great-hearted enthusiast
to sink silently on board, and to mingle with the noisy
erowd of soldiers and mariners on her deck. No
pleasant well-fitted cabin was there for him—no well-
aapplied ¢ cuddy-table®—no outfit that he did not
carry on his back. He pillowed his head upon a coil
of ropes, and ate what the sailors discarded. But
there was pot a seaman in that laboring vessel—there
33 not a soldier in that crowded troopship, who did
not inwardly recognize the great soul that glowed
beneath those squalid garments. No outward bhumi-
Lation could conceal that knightly spirit ; no sickness
and suffering could quench the fire of that ardent ge-
mius. The bighest and the lowest held converse with
- him ; and, abject, prostrate as he was, he towered
above them all, alike as a genileman and a scholar.
And when, thirteen months after the vessel sailed out
af Lisbon, its rent sails were furled, and its strained
«cables coiled before the sea-port of Goa, there was
oot one of. the'many enthusiasts who now, as they
dropped down her weather-stained and shattered side,
shaped for themselves in ‘imagination ‘so brilliant a
career i the great Tndies, or heaped up such piles of
- visionary wealth asstirred the heart of Francis-Xarier.
- Byt his career was only that of the Christian Missi-
anary, and the riches he was to gain were -countless
thousands of human souls.

It was Xavier’s will to suffer. The King of Por-
tugal bad ordered, that on his passage to India a ca-
bip should be placed at hLis disposal, and furnished
with everything that could render tolerable the dis-
comforts of a sea life. But he bad rejected these
kindly offers, and contented himself with the bare
deck as his bome ; a single cloak to shelter him in the
foul weather, and a few books to solace him in the
fair. And now that he bad reached the poini at
which were to commence his apostolic ministrations,
the same spirit of self-dependence animated him in all
that he did. ITe had prayed before his departure for
mare stripes; he bad "asked the Divine goodness to

t bim in India the pains that bad been faintly
areshadowed in his Italian career. He had carried
«wat all sorts of briefs and credentials from regal and
pontifical bands; and the bishop now eagerly tender-
ed him assistance, and pressed upon him pecuniary
support. But he reflused all these Lpiscopal offers,
zud sought no aid but that of God. ‘L'he more dan-
seemed to thicken—the more apalling the diflicul-
ties that beset his path—the lounder, the more earnest
was bis cry, ¢ Yet more, O, my God !—yet more !

Protestant zeal is only contemptible when it denies
that Francis Xavier was a great man. Delusion he
mmay bave bad, strong as ever wrought upon the hu-
mao soul ; but the true nobility of his nature is notto
be gaipsaid. e faced the most tremendous trials
with a courage and a consistency of the highest order,
and prosecuted the most arduous and astounding labor
with an energy and a perseverance scarcely exampled
in the history of human action. e found bhimself
suddenly thrown into the midst of a mingfed commu-
nity of natives and Europeans, of which it was hard
~ to say whether the one or the other were sunk in the

deeper and more debasing idolatry. It was a privi-
lege to him to endure hardship and to be beset with
dilliculty in the prosecution of his great work. His
courage rose as the objects in his path loomed larger,
and he waded through the sea of pollution that lay
before him as one who never feared to sink. e be-
gan Lis course by endeavoring to entice his country-
men at Goa into a purer way of life ; and, as none
since the days of the apostle Paul had knawn better
how to abound and how to be abased, he became as
weak unto' the weak, all things to all men, that by all
means be might save some. The knightly spirit was
mever extinet with him; with the chivalry and the
courtesy of the old noble, he united the fulness and
readiness of the scholar ; and whether among the gay
. and gallant officers who surrounded the Viceroy of
Portugal, or amoag the degraded fishermen on the
coast of Malabar, the gentle blood which flowed in
his veins imparted dignity to his presence, softness to
his speech, and the most winning generosity to Lis
actions., . Whellier, placing himself. at the head of a
band of oppressedChristians, be charged down, cruci-

fis in hand, upon a marauding enemy, or whether he
braved death in fever-hospitals or lazar-houses, per-
forming readily the most sickening offices for their
tainted inmates, the same noble courage and sell-
devotion shone out in every thing he did. That the
doctrines he taught may not have been the soundest
—that his means of teaching were insuffcient—that
he knew little of the native languages—that he made
converts who in reality were no converts—that he
had an overweening faith, not peculiar to the sixteenth
century, in the efficacy of infant baptism, are facts
which all history records, but no true history ina
grudging spivit. The more insufficient his means, the
greater the faith that sustained him. YWhen Francis
Xavier went about the streets of Goa, or traversed
the villages on the western coast, bell in hand, its
clear sounds all swho heard to gather round him and
accept from his lips the first rudiments of Christian
truth; and when, with inalienable European accent,
he enunciated a rude franslation of the Apostle’s
Creed, and then of the Lord’s Prayer and Ten Com-
mandments, he did not believe that he, so unworthy
an agent, so weak a vessel, could convert thousands
of wandering heathens to the faith as it is in Christ;
but he believed that even a weaker vessel, even a
more upworthy agent, might, in God’s hands, become
a human mediun for the conversion of tens of thou-
sands, and he did his best, knowing how little it was
in itself, but how great it might become, if the Holy
Ghost descended upon him as a dove, and birdlike
accompanicd him in his wanderings. How far the
Divine Spirit may have worked in Lim, and for him,
itisnot for us in these days to determine. It was
said that a mivaculous gift of torgues was vouchsafed
to him, that he raised the dead, and performed other
prodigies—but he was too truthful, too real a man to
favor the growth of errors which the whole Catholic
world was only too willing to accept; and it would be
the vilést injustice to fix upon the first Jesuit mission-
ary the charge of dishonesty and insincerity, because
among his followers have been liars and hypocrites of
the worst class.*

“ The Proselytes of Francis Xavier are numbered
by bis followers, not by tens, but by hundreds of
thousands. He is said to have converted seven hun-
dred thousand unbelievers to the Christian faith, His
converts were drawn [rom all classes, from princes to
pariabs. That the dishopesty or credulity of his bio-
graphers have greatly magnified his success is not to
be denied ; but, making large deductions on this
score, there still remain a formidable balance of no-
minal Christianity to be carried to the account of the
apostle. His superhuman energies seem to have been
attended with almost miraculous resulis. Idols fell
at his approach ; churches rose at his bidding ; and the
sign of the cross became the recognized symbel of fel-
lowship among the inmates of entire villages. Irom
Goa lie travelled southward to the pearl-fisheries of
Cape Comorin, and after succoring the poor people
who had been driven thence to the shores of the
Straits of Manaar, returned to the western coast and
commenced his labor, with extraordinary energy and
success, in Travancore. Aceording to his own ac-
count, he baptized ten thousand heathens in a single
month—carrying on the holy work till he could no
longer articulate the words of the formula, orraise his
hand to perform the office. Then he took ship for
the Joastern Jsles; -visited Malacca, Amboyna, Ter-
nate, Java; and, after a while, returned {o visit his
churches in Soutbern India, and to prepare himself
for a great crusade against the Bonzes of Japan.
More than two years were spent in the holy war;
many strange adventures he encountered, many con-
verts he made, and many churches he established ;
but his career was now drawing to a close. Ile re-
turned to Goa, and there in council with one Iage
Pereira, capianin of the vessel which had carried ihe
apostle on his strange and perilous voyage from Japan,
formed the magnificent design of converting the Chi-
nese Empire. But he never reached the flowery
land. Dilliculties beset the enterprisc. The apostle
of the Jesuits landed at the Island of Sanchian; and
there as he was about to join, full of heart and hope,
the Siamese cmbassy of which he had gained tidings,
and thus aided to penctrate into the interior of the
Celestial Empire, the hand of God was put forth to
stay his triumphant career; the Divine mandate,
¢ thus far shalt thou go, and no further,’ was issued to
that lowly, well-prepared servant of God; he met the
summons with rapture, and on the bare beach, or
beneath a miserable shed, which sheltered lim neithier
from the heat by day nor the cold by night, be closed
a life of agency and bliss, of humiliation and triumph,
with scarcely a parallelin the history of the world.

THE WIZARD AND THE CALT.—PAR-
LIAMENTARY SYMPTOMS ON TEN-
ANT RIGHT.

Parliament meets, and we have the Queen’sspecch.
In that sublime document we liave two paragraphs
about the condition of agriculture—nat specially in
Ireland, butin the empire. One paragraph luncnts
the dificultics « felt by that important bady among my
people, who are owners and occupiers of land.” "The
o;h;r paragraph hopes that their difliculties will dimi-
nish.

Still, not a word about Ircland ; not & line about
the Landlord and Tenant Bill ; not a sentence about
the fruits that were to come from the Devon Commis-
sion, and other solemn and farce-like inquirics ; not
even a notice of some Bill or measure to he laid on
the table at some future day. Not a word. Butin
place of it & long discourse from Mr. Peto, in which
—as seconder of the Address—he proves on behalf of
the Government the cnormous advance of Treland in
industrial pursuits during the six years of famine, and
the ten years preceding; the “still more clieering
prospect of agriculture ;77 capital flowing into the
country, land consolidated, stcck increased, flax cul-
tivated, * large breadths of land sown with cereals,”
and “the great cagerness of the people to establish
packet stations,” :

Thus stands the case between the Government and
the people of Ireland. For the ruined, starving,
emigrating population of this country, it has not a
word of comfort or of hope. It obstinately rcfuses
to stretch out to them a helping hand. It leaves
them to themsclves—to starve, to die, to be ruined,
and to rot. It despiscs them. It forswears thein.
Its main function is to make war upon the Clergy, to
underivine their Faith, to plot against their religion,
to debauch their morals, and having wasted them to
Sieletons in this life, to plunge their souls in torments
in the life to come. : :

People of Ircland, peasantry of Ireland, Clergy of
Ireland, this is the paternal Government that rules
over you ; that hates you, that persecutes you, that
oppresses you, that makes your land a hell, and uproots
from amongst you all traces of a well-ordered civil
society. Such is the Government. It will do you
nothing but evil ; hope nothing from it. Your only
hope is in yourselves j in the new [vanchise ; in a new
set of representatives ; in banding yourselves togcther
as one man against the tyrant landlords and their
miscreant tools in the Castle and in Downing-strect.
They will do nothing for you Lut scourge you, and
add to the chastisement of God the ficnd-like wicked-
ness of man. ‘When they should be feeding the
bungry and clothing the naked ; when they should be
fulfilling their oft-repeated promises, and giving pro-
tection to those whom their laws have so pitilessly
robbed and murdered, they can find Lime for nothing
but new penal laws against the Clergy, and new con-
spiracies against the independence of the Church.

