Attempt on Armories.

Twenty-seven sticks of dynamite
attached to a time fuse that 0ad
been set for 3.15 a.m. were found un-
der the rear of the Windsor armor-
ies this morning. The fuse cap at-
tached to the dynamite had exploded,
Dlowing off the top of the grip in
which it was concealed. The main
charge, however, had failed to ex-
plode. To this fact several men sta-
tioned in the armory at night pro-
bably owe their lives.

The charge was heavy enough to
wrevk: the whole building. It was at
3.15 a.m. that Pte. Panton, guard at
the armory, heard what he believed
to be a pistol shot a short distance
away. With several other guards he
made a hurried investigation, but
found nothing.

Found Dynamite.

Later in the morning he discovered
the grip, 50 feet from where he had
been standing when he heard the re-
port. The bag had been concealed be-
neath the wall, muffling the sound,
and- making it difficult to trace it.
Police and military authorities are
working together in the investigation.

The force of the explosion was so
terrific that. the uproar seemed to be
on the American side, Detroit police,
fearing another black-hand bomb out-
rage, such as oceurred last week,
rushed to the Sicilian district. The
residents of this portion of the city
were also under the impression that
the explosion was near there.

Despite efforts of military authori-
ties and police, they are practically
without a clue.

Members of the armories guard who
patrol the streets around the building
say they saw no suspicious characters.
Residents in the vicinity say a man
carrying a suit case such as was
found was seen loitering in the neigh-
borhood after dark, but did not ap-
pear to be a foreigner,

Plot Well Organized.

Twelve men were sleeping in the
armories at the time of the discovery.
It is believed that the attempt to blow
up the armories was the culmination
pt a well-laid plot, having its origin
in New York, and in all prababilities
approved by the German embassy
there to spread . terror amongst the
heads of companies both in Canada
and the United States who are manu-
facturing munitions for the allies.

‘“¥Fife avenue is the most logical
point for a road thru Prospect Ceme-
tery,” said William Newton, grocer,
and general merchant, West Fairbank,
to The World last evening.

“It has the advantage of being the
lowest road in the district, as well as
being almost level and straight, and a
trunk sewer will be placed on this
streét at some fyture time.”

OSGOODE JUDGMENTS

Wine Vaults Lose Appeal in
Action Brought by Mrs.
Richardson.

In a judgment given out yesterday
a. Osgoode Hall Mr. Justice Middle-
ton has awarded the Green Fuel Eco-

nomizer Co. of New York $2730.50 in
its claim against the City of Toronto
for $5300, for the destruction of a ma-
chine and  the price of a fan plant
which was installed at the city’s water-
works system. The city contracted for
the installation of an economizer, to
be used in connection with the water-
works boilers. Tests were to be made
efter installation, and the scale of
bPayment was to depend on the result.
If it was found that the saving went
below a saving of six per cent, the
riaintiffs were to remove the econo-
mizer, - » 4 :

It was next agreed that a fan plant
should be installed, and more tests made
to ascertain the percentage of saving
ir. coal, but the parties disagreed on
the result, and on an application to
the court Prof. Durley of Montreal was
appointed arbitrator to settle the dis-
pute. He found that the tests showed
& saving of five and six-tenths on coal
consumption, i ¢

Subsequent to the finding the city
stored the economizer at the Pumping
stgtion for some time, and finally re-
duced it to scrap metal.

The fuel company claimed $1300 for
the installation of the fan plant and
$4000 for the destruction of the econo-
mizer. A

Refused Heating,

His lordship has found for the firm
of Brymer & Webster for $750 against
Mrs. Florence King Thompson, in a
claim for $1170. The plaintiffs leased
116 ‘West King street from the de-
fendant, and a clause in the agree-
rient provided that certain depart-
ments should be heated for their ac-
commodation. This was refused by
the defendant,and the plaintiffs stated
tlat they suffered damage to the extent
of the amount claimed.

