MILLION DOLLAR PLANT

Direct Result of the Defeat of the
Reciprocity Pact.

MONTREAL, Oct. 4.—George J. Kil-
pin, local manager of the Imperial Oil

Discussing the Canadian general elec-
tion The New York Journal of Com-
merce says that *“the best response o
Canada’s refusal to trade on betteb
terms is to make the same ‘concession®
to all the: world that were offered’to
her, without asking anything in return,
There would be positive advantage in
it for us and it would do no harm that
others too would benefit. In all legiti-
mate trade the advantage is réciprocal
and injury to one party hurts-both,”
Thesé remarks present thé right view
of the fiscal polley of any  country.
Canada’s refusal to enter into an ex-
clusive reciprocal trade agreement was
fully justified on the one ground alone
that her tariff should be conditioned by
the interest of Canada and that such
changes as are deemed at any time ad-
visable 'should be of general applica-
tion. No better service has been done

RECORD OF NEW YORK SERVICE
. BOARD.
" How.valuable in the interest of the
public of New York City has been the
work of the state public service com-
mission is shown by a report of what
it has done in the four years of its
existence. Upwards of, 5000 eomplaints
concerning transportation alone were
received and investigated and many
imfprovements made in the operation of
the subway and surface lines. While
tfe number of passengers has greatly
idereased that ‘of fatal’accidents has
rallen frém 500 in the .fiscal year of
1007-8 to 334 for last year. The reduc-
tion is ‘miore remarkablé on the street
surface lines, the number of persons
killed dropping during the same period
from 303 to 169 or~only a little more
than a half.. This gratifying result is
attributable to the order for life-sav-
ing fenders and wheel guards. Many
dungerous grade crossings have beea
ordered to be removed and numerous
transfer privileges withdrawn after the
bankruptey o6f the Metropolitan Street
Railway system have been restored.
Wany improvements and reductions
in cost/to consumers have also been ob-
ta;ned in the electric light and gas
sgrvices. The saving in gas alone is
estimated at $1,260,000, KEleciric con-
tracts have been simplified and their
terms made public. Uniform systems
of,accounts and uniform forms for an-
nual and other reports have been es-
tablished for all companies under the
cd;nmisa!on's jurisdiction. But per-
haps the most noteworthy section in
the account of its stewardship is that
dealing with new security issues. Out
of applications by public service com-
p;;nlea for permission to issue a total
of$307,824,900 the commission approved
the issue of $89,153,219 and applications
aggregating $68,851,500 had still to be
cgnsidered at the date of the report.
Rrobably less than a half of these ap-
plications will be sanctioned and the
proportion is significant. Under the old
system public service companies were
manipulated without scruple for the
benefit of those who controlled them.

In addition to these direct labor co-
partnership organizations varlous pri-
vate companies have adopted the prin-
ciple into thelr business system. How
many have done that is not accurately
known, nor can they be sasily classifi-
ed. Perhaps it is in conmection with
gas manufacture that the labor co-
partnership principle has made great-
est progress, the number of workmen
participating for the vear ending De-
cember, 1009, being 20,000, and the
amount of profit divided upwards of
$460,000. The total profit to employes
since the schemes were adopted was
at that date over $2,900,000. TFor five
years the municipal gas department of
Stafford, Bngland, has had a systém of
profit sharing that has proved satls-
factory to both the city and the em-
ployes. The latter for six years have
made no application for an increase in
wages, nor has tiere been any com-
! plaint regarding conditions, while the
] price charged consumers s as
low as any in the Midlands
of England, ahd the department
contributes substantianlly for tax relief.
The bonuses paid the workers have
gradually risen from 7 1-2 per cent,
on the total wages paid In 1806-7 to
10 1-2 per cent. in 1910-11. :

It will
only ‘be by the closest cuitivation of
the finest British ideals that Canada
will escape the contamdnation of the
United States in matters which concern
the more humane and elevated aspects
of character.

HUNTING FOR INSECTS.

Interesting Experiments in Egypt to
Destroy the Pests.

¥ : 4
In order to increase their coliections
of insects, two entomologists, Messrs.
Apdres and Maire of Alexandria, Egypt,
tred to improve upon the' fermented
liquids commonly used for the purpose
of attracting insects. Their experi-
ments proved sexceedingly  successful,
according to /The Selentific American,
and in 1908 they .used them ta catch
the injurious moths that intest.the cot-
ton fields. For their first triais they
employed bands of ’jute cloth, four
inches wide and about 16 feet long,
soaked in the mixture, and--hung on
posts where the -wind would carry
the scent over the cotton flelds.
Attracted by Chloroform,
Moths were attracted by the hund-
and, by meang of chloroform, they
upefied, so  that "they dropped
ssels of water. As thie method
dure was mnot commerclally
, iInventors devised traps, in
*h insects 'could be cauglhit. They are
of bands of galvanized wire
gauze placed in a sianting position,
with a very narrow opening between
the bands to admit the moths.” Within
th(’fﬂ iraps the cloth strips are hung.
The moths feeqd on the llguor soaked
in the cloth strips, and drop into ves-

fsels_ of kerosene at the bottom. As many
as 5000 moths have been caught in one

of these traps in a single might. The
success of these experiments has re-
sulted in the use of a great many moth
traps, and the catches are counted by
thousands, greatly reducing the hand-

This is a notable improvement over
the same month last year, when'\the
number was 945 and the liabilities $15,~
1933,182, but the showing is not SO
!good when compared with the 813 de-
{faults involving only $8,446,029 in Sept-
ember, 1909. Compared with 1908 and
1907, however, when 1026 suspensions
fcr $17,771,895 and 866 for $18,935,227, re-
spectively, were reported, the exhibit
is eminently satisfactery.
