It gave the 
Grand Trunk the site for its head 
offices, which are on McGill street. It 
was an excellent investment for Mont­
real.

This is the day for all good Toron­
tonians and Ontarlons to get together. 
Leadership Is to those who will lead. 
The National Railways' headquarters 
is primarily a business question, and 
it is more than a Toronto business 
question. The Grand Trunk, which 
will soon be added to the National 
Railways, has three thousand miles of 
line In Ontario. Toronto is the cen­
tre of the territory where most of the 
all-the-year-round railway traffic of 
Canada originates. It is, therefore, 
appropriate for the board of trade to 
take the initiative, locally and provin- 
ctally, and unite all the aggressive 
forces of this province to save Win­
nipeg its excursion to Ottawa, and 
keep President Hanna and his band 
in our midst.

There is talk of the National Rail­
ways buying the Queen’s Hotel as the 
site for its head offices. That is pre­
mature. But the city should at once 
consider its interest in providing a 
suitable site for such a building, and 
prepare to submit something definite 
to the conference which the president 
of the board of trade can surely be 
relied upon to call.

This partial examination 

figures applied to bacis, 
rolls yields somewhat similar results. 
The per pound spreads between cost of 
live hoga and cost of uncured portions 
thereof rose like this: Backs from 4 1-2 
to 13 cents, bellies from 6 to 13 cents, 
and rolls from 2 1-2 to 9 cents. The 
half a cent higher cost per pound of 
backs over hams in 1914 became two 
cents more than hams in 1917—four 
hundred per cent.; the one cent addi­
tional on bellies became two cents in 
1917—cme hundred per cent., and the, 
difference of 2 1-2 cents between live' 
hogs and rolls climbed to 9 cents—or 
360 per cent.

The curing, selling and delivery 
costs in backs, bellies and rolls show 
some curious variations, 
cost the Davies Co. 
pound to cure, sell and deliver a bagk. 
In 1917 the cost was 13.86 cents 
pound. Bellies cost 3.49 
pound to transform from fresh meat to 
table bacon, as against 4.9 cents per 
pound in 1917; and rolls that 
cured in 1914 for 3.54 cents per pound 
required 5.62 cents in 1917.

Moral Turns to Abattoir.

Two Typical Hags.
Packers’ labor is about the cheapest 

in the manufacturing world. Roughly, 
the Davies plant has employed about 
700 people—exclusive/- of office and 
buying and selling force. The commis­
sioners’ report affects the years 1913- 
14-15-16 and 17. It gives particulars 
of “unit costs" of one hog each in 1914 
and 1917—In the early and latter peri­
ods of the war.

In 1914 the average weekly earnings 
of the factory force may be put at 
$9 each or $468 for the year. Seven 
hundred, people at $9 per week means 
a pay roll of $327,600 a year. In 1914 
the Davies Company’s profits were 
$269,269—or $386 for Ue $468 paid to 
each worker In the plant.

In 1917 the Davies’
$2,022,020. 
meantime the 
plant worker were $2,888, or $1,952 
more than each worker at $18 per 
week received. In 1914, then, the 
Davies’ profits per unit <yf tits factory 
force were 82 per cent- over and above 
his wages. In 1917, assuming the 
wages had doubled—which was not 
so—the profits were 303 per cent, of 
the wages per unit of Its factory force.

That is to say, supposing labor re­
ceived twice as much in 1917 as In 
1914, for every dollar It obtained the 
shareholders obtained three dollars and 
seventy-nine cents.

Probably her success is due in con­
siderable measure to her sex, as the 
advanoed voters had to c'-.oose between 
allowing the old precedent to be broken, 
and returning a mere man, and many 
of them, especially among the women, 
may have refrained from voting 
against her.

town or village to his residence which 
has a Junior O.H.A. team.

The following clauses automatically ex­
pire this year, having been adopted for 
season of 1918-19 only:

(a) Players absent from home after 
August 1 on national service, such a3 
farm work, etc., to be granted certif- 
cates to play, upon special application 
being made to the executive committee.

(b) Players residing In a town where 
there Is no O.H.A. team may play with 
the club in the nearest O.H.A. town or 
village which has a population of 6000 or 
less.

This means that all players must play 
In their home towns this year, and must 
qualify under the residence rule.

IJF H. Cole of Burlington has an 
amendment to debar senior O.H.A. play­
ers from playing any games at all In the 
Intermediate series. He proposes that 
the rule be changed so as to read: "No 
man ahall be eligible to play in the inter­
mediate series who has played In 
senior scheduled match In the same sea­
son." Mr. Cole points out, the experi­
ence of his own club last year, wh.ch 
was eliminated by the Hamilton Tigers 
by the aid of several senior players, who 
qualified under the old rule.

