In East St. Louis the railroads and 

the river interests were the heaviest 
losers by the storm. The former will 
not get off cheaper than 3750,000 and 
the latter suffered to the extent of per­
haps 3300,000. The loss to steamboat 
men was not only In the vessels de­
stroyed, but in wharfage, freight and 
material. The fire 
loss of 3500,000 and the individual 
losses of property owners will swell 
the total to between 33,500,000 and 34,- 
000,000. In the country and the va­
rious small towns that were touched 
by the storm there is no means cf 
getting at the property loss. Theie is 
no basis even for an estimate.

The serious feature of nearly all the 
damage done is that substantially all' 
of it is unprotected by insurance^ The 
damage In East St. Louis by fire will 
of course be made good by the insur­
ance companies, but where the damage 
was done by wind, as it was in almost 
ail cases, the property is not protected 
by the policies and the loss falls en­
tirely upon the owners.

Tour directors submit with much 

confidence the report of the company 
for the past year. Speaking compara­
tively, and having regard to existing 
financial conditions, the showing for 
the year may be accepted as a good 
one. On former occasions both the 
president and myself in moving the

After operating their electric system 

for three or four years, the Hamilton 
Street Railway Company allege that 
they are not making enough to pay a 
fair dividend to their shareholders. The 
company has, accordingly, applied to 
the City Council for a modification of 
Its agreement. Although the agree­
ment ln question Is a hard and fast 
business contract, the Hamilton aider- 
men think they are Justified ln alter- 
ng the conditions ln favor of the share­
holders. A peculiar feature of the 
shareholders’ proposal for obtaining re­
lief is a reduction in the price of tick­
ets. The city agrees to forego its mileage 
percentage, amounting to 87600 a year, 
while the company proposes to sell 36 
limited tickets and 28 regular tickets 
for a dollar. This reduction in the 
price* of tickets is ostensibly given ln 
consideration of the city’s relieving the 
company of the mileage. As a matter 
of fact, the reduction will not diminish 
the company’s Income ln the slightest 
degree. On the contrary. It will be 
found that the reduced rates will result 
ln largely increasing the company's 
business. If the company did not an­
ticipate an Increased Income, the 
change would never have been suggest­
ed or agreed to by them. The street 
car ticket Is gradually coming down, 
the same as everything else, In these 
days of universal cheapness.

Lord Durham, so well known In sport* 
lug circles on account of his determined 
efforts to purify the EnglWBSturf of cer­
tain unsavory features— crusade which 
led another well-known s'portsman. Sir 
veorge Chetwyud, to bring an unsuccess­
ful suit for libel against him—has Just 
completed a transaction of a somewhat 
colossal character by selling 
Wear Valey colierles to Sir J 
for the sum of $7,000,000.

These collerlçs have hitherto formed the 
Backbone of the earl's property, yielding 
him an income of $400.000 per annum. 
Their output is about 12,000 ton^ a day, 
and at the port of Sunderland the coal 
Vntil now has been shipped from' 
earl’s own superb Lambton docks on to 
the vessels of his own Lambtott fleet, 
whose red and white black-striped fun­
nels are known to every European port.

Lord Durham la tired of all the worry 
'and annoyance to which «he has been sub­

citizens. The Harbor Commissioners 
also quote the reports of every City 
Engineer from Mr. Bhanly down to 
Mr. Keating, and also Mr. Mansergh, 
as evidence of the prejudicial results 
to the harbor from the constant deposit 
in Its waters of the city sewage, 
which is estimated at 250 tons per day.
It may possibly prove cheaper In the

it and forwards to the City Clerk for 
registration.

Moscow, May 29.—This morning the 
Imperial regalia, which were used In 
the celebration ceremonies in the Ca­
thedral of the Assumption last Tues­
day, were transferred from the throne 
room, the Hall of 8L Andrew, in the 
Kremlln_ Palace, to their depository 
In the Treasury. The ceremony at­
tending the transfer was similar to 
that employed last Monday when the 
regalia were takes to 
room. Upon that occasion, as to-day, 
these symbols of Imperial authority 
were removed with great pomp, and 
the bejeweled symbols; were guarded 
by numerous military and court repre­
sentatives. The regalia will later be 
taken tu St Petersburg, to be used 
in the ceremonies which are 
place after the return of the 
and Empress to the capital. A recep­
tion was given to the distinguished 
ladies attending the coronation festi­
vities by the Emperor and Empress at 
1.30 o’clock this afteimoon in the 
Palace of the Kremlin. The weather 
continued to be bright and' clear and 
the streets were still filled with visi­
tors.
