For ty-second-street.

The 125 men brought to New York by tbe 
Relief constitute the last batch of surgical 
esses that remained In Cuba. They were 
the men who received the worst injuries, 
which, Major Torney says, accounts for tbe 
number of deaths which have occurred since 
the vesaef left Cuba.

With the exception of those whose wounds 
preclude recovery—and they are not many- 
all the patients on the Relief are doing 
well.

le ReliefProposal Made Througli M. Jnlea 
Cambon, the French Ambae- 

■ador at Washington.
Washington, D.C., July 26.—Tbe Spanish 

Government has sued for peace,not indirect­
ly through the great powers of Europe, but 
by a direct appeal to President McKinley. 
The proposition was formally submitted to 
the President at 3 o'clock this afternoon 
by the French Ambassador, M. Jules Cam­
bon, who had received Instructions from tbe 
Foreign Office at Paris to deliver to the 
United States Government the tender of 
peace formulated by the Spanish Ministry. 
At the conclusion of the conference between 
the President and the French Ambassador 
the following statement was Issued from the 
.White House:

“The French Ambassador, on behalf of 
the Government of Spain and by direction 
of the Spanish Minister of Foreign Affairs, 
presented to the President this afternoon 
at the White House a message from the 
Spanish Government, looking to the ter­
mination of the war, and the settlement of 
terms of peace."
w This was the only official statement made 
public, but it sufficed to put at rest all 
conjectures and to make clear and definite 
that at last Spain had taken the Initiative 
towards peace, 
have been current almost daliy heretofore 
since the war began, not one of them had 
the shadow of foundation, and until the 
French Ambassador received Instructions 
from Paris late last night, no overtures of 
any kind had been received. Shortly before 
midnight last night a despatch .to the 
French Embassy made it known to tbe Em­
bassy that the Ambassador would be charg­
ed with the Important mission of opening 
peace negotiations 4è behalf Of Spain. The 
complete Instructions, Including an official 
letter from Duke Almodovar de Rio, Span­
ish Minister of Foreign Affairs, were receiv­
ed this morning. Thereupon M. Thlebaut, 
First Secretary of the Embassy, called at 
the State Department and asked that an 
hour be appointed for a call by Ambassador 
Gambon on the President. The purpose of 
the call was not stated.

It was arrafiged at the White House that 
the call should be made at 3 o’clock. M. 
Cambon first went to the State Department, 
where be was joined by Secretary Day and 
the two then proceeded together to. the 
White House.

The call lasted about half an hour, and 
after the first formalities had been execut­
ed by M. Cambon, tbe talk became general 
end quite informal, the President, Ambas­
sador and the Secretary of State discussing 
the outlook for a conclusion of hostilities.

Only In General Term».
The proposition submitted by the Ambas­

sador, acting for the Spanish Government, 
was quite general in terms and was con­
fined to the one essential point, of an earn­
est plea that negotiations be opened for the 
purpose of terminating the war and arriv­

ing at terms of peace. The communication 
of the Spanish Government did not suggest 
any specific terms of peace, nor was there 
any reference made to Cuba, Porto Rico, 
the-Philippines, or other Spanish posses­
sions.

& village of about 20 houses.

The Spaniards were completely taken by 
surprise. Almost the first they knew of 
the approach of the army of Invasion was 
in the announcement contained In the fir­
ing of a gun from the Gloucester, saucily 
demanding that the Spaniards haul down 
the flag of Spain, which was floating from 
a flagstaff In front of a blockhouse standing 
to the east of the village. The first couple 
of three-pounders were fired Into the hills 
right and left of the bay, and In order to 
scare the enemy, as the fighting yacht pur­
posely avoided firing into the town, lest 
her projectiles hurt the women and child­
ren.

The Gloucester then hove to within 
about 600 yards of the shore and lowered 
a launch having on board a colt rapid firing 
gun and 30 men under the command of 
Lieut. Huse, and she was sent ashore with­
out encountering any opposition.

