Poultry Suppliesline, but It was competed to give to return 

compensating concessions In the shape of 
reduced freight rates to the people of the 
Northwest. Whether or not the concessions 
grunted by the O.P.R. were a "full equiva­
lent for the bonus given by the Govern­
ment, the public must judge as best 18 
can. It Is difficult to compare a lump sura 
of money with the advantages arising to 
the public from a reduction to freight 
chargee. How far the one counterbalanced 
the other we are not prepared to say. The 
fact to which we wish to draw attention 
Just now Is this, that the Government took 
advantage of the C.P.R."s necessity to de­
mand an abatement of Its right to make 
Its own freight tariff In the Northwest.

The C.P.R. Is to-day «till forcibly 
trenched in the Northwest thru Its monopo­
listic privileges, and notably thru the clause 
In Its charter which prohibit» Parliament 
from Interfering with Its freight tariff un­
til such time as the road pays 10 per cent, 
on the actual cost of its system. Repeated 
efforts have been made to Parliament to 
compel the C.P.B. to declare what the 
actual cost of Its system was, with a view 
to ascertaining whether the time had not 
arrived for doing away with this monopo­
listic feature la the company’» charter, bo 
for nothing has been done in this respect, 
altho Messrs. Maclean and Richardson for 
the last two or three sessions have been 
fighting along this line, and Insisting that 
no further privileges shall be given to the 
C.P.R. unless the company consents to the 
repeal of the 10 per cent, monopoly clause.

Still another privilege In which the C.P. 
R. to protected by Parliament Is the com­
pany’s exemption from municipal taxation 
on Its unpatented lands. The existence 
of this exemption privilege has resulted In 
endless dissatisfaction among the people of 
the Northwest. The question Is a live 
Issue to the west, and the Improvement of 
the country will be slow and unsatisfactory 
as long as the company’s immense hold­
ings are exempt from municipal taxation. 
This Is another feature of the company's 
monopolistic charter that must before long 
be abandoned or got rid of.

Another western monopoly has developed 
In connection with the coal lands of the 
Crow’s Nest country. In virtue of the 
deal which resulted In the construction of 
the Crow's Nest Railway, the 
coal fields of that district were 
partitioned off among three parties, viz., 
the C.P.R., the Crow’s Nest Coal Com­
pany and the Dominion Government. The 
latter received, or to to receive, fifty thous­
and acres of these coal measures. The 
Crow's Nest Company and the C.P.R. hold 
the balance. But there Is an agreement 
between the Crow's Nest Company and 
the C.P.R., In virtue of which the latter 
undertakes to refrain from developing Its 
property for ten years, and if the Domin­
ion Government Is not similar’}- bound by. 
a specific agreement, the understanding 1s 
that the Crow's Nest Company shall not 
be subjected to competition as long as It 
does not raise the price of coal above two 
dollars per ton on the cars. As matters 
stand, the Crow’s Nest Company has an 
absolute monopoly of the Kootenay coal 
fields, and It will enjoÿ, that monopoly for 
the remainder of the tenu of ten years, of 
which about two years have run. The 
Crow’s Nest Company now approaches 
the Gbverument with a request to charter

When Great Britain adopted the policy of 
free trade over 50 years ago, It was thought 
that other nations might follow her ex­
ample, and that British products would find 
their way Into the markets of other nations 
on equally os liberal terms as sack nations 
enjoyed in the British market. She finds, 
however, she has only had “free Imports” 
—not free trade, and at every point dhe Is 
met by hostile tariffs. The ^conditions are 
rapidly changing; lt Is unlikely that Great 
Britain will be able to stand the strain 
placed upon her by Indefinitely continuing 
he liberal policy. A better understanding 
within the Empire on trade matters would 
be of great commercial benefit—lt would 
also strengthen thej sentimental bond and 
make us stronger in any common cause, es­
pecially that of defence. I hope this board 
will continue the work in which It has been 
so prominent in the past, of advocating pre­
ferential trade within the Empire.

To Carry Ore From Lake Superior 
Mines to the Furnace# of the 

Corporation.

New York, Jsn. 29.-The Board of the 
American Steel and Wire Company has 
voted to advance prices on standard goods 
$2 per ton, effective at once.

The statement to the stockholders for the 
year ending Dec. 81, 1900, shows net earn­
ings of $8,002,129. of which $1,000,000 1* 
marked off for depredation.

Concerning the purchase of lake steamers 
the statement to the stockholders says:

"As the company Is now tbe owner of 
Iron ore mines on Lake Superior, It was 
deemed , necessary by the Board of Directors 
that we also become Independent of pos­
sible freight combinations in transporting 
ore to our furnaces, and, looking to this 
end,the directors have negotiated for the 
purchase, from the American Steamship 
Company, of 12 large steel boats of a 
capacity sufficient to carry practically all 
of the ore used by this company. This 
purchase was made hy the guarantee on 
the part of the American Steel.and Wire 
Company of 20 year 5 per cent, sinking 
fund bonds to the amount of $5,030.000 
(this bring the entire purchase price) 
secured by a mortgage on the boats pur­
chased. Based upon the aveiage lake 
freight rates tor the past -49—years, we 
predict that this fleet of 12 steamers will 
earn annually at least suffldent to pay the 
Interest upon the bonds and provide 
for a sinking fund sufficient to retin­
al! of these bonds before maturity, thus 
leaving the American Steel and Wire Com 
pany the owner of the entire fleet free 
from Incumbrance, and without the invest­
ment of one dollar.
