Dr. W. A. Young, who was driving 
hie blue ribbon highetepper to the ring, 
Immediately handed the lines to Ms 
groom and went to the woman’s asedet- 
aance. Incidentally It might be men­
tioned that tbe report which spread 
that the horses ran away is untrue.

Dr. Young said teat night that Mme. 
La Blonche was ln a Beml-oaaectous 
condition. The lower part of the body 
is paralyzed and there is anaesthesia, 
or toes of feeling, ln Uje lower Hmba. 
This Is due either to the concussion 
from the fall or, what is to be feared, 
to the dislocation of some of the tones 
of vertebrae, 'line full extent ot the 
injuries will not be known until to-day.

The accident occurred when Mile. 
La Blonche had gone about one-third 
of the way along the rope. The de­
scent and the sag ln the rope, com­
bined with her fall on the tan bark, 
made the accident much less severe 
than it might have been. As It was 
she fell with sickening force on the 
ground.

Medical attention was at once ren­
dered, Lr. young being present, and 
the ambulance having been sent for, 
Miss La Blonche was removed to the 
Emergency Hospital. First aid was 
given by Dr. Graham and Dr. Mill, 
and morphine administered to the 
patient, who was suffering great pain 
and evidently had received 
temal Injuries. She was removed as 
speedily as possible to the General 
Hospital.

The cause of the accident was the 
breaking of the wire rope at the wait 
end, where it Is attached and tightened 
by a pulley arrangement. When be­
ing erected in the afternoon It broke 
three times with the strain, and the 
exhibition official specially called Mile. 
La Blonche’s attention to state of the 
wire and warned her of tho danger. 
She Insisted on having It fastened 
as usual and then had two men hang 
upon It to test Its strength. She was 
satisfied then, and said;

“It Is all right for me.” The rope 
and tackle are Miss La Blonche’s own, 
provided by herself for the perform­
ance. About four years ago she had 
a similar accident.

No net is suspended.under the cable, 
as Is usually the case in dangerous 
aerial performances, but It was not 
considered that there was any special 
risk ln the act.

The accident was ln full view of the 
thousands to the grand stand.

ciation. This was decided upon at a 
meeting of the executive in the St. 
Charles Hotel last night, 
ventlon will embrace extensive exhib­
its of all the newest types of machines 
for the manufacture of cement pro­
ducts. Some of the' highest authorities 
on cement and concrete construction 
ln all its phases will be invited from 
England and the United States to ad­
dress the gathering.

It was further decided to petition the 
Dominion Government for an appro­
priation with which to conduct cement 
and concrete teets, much along the 
same lines as one now being conducted 
to St. Louis, Mo., towards which the 
United States Government gives an 
annuity of 1100,000.

Bee Economics.
The organization of bee life ig a fas­

cinating study. The workers In a bee­
hive may be divided, says The Univer­
sity Correspondent, into (1) harvesters, 
who bring in honey and pollen from 
flowers, wax from buds of pines and 
poplars, writer to mix with pollen and 
honey to make the pasty food for the 
larvae; (2) scavengers, who In early 
morning carry out debris, Including 
dead, rick or injured workers; (3) ven­
tilators. who stand erect and keep their 
wings in continual movement in order 
to ventilate the hive; (4) guards, who 
defend the hive from wasps, robber 
bees and other enemies.

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PROBLEM OF UNEMPLOYMENT.
To all appearances the coming winter 

Is likely to be distinguished by the ex­
tent of unemployment and consequent 
distress ln the Industrial centres of the 
world. From a return compiled by the 
British local government board, to the 
order of the president, Mr. John,Bums, 
It appears that up to March 31 of tills 
year, 42,766 applications for relief were 
entertained . by the London distress 
committee, and 108,206 by the English 
provincial committees. These figures 
are much in excess of any previously 
recorded In most of the centres, par­
ticularly London, and the outlook for 
this year Is still more gloomy.

The disturbances ln Glasgow are an 
Indication of the problem already cre­
ated by the depressed state of trade 
and Is doubly significant, since the 
Scottish commercial metropolis is not 
a city of one Industry, but of many 
and varied industries. There Is no 
community either that has done more 
ito grapple with the question of un­
employment and its very success has 
helped to aggravate Its troubles,' as 
those out of work gravitate to it in 
toe hope of sharing ln the relief pro­
vided. This is one of the difficulties 
In the way of partial action, and It 
leads to the conclusion that the rem­
edy should be national and under na­
tional regulation.

Recent official information shows a 
considerable Increase ln vagrancy ln 
the United States. George T. Slade, 
general manager of the Northern Pa­
cific Railway Company, says that his 
line Is more troubled with vagrants 
this year than ever before, and that 
they are seen riding In passenger and 
freight trains la every conceivable 
place, The Philadelphia and Reading 
Railroad reports a marked Increase ln 
the number of Illegal train riders, men 
who have been laid off the different 
mills and Industries along the line of 
road. Similar statements are made by 
the officials df other railroads ln vari­
ous parts " of the United States and 
Canada The proper method of deal­
ing with this huge tramp army is a 
matter which must enlist the early and 
serious attention of the authorities.

