CAUCUS CALLED TODAY One would have to go back a hundred 

years in British history, at least, to 
Waterloo days, to find a parallel for the 
dinner in the Cafe Royal last n'ght of 
the "Great War Veterans' Association.” 
Hundreds of men back from the trenches, 
of all four divisions.

British Headquarters in France, via 

London, March 5.—The characteristi­
cally laconic reference ip an official 
communication regarding enemy ar­
tillery activity south of the Somme 
has been the British method of pub­
licly announcing the fact that they 
had taken over still more of the 
western line and that the meeting 
point of the British and French troops 
had now been established well below 
that small, but famous river.

It 
Is deeply shell scarred, but there Is 
not the same chaos as was found 
about Pozieres, Beaumont-Hamel.

Washington, March 6.—Further ac­
tion by President Wilson in the Ger­
man situation was postponed today 
pending a decision by his legal ad­
visers whether he has' power to arm 
Amèrlcan merchantmen in spite of the 
failure of congress to pass a resolu­
tion conferring such authority.

The question was referred to Attor­
ney-General Gregory and Secretary of 
State Lansing, and probably will be 
decided In time for consideration at 
tomorrow’s cabinet meeting—the first 
to be hfeld in the new administration. 
The inauguration ceremonies occupied 
most of their time today, but. mem­
bers of the cabinet and other officials

Belief that Germany, if, defeated In 
the present struggle, will quickly re­
gain her former position as a power 
ii other nations do not adopt her ag­
gressive and progressive policies, 
expressed by U G. Cooley..former 
perintendent of Chicago s ~" 
schoo s and an authority on voca­
tional training, in an address before 
approximately 300 members of the 
Canadian Club, at a luncheon in the 
Cafe Royal, King street, yesterday 
neon. \

Cooley's paper was entitled, 
"Practical Methods of Training Re­
turned Soldiers,” and dealt almost ex­
clusively with ways and means which 
have been adopted in Germany to 
meet the problem of restoring the 
wounded so-ldiec to a happy place iri 
civil life. He bas visited practically 
every country in Europe, to study vo­
cational training, but cited only Ger­
many’s methods in Ms address. With 
its conclusion, he congratulated Can­
ada upon having adopted practically 
every progressive idea in force in Ger-’ 
many now.

Mr. Cooley discussed pensions, vo­
cational training, the employment 
bureau, and leng-time, low-interest 
loans which are in vogue in Germany, 
and said they were all dominated by 
the idea of returning the soldier to 
civil life without undue handicap 
caused by military experiences- He 
said that pensions alone were not su.f- 
iioient to recompense fairly the men 
who have suffered and been mained 
in the war. Germany, as the first 
country to adopt vocational training, 
he said, was now giving a special 
course of instruction to soldiers in the 
hospitals during their convalescence. 
The patient is shown that, despite the 
loss of limbs, he is still useful; he is 
given an incentive to work, and proof 
that work will not impair his pension 
rights is also given. The two feature» 
of this training, the speaker declared, 
were the importance of inducing the 
soldier to return to his former em­
ployment, and the importance of keep­
ing the patient from going to the city 
to seek a clerical position. The un­
skilled man, Mr. Cooley said, presents 
the greatest problem. Preparation in 
Germany had meatit more than purely 
military affairs, and he advised that 
other countries now prepare to meet 
the after-war problems-

The use of a large chart, almost 
self-explanatory, was made by Miss 
Yates during her lecture. She said 
that chickens thrive on wastage cf 
the garden, material which is not and 
cannot be used in the home. Impro­
per feeding, she said, was a big prob­
lem to overcame, and consisting as it 
did of overfeeding in grain, it could 
usually be e’iminated thru the use of 
vegetable food.

"You can raise little chicks better 
than a hen cap,” declared the speaker. 
"One of the secrets of feeding is sour 
milk, a-nd consists=eef the chicks' first 
meal. By letting the chicks run loose 
in cultivated soil they raise them from 
four to five cents cheaper per pound. 
They won’t do damage to vegetables 
or plants until after they are six 
weeks old.

"How great an amount of vegetables 
does each of you use each day. Every 
Canadian soldier receives one pound 
of potatoes each day, which makes 
six bushels a year.

Burns Gold Mines. Limited, was held 
at South Porcupine on Feb. 2S, 1917. 
The fol'owing directors were elected: 
Clarence R. Pope, president; Cecil A. 
Cu'be-t, vice-president; Frank Horne, 
secretary-treasurer; F. W. D. Wil­
kins and A. H. Reamsbottom.

adjacent to this open cut, the same 
being very spectacular, and he esti­
mates that the first car will be ready 
in about two weeks, when same will 
go fotw’ard to the American Smelting 
and Refining, Co. at Perth Amboy. 
N.J., for extraction and metallurgical 
purposes.

Crosscutting the surface of the big 
sulphide vein is being pursued with 
the object of getting below the oxidiz­
