any further addition to his strength, provided he
was not compelled to retire in the meantime, The
Marquis of Lansdowne has tendered his resigna-
tion as Lord President of the Council, and holds
office only unti! a successor is appointed.
MerancooLy Drasstes a7 Sga !'—The West
India Royal Mail Steamer mazon, Capt. Lymons,
which sailed from Southampton with mails and
passengers on the 2nd rast., was totally destroyed
by fire at an early hour on the morming of the dth,
about 110 miles south-west of the Scilly Islands.
The conflagration lasted about 20 minates only,
when the ship was completely gutted, and having
burnt to the water’s edge, exploded and sunk:—
41 passengers and G9 of the crew perished, among
whom were Capt. Lymons, the 4 officers and Sur-
geon.—Mr. Eiliot Warburton,the celebrated author
of the Crescent and the Cross, was also among the
sufferers, many of whom, from the appalling rapid-
ity with which the flames spread, were either burnt
or suffocated in their berths. As soon as every
effort to subdue the flames had fuiled, the boats
were attempted to be launched, but owing to the
consternation that prevailed, a desperate and de-
spairing rush was made for these before they -could
be got well into the water, and two were ewamped
along side with every person inthem. Two others,
containing 9 passengers and 37 seamen, succeeded
in getting clear of the burnt vessel, and were picked
up by an English and Dutch vessel, and the sur-
vivors landed respectively at Plymouth and Brest.
The loss is immense, for the ship. was new and rich-
ly freighted, The ongin of the fire remains a mys-
tery.

der a railway to connect the Northern portion of
the Province with the Southern, of quite as much
importance as one to tonnect us with Canada.
We would therefere go for no Provincial scheme
that did not include a railway from the Bend to
Miramichi. Seeing then'that we catmot as a Pro-
vince build and own all the raflways we require,
there appears to be no other way for us but to in-
wvest in them whatever amount we can spare, and
endeavour to induce capitalists and contractors
from abroad to find the balance of the funds and
take the mailways themselves as security. We
would then have a controul over them and an in-
terest in them 'equal to ourinvestment, and we
would have no right to more. Taking one million
as the amonnt we might safely risk in railways,
and apportioning it in the directions required, we
believe that all our Railways might be obtained.

We trust that our Gevernment and Legislature
will have sufficient spirit and manliness to retain
the dignified position assumed in April last. The
slavish and pitiful cringing and besing of our bre-
thren of Nova Scotia at the doors of the Celonial
Office, have hitherto only procured for them the
insults and kicking which such conduct merits.
That several members of our Government and Le-
gislature have manifested a like truckling spirit is
much to be regretted. It was unfortunate that
they were so tame and simple &s to allow their
eyes to be dazzled by the glare of the sovereigns.

Tue Karrir War.—There is news from the
Cape to the 2d Dec. by the screw steamer Harbin-
er. Bad us the previous accounts from the seat
of war have been, those of the Harbinger are still
worse. Led on by Hottentots, the enemy con-
tinued to make predatory incursions on the Colo-
nists, stealing their cattle, burning their farmsteads,
and murdering the inhabitants wherever they can
secure them. As yet no check whatever had been
given to these marauders by Sir Harry Smith, and
more troops must be sent out before an efiectual
stop-can be put to their incursions.

After the affuir at Waterkloof, an.attempt was
made te expel a number of the enemy who were
supposed te e lurking about. This was met by
a desperate resistance, and a loss on our side un-
paralleled during this war. Lieut. Col. Fordyce,
Licuts. Carey and Gordon, of the 74th Highlan-
ders, and Capt. De Venish, of the Levies, fell.
The Col. did not survive his wounds more than 10
minutes ; his last words were, * what will become
of my poor Regiment.”—The whole Colony de-
plores the loss of this noble officer. Addresses of
condolence have been presented to the Officer in
command of the 74th. After this, the weather
huving become wery severe, Gen. Somerset with-
drew his troops to the camp at the Blinkwater.
The next movement was to be a cembined one of
the two divisions under Gen. Semerset and Col.
Mackinnon, across the Kye, against Wreli, the
principal Chief in Kaffir land. The force was to
consist of 1000 cavalry and 2000 infantry. They
were to move on the 2d ult. from the Unwani—
their operations, it was expected, weuld occupy a
month.

