sey, the ‘mosquito is an actual detri-
ment to the economic interests of the
State, There are great tracts of land
which are useless at present because of
their proximity to the salt marshes
where the mosquitoes breed. Al-
though the progress in ridding - the
State of these pests seems slow, every
possible effort which funds permit I8
being made. ot

Thomas J. Headlee, entomologist, in
a report just issued by the State Uni-
| versity, attributes the first efforts to-
i ward eliminating the New Jersey mos-

quitos to the late Dr. John B, Smith,
, entomologist of the New Jersey Agri-
| cultural Experiment Station, and to
{ Spencer Miller of South Orange. It was
through Dr. Smith’ efforts that all the
rearly. acts of Legislature dealing with
this problem. were secured,

Dr, Smith, in his study of the gues-
tion, discovered that of the forty spe-
_cles of mosquites found in New Jer-
. sey, only eight spécies were of real im-
These eight species may, be
divided into groups, according to their
breeding - places—the salt-marsh mos-
quito group, fresh water swamp group,
woodland pool group, house mosquito
group and the malarial mosquito group.
Of all these, the members of the salt=
marsh mosquito group need the closest
attention, because the range pf their
flight is not so restricted as that of the
other ‘groups. They travel -farther
from their breeding places and- infest
In some instances

as” forty miles from the breeding
places. This,- howevey;: is unusual, as
the ordinary mosquito probably dies
withifra quarter of-a miles of itshréed-
ing place, - : .

In 1902, Dr. Smith induced ‘the New

Jerséy Legislature to pass an enabling

for investigating and reporting
upon the whole mosquito gmestion —
the habits, history, breeding placesand
their detrimental’ effect upon the inter-
ests of the State. To.further encour-
age the work, the State, in 1905, offered
aid to all cities which would pay part
of the cost of a campaign, Only the
City. of Elizabeth took advantage “of
this offer. ; :

In 1906, the New Jersey Agriculture
Expérimental Station was' charged with
the task of eliminating salt-marsh mos--
quito breed'ng places in 8o far as the
funds permitted. Under this provision,
limited d'te™ing was placéd bere »nd
there upon the salt’ marsh, extending
southward from the nmorthern .end
above Newark.Bay. This limited ditch-.
ing was not effective because to actu-
ally ‘eliminate the breedingof meosqui-
tos it is necessary to so ditch the
miarsh ‘that all the water upon it will

drain it that all the water is removed
from it during the breeding season.
From 1912 until the present time the
struggle against the mosquito has been
carried on by county mosquito commis-
s'ons, appointed by Justices of the Su-
preme Court. Up to and including
1921, these county mosquito commis-
sions and the New Jersey Agriculture
Experiment Station have constructed
drainage systems which have been ef-
fective in eliminatine mosquito breed-
ing on about 140,000 “acres of salt
marsh, extending from . the northern
' part of the H-ocken-ack Valley salt
marsh to Cape May City. :
Throuth the combined efforts” of
these two hodies. each year from five
to ten thousand acres of salt marsh are
ditched, and mosquito breeding pre-
vented in so far as possible. Addi-
tion~! drainage of permanent mosquitoe
breeding pools and swamps and of the
upiands- is also carried on to such an
extent as the funds at hand permit.

BLASTING CITY FOUNDATIONS,

Great Care and Experience Necessary
to Successful Work,

(New York Times.)
Rock blasting. according to the pre-

stuffing it. with dynamite, retiring to a
safe distante from the explosive and
serding an electric spark to the charge,
which causes it to explode with a loud
roar and scatter rocks and duct in all
directions. This sounds very simple, and
if that were all it would be simple, but
unfortunately the breaking up of great
masses of rock cannot be done success-
fu'ly by any one but a highly sk'lled and
intelligent blaster, says a writer in S.
W. Straus & Co.s Indestors Magazine,
To begm with, this operation is in-
fluenced by many local conditions. Good
judgment and extensive experience in
the particular locality where the blast-
ing is to be done are almost necessary
to the achievement of successful results.
Important factors that enter into the
problem are the hardness of the rock.
its stratification, character of the ex-
cavation required, the equipment for
drilling, qualities and amount of explo-

sives.

the rock blaster tries to loosen as much
rock per pound of explosive as possible.

explosives and shatter large masses of
rocks into small pieces, at the same time
barely lifting the rocks off the ground.
Sometimes, especially in quarrying oper-
ations, the blaster must know how to
place his explosives so that he can loss-
en and bredk a mass of rock and still
have this material in large lumps suit-
able for great building blocks.

