The frozen corpses of Captain Garva 
nd three sailors were left in the rig­

ging, where the men had lashed them­
selves during the hours of darkness to 
avoid being carried overboard by the 
seas that swept the decks.

The Castagna, from Montevideo for 
Boston, with phosphate rock, struck the 
bar early today during a blinding snow­
storm and sixty mile northwest gale.
The beach patrol sighted her at dawn 
300 yards off shore, with the surf break­
ing over her and threatening to pound 
lier to pieces.

The combined life saving crews from 
the Nausea and Gaboon’s Hollow sta­
tions shot three lines across the Cast- 
agna’s deck, but the sailors were so' be­
numbed by the cold that they were 
able to handle'the breeches buoy tackle.

The gale had moderated to thirty 
miles an hour, but the surf was so high 
that the life savers had to wait 
time before they could launch their life 
boat and pull out to the wreck against 
wind, sea and biting cold.

Seven men helpless frotn exposure to 
the wintry gale were found on board

The amend­
ment was defeated by a government 
majority of seventy-four.

f WHERE THE TORIES FAILED 

The fine spirit of fairness which char­
acterizes the Borden gocemment Is very 
well illustrated by the fact that it has 
sent broadcast a partisan summary of 
the report of the Gutelhu commission 
on the Transcontinental Railway, but 
has not yet submitted the report itself 
to parliament Mr. Borden, when asked 
about it said he thought the report must 
still be in the hands of the printer. 
Meanwhile the partisan summary has 
gone out and the tory press throughout 
the country is asserting that the greatest 
public scandal in the history of Canada 
has been uncovered. Even the summary 
itself does not justify any such assertion. 
It does not make any definite charge 
against any man connected with the 
construction of the Transcontinental 
Railway ; and its whole contention is that 
if Canada had been content to have a 
railway with steeper grades, sharper 
curves, wooden trestles, less double 
tracking, fewer and poorer station houses 
and cheaper construction generally, the 
whole work could have been done for 
many millions less than it has actually 
cost. Nobody will dispute this state­
ment, but Canada did not want a road 
of steep grades, sharp curves and poor 
construction. Parliament decided to 
make the new Transcontinental Railway, 
so far as facilities for hauling trains 
were concerned, the best on the con­
tinent.

The attempts of the Borden govern­
ment by partisan commissions to dis­
cover wrong doing on the part of the 
Laurier administration have proved sadly 
disappointing to them and their sup­
porters. It was gleefully asserted as 
soon as , the Laurier government was 
defeated that revelations would be 
made whicli would shock the country.

(American lumberman).
Among the more significant develop­

ments of the current week in the com­
mercial world have, been the dedded 
loosening up in finances and the notable 
resumption of operations in the steel 
and iron industry.

“THE LION S MOUSE”Ihave mentioned in former reports 
the need of a home for neglected and de­
serted children, and now that an act 
has been passed giving the society pow­
er to step in and take children from par­
ents or guardians who are not taking 
the proper care of them, I feel that some 
steps should be taken at once to provide 
a suitable home for such children where 
they can be educated and brought up 
properly. I know of places in the city 
in which it is our duty to take action, 
but where are we to put them? If it 
should be a Roman Catholic family I 
would have little trouble in getting 
a home for the children as they have 
large institutions for their children and 
will take them in, but if it is a Protest­
ant family I find on application to the 
two institutions, that they are filled, 
and I have had to call upon the com­
missioners of the Municipal Home to al­
low the children to go there, but find 
that institution is now overcrowded with 
children who should not be there, (not 
but that they are well treated there, and 
given a good education, and in fact the 
institution is a palace to the home they 
were taken from) tiut feel that they 
should not be sent there but, as stated, 
a suitable home should be established 
for such children. The Ladies’ Auxiliary 
are arranging for a home for neglected 
dogs and cats, who will do the same for 
the children?

The working horses that are driven, 
or looked 'after by their owners gen­
erally fare well, and are seldom ill-treat­
ed but where there is a hired man or 
boy, in cnarge of them they do not fare 
so well, and it is here where most of 
the cases of cruelty occurs. There is an­
other city by-law which if carried out 
would often enable me, or others to fol­
low cases of over driving and ill-treating 
horses, that is having the number or 
names on the wagons or sleds. I have 
had reported to me, and seen many my­
self at a distance where the driver was 
illtreating the horse, but owing to not 
having a number, or name, on the wag­
on, or sled, and the driver not known, it 
could not be followed up.

Our best thanks are due to J. King 
Kelley, K. C., of this city, who has given 
so much of his valuable time not only 
in cases taken to court, but in many 
ways in helping your agent in the dis­
charge of his duties, and I wish to add 
my sincere thanks to Mr. Kelley for the 
great help he has given me.

CAT’S STRANGE MANIA

Huge Animal Defies Death to Revel to 
Magazine Covers.

v ghostly, incomprehensible 
animal that thrives on poison, dodges 
bullets and walks to and out of traps 
unscathed—has furnished Chicagp with 
a mystery which borders on the uncanny 
Each, night for the last five months a 
malicious end predatory feline has con­
ducted an orgy on the elaborate mag­
azine stand in a stationery store in 
South Clark street, sometimes alone, 
sometimes to company with fellow cats; 
which it slays and partially devours- 
Hundreds of dollars in Stationery and 
magazines have been ruined by the weird 
animal, and hundreds of attempts to 
trap, poison or shoot it have been futile.

The cat has a mania for magazine cov­
ers. It has been heard yowling in ec­
stasy, and once it was seen by a detec­
tive who made it his business to wait 
for it behind a counter for a week. He 
described it as a hugte whjte animal, 
rolling over the magazines in a frenzied 
revel. He would have shot It, too, for 
he was armed with a high-power gun, 
but as he was aiming the weapon an 
unbearable itch on his nose distracted 
him and in a flash the cat was gone.

A week later the same detective was 
rewarded for his vigil by another sight 
of the cat. This time he fired three 
shots, and the animal reared up and em­
itted a strange “meow.” It returned 
the next night, however, with a fellow 
cat and destroyed the entire upper lay­
er of magazines.

Despairing of killing it in this fashion, 
poison was tried by the hunters. Hunks 
of meat and bits of catnip heavily 
sprinkled with deadly drugs and powd­
ers were liberally placed on the maga­
zine stand and other spots in the store. 
The animal ate most of the meat and 
sampled most of the çatnip.

And then the cat came back. It tore 
a dozen magazines into shreds, spoiled a 
dozen more and broke several large bot­
tles of ink.
