The prevailing prices, it was said. were
the highest known in the history of the
trade, being fully 25 pér cent more than
at the commencement of the year, when
it was thought that the high water mark
had ‘been reached. The chairman could
see no immediate relief and declared that
the tanners were facing & grave situation,
a8 the price of leather had not increased
commensurately with the cost of securing
the hides ahd skine.

" NOT WANY A REAL SUGCES

Talk With Woman Who Has
Trained Others to the Work—
The “Fairy Godmother” Whe
Saved a Widow's Good Name
and Her Money,

For the woman possessing the peculiar
temperament nheceesary for female detect-
ive work there is a wide field open, big
remuneration, and a career full of excite-
ment, interest and power. *

In London there are hundreds of- wo-
men engaged by private inquiry agencies,
but few of them ever emerge from the
hard and arduous rut of shadowing in
small 'divorce cases or making inguiries
for business houses. To rise above this a
woman must give her whole life- to  the
work, and indeed, if necessary, be will-
ing and ready to lay down her life for it.

A lady detective, who is probably one
of the most famous detectives of the pres-

{ ent day, and whose work has taken her

to every corner of the globe, gave her
views on the eubject in & most interest-
ing interview, detailing the’requirements
and field for would-be women detectives.

“The field for female detectives is any-
thing but overerowded,” she declared.

| “There are so many cases in which a wo-

man’s intuition in reading character and
motives, her subtilty, and her, I might
eay, trickiness are absolutely neceseary.

“But women detectives, like poets, are
born, not made. Out of~eVéry hundred
women who enter this work, there ig only
one who is a success. The euccessful ex-
ception is a peculiar type of feminine char-
acter. She must be iron-nerved, and have
that still more rare quality—be able to
hold her tongue. A woman who would
lose her courage, or divulge an iota about
bher work at a critical moment would be
usgeless. \

“l have trained many women in the
work. Young women are no use; they are
too crude and unformed. The woman who
takes up detective work should be a wo-
man of the*world, able to speak several
foreign languages, sauve and adaptable
and full of tact. She must be ready to
leave for any part of the world at a mo-
ment’s notice. Appearance i¢ not so im-
portant as manner.

“Tha work is faseinating and well paid.
The first part of the training is usually
inquiry cases of different kinds. Or the
novice may be sent out on a case with
a few others. Amd herein is another of
woman’s natural weaknesses which prove
a stumbling block.

“She must curb her curiosity,” she

ARCHAECLOGICAL
COURSE. LEGTURE

Professor Charles Hill-Tout, the dis-
tinguished ethnologist of Abbotsboro (B.

1t is expected that the American
eotton crop will be about 14,500,000 bales,
against 16,138,000 bales last year, The
Tgyptian yield will probably be 7,750,000
cantars, as compared with 7,424,000 can-
tars ‘last season. There is a healthy de-
mand in cloth for India and China, but
business is considerably checked by the
stiff prices held for by sellexs, quu-
facturers, owing to their strong position,
have decidedly the upper .hand, over buy-
rs, and fresh orders are deﬁmte_ly-refus-
ed unless full quotations are paid. The
prospects in the Near Eastern cutlets are
brighter, but etill unsatisfactory. i

“Ryery reserve has been called‘np, said
the manager of a”large Lancashire cotton
mill. “Every man, wdman, and child
that can‘run’ a loom has been brought
in.. Women' who have pot been 1n a mil
for- twenty years have been brought back
to the weaving sheds, and even yet there
are looms standing idle for want of weav-
eys.” &

Women who have grown-up families
working in the weaving sheds have come
out of their homes in great numbérs 1o
the last few months, and joined their gons

‘and daughters at work, Many houses in
Burnley, Nelson, and the weaving towns
them during the day.
The veterans cannot manage three and
four looms as they once ¢ould; but em-
ployers do mot want to have looms idle in
thesc profitable times, and the old people
are welcomed in the sheds.

