forward with fresh ardovr 1nto those
wider fields of usefulness in British North-
America, whicn, after ten years’ waiting,
Divine Providence has now thrown open
to the Christian enterpiise cf this So-
ciety.

&ummarj/ and Appeal.

Tor wpward of 16 years the Society has
been steadily prosecuting its work in the
Colony of Newfoundland. In that long
and much-neglected spot it has planted
about 50 Daily, Sunday, and Adult
Schoole, 1n which many thousands have
received instruction. In connection with
each School it has established its Loan
Library, which has been fourd of great
usefulness to the inhabitants ; and it has
put into circulution, thiough the liberal
grants of the Bible, Prayer-Book and
Homily, and Religious-Tract Societies,
thotisands of Biblce and Prayer-Books,
and hundreds of thiousands of other Re-
ligious Publicaticns. Its Teachers, be-
sides their primary duty in the School,
have acted as Catechists—visiting the
sick, distributing Tracts, and conducting,
under ecclesiastical sanction, Pablic Set-
vice in Settlements where there would
otherwise have been no Means of Grace
on the Lora’s Day. The beneficial cesults
of these various and persevering en-
deavours to do goad, both to the children
.anc the adult population, have called
~forth the merited acknowledgment of tae
Constituted Authorities ; and have given

to the Socicty such hold on the affections:

of the inhabitants generally, that, if as-
sistance were rendered, it might at once
extend to many vet destitute Settlements
and earnestly imploring help, the biessings
of a Scriptural Education.

Such being its decided success in New-
foundland, the Friends of the Society
have been most anxious to redeem the
pledge given in 1829, by the Establish-
ment of its Schools among our Transat-
lantic Brethren in the Provinees of British

da: they were most kindly received ; aund
the object of their visit warmly entertain-

ed by many, both amoug the Clergy and |

Laity  Other places have forwarded ap-
plications. Two other Teachers have
since sailed for Canada, otie of whom has
been admitted by the Bishop of Montreal
into Holy Orders; his Tordship having
engaged to ordain such of the Teachers
as may be qualified, and where the staticns
to which they may be appointed are with-
out Pastoral Miristrations.

The Society has not done halfits work
in Newfoundland ; and never was it more
needed than at present, wher, through
the spread of Popery and the deficience
of Protestant Instruction, a system of
Education is attempted on tke unhallow-
ed principle of excluding the Bible ; while
in the Canadas, both official and private
documents abundantly prove the neces-
sity for the immediate Establishment of
Scriptural Schools on Church-of-England
principles. At Present, no such uniform
and general system is provided : nor can
1t be expected where the Clergy are so
few ; and they, for the most part, itiner-
ant Missionaries, separate from one an-
other at immense distances.

The population of both Provinces
amounts together to about 1,000,000 ; for
whom the Church of England has pro-
vided only about 90 Glergymen ; giving
to each, on the average, a charge of up-
ward of 10,000 souls, despersed through
an extent of country equal in size to an
English County.

The Bishops of Montreal and New-
foundland have taken the Society under
their patronage. Men, properly qualified
are ready to go out; and places are pre-
pared, and earnestly asking for them. A
wide door and effectual is opened—no-
thing is wanting but Christian co-operation
and support.

TRINITY, JuLy 27.—After a painful
journey from Carbouear, the Lord Bishop
of this Diocess reached Heart's Content ;
and having visited the Churches in that
neighbourhood, passed over to Trinity on
the 17th instant attended by the Rev. II.
Hamilton. His Lorcship was received
on his landing in Trinity with every de-
monstration of joy and respect,—the
same evening he preached in his usual
style of persuasive eloquence.

Address, respectably signed, was pre-
sented by the Rector, accompaunied by a
deputation appointed for that purpose, to
which his Lordship returned a most kind
and affecting reply—referrit g with great
feeling to early associations, and expres-
sive of the pleasure he experienced in
finding them mutually cherished.

On Sunday, the 19th, his Lordship con-
firmed 192 persons; administered the
sacrament of the Lord’s Supper to 145
communicants, and preached twice to
overflowing congregations, by whom his
discourses were received with breathless
attentioq.

