New York, Jan. 20.—An account of « 
strange and thrilling rescue of seven 
seamen from the shipwrecked schoon­
er Kipling has been brought here to­
day by the steamer Maine from Lon­
don.

The steamer found (he Kipling on 
January 11th near the British coast, 
sinking from the effects of the pound­
ing of huge waves. The schooner'! 
seams were sprung and leaking, part 
of her spars and deck fixtures had been 
snapped off, and big seas we$e stili 
washing over her decks when the 

1 Maine sent a boat to take off the crew.
I The boat was manned by an officer and 

three sailors. It stood alongside the 
schooner sometimes rising to the level 
of the decks, and sometimes dropping 
far below them witlt the roll of the 
waves.

Every man on the Kipling had safely 
jumped into this bobbing boat, and the 
oars had been dipped to row away 
when the schooner swung around se 
that her bowsprit was directly over the 
lifeboat. Simultaneously a sea rose 
beneath the boat carrying it up and 
crushing it against the bowsprit, which 
struck it directly across the midship 
section.

In the midst of the snapping oari 
and flying splinters the seven seamen 
from the Kipling leaped up to the 
bowsprit, throwing their arms about 
available supports, and with their feet 
trying to kick the life boat free from 
it's perilous position. This they did, but 
the life boat swept clear of the boat 
leaving them clinging to the bowsprit. 
In the bottom of the boat one of the 
rescuers lay unconscious, having been 
struck on the head during the collision, 
and the boat itself was so badly dam­
aged that it was in danger of sinking.

It was rowed back to the Maine, 
while the crew of the Kipling clamber­
ed painfully along the bowsprit back 
to the deck of their vessel against the 
Maine, however, sent a second life boat 
to the schooner, and this time the 
shipwrecked men were safely taken 
aboard.

The Kipling had been crippled for 20 
days before sighting the Maine. She 
was bound for America, and continued 
on her way until three days before the 
Maine was sighted, when there became 
a fight for life, every man going to the 
pumps to keep the vessel afloat.

The Kipling is owned at Harbor 
Grace, Newfoundland.

MYSTERIOUS DEATH.

Requires That the Blood Be Kept 
Rich and Pure.Gloveraville, N. Y., During the past few days twenty or 

thirty prosperous farmers from Manitoba 
and the Northwest have 
toria. They are here as a result of the 
cheap rates inaugurated by the Canadian 
Pacific railway during the winter months 
at the instance of the Tourist Associa­
tion. Although the average resident of 
the prairie districts cannot be persuaded 
to say much, if anything, against it, it 
is easy to see that the milder climate of 
the Coast is appreciated. As one of the 
visitors remarked this morning: "If we 
could only transplant Winnipeg in the 
winter to Vancouver Island there would 
be no objections offered by any of those 
concerned.” It is the old story, and it 
represents one of the handicaps of in­
terior provinces. The climatic conditions 
are too extreme, it is too hot in the sum­
mer and much too cold in the winter. 
The farmers will put up with the former 
because it is the season when the grain 
must be attended to, but in the winter 
there is practically nothing to do, and 
thus those who have turned over thou­
sands of dollars as a result of last year’s 
crops think they have earned a few 
months’ recreation in a milder clime. 
What more natural than that they should 
look towards British Columbia, and par­
ticularly towards its capital? The at­
tractions of this city have been exten­
sively advertised arid nowhere have its 
charms been more talked of than 
throughout the Northwest. Consequently 
many have taken advantage of the op­
portunity to take a holiday, and, as a 
result, the corridors of the majority of 
local hotels are thronged with hardy, 
healthy looking farmers, all apparently 
bent upon having a thoroughly good time.

J. F. Campbell is in charge of One part 
of the Manitoban visitors. With him are 
Inspector Munro, of the Mounted Police, 
Capt. Smith, F. J. Bradfleld, G. F. Laird 
and others. Asked for an explanation of 
the sudden influx of Northwestern agri­
culturists, Mr. Campbell gave practically 
the same reasons as those already out­
lined. "You see,” he remarked, "this is 
our slack season in Manitoba. We farm­
ers are doing very little now as a rule 
except looking forward and making what 
preparations are possible for the spring 
sowing.”

A. Walker, of Glasgow, owner of the 
ship, for instructions, and will prob­
ably be advised as to what to do to­
day.

Capt. Wrq. Davidsoir and the second 
mate, Wm. Edwards, together with a 
number of the members of the wrecked 
vessel. King David, are making their 
headquarters at the Dominion hotel. A 
Times representative approached the 
former this morning, and asked for an 
explanation of his lonely vigil for three 
days and two nights on the castaway 
hulk after the crew had taken up their 
quarters on land. It was mentioned in 
order that the query might be justified 
th^t it had been rumored that the crew 
hsfd become excited in making their 
escape, and had deserted their com­
mander in their haste to get to some 
place‘of safety. The captain, how­
ever, refused to reply. , He character­
ized it as a foolish question, and one 
that he wouldn’t answer except to a 
nautical expert. After such a recep­
tion the scribe determined to ascertain 
whether the second mate would be 
more willing to enter into the matter. 
This proved to be the case.

Mr. Edwards stated that there had 
been no panic such as hinted at when 
it was decided that the crew should 
leave the vessel. They had gone 
ashore in the ordinary manner, and 
Capt. Davidson had simply done his 
duty in determining to stay with his 
ship until there was no possible chance 
of saving her. At that time she was 
not in a bad condition, despite the 
severe buffeting, the shore wasn’t very 
far away, and a boat ryas held in readi­
ness, and could have been brought 
alongside for the rescue of the .captain 
in ten minutes in case of emergency.

