NOT UNEXPECTED.

1t Was Known at St. Petersburg That
the Grand Duke Was a Marked
Man,

St. Petersburg, Feb. 17.—4.50 p.m.—
The news of the gragedy in which the
Grand Duke Sergius was blown up cre-
ated a tremendous sensation in St
Petersburg, where the announcement by
telephone from Moscow arrived during
the afternoon.

Owing to the intense excitement pre-
vailing at Moscow. few particulars are
ascertainable.

The tragedy in reality was no great

surprise, as it was known that the ter-
rorists had already condemned the Grand
Duke to death, and. ever since the affair
of January 22nd,”the inauguration of a
bomb-throwing campaign had been ex-
pected.
‘The Grand Duke Sergius was a bro-
ther-in-law as wéll as unele of the Em-
peror, and who had exercised immense
influence at court.

As governor-general of - Moscow the
Grand Duke Sergius was intemsely un-
vopular., His advent as governor-general
of Moscow was followed by expulsion of
the Jews from the central provinces, and
throughout his administration his rigor-
ous and harsh measures aroused the

reatest hostility, especially among the

was made’ at night between solid lines
of {roops.

' The Grand Duke Sergius was the
wealthiest member of the Imperial
family: e was tall and handsome, and
cordial in manner, in spite of the ruth-
less fashion in which he exercised his
aunthority es governor-general. He was
childless, but had adopted two children
of his brother ‘Paul, who was banished
on account of &.morganatic alliance.

Sergius’s record as a soldier was mot
brmiant He suffered & disastrous de-

feat at the hands of Gen. Kouropatkin
hhring the famous Koursk manoeuvres.

Moscow, Feb. 17.—While the Grand
Duke Sergius was driving to-day from
the Nicholas palace through the Senate
quarter, his carriage was followed by
two ecabs. At the law courts a sleigh,
in which were two men, one of whom
was dressed as a workman, went quickly
ahead of the Grand Duke’s carriage. The
sleigh then slowed up to allow_the carri-
age to pass, and at that moment a bomb
was thrown beuneath the carriage. The
force of the explosion “broke all the
windows of ‘the law courts, .and the re-
port was heard outside the city.

The carriage was blown to pieces,
nothing but the four wheels remainjng.
The horses were nof hurt, and bolted.

The Grand Duke was instantly killed.
His head was blown off, actually being
separated from  his- body, which was
frightfully mangled. .

The coachman was 8.150\ killed, . He
was 0 frighifully burned ' by the ex-
plosive with which the bomb was charged
that he died while being taken to a hos-
pital.

On'the arrest of the murderers, neither
of whom was known to the poliee, one
of them; cooly said: “I don’t ~care, T
have done my job.”

An immense crowd gathered at the
spof, and made a demonstration against
a number of students who commenced
scattering revolutionary proclamations.

Within a few minutes after the ex-
plosion people might have been seen
gathering up pieces of the wood and
clothing -as mementoes of the crime.

When the Grand  Duchess Elizabeth,
widow of the Grand Duke Sergius, was
informed of the occurrence she went to
the seene of the assassination -without
waiting to put on a hat or cloak.

The gates of the Kremlin were closed
as soon as the news of the assassination
was conveyed to the authorities, and the
remaing of the Grand Duke were taken
to the Nicholas palace.

St. Petersburg, Feb. 18.—1.30 p. m.—
Oppression like the shadow of doom
seems to be hanging over the Russian
capital. Bells are tolling and the people
in the streets are awestruck at yester-
day’s bloody crime, Everyone seems to
shrink before the contemplation of what
may happen mnext. The tragedy has
struck deep into the heart of the per-
plexed and tried Emperor, and many
who were unsparing in their criticism
yesterday have : only expressions of
sympathy for his mnhappy lot. The bit-
ter cup, which during the past year haws
been pressed again andg again to his hps
is once more filled to the brim, and in
almost pathetic waords this morning he
implored his subjects to pray for the
repose of the soul of his murdered uncle.

Death is in the air, and no oné knows
when the next blow may fall. Although
precautions have been doubled in evéry
direction for the preservation of the lives
of the members of the Imperial family
and fhe ministers, and the secret police
are seeking out and . arresting those
known to be associated with the fighting
organization, the authorities realize their
impotency to wapd off the swift acts of
the terrorists, murder in the streets being
possible at any ins’tant. The only safety
seems to lie il seeking refuge in the
palace walls, and all the Imperial family
have been warned not to venture out.

Omnly the official ‘newspaper and the
Grashdanin (the Qitizen), a reactionary
paper owned by Prince Mestchkensky, a
friend of the late Emperor Alexander II.,
appear with blaek ~borders. The edi-
torials of all of them are strangely sober.
Some of the papers, which in the past
have been ready fo lay almost any charge
at the door of Grand Duke Sergius, are
drawing back befere the prospect of the
inauguration of & reign of terror, fearing
that it may dull the bright prospects of
a réform ‘and lem!‘ to an era of repres-
sions .

Amongst x‘he uuﬁmwmst however,
there 45 a sentiment of elation, They
openly glory in the deed,. proclaiming
that it removes the most reactionary in-
fluence at court, and also proclaim the
general theory that in the absence of
armed resistance only by terror can con-
cessions be wrung from the hands of the
autocracy.

Expressions of condolence have reach-
ed the BEmperor direct from practically
all governments, those of President Lon-
bet, Emperor William and King Ed-
ward being especially warm and sympa-
thetic in tone. It is probable that
several governments will send represen-
tatives ta the funeral of the Grand Duke
Sergius,

A solemn state requiem mass for the
repose of.the soul of the Grand Duke
Sergius was celebrated at St. Isaac’s
-here this afternoon, at which the Metro-
politan of St. Petersburg officiated, and
the representatives of the foreign pow-
ers, the ministers and other dignitaries
were present in full uniform. Not a
smgle member of the famlly attended the
requiem.

GOVERNMENT MAJORITY
WAS -SIXTY-THREE

Premier. Balfour’s Reply to the Liberal
Leader—Lord Hugh Cecil’s Bril-
liant Speech,

London, Feb.. 17—The majority of
63 by which Mr. Asquith’s amendment
to the reply to the speech from: the throne
was rejected by the House of Commons
last night is regarded as giving the gov-
ernment the first move in the political
game, and as finally dispesing of any
present prospect of dissolution of parlia-
ment.

The real event of the night debate was
the brilliant speech delivered by Lord
Hugh Cecil, which is stated, both by
friends and enemies, to be his finest ora-
torical effort and one of the best speeches
ever delivered in the House since the
Gladstone-Salisbury period, and as
placing Lord Hugh ‘Cecil in the forefront
of possible leaders of the Conservative
party. Lerd Cecil is the leader of the

Conservative free traders, and the Lib-.

erals had placed ‘their hopes in him to
turn out the  government. He disillu-
sioned them by contending that the free
trade cause would gain by keeping the
present government in office still longer,
and whilst he meré¢ilessly pulled to
pieces his eousin’s (Balfour) ambiguous
attitude on the fiscal questions, he de-
clined to vote for the Asquith amend-
ment.

The majority of Conservative free
traders will follow Lord Hugh Cecil’s
lead, and apart from the possibility of
some unexpected subdivision, the gov-
ernment’s position is considered safe.

The scene during Lord Cecil’s speech
was somewhat curious, and was intensi-
fied by his peculiar gestures, recalling
the appearance of his father, ' the-late
Lord Salisbury, at the-same age. A
couple of yards separated him from
Premier -Baifour,. sitt’ing alone in his
tmsury hench, - ‘It is the' busiiess of a
premier ‘to make himself understosl,”
said His Lordship., “If he confesses that
he is not understood, then he throws up
the sponge.”

Then he laughingly said that if Mr.
Balfour would give him an éffice without
a _portfolio, he wonld undertake to make
his policy perfectly élear -to the whole
country. He feared, however, that his
own ministerial career,’ though sensa-
tional, would be brief and that the gov-
ernment would soon be defeated. In
eonclusion, Lord Hugh declared that the
free traders were winuing all alone the
lines. He had no intention, he said. of
leaving the Conservative party.” The
Conservative free traders were the in-
heritors of {rue Conservative traditions.
“Tn_time,” the speaker said. “you will
forget your bad economics. The future
is with us. Tt is needless that we secede
from the party. Why should we sym-
bolize mental stability by an act of phy-
sical motion.”

This speech practically concluded the
debate, and members trooped out to:the
lobbies, discussing it with admiration:

Shortly before the time ' for division,
Sir Henry Campbell-Bannerman at-
tacked Premier Balfour, charging that
he was afraid to face the House of

' Commons or the country with a definite

statement of his position with _reégard
to Mr. Chamberlain’s programme. The
speaker challenged Mr. Balfour to ap-
peal to the country and taunted the gov-
ernment with filibustering in order to
gain time and delay inevitable defeat.