‘We liope the Catholic Clergy of Ireland will not
let this matter sleep, but in every county, barony, and
parish of Ireland, will rouse up their flocks to energetic
and well-organised activily against the persccutors
who, reversing the law of the Gospel, have made, and
are making, themselves equally notorious for their
corporal and spiritval works—not of merey, but of
merciless and inhuman cruelty.

DMeanwhile, we are very happy to inform our
readers, especially those of the South, that in the
North, and more particularly in the county Down,
the movement for the protection of the tenant farmers
is rapidly advancing, and is striking deep root in the
soil. 'The Banbridge mecting of last Monday was in
every way most satisfactory, and gives the best pos-
sible promise of work. “I'he Norilbern part of the
county is being most energetically worked, by men of
great ability and zeal; and it is our firm belief that
hefore long this great county will have distanced, in
its support to the Tenant League, cvery other county
in Ireland—DMeath always excepted.

THE MINISTERIAL MEASURE—THE
LESS THE BETTER.
(From tle Weekly News.)

There can no doubt about jt: the Ministers® Mea-
sure, as contrasted with the Minister’s letter and the
country’s excitement, is a very small thing. It is
equally free from doubt that as applied to Ireland it
is a very vexatious thing. Itis notonly quite pos-
sible, but highly probable, that for all practical pur-
poses it will be a very ineffective thing.

And yet, small, vexatious, and ineffective, as it may
be, we doubt, excecdingly, whether any set of men
called upon to govern this country, under the actual
cireumstances of this year,1851, could devise anything
which should be at once less ineffective, less vexatious,
and less small. - :

Let us see clearly what our actual position is be-

fore pronouncing as to what our coursc of action
ought to be. Whatever else a great nation may
ignore, it cannot ignore its own antecedents. Con-
sistency of public action is vital to the charteter of
States, though its want may not be ubsolutely fatai
to the character of Statesmen.

. England—Toman Catlolicism—the Holy Sce—
in what relation did these three stand together when
the act was accomplished on which the DParliament of
England has now to legislate ?

Why recapitulate what every one knows? The
Act of 1829 gave our Roman Catholic fellow-coun-
trymen a political stalus. The Acts of 1845 and
1846 repealed the penalties that the legislature of the
Protestant ‘Tudors—aye, and even of the Catholic
Plantaganets—had carefully imposed on the mainten-
ance in this reahn of the Pope’s ccclesiastical supre-
macy, and on the introduction of those instruments by
which that supremacy was to be wpheld. The lan-
guage of the Whig leaders (as Lord Joln Russell
frankly admitted on Wednesday night) had been fa-
vorable even Lo 2 still more complete recognition of
the fegal action of the Court of Rome within the
shqrt_zs of the four scas. The conduet of the Whig
Minisiry (after making every reasonable abatement
for oflicial indiscretion and ‘subordinate blundering)
had unquestionably been such asto favor (he claims to
rank and precedence of the Catholic hierarchy, both
in Ircland and the Colonies. England liad dipiomatic
relations with the Sovereign of the Roman States
—none with the Holy See, .

Sueh was the staius quo ante bellum: then came
the thunderbolt whicli, Jaunched from a fceble hand,
stirred into sudden flame the « fierce democrity” of
Ehg_li_sh Protestantism. As we have over and over
again said, we rejoice in that vehement, spontaneons,
and‘ sincere demonstration of resentment. Tt was the
nation’s own declaratory resolution—it was the ade-
fuate and, we are strongly inclined to think, the only
appropriale, made of dealing with an offence wholly
beyond the reach of any penal laws which England
could enact without frst repealing the nineteentl:
century.

But it was fitting that [what bad been done by the
nation should not be ignored by the Legislature. The
verdict of England was to be fixed in the records of
ber Pavliament.  In what way? ‘That wasthe prae-
tical question which Governraent had to solve ; their
solution is the Ministerial Measure. The question
for the people of Xngland is, whether such measure
be, not indecd the best comecivadle, but almost the
best practicabie, solution of tle difficuity. We are
strongly inclined to think that, among reasonable men
of all partics, the opinion is gaining ground, that, upon
the whole, this is so.

_ The zcalots, indeed, on both sides, are of course:
indignant ; but hetween the fanatics of tolerance, and
of intolerance, between Mr. Rochuck and the Larl
of Winehelsea, there is a great body of thinking
Englishmen, who. at all events in the absence of some:
more statesman-like plan of operations, are well con-
tent lo take up with the Ministerial scheme.

"I'his acquicscence will no doubt arise, in some de-
gree, from the varying epinions formed as to the pro-
bable effect of the intended measure. Some will
accept it as a decorous nullity, others as an effectual
picee of prohibitory legislation. Our opinion is with
the fformer class.  As at present advised, we do not
see low it can even preclude the synodical action of
the Romish Episcopate, or materially interfere witk:
the endowment of the Romish Sees.

Lord John has braved that difficulty : now, liow can |
he, after all that has been professed, done, and per-

mitted there, work any really- stringent law in Ire-
land? Indeed, our belief is that the new law is not
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sntended for working. We doubt whether Lord
‘John really cares to prevent the use of the ecclesias-
tical tities: he only means to make Parliament say
s0; expecting that the public will be content with

Speculation is ripe on what will be the effect of the
Bill.

- fences. Howerver, there are sharp-sighted persons in
opposition in quite sullicient number efiectually to pre-
vent any carclessness of the kind. And the object to
be attained—the suppression of the territorial titles—
is so simple, that,unless they are visited with a special
blindness, the represeniatives of the ¢ £oly ” people of

England will bave no difficulty in rendering the public
assumption of the titles, either simply or by circumlo-
cution, an offence liable to-conviction upon the infor-
mation of any person who chooses to complain.

“Whether the public and ostentatious assumption of

the Litles, unless on special occasions, and in answer
1o direct challenges of the civil powers, is a legitimate
casc for confessorship, or what is now called martyr-
dom, is a question which I should think most people
will answer in the negative. Wlatever the Act of
Parliament says, in the cyes of Turope our Bishops
will be the Bishops of the territorial secs, and every
one else will so call them and recognise them. To
legislate effectually against a name, is now quite as
impossible as to legislaic effectually against an opinion
or a docirine. The fears of the prudent are more
excited by the attitude of Mr. Anstey, who will pro-
bably be now equally distinguished, and as great a
favorite with Herod and Pontius Pilate as Norfolk,
Camoys, Beaumont, or any other Judas. If Le is
listened to, we shall probably have some financial
charges put in, which will operate much more annoy-
ingly than any merely anti-titulor legislation. Mr.
“ Anstey being unfortunately decorated by the Pope
with the Order of St. Gregorio, is gencrally supposed
to be a competent authority on Catholic matters, and
a leading man among Catholics, among whom he
really enjoys the same reputation which he had in the
last session of Parliament, among his lellow-members,
with the public, and especially with the readers of
Punch.

LORD JOHN RUSSELL AND THE

My Lord—Your lordship is reported,in your speech
on the address, to have said—* That, generally speak-
ing, the lay Catholics of Tingland neither wished for
tle establishment of the Catholic Hierarchy nor
approved of it; that your lordship said this on the
anthority of Catholic laymen and Priests; and that
you were in a position to take measures, rot only
satisfactory to Protestants, but to loyal Roman Catho-
Ties, who wished to preserve their allegiance to the
Crown unimpeached and unimpaived.”

Your lordship can hardly have avoided secing the
copy of an address to Cardinal Wiscinan, distributed
to all members of both Houses of Parliament, in which
the following lines oceur:—

« It is owr ardent wish that our Holy Father Pope
Pius IX. should be assurcd of ihe heartfelt gratitude
which we feel fowards him for the great blessing
which he has bestowed upon us in establishing lhe
ierarchy in our beloved country,” &e.

This address is signed by twelve either English
Catholic peers or resident proprietor peers in this
country, by fourteen Catholic baronets, and by above
600 of the principal resident Catholic gentlemen of
England, including thirty Catholic barristers.

May T inquire of your lordship on what authority
of Catholic priests or laymen you contradict this
overwhelming majority of the Catholic gentry of
Tingland, or whether your lordship realiy intends to
exclude them from the number of those loyal Roman
Catholics who wish to preserve their allegiance to the
Crown unimpeached or wnimpaired?

Your lordship has advised her DMajesty, in ler
Royal Speech, to express her carnest and firm deter-
mination, under God’s blessing, to maintain unimpaired
veligious liberty ; an asswance, T fully believe, most
in accordance with her Majesty’s benevolent feclings
towards every class of her subjects.