The first appellate division has up-
keld the verdict of Mr. Justice Len-
nox, awarding Mrs. R. W. Richardson.
of Ottawa $1600 damages for injuries
sustained by reason of a collision be-
tween a vehicle in which she was driv-
ing -and a vehicle of the Ottawa Wine
Vaults Co. Mrs. Richardson’s husband
was driving in a cutter on March 8§,
accompanied by herself and a Miss
‘Wilson. The cutter was struck by
the defendants’ sleigh, which was
traveling’ at six miles an hour, and
Mrs. Riclrdson was thrown out and
had her leg broken. The trial jury
Leld that the driver of the sleigh was
at fault, and found for the plaintiff.

WHAT AN ACRE WILL GROW.

SurprilingIRewlts From Scientific In-
tensive Cultivation of the Soil.

A few yedrs ago there originated a
catch-phrase “Three Acres and Iib-
erty.” To the person unfamiliar with
the returns obtained from scientific
cultivation of the scil, the phrase may
seem but an exaggerated epigram, but
an examination of actual results will
prove - surprising.

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CANADA GIVES FREELY
10 RELIEVE BELGIUN

More Than Two Million Dollars’
Worth of Supplies Con-
tributed.

NEW YORK, June 21.—Canado’s con-
tributions towards the relief of the
destitute people of Belgium amounted
to $2,071,083, up to May 18, according
to a report issued by H. Prudhomme,

that time the Canadians sent five car-
goes of food to Belgium.

ported that on May 18 they had on
hand $48,148 in cash, $54,090 worth of

“He

ho gubseribe now is doing an act of

ALLES AGAI ATTACKING
O GALLPOL FONT

Turkish Statement, Usual Fore-
runner of Big Action, Reports
Minor Affairs.

LONDON, June 21.—Activity by the
allted forces on the Gallipoli Pehinsula
has apparently been resumed, for u
Turkish official statement' has been
received here by way of Berlin, the
usual forerunner of some allied ad-
vance. This statement does not. of
course, mention a reverse, but reports
that an armored warship accompanied
by nine torpedo bhoats and seven mine-
Sweepers bombarded the coast bat-
tex:ies on the Asiatic shore from a
point before Seddul-Bahr, and then
retired to L.emnos uader escort of its
accempanying flotilla.
The Turks report an attack by the
allies against the centre of their south-
ern troops at Seddul-Bahr, which, they
claim, was repulsed with losses.
They also report Bombarding some
colums of ariillery, a transport vessel
and infantry retiring from a position,
and the bombarding of allied columns
on their way to new positions by bat-
teries on the Asiatic shore. They
claim the shelling of an aircraft shed.
causing a fire which destroyed several
aircraft, and report that aviators flew
over their Asiatic batteries and drop-
ped eight bombs. .

As usual, it will be seen, only trivial
matters are reported from Constanti-
nople.

AUSTRIANS PREPARE
T0 FIHT FOR POLA

Send Troops Northward to .Try to
Check Italian Advance
Southward.

Special Cable to The Toronto World.
ROME, June 21. — The Austrians,
fearing the investment by land and
sea of Pola, thru the cutting of rail-
way communications connecting the
Istrian Peninsula with the mainland,

are now rushing the troops, which
were concentrated at Pola, north-
wards, with the object of checking the
Italian advance southwards. Mean-
while non-combatants are compelled
to evacuate Pola, and are being sent
to ¥lume by steamer.

AN APPEAL FOR FUNDS

Refugees Are Without Neces-
sities of Life—Six Million
Need Charity.

The desolation which surrounds the
people of Belgium is told in a vivid man-
ner by two American womes who are
engaged in relief |work for the subjects
of King Albert, .in a letter to Mrs. Pep-
ler, convenor of the Belgian relisf com-
mittee in Toronto. Destitution, which is
difficult to realize for people living amid
plenty, is described by workers, together
with an appeat for money to buy the
necessities of life for the poverty-stricken
Belgians. The  distraught condition of
the many thousand refugees formed part
of & pitifui tale told by the American
workers. The journey by motor thru
the ravaged country brought many evi-
ctlf:nces of the cruelty of war to their no-
ce.

Portions of the letterwritten by Mrs.
Innes-Taylor and Mrs.
follow:

Excerpts of Letter.’

Belgium which now remains to the Bel-
gians prempted us to make known thé
coadition of the people as I found them.