Ottawa, Nov. 28.—How the cost of 
living has jumped steadily since the 
war is Illustrated anew by compara­
tive statistics compiled by the depart­
ment of labor, covering the weekly 
cost of a family budget of staple foods, 
fuel. Lighting and rent since 1900.

The increase eince 1914 is particu­
larly striking: commodities and servi­
ces which cost $14.47 per week in 1914 
cost $22.93 in October of this year. 
There Is an advance all along the line, 
and not only between the \ptX1od» 
mentioned, but also in several in­
stances since the armistice a year ago.

Beefsteak, which sold at 26c in 1914, 
was 36c last month, this being slightly 
less than last year. Fresh pork, 20c a 
pound when the war started- was 39c 
In 1 October. The difference between 
thé bacon price at the beginning of 
the war and when the figures were 
compiled was the difference between 
26c and 55c.

How Prices Climb.
Fresh eggs increased from 35c to 

70c: milk, from 8c to 14c; butter 
doubled in price, jumping from 35c to 
70c; cheese, from 22c to 39c; bread, 
16 pounds, from 67c to $1.18; sugar, 
4 pounds, from 31c to 50c; tea, from 
9c to 15c; potatoes, from 17c to 35c; 
anthracite coal, l-16th ton, from 53c to 
84c; hard wood, l-16th cord, from 42c 
to Sic; average weekly rentals, from 
$4.85 to $5.55, and, lighting, from 
$1.80 to $3.14.

As compared with a year ago, when 
the armistice was declared, butter Is 
VP 18c; sugar, lc, and fresh pork, 3c. 
the other articles are the same, or 
■Sightly less.

Steel bridges had an average life 
of 60 years, and in buildings the first 
Are, if the building is not fireproof, will 
cause the collapse of the structure. 
Steel bridges were destroyed by a 
very slight amount of rusting. Some­
times not the steel, but the inferior and 
faulty cement abutments were to 
blame, having poor foundations.

Fifteen years ago there were only 
about 100 concrete bridges in all Am­
erica. There are as many now in the 
vicinity of Toronto, 
pated that in' a few years concrete 
bridges would entirely replace steel. 
The first considerable concrete bridge 
was that at Massey, built in 1908, with 
a 92-foot span. This was an earth- 
filled type, the largest of this type, 
approaching the economic limit, being 
the Tower bridge, Halifax, With 144 
feet span.

First Open Spandril.
In 1910 the Wadsworth bridge over 

the Humber, at Weston, was the first 
open spandril arch type. In 1918 one 
at Port Arthur has a 130-foot span. 
The Oakville bridge, designed by Mr. 
Barber in collaboration with Prof. 
Young, has a main span of 135 feet 
with eight approaching spans, 600 feet 
in all. The Calgary bridge has three 
160 feet spans. It was designed by 
Geo. W. Craig and G. F. Green. 
Saskatchewan bridge has three spans 
over 160 feet each, the concrete in all 
being ever 1,000 feet. This was de­
signed by the department of high­
ways, under D. C. Linton and D. P. 
Luton. The Peterboro bridge has a 
main span of 235 feet and was design­
ed by Mr. Barber in association with 
Claude Bragdon, the architect.

There had been a failure on the part 
of the engineers to co-operate with the 
architect to achieve beauty of design. 
The result had been a confusion of de­
sign and a failure to realize expres­
sion and truthfulness in its form and 
detail. With proper co-operation and 
harmonious regard for what was de­
sired beauty would be found lurking In 
its lines.

In regard to the future of the two 
non-constructed civic lines—Bloor and 
Mount Pleasant—which the board 
managed to so tangle up that even the 
city officials hardly know where they 
stand, something definite was accom­
plished. The mayor last night told 
The World that both Bloor and Jdount 
Pleasant lines would be constructed 
by the city at onçe if the council pass­
ed on Monday the board of contAI'e. 
recommendations- Immediately the 
council passed the report—on Tues­
day, if possible—advertisements will 
be issued calling for tenders for the 
construction. At the expiration of six 
weeks the contracts will be awarded 
and the construction of the railway 
commenced as soon as the weather 
allows. As all civic car lines are to 
remain in the hands of the council 
until 1921, the new transportation 
commission, which. It is expected, will 
be created early in the spring, will 
have no voice in the Mount Pleasant 
line construction. Provided there is 
not a nigger in the woodpile some­
where, this solution of a difficult prob­
lem seems to be satisfactory to all 
the parties concerned.

Points in Dispute.
In reconstructing the transportation 

report, the board took the following 
five points as being in dispute: (1) 
Three or five commissioners; (2) ques­
tion of salary; (3) what to do with 
civic car lines;. (4) financial features; 
(5) powers of the commission.

The board decided .points one and 
two, to the effect that the commis­
sion consist of three members, and 
that they be unpaid. In regard to the 
civic car lines, the board decided to 
retain them Until 1921, and for 
lines to be constructed up to that 
date' the council would have to pro­
vide the money thru private bills In 
the legislature.