“Old Glory” Hoisted.
Quartermaster Bock thereupon told Yeo­

man Lacy to haul down the Spanish flag, 
which was done, and they then raised on 
the flagstaff the first United States flag to 
float over Porto Rican soli.

Suddenly about 30 Spaniards opened Are 
with Mauser rifles on the American party. 
Lieut. Huse and his men responded with 
great gallantry, the colt gun doing effec­
tive work.

when, In the peace negotiations, the ques­
tion of the Philippine Islands comes np.

10RONTO BOWLERS WIN IN LONDON Old People of Cuba, In a State of 
Starvation, Call tor Help.

Guantanamo Bay, July 26.^The following 
pitiful appeal haa been addressed by the 
starving people of Clenfùegos to Rear Ad­
miral Sampson: Hon. Sir,—The Cubans, 
old men, women and children, resident In 
the town of Clenfuegos and this neighbor­
hood, are all dying of hunger. The yonng 
men are all In the field with the American 
troops and have not shoes, neither food. All 
the provisions In this town are In the hands 
of the Spaniards. Cubans cannot obtain a 
piece of bread, as It is necessary to send 
everything to the field. The Weyler system 
is In his way. The situation Is terrible. If 
yon, honorable air, do not oome quick with 
yonr squadron In our help and take posses­
sion of tMs town we shall be lost. We beg 
you to precipitate your operations. About 
5000 old men, women and children shall die 
of hunger In this poor town. Some of these 
old men have four or five sons fighting for 
his freedom 
situation.
States do not come quick In our help we 
are lost.

AO AIN ST PROHIBITION.

Wherever Prohibition Law Was 
Passed It Has Failed, Says n 

Methodist Divine.
Sackville, N.B., July 26.—At the morn­

ing session of the Methodist church 
yesterday, the pastoral letter drawn up 
by the recent Ministerial Conference 
held at Charlottetown, l*. E. 1-, was 
read- Among the items in the letter de­
signated “Church Enterprises” was the 
coming plebiscite, and to this portion of 
the letter Dr. David Allison, president 
of the Mount Allison College and Uni­
versity, addressed the congregation. The 
letter in dealing with the iasue stated 
that no Methodist vote should be polled 
other" than for prohibition.

“I do not care to say,” said Dr. Alli­
son. “whose enterprise this proposed 
plebiscite is. but I do say that it is no 
enterprise of the Methodist church, and 
when I read that I am expected to com­
mend this congregation to vote for pro­
hibition, in justice to my own convic­
tions, and to what history -teaches me, 
I am bon rid to hesitate. Where on this 
earth has prohibition succeeded? it has 
been tried in different places, but w.tb 
uniform failure, and I may well ask why 
should it be expected .to succeed in Can­
ada? I well remember the passage of 
the old New Brunswick law, and the 
great celebration we had in Sackville to 
commemorate the event. There were 
speeches full of jubilation because of 
the new law, but one reverend dirine 
said he cared not for the law. He 
would rejoice when it was enforced- I 
feel the same towards the question of 
prohibition. While the votes of the 
people may bring prohibition to us a 
law. the support of the people is not 
behind the law, and it will be as in­
effectual as a dead statute on the books. 
Looking at the matter as I must look 
at it I cannot recommend the great 
body of Methodists to vote for prohibi­
tion. I can readily endorse**the action 
on this matter taken by the Anglican 
Synod at Halifax recently, when a reso­
lution was passed urging the clergy to 
do all in their power to check the evils 
of intemperance. Personally I could 
not vote for the saloon, and I certainly 
could not vote for a measure which was 
only calculated to deceive a portion of 
our people, and which would not further 
the cause of temperance one particle.”

The outspoken sentiments of Dr. Alli­
son have created considerable excite­
ment. owing to the universal respect 
in which his opinion is held in scholastic 
and religious circles.

EUROPEAN POLITICS.

A Great European War Predieted 
in the Near Future.