In the first place there was no such 
position as a “back down" taken by 
elthçr party, but, as is usual in such 
cases, both parties, after having heard 
aU particulars in regard to Mr. Mori- 
eette’s service, made concessions, and 
ap amicable settlement ensued.

Secondly, there has been no official 
announcement made, so far as the 
telegraphers are concerned, as the of­
ficers ln charge of the matter for the 
telegraphers are the undersigned, and 
know whereof they speak.

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GERMAN LABOR BUREAUS.
Among the latest consular reports 

Issued by the United States Govern­
ment Is one on the working of labor 
bureaus ln the German Province of 
Alsace-Lorraine. These are examples 
of public offices that exist in all the 
larger cities and towns of that coun­
try, and ln many other smaller places 

" for the purpose of assisting the un­
employed to find work. Their ser­
vices are offered free of charge and 
they have practically put out of busi­
ness private employment, agencies, 
those that still remain only handling 
house servants. Tho there Is no law 
against private offices the Germans 
consider that the activities of private 
employment agencies tend to shift 
laborers from place to place and cause 
too many changes for the good of 
either employers or employed.

For this reason the municipal gov­
ernments, It Is reported, prefer to 
carry on this business at their own 
expense rather than allow the private 
concerns to have the field to them­
selves. It la claimed that they in­
fluence laborers to give up their posi­
tions ln many cases merely ln order 
to have the opportunity of again plac­
ing the same men elsewhere and thus 
securing further remuneration. In 
some municipalities the _trade organi­
sations have made an arrangement 
that only the city bureaus shall have 
the privilege, of placing their mem­
bers. The city offices do 'not

that places them on a parity, with 
those members who came Into the 
society Since 1898 and are paying high­
er rates. The readjustment takes ef­
fect Oct. 1, and the preliminary opera­
tions are now proceeding quietly and 
hopefully.

The Supreme Court provided three 
methods of readjustment: (1) An In­
creased level rate, to be known as the 
“future rate," made up of the old rate 
tor the proportion- It would pay on the 
basis of the present rate at age of en­
try, and for the balance pt the present 
rate at nine years’ advance In age. '

Or (S) "Option A,” to continue pay­
ing the old rate for the proportion of 
protection It will pay on the basis of 
the present rate for the same age. For 
example, a member paying the old rate 
for 18 years o< age for $1090 would be 
entitled to a policy .iter $789, on age 
25 to a policy for $713. on age 80 to a 
policy for $632, on age 86 to a policy 
for $566, and so on according to age 
and date of entry.

Or (8) a “borrowing option," under 
which the member continues to pay 
(be old rate, borrows from 'the Su­
preme Court the difference between 
that and the “future rate" and has 
the amount borrowed charged with 4 
per cent. Interest compounded annual­
ly as a lien against his policy, to be 
deducted whenever it becomes a claim 
unless the borrower sooner pays oft 
the lien, as he has the privilege of do­
ing.

Members who are payirife the rates 
which have been In force since Jan. 1, 
1899, are not affected by the readjust­
ment, except that It will relieve their 
funds from the drain- on account of 
the deficiency In.the funds of the mem­
bers paying the Inadequate rates, and 
so will strengthen their position.

M. Detegrange’e sensational flight, 
which closely approaches the longest 
unofficial flights claimed by the Wright 
brothers In the United States, is ren­
dered still more Impressive by the fact 
that he came down only because the 
fluid used for Ms motor became ex­
hausted. He carried twenty-four litres 
in a tank, and practically every drop 
of It.was used.

Many think so, and 
the United States Government was ap­
pealed to for protection. Suppose Chi­
cago should admit it, but say to St. 
Louis: "Remove the little pollution we 
contribute to your water supply by 
proper methods of purification."

The question coming up In all popu­
lous states Is: Can the streams and 
water sheds that must furnish public 
water supplies be kept tree frqm con­
tamination by laws and inspection? 
This may be possible for some of the 
states, but not for the great middle 
west territory, where usually munici­
pal and industrial wastes muet go to 
the streams.

When evening came he grew 
alarmed and drove to Bracebridge to 
inform -her parents, Mr. and Mrs. Hu­
ber, that she had disappeared. It was 
then too dark to do anything, and esirly 
Monday morning Mr. Huber and Mr. 
Moore went with a -number of others to 
search. The report of the affair spread, 
and soon about three dozen people were 
scouring the country, most of them be­
ing settlers of the surrounding neigh­
borhood. Their efforts were fruitless, 
altho they must at times have been not 
very far distant from Mrs. Moore. 
Tueeday morning came and still no 
trace of the lost one, so a number of 
people from town, who had had bush 
experience, volunteered to help make a 
thoro search of the woods, the dense 
pant of which is three miles wide and 
two miles long.