The draught Ordinances for constituting a Par-
liament at the Cape had been received with great
satisfaction.

Frexcu Arrairs.—France continues steadfast
and tranquil, The President gave a grand Ban-
quet at the Tuilleries 6n the 5th, to 400 of the
delegates of the Departnents. ‘I'he minister of
public works had conceded the Paris and Lyons
Railway to a public company, and shares were
eagerly sought for. A decree of the minister of
the Interior erused the Republican mottoes from
the public edifices, and restored the ancient histo-
rical names of streets and buildings.

The latest advices note & rumour which pre-
vailed in Paris on the 9th, that a marked coolness
had arisen between the President and the British
minister, in relation to the affairs of Belgium, and
Galignani’s messenger had announced that Lord
Normandy weuld leave the following day for Ing-
land, not to return. This had caused the utmost
regret among all parties, und contributed to a fall
of one per cent. in the funds.

It was announced that a further delay of ten
days would take place in the promulgation of the
new Constitution. This delay was variously ac-
counted for ; one opinion averring that the Presi-
dent contended for the liberalizing, and another
for restricting the legitimate guarantees of the
constitution. The President -had determined to
resist firmly family influence and political intrigue,
by filling up the blanks in the Senate with names
commanding public confidence and respect.

rests. 'These provisions, the Council cannot enter-
tain the least doubt, will be made whenever the
Legislature are again convened, an event which
will in all probability take place at an earlier pe-
riod than usual. ‘The Facility Bills were intro-
duced into the House of Assembly by the Local
Government, as measures in which they considered
the interests of' this Province were deeply involved,
and were carried almost by ucclamation in both
Houses,

« Under these circumstances, the Council feel,
as a part of the Government, that they are seri-
ously weakened by the action of the Imperial au-
thorities, more particularly as no objection has
been raised by them against the Facility Bills, but
on the contrary, in all their provisions, they are
sanctioned by Earl Grey’s despatch.

The most fearful and impressive exhibitions
of power known to our globe, belong to the
Ocean.

away, and is lost in vapor; but if it plunge
into the embrace of the ocean, this mountain |
mass of ice and hail is borne about for ages in
tumalt and terror; it is the drilting mom-
ment of the ocean’s dead.

The tempest on land is impeded by for-
ests, and broken by mountains, but on the
plain of the decp it rushes unresisted; and
when its strength is at last spent, ten thousand
giant waves, which have called it up, still roll
its terrors onward.

The mountain lake and the meadow
stream are inhabited ouly by the timid prey
of the angler; but the ocean is the home of
the leviathan ; his ways are in the mighty decp.
The glittering pebble, and the rainbow-tint-
cd shell, which the returning tide has left on
the shore as scarcely worthy of its care, and
the watery gem, which the pearl-diver rcach-
es at the peril of his life, are all that man can
filch from the treasures of the The
groves of coral which wave over its pavements,
and the halls of amber which glow in its
depths, are beyond his approaches, save when
he goes down there to reek amid their silent
magnificence his burial moument.

‘I'he island, the continent, the shores of civ-
illized and savage realms, the capitals of kings,
are worn by time, washed away by the wave,
eonsumed by the flame, or sunk by the earth-
quake; but the ocean still remains, and still
rolls on in the greatness of its unabaied
strength.

Over the majesty of its form and the mar-
beli of its might, time and disaster have no
power. Such as creation’s dawn beheld, i
rolleth now. T'he vast clouds of vapor which
roll up from its bosom float away to encircle
the globe ; on distant mountains and deserts
they pour out their watery (reasures, which
gather themselves again in streams and tor-
rents, to return, with exulting bound, to their
parent ocean. I'hese are the messengers
which proclaim in every land the exhaustless
resources of the sea; but it is reserved for
those who go down in ships, and who do bus-
iness on the great waters, to sec the works of
the Lord, and his wonders in the deep.

Let one go upon deck in the middle watch
of a still night, with naught above him but
the silent and solemn skies, and naught a-
round and bencath him but an interminable
waste of waters, and with the conviction that
there is but a plank between him and eterni-
ty, a feeling of loneliness, solitude and deser-
tion, mingled with a sentiment of revorence
for the vast, mysterious, and unknown, will
come upon him with a power, all unknown
before, and he might stand for hours eatranc-
od in reverence and tears.