. When a large blast is demanded,
shafts and tunnels containing a great
deal of dynamite in bulk usually replace
the individual drill holes. Obviously, the
arrangement of these explosivessoas t:
loosen a great quantity of rock and
break it into comparatively uniform
masses of a desired size, without dan-
ger ‘to the neighborhood or lifting the
rocks too far, is a problem which re-

quifes much study and technical skill.,

Recéntly, there was a famous opera-
tion of this kind in a Canadign fown.
Two hundred thousand tons of rock
were lifted and scattered-by the explos
fon 'at'one discharge of thirty tons of
dynamite. No portion of the rock was
thrown more than 100 feet and nearly
all of it was broken up enough to
enter a 48x60-inch crusher and was.in
such a convenient position- that it.could
bé handed at the minimum ‘cost. When
lt% was crushed to commercidl sizes,
is material, which originally cons
ed of 80000 yards of rock, amounted
to almost \twice as much and was suffi-
cient to build, almost eighty miles of
concrete road eighteen feet wide.

THE ARMSTRONG SUPER-REGENERATIVE SYSTEM.

When the radio receiver, employing the vacuum tube, is so connected
that a portion of the energy, of the plate circuit, is “fed back” to the grid
circuit, the radio oscillation in the grid circuit is reinforced and causes 2
Fonsxdera.ble increase in the amplification of the plate current. This action
is known as “regeneration” and may be considered as a method of reduct-
ing or “balancing out” the effective high frequency resistance of the circuit.

Jf this method of regeneration is brought about by “feeding back” the
energy of the plate circuit through the industive coupling of a “tickler coil”
it is found that as ‘the coupling is increased the effective resistance of the
oscillating circuit is decreased and Lhere is a corresponding increase in signal
intensity, As the resistance approaches zero, however, a certain point is
reached where the tube starts to oscillate, evidenced by a pronounced
“squeal,” which results in discontinuance of amplification due to distortion
of the radio signals.

The method of “Super-Regeneration,” originated by E. H. Armstrong,
effectively prevents the formation of tube oscillations and thus allows the
coupling to be increased beyond the oscillating point. The resistance of the
oscillation circuit is therefore rendered less than more or, In other words,
the circuit has a negative resistance, woth the result that signal amplification
of a herétofore unapproachable value is obtained. e

Death of Albert Gybbon-Spilsbury
Recalls Stiering Incidents in His
Career.

London, Nov. 1—(By Mail).—Major
Albert Gybbon-Spilsbury, whose death
recently was announced, had an adven-
turous career, and in that connection
“The London Times” recalls the once
famous case .of the Tourmaline, in
which he was the leading figure.

In 1897, having obtained a treaty
from the tribes of the Sus, which re-
gion he claimed was independent of
Morocco, he led an expedition thither
on the steam yacht Tourmaline, The.
Moorish man-of-war Hassaine endeav-
ored to seize the yacht, but was'driven
off by gunfire, When he returned to
London, Major Gybbon-Spilsbury was
arrested on a charge of piracy and of
fighting the soldiers of the Sultan, The
trial was held in Gibraltar, and ended
in his aquittal.

Shortly afterwards he went to East
Africa, where he laid out the town of
Port Amelia, Pema Bay, and explored
and surveyed the country from the
coast to Lake Nvasa, on the southeast-
ern shore of which he established Fort
Arroyo. “But for an accident,” writes
R. B. Cunninghame Graham, in his
book, “Mogreb-el-Acksa,” “Spilsbury
might have been Emperor of Agadhir,
the Lord Protector of the Sus, or Rajah
of Tamagrut, but fate has disposed
otherwise,”

THE STORY OF
ERSKINE CHLDERS

British Soldier of Fortune,
Destined to be Writer, was
Historian of South Afri-
can Conflict, Won the D.

S. C., Then Became Irre-|

concilable Irishman.

Erskine Childers, born in 1870, of an
Anglo-Irish, land-holding family, Trin-
ity College, Cambridge, seemed destined
for a literary rather than for the polit-
ical career, which took so sensational a
turn when he became the most irre-
concilable of Irish republicans, He en-
tered the military service, however, in
the Sohith African War, and from that
experience wrote two books, “In the
Ranks of the C. I. V.,” and the fifth
volume of “The London Times’s” “His-
tory of the South African War.” In
“The Riddle of the Sands,” a spy novel,
‘he forecast thé German invasion of Bel-
gium and France with noteworthy ac-

. curacy. Other works were “War an
the 'Arme Blanche,” “German Influence
on British Cavalry,” and “The Frame-
work of Homé Rule” In the World
War he served in the British Naval Air
Service from January to May 1916, as
a lieutenantacommander, and won the
D. S. C. at Gallipoli.