Many a grandmother, after long persua-
gion, has donned her shawl in these dark
mornings and gone to the mill, there to be
greeted with laughter and cheers and the

" clapping of hands on the partﬂof all the
young people gathered there. ”I left this

MUCH M:NEY REQUIRE

Impairment of Credit From De-
creased Earning Power and In-
creased Expenses—Asks Freed-
dom te Raise, on Reasonable

Terms, The Capital Required

New York, Dec. 20—At the annual dins
ner of the Railway Business Association in
the Waldorf-Astoria hotel last evening,
James J. Hill spoke on thé country’s
need of greater railway facilities and
terminals. He said in part:—

The commerce of the country can escape
disaster only by additions to and enlarge-
ments of terminals. Between: 1909 and
1910 freight ton mileage grew eleven times
as fast as trackage, and five times as fast
as equipment. When the railroad yards
are filled with cars that cannot be moved,
the railroad loses a portion of its sarn-
ings; but the business man loses a larger
share of his trade, and the Yorkin;:mn
his employment.

The public assumes that if enough cars
are provided ‘they can be moved -on eche
dule time from point of origin to destina-
tion, wherever these may be. This is naf
the real trouble. What is really needed
is the greater movement of cars. There
is but one possible remedy—enlarzed term-
inals.

How Can Capital be Obtained?

The main question back of that'is fin-
ancial, Large sums of money must
raised. What eecurity can the railroads
offer? Many of them have not only
pledged their eredit to the limit, but have
abeorbed a large share of their surplus
earnings .that in other countries woulkd
have been paid out in dividends. Gross
revenues grow, but expense grows faster.
During the first @even months of 1912 op-
erating revenues increased 3.3 per cenf
per mile as compared with the same per-
iod in 1911! operating expenses increased
49 per cent, and met operating revenuc
decreased 5 per cent. The additions to
taxes and other incidental expenses wil
raise this figure.

Ten or fifteen years ago 4 per cent..would
bring in capital for railroad improvements.
The rate has advanced frem 11-2 per
cent to 2 per cent in little more than ten
years. The railroads can pay money only
as they are permitted to earn it. It ia
up to the people to say whether or mnof
these terminale and other facilities shall
be eupplied; just as it is up to them to
suffer the severest of the consequencs if
they are mot.

Two questions arige. The first is, f‘Why
are the railways not now in a position to
borrow the money and build the terminals
at once?’ The second is, “What have
the railways done to-entitle them to cons
fidence, to relief and to a more fair and
generous treatment by the public?”

Credit Impaired

The impairment of credit has come from
decreased egrning power and,incregsed ex;
penses. Rates have steadily declined. The
average freight rate per ton mile fell from
9.27 mills in 1890 to 7.53 in 1910. While
revenue was shrinking, obligatory expenses
have_increased enormously. Employes de:
creased in 1911 by 20,611 as compared with
1910, while wages increaged by Wﬂél,lﬂﬁ.
In 1890 taxes aggregated $31,207,469; n
1910 8103,795,701, for 1911 they are estis
mated at 189,000,000, and may be a couple
of millions more, The increase in twenty
years is 233 per cent. Each mile .of line
paid $199 in taxes in 100, and $431 in 1910;

The railroads of the United States are
entitled to both confidence and relief be-

the matter of capitalization. While, to
make possible the raising of money, stoc]g-
bonuses undoubtedly were given in their
earlier history, it is true of them as a
whole today that they have by far the
emallest capitalization per mile in the
world; and that they have kept their
capitalization low by using for betterments
millions of earnings which in Europe
would have been handed over to stock-
holders, leaving the cost of improvements
to be charged to capital account. Probably
$60,000 represents about the average actual
capitalization today. This figure is to be
compared with the capitalization per mile
in other countries as follows: United
Kingdom, $275,040; England alone, $314;-
000; Germany, $109,788; France, $139,237.
Our capitalization per mile is from one-
balf to one-fifth that of European coun-
tries; partly because the initial cost of
eonstruction was greater there, but large-
ly because of a difference in poliey. The

Crozier is a wealthy
man and highly connected. He is a big
landlord and a first cousin of the Right
Rey. Dr. Crozier, Protestant Archbishop

1|0f Armagh and primata of all Ireland. He

wag formerly high sherifi of County Fer-
managh. From all accounts he seems to
be a weak, rather kindly man, who has
fallen entirely under the influence of a
woman of strong will and much Jower go-
cial position.