During the week, although much indis-
posed, His Lordship inspected the School,
transacted the business of the mission,
visited the Churches and settlements in
the neighbourhood, and was pleased to
express great satisfaction at the state of
the Church and the general order of the
mission. Hiz Lordship has conferred on
the Rev. W. Bullock the office and dignity
of Rural Dean of Trinity, with jurisdic-
tion oyer the Churches and Schools in
the Northern District of the Diocess.

On Sunday, the 26th, an ordination was

and kindness, and of whose prosperity I
have irequently heard, with thankfulness
to the Almighiy Giver of all good, during
the manv years that have elapsed since
the termination of our more immediate
intercourse. That during the greatest
part of that long interval, my place among
vou has not oeen left desolate, but has
been fully supplied by your exemplary
Pastor, is a matter on which I cennot feel
too grateful ; and in my present re-con-
nection with you in the character with
which it has pleased God to invest me, as
the Bishop of this Diocess, you may con-
fidentl; rely on my careful and affection-
ate superintendence of this most interest-
ing portion of my charge. .

I pray, with the deepest cordiality, that
the Great Head of the Church, the Eter-
nal Shepherd and Bishop of our souls,
may ivcrease the blessings which have
hitherto attenced you ; and I trust that so
long as it is in the Councils of the Divine
Wisdom to continue my pilgrimage on
earth, I may largely pariicipate, with re-
spect to this flock, the feelings of St.
Paul towatds his beloved Philippians,
and that hearing of your sustained piety
and patient continuance in well doing, I
may ** thank my God on every remem-

On Saturday the &th iustant His
Lordship proceeded to Catalina,
and or the following day (Sunday)
he preached at the Church in that
settlement, and administered the
rite of Counfirmation to 52 indivi-
duals. lo the afternoon of the
y hie crossed the country,
over a most wretched road, to
Bonavista, the residence of the
Rev. Mr. Woob. There, in the
evening of the same day the Bi-
shop preached to a very large con-
gregation, and confirmed 41 per-
sons. On the 10th His Lordship
again preached at Bonavista boih
at 2 o’clock in the afternoon and
at 7 in the evening ; an ! again held
a confirmation at which 22 people
received the impositian of hands.
On the i2th His Lordship pro-
ceeded in a boat to King’s Cove,
and after haviog visited the school
on the following morning, 73 per-
sons were confirmed. the Holy
Sacrament of the Loid’s Supper
was admicistered to 3 recipienis
of the body =nd Llocd of Christ,
and 8 childien were wdmitied nto
the body of ihe Churel
Oun Saturday the }sth
was rejoined at Bonavisi: v his
Chaplair, the Rev. C. BLACK=
MAN, who had proceeded iu the
Mary Jane iv quest of His Lord-
ship with important despatches
from Eogland and Bermnda. On
the following morning he again
preacbed, and confirmed 19 per-
sons, at Bonavista, and from thence
passed over to Uatalipa, where
with the assistance of the Rev.
Messis. BLackman @id Woobp
a full service was performed, ano-
ther confirmation held, and the sa-
crament ¢f Baptism adminisiered.
After the most fatiguing exertions
of the day His Lordship went oan
board the vessel seut to convey
him to this town, and at a very
early heur on the morning of
Monday sailed from Catalisa, and
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arrived here in the course of the

day. Thus, in addition to man

other pressing duties, Hlis Lord-
ship has beld in the Island fifteen
or sixteen Counfirmations, angad-
mitted to that holy site uearly
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Jourteen hurdred  members of our

Church.

I
fear this will throw a damp cn the
expedition.

Exiled from Corsica in 1793, he took
part 1a the several phases of the Irench
resolution, till he was created Minister of
the Interior undcr the Consnlate ; he was
subsequently, Ambassador in Spain, and
employed in various csnfidential mission,
till, quarreling with Napoleon about his
seconG marriage, he separated himsclf
from politics. He was taken prisoner
by the English off the coast of Malta, and
fixed his residence at Ludlow, where he
was much respected. At the peace of
i814 he went to Rome, but returned to
Paris on Napoleon’s escape from Elba.—
After the final overthrow of his brother
ise retired to Italy, where he passed the
remainder of his days, devoted to litera-
ture and the fine arts, and was much

respected in private like.