Discussing the catastrophe Mr. Ed­
wards threw some interesting side­
lights upon the story of the embarka- 

i tion of the first mate and a crew of six

After every member of his crew had 
left the vessel and the roll of the ocean 
was rapidly, rocking to destruction the 
big steel ship King David on. a couple 
of pinnacles, Capt. Davidson stayed by 
hie craft until he was forced by” the 
rising water to abandon it. He had no 
trouble with his men, they behaved 
well, but once the ship struck and they 
wanted to get ashore. Capt. David­
son, however, whilst allowing them to 
do so, did not relinquish command un­
til the inevitable happened. He had 
the sails trimmed ready to take advan­
tage of a high-roller that might at any 
time lift his Slip free from the rocks 
and deposit her into the smooth water 
within the reef. The two nights he 
spent aboard were extremely anxious 
ones. Only a man of great nerve and 
pluck would have so ventured his life 
in the attempt to save his ship. The 
King David faces the ocean as she 
stands, had she been otherwise she

The interest in the Kaien Island land 
deal continues to attract chief atten­
tion among the legislators. This is not 
confined to the opposition, but among 
the government supporters there are 
members who regard the transaction 
with grave suspicion. The members of 
the government themselves show con­
siderable agitation relative to it, and 
it is quite evident they would like to 
see the subject dfopped.

For several years it has been known 
that there has been a scramble for the 
Kaien Island townsite. As far back 
as 1903 it would sçem that the G. T. P. 
engineers had their attention attracted 
to that spot. The news got out in 
some way presumably without the 
sanction of thé chief officials of the 
company, who sought for various good 
reasons to keep it dark. Suspicions of 
various kinds have been aroused as to 
the way which the news was communi­
cated. but no official announcement has 
been made on the matter.

Staking was in progress on the 
Island in 1903, also a number of appli­
cations being made for land in the 
usual way, and by South African 
script. These applications were re­
fused. It is said that the ground given 
for it was that the land was under a 
reserve placed under Forbes Vernon 
when chief commissioner of lands and 
works. Mr. Vernon himself has always 
held that the Island was under reserve, 
although at the time the maps did not 
show the tract as an Island, but a part 
of the Mainland.

Some of the locators asked for a fiat 
that the courts might decide the point. 
This was refused by the government 
also. It is pointed out that if there 
had been a positive reserve the govern­
ment had no need to refuse a fiat. If 
there was no reserve the original locat­
ors are entitled to the property, having 
complied with the laws governing the 
securing of it.

Moreover, it is said that the govern­
ment issued a crown grant to a minerafl 
claim on the Island since the first re­
serve was supposed to be placed over it.

In granting the mineral claim no ex­
ception it is announced was made of 
the surface rights as would have been 
required had there been a reserve as 
claimed. In some quarters it is held 
that the original locators have ground 
for an action for damages.

Protesta ions were made by several 
applicants against the refusal to con­
vey the land to them, but without 
avail. Legal action was threatened, 
but still the government refused.

In January, 1904, according to the 
papers brought down to the House, E. 
V. Bodweil, K. C., on behalf of clients 
he represented asked for the 10,000 
acres on the terms already made 
known, namely, $10,000. This was fol­
lowed by an agreement between the 
government and Mr. Bodweil a few 
months later.

In the meantime the original stakers 
were refused the land, a reserve being 
claimed. In August, 1904, the present 
government acknowledged apparently 
that there had been no reserve, and 
placed one on the Island. Then in 
March, 1905, trie land was conveyed to 
the Grand Trunk Pacific.

It would look, therefore, as though 
the government in dealing witK the 
lands selected one group of speculators 
and dealt with them, shutting out all 
other applicants for land.

The government has never explained 
the cause for this action, and the justi­
fication for it will be watched with in­
terest.

Ottawa, Jan. 22.—Canada’s aggregate 
trade for the six months, ending De­
cember, shows an increase of $31,316,- 
751 over the returns for the same time 
in 1904. The aggregate trade was $273,- 
556,221, compared with $242,039,470. The 
imports were $133,813,210, a gain of 
$10,770,560; exports, $140,213,846, an in­
crease of $21,218,026. Compared the 
same six months in the previous year, 
the revenue shows an increase of about 
one and a half millions. In exports 
there was an increase in all branches 
of trade. In fisheries there was an in­
crease of over two millions, in animals 
and their products about four and a 
half millions, while there is an in­
crease of twelve million dollars in 
agricultural manufactures.

The principal debate in the legisla­
ture this afternoon was on the pro­
posed amendment to the act respect­
ing the cutting of timber in the prov­
ince. The chief commissioner has in­
troduced a bill to make it compulsory 
that all timber cut in the province 
shall be used in this province or manu­
factured intc. sawn lumber In the 
province. It was explained by Hon.
R. F. Green that the intention was to 
overcome the difficulty which the gov­
ernment had encountered in the 
seizures made of logs belonging to J.
S. Emmerson, and which were declar­
ed by the courts to have been illegally 
held. By act of parliament they now 
seek to make legal what could not be 
upheld in the courts.

The opposition took the ground that 
provision should be made by which the 
low grade timber which now went to 
waste should be left free to be export­
ed, while the higher quality of timber 
should be conserved to the province for 
manufacture, yet there was a class of 
lower grade which found a ready sale 
in the United States» and for which 
there was no market in British Col­
umbia.

Several bills were advanced a stage | 
before adjournment was reached at a 
very early hour in the day. The 
House sat 6nly a litle over an hour to­
day the government' having a very 
meagre bill-of-fare to present. As far 
as actual business was concerned the 
legislature might just as well have 
taken a full holiday. In this parti­
cular the government is carrying out 
the same methods as were employed 
In former sesions since they took 
power of having the government busi­
ness far behind so that weeks at the 
beginning of the session are wasted, 
while towards the close the House Is 
asked to rush the bills through without 
full consideration.

Richard Hall referred to the fact 

that the return of a government mem­
ber for Alberni relieved the ministry 
from the nightmare due to the fear 
that the Socialists might desert it. He 
attributed the victory for the govern­
ment in Alberni to the fact that bye- 
elections always went with the govern­
ment, which had the dispensing of 
patronage.

The School Act was a step back­
wards, as it disastrously affected the 
elementary education in the schools. If 
the children got a good education up 
to 15 or 16 years of age, they were well 
equipped for life. These boys usually 
went to the front. If sent to school 
until they were 20 years or more of age 
they became spoiled. The early educa­
tion was of the most good to the boys. 
He hoped the government would re­
consider their act and right matters. 
The act was passed as a revenue meas­
ure, and had done a lot of harm.