Mr. Balfour, in reply, said that the
discussion, if prolonged, might possibly
dispel some of the fallacies concerning
his views, and -certainly discussion of
the question of the governnient’s right to
negotiation already .is having an effect
on the attitude of other nations.

Mr. Balfour referred to dissolutiom as
coming “in the fullness of time,” and
made one versional point against Lord
Hugh Cecil by stating, amid laughter,
that it would be as difficult for His
Lordship to give a monosyllabic answer
to the guestion whether he was a ritual-
ist, as for himself (Balfour) to say
whether he was a protectionist.

H. F. Asquith’s amendment to the
reply to the speech from the throne was
defeated in the House of Commons by a
vote of 311 to 248. This amendment de-
clared “that the various aspects of the
fiscal question has been fully discussed
in the country for nearly two years, and
that the time has come for submitting
the question to the people without fur-
ther delay.”

During the last hours ‘of the debafe
the galleries were crowded, and as di-
vision time approached the interest in-
- creased, asg this was regarded as a su-
preme test of the government’s strength
and a standard by which could be meas-
ured the probable duration of the pres-
ent parliament.

JFOUR WERE KILLED.

Further Details Regarding Explosion on
a British Submarine Boat,

Queenstown, Ireland, Feb. 16.—Four
men killed and fourteen injured; of whom
three, are in a critical condition; wag the
result of two explosions on board the
British submarine boat A 5” in the har-
bor to-day. The kﬂled included : :En-

and a stoker. Lieut, H. H. Good, com-
mander of the vessel, was blinded. ' His
condition is eritical. Lieut. Skinner, an
offieer of the submarine boat, subsequent-
Iy died of his injuries. Omnly one man of
the entire crew escaped uninjured,

Was a New Boat.

London, Feb, 17.—The “A 5” was a
new boat and, only left her builders on
Saturday. 'After extensive and satisfac-
tory trials, she was ordered to Queens
town to familiarize military officers witk
the appearance of a sabmarine boat.

Sixty army officers were ' present to
witness the diving experiments which led
to such a tragic result. The crew were
entirely volynteers. The explosion was
heard ten miles away, and shook the con-
voy Hazard from stem to stern. Dense.
volumes of smoke were seen immediately
pouring out of the only outlet in the
helpless submarine. The rescuers report
that it was only by superhuman efforts
that they were able to force their ‘way |
through the stifling fumes. They were
repeatedly driven‘back, and when finally
they reached the lower part of the beoat,
they encountered a terrible spectacle. Of
the wounded -and dying erew only one
was able to speak coherently, and he was
begging to be saved. The rescuers were
forcing- up the second manhole forward
when the second ' explosion occurred,
blowing one of them twenty feet up-
wards, He fell in the water and was :

rescued. Others were slightly wounded.
The Hazard sent a fresh rescue-party,
and one by one the dead and injured
were brought up, the rescuers in each
case returning prostrated and faint with
the fumes of gasoline., Lieut, Skinner
was delirious and tried to tear himself *
away from his rescuers.

As the submarine was on fire, she
was towed to the dockyard basin, where
bluejackets made gallant efforts to get
the only body remaining below, that of
an engineer. They were almost asphyxi-
ated before they succeeded. Afterwards
the fire was extmgmshed The cause of
the explosion is unknown.

IN HIS CRIME

FURTHER DETAILS OF
THE MOSCOW TRAGEDY

Marderer Expresses Satisfaction at Be-
ing Able to Kill Duke Without
Injuring Duchess.

Moscow, . Feb, 18.—4:20 a.m.—Within
the walls of the far:famed Kremlin Pal-
ace;-almost underneath ‘the historic tower
from which Ivan the Terrible watched
the heads of his enemies falling beneath
the axe on the famous “Red Square,”
and within a stone’s throw of the great
bell ‘of Moscow,:-Grand. Duké Sergius,
unéle and brothek-in-ld¥w .affrvEmperor
Nicholas, and the chief of the reactionary
party, ‘et a terrible death shortly be-
fore 3 o’clock ‘yesterday. afternoon.

The scene of the crime is the great
open triangle within ' the-Kremlin, A
fall minute before the bell sounded the

The vehicle in
which he rode was a plain, shabby car-
riage, such as would not be likely to at-
tract attention. It was followed by de-
tectives in a couple of cabs. The Grand
Duke was driven rapidly, and was half
way across the ;squire between the
Great Bell tower and the Nicholas gate,
when the bomb was;thrown, beneath his
carriage, where it exploded, literally de-
molishing the vehicle,.killing. the «Grand
Duke and fatally injuring his driver.

Moscow, Feb. 18.—The body of the
Grand Duke Sergius lies in’an oak coffin
with silves eagles at its head and foot,
in the monastery whither it was rémov-
ed yesterday. It stands on a silver bier
among a mass of growing pa{ms. There
dre two wreaths on the casket, one from
Grand Duchess Elizabeth and the other
from the late Grand Duke's suite.y

The coffin is half covered by a grand
ducal pall of gold embroidery with bor-
ders of ermine, and the Grand Duke’s
decorations are arranged on either side
of . the casket in order of precedence.
Prayers are to be said thrice daily by
the clergy, and there will be day and
night watches for the dead by generals
and officers of the first, second, third
and fourth ranks, and a number of per-
sonal friends, while two officers of the
Moscow - garrison will stand -sentinel at
the head and foot of the bier. Detach-
ments of soldiers will maintain a con-
tinuous guard outside the monastery.

An extraordinary session of the muni-
cipal council has passed a resolution re-
questing the minister of the interior to
present the comdolences of the city to
the Emperor and has also sent a message
of sympathy to Grand Duchess Eliza-
beth.

It appears fo ' be confirmed that the
Grand Duke Sergius, when killed, was
on his way to the governor-general’s
palace on the Verskala, where he resid-
ed  while governor-general, for the pur-
pose of taking a bath. “The Grand Duke
was a great lover of Russian baths,
those he had arranged in the palace be-
ing most sumptuous. Vice-Governor
Sabouroff, who was preceding the Grand
Duke from the Nicholas palace, moticed
a crowd in Red square,%and . tyrned
back, to warn the Grand Duke to' pro-
ceed through a side street, but was al-
ready toe late. ‘The explosion occurred
as he reached the Kremlin street.

While the .assassin was dressed as a
peasant it is evident that he belongs to
a  higher class. His papers were all
forgeries, and there is no clue yet as to
his identity.

Policeman Loeintoff, who was near the
Nikolasky gate, and who seized the as-
sassin, says that just as the Grand
Duke's carriage drove into Senaté
square, the murderer moved out and
hurled the bomb directly into the car-
riage window. A blinding flash and a
terrific explosion followed, the force of
which reduced the vehicle to splinters.
The air was absolutely filled with a red
haze, blood being spattered to a distance
of three hundred feet. The maddened,
wounded horses dashed forward, drag-
ging the coachman, Andrew, a man of
gigantic stature, but they soon fell in

their tracks.

An officer who witnessed the tragedy
directed some soldiers from - the  bar-
racks to bring a stretcher, himself eover-
ing the remains, of which:only a leg and
a portion of the hody was intact, with
the overcoat of one of thy men.

Immediately the officers pounced upon
the unarmed workmen and thrashed
them' until they groveled on.the ﬁoor
Then they kicked them down the stairs,
where a second party of policemen took
up the task where their comrades had
left it and rained blows upon the backs
of their victims with the flat of their
swords. =By this time most of the work-
men ‘were almost unconscious, but the
torture had not yet been completed.
They were taken into the courtyard,
where a party of soldiérs who were.
guarding the prison annex fell upon |
them, gouged their eyes out, broke their
Ilmb@ with blows from hllexr rifle barrels
and then kickeéd the injured all over the
yard.

Several girls, who had up to that mo-
ment escaped with minor injuries, were
shamefully assdulted by the soldiers
and then flogged. Several of these girls,
it is stated,. cannot live, while others
will: be crxppled for life. ‘Several of the
men died in the yard. Others were kept
there maimed and bleeding until the
superior officers realized ' that their ro-
moval had become an urgent necessxty
They were transferred to the prison hos-
pital. According to reliable reports, there
were-over 100 mer and women in thé
party of prisoners. How many lost their
lives is not known.

SURPLUSES AND DEFICITS.