The constitution of a Catholic Iierarchy in this
country, and the power of nominating Bishops for the
purpose, is in accordance both wilk the discipline and
doctrine of the Catholic Church.

Beware, my lord, how,in the face of such a solemn
declaration, to which your lordship pledges the Royal
word, sanctioned by a solemn appeal to the Almighty
God, you introduce into Parliament a measure which
may attempt a violation both of the above discipline
and doctrine of the Catholic Church.

GREAT MEETING OF THE CATHOLIC CLER-
GY OF THE ARCHDIOCESE OF ARMAGH.

stied our blood for that divine doetrine, thus rendering
to God the things that ave of God ; at the same tine
we yield fo no class of persons in true alleziauce in
tewiporal matters 1o our gracious Sovereign, aund in our
exertions to promote obedience 1o the just faws and
constitnted authority of the country, thus rendering to
Ceesar the things that are Cesar’s. v
“'That, shouldt any attempt be made to revive-the
legislation of a barbarous age, and (o reproduce the
Dbloodstained code of a persecuting policy, our English
Catholic brethren may depend on our active co-oupe-
ration in every constitational effurt for their defence
against such an unjust and unprovoked aggression on
thieir liberties. -
¢ That, true to the spirit of our forefathers, the mar-
tyts and confessors of Ue fajth, to whom its purity was
deaver than the blood they shed for its preserv'ation,
we shall make every sacrifice to preserve the integrity
of onr doctrines and the independence of our Church
against every aoevession 3 and, believing as we do,
thiat the Apostolie See is the centre of unily, and the
source of all spirital jurisdiction, and holding with
the aucient fathers thatany church separated from that
See is a Dbranch cut off from the tree, or a siream
divided from the fouutain, or 2 sunbeam from the sun,
we shall maintain with unshaken confidence our right,
and that of all our Catholie brethren, to a {ree and un-
restricted intercourse with the Holy See.  We declare
that any interference of a Protestant Government in
matters connceted with the doctrines or discipline of the
Catholie Churel: would be more odious than the enact-
ment of penal Jaws, and that any usurpation of power
on the part of the State in owr ceclesiustical concerns,
while sacrificing the Dbest interests of relizion to an
overreaching and despotic policy, would not fail, by
uniting lemporal and spititnal power in the same
hands, to alleet the rights and liberties of this country.

¢« That while we feel it a gratifying duty to bear
witness to the good feeling and good sense exhibited
by the great majority of our Profestant fellow-coun-
trymen during the fanatical excitement which has dis-
graced the sisler country, we are reluctantly compell-
ed to notice the humilinting contrast presented by a
prominent portion of the clergy of the establishment,
who, by their recent prayer 1o Her Majesty to extend
to Ircland the benefit of any penal enactments intend-
ed for the Catholics of Eugland, have made such a
powerful appeal fur the revival of party feuds and sec-
tartan animosity—forgetful of their duties to the eivil
anthority, to which nlone they owe the origin of their
power and the eredentials of their succession, and
unmindinl of their obligations o the impoverished
Catholic people, from whom, in great part, they derive
‘their enormous revenues, and in favor of whom (no
other services being rendered) they should preach at
least the common doctrines of Christian charity and
forbearance.
¢That the address now read be forwarded to his
Eminence Cardinal Wiseman, with a copy of tle pre-
sent resolutions, and that the Primate berequested to
forward copies ol the same resolulions 1o the other
Catholic Bishops of England, and to manifest to them
the expression of our warmest congratulations on the
re-cstablishment of the Hierarchy, and on the selection
made in their persons to be the first members of that
Hierarchy, a selection so honorable to merit, and so
well ealculated to promote the interests of religion.”

PAUL, BY THE GRACE OF GOD, AND FAVOR OF THE
APOSTOLIC SEE, ARCHBISHOP, &e., TO THE CATHO-
LIC CLERGY OF THE ARCHD{OCESE OF ARMAGI.

It has been to me the source of sincere regret, to

.{learn that efforts have been made lately to establish

and propagate secret societies insome districts of this
diocese, and that some few unwary men lave been
unhappily induced to give their names to them.
Charged, as we are, Rev. Brethren, with the care of
the immortal souls redeemed by the precious blood of
Jesus Christ, and respossible for their salyation, we

cannot ‘be indifferent to any dangers to which these
souls may be exposed, and we are bound to protect
the little ones cominitted to us against every stratagem
of the enemy of mankind, and-to preserve them from:
his open or insidious assaulls. ‘

That secret societies are the fruitful source of the
greatest evils, there can be no doubt: they tend to
producestrife and dissensions—they promote hypocrisy
and treacliery—they disturb the peace and order o
civil society, and sap and undermine the foundations of
religion and morality, Were it necessary.to trace
back their history, it would be easy to show that
wherever they have sprung up, they have produced
most fatal consequences. To pass over the doings of
the Manicheans and other sects, who concealed their
abominations under the veil of seerecy, and to come
almost Lo our own days, was it not by the instrumen-
fality of such institutions tliat the infidels of France
brought about all the horrors of the Irench revolu-
tion, and cndeavored to strike at the root of
Christianity itsell? T'lic late convulsions that have
so violently agitated the Continent of Europe owe
their origin to a similar cause ; and it is undoubted
that all the efforts that were lately made to destroy
the authority of our loly and beloved Father the
Pope, and to introduce anarcly and irveligion into
Rome, the centre of Catholieity, werce planned and
directed by such societies. 'When history puts these
facts before them, how s it possible for men who call
themselves Catholics, and profess to be devoted chil-
dren of the Clureh, to fosler so unhappy a system,or
to enter into combinations productive of such awful
and irreligious effects ?

The annals of secret sociefies in Ireland are
stamped with the same character that distinguishes
them in other countries. Under whalsoerer name
{ley have concealed their wicked practices, they have
been a scourge and a curse, a reproach and a stum-
bling-block, to aur wnhappy country. No one can
reflect on the evils produced by them without shedding
bitter tears. Our most implacable enemies could not
have discovered any move elficacious means to inflict
fnjury upon us, or Lo perpetuate our miseries and dis-
sensions. Every rcform, every social improvement,
every measure tending to support the interests of the
counfry, was impeded or retarded by them. ‘Lhe
only elfects which foliowed from them were faction,
discord, civil sirife, and bloodshed. How many
unhappy men have terminated their days in ignominy
and disgrace, upon a scafiold, for having given their
nomes to such illicit societies? Tlow mny were
consigned to chains and dreary dungeons? Ilow
many were torn from their peace{ul homes and friends,
and sent to expiale their folly in a foreign land?
What tears of bitter remorse and despair were shed
by those misguided men! Perhaps a similar fate,
and equal afilictions, await many of those who now
consider it an amusement to engage in illegal soci-
elies. Ah!my Rev. Brethren, excite your zeal,and
warn your flocks of the danger they ave expdted to,
and save them from the fatal consequences of any
step they may lave taken. The law may appear to
be indulgent, and to tolerate their proceedings for
a while ; but, in the end, justice and the necessity of
preserving peace and order will require the exercise
of severity, and the offences of those who are illegaily
banded together will be punished with an inexorable
hand.

At the present moment, and under the wnlappy
aclual circumnstances of (he country, it may appeay’
difficuit to determine what object the anthors and
promaters ol secret societics propose to themselves.
Certainly it cannot be anything good, for, as an
ancient writer says, ¢ honesta semper publico gaudent,
scelora secrela suni®—crimes are concealed, but
good deeds rejoice in the light of day. 'L'hese who
are walking in the paths of right and justice are not
ashamed to perform ilicir actions before men 5 the
children of God are lovers of light—it is only the
veprobate, the child of Lell, that is obliged to veil his
wicked deeds in secrecy, and to delight in darkness.
What, then, is it that the authors of secrct societies
now propose to themselves? What great objectare
they pursung? They may talk about important
undertakings—they may boast of advantages they
wish to oblain; but such promises and vain boaslings
are put forward merely to deceive {he victims of their
wicked designs. T am credibly informed that they
have not, in general, any political objeet in view, and
that, at least in some places, those socielies have been
established—who would believe it? Dbut it is too true
~—for the purpose of encouraging the use of intoxi-
cating liquors.  Designing men, intent on promoting
their own interests, or salisfying their base passions,
do not hesitale to traffic upon the safety and lives of
others. They induce unsuspecting and gnileless men
to enter into combinations—they levy contributions
upon them, under the absurd pretence of improving
their condition and redressing their grievances ; but
the money thus obtained is expended in drinking and
riotousness. Drunkenness and all tlie evils that {ollow
in its {rain are thus introduced, and who can describe
the cxtent of such evils? Iow many in this way lose
their health 2—how many bring disgrace and dishonor
upon themselves, and become the outcasts of society ?
—how many entail misery, want, and dishonor upon
their families? DBut what are those temporal afflic-
tions when eompared to the eternal horrors—to the
gnawings of the worm that never dies—to the ever-
burning fires of hell, that await the sensual man and
the drunkard in a future life I. 'Well may we say to
them, in the words of the Scriptures, “ Wo to you that
are mighty to drink wine, and stout reen at drunken-
ness.”—Is. v..22,

But drunkenness is not the only consequence of
illegal associations : other great evils daily arise from
them. Those who spend their nights in the orgies of
Bacclius; must pass their- days in idleness and sleep.
Industry is abandoned—every legitimate employment

is neglected, and the means of support soon fail, How

are they to be supplied? Violence and force must be
resorted to—men unwilling to enter into the society
must be compelled to do so, in order to extort from
them new contributions. - Those who resist are
insulted and ill-treated, fighting and quarelling neces-
sarily cnsue, lives are endangered, and bleod perhaps
spilt. Isit not plain thatibe great commandments of
God will, in this way, be trampled on, that injuries

fiwill be done to life and property, and that charity,

the queen of all virtues—ihe special characteristic
virtue of the Cliristian—will be banished from the
land? Rev. Brethren, I implore of you to point out
these evils to your flock, and to spare no exertion to
avert them.