Monsieur Remackers, member of the
Belgian parliument, accompanied me by
motor, whici was the only means of
travel, from Calals, past Dunkirk and
Furnes, rignt up to La Panne, a small
Belgian village on the coast. On that
journey 1 had a good opportunity of see-
ing e absolute destitution of the peo-
ple Who havae clung to the only bit of
their country that remains.

In the villages of Isenberghe and
Steenkerkhe, I saw the most abject
misery. The refugees who fled from
their homes arrived there with nothing
whatever of sustenance., Many of them
were only nali clothed. They now occupy
barns, attics and outhouses, sleep on
sacks filled with, straw, and are in great
need.

Twenty-four nuns,sisters of St. Vincent
de Paul, remained as long as they could
in théir villages, helping others less for-
tunate’ than themselves: They remained
too long, for th¢ Germans captured seven
of them. ‘I'he remaining seventeen fled,
and are now at Steenkerkhe, living in
an outhuilding. Seven of them are too

For their whole living expenses they
have six”/cents a day. Other nuns fled,
bringing with them bedridden inhabitants
of their villages. The only means they
had of conveying these aged refugees
were wheelbarrows.

Rich and Poor Alike.

The better classes have suffered as
much as the peasants. The Burgomaster
of Manneskevere, who was a prosperous
farmer, saw his home rased to the ground
and his wife killed by a shell. He has
five small children, with nothing to feed
or clothe them with. The priest at
Steenkerkhe is doing what he can for
them, but that. is very little.

There are many babies who must have
attention, and there are mothers who
must have clothing and nourishment. At
the present moment it is known that
there are forty-five hundred -children
within the line of fire. Gradually they
are being brought to La Panne, by nuns
and governesses, and taken from there
into France. 1 saw three hundred of
them Jleaving la Panne for their new
home. They were pale-faced little things,
with only the barest clothing on their
backs.

It is not difficult to understand the un-
speakable destitution which will be felt
as the Germans are gradually pushed
back from the frontier. There are six
million Belgians at the present moment
who would be starving In Belgium but
for the American Commission, -As soon
as they are released by the exit of the
enemy there must be some place where
they will be able to obtain food and
clothing

I am opning a depot at La Panne for
distributing these necessaries. -1 am ap-
pealing to the readers of your paper to
provide as many as they can.. And, tho
I realize that they have been most gen-
erous, and that there are many funds
which are making a similar appeal, 1
think the conditions of the Belgians in
Belgium will speak more eloquently
than L

WASHINGTON HAS
ONE MORE CHILL

Charges Respecting = Sinking
Of U-29 May Affect
Berlin’s Reply.

CHANCE FOR JINGOES

Von Tirpitz and Followers
May Be Able to Enforce

WASHINGTON, D. C., June 20.—
Berlin’s charge that the German sub-
marine U29 was rammed by a British
tank steamer, alleged fo be carrying
the Swedish flag, haJ aroused con-
siderable apprehension here. While
high officials continue optimistic as to
the tone of the German answer, there
is an undercurrent of feeling, never-
theless, that the alleged ramming of
the German submarine will give the
war party of Germany ammunition
with which to fight a conciliatory an-
swer to this country.

According to unofficial reports by
the German embassy, received here,
the U29 was sunk while investigating
the character of the British vessel.
That the charge will be seized upon
by Admiral von Tirpitzand his fellow
militarists in Germany, - to enforce
their demands for an abrupt note to
this country is believed here.

Two-Sided Argument.

Some officials say the loss of the
U29 will drive home a most paent argu-
ment of President Wilson in his note
of May 13, which was that it is impos-
sible for submarineés to comply with
the rules of international law regard-
ing the right of visit and search, and,
therefore, their use should be discon-
tinued.

In some circles it is asserted that
Germany may“cite the sinking of the
U29 as an argument in favor of the
continuance of this method of warfare.

The British admiralty statement is
that the U29 was sunk by one of his

Canada is not getting her share of
the war orders. The reason why and
romedy therefor we will discuss here-
after, In the meantime it is evident
that the United States is reaping a
rich harvest. Lead, zinc, copper and
other metals have reached record-
breaking prices, and there is a mark-
ed improvement in iron and steel pro-
ducts.