Madison, Win, July 26.—E. Benjamin An­
drews, recently ejected Superintendent of 
Schools of Chicago, In his address before 
the Monona Lake Assembly, spoke on “ Eu­
ropean politics,” predicting a gltoxt Euro­
pean war in the near future. In which 
the United States would be dragged if it 
did not go in of Its own accord. He de­
scribed the strengthening of the fortifica­
tions and preparation» for war in every 
country in Europe.

“Yon may ask what force in Europe pre­
serves peace in Europe,” he said. “This 
peace force Is the money power, the great 
financiers, whose Interests are entirely op­
posed to war. There are large numbers of 
people, Intelligent, thoughtful people, who 
believe that a general war would kill off 
enough of the laboring people to solve the 
labor question. Those who were left could 
be paid larger wages and live on a higher 
plane."

A MILLION IN YELLOW DUST.

Some Klondllcers Are Bavlig Lack 
In the Hunt for Gold.

Seattle, Wash., July 26.—The steamer 
Cl aries Nelson arrived here yesterday from 
St. Michael’s, with 157 passengers from 
Dawson, and bringing gold dust, estimated 
all the way from <1,000,000 to <1,500,000. 
The purser, M. A. Tucker, said: “I believe 
that one million and a halt is a fair esti­
mate. Of that amount I can vouch for 
<(00,000, which was turned over to me and 
placed In the steamer’s safe.”

One man, Mr. Tucker says, had <175,000 
and another #126,000. He would not dis­
close their names. Prof. T. 8. IJppy, his 
father and two brothers carried off the 
same steamer nine canvas sacks, which 
weighed about 100 pounds each. This was 
the clean-up from Ltppy’a claim, No. 10, 
Eldorado.

Ingersoll, July 26.—For some weeks past 

a mysterious Individual baa been Hvlng In 
the woods In the vicinity of Ingersoll. So 
many petty thefts have been reported to 
Chief SkIrving that he suspected the mys­
terious tramp and decided to arrest- him. 
Ike chief was warned that he had a re­
volver, aad bad threatened peaceable till- 
sens. In company with Constable Cook, 
Dandy McCarty and George TJren, he pro­
ceeded to a patch of Farmer Uren’s woods, 
and on the Grand Trunk Hallway embank- 
ment lurked the hobo In the snn. While 
Mr. Uren and Mr. McCarty attracted his 
attention In front, Chief Skirting and Con­
stable Cook stopped up to him from be­
hind. Instantly his hand reached for his 
hip pocket, and he drew ont a revolver and 
tried to press It against Cook’s aide. The 
chief, however, quickly seised his hand, and 
he was Immediately disarmed and hand­
cuffed. The revolver was loaded, and he 
bad nine spare cartridges, also a razor and 
Jack-knife. These tramps are a menace to 
the country at large.

Napanee, July 26,-Both partie» In the 

bank robbery case are hard at work. The 
Pinkertons are ont each day looking up 
people to Identify some of the prisoners. 
Il Is said their chief object now Is to Identi­
fy Mackle as one of the tramps who hovered 
about here the week before the robbery. 
The theory Is that Mackle sometimes came 
down from Belleville, spent the afternoon 
with Pare and Holden In the bush, and re­
turned home In the evening. At the time 
that Holden was brought in on Saturday a 
family of four or five, living not far from 
that grove, were Just coming out of the 
jail, where they had been on an Identifica­
tion mission. Their story Is that the 
tramps came to the house for water, and 
were generous to the children with chewing 
gam or candles, and one of the little girls 
remarked to Mackle in the cells : “Oh, yon 
■re the man who had the nice watch!” 
Another man, apparently an Indian, has 
been in this morning to see them, but who 
he was expected to Identify or what vas 
the result Is not known. The detectives 
have been busy every day, and it Is now 
reported that they are all reqdy with their 
witnesses.

The lawyers for the prisoner» also claim 
to be ready, that they have been ready and 
anxious for dsys. If these statements are 
correct, the chances are that the hearing 
will begin In real earnest on Friday morn- 
las.

The Late Mrs. Lynn Linton.
London Dally Mali.