Man also has made the ocean thetheatre of
The ship in which he rides that
element is one of the highest trinmphs of his
skill. At first this floating fabric was only a
frail bark, slowly urged by the laboring ear.

IHe con-
struots and propels his vast engine of flame
and vapor, and through the solitude of the
sea, as over the solid earth, goes thundering
on his track. On the acean, too, thrones
have been lost and won.  On the fate of Ac-
tium was suspended the empire of the world.

In the Gulf of Salamis the pride of Persia
found a grave; and the crescent set fur ever
in the waters of Navarino: while at ‘P'rafalgar
and the Nile, nations held their breath

But of all the wonders.appertaining to the
ocean, the greatest, perhaps, is its transform-
ing power or man. It unravels and weaves
anew the web of his moral and social being.

Amorphous Phesphorus.

It is well known that phosphorus is one of

( the most useful articles, as employed, in fric-
‘Ilun matches, which are now :o indispensa
i ble to our comfort. 1litherto, to lubour with
I this substance involved fearful diseases to
| those who , from necessity or interest, devot-
;u-tl themselves to work with it. It was also
| very diflicult to transport, and its storage was
| sericus consideration, asit ignited at a sum-
| mer temperature.  All these difliculties res-
pecting phosphorus arc now removed by the
splendid discovery of rendering it amorphous,
which strips it ot all its dangerous quali
but deprives it of none of its useful properties,
The efleet is produced by a simple change in
the arrangemeut of its utoms, and is a pheno-
mena equally new and important to chemical
science.  Some [riction matches made with
amorphous phosphorus were exhibited in the
Great Exhibition.  T'he discoverer is Profes-
sorSchrotter, of Vienna, and he is not without
strong hopes of revolving some of the other
clementary crystalized substances into a simi-
lar state. Liebig, in the last edition of his
letters, ventures to sugyest, upon the strength
of this discovery, that many of the minerals
composing the crust of this earth, may be but
crystalizations of one und the same body.—
Scientific American.

Causces of Insanity.

T'he more ordinary causes of insanity, such
as pecuniary difficulties, disappointment in
love, religious excitement, grief, intemperance,
and excessive joy, are gencrally well under-
stood. But in a report of the Bethlehen
Hospital, England, we find some caus S
signed which, to say the least are curious an
almost incrediable. Thus two men became
mad from fear of the cholera; two women
from living with insane persons ; one from at-
tending a singing class; one from terror at
tire Parisian revolution of 1848, and one from
the excitement of travelling, for the first time,
in a railroad car. In several cases insanity
resulted from bodily sickness. 'Three men
became crazed from exposure to a hot sun,
Oue poor fellow went mad from excessive sea
sickness. Generally, women are more liable
to hereditary insanity than males; and it is
known that their sedentary oceupation, render
them more subject to it, from most causes
than the other sex. In the Bethlehem Ilos:
pital, during one year, twelve females were
admitted who had gone mad from love; but
not one male. In conclusion it is said that
half the causes, whether as regards men or
women, are moral ones, a fact which should
inculate forcibly on parents, teachers, and
guardians, the necessity of disciplining the
moral sentiments, as well as ¢ultivating thein-
tellect.

Power or Krres.—The power of a kite
twelve feet high, with a wind blowing at the
rate of twenty miles an hour, is as much as a
man of average strength can stand against.
With a stronger gale, such a kite has been
known to break a line capable of sustaining
200 Ibs. The surface spread by this sail 1s
forty-nine square feet, and it should be noti-
ced that these serve as standing ratios, from
which, by the rale of proportion. the power of
larger kites can be calculated.  We must not,
however, suppose that a kite of thirty-six feet

During the winter season, cattle and sheep
are oftentimes infested with vermin, snch as
lice and ticks, &c. This trouble generally
happens to those lean in flesh, and the vermin
prevent their thriving, and somectimes have
been known to cause the death of the animal
itself by the irritation and prostration of
strength which they occasion. We haver¥ri
ed all the different washes and lotions and
ointments that bave been recommended fer

oil a call or a cow all over, thoroughly, in mid-
winter, and if it be not done thoroughly the
job will have to be done again. The easicst
and most effectual mode of destroying these
vermin is to snffucate them to death by tobac-
co smoke.