For years he had been an earnest
student of Irish affairs, and had par-
ticularly interested himself in George
Russell’s co-operative agricultural
schemes, and on that account Sir Hor-
ace Plunkett invited him to attend, as
a spectator and adviser, the Irish na-
tional convention which resulted in the
organization of the Free State. He
theré joined the extremist faction of
Sinn Fein, and became one of the most
irreconcilable opponents of the Free
State Constitution and most resolute
upholders of the so-called “Irish Re-
public.” Indeed, he was widely regard-
ed as having influenced Eamonn de
Valera to his insurgent course, and as
being “the brains of the movement.”

He Cut the Atlantic Cables.

He was a secretary of the London
conference at which the Free State
Treaty was negotiated, and in the ca-
pacity signed that document, but im-
mediately afterward he repudiated it
and used all his influence to prevent
its ratification by the Dail. Failing in
that, he last summer took the lead,
along with De Valera, in violent resist-
ance to the Free State Government. He
used the knowledge acquired by him in
the British navy in cutting the Atlan-
tic cables on the Irish coast last Aug-
ust. A little later he was active in
Jeadership of republican guerrillas at
Kenmare and  Killarney, and was
wounded in one of the affrays. Of all
the republican leaders he was perhaps
tte most bitterly outspoken against the
Free State and against the British and
he incurred even more than De Valera
the resentment of both governments
Winston Churchill once referred to him
as “that mischievous murderous rene-
gade, that Englishman who is inspired
by an equal measure of hatred both for
this island and for the one in which he
now has taken up his abode.”

Last June he sought election to the
Irish Parliament, but was rejected
overwhelmingly, coming out at the bot-
tom of the poll.

Married American Girle

On November 10 he was captured by
Free State troops at the house of his
eousin, Robert Barton, at Glendalough,
County Wicklow, and important politi-
cal documents were found in his pos-
sessfon. He was brought to trial for
treason against the Irish Free State and
was found guilty and condemned to
death on November 19. Some frec
State leaders doubted the wisdom of
executing so severe a sentence, while
others questioned the legality. of the

trial. Childers himself had refused to
recognize its legality or the jurisdiction
of the court. A brief stay of sentence
was obtained, until the High Court
could pass upon the case, but the judg-
ment of that tribunal was unfavorable
t the prisoner.

Mr. Childers was married to an
American, who survives him. She was
a daughter of the late Dr. Hamilton
Osgood, of Boston, and a descendant of
John Hanéock. Her labors for Belgian
relief during the war made her an in-
valid, but as a woman of exceptional
intellectual power and personal magne-
tism she has exercised much influence
over not only her husband but also his
political associates with whom she has
come into contact.

Mr. Childers was a nephew of the
cminent British statesman, Hugh C. E.
Childers, who served under Gladstone
as  Chancellor of the Exchequer, Sec-
retary for War, Home Secretary, First
Leed of the Admiralty and Chancellor
of the Duchy of Lancaster, and who
was one of the few of his old colleagues
who followed Gladstone into the Home
Rule movement in 1885.

COLORS IN UNDmiWEAR.
Standard Shades Have Been Selected
for the Coming Year,

For the first time in the history of the
underwear industry, standarc colors for,
the ensuing year have been definitely
agreed upon, The selections for 1923
have just been made by the Color Com_-
mitiee of the United Underwear League
of Ameriea, a constituent part of the
United Women’s Wear League:- of
America, The committee will submit
its report to the general membership
of the erganization at its next meeting,
following which the selected colors will
be made ready for general distribution
in the form of books containing
swatches of each approved shade,

The books will be similar to. the
standard color cards issued by the tex-
tile industry, the waist industry and
other branches of trade, They will be
distributed to all dyers, textile manu-
facturers and wholesaien, underwear
manufacturers, and resident buycrs and
retail buyers upon request, and, accord-
ing to M. Mosessohn, Executive Direc-
tor of the league, they will be be ready
about Dec. 20.

Standardization of underwear colors,
the manufacturers. believe, will greatly
minimize the possibility for misunder-
standing in orders placed by them with
the silk mierchant and by the silk wmer-
chant with his dyer. !

To cary out the movement through
various branches of the trade having
dealings with underwear makers, the
United Underwear League has sent. let-
ters to manufacturers throughout the
country requesting the names and ad-
diesses of all the firms they do busi-
ness with, including silk houses, trim-
wing houses, thread houses, dyers, etc.