Crozier’s first wife was his equal social-
ly and was immensely popular in the neigh-
borhood of Newtownbutler, where she and
her husband were leaders in society. She
died some years ago leaving three children
and after her death Crozier shut himself
up in Gortar House and seldom eaw.any
of his neighbors. About a year after his
first wife’s death his friends“were astonish-
to learn that he had mgrried his house-
keeper—some say she was his cook— and,
of couree, this marriage did mot lead to
any renewal of his relations with his
xeighbors. ‘One and all they hoycotted the
new Mrs. Crozier, who, it is now said,
blamed her stepchildren for t{u’s social dis-
erimination against her. |

According 1o ‘the -evidence’at the police
court hearing one of the ex-cook’s first
steps was to discharge all the eervants and
make her stepchildren do the work. ‘The
dead boy, John, who was sixteen years
old, was compelled to scrub the floors,
make the fires, carry coal and wood and
do all the heavy work about the house.
Hig sister, Helena, who is fourteen years
cld, was made housemaid and general ser-
vant and even George, eight years old,
was forced to do the work that had here-
tofore been performed by a grown woman.
The children’s boots were taken away and
they had to go barefeot. winter and-sum-
mer, - Their ‘clothing was of the scantiest
and they were never allowed to leave the
grounds. Their food, it was stated, con-
sisted of bread and tea for breakfast, po-
tatoes for dinnes and bread and tea for
supper, all in strictly limited - quantities
They never had any meat, although they
bad - to cook meat daily for their father
and stepmother and her two children.

About a year ago, the little girl ran
away from home. She yas found sleeping
by the roadside and taken back, those to
whom she told her story thinking that it
wag impossible that it could, be true. .

A couple of ‘weeks ago; however, the
elder boy, John, was found dead pon the
floor of a littla box room, not much larg-
er than a cupboard, in which he slept and
into which he was locked every night by
his+ stepmother, -An'inquest was -neces-
sary  and the' doctor who examined the
body found it so emaciated that he insisted
on a thorough investigation. The stom-
ach and other organs were sent to Profes-
sor McWeeney, an eminente Dublin spe-
oialist, who reported that the boy had died
{iem starvation and nothing else, his food
being deficient both in quantity and qual-
ity.

When this report was received the police
visited the house and found the other two
children in bed and almost in the last
stages of exhaustion. They were hurried
off to a hospital where they each put on
over twenty pounds in weight in- less
than a fortnight. What makes the case
worse is that a doctor who was visiting
the house regularly to attend Mre. Croz-
ier’s own children for some childish ail-
ment, never heard of the existence of the
elder children.

During the examination of Helena Croz-
fer in the police court she was asked if
her father ever protested against their
treatment.

“Once he told mama,” she replied,” that
he ‘didn’t believe in -making-servants of us

The quantity of ice copsumed in the
great fishing .centres such:as Grimsby and
Aberdeen is enormous, one Grimsby trawl-
ing company alone using 60,000 tons in
the course of the year,, representing about
$25 -a ‘week for trawler, The benefit to
the fishmonger will consist in the better

quality of his fish'and the avoidance of
much waste in unfavorable weather, while
to the consumer opens the alluring pros-
pect of fish with some taste of the sea
still left in it.

The list of folk to whom King
George has to make presents is a lengthy
one, and' by far the most costly of the
gifts that figure in it are those that the
king bestows each year upon his fellow
monarchs of -Burope. Every Christmas a
regular interchange of gifts takes place
among ‘all 'the reigning Kuropean sovers
eigns, and the presents that King George
gends leave him out of pocket to the ex-
tent of, roughly $7,500.

One of the last things the king did be-
fore he leit town, a’ few days ago, to
visit Welbeek Abbey, which the Druce
claimant tried so hard to get away from
the Duke of Portland, was to choose his
“little remembrances” for his fellow sov-
ereigns, and these are being packed at the
present moment by the carpenter’s staff
at Buckingham Palace. Packed with a
care and disregard of expense, too, such
ag are expended on few gifts, even thosa

specially made mahogany case lined with

Mondé- and demi-monde rub
shoulders, the ‘hero and his valet, the
banker and his clerk, thousand-franc notes
and five-franc pieces rest democratically
on the same green rectangle, and the
woret of it all is that the play is mot
straight.