To the government was not due the 
credit for the success of the lumber in­
dustry. This was due to the federal 
government’s policy,which had peopled 
the Territories and given a demand 
for British Columbia lumber.

He was prepared to give his support 
to the protection of the game of the 
province. The government, he thought, 
provides too few game wardens, and 
also were lax In the portection of 
forests from fire. He had heard that 
in some parts of the province the 
regulations were violated. *

He took exception to the govern­
ment's policy of handing over land at 
Kaien Island for the benefit of a 
group of speculators. The land should 
not be given except with thë sanction 
of the legislature by act of parliament. 
The representatives of the people 
should have an opportunity to be 
heard in this transaction. "

The Songhees reserve question had 
rlso been dealt with last session in a 
very unsatisfactory way. The House 
was given an impression last session 
that a settlement of the reserve ques­
tion was in sight. Yet nothing had 
been done. This question could be set­
tled very quickly he thought. The 
government should therefore take ac­
tion.

In the case of Deadman’s Island, 
which was close to Vancouver, the at- 
tgrney-general had made two trips to 
England, and a large sum had been ex­
pended in getting a setlement of the 
question involved. Deadman’s Island 
had been given its value by. the city 
of Vancouver, and should go to it. The 
Songhees reserve was given its value 
by Victoria and all of it should go to 
the city.

The speech from the throne did not 
promise a very long session. He con­
gratulated the premier for announcing 
at the start that there would be no 
railway policy. This was certainly 
more commendable than putting the 
legislature off with promises through­
out the session. The premier doubtless 
knew the best time to bring down that 
policy. It would likely be on an appeal 
to the country, and he would hope to 
win the elections by it.

A surplus was claimed. He did not 
know what the government considered 
a surplus. If the, withholding of neces­
sary expenditure, the increase of tax­
ation meant political economy, then the 
government should write a book on the 
subject.

On resuming the debate on the speech 
of His Honor, W. C, Wells rose amid 
applause. He expressed sympathy with 
the mover and seconder of the address 
in reply to the bpeech. Mr. Macgowan 
who was known last session to have 
had differences with the government 
seemed to have made his peace with 
the ministry. The members in support 
of the government seemed to be asked 
to take all for granted. They were 
asked to close their eyes and swallow 
the dose. The supporters of the gov­
ernment seemed now to be very easily 
satisfied.

Mr. Macgowan in discussing the 
School Act had taken praise upon his 
constituents for having “put their 
hands in their pockets" and paid the 
increased taxes. Mr. Wells wanted to 
know where else these men could be 
expected to put their hands. He 
seemed to infer that in Vancouver they 
were in the habit of putting their hands 
in other people's pockets. On behalf 
of his personal friends In Vancouver 
Mr. Wells took exception to this in­
sinuation of Mr. Macgowan.

On the travels of Mr. Macgowan 
through the Simiikameen 
parts of the country Mr. Wells said 
that the member for Vancouver did not 
travel over any roads built by the pre­
sent government. The roads were built 
by the previous government.

The member for Vancouver knew no 
bounds, and he even proposed that the 
provincial government should take 
over the Indian reserves.

The • minister of finance had simply 
put on the screws and deprived the 
province of what it was entitled to. By 
this means a surplus of $222,000 was, 
secured. In making up this surplus 
there were included $256,000 derived 
from the Dominion government under 
the Chinese Restriction Act. This was 
probably the last year that this would 
be received, and if ft had been cut off 
this year "there would have been a de­
ficit of over $20,000.

As a lumber merchant he could not 
give any praise to the government for 
any success. The government did not 
know what they were talking about. In 
the province there w.çpe no lumber 
merchants receiving rqore than 6 per 
cent, and few receiving 4 per cent, on 
the investment. In the face of this in 
order to draw grist tQ their own mill 
the government took credit for a 
wonderful improvement in the lumber 
industry.

Referring to the restriction of the ex­
port of logs from British Columbia," 
Mr. Wells alluded to the fact that a 
judgment had been given by which 
logs cut under a logger’s license were 
able to evade the law. He thought the 
government should do away with this 
system of cutting logs.

There .were two factors to1 success in 
the lumber business. These were the 
enterprise and business-like ability of 
those in the industry, and the other 
was the market facilities afforded in 
the Northwest«provinces. For the lat­
ter the Dominion government deserved 
the chief credit. Since the present 
government came into power at Ot­
tawa the prairie provinces had gone 
forward by leaps and bounds, and in­
stead of the scattered communities 
which "formerly . existed the country 
was filling up with settlers.

The government congratulated itself 
for the large an .bunt of railway con­
struction now in progress in the prov­
ince. Surely the local government 
could not take credit for this. Mr. 
Wells showed that the Ottawa govern­
ment backed up by the Liberal mem­
bers of the Dominion House from Bri­
tish Columbia was able to secure the 
construction of the V., V. & E. railway 
by Mr. Hill. (Loud applause). No 
credit was due to the local govern­
ment.

The construction of the New West­
minster bridge had done a good work 
in giving Vancpuver and New West­
minster connection with the southërn 
side of the Fraser river. This work 
was .Initiated by himself.

He referred to Mr. Macgowan’s re­
ference to better terms. Mr. Mac­
gowan advocated demanding better 
terms from Ottawa or secede from the 
Confederation. “That is an old Tory 
trick," said Mr. Wells. “You cannot 
discuss matters with them for 48 hours 
before "they advocate rebellion.” (Ap­
plause). It had always been this way. 
As long as he could remember this had 
been the custom of Tories. Because 
they did not get what they wanted 
they burned the parliament buildings 
at Quebec, and followed up by issuing 
annexation manifestoes.

The Liberal party in the House was 
loyal to the province, and to the Dom­
inion. They were loyal also to the Lib­
eral party and the respected leader of 
that party Sir Wilfrid Laurier. (Loud 
applause.)

Mr. Wells took his seat, and while 
the speaker called three times: “Are 
you ready for the question?" no one 
arose to the surprise of the supporters 
of the government.