‘When ‘the first Conservative govern-
ment Ontario ever had took office & week

, ago there was a cash balance in the
bank to the credit of the province of
nearly four million dollars. Now we
are told it is all gone. We predicted that
that surplus would soon disappear after

the Tories got the treasury door priedJ

open, But we fully anticipated that the
four millions would keep Mr. Whitney
and his friends rolling in affluence for
three or four years at least. The jubila-
tions of the Tory and independent press
at the determination with which Premier
Whitney withstood the demands of Dr.
Beattie Nesbitt ‘and Mr. R. R. Gamey
seem to have been premature.

It will now be in order for the govern-
ment of Ontario to join the government
of Brifish Columbia in presenting a
mémorial to Otftawa setting forth the
dmpossibility of a party which possesses
in a marked degree the genius for ‘ad-
ministration conducting the affairs of

- the two greatest provinces of the Domin-
jon upon the revenue extractable from
present taxable resources. It cannot be
done.

It is true Ontario managed to pay her
way for about forty years and to ac-
cumulate the surplus aforesaid under the
germs alloted her by the Terms of Union,
but thén the Ontario government that
has just passed out of existence was
noted for its parsimony.

Yet those ten or twenty people,. who
would run no risk of losing their seats
though th®y marched in six feet apart,
keeping step to Chopin’s Funeral March,
fignt each other as savagely as if a
struggle were necessary to get into the
car at all. In a word, while New York
passengers have always been ready to
fight if éven/ an insignificant advantage
were to be secured by it, they have de-
veloped in the subway the habit of fight-
ing when they gain nothing - whatever
thereby. v

The scientific classification of boorish-
ness is difficult. But as a standard of
comparison, we believe everyone will be
able to call up a mental picture of the
bank of white, set faces which lines the
platforms of elevated stations when the
line has been blockaded for forty min-
utes, and the first three trains after the
resumption 8f trafic have run by with-
out stopping. With that picture clearly
in mind, let the ‘student take a subway
express at 5.30 and get off at Fourteenth
street. As the guard swings back the
door, those same faces will be seen close-
1y pressed against it. There is the same
baffled rage at the company, the tigerish
readiness for a lunge forward, and the
desperate determination to get past ‘the
defences at any cost of life or limb, Yet
these people have not been kept waiting.
The last train, two minutes ago, had
cleared the platform. The next will be
along- in two minutes more, There is
absolutely no reason for any sane man
to lose his composure. Everybody will
be taken on, and as everybody must
stand up in any case the first will be not
a  bit more comfortable than the last.
Nor does the sullen group on the plat-
form give back when the gate is opened,
but stands solid until the united strength
of the passengers getting off has over-
come those in the centre, and driven them
back resisting inch by inch. ‘This is
really an innovation. Exeept at times of
blockade or delayed trains, it was and
is the habit 'of patrons of the elevated
road to stand edgewise, leaving a lane
sometimes as much as three inches wide
for the passangers to file out.

We are ignoring for the moment such
sporadic phenomena as the fist fights be-
tween passengers, and the habit, report-
ed to be gaining, of passengers putting
their feet on the geats opposite, and con-
fine our argument to universal facts
which can be verified by anyone, The
great central truth is clear. The Subway
passengers under triyial provocation or
no provocation at all, subjected to two-
minute delays or no delays at all, réach
a point of exasperation and blind fury
which only exceptional stress and vexa<
tion can bring to the ordinary New York
crowd above ground.

Let us be thankful that in thxs western
island life has not yet taken on the com-
pletely strenuous phase so characteristic
of human society in the congested. cen-
tres of the Hast. We are pleased to
have the C. P. R. with -u8, but we are
glad that it will have more ground over
which ‘to distribute the products of its
fecundity than the N. Y. C. has on Man-
hattan’s Isle,

The President of the
Council has not hitherto beeén regarded
as & man who can be depended upon to
submit to such indignities. But then the
masterly strokes of statesmanship that
have been delivered by the Premier and
his associates may have awed the Min-
ister without portfolio and subdued his
haughty spirit. Perhaps he will be con-
tent to stand as a mere unremunerated
spectator in council while the paid mast-
ers of the people’s destinies work out ‘our
provincial salvation, Possibly the repu-
tation Mr. Cotton has gained as the
brains of the administration is counted
sufficient reward for his services in an
advisory ecapacity. Still it is an an-
doubted fact that Mr. Cotton is com-
monly regarded as a man whe cannet be
satisfied with a position that is -purely
ornamental, There are rumors of dissen-
sion in the cabinet, and it may be that
the aspirations and w#ambitions of the
acknowledged master of the administra-
tion, coupled with disgust at the fulsome
obsequiousness of the Premier towards
the Socialists who cofifend with him for
‘the mastery; -are at the bettom of all the

trouble. Omne fact is quite evidefit, ‘the
Rremier feells that he is steering his

craft through shoals. He purposes to
bring as little business'as possible before
the Legislature,
measures that have been promised, and
a devout prayer of thankfulness will
ascend on high the day prorogation takee
place.

NEWFOUNDLAND'S TREATY.

i

The emasculation of the United States
treaty providing for reciprocity with
Newfoundland furnishes anotheér ‘con-
vincing jllustration of the hopelessness of
attempting to negotiate for fair trade re-
lations” with the republic. The Ameri-
can Senate has if% own ideas of fair
trade, and they cannot be overridden by
the arguments or expostulations of pre-
sidents or ministers. The - advantages
must be all one side jn  order to find
favor with the autocrats of the second
or upper chamber, of Congress. As they
are the masters of the sxtuntlon and as
they act in what they believe to be the
true interests of their country, no for-

eigner has any business to complain.

Newfoundlanders will be disappointed,
of course. They hoped to obtain free
entrance to one of the best markets in
the world for the staple produets of their
country, and they doubtless argued that
the buyers would profit as much from
the exchange as the sellers. Washing-
ton took a contrary view. It reasomed
along the old familiar lines that we have
become accustomed fto in Canada.
Americans possess the greater share of
the world’s trade with Newfoundland at
present. Why should they make com-
cessions 'in the hope of improving some-
thing that appears to be enfirely satis-
factory? American fishermen can take
their 6wn ships into the ‘waters that sur-
round the colony, reap a bountiful
harvest there and dispose of the same to
their own people at good prices. Why
should theé protectionist laws be rélaxed
for: the benefit of outsiders and aliens?
Even the appeal that Canada would be
injured and the trade of her merchants
with the colony be diverted to United
States houses was without avail. Noth-
ing could compensate for the sacrifice of
the fundamental principles of protection.
The treaty was amended. In its com-
pleted form it is of no*vialue. to New-
foundland. - And Canada may " have
another opportuniy to point the obvious

moral that the manifest destiny of New-'

foundland lies in union under.the old flag
with her neighbor of the north,

IN EXTREMIS,

Grand Duke Sergius was thé man who
maintained that Great Britain as a
power was responsible for all the woes
of :holy. Russia. Some of the people of
Russia evidently harbored the absurd be-
lief that, Grand Duke Sergius and his
class were more or less closely connected
avith the misfortunes, the oppressions, the
injustices and the slaughterings meted
out t6 the peasantry.. The Grand Duke
lids gone to his reward, and with the
memory of hundreds of dead upturned
faces—faces of unarmed men, defence-
less women, and even the faces of help+
less little children—lying in the streets
of the principal cities of the Empire,
slain by the orders of Sergius and his
kind, who shall say that the end of the
man was not in absolufe*harmony with
the claracter of his life? The ruling
class of Russia claims that the ruled
class is not possessed of a mind fit to
rule itself.. But are the judges capable
of expressing an unprejudiced . opinion?
The men who speak for the peasantry
evidently hold with considerable tenacity
to a contrary opinien. -'We who have
been reared under a different systém and
under different circumstances may de-
precate the manner in which the reform-
ers express their opinions. On the one
side there is murder uader authority—on
the other side retaliation, which from an
unbiassed point of view cannot be'con-
sidered as without justification, The
Bmperor and his advisers are cognizant
of the temper of the people, and instead
of proposing concessions in line with the
spirit of the -present age they resort to
measures in harmony with the traditions
of the autoeracy, which are centuries be-
hind the times. They rely upon the
army to mutilate the bedies, to subdue
the spirits and to crush the aspirations
of the people. The time may come when
even the army may fail them. With a
weak Hmperor upon the throne, a blind
aristocracy divided in their counsels ad-
vising him, a disheartened army led by
incompetent gemerals ' losing battles to
foreign enemies, an ill-manned fleet in
two minds whether to go forward and
fight or to retreat and take }-efuge in
some convenient port, the condition of
Russia would seem to be about as désper-

ate as her most inveterate enemy could
desire,

Advocates of old-age pensions will be
interested in a return which has Tbeen
published by the freasurer of the state
of Victoria showing the experience of his
government of the system of pensions in-
augurated in 1901. In 1901 the maxi-
mum rate of pension was fixed at 10s.
a week, which was granted to everybody
who could make good a claim to it. After
twelve monghs‘ experience the rate was
fixed at 8s. a week, and the children of
pensioners were compelled, if at all able,
to contribute towards the pension grant-
ed. Reviewing the three years’ ‘experi-
ence, the Victorian ° governmient = finds
that whereas in 1901 it had to pay 16,275
:pensions,” on June 30th, 1904, when ad-
ministration was restricted, and the rate

WEETIRG OF SCAOOL
~ BOARD DELEGATES

SUBJECTS DlSCUSSEO
AT TERMINAL CITY

ﬂigh' Schoo! Curriculum—The Summer

Organized.