At present the secret socicties that are creeping in
do not, it seems, propose lo themselves any political
changes, or any social innovation.  But, however that
may be, it is undoubted tlat sooner or later they
always become nurseries of scdition and rebellion. It
is not necessary to show the evils of a system that has
so dangerous a tendency. If order be not preserved
—if obedience be not practised—if the just laws of
the country be not upheld—if established authorities
be not respected, no sociely can exist—it must fall
into pieces, and be dissolved. There is nothing more
hostile to the doctrines and teachings of our holy
religion, than a spivit of disobedience and resistance
to authority. We arc continually reminded, in the
Holy Seriptures, that whilst we are obliged to give
to God the things that are God’s—that is, 1o be obe-
dient in spiritual matters to ihe Cliwreh and its
Ministers—so we are to give to Casar the things
that are Casar’s—that is, in tempaoral matlers we are
to be obedient and submissive to the established
autborities of the land.

The preaching of sedition and the upholding of
treasonable practices are altogether inconsistent with
the words of St. Paul—* Let ¢very soul be subject,” .
says lie, ¢ to higher powers: for there is no power but
from God 3 and those that are, are ordained of God,
and they that resist, purchase to themselves damna-
tion.”—Xlom., xiii., 1. It is not necessary for me to
insist on doctrines laid down so clemly by the
Apostle, and which have been always acted upon by
the Chwreh. Iiven when groaning under the most
awful perseeutions, and excluded from the protection
of every law, the early Christians considered it their
duty 1o submit to the ruling powers of the day, and
on every oceasion displayed the most perfect patience
and submission. 'What a uscful and edifying example
they have left us {6 imitate!

Whilst instructing your flocks, Rev, Brethren, upon
the different matters 1 have merely Linted at,you will
not forget to call their attention to the severe penzl-
ties enacied by the Church against secretl societies.
As carly as the middle of the lifth century, we find a
most important letter of St. Leo the Great to the
Bishops of Italy, putting them on their guard against
men who were circulating wicked doetrines, and
corrupting the people by means of seeret assemblies.
Bat, passing over this and other aneient documents in
silence, you are aware that Clement X1T., inthe year
1738, issued 1he sentence of excommunication against
ail persons encolled in the seeret society of Freema-
sons. Benedict XIV. renewed that sentence in the
year 1751, and justified it by the strongest reasons
which arve applicable to all seeret societies, The
immortal Dontiff Pius VII., in the year 1821, con-
firmed and extended the Bull of Benediet X1V., and
Leo X1I., in the year 1826, walking in the footsteps
of his predecessors, rencwed all their anathemas
against existing seeret socictics, and applied them to
all future institutions of a similar description. ¢ So-
cietates omnes oceullas,” he says, ¢ tam qua nune
sunt lam quee forlasse deinceps crampent, et qua ca
sibi adversus ecclesiam et supremas civiles potestates
proponunt, quie superius commemorayimus, quocurque
tandem nomine appellentur, nos perpetuo prohibemus
sub iisdem poenis,” &e.  Such are the penalties with
which the Churel visits the members, the originators,
and promoters of secret socicties. I3y cxplaining
those penalties to your flocks, and showing what an
evil it is to be cut off as a rotten branch from the
true Churely, and to be excluded from her prayers and
her sacraments, you will inspire the Taithiul with a
salutary horror of all illegal combinations. The
Churcli and ler teaching should be our guide ; we

should be regulated by her maxims and precepts, not

by the suggestions of wicked and deluded men, who
lead their votaries to ruin and perdition.

If, after having instructed yoar flocks, Rev. Bre-
thren, and pointed out to them, in a spirit of troe
charity, the dreadful dangers to which illicit combina-
tions expose them, you discover that any are so
hardened as not to listen to your paternal admonitions,
you will have the kindness to let,me have the names
of all such persons, and I will give you the necessary.
authority to pass the awful senlence of excommunica-~-

tion upon them, and to cut them off from the body of”

that Clurch, out of the bosom of which there is no
salvation. If those deluded men will not listen to the
voiee ‘of the Church and of her Pastors, who seek
nothing but their cternal salvation, they must be:
subjected to the severest penalties which the Church
can inflict—they must be to us as the heathen and the
publican. -

Whilst speaking in tones of scverity against alf
secret and illegal societies, you are not lo imagine,.
Rev. Brethwen, that L am unacquainted with the
miserable condition of our poor,or that I am insensibe’
to their wants and afllictions. INe, Rev. Brethren,
far from mé and from every Minister of Jesus Clirist
to be hard-hearted, or to look with indifference on
the calamitics of our people. I know we may say,in
the words of the Prophet, ¢ Our inheritance is turned-
io aliens, our houses to sirangers: we are become.
orphans without a father : our motliers are as widows =:
we have drunk our water for money : we have bought-
our wood : we were dragged by the necks: we were'
weary, and po rest was given us: the joy Qf our heart.
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is ceased, our dancing is turned into mourning: the
erosvn is fallen from our head: wo to us because we
have sinned ; therefore is our heart sorrowful ; there-
fore are our eyes become dim.”—Jer. Lament.,v.2.
But, Rev. Brethren, the intensity of our evils is not
to make us forget our religious principles. It is
better to sufler poverty, persecution, and all the
afflictions of this life ; it is. better to sufler death
jtself, than to commit the slightest sin. The calami-
ties under. which we groan are not to be remedied by
offending Giod, or by violating His law, and neglect-
ing the admonitions of This Clurch. Whatever our
fot may be, we arc to bear it with patience and
resignation to the haly will of God ; we are never to
forget that we are disciples of a erucified Saviour,
and that the sulferings of this life, if borne in a proper
epirit, will merit for us the eternal joys of Ilcaven.
We may, indecd, exert ourselves to get our grievances
redressed—it is just and expedient that we should do
so. We may cxpose our complaints and our wants
to those who are in power, and call on them to do us
justice 5 but in doing so we are never to violate any
just Jaw—ve are never to take vengeance into our
own hands—we are never violently to resist the con-
stituted powers, however they may treat ns.  Veach
your flocks, my RRev. Brethren, to enter into the
apirit of those doetrines, and to regulate their conduct
by them—teach them to merit an immortal crown,
by bearing paticatly their unparalieled sufferings—
teach them to walk in the footlsteps of the Saints,and
especially to imitate the patience, the humility, and
resignation of the Most [Joly Mother of God, who is
our hope, onr sweeiness, and our life, in this valley of
tears—teach them (o seck for consolation in the
sacraments and the other mysteries of veligion—teach
them to put their trust in God, to approach Him witl
fervent and humble prayer, to explain their necessities
to Iim, and to implore Mis assistance.  If they setin
this way, God will Jook on them with compassicn, and
stretch out the right hand of his Ommipctence {o
relieve them ; or if it he in the ways of His Yrovi-
dence that they should continue to suffer here, tle
will give them grace aud streagth to bear thwir present
calamities ; and when they shall have terminated their
short and miserable career in this world, He vill bring
them to the regions of eternal happiness.

Tl ceremonies were then proceeded with, and, at
their close, when the consecration of the new Bishop
was completed, the Right Rev. Dr. Keane, then
Bishop of Ross, addressed the immense congregation
in a few touching and simple words, which went di-
rect to the hearts of lis listeners, who responded to
themn by the most touching manifestations of sincere
and carnest feeling. IIe expressed the deep regret
witl which he parted from his beloved congregation,
to whom he was so much attached, and amongst
whom it was his wish to have lived and died.

ly crowded with spectators of both sexes. The
Cardinal was received on his arrival by the assembled
priests, headed. by Mr. Oakley, by whom kis Emi-
nence was conducted down the centre aisle .to the
chapel of the Virgin on the right of the altar, wheace,
- #fter hiving performed his devations, be.praceeded to

tle sacristy, where lie was robéd in'his pontificals,
and the mitre placed upon his head. T'lie Cardinal
then re-entered the chapel, attended by the acolytes,
and took his seat under the high altar, from which he
delivered an impressive address to the confirmants,
among whom were several adults, and then performed
the ceremony of the imposition of hands. "The chil-
dren “now advanced in rotation to the front of the
altar, where the Cardinal performed the remainder of
the sacrament, anointing each confirmant with the
chrysom, and giving them the usual blessing—* Paz
tecurn.” During the ceremony the choir chanted the
“ Vent Spiritus Sanctus,” and other hymus adapted
to the occasion. After the ceremony the Cardinal
received an address from the Catholic congregation
of the adjoining parish of St. Peter and St. Paul,
Clerkcenwell.  The address was presented by a depu-
tation, lieaded by Mr. Richard Swift, and was graci-
ously acknowledged by his Lminenee.— {¥mes.

FOREIGN INTELLIGENCE.

FRANCE.

The Constitution of the French Republic had fixed
the sum of £50,000 as the fair annual price of 2 Presi-
dent: Louis Mapoleon has just been “asking for
more,” to the tune of £120,00Q, and his wmodest
request Las been rejected in the Assembly by 398 to
290, a majority within a fraction as nwmerous as that
which recently dismissed the Ministry whick dismissed
Changarnier.

The Moniteur publishes the President’s refusal to
accept the funds which it was attempted to raise by
private subscriptions in Lis bebalf. The President
considers these attempts as a vote of confidence on
the part of the nation, but he thinks himself boungd to
sacrilice liis private feclings to his public duties,—Ie
has been well received by the populace.