Our banks,
until last August, had no such advan-
tage, and we -can scarcely expect
them to impair their reserves and re-
plete their liquid strength by dis-
counting even short-time gilt-edge
paper of the belligerents to the extent
of fifty, or one hundred million dollars.

WINNIPEG, June 21.—F. C. Fuller-
ton, K.C., of Winnipeg, iald charges
before the royal co:inmission of in-
vestigation Into political corruption
in Manitoba that the twe 7political
parties of the province had made an
agreement Jor the government to pay
$560,000 to the opnosition for the drop-
ping of all election petitions. Mr.
Fullerton said that he represented
14 members of the legislature, and he
further charged that earlier this year
the old government and certain mem-
bers of the present government made
an agreement to drop the investiga-
tion and.to institute ecivil action
cgainst Thomas Kelly and Sons.

Petition of Members.

Mr. Fullerton presented his charges
in the forin of 2 petition from 14 mem-
bers of the Conservative party. He
referred (o the rumors of collusion
between the old and the new cabinet,
and said that a3z the people of the
province were. concerned to know
whether there was any trath in these
rumors he appeared to present evi-
dence which would establish that the
Tumor was well founded. He was
prepared to prove the following facts:

1. That some months prior to the
last session of the legislature the $50,-
000 agreement was signed.

2. That early in May the agreement
was made for the =ld government to

Members Decided on Probe.

Mr. Fullerton was cngaged as coun-
scl at a meeting of Conservative mem-
bers last Fiiday-and instructed to act
or: the evidcence placed at his disposal.

RUSSIANS IN NEED
OF WAR SUPPLIES

Correspondent  Says They
Lack Ammunition, Artillery,
Rifles, Powder.

GERMAN SPIES ACTIVE

Number of Magazine and Am-
munition Depots Blown
Up by Enemy.

NBEW YORK, June 20.—John VY.
Bass, an American war correspondent
who has been with the Russian army
in the east since last August, returned
today on the' American liner New
York on his way back to Chicago.

“The Russian army,” said Mr. Bass,
“is short of ammunition, artillery,
rifles and powder, which s chibfly duc
to a number of their magazines and

ammunition depots in Russia having
been blown up by German spies. One
of. the largest of these explosions was
at Petrograd, The Germans have a
regular system of espionage in Russia,
and some of the spies are officers in
the Russian army, who were of Ger-
man decent or German born. One of
these army spies was hanged at War-
saw while I was tliere. There wag al-
80 a great deal of German influence
in the Russian court, thru which the
svies obtained Information of the
movements of the army.
Can Lick Austrians.

“If the Russian army can obtain
plenty of ammunition, artillery and
rifles, it can hold the Germans and
lick the Austrians, I have seen a
small army of 5,000 men drawn up in
the rear of a battle line. waiting to
take the weapons and ammunition of
"hose ' who were either killed or put out
of action.

“Indeed, I have known many cases
of men being sent into the trenches
unarmed to take the rifles and car:-
ridges of those who were put out of

actiop. It was the only thing the
Russian commanders could do under
the conditions taey had to contend
with."”

RAWA RUSKA IN
GERMANS’ HANDS?
Berlin An:;;;es Town

Thirty-Two Miles From
Lemberg Taken.

KAISER SAW BATTLE

Drive on Lemberg Being Ap-
parently Staged for His
Benefit.

BERLIN, June 21, via London.—
BEmperor William, it was officially an-
nounced by the German war depart-
ment today, was present at the battle
of Beskid for possession of the Grodek
line. These Russian positions are to
the west of Lemberg, the Galician cap-
ital.

A further success in the Austro-
German. drive at the Galician capital
of Lemberg was announced today by
the war office. The statement says
that the town of Rawa Ruska, 32 miles
northwest of Lemberg, has been cap-
tured from the Russians.

The capture of Rawa Ruska by the
Austro-Germans cut the most wester-
ly line of communication leading from
Lemberg into Poland, and {s another
step in Gen. Mackensen’s effort to en-
circle the Galician capital.

To See Lemberg's Fall.