Mrs. Lynn Linton, who has Jnst died at 
Malvern, was not only oneher residence at 

of the most widely read novelists of our 
time, but will be foe long remembered as 
one of the most pungent critic» of her sex.

She was born at Keswick on Feb. 10, 
1822, her father being vrear of Crosthwalte, 
and her mother the daughter of Bishop 
Goodenough of Carlisle.

She was somewhat of e “revolting daugh­
ter," and spent more time among her fath­
er’s well-stocked bookshelves than he ap­
proved. She early formed an ambition to 
lrave a career, which likewise scandalized 
her family. For those times she was de­
cidedly "advanced.”

She came to London when 23 years of 
age. and began her atory-wrttlng with 
“Azeth," the Egyptian. This she followed 
up with "Amymone: A Romance of the 
Days of Pericles," which she brought out 
with the enqpnragement end advice of Wal­
ter Savage Landor. Among her best-known 
earlier works are; “Witch Stories,” "Grasp 
Your Nettle" (1865), and “Ourselves: Es­
says on Women." It was, however, wttn 
the publication In 1872 of "The True His­
tory of Joshua Davidson" that her name 
was really made; and no long Interval 
elapsed before this book was followed' by 
“Patricia Kemball.” "The World Well 
Lost," “Under Which Lord?” “With a 
Silken Thread,” “Christopher Kirkland,” 
and many more. "

! Reserve Wheat Is Scares.
The present supply of available reserve 

wheat 1» said to be the lowest known for 
many years past, and probably by Aug.
1 not a single bushel of this reserve will be 
obtainable. In this country at least. On the 
other hand, the production of wheat this 
year throughout the world may be Ihe larg- 

record. Here, at least, it promises 
to ecllp.e that of previous years.

“On July 1 of this year," said 
Greens, managing editor of Bradstreet’s, 
“the amount of available reserve wheat Iu 
this country and Canada was within 2900 
bushels of being the lowest on record since 
1885. The amount held east of the Rocky 
Mountains was the smallest since 1889, al­
though the stock on the Pacific Coast was 
heavier than In any of the preceding 14
^ “The aggregate of American wheat sup­
plies on July 1 was very small, being 7,000,- 
000 bushels less than that held last July, 
and but one-third the amount available on 
July 1. 1896. The low water mark in the 
American reserve Is usually reached about 
Aug. 1, and present Indications are that the 
first of August this year will bring the al­
ready depleted holdings down to an un­
precedentedly low point. Despite large ar­
rivals of new wheat last July this coun­
try's visible supply was reduced 2,000,000 
bushels. As to the present month the ar­
rivals will have to be exceptionally large 
to make up for loss in old stocks.

“Regarding European supplies, the total 
holdings on July 1. namely, 58,600,000 bush­
els, were only 8,300,000 bushels in excess 
of ’a year ago. At the beginning of the 
present month they were only 12,000.000 
bushels less than at the beginning of the 

The decrease In American holdings, 
as compared with last year, has been 
about counterbalanced by the Increased 
holdings in Europe. The total visible re- 
g$»rve wheat in the United States, Canada, 
Europe and afloat on Jnly 1, was Ipm than 
80.000.000 bushels,as against about 100,000,- 
000 bushels held on June 1. and more than 
7S.O00.000 bushels last July.

"Up to July 1 of this year, the total re- 
serve held In Europe or bound to European 
ports was 58,600,000 bushels: In Australia. 
3.800,000 bushels: lit the principal ports of 
Argentina. 1.400,000 bushels nnrtin the 
United States and Canada, 21.004.000 bush­
els. As these are the principal wheat pro­
ducing countries, the world's available re­
serve wheat, on July 1, 1898, is estimated 
to have be«>. 84,804.000 bushels, or 22,600.- 
000 bushels less than that held on June 1, 
In these countries; 49.000.000 bushels less 
than rite supply on Jaa. 1. 1898. and only 
4 700.000 bushels larger than the visible 
supply on July 1, 1807, the latter date 
marking the lowest point ever reached iu 
the world's supply.