The croupier in a “tripot” is as light-
fingered as Autolycus and a creature of
the proprietor of the establishment, who
remains in & shadowy background. One
must' not run away with the idea that
the “tripot” itSelf ia modest and retiring.
It flames its, hlaring chandeliers in the
boulevards and the vicinity of the Etoile.
That is the extraordinary thing about it—
the entire lac })f reticence and ordinary
precaution. :

newspapers, and - 125,200,000 parcels, &
grand total of 5,483,000,000 postal packets,
The number of telegrams delivered was
89,200,000. This means that during the
year every man, woman, and child in the
United Kingdom received on the average
70.2 letters, 20 postcards, 23.5 half-penny .
packets, 4.4 mewspapers, 2.8 parcels, and
two telegrams. :

The work shows a general increase of
3.8 per cent, divided as follows:—Letters
46 per cent., postcards 3.9, half-penny
packets 2.2, newspapers 1.3, parcels 2.8.
Letters delivered in London increased by
6 per cent.

White Plague Fight

A fow days ago an elderly man, whose
wllky white beard and brown-grey hair
—“cut long” and hanging thick at the
back of his head—stood before an audi-
ence of fashionable people in the new lec-
ture theatre of the Royal Society of Medi-
cine. He was Professor Metchnikoff, head
of the Pasteur Imstitute in Paris, and the
acknowledged chief of living biologisis.
Many years ago, in Odessa, while study-
ing the life of the water-flea, he made a
revolutionary discovery, that parasites in
the blood of the tiny insect were being
devoured by the phagocytes, or white
cells, in the flea’s blood.

That discovery gave scientists new idens
as to the manner in which disease might
be fought, and now Metchnikoff is work-
ing for and looking forward to the discov-
ery of bacilli which may be employed to
-wipe out the disease of tuberculosis—bhy
preventing it.

He has discovered so much during the
last quarter of a century that he belicves
that the conquest of tuberculosis will not
take very much longer.

“The progress in the warfare against
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tubercle up to the present,” said,

tant future the great animal homo sap-
iens will triumph over the microscopic
plant, bacillus tuberculosis.”

He traced the history of the study of
tuberculosis from the time when it was
regarded as “‘a disease of the mutrition of
the orgamism,” and recalled how Koch,
thirty years ago, discovered the bacillue
which is the agent engendering tubercul-
ogis.

“Tubercle is a very common disease,”
he said, “but it does mot kill rapidly. The
bacilli of tubercle takes months or evem
years to cause fatal injury after they have
effected their entrance. The eater-cells, or
phagocytes, of the animal body wage a
constant war on them. Often the phago-
cytes conquer the intruding bacilli, and the
disease is stopped.

“Lately it has beéen shown that evidence
of tubercular disease, healod and -past, is
nearly universal in all adults dying from
other causes than tubercle in our town
populations. g

“Ninety per cent. of the adult popula-
tion of European towns is shown by Pir-
quet’s test to have incurred infection by
Koch’s bacillus. Yet only 15 per cent.
die, while the rest recover and often have
not been aware of illness of a tubercular
nature.”

It has been discovered that lattacks of
less virulent forms of tubercular disease,
from which the patients recover, confer
immunity against the deadly lung tub-
ercle, or phthisis, and a remarkable proof
of this was found in a comparison of the
Kalmuk Tartare with the town popu-
lations in Russia. which Professor Metch-
nikoff made eighteen months ago.

Out in the wilds the Walmuks rarely
die. of tubercle, yet when young Kalmuks
are sent into the Russian towns to be
educated they become infected more read-
ily, and die m greater proportion than do

Pirquet’s test, the professor found that
the town population was almost universal-
ly “tuberculized,” ’but that the Kalmuk
children were not.

Of Interest to Masons

Trials
were then made in human cases recognized
by other doctors as blood poisoned, snd
generally in the course of two days the
initial pustule and, oedoma disappeared,
Dr. Fortineau himself considers that fur-
ther experiments are necessary, but de-

covery towards fighting a disease so fatal
to those engaged in leather industries.

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OLD BRITISH PRISON SHIP
PAYS VISIT TO AMERICA

Vessel, 123 Years 0ld, Crossed Atlantic Safely—Left Port

victs Years Ago.

at Same Time as Titanic—Cruelties Practiced on Con-

(Brooklyn Eagle.)

Some time this coming epring New York
harbor is to be vigited by the strangest
vessel that ever passed the Statue of Lil»-
| erty, and if the Goddess doesn’t raise her
! torch a little higher as the craft goes by
it will be because she is not conscious of
what she represents.