Coal Mines Regulations.
In introducing the second reading of 

thé bill to amend the Coal Mines Regu­
lation Act, J. H. Hawthornthwaite 
said that the object of the act was to 
protect life in the mines. British Col­
umbia had the disgraceful record of 
having the highest record for acci­
dents. There were 15 per cent, on the 
province as compared with 1.8 In New 
Zealand, and similar figures elsewhere. 
He said that lives were often lost in 
consequence of the lack of assistance 
being rendered soon enough. In this 
connection he cited the case of the late 
Mr. McGregor in Nanaimo. It was 
shown that he received no vital injur­
ies, but died in consequence of not re­
ceiving the necessary assistance at 
once.
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v ' n railway bonuses were over, then 
so much the better.

He paid a compliment Jo C. Munro, 
whom he said never went out of his 
ivuy to make political capital, and 
who was always true to his convic-
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lions.
Referring to the Dominion immigra­

tion methods, Mr. Williams set forth 
that the objection to the Doukho- 
bors was that these men worked for 
6 Uout half the wages that an ordinary 
European would ask, and far less than 
even a Chinamen. He did not object 
to any Immigrant coming into the 
country, but he did object to methods 
of bringing them in. The excuse for 
this was to provide the farm labor in 
Manitoba. He said that the way this 
worked was that a farmer exploited 
about two immigrants a year. The 
man was employed at a jjow wage and 
he was allowed to go.

On the questions of population being 
“.ceded. Mr. Williams said that these 
immigrants came into crowd the pres­
ent residents out of work. Tajting the 
census returns and the figures of the 
Immigration, he contended that the 
population had not increased by, the 
number brought in, but that there was 
a falling off In population of 68,000 In 
ten years over those brought into the 
country without the natural increase. 
He denounced thé low classes brought 
ont as immigrants. Steamship- agen­
cies and land speculators were employ­
ed to bring out immigrants by false 

* representations.
Mr. Williams referred to the Salva­

tion Army scheme of immigration in 
a very disparaging way. He said the 
Salvation Army proposed to carry out 
»" immigration scheme. They propos­
ed to go through the slums of the Eng­
lish cities with a fine toothed comb and 
a garden rake and dump the social 
Emm Into this country.

The government at Ottawa, like all 
institutions, was interested in class 
legislation.

W. B. Mclnnes, Mr. Williams 
said that all he could say was that this 
was an example of the principle that 
polities paid under certain conditions.

In the iefeisldture this afternoon a 
surprise was sprung upon the govern- 
'ment supporters by the close of the de­
bate on the speech of His Honor. It 
had been anticipated by the govern­
ment that John Oliver would take a 
part in this debate and in anticipation 
of this W. J. Bowser - had prepared 
himself for one of his brilliant replies. 
Mr. Oliver did not speak, and in 
sequence the verbose member for Van­
couver has on his hands the speech he 
prepared. It is now a subject to 
gamble on as to how long Mr. Bowser 
can refrain from perpetrating it upon 
the House. .His immediate friends will 
not extend the time beyond three days, 
And if Inside of that time any excuse 
does not offer itself Bowser may find 
it necessary to deliver It in the corri­
dors where the rules of the House will 
not be applied.

The address in reply to the speech 
of His Honor was allowed to close this 
afternoon because the opposition 
no good purpose in continuing a debate 
which the government purposely forced 
to be one-sided. The opposition speak­
ers In spite of the fact that the most 
telling points were made against the 
government and the policy initiated by 
them, were allowed to follow 
other without an attempt being made 
from the government side to reply to 
these arraignments. In the debate only 
the Premier, the attorney-general and 
L. W. Shatford took part 
ministerial side. In the speeches of the 
two ministers there was a studied ef­
fort evident to keep away from the 
points introduced by the opposition. 
The Premier rose simply to announce 
the fact that there would be no rail­
way legislation. What the attorney- 
general rose^for remains a mystery.

Mr. Shatford did not enfer into 
troversial questions, but confined him­
self almost exclusively to advocating 
the claims’ of his constituency to re­
cognition.

It was, therefore, evident that the 
government side was content to take 
the castigation received from the op­
position without any 
defending their actions, 
such a debate, if under the circum­
stances it could be designated by that 
term, was useless. The 
having put up a strong case against 
the government and the latter stand­
ing accused without any defence it 
were better to allow the address to 
pass and the ordinary business, if there 
is any, to be proceeded with.

In the masterly address of the leader 
of the opposition J. A. Macdonald and 
the highly creditable speeches deliver­
ed by his followers there was found a 
complete condemnation of the Mc­
Bride government for Its vicious legis­
lation, its unconstitutional methods of 
disposing of public lands by order-in­
council Instead of through the medium 
of the legislature and its utter incom- 
getspey Jjj jjealing with the general 
‘affairs of tKe province.

%Premier McBride said that it was 

necessary from year to year to amend 
the acts passed by the legislature. This 
was especially true of British Colum­
bia, where important changes took 
place.

The first practical attempt to pro­
hibit the export of logs from British 
Columbia was in legislation introduced 
by Mr. Wells, when he was in power. 
The stopping of the export of logs had 
resulted in the erection of some of the 
largest mills on the west coast of Van­
couver Island, which would otherwise 
have been built at Blaine, on the other 
side of the line. All the government 
sought by the bill was to conserve the 
timber of the country to the people of 
the province. This legislation had 
suited in reopening a large sawmill 
near New Westminster, which employ­
ed about 200 white men. The bill was 
intended to correct a little oversight in 
the original measure.

With respect to the pulp lands of the 
province, this government had not 
given away any land. The present 
government had not been responsible 
for that legislation. The pulp legisla­
tion passed by a previous government 
had been wise he thought, and eventu­
ally some pulp mills would be estab­
lished.
trade for a few years past had doubt­
less been a reason for the delay in es­
tablishing works here.

He did not think there was any at­
tempt by the present government to 
drive the hand loggers out of the busi­
ness in the province. Mr. Emmerson, 
the lumber man referred to, had taken 
out a large number of hand loggers’ 
licenses. He had been treating this in 
a way to constitute a breach of the 
privilege.

T. W. Paterson said that the lumber 
men were at the present time trying 
to get into the Northwest market. To 
do so the'best quality of timber was 
cut. There remained a large quanti­
ty of inferior grades. This timber was 
burnt. It would be of far greater 
benefit to allow this timber to be sent 
out of the country than was the case 
if these logs were burnt up. The gov­
ernment should be in a position to ar­
range matters by which this could be 
righted.