Many important matters came up for
consideration at the conference of dele-
Columbia school

| boards held on Thursday and Friday at

!

Vancouver. A variety of questions, in-
cluding the control of lands for school
purposes, the administration of the
finances necessary for the maintainence
of eduecational systems in different cities,
the rearrangement .of the dates of the
annual summer vacation, the school
hours and the proposed reduction of the
provincial per capita grant were dis-
cussed. In regard to the latter a strong
resolution was passed explaining the in-
advisability of lessening the appropria-
tion for the support of schools in muni-
cipalities,

Victoria was represented by Chairman
Boggs and Trustees Mrs. Jenkins, Lewis,
Mowat and Huggett. Others present
were: Trustee James Cunningham, chair-
man of New Westminster board, and
T'rustees John Peck and J. W. Creighton,
and Mr. John McKenzie, all of New
Westminster; Trustee Edward Quennell,
Nanaimo; Trustee H, Carroll, Lady-
smith; Trustee W. H. Edmonds, Kam-
loops; Trustee Dr. Arthur, Nelson; Trus-
tee W. Spier, Grand Forks, and Trustees
McKechnie, Ramsay, Ferguson, Dougan,
Duke and Clubb, of Vancouver, and City
Superintendent. Argue.

The local delegates left for Vancouver
on Wednesday evening. They were wel-
comed by ra Teception committée on
Thursday morning and visited a number
of the Terminal City schools. In the
afternoon at 2 o’clock promptly the first
session was held, Chairman Boggs, of
the Victoria board, being appointed to
the chair, and C. W. Murray, of Van-
couver, ‘secretary.

The initial question considered was-
that of the ‘expropriation of -lands for
school  purposes. This roused :quite a
lively discussion, representanves from
different sections of the province express-
ing opinions ‘that did not altogether coin-
cide. Finally, however, the appended
resolution catrriéd:

*“That the legislature be requested - to
give school bhoards or the cities at the
request of the school board power to ex-
propriate, buy, sell or exchange lands for
school purposes, or:buy or éxchange any
school lands or buildmgs as may be
found desirable for sehool purposes.’’

The: proposal .introduced’ by Mr. Dou-
gap;- of. Vancouver, to .the effect
“moneys be handed the school board as
may be required, and be by them dis-
bursed,” was debated. In the-‘éourse of
the discussion it was shown that enly
Vancouver was concerned. The chair-
man remarked that it could only result
in arousing the councils of the smaller
cities to the fact that they are doing
something, for nothing. This might make
them only too anxious to hand over some
of the work and expense ‘to the school
boards. The motion was defeated.

There was a great difference of opinion
as to the suggested alteration in the
summer vacation. Delegates from the
coast and interior were .ivided, and,
after some time was devoted to a discus-
sion ‘of the question in ‘the forenoon, it,
was faid over until the final session. Yes-
terday morning the matter wasvagain in-
troduced, and & «decision reached ' in
favor of six' weeks' holiday, extending
from the middle of July to the end of
August,

Consideration was next given to the
suggestion that pupils beginning be ad-
mitted to school only four times a year.
Several of the delegates pointed out how
detrimental it was to sehool work in
having pupils coming inm at all times; a
number thought it was a matter for the
discretion of the respective school boards.
No decision was reached.

Perhaps the most important feature of

the conference was the passing of the

appended resolution: “If any member of
the school board absent himself or her-
self from the meetings of the board for
three consecutive regular meetings, with-
out having been previously excused from
such attendance by a resolution of the
board entered in its minutes, his or her
seat on: the board shall thereupon. be-
come vacant, and such members ' shall
become disqualified from sitting at and
voting at the board, and the board shall
forthwith declare the seat vacant and
order a new eleetion.” This was second-
ed by Mr. Mowat, of Victoria. Nearly
everyone present spoke, and Mr, Dougan
moved in amengment that ‘““more . than
three meetings” be inserted. -The mo-
tion carried with the latter suggestion.

Mr. Mowat .then introduced the follow-
ing meotion: “That clause 427 of the
School Act be amended by adding after
the wonds, ‘board of school trustees, if
any person on his or her behalf, or any
person  in partnership with him or her,
shall enfer into or obtain any interest
directly or indirectly in - any contract
entered into by or with the corporation,
such trustee or trustees having any in-
terest in any contract as aforesaid, shall
immediately be disqualified from con-
tinuing to be a school trustee, as the case
may be, and the contract in .question
shall be null and void.” This was pass-
ed.

Shortly after the convention adjourned
until the evening.

When the next session was called to
onder a committee appointed to frame
by-laws, etc., for the organization of an’
association of trustees, reported. It was
recommended that a meeting be held an-
nually at a place and time to be named
at each annual meeting; that officers
consist of a president, vice-president and
secretary, and be elected yearly; that a
committee of ways and means be ap-
pointed, five of whom shall be delegates
from the five coasts—Vancouver, Vie-
itorie, New Westminster, Na and
Lndysmml——and one. c'h from the fol-

The acquiring of the E. & N. by the
C. P. R. is likely to be attended with
gratifying results with respect to the
mining industry on Vancouver Island. It
is reported that the company,’ profiting
by the experience in the up-country, has
in view the erection of a smelter on the
west coast 0f Vancouver Island. In the
Kootenays the C. P. R. has found an
immense trade in carrying low grade ore
to the various smelters. There have been
developed on the West ‘Coast a large
number of copper properties, The cost
of transportation has hitherto been foo
great to permit of very extensive ship-
ments being médde. In many instances
the ore has proved to exist in immense
deposits, but of comparatively low grade.
With a smelter in easy reach of these
properties by rail, mining on the West
Coast and interior of Vancouver Island
would receive a decided impetus and an
era of marked activity would begin.

The C. P. R., it is reported, is pre-
pared to provide the railway communi-
cation by extending the E. & N. line to
the north and to the' West Coast. Capital
will also be interested in erecting a
smelfer, and the scattered mining zones
of the western coast of the Island will
be centralized in so far as smelting
facilities are concerned. The close
proximity of coal and coke at Comox
and Nanaimo makes it doubly easy to
carry out the scheme. Property owners
on the West Coast are already looking
forward to the .carrying out of the
project, which will mean so much to
them. If carried out somewhers on the
shores of the western side of Vancouver
Island there will probably be a smelter
which in a few years will rival the
Granby works in point of capacify.

Meeting of Institute.

Members of the American Institute of
Mining BEngineers living in this province
have received from the  secretary,
Theodore Dwight, an outline of the
meeting to be held in Vietoria and the
excursion to British Columbia and
Alaska mining eamps in connection with
it. This will be a gathering of the great-
est importance to this city and this prov-
ince, as it will bring here the most im-

I

interest. In outlining ' the trip the
circular letter says:

“In connection with the British Colum-
bia meeting and Alaska excursion ‘it is
proposed to charter, as in the case of the
Mexican meeting, one or two special
trains entirely made up of the latest
styles of sleeping, dining and observation
cars, and with a baggage car accessible
at all hours of the day. The trains will
start from Chicago or St. Paul, June
24th, both trains making.the trip direct
to the coast.

Three, or four days will be spent in
Vietoria, where sessions will be held in
the government - buildings. From Vie-
toria a specially chartered steamer will
convey the party to Skagway stoppingat
Rudyyerd Bay, Soethstram  Bay, Doug-
las Island—fo visit the:Preadwell mines
—Juneau, Shakan and ‘Wrangel, where
are the characteristic totem poles. From
Skagway via White Pass & Yukon rail-
way the route will be across the Alaskan
Alps to White Horse, the'end of the rail-
way line. ‘' Those who gof desire ¢an ex-
perience the excitement of shooting the
White Horse Rapids in a large flat beat.

The party will then proceed by special
steamer through Lake La Barge and the
Upper Yukon .river,  entering the latter
at the mouth of the Hootalinqua river,
to Dawson. Here three or four days
will be spent in visiting the neighbor-
ing mining camps on Eldorado and Bon-
anza creeks, The return trip will be up |
the Yukon and back te Vancouver via
Sitka.

From Victoria  to Dawson and return
to Vancouver will occupy about twenty-
one days.