Generals Changarnier and Cavaignac voted against
the dotation; M. Lamartine voted for it., M.
Dupin has been re-elected President of the Assembly.

SPAIN.

The Minister of War tendered his resignation on
the 7th, and a few hours afterwards, General Lersundi
took the oath of oftice. 'The General commanded the
second division of the expedition to Italy.

The Epoca announces that M. Bravo Murillo,
President of the Council, had informed the Director-

‘General of the Dublic Treasury that the Queen had

ordercd—1st, a reduction of 5,345,000 reals in the
expenditure of .two branches of his Administration—
2nd, another of 1,000,000 in the judiciary expendi-
ture of the direction of the domains—and 3rd,
another of 5,038,000 in the budget of the general
direction of the public debt. . .

- SWITZERLAND.

‘Recent accounts from Geneva state, that ‘the
Sacialist party is detively organising ifs forces in that

canton, in Fribourg, and in Neufchatel. The anarchists
had relied on being able to return two members of the
Grand Council in the town of Neufehatel, but the two
Conservative candidates were clected by a majority,
weak, it is true, of thirty-five and forty respectively,
out of 1,200 or 1,300 electors. At Chaux de Fonds,
however, they succeeded by intimidation in preventing
the Conservatives from coming forward, and returned
their two candidates by 400 votes—upwards of 1,200
electors not having taken part in the ballot. In
Geneva, the authority of M. Sidler, the Federal
Commissioner, was openly set at defiance. M. James
Tazy placed at his disposal the gendarmes and the
police, but as the latter are devoted to him, the decrees
of the Central Government were not carried into
effect whenever they displeased the Geneva, Dictator.

ITALY.

It is snid that M. Siceardi is about to secede [rom
the Picdmontese Cabinet.  This will be great loss to
the Liberal parly; foreign wfluence is suspected.
Rumnors of s approaching Austeiun intervention in
Piedmont aud Switzevland are listencd to in Ttaly,
with credence.  Mazzini®s commitiee continues to
display muck activity, Tt s said that the Jargest
amount of subseriplions in aid of the republican
cause lias been colleeted at Genoa, It is added that
Piedmont las supplied (27,000 live; the Tloman
States, 536,722 lre; the Kingdom of the Two
Sicilies, 244,341 live, Loutbardy wnad Venice, 516,364
lire ; and the minor Italain States, 291,515 lire.

SINGULAR OUTRAGE AT Fursixt—A letter from
TRome, of the 31t ull.; gives details of a singular
outrage committed at Fovlini-porpoli by 1l Passatore,
the uotorions robber-chiet whe infests the Romama.
A party of brigands made theiv appearance at the
theatre at a moment when it wus crowded to wilness
the pevformunee of the Death of Ceesar. It must
be kept in mind that in Ttaly the theatres do not open
until eight, pan., when, in small towns in particular,
all the shops are closed and the streets deseried, the
inlabitants being cither at home, at the play, or at
the calés.  Lorhini-popoli is a town of fonr thousand
inbabitunts, surroundad by a high wall, with {wo eates,
and about three miles frowm Forli, of which it is 2 soct
of subwrb. 1t is, therefore, highly probalie that, at
the time above stated, there was not 2 soul in the
streets, T'he curtain had just fallen after ihe first
act of the picee, when, to the astonisbient of the
public, it roxe again, and discovered ten well-ammed
brigands, with their muskets levelled at the pit and
boxes. At the same instant about thirty more pene-
trated into the pit, and guarded every outlet. 1
Passatore then stepped forward with the keys of (he
town in his hand, and said—* Signori, you arc well
aware that you are in our power; auy attempt at
resistance on your part would force us to cxtremitics,
which it depends on you to avoid ; so just mind what
I recornmend you to do. T shall call several of you
by mame ; each man, on hearing his name, shall step
forward, and go home accompanicd by (wo of my
fiiends, who will help him te carvy all the money he
has, and bring it here, without leaving a papetio (a
groat) behind.”  Having made this speech, the orator
produced a formidable list, and called over the names,
meeting with the most exemplary obedience. The
twelve carhincers, to wham the safety of Tovlini-
popoli was entrusted, had been all hound and gagped,
so that no assistance could be expected from that
quarter.  The Gonfaleniere was the tirst called, and
expericnced some ill-treatment from the ruflians.
These operations {aking some time, some men, to
shorten the business, went from Dbeneh to beuch,
colfecting watches, chains, vings, &e. After the
whole beoly had been thrown in a heap on the stage,
the curtain was let down, and the brigands witlidrew.
The money carried off was valued at 40,0001, the
irinkets at double that sum.  The number of brigands
cannot have been less than four hundred. A strong
detachment of Ausirian troops las been sent after
them,

AUSTRIA.

In Austria it is said that a great political coup has
been made by including all her territories, Hungarian,
Sclavonic, and Ltalian, in the Confederation.  Should
this be so, the balance of the celebrated treaty of
1815 is overthrown, and an immense preponderance
in the councils and polities of Europe given to Austria.
Shonld the Dresden Conferences end in any such
arrangement, it is probable that hoth Trance and
Tingland will insist on their opinions being obtained.
Tle political consequences to frecdom itself, and to
all [ree Governments, would be of a ost fmportaut
kind.

THE AUSTRIANS IN SCHLESWIG
HOLSTEIN.

"The Austrian and Prussian troops entered Ilolstein
and occupied the fortress of Rendsburg on the Sth.
On the morning of the 9th, « Danish force of 2,000
men, foot and lhorse, arrived at Rendsburg, and at
twelve o’clock on that day they proceeded to garrison
the Citadel and the detached forts on the northern
side of the fortress. The Danes were introduced
into the Citadcl by General Signorini, who rode out
in state {o meet them. They were not, Lowever,
allowed to introduce artillery into the works which
they occupied.

"The fortress of I'rederichsort was occupied by the
Danes on the Sthinst. The Holstein troops which
had hitherto held that fortress, arrived at XKiel on the
afternoon of the same day.

A PROTESTANT CHRISTENING AT WORCESTER.
—We read in Berrow’s Worcester Journal that on
27th January, the Protestant Bishop of Worcester
had a ceremony at the Cathedral, when he. adminis-
tered the rite of Baptism to the child of a native.of
the Amaponda tribes of South Africa, which had been
born in Licicester, at the close of the past year, The

ceremony accordingly took place on Monday fast, in
the Catledral, at the conclusion of -the afternoon
service. “On our enirance into the Cathedral,” says
Berrow's, “ we found the choir filled with a large
congregation, the demecanor of whom was decorous
enough, but not so that of the people in the nave.
In front of the baptismal font, and in other parts of
the building, was collected together one of the most
disorderly rabbles that conld anywhere De scen,
resembling more such a erowd as would be gathered
to witness the antics of the bufloons at a country fair,
or the exhibition of a dancing bear in the street, than
a sober congregation of persons gathered together for
the purpose of witnessing a religious ceremony. As
soon as the service was ended, and the people were
seen o issue {rom the choir, o rush was made to the
font, and the erowd in a few moments became
exceedingly dense, those behind pressing upon {hose
who had scewred good places in front, until at last
these were obliged to give way, and were precipitated
aver (he forms placed near (he font for the accomo-
dation of those who were (o talz¢ part in the ceremony.
A scene of indeseribable conlusion ensued @ the forms
were upsef, and men, wowen, and children, heing
thrown from their feel, were serambling pell-mell, on
the floor fogether 5 the recess in which the font is
placed thus became filled, but tie crowd still continued
to jostle each other, and for ten minuies or more kept
shonting, whistling, and quarreliing with cach other,
i i manner which would iave almost disgraced the
gallevy of u low theatve.  After some thne the Bishop
wade his appeavance, accompanied by some of the
oflicials of the Cathedral, the mother of the child,
dressed in the costume of her eountiy, the sponsors,
and the chitd itself, and the eeremony was proceeded
vl but so greal was the noise and confusion that
the voice of tic Bishop, although le cvidently
eserted himself to the uimost of his power, could
not be heard at hali-a-dozen paces distance, mnl more
thuu onec lis Lordship was olliged to stop until ovder
was partially restored. The ceremony was 1hus, after
some trouble, got through, the child being named
Leicester England, and its sponsors being Mr. Tyler,
{theiv conductor,) Mrs, Fyler, and Mrs. Edwards.
At the conclusion of the coremony the parties pro-
cceded to the Chapter lvuse, to vegister the child,
hut their journey thither, in consequence of the
crowsd being so eager (o abladn w glimpse of the
curiosities, was not aceoinplished without some difli-
culty.  This duty being at length completed, the
mother and ehild were—io avoid the erowd gathered
in the nave—conducted through the cloisters into
College Green, where the caurriage which brought
them to the Cathedral was in waiting for them.  On
their entrance into College Green, they were greeted
by the shauts of the crawd there assembled, and the
ringing of the College hells.  They then proceeded
in thewr camriage, which was covered with the skins of
wild beasts, throngh High-street, 1o the house at
which they were staying, preceded by the brass band
of Gagliardi’s Museun, and the same night returned
to Nottingham, where they are being exhibited,
having come from thence in the morning expressly for
the purpose of having the rite of baptisuw performed
by the Bishop of Worcester. The mother of the
child is a mative of the Amaponda tribe of South
Afviea, the father being a Zoolu Chief, from the saine
region. It is the intention of Mr. Tyler to intro-
duce these interesting specimens of the human race
to & Worcester public on Monday next, at the City
and County Library.” [Really, at the first glance
of this description, onc would imagine it depicted the
religious proceedings of some tribe of 1Tottentots or
barbarians, sueh as these from among whom the nco-
phiyte was taken. The whole aflair is a curious
testimony o the sort of instruction the 1’rotestant
commonalty have in the mysteries of the Jaith to
which they profess to belong.—d. Tedlet.]