Lemberg is expedted to fall before
the eyes of the kaiser. The Ruyssians
are preparing to evacuate the city,
A despatol from Perémysi early today
reported that Austrian regiments are
storming the last line of Russian de-
fences on a ridge eleven miles from
the city and that Austrian shells are
.fa.lling in a western suburb of the Gal-
ician capital.

LONDON, Jane 21.—The Zeppelin
vaiders who visited the east coast of
England on the night of June &, caus-
iz the death of five persons and the
injury of 40 others, were turned back
at Woodford, eight miles from the
heart of London. On their homeward
cjurney they did considerable damage
to the Town of Gravesend and to ship-
ping at Tilbury. An explosive bomb
struck fhe Japanese liner Yasaka
Maru, and the stern and rear super-
structure were severely.
None of the crew was injured by the
bomb. The liner was not due to sail
for two weeks and only a few of the
sailors were on board.

A number of small craft anchored
near the liner were struck by peliets
from the bomb but were not badly
damaged.

“Dr. Pyne is the
only one authorized to speak on the
subject,” said Hon. Mr. Lucas.

Some time ago the same rumor was
in evidence, and on that occasion
Hon. Dr. Pyne denied that Te would
be in charge of the work.

Investigate Army Worm.
~ F. C. Patterson, who was sent out
by the Ontario. Department of Agri-
culture to investigate the reports of
the presence of the army worm In
Whitney, Algoma, reported back ‘o
the department that the  havoc
wrought in a space 14 miles by 4
miles was not tie work of the army
worm. Whatever form of insect it
was it has now died out after strip-
ping foliage from poplars and black
alder trees 109 a 70 mile area. Larvae
of the insect’ were sent to the cellege
at Guelph but at first sight experts
were ‘unable to say what kind of worm
it was.

Medals for Children.

As an incentive to the 12,000 chil-
dren raising potatoes in the Ontario
CGovernment’s competitions, the agri-
cultural department will award silver
medals_ to the boy or girl in each coun-
ty achieving the best results on their
80th of an acre farm. The department
expect the increase in the potato crop
as a result of their competition will
exceed 40,000 bushels, and are making
arrangements to market these direct
to the public.

Dynamiting at Walkerville.

Immediately upon receipt of the
rews of the dynamiting of the factory
of the Peabody Sales Corporation in
Walkerville yesterday, Attorney-Gen-
eral Lucas issued instructions to the
provincial police to investigate the
case.

NEUTRALITY OF BELGIUM.

When Belgium was declared “per-
petually neutral” it was quite as much
in the interests of the great powers as
in her own. A dangerous crisis over
the fate of Limburg has just been
passed, and both France and Prussia
had formed the habit of studying the
invasion of their respective countries

by way of Belgium. In nearly all
Moltke’'s memoranda of 1859-1869 on
‘possible Franco-German wars the

eventuality of a ¥French attack from
Belgium was taken into consideration.
Since 1870, however, the question has
been studied rather from the point of
view of German attack upon France
than vice-versa. and it is safe to say
that there was no problem of higher
strategy that had been so freely dis-
cussed as that of the violation of Bel-
gium’s neutrality., -

That Germany would not be restrained
by the old Treaty of London if it
suited her to attack France by way of

Belgium, was assumed on all sides
as the basis of discussion. Rightly
and naturally, the soldiers left the

question of public law and policy to
higher authority.

WEATHER IMPROVES

Slowness of Export Demand
Continues Potent Depress-
ing Influence.

CHICAGO, June  21.—Wheat prices
broke Mo below $1 a bushel today, the
first time for the 1915 crop. Slowness of
export demand, together with a north-
ward spread of the harvest, did a good
deal to force the decline.

Then came word that cutting
was general in important sections of Ii-
linois, Missouri and Indiana, and that the
first car of new wheat this season had
arrived at St. Louis. Besides, threshing
roturns from Oklahoma were said to show
vields greater than had been expected.
At this junoture, reselling by foreigners
appeared to deprive the bulls of any hope
which remained. During the rest of the
day liquidation proved general, and shorts
vigorously pressed the market still fur-
ther on the downgrade.