The vessel is the Success, the old Brit-
ish conviet ship which left England last
April, and after a memorable voyage of
nearly 100, days, reached Boston. She is
bow at Providence (R. I.), but is shortly
to be laid up for repairs, after which she
will come to New York.

Up in Providence the Success is being
visited by crowds every day and might.
She is tied up, close to a pier, with sigps
hanging all over the sides of the vessel
and the ancient rigging hung with electric
lights. Otherwise, however, the old prison
ehip remains much as she was in the old
days, and presents an historical study not
to be found elsewhere in the world.

The Success is. a veritable floating
museum of horrors, and demonstrates,more
than anything else, the great strides that
civilization has made within a century in
its treatment of criminals, But, consider-
ed merely as a ship, the vessel is no less
remarkable. She is 123 years old, and her
voyage to this country, during which she
was harasgsed by rough weather, proves
that ‘she is still seaworthy. By a coincid-
ence, the Success took her departure on
the day of the Titanic disaster, and while
everyone considered the Titanic the safest
vessel afloat, it was with difficulty that a
crew was secured to man the Success.

The Success owes her stability to the
fact that ehe is built of solid Burmah teak,
being ‘perhaps the only vessel now afloat
constructed entirely of that wood. She
was built at Moulmein, British India, in
1790, for the East India Company, = She
Was a handsome merchantman, with seven
beautiful brass guns bristling from each
side. Her registered tonnage is 589, and
‘she is 135 feet long and 29 feet beam. Her
eolid sidés are two feet six incheg thick at
the bridge and her keelson is a solid teak
baulk of tremendous thickness.

Pains were taken to make her trim and
smart, and her decks were trodden,-in
her earliestVdays, by Indian princes and
nabobs and by merchants trading in ivory,
silk and precious stones. Remnants of
great gilded scrolls upon a rich blue
ground have been brought to light by

and the quarter galleries were originally
dgcorated with massive and artistic carv-
ings. Escutcheoris can easily be traced at
regular intervalg from stem to stern, and
the  original figurehead was of exquisite
design, representing a beautiful woman, a
étrange emblem in the days when the
decks and quarters were crowded with the
worst sort of criminals, clanking their
chains.

Chartered in 1802. /

Except for an occasional engagement
with pirates, the Success had an honorable
life on the ocean until 1820, when she was
first chartered by the British government
to transport to Australia the overflow of
the home jails—the unfortunate wretches
who at that time were sentenced to from
sever’years to life for offences that would
now be considered trivial and punished by
{ small fines. For nearly 50 years she was en-

gaged from time to time in this work, and
{in 1852 ghe ended her career a§ a mer-
| chantman with her arrival at Melbourne.
! The Australian gold fever was at its
! height at that time, and the captain and
crew of the Success deserted her for the
gold fields. She was soon afterward offer-
ed for sale-and was purchased by the gov-
ernment of Victoria for use as a conviet
ship. She was fitted up accordingly, with
cells from keel to the deck. There were T2
cells, with “accommodations” for 120
risoners. i

The galley was placed on the forecastle

ead, as were two sentry boxes, Well-be-
haved prisoners were confined in the
‘tween deck cells, and were sent ashore
during the day. Desperate characters and
men condemned to death were confined in
the cells on the lowest deck. Many of the
convicts lost their sight because of the
confinement in these dark cells, which
measured only two feet eight inches
across. The doors excluded -all air except
that which could filter through the per-
forated iron plate placed over the bars
above the doors to make the cell ag dark
as possible. ; >

A stout irdn ring was”fastened about
knee high in the shelving back of the
cell, and through this ring the right wrist
of the prisoner was passed and then
handcuffed to the left hand, thus pre-
venting the “prisoner from either stand-
ing upright or lying down, and obliging
him to stoop or lean againet the shelving
iside of the vessel as it rolled to and fro.

The cruelties practiced upon prisoners
,are almost unbelievable today, were it not
'for the instruments of torture still ex-
| hibited on the ship. As the visitor goes

about the Success he is shown among
other things, the branding iron, where
convicts were branded by a red-hot iron
on the palm of the hand with the broad
arrow, the sign of English ownership.
There are also leg irons, varying in weight
from seven pounds to fiftysix pounds;
body irons, with handecuffs attached, which
rendered a prisoner helpless; punishment
ball, spiked collar, ringed stone, to which
convicts on shore were chained, twenty at

as a time.
if .