There were more logs brought into 
British Columbia from the United 
States than there were sent out. At 
the time of the seizure of the logs of 
Mr. Emmerson at Nanaimo, that gen­
tleman was preparing to bring 5,000,000 
feet from Blaine into British Columbia. 
The tugs which took the inferior quali­
ty of timber out brought back from 
the other side better timber. The 
quality of shingles manufactured in 
British Columbia was vastly superior 
to any made in the United States. It 
Was the best of timber therefore which 
was brought in to be sawed up. He 
thought that fit least a system of in­
spection might be provided for to al­
low of the export of timber which was 
now allowed to go to waste.

J. A. Macdonald thought it was a 
pity to have timber going to waste in 
British Columbia. It was too bad that 
this should be lost to the lumbermen, 
and also that the revenue to be de­
rived from its being cut was lost to 
the province. »

This amendment introduced was too 
drastic he thought. It would prevent 
the export of boom timber of all kinds. 
According to the decision of the court 
the other day it was clearly set out 
that the hand loggers were exempted 
by the legislature from the restriction 
put on those cutting timber under 
other forms of obtaining timber lands.

the necessity of owning, a good relia­
ble scale. Selling and buying 
by weight he must realize that a little 
inaccuracy in his dealer’s scales means 
considerable loss to him. We don't be­
lieve that prosperity makes him so 
reckless of his own interests that he 
cares not whether the grain buyer 
cheats him or gives him full value, but 
the average farmer figures that he 
cannot afford to buy a farm scale 
when the crop is light or prices low.

When prosperity smiles on the farmer 
a little inaccuracy in his dealer's 
scales means a big loss, and when light 
crops and low prices prevail, though

If the scales are out of the way 1-20 
it will mean a loss to him of $15 on the 
lot. This same farmer sells 2,000 bush­
els of wheat at 75c. per bushel. If the 
scales are out 1-40 it will mean a loss 
to him of $37.50. Now the above ex­
amples are by no means gross exag­
gerations, and it will be seen from the 
above figures that the total loss incur­
red would be $52.50, enough to pur­
chase a good set of scales to guard 
against all future loss. It is never an 
equable proposition to measure farm 
produce when selling it. Hay 
ured in the stack is only* 
guess work, although the most infalli­
ble rule is used. The same is true of 
grain. Sometimes oats will overrun 
one-fourth in’ weight, and the farmer 
who sells by measure is simply losing 
one bushel to every four.”

These other reasons are given by our 
contemporary why a farmer should 
own a scale:

The result of the British elections

KAÏEN ISLAND DEAL.

The correspondence laid before the
Legislature has thrown some further 
light'on the Kaien Island land deal. It 

that Mr. Bodwell, negotiatedappears
with the Chief Commissioner of Lands
and Works for the transfer of the pro­
perty of presumed high potential value 
on behalf of a company whose mem­
bers, we are ,sure, will not take offence
if we call them, for short, speculators^ 
In case they should feel aggrieved,
however, it may be well to point out 
that they cannot reasonably object to 
the term unless they can demonstrate 
that they were guided solely by mo­
tives of patriotism in their desire for 
the acquirement of that land. 
Premier has already stated that the 
government was induced to convey the 
property to this company of specula­
tors because it was desirable to have 
the terintnus of the Grand Trunk Pa­
cific at Kaien Island. At no other 
point on the coast was it possible for 
the province to receive such financial 
benefits/ “It was the only lucrative 
deal that could have been made." Mr. 
McBride should have added that the 
Chief Commissioner of Lands and 
Works did not possess the qualifica­
tions necessary in an official who may 
be called upon to conduct important 
negotiations, as if he had the needed 
endowments we do not see why he 
should not have undertaken the task 
himself of procuring the location of the 
terminus of the Grand Trunk Pacific 
Railway line at Kaien Island. As the 
matter stands, and notwithstanding 
/he explanation of the Premier, we 
cannot exactly comprehend why the 
solicitor of a company of speculators 
should have been regarded as carrying 
more weight into such a transaction 
than a minister of the crown. But, of 
course, if the land was conveyed to the 
railway company, or is to be conveyed 
to the railway company, upon precise­
ly the same terms as it was conveyed 
to the company of speculators through 
Mr. E. V. Bodwell, there is nothing 
more to be said. It was to advance 
the interests of the people of British 
Columbia and to consummate the 
“most lucrative deal that could have 
been made” that Kaien Island was 
transferred to a private company. In 
the meantime, we may further point 
out, if it could be found convenient to 
reveal the names Of the philanthrop­
ists who sacrificed their means in their 
intense desire to do us all good (some 
sceptics have been heard to whisper 
that there was a perfectly evident pur­
pose to do somebody), the sti-ain which 
is being put upon our credulity would 
be considerably relieved. The natural 
modesty of the gentlemen concerned 
will of course prevent them from' re­
vealing themselves and receiving the 
crown of fame which is their just due. 
The Chief Commissioner must know 
the names—why does he withhold 
them? Is he jealous of the power they' 
yield in controlling the Pacific Coast 
destinies of the Grand Trunk Pacific? 
If we are to be denied the information 
officially, we must get it in some other 
way, as we cannot permit the names 
of such self-sacrificing patriots to go 
down in history “unhonored and un­
sung.”

We observe that the Attorney-Gen­
eral claims that the interests of the 
province were conserved by the gov­
ernment in this remarkable transac­
tion by the reservation of one-quarter 
of the lands for the benefit of the pub­
lic. But as a matter of fact the gov­
ernment reserved nothing at all. The 
reservation was made by statutory en­
actment, which the administration had 
no power to vary. If it had the power 
we fear very much from the history of 
the affair that the variation would 
have been made. If there had been no 
restriction under the law there would 
have been no provision for a reserva­
tion. That is a statement that needs 
no substantiation other than the na­
ture of the transaction. Is a govern­
ment which could become a party to 
such a deal under the plea that it was 
the only method to secure the terminus 
of the Grand Trunk at a certain point 
and that a company of speculators was 
the only instrument through which 
this consummation was passible—is 
such a government to be trusted with 
the administration of the remainder of 
the lands, the one-quarter interest 
that will still remains, for the benefit 
of the people? .