The return train east: from Vancouver
will leave the coast about July 26th, via
Canadian Pacific, and will make stops
at Banff, Glacier and Field, while those
desiring to see the XKootenay and
Boundary districts, visiting Nelson, Ross- |
land, Trail, Greenwood, Fernie, ete., will |
leave the main party at Revelstoke and
rejoin it again several days later at Medi-
cine Hat, arriving in Chicago or New
York about August 4th.

Britannia Works.

At the annual meeting of the Britan
nia Copper Syndieate the old board of

The aerial tramway being built by Mr.
Riblet is far advanced towards comple-
tion. A dam of very substantial propor-
tions has been constructed on the creek,
from which point water will be taken to
operate one of the most powerful water
powers. on the coast. -

It is confidently expected the month
of May, at the latest, will see the whole
of the machinery in perfect order, and
ready to handle the ore up to its fullest
capacity.

Important Deal.
“Four more of the best elaims In this

camp have been acquired by the Gran-
by Company, namely, the Monarch,

Tamarack, Tamarack Fraction . and

Missing Link Fraction,” says the Phoe
nix Pioneer. “The properties are in a
block and immediately adjoin the Aetna
claim of the old Granby group, and also
adjoin the rich Rawhide, now being suc-
cessfully operated by the Montreal &
Boston Consolidated, and from which
350 tons daily are being shipped.

“The Missing Link Fraction was pur-
chased from George W. Rumberger and
William J. Porter, and the rest of the
claims in the purchase were bought from
the Erl Syndicate, Ltd., a wealthy Lon-.
don mining concern that has %eld them
for several years. The Erl Syndieate is
said to be.interested in mining all over
the world, but has never, worked the
Boundary properties which it acquired,
and which were known by old mining
men to be some of the best in Phoenix
camp.

“It is understood that the Monarch
group cost $13,000 and the Missing Link
$30,000. The owners asked $130,000 for
the Monarch group three years ago, when
the properties were examined by F. W,
Thomas, M.H., for the British Columbia
Copper Company, Ltd. They probably
have not depreciated in value since then.

“Boyles Bros., who have been doing
diamond drilling here for the Granby
Company for several months, are now
boring holes on the Monarch group and
testing the ore body. Thé development
work done on this group consists largely
of open cuts of several hundred feet, ex-
posing a tremendous showing of ore.

“This is the most important deal made
for mining claims in this camp in many
months, and apparently means a still
further enlarging of the scope . of the
Granby Consolidated here in the near
future.”

Nickel Discovery.

A dispatch from Ymir says: “Consid-
erable interest has heen aroused here by
the discovery of nickel in commereial
quantities on the Yankee Girl mine. In
driving the tunnel a solid body of min-
eral two feet wide has been in sight for
some time and -was commonly:supposed
to be an iron ore. An assay for mickel,
however, showed that this mineral con-
stituted 5.1 per cent. of the ore.. At the
present price of nickel the ore is worth
$44 per ton, while accompanying gold
and silver values make the total value
over $60 per ton.

“This is the first discovery of nickel
in commerecial quantities in British Co-
lumbia. At present there are no smelt-
ing facilities nearer than Sudbury, On-
tario. The owners of the Yankee Girl
are communicating with the smelters
there, and it is probable that a_trial ship-
ment will be made. The Sudbury ores,
which are the chief items in the world’s
supply of nickel, average only 3 per cent.
of the white metal.” i

A Paying Mine.

The Reco Mining & Milling Company,
operating the Reco silver-lead mine near
Sandon, has declared a dividend of 2
cents a share, or $19,582, payable Febru-
ary 20th. Total dividends to date have
been $307,082. J. M. Harris has been
re-elected president, Colonel 8. M. Whar-
ton of Spokane vice-president, Fred T.
Kelly of Sandon secretary-treasurer, and
J. G. Steele of Sandon and G. C, Whar-
ton of Mobile, directors. The mine in
1904 produced 904 tons of ore, which
gave smelter returns of $60,000. The
lead bounty earned during the year was
a trifle over $6,000.

The Reco has paid from the grass+
roots. The only money ever put into the
mine was the cash purchase price, $2,700.

During December 200 tons of ore were
shipped and it is hinted :that another
dividend of 2 cents per share will be de-
clared by spring.

The Ruecan, micknamed - the Reco
mine was located by one Ruecan, a man
of some prominence as a metallurgist,
smelter and mining man from Butte,
who has since made several good stakes
in Cripple Creek and around that see-
tion. The property was purchased from
Ruecan by J. M. Harris for $2,700. Mr.
Harris took in with him in the deal Col-
onel Wharton and F. J. Kelly, and these
three later stocked the concern and in-
corporated the Reco company.

The property has three veins, all the
ore of which gives "high values. —The
mining now in progress is entirely being
done on the No. 2 vein, the original dis-
covery, but some $750,000 was taken out
of the No. 3 vein, which is now being
worked.

Victoria Indian ReserVation Questﬁ

(By C. McK. S.) !

The agitation for the removal .of the
Indians from the reservation, opposite
Victoria, commenced about - forty-six
years ago, and although it has been con-
tinued at intervals from that time to the
present, a remnant of the tribe are now
in possession of it. When the agitation
first began the Indians were very numer-
ous, hostile and' a great nuisance 'to the
regidents of Victoria, on account of the
terrible wild whooping and other noises
they made, as well as the danger they
were to the residents and town. In con-
sequence of their close proximity, and the
number of them which came into the
town at night, it was deemed necessary
by the residents, for the protection of the
town, to place a volunteer patrol on the
bridge at the foot of Johnson street to
keep them out at night, for fear they
would set the town on fire. The patrel
econtinued to guard the bridge until the
police foree was properly organized and
strong enough to take eharge of the
bridge, and attend to their duties around
the town. But the agitation for their
removal continued, and was finally
brought before the House of Assembly
by one of its members in the form of a
resolution to the Governor, asking him to
remove them from the reservation. The
resolution and the Governor’s reply read
as follows:

House of Assembly,
25th January, 1859.

Mr. Yates moved that application be
made to His Excellency the Governer
for the following information, viz.: Has
the Governor of this Island the power to
remove the Indians by purchase in Viec-
toria harbor, known as the Indian reser-
vation? Should the Governor not have
the power, may it please His Excelleney
to inform the House wherein the govern-
ment is powerless.

Seconded by Mr. Skinner and passed
unanimously.

At the meeting of the House of As-
sembly, February 8th, 1859, the Speaker
read the following communication  from
His Excellency in reply to the resolution
passed by the House, in re Indian reser-
vation:

“Vietoria, Vaneouver Island,
5th February 1859.

“To the Speaker and Gentlemen of the
House of Assembly,—I have to acknowl-
edge the receipt of your Speaker’s com-
munication of the 25th ultime, contain-
ing the ' resolution which passed the
House that day. In replying to the reso-
lution I have to observe that previously
to the grant of Vancouver Island to the
Hudson’s Bay Company the whole Island
was vested in the ecrown as part of its
domain. When the settlement at Vie-
toria was formed certain reservations
were made in favor of the mnative In-
dian tribes. Forst, they were to be pro-
tected in their ‘original rights of fishihg
on the coast and in the bays of the
colony, and of hunting over all unoceu-
pied crown lands, and they were also to
be secured in the enjoyment of their vil-
lage rights and cultivated fields..These
rights they since enjoyed in' full, and
reserve of land cowering their village
sites and cultivated fields have all been
distinctly marked on the maps and sur-
veys of the colony, and the faith of
government is pledged that their occupa-
tion shall not be disturbed. For that
reason the government will' not eause

==

them fo be removed, because it is bound
by the faith of a solemn engagement to
protect them in the enjoyment of their
agrarian rights. It may further inter-
est the House to know that the title to
those lands is vested in the crowny and
that the Indians of themselves can con-
vey no title.to any part of theiriresérve,
either by sale or lease. The presence of
the Indians so near to the town i§ a
public inconvenience, but their ‘violéns
removal would be neither just nor politie.
I therefore propose as a remedy to en-
ter -into arrangements, with their con-
sent, to subdivide the reserve adjacent
to Victoria, and let it out en leases to
persons who will undertake to build and
make other improvements upon it, and
to apply the whole proceeds of those
leases to the benefit of the Indians in-
terested. That is by providing them
with a school house and teacher (who
will probably be a missionary clergyman)
for the education of their children, and
to endeavor thus to raise them morally
and sociably to a higher position than
they now occupy. By such means a great
benefit worthy of the philanthropy ef
our country will be conferred upon the
Indians themselves, while at the same
time the improvements and increase of
the town of Viectoria will not be retarded
by. their unprofitable occupation of one
of its most valuable portions.”