To read, write, or attend to any serious bu-
siness within hearing of such a nuisance, was impossi-
ble; accordingly he became a butt for the missiles of
those engaged in more profane. occupations: apples,
potatoes, segments of pumpkin, were hurled at him,
with an occasional bandful of wet clay from the well,
where the serving-man Ben was pursuing his subter-
ranean work. This functionary had attempted to
get up a counter-irritation by instructing one of the
Hottentots in a melody of a totally different charae-
ter ; one versé of which ran thus—

¢ Father was a Mantatee,

Mother was a Fingoe,
Sister was a shocking B.,
_And I’m a rogue, by Jingo.’

ENGLAND.

Tolitical news interesting. On Monday, the Chan-
eellor of the Exchequer brought his budget before
the 1Touse of Commons, by which it appears the sur-
plos received for the year, is two millions five hundred
thousand pounds, nearly one half of which, he proposes
te apply to the liquidation of the National debt.

On Thursday, the Government sustained a nost
signal defeat, from which they have not yet recovered.

The Catholics of Ireland and England lave com-
menced a formidable agitation against the measures
in relation to their religion. Meetings have been
held in Manchester and Dublin, &e.

The London Z%imes of the 21st, says =—Lord Jolm
Russell bas tendered bis resignation, and only holds
office until another Government can be formed. The
extensive loss of Parliamentary confidence or sympa-
ihy which his Lordship and colleagues have suffered
of late, have probably prepared most of our readers
for this result.

"The weather is mild, and trade good.

We have given, at some length, a report of the
debates upon the introduction of the Bill of Pains and
Penalties against the Church. The latest papers
irom England bring us no accounts of the adjourned
debate; later than Wednesday evening. Thursday
was taken up with Mr, D’Israeli’s motion upon
i Agricultural distress,” so that the division upon the
motion for leave to introduce the Bill, could not have
occurred earlier than Friday evening. The telegraph
amnounces the motion as having been carried by a
majority of 332, which is very possible, though we are
still in ignorance of the provisions of the intended
measure. At all events, the contest has fairly
eommenced, and we have no fears as to the result.
On one side we see arrayed, Queen, Lords, and
Commons, backed by all the majesty of the law ;. on

iiic other, an old man, who surveys the proceedings of
his. adversaries with calm indifference, because he is
ihe successor of him, upon whom, as upon a rock,
Chirist built His Church; and if the veil could be
removed from before qur eyes, as it was removed from
before the eyes of the servant of the prophet Eliseus,
we should behold # The mountain full of horses, and
chariots of fire ronnd about the man of God,” and we
would exclaim with the prophet, ¢ FFear not ; for there
are more with us than with them.”
It is pretty clear, from certain expressions which
dropped from Lord Jobn Russel) and the Attorney-
fieneral, that this Bill, whatever may be the nature of
its contents, is not intended as a final measure. If
Catholics set it at nought, and despise its provisions,
& all true Catholies will, then Lord John bids his
hearers prepare ¢ for a long and arduous struggle,”
whilst Sir John Romilly warns us, that ¢« Parliement
s able, if it be necessary, to take more stringent
measures.”” 'We have no doubt that the object of
all this legislation is not so-much the suppression of the
Catholic Hierarchy in Englund, as the recognition of
the Government Colleges in Ireland, and that the
screw is to be applied, not to the newly appointed
Bishops, but to the Pape himself, who, it is expected,
will be struck with a kind of awe at the lostile
atfitude assumed by the British lion. "We look upon
it as. intended for a protest, a solemn declaration of
the Protestantism of Great Britain, with the view of
disabusing the Pope of the idea, that England is ripe
for conversion, and that her people are seeking for
admission iplo the Church of Christ,. "We do not
think that the Pope wifl be much aficcted by the
display of Protestant bigotry ; but we admit that as
a display of British Protestantism, the debates within
Parliament, and the meetings without, have been very
effective. 'We do not, we never-did believe, that the
day was nigh, when the waste places should be built
up, and the glory of the sanctuary restored ; or, when,
reclaimed from the vile furposes to which they have
been prostituted, Britain’s ancient Catholic cathedrals
* should once again. witness the celebration of the
Xiterpal Sacrifice, and resound with. the songs of
an acceptable worship. "When we -think of the
terrible ignorance of England’s people, when we

reflect that out of a population’ of about sixteen |-

anillions, upwards of eight millions, or one-half,
are unable to read or write, that millions are uncon-
- scious .of a God, and ignovant of the name of
Christ, the conversion of England must appear to be

yet afar off, Conversions. will.continue to increase,
more especially from amongst all that is good: and
noble in the ranks of Anglicanisin.. He that is filthy
will remain filthy ; the Low Churchman will sink
lower still; but the men of education, of deep
devotional sentiments, of pure and ascetic Jives—will
seek, and find refuge in the bosom of the Church.
Still, however useful as a Protestant protest, we .do
not believe that the new Penal laws will have any, the

aut of their money by Protestant law, and certainly
when any act of meanness or scoundrelism was to be
perpetrated,—such as robbing a convent or swindling
the poor,—Protestant legislators have always proved
themselves adepts at the work ; yet we do not think
that the Bishops will be prevented from calling
themselves, by any titles which ‘the Holy See may
think fit to confer. ‘The law cannot be enforced, for
there are too many ways of evading it, and it is not
likely that the Catholics will yield to it a voluntary
obedience. Upon this subject, the following from the
Tablet of the 15th ult., way be taken as a fair sample
of what Government may expect :—

¢ We think we understand the temper of the times
on this subject as well as Sir John Romilly or Loxd
John Russell, and we tell them to be prepared for the
most resolule and pertinacions resistance to every
clause, senlence, line, and syllable of the lJaw. We
co not over-estimate the sense and spirit of our Catholic
countrymen—every part of it that is penal, will be
broken a theusand times in as many hours, and that in
the most ostentatious manner that can be devised by
the wit of man.

¢ Qbey the law! We tell Sir John Romilly that he
is a blundering idiot il he entertainsany such expecta-
tion. That he has other penalties and other penal laws
in store for us if we disobey, no man who understands
the nature of « Whig persecutor, can for a moment
doubt. But we will brave all his penalties, outface
all his infamous enactments, dare the worst of his
extortion, and his theft, and, outbraving him, we shall
triumph in our discbedience.

¢ Obey the law! Whatshould we gain by obedience?
Exemption from future persecution? Not so, Our
cowardice, if we were such cowards, would simply
put weapons into the hands of our persecutors ; wounld
encourage them to make fresh assaults upon us ; would
give them a vantage ground for new aggressions;
would stimulate thejr insolence and rapine ; and, most
deservedly, as far as we are concerned, would lay us
divided and prostrate at their feet, to undergo, without
resistance, whalever their malice might hereafter
devise against us, whenever, at their convenience, they
choose to resume their unholy crusade.

# What, we repeat, shouli we gain by obeying the
law? Security ? Peace? Freedom from further
altacks? Anything that can be called a settlement of
our affairs, and permission to dwell in safely ? Nothing
of all this ; for, happily, we have read Lord John Rus-
sell’s speech, and we know what he meditates and
plots against us. We know that, whether we obey or
disobey, he will be satisfied with nothing but the
absolute surrender of our independence. e know
the words he has spoken, and the thonghts that are in
his heart, and, afier the deceit he has practised, we all
know that he can give no seeurity for the future. Ifhe
promises, be will break his word. If he swears, he
will be perjured. If he makes compacts, he will
violate them, If we trust him, he will betray us, and,
kissing us, will thrust his sword into our entrails.
Obey! The malediction of God——but, no ; we need
not curse him who would yield himself up as a bond-
slave to Whig tyranny and deceit ; for the man who
would be so false to every precept of religion, and who
would shrink from disobedience to such a law, at
whatever personal danger o himself, whenever this
danger tends to serve the cause which Lord John
Russell designs to persecute, has already the curse of
God within his soul, making rottea the very marrow
of his bones.”

‘We copy the following from the English Corres-
pondence of the Montreal Cowrder, without pretending
to vouch for its truth:—

¢¢ Another serious subject connected with the Church,
is the revision of the Book of Common Prayer, which
it now appears is determined on. To the Duke of
Bedford, it is said, has been committed the task of
skelching out the ritual alterations which it is decmed
expedient 1o make—though the revision will not, it is
understood, be confined to ritualism, but will extend to
an exclusion of the Athanasian, if not also of the
Nicene creed, and to the expunction from the Litorgy,
especially in the offices for the administration of the
Holy Communion and of Baptism, of all expressions
which favor the doctrines of the Tractarian party. It
is further said that the suggested allerations arc to be
submitted 10 a commission of six Bishaps, whose
approval ur whose revision of them, is to be expressed
to Parliament, when a bill will be introduced to give
them the sanction and authority by law.* '

If the above statement be true, the bitterest cnemy
of the Establishment cannot desire a greater degrada-
tion to befall her.  Tlic Duke of Bedford selected to
revise the Liturgy '—A layman to amend and correct
the Revelation of Christ! Compared with this, the

consecration of a bishop by order of the first T.ord of
the Treasury, was a compliment to her independence,
and the condemnation of the doctrine of ¢ Baptismal
regeneration,” by the Privy Council, a gloriaus
vindication of her orthodox purity. Now it is
announced that, not only the 77tuel'is to be altered,
but that, in defiance of number vir of the 39
articles, the Athanasian creed is to be abolished, and
that, possibly, the Nicene creed as well, from the
“ Credo in unum Deum® down to the « Vitam
venlure secult, Amen,” is to form no lenger a portion
of the belief of the children of * Mother Chureh,” but
will be replaced by a Parliamentary act of faith, in
order that the “elect® may believe according to
statute, and be made members of the Kingdom of
Heaven, in compliance with the provisions of the law.
There is nothing but what will suffer a Low Church
change. The mode of administering the few Sacra-
ments which Protestantism has hitherto pretended to
retain, is to be altered ; but as an alteration will imply
that the present mode of " thieir gdministration is

-

slightest effect upon Catholics. They may be clieated.

erroneous, or. else thére would be no need for a
change, and as by article xix. the Church is that
society of men in which ¢ the Sacraments be duly
administered,” it will follow that according<to its
definition, the Church of England has not bitherto
been the true.Church, .