Further on are the flogging frames. It
is recorded that in Hobart, Tasmania,
33,723 floggings were administered in a
period of two years. There are two pat-
terns of flogging frames exhibited on the
Success: It is said that the original
triangle frame was discarded because the
prisoners would beat their heads againsi
the posts to render themselves insensible
to the pain. The floggings were inflicted
by cat-of-nine-tails, made of green hide,
bound with brass and finished with pel-
lets of lead. When the flogging was fin-
|ished the convicts were forced into a
!salt water bath and scrubbed down with
stiff brushes.

Besides the instruments actually used
on board the Success when it was a con-
vict ship, the vessel is now full of relics
of the Middle Ages, and inetruments of
 torture of every age. Tncluded in this
{ eollection is an iron maiden, one of the
‘few speciments now in existence, and the
old door from Newgate Prison, London,
associated with the names of Jack Shep-
pard and Dick Turpin. The walls through-
;out are covered by pictures illustrating
different forms of torture and famous
criminals.

| The cells on the middle deck each hold
three prisoners, except when the ship
was crowded, in which case they held
four. On this deck is the prison chapel,
"'whcre the prisoners were mustered on
Sundays as @& reward for good conduct.

scratching away the guperimposed coating |

There they. were locked in and the chap-
lain, taking no chances, stood outside.
Another eection is the Tiger's den, so
called on account of the tigerish feroci-
ty of the prisoners imprisoned  there.
This strongly barred cage held twenty-
two of the worst prisoners who were dan-
gerous to deal with eingly. Here they
quarreled and fought in the darkness till
the weakest wemt battling to the wall.
The wardens ugnally silenced these out-
breaks by leveling the muzzles of their
rifles just over the heads of the convicts
and firing between the bars.

The prison pantry adjoins the Tiger's
den, 'and was used to prepare and divide
the rough fare,of the prisoners.

The horrors iof the middle deck are
quite eclipsed by what is found on the
lower deck. Here is the condemned cell,
with origin.: belé-and chain; the solitary
confinement cell; "where ruts and grooves
were worn' in the teak by the prisoners;
the refractory cell; black holes, in which
prisoners were cenfined from one to twen-
ty-eight days on bread and water, and
other quarters. | ;

The - actual official docuthents, showing
the offenses and: punishments meted ‘ out
in that day are still preserved on the
vessel. " In 1820, when' thé Success was
actively engaged as a conviet ship, there
were 145 ofienses for ‘which the death peun-
alty was prescribed, while now there s
much sentiment ‘against ecapital punish-
ment for any offense. ;

The ‘cruelty and barbarism on board
the prison ships, and especially the Sue-
cess, reached its height when John Price,
inspector general of New South Wales, was
in command of the vessel. 8o abominable
was- the treatment that he infleted upon
the poor wretches under his charge, that
it culminated in his assassination by the
convicts in 1857, and the stibsequent aboli-
tion of the system. The disélosures of in-
human treatment  and brutal atrocities
caused ‘the British government to abandon
the entire system. The Success was for
many years used as a woman's prison, and
later became, successively, a reformatory
ship and ammunition store. Later, all the
prison hulks were ordered fo be sold, on
the expressed condition that they were to
be broken up and “their associations lost
to the recolléctions of ‘the residents of
Melbourne.” By a clericsl error, however,
that ‘condition did not appear on the terms
of sale of the Success, Bo she remains the
¢nly ' Australian - convict ship afloat.

It wes not until 1800 that the Success
was exnibited. Two- years later a band
of residents of Sydney boarded the vessel,
and out of resentment for disclosing the
cruelty of their ancestors, scuttled the
vessel in Sydney harbor. She was later
raised and eent to England.

The history of some-of the prisoners
confined aboard the Success is as interest-
ing as the vessel itself. The most signifi-
cant of these were the “Six Men of Dor-
set.” These men were"the first trade
unionists, and their story throws a vivid
light on the changes brought about in the
cendition of the workers sipce the middle
of the nineteéenth century. ™

George Lovelace was. a.farm lghorer jin
England. As the wag stuch were only
7s. per week, he proceeded to form a La-
borers’ Society to secure Is. a week in-
crease. The following were the commit-
tee: George Lovelace, James Lovelace,
James Hammett, Thomas Stanfield, James
Brine, and a good speaker named Clarke.