In the legislature Thursday after- i 
noon some additional papers were 
brought down dealing with the Kaicn 
Island land grant in compliance with 
the resolution introduced by John j 
Oliver a few days ago. The members

The correspondence seems yet to be 
Incomplete, accounted for apparently 
from the fact that considerable of the 
negotiations between the government 
and E. V. Bodwell, K. C„ was by word 
of mouth.

Among the correspondence brought 
down yesterday is a letter dated Janu­
ary, 1904, from E. V. Bodwell to the 
chief commissioner of lands and works. 
This seems to have been the initial 
letter which resulted in the agreement 
of May, 1904. Members of the govern­
ment have defended their action in 
entering into the agreement which was 
made by which the land was to be con­
veyed to E. V. Bodwell on the ground 
that in doing so they were handing it 
over to the Grand Trunk Pacific, and 
that Mr. Bodwell appeared simply as 
the solicitor of that company. The at­
torney-general contended that it was 
an advantage to deal directly with a 
resident of the province in such a case, 
as in so doing they were negotiating 
with one under the provincial jurisdic­
tion. ,

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The last papers brought down show 
that the government knew perfectly 
well when the negotiations were begun 
Mr. Bodwell was not representing the 
Grand Trunk Pacific directly, but 
speculators who proposed to form 
themselves into a company, at the 
same time agreeing that the townsite 
acquired would have to be made the 
terminus of the Grand Trunk Pacific, 
or revert to the province again.

There are no papers produced to show 
that any change took place in the ar­
rangement before the agreement was 
ente, red into in May, 1904.

The following article has been pre­
pared for the Times by H. F. Pullen:

It has been estimated by some that 
the orchards of this district are in­
creasing at the rate of about one mil­
lion trees a year, and that in conse­
quence there will soon be a glut in the 
fruit market with a corresponding 
drop in prices below the profit line. In 
order to find out if such a result is 
likely to follow the present develop­
ment of the industry, and also to get 
an idea of the past season’s output, 
an interview was obtained with Mr. 
Arthur Brenchley, local manager for 
F. R. Stewart & Co., who in substance 
said as follows :

“This last season nine full carloads 
of large fruit, such as apples, pears, 
plums and prunes were shipped from 
Victoria to Manitoba, and the new 
provinces. Besides these smaller ship­
ments were made regularly, amounting 
in all to at least fifteen carloads. Then 
there was the local demand, which 
would amount to about three carloads. 
Although this may not at first sight 
look very big, yet, when it is consider­
ed that the first car was shipped from 
Victoria in August of 1902, and that the 
crop last year was below the average, 
the result is very satisfactory. In 
spite of the small 
Bartlett pears and plums there was 
an increase of about fifteen per cent, 
over last year’s shipments.”

The strawberry crop last year was 
not much more than, half the average 
yet he estimated that the total output 
of the district was one hundred and 
forty thousand pounds or seven car­
loads. A large part of this was con­
sumed locally, but enough were ship­
ped to keep the Eastern buyers in mind 
of the superior flavor of the Victoria 
berry.

One more of the big fleet of carriers 
has found her doom on the west 
coast of Vancouver Island.

SOLDIERS REPULSED.
I

Forced to Retire by Mob in Crete—Two 
Rioters Killed.

The fact that no tidings of the loss of 
the vessel have been received until to­
day is due to the remoteness of the 
point at which she met destruction. 
To this fact, too, is attributed indirect­
ly the lamentable fact that in addition 
to the big vessel herself, seven of her 
crew have from present indications lost 
their lives in the breakers which sweep 
along that coast.

The crew did not perish at the time 
the vessed struck, all of them getting 
ashore safely and making temporary 
preparations for their protection until 
the arrival of a ship or ofeome settlers 
would liberate them from their posi­
tion. They remained about a week on 
the beach, subsisting, as far as can be 
learned on the food brought from the 
doomed vessel, and on the 23rd it was 
decided that an effort should be made 
to obtain assistance from another 
quarter. As a result six men, under 
the command of the chief officer, A. 
Wallstron, set off in one of the ship's 
boats for Cape Beale, on the self im­
posed task of seeking succor for their 
comrades and ship mates.

It is now a month since they set out, 
and the fact that they have not yet 
been reported from any point along 
the coast would seem to indicate that 
they were not only unsuccessful, but 
that they perished in the attempt to 
reach the settlement.

Meanwhile their eighteen comrades 
maintained watch on the beach, float­
ing signals by day and lighting fires 
by night to attract the attention of 
any vessel which happened to pass 
that way.

On the 15th their long vigrl was re­
warded, as their signals were descried 
by Captain Townsend, of the Queen 
City, bound on her long trip from Vic­
toria to Cape Scott. It did not take 
Capt. Townsend long to get his boats 
over the side and off to the rescue of 
the shipwrecked mariners.

Unfortuantely succor to the poor.fel­
lows, although timely proved almost 
too late, as one of their number, a sail 
maker named Donald McLeod, suc­
cumbed to illness, presumably the re­
sult of exposure on the day following 
his rescue.

The first officer, who is believed to 
have perished, with the six men com­
posing his crew, hailed from Oxford, 
New Zealand. The names of. the 
others were not contained in the brief 
dispatch received by the Times late 
this afternoon from! its West Coast 
correspondent.

The King David, as stated, is about 
110 days out of and overdue from 
Salinas Cruz. The vessel’s destination 
was either Port Townsend . or the 
Royal Roads. Not once since the 1st 
day of October in last year had any 
tiding come from the big vessel, and 
shipping men were becoming daily 
more and more convinced that one of 
two fates had overtaken the big craft, 
and that she would never be heard 
from again.

The King David was an iron vessel 
of 2,068 tons register, and was built in 
Glasgow in 1894. The vessel, which was 
279 feet long, 42 feet beam and 24 feet 
depth of hold, was owned by John A. 
Walker & Co., of Liverpool. A change 
of masters occurred while the vessel 
was at Salinas Cruz, Captain Cattrall, 
who took the vessel on her last voyage 
from the Sound, being superseded by 
Captain Davidson, who, it is said, has 
until now been the first officer on the 
packet.