The eity's progress .is steadily
going on, and is rapidly = spread-
ing on all sides, except that of the
Indian reservation, which must naturally
be absorbed by it very soon, as it is no
longer neeessary for the small number of
Indians who now reside on it. A great
change has also taken place in the Song-
hees tribe during the last forty-six
years, which was once so numerous and
warlike, their wild whooping beating on
the tom-tom, and other barbarous noises
have ceased, and nearly all of the war-
riors, with  their Chief Freezy, have
passed over the great divide to join the
majority who have passed on to the In-
dian hunting grounds, never to return.
As the Indign reservation is now nearly
deserted, their being only about a
baker’s dozen Indians on it, I would
suggest that the Federal government,
which represents the crown in this mat-
ter, be strongly urged to secure the con-
sent of the few Indiang there, which no
doubt can be had in order to have it
surveyed into lots and sold, and a certain
number of lots to be set apart in a suit-
ab.e place for t)Ie Indians who desire to
remain there. “Some of the young In-
dians may decide to take land instead of
lots. In that case a piece of land should
be purchased, sufficient for the number
who may be willing to leave the reserva-
tion, divide it up, build thdm houses and
supply them with whatever is necessary
to make a start in farming. After a cer-
tain fixed time give them a title to their
lands, and the same to be done with
these who have lots on the reservation.
An arrangement of that kind would, in
all probability, make a satisfactory set-
tlement 6f the Indian reservation ques-
tion, and eventually free the government
from the tromble and expense of looking
after them, The money secured for the
sale of the Iots should be, after paying
for houses, fencing and farm lands, be get
apart for the benefit of the Indians in
any way the Federal authorities should
decide would be of the greatest benefit
to poor Lo. :

¢uss with thems the particulars of all in-
ten legislation affecting the mining in-
dustry of this province,” had an fnterview
with the Hon. the: Premier, the Hon, Min-
ister of Financesand ‘the Hon. Chief Com-
missioner of Lapdshand Works, who ‘ex-
pressed their interest in and cordial sym-
pathy with the: work of the association,
and sald they would always be willing to
give their earnest donsideration to all recom-
mendatiens madeq to them by the.associa-
tion.” The legislature now being in session,
it would appear to be an opportune time
for- the executive c’qmmittee to call upon
the, provincial goyernment .to redeem this
promise.

“Of the several matters respecting which 4
an appeal was que to the-Dominjon gov-
ernment, it may_ be mentioned that some
progress appears 'fo l?,nve been made in the
direction of obtalnlng the creation of a
separate departm@t of mines by the gov-
ernment, and it is. Poped the placing on
the éstimates of a sum of $20,000, recently
reported in press dlspatches, is. the prelude
to the appointment 6f a minister of. mines,
who, as respectfully suggested in the asso-
ciation’s resolution s ould be a repregenta-
tive ‘from the Pacific Coast. Similarly, a
forward movement has at length been made
towards the establishment of a national
mint, a contract for the erection at Ottawa
of a building forithis purpose having re-
cently been let by the Dominion govern-
ment. Thanks to the assistance of Hov.
Senator Templemsahn, Ehe association {8 now
in possession of a nutfiber of the reports of
the Geological Surve¥ of Canada, all con-
taining information nelative to the geology
and.mineralogy of;British Columbia, ha¥ing
been selected and forwarded by the départ-
ment: mentioned, a8 requested by the Sena-
tor.(.The best means of obtalnir=la sum-
mary of these reports for the L °f pros-

be obtained, these including careful dis-
ctimination in selection of excerpts and in
making condensations, so that as much in-
formation of practical utility as possible
may be made available within reasonably
small limits.

“No definite action has yet been taken, so
far as known, towards the employment by
the Dominion government of ‘a zinc special-
ist to examine and make a careful study of
the zinc resources of the province as to
ores suitable for spelter production and the
best methods for their ‘development and
utilization; together with recommendations
as to available markets.’ The growing im-
portance ¢f the zinc mining industry has in-
duced the Associated Silver-Lead Mines of
British Columbia, whose resolution in this
connection “was endorsed by this assocla-
tion at Its last convention, to again move
in the matter, which action will be brought
to your ‘attention with the object of its
having your endorsement if agreeable to
you,

“In regard to the carriage of explosives
on steamboats, a resolution concerning
which was communicated to the Depart-
ment of Marine and Fisheries, the second
vice-president and the séeretary had imter-
views with Captaln Thomson (lmspector of
steamboats), and Capt. Troup (local man-
ager of the steamship service of the Cana-
dian Pacific Railway Co.), and found that
the question ‘was one that had been deeided
by the C. P. R. Company, so far as its
steamer lines were responsible for the diffi-
culty that had been brought to'the atten-
tiom of this assoclatiom, which declined to
permit the carriage of explosives on its
passenger  steamers. The reply received
from Ottawa to the resolution recommend-
ing the opening of Indian reserves for min-
Ing purposes was that this question was
receiving considération. “No specific ac-
knowledgment was received to the applica-
tion for aid to a railway to the Nicola dis-
trict.”

The report then goes into the proceedings
of the Nelson session of the executive com-
mittee, dealing with the delay in the jssu-
ance of crown grants to mineral claims,
resolutions of the Poplar Creek branch re-
garding the Shamrock placer elaim, tele- !
phone line from Spence’s Bridge to Pentic-

ton, surface rights of mineral claims, and |

the authorization of the committee on in-
corporation to complete a bill for the in-
corporation of thé association.

At the Nelson session, the report says:
After due consideration, the executive en-
dorsed ‘“‘the appeal made to the Dominion
government by the Associated Silver-Lead
Mines of British Columbia, agfeed to by
provincial smelters and: endorsed by the
Associated Boards of Trade of  Eastern
British Columbia, that the bounty on lead
shall be paid for one \year on any lead ore
shipped out of Canada after the lead
smelters have been supplied with all the
ore’ they require,” "and respectfully urged
the granting of this cgcesslon, believing
that it will greatly stimulate lead mining
in the prowvince.

Matters brought to the attentlon of the
president apart from those that came before
the executive were also referred to. Ths
report also says:

‘“While there was not much activity dis.
played by the branches of the association
as g whole, sederal showed that their inter-
est was being well maintained. Atlin nas
held several meetings at intervals and itw
officers have shown much zeal in the work
of the association. The Cariboo branches--
Barkerville, Stanley and Bullion—have alsn
shown that their active support may still
be -depended on. Nelson has lately held
several meetings to deal with matters of,
vital interest to the mining industry. Vag-,
couver is making a: détermined ‘effort to-
secure the support of a much larger numbev
of the citizens there than it had last yea:.
Both the Nicola branches made good use of
their organizations, their efforts haviag led
to' the construction of the telephone line
between Spence’s Bridge and Pentictor,
through Nicela and the Similkameen, mnowr
about completed. Poplar Creek has dond
much work towards making clear wherein’
amendments to the mining ac¢ts are meces-
sary. Victoria continues to be well organ«
ized and ready atf all times to do its share
in promoting the objects of the association.
Other branches have shown their intention
to" continue to support the Associatior,
while there are two or three places in wide~
ly‘separated parts of the province that are
moving in the direction 'of organizing
branches.”

In. his concluding paragraph, Secretary
Jacob says:

“In . conclusion, I deslne to acknowledge
the uniform courtesy and promptness in re-
ply to my many communications to him 1
have had the pleasure of experiencing fn
my relations with the president of the as-
sociation, Mr. John Keen. The second yice-

nd a speecial school levy of two mills.
The council claim that the revenue
lerived from these sources is insufficient
» meet the bill, and consequently an in-
road on the general revenue has to be
made. ‘An additional grievance claimed
by the munieipal board is the fact that
when the trustees demand the submission
to the ratepayers of a by-law requiring
the raising of a loam for an éxtraoprdin-
ary expenditure, for a new school build-
ing for instance, the council must com-
ply. By virtue of an amendment to.the
act obtained at the last session of the
legislatare it is' unnecessary for the
hoard to present a, petition signed by
ratepayers representing a certain propor-
tion of the assessed realty wvaluation of
the city. This power, possessed by the
board, the council claim, is a perpetual
temptation to extravagance, and remedial
legislation of some kind is demanded by
them. The co-operation of the eity |
councils of other municipalities through—
out the province is sought, and it is.quite
likely that a measure will be' introduced
during the present session. In this con-
nection Mayor Barnard has written a
letter to the municipal board of Van-
couver, which clearly defines the positien
of the city council. The Vancouver
council endorsed the prineciple” in ‘the lét-
ter, and a resolution to this effect will be
read at their meeting in the Terminal !
City this evening.~ The letter is as fol- ;
lows:

and municipal councils in respect to the !

raisfig and expenditure of money in con-
nectfon with, the public schools in cities.