‘We confess that we Jook forward with some
interest to the introduction into Parliament of this
new measure, which is to remedy the blunders of the
Fathers, and to set the faith of Christians upon a
firm and unalterable basis, for the next ten years at
least. 'We should like to know whether it be proposed
to make the doctrine of “ Justification by Faith” an
open or a ministerial question, and if it be intended
that ihe same mode of salvation shall apply to the
colonies, as to Great Britain and Ireland. The
debates upon the occasion will be highly interesting.
How pleasant, for instanee, it will be to read, “ that
Mer. Brotherton asked leave to introduce a bill for
the purpose of shortening the duration of Iel} punish-
ment ; after which the second reading of the bill regu-
luting the manner and the terms of Man’s Redemyp-
tion was carried by a majority of 17 in a very full
house,” and how startling, an announcement o ihe
following eflect : ¢ Owing (o the secession of Mr.
DIsraeli and several of the Protectionist members,
the doctrine ol the Trinity was lost in committee.”

But seeing that our most gracious Sovereign has
been declared in Parliament to be Vicarius Chitsti,
Christ’s Vicar, or,rather, Vicaress, upon earth, and to
speak as a DPriest from the throne, we do not
understand why the Duke of Bedford should have
been selected for the very arduous task of revising
the Liturgy, especially when both within and without
the house, there are so many whose theological
attainments are fully as great. Not to speak of Col.
Sibthorpe, there is Mr. Hudson—greatupon Railways,
he ought to know something about Original Sin; and
surely Lord Palmerston, {rom the constancy with
which he has always clung to office and salary, with
the most heroic disregard of principle, might be sup-
posed to be an invaluable authority upon the question
of ¢ Inamissibility of Grace.”

ST. PATRICK’S CHHURCH.

Sunday last was an important epoch in the history
of St. Patrick’s Church. Iis Lordship the Coadjutor
of Montreal officiated at Grand Mass, and conferred
the order of priesthood on the Rev. Thomas O’Brien,
of the diocese of Buffalo. The occasion was one of
intense interest, and will be long remembered by the
Irish Catholics of Montreal, as a convincing proof of
the high esteem in which they are held by the prelates
who govern this portion of Christ’s Church. But
independent of the compliment thus paid to the
congregation of St., Patrick’s, there are many inter-
esting associations connected with this event, Tt was
the first ordination ever made in that Church: the
newly-consecrated priest belongs to the Irish nation—
to ¢ the Celtic race *—and he is destined, in all
probability, to preach the word in a far-off region of
the great neighboring republic: finally, the officiating
prelate was a French Canadian.

As the ceremony had been announced on the
previous Sunday, the vast edifice was densely crowded,
and yet you might have beard a pin fall, so profound
was the silence, while the Rev. Mr. Connolly
explained the ceremonial part of the ordination. Ie
spoke at some length of the uninterrupted succession
whereby the pastors of the Chureh have been per-
petuated from the days of the Apostles even until
now, showing, in his own forceful, impressive style,
Low the Church has in all ages invested the ordination
of her ministers with the most imposing ceremonies,
in order to typify the sacreduess and importance of
their mission. These ceremonies lie explained {rom
the least to the greatest, clearly proving that in their
simple meaning they exactly correspond with those
used by the Apostles when they ordained their sue-
cessors and fellow-laborers, and gave to them that
authority which they themsclves had received from
their Divine Master: « As my Father sent Me,so I
also send you :—Go ye and tewch all nations ; and
again, Reccive ye the Holy Ghost—whose sins ye
remit, they are remitted, whose sins ye retain, they
are retained. ‘The reverend gentleman gave a
beautiful exposition of the relative obligations of the
priesthaod and the people—showing how the priest is
chosen by God from among the faithful for ihe salva-
tion of souls, and in virtue of that choice, he is ta
offer himself up a living sacrifice to God from the
moment that e receives the first of the minor orders.
When having gone through the several grades of
ordination, he is at length eclevated to the august
dignity of the priesthood, he is to look npon himself
ever after as one entirely cut ofl from the things of
this world—from iis pursuits, its pleasures, and its
interests, except in so far as they are made conducive
to the konor and glory of God, laboring incessantly
for the extension of Lis Master’s kingdom, and the
salvation of those precious souls for whom Clirist
died on the cross. e showed how little dependent
the priest is on the rest of his fellow men—sent by
God to preach the word to his people, and to impart
unto them the treasures of grace—responsible only
to God for the manner in which he fulfils lis mission,
and from Him alonc expecting His reward, the priest
has nothing to hope for from men. He is bownd to
assist them as far as be can in things temporal as well
as spiritual, but always in strict accordance with the
law of God, and the interests of His holy religion.
Mr. Connolly also alluded to the strange view taken
by our separated brethren of the power claimed by
the priests-of the Catholic Church, and went on to
show that Divine power has really been given to them
as men—a fact which is as evident: as the light of
noon, when the understanding is once divested of the

mists. of prejudice—as men, be gaid, priests are of the

y—

same flesh and blood—of the sare corrupt mature—.
prone to the same temptations, and subject to the
same ipfirmities as those for whom they Jabor, but by
God’s grace they are endowed with power to remit
sip in His name—to consecrate the Eucharistie
clements—and to act in all things as His ambessadors
to men. That Christ gave these powers to ¥
Apostles no ope in his senses can deny, and as they
were not to live for ever here on earth, so their power
was to be transmitted throughout all time to their
lawful successors in the ministry. Christ died for ali
mankind—it is Iis wish that all should be saved—
and souls are now as precious in His sight as. they
were in the days of the Apostles; it is, therefore,
cvident that the commission given to the chosen
twelve to teach and to baptisc, and to remit sins, and
to consecrate the bread and wine én commemoration
of Him crucified—was to last, and to be for ever
perpetuated till the latest moment of time—itill the
last soul shall be cither saved or lost—then, and then
only tlLe mission of the Apostles shall be accomplished.

Hundreds of those who were present had never
before witnessed an ordination, and to them the
ceremony as, of course, doubly interesting. Vet
even those to whom the scene had long been familiar,
can never see it renewed without a feeling of awe,
mingled with pride and gratitude—pride that God has
done so much for man, and still deigns to hold visible
communion with them, and gratitude that He has
called us to abide in His fold, under the care of His
pastors. "The first step taken in the ordination is the
call made to the congregation to know whether there
be ary objection to the person about to be ordained,
either as to his morals, or any other matter that might
unfit Lim for the service of the altar, The bishop
having waited a little to sce if any one comes forward,
then proceeds with the consecration. After a solemn
prayer, during which the candidate for the priesthood
lies prostrate before bLim, the bishop proceeds to
“impose hands upon lim,” as the Aposiles did on
those whom they ordained, after which every priest
who is present advances and lays his hand on ths
head of the newly conscerated, then ranging them-
selves behind him, they stand {or a little while with
their hands extended over him, while praying to the
Lord in bis bekalf. "This part of the ceremony is
peculiarly grand and solemn. When the bishop bas
anointed the pew priest with that comsecrated oil,
which is the emblem of the Divine unciion infused
into the soul by the descent of the lIoly Spirit, the
celebration of the Mass is resumed, and the priest:
Jjust ordained accompanies the bishop in all the
remaining portion of the service. When the Mass
is ended, the prelate procecds to bestow in the name
of the Lord that awful power to him confided—the
power of binding and unloosing : « Receive the Holy
Ghost, whose sins you forgive they are forgiven, &e.,
which is the consummation of the whole.

The Rev. Mr. O’Brien went througl his theologicak
course in Maynooth, and bias been for some years, we
understand, a professor in one of our colleges in the
United States. Buing desirous to complete his pro-
paratory studies under the far-famed training of the
Sulpicians, he come to Montreal, where be has beer
three years preparing for ordination.

Lord Johu Russell moved for [eave to brinz in a Bill
to prevent the assumption of certain ecelesiastical titles
in the United Kingdom.

Mr. Roebuck opposed the motion.  He looked upon
the noble lord as having, in vulsar plirase, <“thrown
ont a tub to thé whale.>” If Catholics would take his
advice, they would call their Archbishiop, not of, but in
Westininster. An Act of Parlivment, in that ease,
could not touch him. 1t was extraordinary that the
noble lord had avoided giving any explanation of the
machinery of the Bill; it was to be an oflence for a
Catholic prelate to call himsell Archbishop of West-
minster, but it was not stated whether it was to be o
misdemeanor or a felony. Was there ever sueh a
meagre finale 10 snch an overgrown aunouncement ?
Suppose the Archbislop of Tuam were to write to the
Lord Lieutenant, signing himself by his title, how
would government deal with the case, in a country
where nine persans out of ten were Catholies, The
Bill would be preductive of mischief, not advantages,
and would cause, and not allay, excitement; for,
should the government veuture to imprison a person
who was sacred in the eyes of the people of Ireland,
they would endanger the peace of the whole country.