In those days farm hands lived on “bar-
ley bannocks” and turnips, with perhaps
a glice of bacon on Bundays, other food
being too dear. The answer of the farm-
ers to the deputation was to give them no-
tice that il the future their wages wouid
be reduced to 6s. a Week, and if any more
complaints were made they would be ar-
rested for conspiracy.

A proclamation was issued threatening
to punish any man who joined a trade
Society with seven years transportation.
Lovelace and his companions were con-
victed and sentenced to geven years trans-
portation to Van Diemen’s Land. After
serving three years on thé Success and in
the chain gang in Australia, the British
govermnent yielded to the agitation in
England in favor of these men, and they
were pardoned.

Many of the cells of the Success are
now tenanted by wax figures of men who
made Australian and English eriminal his-
tory. Besides the “Six Men of Dorget”
there iz Harry Power, a mnoted bush-
ranger, who served seven years in a gloomy
cell and lived to become a guide to visitors
on hoard the Success; Danie Morgan, the
most cruel murderer in Australia; Owen
Suffolk, a man of great literary ability.

Another romantic prisoner was Captain
Starlight, described in Rolf Boldrewood’s
“Robbery Under Arms,” the brother of
ar. Irish baronet, who, with a reward of
500 pounds on his head, dined daily with
the ehief of police, lived at a fashionable
club, and won races with stolen horses,

Capc Breton Needs Hay

; (Bydney Post)

E. S. Archibold, dominion animal hus-
bandman, Ottawa, and general superin-
tendent of live stock for the dominion ex-
pcrlmental farms, was present at the meet-
ing of the Cape Breton Farmer’s Associa-
tion yesterday afterncon and addressed
the meeting in connection with the re-
quirements of the farmers of the county in
respect to hay shortage. The minister of
agriculture at Ottawa is arranging to as-
sist the farmers in obtaining the neces-
sary feed to tide them over the coming
winter. The hay crop this season was ow-
ing to the prolonged drouth during the

late spring and early summer months, far!
below the average yielding only about six-|

ty-five per cent of the normal. Mr. Archi-
bold obtained from the farmers of the sev-
eral districts a fair idea of the tonnage of
hay that will be needed in each section.
The year 1904, it will be remembered,
produced similar conditions as obtained
this season and at that time the govern-
ment, purchased about three thousand tons
of hay and sold it, under the direction
of the municipal council to the farmers at
actual cost.

Vermont Town to Plant Seedlings on
Thity:-acte Tract of Land

(From 'the Barre Times.)

It is a rather novel experiment for a
munieipality to go into the forestry busi-
ness ‘on a. large scale, as Montpelier pro-
poses to do by planting seedlings on thirty
acres of Jand about Berlin pond; but it is
likely to furn out as a profitable invest-
metnt, given time.

The - initial cost of the experiment, the
Jand being at the municipality’s disposal,
is -not great and the care of the growing
trees will not impose any greater outlay,
the trees really taking care of themselves:
but the results in the reforested area will
be entirely out of propgrtion to such:com-
bined ‘expense, for timber is valuable now
and iz bound to be more valuable by the
time these trees have reached a sufficient
size.

Therefore Montpelier will realize good
returns on the experiment and at the same
time it will be utilizing land which other-
wise would lie idle or grow up to useless
accumulations of plant life. Moreover, the
example which the municipality is eetting
may be of value in that itwill encourage
the reforestation of other tracts of land
in the vicinity.

Other Vermont communities which have
idle land would find it a good investment
to set out seedlings now and let nature
work for them in growing trees. - Such ef-
forts would counteract’ in part the devast:
ation of the forests’ which is constantly
gowing on in Vermont, :

NEW FEATURES IN BANK ACT

A central gold reserve at Montreal is

created where banks can deposit gold and
issue notes against it, in addition to their
present authorzed issue.
... There will be a compulgory external au-
dit of ‘banks by ‘4n indefendent auditor
appointed by the shavelolders, virtually
by the directors, who will*be paid by the
finance department and responsible to the
finance minister for any :report made.

Provisions [or organization of new banks
forbid expenditures by provisional direc-
tors, until the application is made to the
treasury board. If a project is umsuccess-
ful ne; moneys can be paid out except by
consent of shareholders or arder of court.

Agrcements or mergers bétween banke
put through now by boards of directors
must in future have the comsent of the fi-
rance. minister. VB