Rome, Jan. 19.—A dispatch from Canea, 
Crete, says that grave disorders have 
occurred in the Italian zone. At Girogi- 
opolis the partizans entered a hall where 
voting for the administrative elections 
was in progress and tried to break the 
ballot boxes.

Mr. Brenchley is hopeful that grow­
ers will raise more of the variety 
known as Clark’s seedling,, as they are 
the best shippers as well as the finest 
flavored berry on the market. The 
Magoon, he said, is good, but does not 
keep anything like as long as the 
former, while the Sharpless is useless 
except for local consumption.

During the last year or two the pack­
ing and grading has very much im­
proved, but even yet there is room for 
improvement in many cases. The im­
provement is due to the strict enforce­
ment of the Fruit Acts, both Dominion 
and provincial. There is often a good 
deal of grumbling at the severity of 
the inspectors, but it is necessary to 
be severe if we are to keep our 
markets. Laxity in packing and grad­
ing means the loss of markets, the encf 
of which would be that Victoria would 
cease to be a shipping point.

Upper British Columbia is entering 
into the business in competition with 
us, and this competition is bound to be 
keen. There the trees are all young, 

many of the 
orchards are old, and have been neg­
lected for years, therefore, inspection 
is doubly important. One box of scaly 
fruit may result in the condemnation 
of a whole shipment, causing a very 
great loss to the shipper.

A suggestion of Mr. Brenchley’s that 
is likely to be carried into effect is that 
instead of waiting until the fruit ar­
rives at the shipping centre before be­
ing inspected the inspectors shall visit 
the orchards before the shipping season 
arrives, and insist that the trees be 
either cleaned or destroyed. This, fol- 
folowed by a rigid inspection of the 
marketed fruit must prove effective in 
insuring that nothing but clean fruit 
is put upon the market.

Just now practically all of our sur­
plus fruit is sent to Manitoba, Alberta 
and Saskatchewan, and yet the per­
centage of our fruit used there is ex­
tremely small. That market is almost 
illimitable. No fruit worth mentioning 
is grown west of the Rocky mountains, 
but the country is filling up rapidly 
with wheat growers and cattle ranch­
ers, all of whom will be customers of 
ours if we have the goods to deliver. 
It will take all of our vacant land as

The Naval and Military Record in a 
recent issue reports that H. M. S. Flora 
and Cambrian will leave England for an 
extended cruise in the Pacific. Esquimau 
is not mentioned in this connection, but 
that that port is the objective point of 
the cruisers can hardly be gainsaid. The 
Record states that the ships will touch 
at a number of the islands and stations 
in the Pacific at one time regularly visit­
ed, but which have for the past year or 
so been cut out of the naval programme. 
The Flora is a ship familiar to Victorians, 
having served out one or more commis­
sions on this Coast, and has doubtless 
been selected by the Admiralty for the 
long cruise because of her adaptability 
for the work. The Cambrian is a similar 
vessel.

The presence of those ships will go a 
long way to promote that confidence gen­
erally felt when the navy from Esquimau 
was withdrawn, namely, that the Admir­
alty while introducing such a radical 
change would inaugurate a policy that 
would in a measure compensate Vic­
torians for the loss they sustained. It is 
not stated for what length of time the 
ships will remain on the Pacific.

It is thought that the Admiralty would 
not dispatch a couple of cruisers so great 
a distance excepting to keep them here 
for a few months. In the absence of all 
information bearing oa the subject It is 
difficult to understand the significance of 
the vessels coming.

A number are of the opinion that the 
change of government may have a very 
important effect on the policy of the Ad­
miralty, which, according bo discussion in 
naval circles in the Old Country, has not 
been all that had been claimed for it.

According to an arrangement entered 
Into when the policy of concentration was 
agreed upon, the ships will secure their 
supplies at different consulate ports, and 
possibly on their arrival here after so 
long a voyage will be docked for a clean­
ing and painting.

It is now a good two years since any 
British ship visited some of the remote 
islands in the Southern Pacific.

There was a most important develop­
ment at Thursday’s meeting of the 
Victoria Gulf Club held at the Driard 
hotel. It was decided to purchase all 
that property embraced by the pres­
ent Oak Bay golf links, with an ad­
ditional thirty acres, in order to per­
mit the extension of the course, the 
present one being somewhat small. 
The entire area Includes about 100 
acres. It is a part of the Pemberton 
estate, and it is one of the prqttiest 
sites on the coast.

The gathering at which the question 
was debated proved exceedingly noisy, 
there being considerable dissension as 
to the best policy to pursue, in view 
of all the circumstances. It was known 
that a syndicate, presumably backed 
by the C. P. R„ with J. S. Dennis, the 
land commissioner, acting as agent, 
was negotiating for the purchase of 
the links, making immediate action im­
perative if it was desired to retain 
possession. For some time no definite 
decision could be reached, but towards 
the close the atmosphere cleared as a 
way out of the difficulty became ap­
parent It was determined to pur­
chase the 100 acres mentioned at a 
cost of approximately $50,000. Besides 
this there will be considerable expense 
attached to clearing the additional 
property, installing “greens” and in 
other ways arranging for making it a 
part of the present links.

It is proposed to undertake quite a 
number of Improvements. The first 
step, of course, will be that already 
mentioned. The arrangement of the 
course is now somewhat inconvenient, 
as the “holes” cross each other, and 
players, starting and finishing, are 
thus very often brought into some­
what dangerous proximity. When the 
alterations are complete such a thing 
will be rendered impossible, as the 
course may be laid so that all undesir­
able features will be eliminated. This 
should permit the club to be strength­
ened numerically, and it is expected 
many will take advantage of the op­
portunity to make applications for 
membership. The headquarters also 
will be extended, and in short the Vic­
toria club will be provided with a 
building and a course second to none 
on the Pacific Coast.