Section 138 of the Municipal Clauses Aect
limits the rate that may be levied for gen-
eral purposes to 1% per cent.; or, 15 mills
on the dollar.
quired for school purposes, section 138 of !
the same act provides that the council may
pass a by-law in each year for levying a
special rate of not more than two mills on
the dollar for school purposes.

Section 37 of the School Act provides that
the board of trustees shall, on or before the

1st day of February in €ach year, cause to |

be prepared and laid before the city council
a detalled estimate of - the sums required
by the board for the current year’s ordinary
expenses of maintaining the schools as they
exist at the time of making such estimate,
which sums shall be paid over, from time
to time, as required, upon the order of the
trustees.

There is mo limit to the am6unt which
the trustees ean aski for under tihis section.
Thus we have in the Municipal Clauses Act
an enactment lmiting the amount of the
rate which can be levied .for school pur-
poses, while, 6m the other hand, the .sc¢hool
board .is absolutely unlimited as to the
amount of its expendl‘ture. The result is
that any sum required by the trustees in
excess of the amount raised by the levy of
two mills must come out of the general
revenue at thel expense often of much-
needed improvements which must be left
undone,

In Victoria, tne annual sum required for
school purposes is Increasing by leaps and
bounds. The amount required by the trus-
tees for salaries in the year 1802 was $45,-
000 for the year 1906.it ie $60,000; whereas
the “per capita’ grant. from the govérn-
ment was slightly lower in 1904 than in
1903, and there is nojfesson to suppose that
it will be any greatér in 1905 than in 1904.

In other words, in Victoria the cost of
maintenance of the schools is rapidly in-

, without ~anything like a corres-
ponding increase in the number of children
attending.

In Victoria, a mill on the dollar nets the
city, after allowing for unpaid arrears,
about $10,000. The demands of the school
trustees for 1905 amount to $83,000. The
“per capita’” grant for 1903 was, in round
figures, $32,000. This leaves the city coun-
cil to find $51,000. As we can only levy two
mills for sehool purposes, which wm amount
to $20,000, we must find $31,000 out of gen-:
eral revenue.

In my opinion, and in that of the counecil
of this city, the system whereby one public
body has unlimited powers of expenditure
over moneys to be raised by another public
bouy, with a limited power to :raise the

oney, is wholly wrong in prlncXple More-
ver, the sending out of tax notices by the

» suppose that this s all the money that
s devoted to that purpose, whereas, in this
ity, three mills in addition are required to
neet the expenditure, and I have no doubt

The remedy I suggest.
shonld he” passed, “comp
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to levy their own rates for school purposes.
They: could be permitted to use the city
assessinent rolls; the moneys could be col-
lected by the city treasurer, as at present.
The result would be that each taxpayer
would@ then know exactly how much he is
being taxed for school purposes, and the
trustees would then have to take the re-
sponsibility of their own expenditure.

If it could be arranged that school gov-
ernment could be entirely separated from
city government, it would perhaps be still
more satisfactory; but I am of the opin-
lon, that if the school board, when they
wigh to increase their expenditure, must
also raise the taxes, they will endeavor,
rather than take such a step, to praectice
economy. The present system is nothing
more or less than a standing temptation
towards extravagance.

I would therefore suggest that you bring
this matter before your council at the
earliest opportunity, and that resolutions
should be passed urging the government to
amend the two acts in question, along the
lines suggested. :

It may be, that in your ecity, the trustees
haye not yet exceedeu the 2-mill limit; but
it is only a question of time when they will
do so, and I would ask the hearty co-opera-
tion and support of yourself and your coun-
eil in this attempt to put the matter on a
business-like basis. If anything is to be
accomplished at the present 'session of the
législature; prompt actlon must be taken.

CLOSE SEASONS FOR

SOCKEYE SALMON

THE FULL TEXT OF
ORDER-IN-COUNCIL

The Recommendations of the Minister |
of Marine and Fisherjes Regard-
ing the Industry.

The recommendations of the minister
of marine and fisheries and the text of
the order-in-council regarding the closed
seasons for ‘sockeye salmon follow:

Extract from a report of the commitfee
of the honorable the Privy “Council, ap-
proved by His Excellency thé Governor-
General, 3rd February, 1905:

On a report dated 19th January, 1905,
from the Minister of Marine and Fisheries,
submitting that representations have been
made by influential parties in British Col-
umbia and by deputations from the said
province, representing the majority of the
salmon canners interested, that a crisis has
arisen in the salmon fisheries of the Fraser
and adjoining waters of the Straits of
Georgla and Juan de Fuca, threatening to
permanently injure and even wholly de-
stroy the important salmon fishing apd can-
ning industry of the Fraser. river; these
representations show that the unrestricted
fishing in- Puget Sound and Juan de Fuca
Strait, and waters off Point Roberts, car-
ried on by United States fishermen, and
the vast extension of the salmon canning
industry in the state of Washington, has
been the cause of the present eritical con-
diti_on of the Fraser river salmon fisheries.

The minister states that the great schools
of salmon, especially tne valuable sockeye,
migrating from the ocean to the Fraser
river, have been intercepted and merciless:
ly destroyed by the fishermen of the state,
of Washington, and not ounly the British
Columbia salmon industry on ‘the Fraser
river, but the United States salmon indus-
try in the state of Washington, are threat-
ened with -complete ruin unless stringent
and effective steps to protect the Fraser
river supply, especially -the sockeye salmon,
in their annual migration, are carried out.

The minister further states that the
legislature of the state of Washington has
proposed to provide for an entire closure of
the sockeye fishing pperatfons in two
future seasons, viz., 1906 and 1908, between
the 10th day of July and the 25th day of
August Iin each of the years named.

‘The minister observes -that it is further
proposed that a permanent weekly close
time from 6 p. m. on Friday to 6 a. m. on
Sunday shall be enforced in the said state;
but these two protective provisions are de-
pendent upon similar action being sanction-
ed by Capéda. and also upon the establish-
ment by the Minlster of Marine and Fish-;
eries, ‘'undér sub-section, 6. of .section 8 of
the Fisherfes Act, chapter 95 of the Revised
Statutes of Canada, of a defined tidal
boundary of estuary fishing in the Fraser.
river, at a line drawn aeross the river coin-
ciding with Mission bridge.

The minister recommepds—as
bou.ndarr above, menﬂon.ed is being estab-
lished as aforesald, and as a weekly close
time on the lines specified above is already
enacted and enforced in British Columbia—
that under the provisions of section 16 of
the Fisheries Act, chapter 95-of the Revised
Statutes of Canada, an order in council be”
passed rescinding seetion 20 of the general
fishery regulations for the province of Brit-
ish Columbia, established by order in coun-
cil of the 3rd March, 1894,

Yiclim of Accident. at Chem;ca] Works:
Passes Away.

. 'William: Oliver McLachlan; who was'’
{qnjured at the chemical works about a
fortnight ago, passed away at the St.
Joseph’s hospital Thursday., He was a
native of St. Mary’s, Ount./ and was
thirty-nine years of age. He was a fore-
man at the chemical ‘works'and had been
employed there ‘about fivel 'years..

“Be it enacted by the legislnture of
the state of "Washington:

“Sec, ‘1. It shall be unlawful to fake
or fish for sockeye salmon in any of the
waters of Puget Sound, ¢t its tributaries,
with any poumd net, trap, seine, gill net,
get net, pursd met, drag seine, or any
other appliance for the catching of fish,
or to sell, expért or otherwise dispose of,
or to cam, pack, salt or otherwise cure
any sockeye salmon, whether specifically
‘endmerated jn.this section or  not, be-
tween the 10th day of July, 1906, and
the 25th day: of August, 1906, and be-
tween the 10th:day of July, 1908, and the
25th day of Awmgust, 1908.

Animals Act.

The House then went into committee
on the act to amend the Animals Act,
with Price Ellison in the chair.

When the proposed section of the bill
providing that it\should be unlawful for
“any bull commonly known as a ‘scrub
bull, that is, any bull not pedigreed,
certificated, graded or classed for breed-
ing purposes, to run at large at any
time,” the Minister of Finanee announced
that this section had been dropped.

‘This section was really the only one
in the bill as introduced. On its second
reading the opposition pointed out that
it left things so indefinite that no con-
vietion could be hoped for under it.

The government members voted down
the proposal to strike this section out,
but in turn to-day backed down and with-
drew the seetion.