Mr. H. Drummond cumplained of the aggression
upon the Queen’s supremacy. She was Vicarius Christi,
whicl deelared her spiritual, not her temporal supre-
macy. The Sovereizn of this country wus persona
mizla, a priest upou his throne.  After some speeches,
for, and against the measure, from Mr. D’lsracli, Sir
R. Inglis, and others, the debate was adjourned.

PAPAL AGGRESSION.—ADJOURNED DERATE.

Mr. Reynolds commenced the adjourned debate
with an explanation of his reasons for opposing the
motion of the Goverment. The truth was that an ag-
gression was committed on the people of Ireland by
this Bill ; for, by the compact of 1829, it was provided
that no Catholic bishep should assume the title of 2
Protestant bishop, under a penalty of £100, and no
Catholic bishop had viclated that Aet; but the noble
lord proposed that, after the passing of this Aect, it
should be penal for a Cathelic bishop to call himself
bizshop of any place in Great Britain and Ireland.

The Attorney-General explained the gencral rcope
and effect of the proposed Bill, and the specific offence
which it was intended 1o meet. The Bill, therefore,
in the first place, extended the provisions of the Roman
Catholic Relief Act, which imposed a penalty of £100
upon the assumption of the title of any existing see, to
that of any title whatever from any place in the United
Xingdom.
eflectually to prevent the assumption of territorial titles
the Bill wou]c& make every act done by persons nssum-
ing such titles, by virtue of them, absolutely void ; and
in addition, in order to hinder parties from making
gifts to persons assmming such #tles, the Bill would
declare the endowment of such pretended sees illegal,
and the gifts would be forfeited to the Crown, 1o be
disposed of as her Majesty saw fit.

Mr. W. P. Wood contended that the peaple of Eng-
land had shown earnesiness, but not bigolry, in their
resistance {o the aggression of the Pope. 1f the Bill
were framed, as he should wish lo see it, with a simple,
solemn recital, declaring the position of the Sovereign
with respect to this matter, or at least the illegality of
the attempt to exercise these functions without her as-
sent, they would have done what was cxpected of
them by the country—they would have done sufficient
for the present emergency.

Mr. T. McCullagh dJenied that Lord J. Russell or
any of the supporters of the Bill, had made out any
case for Parliamentary interference. The ministerial
proposition, in reality, struck a1 the necessary consti-
tution and discipline of the Church, and, through these,
at the Catholic ereed itself. ¢ Every step taken in
this retrogressive and unhappy direction they would
have ere long to reconsider and retrace, and might
have cause to repent wheun repentance would be too
late’>—(hear).

Sir G. Grey thought that it had been demonstrated
that they were acting purely on the defensive, and in
compliance with the universally-expressed opinion of
the people of England. e vindicated the recent agi-
tation from charges of bigotry, and denounced the
I’ope’s proceedings as conlrary to international and
English statute law.

The issue
was that after imprisonment upen someirompery aceu-
sation, they were liberated npon their own recogniz-
ances.—Nalion.

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YHE DUKE OF WELLINGTON, THE PRESENT
CRISIS, AND THE EMANCIPATION ACT (1829.)
The London papers of Monday contain a long cor-
respondence between the Duke of Wellington and Mr.
Thomas H. Thomson of Dublin, on the subject of the
present crisis and the circumstances attending the
assing of the Roman Catholic Emancipation Bill in
f829. Mr. Thomson forwarded to his Grace an ad-
dress, reminding him of ¢ the following remarkable
words” understood to have been used by his Grace in
his place in the House of Lords, when urging the
adoption of the Roman Catholic Relief Bill :—

« ] will say, however, that if T am disappointed in
my hopes of tranquility, after a trial nas been given lo
the measuze, I shall have no scruple in coming down
1o Parliament, and laying before it the state of the
case, and calling for the necessary powers to enable
the Govermnent to lake the steps suited to the jocca-
sion.”?

The reply of the noble Duke is in his vsual charac-
teristic style. He says—

« Field Marshal the Duke of Wellington presents
his compliments to Mr. Thomas H. Thomson. He
has received Mr. Thomson’s letler, dated November
28, in which M. Thomson has cnelosed an address
10 the Duke, sizned by himsecif and others, denominm-
od Protestant inhabitants of the city of Dublin, ona
sobject on which lie had received anonymous letters,
and he had observed paragraphs in libelious newspa-
pers, but which he considered unworthy the conside-
ration of any respectable person.”

-His Grace then explains the staterment by showing
that the words were misreported, and that he had used
arguments in support of the measure with which such
a statement was perfeetly inconsistent, coming as it

‘did from a member of the Government, and concludes
his letter as follows:—

«T. M. the Duke of Wellingfon requests that Mr.
Thomson will, -in answer to the application of the
Protestunt inhiabitants of Dublin, inform them that al-
though in the service of her Majesty, in capacily of
Commander-in-Chief of her Majesty’s Land Forces,
be is not called 1o her Majesty®s Conneil.  That in the
eapacity of Commander-in-Chief it is no part of his duty
to receive, take inte consideration, and submit to
Parliament, the proposition of measures to relivve the
inconvenience and evils of which her Majesty’s sub-
jects in Ireland may complain, as resulting {rom the
operation of any law, Jtis the duty ofthe Lovd-Licu-
tenant of Ireland, an oflicer of great power and influ-
euce, to superintend the execution ol the law in Ire-
Iand, aud to observe its operation—to receive the
eomplaints of any of her Majesty’s subjeets upon the
aperations of particular laws—to report to her Majes-
17%s servants in this country the nature of such com-

laints, aid whether there is any foundation for them.

", M. the Duke of Wellington desires to suggest 1o
the Protestants of Dublin, that they should adopt this,
the natural course, in order that (heir complainis may
bo taken info consideration, as he positively and dis-
tinctly declines (o interfere inthem in any manner
whatever,”’— Edinburgh Advertiser.

DISCOVERY OF SHIPWRECKLD MARI-
NERS ON A DESERT ISLAND.

Captain Bernard, commanding a French vessel,
Jately returned from Rio Janerin, gives an interesting
account of the delivery of four British mariners, who
liad been cast on a desert island in the midst of the
oeean, and whose lives were saved by the intrepid
eourage of Captain Bernard.  Ilis repurt states that
on the 30th November he passed the fsle of Trinity,
and approached as close as possible in order to observe
whether any shipwrecked persons were on the coast.
Abont ten o'elock (continwes Captain Bernard) we
perceived 'a smoke on the south-cast point of the
tsland, and concluded there must be somebody there.
The first object which caught our sight was a rag
tied to the end of a broken piece of mast, and waved
in the aiv.  Presently we saw two men on the shore.
I sent out a long-hout, having on board four sailors
aof (ried courage.  J had placed some provisions in
this boat, and reconunended the mate to use all
possible precaution, the sea volling heavily at the
time. Immediately that the men whom we were
attempling to succor saw the boat their signal dropped
and they ran to the point for which it was making ;
hut ‘the coast, bordered by a reef on which the sea
broke with force, could not be approached on that
aide, and the mate was compelied to look about him
far a more convenient access. 'The ship-wrecked
men, four in number, followed the boat slowly along
the coast. Ifaving arrived at the south side of the
ige, the mate resolved to effcct the cmbarkation
where two rocks afforded an opening. The boat
remaining without the breakers, a sailor named Augus-
tus leaped out of the boat with a long piece of sail
eloth, for the purpose of forming a communicalion
with thie shore. Whe poor man was often covered
and much beaten by the waves, but at last he gained
the shore, and each man having laid Lold of the sail
eloth, the unfortunate men were drawn into the boat,
but not without great difficulty, as they were so weak
fram hunger and exposure, that they could make no
movement in the water. The boat being provided
with provisions, the newly found men threw them-
selves on the latter with eagerness, and would have
caten the whole had they not been restrained by the
mate, who feared the injurious consequences to be
opprehended to their health. They were so weak
that probably two more days on the island would have
esused their death. Ide gave them clothes, and his
erew were eager to pay them all the attention that
their situation required. After the men had recovered
from the ellects of their exposure, ihe mate, one of
those saved, made a statement to the following effect :
~—We left London, Sept. 28, in 1850, in the English
ship Letih, Captain Roberts, for Valparaiso. We
eame within view of the isles of Martin-Vas, at four
a’clock in the morning of Nov. 20. Iinformed the
captain that we were near the Trinity Island; he
ordered out the boat, saying that there were pigs and
goats to be found there, and directed those who were
setting out to take guns for the purpose of shooting
some,
cut: staves. I, the mate, M‘Gregor by name, G.
Challis, the carpenter, Manguel Howet, a passenger,
Dayid Rogerson and George Shipp, sailors, (he latter

The carpenter was ulso to take his axe and |-

of whom was drowned, embarked in the boat. Im-
mediately we got on shore I set out to look for
animals, but could not find ene. T returned to the
boat, but tle sea had become so rough that it was
impossible for us to go out, notwithstanding all our
efforts. 'We then made a great fire, hoping that they
whom we had left in the ship would see it during the
night, and thus be assured that we were not drowned.
Unbappily during the night the wind was very violent ;
it rained abundantly, and the sea was high. In the
morning I ascended an eminence. We saw the brig
at some distance. 'We made signals by means of a
handkerchiel fastened to the end of my firclock.
Presently we saw the vessel bearing away, and at
noon she was in full sail to continue her voyage, no
one having been sent to the island o see what became
of us. 'T'he clief nutriment during the twenty days
welhwere on this island consisted of snakes, crabs, and
acquatic birds.”