The importance of such a possession 
to the general prosperity of Victoria 
cannot be overestimated. Already the 
local links is well known among the 
devotees of the game throughout Can­
ada, and quite a number c*me here to 
spend the winter simply for the pur­
pose of being able to enjoy their favor­
ite pastime under pleasant conditions. 
The extension of the course should 
give it a still greater popularity, and 
the number attracted here by it should 
increase correspondingly.

yet more largely increased by culti­
vating a desire for the almost un­
known luxuries we are able to produce. 
The farmers of the prairies are every 
yeai* becoming more wealthy, and as 
their wealth increases they will be 
able to afford better to buy the lusci­
ous fruits from the western garden of 
the Dominion.

The Yukon country has as yet been 
supplied almost wholly from the West­
ern States. If we had the goods they 
would buy from us in preference. This 
market and the Yukon and the Aus­
tralian markets may well act as a 
safety valve in the time of pressure 
when some day in the future our mil­
lions of trees are loaded to the ground, 
and the wheat crop on the prairies is 
light as some of our pessimistic friends 
suggest. I do not ever expect to see 
the time when there will be no buyers 
for Victoria grown fruit, but I expect 
to see blossoming orchards covering a 
large part of this end of our fertile 
Island.

The fruit trade of this district is con­
trolled by the Victoria Fruitgrowers’ 
Association & Exchange, Limited, a co­
operative society which includes all the 
large growers in the district. The 
business is done through their selling 
agents, F. R. Stewart & Co., who 
handle the fruit on a commission basis. 
The objects of the society are:

To safeguard fruit growers’ interests 
in the matters of grading and packing 
and in the use of a uniform package. 
The crates and boxes bought in large 
quantities are obtained at a cheaper 
rate.

To sell through the best channels. 
As fruit can be handled much more 
economically in large quantities, bet­
ter prices are obtained and regular 
markets secured.

To safeguard growers in time of rains 
when the fruit is unfit for shipping 
distances by preserving in their own

The New Board of Aldermen-Gre

Election,

(From Friday’s Daily.)
The municipal elections for 1906 have 

passed into history. Some of the re­
sults lit must be acknowledged were 
somewhat of a surprise to those who 
pride themselves upon their ability to 
interpret the beat of the pulse of pub­
lic opinion. A. J. Morley’s selection for 
the mayoralty chair by a good major­
ity over his more experienced and 
seasoned opponent, Charles Haywaid, 
was unexpected. It was generally be­
lieved that the final returns would 
show the candidates to be very close, 
but it was everywhere conceded that 
the advantage would probably incline 
in Mr. Hayward's direction. There­
fore, there was considerable excitement 
when the Times commenced to bulletin 
the count and it was found that Mr. 
Morley had taken the lead, and appar­
ently intended to hold his place. As it 
continued and the two kept well to­
gether Mr. Morley sometimes gaining 
and occasionally falling behind the in­
terest intertsified and the announce­
ment of the final and the election of A. 
J. Morley by a margin of 188 votes eli­
cited enthusia.sitc cheers from those of 
his supporters gathered before the 
building.

Next to the mayoralty contest the 
struggle for the honors of school trus­
tee attracted attention. The advent of 
Miss A. D. Cameron and her three sup­
porters, S. Mat son, George Snider and 
Wm. MacKay at the last moment had 
a wonderfully stimulating effect. It 
was not only Miss Cameron’s personal­
ity and tihe wide circle of friends and 
acquaintances she has throughout the 
community that interested the rate­
payers, but the introduction as an issue 
in the campaign of the South Park 
school drawing trouble, her consequent 
summary dismissal by the school 
board, and tiie matters now under con­
sideration b;r Commissioner Lampman, 
who was ap pointed by the government 
to investigate. Therefore, there were 
two factions lined up against each 
other in the battle of the ballots. Upon 
the one side was Miss Cameron and her 
adherents, and on the other Chairman 
Boggs, of the board of school trustees, 
and the three others who had voted 
for the South Park school principal's 
dismissal on the ground of insubordin­
ation, namely, Trustees Mrs. Jenkins, 
Mowat and Lewis.

From the start the positions occupied 
by these aspirants were marked with 
almost feverish intensity. The twen­
ties had scarcely been reached before 
Miss Cameron jumped to the front. R. 
Mowat, the only one of last year’s 
trustees who had taken it upon his 
shoulders to justify his "attitude with 
respect to Miss Cameron upon the 
platform, took a place close behind. 
Then followed E. Arman Lewis, with 
Mrs. Jenkins in fourth place and A. B. 
McNeill, an independent candidate, 
fifth, and sometimes approached to 
within dangerous proxi mity to the last 
of the leading quartette. These places 
were maintained throughout with a 
few unimportant varia tions.

All through the count there was con­
siderable excitement. This was caused 
principally by the children, who crowd­
ed about the doors eagerly inquiring 
upon every opportunity whether Miss 
Cameron was still leading. So ardent 
was one boy’s admiratilon of that can­
didate that he requested a Times re­
porter to leave the door ajar for a 
minute that he might ’’see how Miss 
Cameron looked.” Nc»r was the fun 
confined to the corridors. As ballot 
after ballot was read “Cameron, 
Mowat, Lewis, Jenkins.” the incongru­
ity of the situation beg:an to appeal to 
those present, and once or twice Re­
turning Officer Bell had to call “order." 
Miss Cameron's supporters, judging by 
the number of plumpers given her, had 
turned out in loyal style, and with the 
determination thart nothing would be 
allowed to stand in the way of h,er ap­
pointment to the board of achool trus­
tees.

Although the aldermanic contest, in 
every ward, was close it did not in­
terest to the same extent as the may­
oralty or trustee elections. The out­
come was by no means surprising in 
any instance. Those whose chances 
were thought the best by the discern­
ing proved the selection of the elector­
ate. A glance at the bulletin records 
shows that the elected candidates took 
premier places from the outset and, al­
though the order might have changed 
in some cases, the ultimate results 

the same as shown by the firstwere 
figures.

The es­
tablishment will consist of 29,624 in­
fantry of all ranks, 6,350 cavalry, 5,135 
artillery, 780 engineers, 185 guides, 1,166 
army service corps, 1,568 army medical 
jorps and 90 signallers. This makes a 
total of 44,801 of volunteer militia 
which will constitute a training estab- 
ishment for all the provinces of Can­

ada.