J. F. Ganden brought in an amend-
ment intended to provide for the killing
of a deg held to be “vicious” under the
act, by providing that on proof
being given Dbefore a  magistrate
“an  “drder shall Dbe
a constable or other peace officer, and
shall require the owner or person in
possession of the dog to deliver up the
same to the constable or other peace of-
ficer, within three days from the date
of the order, to be destroyed in accord-
ance with the terms thereof; and in de-
fault of compliance with said order, the
owner or other person aforesaid shall be
liable to a fine not exceeding $20 and
costs, to be recovered in a summary
manner. Provided, however, that the
payment of such fine shall not in any
way nullify the order for the destruc-
tion of the dog.”

This, Mr. Garden said, was to remove
any ambiguity as to whether the dog
was to be destroyed if the owner paid
the fine imposed.

W. J. Bowser thought provision should
be made for an appeal veing allowed. He
introduced an amendment in this way,

‘| specifying that notice of appeal should

be given within the three days.

Mr. Garden pointed out that under this
the dog might be allowed to escape.

Mr. Bowser added to -his amendment
to mleet this that the judge in making his
order in connection With the appeal
should have power to order the dog’s con-
finement.

J. A. Macdonald pointed out that these
amendments for appeals from the de-
cision of the magistrate and the keeping
of a ‘dog pending the giving of the de-
cision in the appeal imposed expense,
and no provision was made for keeping
the dog. There was now in the courts an
appeal on questions of fact: A man
accused of murder had no appeal on the
question of fact. Under this amendment
the legislature was giving to a dog what
was denied a man.

Mr. Bowser contended that the . pro-

Government Bills,

The amendment to the Animals Aect
passed its third reading.

The Attorney-General brought in some
further amendments to the bill to con-
solidate and amend the law for prevent-
ing frands upon creditors by secret bills
of sale of personal chattels. He said he
did not propose to move the adoption 'of
the report for the present, as some fur-
ther amendments might be introduced.

‘The Attorney-General, in introducing
the second reading of the bill intituled
“An Act to:amend the ‘Land Registry
Act and amending Acts, ” stated that the
object was to further safeguard the title
to land. If a person wished to avail
himself of the present system of register-
ing his land ‘this could be done as at
present. If on the other hand he pre-
ferred to introduced!the Torrens system,
then this bill would provide the means
for a good title.

The bill passed its second reading.

On the second reading of the bill in-,

tituled “An Aect to authorize a grant to
the corporation of the city of Vietoria
of certain crown lands situate in Vie-
toria harbor,” Hon. R. F'. Green explain-
ed that the object of this act was simply
to give the city of Victoria the title to
the land used as a readway across the
head of Rock Bay.

R. Hall asked that the bill stand over
until Monday.

This was agreed to.

- Coal Mines Act.

J. H. Hawthornthwaite moved the sec-
ond reading. of his amendment to the
Coal Mines Regulation Act. The object
of this, he said, was simply to make
explicit provision for the penalty clauses
in the act as it at present existed.

It is provided by the amendment as
follows:

“Any owner, agent or manager, or any-
one acting in their behalf, who employs
or detains underground in any coal mine
any person for a longer period than eight
hours from bank to bank in every 24
hours shall be liable to a penalty not ex-
ceeding one hundred dollars, nor less
than twenty-five dollars for each per-
son so employed or detained.

““Any miner, mine laborer or under-
ground laborer who works underground
in any mine for a longer period than
eight hours from bank to bank in every
24 hours shall be liable to a penalty not
exceeding one hundred dollars nor less
than twenty-five.

“Provided always, that these penaltxes
shall not apply where any miner, mine
laborer, or urderground worker has been
employed or detained underground for a
longer perxod than eight hours from bank
to bank in any 24 hours owing to. the oc-
cuneuqe of anaccidetit;’

ASSESSMENT REPORT

J. H. ‘Hawthornthwaite, M. P. P.,
then suggested that this form of expro-
priation should extend not only to tele-
phone systems, but to all public utilities.

A recommendation to this effect was
embodied in the report to the House. .

The resolution regarding better terms,
standing jn' the name of Premier Me-
Bride, was on the order paper of the
legislature for to-day. When it was
reached this afternoon the Premier pass-
ed it over. The House adjourned at 3
o’clock.

MINIRG NEWS,

Rich Ore in Slocan.

Returns have been received from the
carload of ore shipped to the Hall
Mines smelter at Nelson by the Kilo
mine, on Lemon creek. N. F. Mec-
Naught; Silverton, one of the owners,
accompanied the shipment, and. he has
since informed the Slocan Drill that the
returns received per ton were $84 in gold
and $5 in silver; and this for the full
consignment of 20 tons. The total for
the car was $1,680 in gold and $100 in
silver.

A carload shipment from the same pro-
perty last fall gave $64 in gold a ton,
there being $20 per ton of an increase
between the two lots. The Kilo’s ship-
ment establishes a record that has sel-
dom, if ever, been equalled by any other
property in British Columbia. The Kilo
is no mere prospect, for it has been sys-
tematically developed by a series of tun-
nels, raisés, shafts and surface cuts,
There is blocked out upwards of 18,000
tons of ore in the mine, sufficient to jus-
tify the erection of a mill. There are
28 claims in the group, which is consid-
ered one of the best gold propositions in
this country. Ex-Senator Warner Mil-
ler, of New York, is another of the prin-
cipal owners.

Railway Interested.

At the annual meeting of the Howe
Group Mining Company, held in the
Great Northern master mechanic’s office
at Spokape, J. D. Farrell was elected
president; J. J. Fitzgerald, vice-presi-
dent, and Thomas O’Laughlin secretary
and treasurer. The directors elected in-
cluded, in addition William Pannon,
James Grant, Thomas Ryan and Daniel
Howe.

The property of the company is located
on St. Marie’s lake, in the Bast Koot-
enay district of British Columbia; 14
miles from the Sullivan Group Mining
Company’s smelter at Marysville, B. C.
It is a silver-lead property, and the com-
pany has driven a 100-foot tunnel and
40-foot crosscut.

Record Breakers.

Six mines in the Greenwood high grade
belt shipped 250 tons of first class and
20 tons of second class ore during- the
month of January. This surpasses all
previous records in the history of the
camp.  These figures have been care-
fully compiled and may be regarded as
official.

The Boundary Creek Times says the
figures in detail follow: Providence, 30
tons of first class and 20 tons of second
class ore; Elkhora, 50 tons of first class
ore; Last Chance, 43 tons of first class
ore; Skylark, 20 tons of first class ore;
Bay, 42 tons of first class ore; E, P. U,,
65 tons of first class ore.”

Large as these figures appear, they
promise to be almost doubled this month
as the Last Chance, employing fourteen
men, is about to maintain shipments of
50 tons weekly. The comparatively
small output of this mine during Janunary
was due to the decision of the manage-
ment to permit the ore to accumulate on
the dump, pending arrangements for a
more favorable treatment rate. Hence-
forth the Last Chance ore will be reduced
at the local smelter. The Providence
will also make a better showing, as oper-
ations were suspended for several weeks
last month whilst the boiler was being
overhanled. The Providence, it is stated,
has now larger and richer ore reserves
than at any period in its history. A note-
worthy ‘event wag the discovery of the
ore after crosscutting through dykes on
the 300 and 400-foot levels; and kikewise
the occurrence of free gold on the former
level.

Phil McDonald’ and James Sutherland
are also entitled to hearty congratula-
tions for the success they are achieving
with the Elkhorn. A shipment of 50
tons last month netted the high net aver-
age of $147 per ton, according to the
smelter retarns received from Trail this
week., The Skylark henceforth will also
largely increase its output as the force
has just been increased and drifting will
be carried on simultaneously. Duncan
MclIntosh i making good his determina-
tion to place the E. P. U. in the front
rank of producers. Under his manage-
ment the mine is said to have been vastly
improved within ths past few months
and the shipments now only rank second
in volume to thess of the Last Chance.

The average value of last month’s out-
put of first class ore from these minés is
conservatively estimated ‘at $100 per
ton, and the second grade ore amountm&
to 20 tons, is valued at $25 per ton.

The Strathmore'mine-will make a car- |

load shipment of, first class ore this
month, and thereafter will rank among
the regular shippers. The Barbara,
Coro-Canadian, Silver Cloud and Com-
bination are expected soon to join the
procession.

There are 145 miners employed in
x':xilnes and prospects in the high grade

elt.

Cyanide Agitator.

The May and Jennie mine on Forty-
nine creek, 10 miles from Nelson, is be-
ing equipped with a Hendryx cyanide
agitator, 12 feet in size, capable of treat-
ing 50 tons a day. The mine is owned
by the Reliance Gold Mining & Milling
Company, managed by A. H. Kelly. The
mill will be running April 1st.

W. J. Elmendorf, of Spokane, laid out
the plans for the mill. The equipment
indludes a new type, six-foot Chilean
mill. The plant will cost between $20,-
000 and $25,000.
