Workmen Share Profits With Mil-
lionaire.

A successful  co-operative comn-
munity has been in operation for 16
years a few miles from St. Louis.

The community is LeClaire, 18
miles from the Missouri metropolis.
Its population is made up of the
employes of Mr. N. O. Nelson,
multi-millionaire plumbing manufac-
turer, and their families.

From the start the employes were
made to share the profits of the
business. For a few years these pro-
fits were paid to the workmen in
cash, but now he has decided to give
it to them in stock, as he is grow-
ing old and wants them to take
charge of the factory when he quits
the business world.

These profits in stock have already

stock. He takes interest on his cap-
ital, and thereafter divides all earn-
ings on a basis of each man’s wages.
He lives in LeClaire, and shares in
the sorrows and joys of his men,
takes part in their social life and
helps themr in their affairs. He
{buys every man when he starts to
|work at the Nelson factory a home,
{which can be paid for on reasonable
iterms from the workman’s salary.

When Mr. Nelson erected his four
| factories ‘he took especial care to
{make them large and airy. ‘A din-
|ing-room was provided in each one,
and there was ample shower baths
for the workers. .

One of the admonishments of Mr.
Nelson is that his men keep clean.
He has surrounded the town  with
parks and wide driveways, beds of
flowers and running vines. These
vines hide the barren walls of the
factory buildings, while flower beds
offset the dingy appearance that us-
ually surrounds such a place. To
enter LeClaire one gains the impres-
sion at first that it is

SOME BOTANICAL GARDEN,
where flowers are kept behind brick
walls, instead of an industrial com-
munity turning out thousands of
tons of lead pipe monthly.

No town governing board has ever
been organized in LeClaire, nor do
the citizens take trouble to vote at
the county elections. Mr. Nelson
has provided various forms of amuse-
ment at LeClaire, such as ball
grounds, tennis courts, skating
rinks, dancing halls and lecture
courses, which keep the workers busy
during their hours of idleness.

They do not court outside enter-
tainment, and while the stranger
who lingers within their gates will
be treated with due respect, he will
not receive a cordial welcome. No
man, for that same reason, can work
at the Nelson factories if his previ-
ous reputation has not been alto-
gether good.

The most recent addition to the
town’s advantages is a training
school for the children of poor peo-
ple. Through the schools of the
town its founder trains the child
from its youth up, and places him
or her in a way to btecome g part-
ner in his great concern. All young
men or women wWho have a desire
to work their way through college,
|and who want a career hewn out for

He claims that for young persons
of this age to succeed they should be
taught both in mind and body; their
hands should follow the advancing
|years, and in going through school
| they should be made to learn some
itrade or do some certain handiwork.
|Mental training is far from gll-suf-
iﬂcient, claimed Mr. Nelson, so he
igave a number of school houses at
{LeClaire to the non-sectarian church
| workers of St. Louis, who will carry
iout his ideas of securing and edu-
lcating poor students. None others
will be received.

WEIGHING A PERFUME.

An Italian physicist, Signor Sal-
vioni, has devised a microbalance of
such extreme delicacy that it clearly
demonstrates the loss of weight of
musk by volatilization. Thus the
invisible perfume floating off in the
air is indirectly weighed. The es-
sential part of the apparatus is
very thin thread of glass, fixed at
one end and extended horizontally.
The microscopic objects to be weigh-
ed are placed upon the glass thread
near its free end, and the amount of
flexure produced is observed with a
microscope magnifying 100 diame-
ters. A mote weighing one-thou-
sandth of a milligram perceptibly
bends the thread.

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GOOD THINGS TO EAT.

Potato Soup.—Put on one quart of
milk to boil. Take six potatoes,
one stalk of celery, one even table-
spoonful of butter, half a small
onion, salt and pepper to taste.
Pare and boil the potatoes. When
the milk boils add it to the onion
and celery. Mash the potatoes and
bour over them the boiling milk, add
the butter, salt and pepper. Strain
and serve,

Black Bean Soup.—One quart of
black beans, soaked over night. 1In
the morning add three quarts of cold
water and boil six hours. (When
done they should mash easily),
strain-and add a quart of rich stock,
a few whole cloves, a scant tea-
spoonful of allspice, a bit of mace,
cinnamon, parsley, celery and sage.
Three tablespoonfuls of butter, a
small onion, a small piece of turnip
fried in the butter. After taking out
the vegetables add an even teaspoon-
ful of flour to the mixture and strain
the second time. Add slices of lem-
on after it is in the tureen.

Chicken Pone.—Take two chickens |
of about four pounds in weight, cut
into pieces to pack closely in a
Saucepan, cover with water, sprinkle
with pepper, salt and sweet mar-
jorum; keep the pan covered while
it boils. Allow it to boil till the
flesh drops from the bones. Remove
from the fire, take the meat from
the liquor, remove the bones, fat,
skin and gristle; then cut the meat
into very small pieces—it is better
not to chop it, as that absorbs the
juices, but it should be made as fine
as possible on a plate. Boil the wa-
ter down to one pint. Have ready
two ounces of gelatine and place it |
over the fire, stirring until dissolved. |
{Then add the seasoned chicken and ,
{let all boil together a few minutes, |
istirring gently to keep from burn- |
jing. Pour into molds and when cool |
|set on ice to harden. An old or|
tough fowl served in this way makes |
a very palatable dish. 1

Goose Dressing.—Take four apples, |
| peeled and cored, two small onions, |
'a pinch of sage and one of sweet |
marjorum. Boil them in sufficient
water to cover, and when done rub |
|through a sieve. Then add enough |
imealy hoiled potato to cause ‘the|
!dressing to be dry. Add pepper and i
|salt, and stuff the goose.

Sweet Potato Pudding.—When bak-)
ed sweet potatoes have been left |
|over, an excellent way to use them !
|is in a sweet potato pudding. Mash |
{the potatoes — half a pint or one|
|cupful — smooth with a silver fork. |
!Stir with it the beaten yolks of
{ three eggs, one cupful of sugar, a
|half-cupful of molasses, a pinch of
isalt, a little grated orange peel,
| and milk enough to make a stiff bat-
| ter. Bake, stirring in the first crust
ithat forms.

Potato Yeast. — Grate five new
potatoes. Put a small handful of
hops in three quarts of water and let
boil one hour. Place the potatoes in
a dish, add one-half cup of salt and
one-half cup of molasses. Then
strain the boiling hops into it and
let it stand until cool. Add one cup
of yeast and it will rise quickly.

A Delicious Dessert. — A delicious
{impromptu dessert can be evolved
Iwith a fresh pineapple and some
whipped cream. Flavor the cream
with a little sherry, whip to a stiff
froth and pile in the center of a flat
|glass or china dish. Shred or dice
ithe pineapple, and arrange around
;[the cream, dotting the latter with a
few maraschino cherries. These pre-
served cherries, it may be added,
combine agreeably with sliced ban-
anas and whipped cream.

Rice Cakes for Dessert.—Take a
pint of boiled rice and wash in a
bowl till smooth. Mix with it two
well beaten eggs, a pint of salt, a
pint of sour milk, half a teaspoonful
of soda, dissolved in a few drops of
water and sufficient flour for a bat-
ter. Fry on a hot griddle, butter
when hot and sift sugar over them.
A dust of powdered mace with the
sugar is a good flavoring for the
rice cakes. Serve immediately.

FIVE YEAR OLD DRUNKARD

TIMOTHY SULLIVAN IS ALSO
A CIGARET FIEND.

Pitiful Case of a Boy in an Illi-
" nois Industrial Home for
Children.

Drunkard, cigaret fiend, tobacco
‘che\ver, and smoker of pipe and ci-
‘gar, Timothy Sullivan, 5 years old,
;liqs listless on a couch in the Indus-
trial Home for Children at Wood-
stock, Ill., as one of the most strik-
ing cases of the kind in the annals of
infant victims of drugs and liquors.

A“Tiny Tim’s’’ mother died in El-
gin last September. The death caus-
ed no comment outside the immedi-
ate neighborhood. She was not all
a mother might have been, but the
dead may rest. The father was a
laborer, addicted to drink. It was
from him that the boy is said to
have acquired the habit of smoking
and drinking. And he smoked and
drank like a veteran.

One day the father deserted the
boy. Fear may have caused the
flight, for the child and the father,
lying in drunken stupor in the mean
little cottage, day after day, had
caused a growing comment. No one
knows where the father went. When
he was gone, however, the state
came to the rescue. “‘Timmie,”” as
he calls himself, went before Judge
Jouthworth of the County Court at
Geneva.

NOTORIOUS AS DRUNKARD.

" There are witnesses enough to the
child’s degradation and to the
wretchedness and squalor of his
home. Men and women testified to
having seen the child drunk; to his
smoking cigarets and cigars; to his
taste for both beer and whisky.

| The judge was wonder struck. In
the effort to corroborate one phase
of the abnormal tastes of the child
he was offered a cigar in the presence
of the court. The child seized it
eagerly and told the judge that of
all things he liked a cigaret best.

This was five weeks ago. The
judgment of the court was that Tiny
Tim should bg sent to the Chicago
Industrial Home at Woodstock, Ill.,
and there he went in the care of Mrs.
Styles, an oflicer of the court. There
for a month Timmie has made his
home with Matron W. E. Bardwell,
wife of the manager of the institu-
tion and mother to the forty-five
children whom fate has made home-
less elsewhere.

Cigaret victims are not new to
the home. They have been numerous
enough there that the matron, at a
glance, can mark them. But g all
odds, Timmie is the youngest victim
of the ‘‘coffinnail’’ that ever has
come to the notice of the manage-
ment.

TIMMIE’'S TWO MOODS.

When Timmy Sullivan, 5 years old,
was registered at the home he weigh-
ed only twenty-eight pounds. He had
just two moods: Placed in a chair
he would sit there, hour after hour,
meaking no move nor asking to be
moved or fed, or he would stand in
one spot as long with never a com-
plaint, or on the other hand he
would become offended at some of
the little ones making a home in the
place and would pounce upon them
like a fury, using his nails upon his
victims’ faces with tigerish effect.

In the main, the victim of the
child’s nails would be a technical
aggressor; he would have bumped in-
to Timmie, or touched him with an
elbow, or crowded him in bed. When
the victim had done so he found the
way of the transgressor to he hard
indeed. Thus one of the first move-
ments toward the disciplining of
| Timmie was the cutting of his nails
close and smooth to the skin. This,
with an occasional slapping of the
hands after an attack, virtually had
robbed Timmic of the one interesting
phase of his character, when the
breaking out of the measles in the
home and the innoculation of Tim-
mie with the disease put him wholly
out of the fight.

To-day Timmie is referred to by
matron and attendants in the home
as one of the most pitiful cases with-
|in the history of the place. He has

been slower than any other child:in
the home in ‘‘clearing up’’ from the
red rash left by the disease. His lit-
tle lips are blistered as with a hot
iron, and his close trimmed finger
nails are in bandages té prevent his
picking at his blistered lips. He
lies bolstered up with pillows, with
brown eyes roving about the room
slowly, showing a shade of interest
in most things, but without ability
to lighten the expression of his face
.t anything pleasing to most child-
ren.

LIES DULL AND LISTLESS.

Without a word of preparation the
writer took a cigar from his pocket
and handed it toward the passive
little hand in the child’s lap. The
eyes changed into an expression of
intelligence, but the fingers never
moved. Mrs. Bardwell was asked to
offer the cigar and did so, but still
the hand did not move. Then a
child was asked to bring in an -or-
ange, and this, too, was refused.

‘“He lies there like this, hour after
hour,”” said Mrs. Bardwell, “We
give the other little ones something
to eat hetween meals each day, but
we never have been able to get Tim-
mie to eat then, or to take food in
a natural way at regular meals. He
has no interest in anything, unless
it be fighting; he has lost that now
since he has been sick. He can talk
as plainly as any one, but he seldom
ever utters a word. He won't play
with any of the children. Some-
times to try him I have stood him
in the middle of the floor, aud he
stands therc like a statue till he is,
moved by some one else; he shows no
signs of getting tired in his tracks.
He will lie on the couch here for
hours, never asking for anything to
cat. We have to force food into his
mouth; T believe he would starve to
death if we did not put food between
his lips.

‘““T'o me he has looked always as if
he were drugged and stupid from it.
I think the awful show of temper
that he made when he first cauie here
was because he had been taken from
the whisky and cigarets which he has
been said to have used in Elgin. He
would fight us if we crossed him in
any way. He did not want to go to
bed at night, and ‘would tear and
scratch the attendant when she tried
to undress him. We have to attend -
to him just as if he were a haby.’’

INFLUENCE OF CIGARETS.

Mrs. Bardwell has had a full ex-
perience with victims of the cigaret.
Out of this experience Miss Lucy
Page Gaston has no more stanch be-
liever in the evils of the paper cy-
linder with its unnamed and perhaps
unnamable contents.

“I can tell the cigarct ‘fiend’ the
moment I see him,”’ said Mrs. Bard-
well. ‘‘The look is in his eyes from
the first moment. Within an hour
I can tell by the boy’s manner. The
first marked actions of the boy who
has been smoking cigarets is shown
in his restlessness when he cannot
get them. TFrom nervousnecss his
condition becomes hysterical and fin-
ally it amounts almost to madness.

“For instance, we had a boy here
a year ago who was crazed from us-
ing them. We would find him walk-
ing about the house at night, awake,
but unable to tell why he had got
out of bed or what he wanted. He
had no memory for anything, and
while we could make him understand
that it was folly for him to go
about that way, he could not re-
member it. Night after night for
two weeks that boy went around the
place like a ghost. He showed the
effect of the drugged tobacco for
weeks after that, but I think if you
should go out in the play room now
you would find it hard to pick him
out, though he is there.

‘‘As to Timmie, he never has ask-
ed for cigarets or for whisky since
he has been here. In fact, except
when he has been in a furious tem-
per, he has been in a comparative
stupor. At times of late he has
been in a state of seeming despond-
ency. Occasionally we find him with
tears streaming down his face in tor-
rents; he doesn’t make a sound at
such times, but it is marked that he
is despondent. There is no pessible
cause that we can discover for these
moods. He is a riddle to us all.”’

In stature the child is nowrmal, per-
haps is a little taller than most of
the other children of his age. He is
a mere skeleton, however, and weighs
even less than he did on coming in-
to the home. Standing or sitting
he holds his chin high, and out®ard,
though in all respects he secems to
have full use of himself.

He is a study with respect to the
effect of cigarets and whisky upon
the infant body and mind.

A CENSUS O BACTERIA.

Doctor Ehrlich, a physician of
Strassburg, Germany, has recently
published the results of an exemina-
tion made at the University of
Strassburg, of the colonies of bac-
teria residing on the surface of un-
washed iruit, taken from the mar-
kets. He computed the numbers of
bacteria found on half a pound ot
cach of the fruits named as fol-
lows . :—Huckleberries, 400,000
damsons, 470,000 ; yellow plums,
700,000; pears, 800,000, TOOSH
berries, 1,000,000; garden st.aw-
berries, 2,000,000: raspberries, 4,
000,000; grapes, 8,000,000; currants
11,000,000; cherries, 12,000,900.
Doctor Ehrlich advises that fruit be
cleansed by the usc of running wa-
ter.

Premier Tweedie then
went into details which showed thar the
company had 286 miles of land, but of
that total of the areas in which they
were interested 97 miles were held joint!y
by them and Meesrs. Clark, Skillings &
Co. [Mr. Tweedie read a ocopy of the

dom of ag t between the
two companies in proof of this.] The
Pulp Company transferred these 286 miles
of leased Crown land, and the Bank of
Montreal held the traunsfer. The law
says that notice of transfers of Crown
lumber lands must be given to the Survey-
or General withic fifteen days after being
made.The tranefer was made in December.
On the 19th of July—two days after the
fsilure of the company—they went to
Fredericton to have the transfer ¢om-
pleted. Meantime, lumbermen had been
delivering logs to the company up to the
day the failure was aonounced. The
bauk had taken possession of these logs,
and the lumbermen had not been paid
for them. The transfer of the lands
which was secretly in the custody of the
bank, with legal notice thereof witheld
for oversix ths, was pr g
by the lumbermen, who, if they had been
made aware of it would have been able
to protect themselves. The men who
were thus defrauded of large suma were :
John Kingston, Daniel Sallivan, John
Q'Brien, John R. . Allison, Stephen
Duthie, Thos. Johoston, Williston &
Gulliver, Chas. Reinsboro, Jacob Layton,
Fraok Hickey and Foley & Foley.
These men had now owing to them
$18,839.13 in all. Some of them had
delivered their lumber within two or
thiee days of the failure, and Mr. F. E.
Winslow, Manager of the Bank of Mon-
vreal, who knew all along the insolvency
of the company,sought to take pussession,
after the failure of other unpaid for logs
and, as agent of the Trust Company, had
all the logs made into pulp and, sold and
the moaey went to the Bauk to reduce
the company’s indebtedness to it. When
these defrauded lumbermen applied to
him for protection, he advised agaiuet the
vransfer of the lands until, at least, a
partial settlement with them was made.
He said the Trust Compsny must pay
them something. He stood by these poor
men and, live or die, sink or swim, he
would always do so, whether he were
defeated on account of it or not. [Cheers.]
The Bauk offered to pay $5,000 to the
lumbermen. The latter however, said
they would take $10000. The Bank
would not do that. ‘‘This great Bank of
Montreal,” said Mr. Tweadie, ‘‘couldn’t
afford a matier of $5,000 in a transaction
involving as it clsims over balf a million
to do justice to men whose property to
the amount of nearly $19,000 it had con-
nived at getting for nothing,and it let the
pnlp mill bestopped ! I see Mr. Crombte,
the Bauk’s manager, here.—Siand up
Mr. Crombie and deny it if you can !
[Great cheering.] Stand up Mr. Stewart
and deny it if you can!”

He was sorry to hear the remarks that
fell from the lips of Mr Watt in which he
compared New Brunswick to a wrecked
ship. It was a moat disloyal thing for any
citizen of New Brunswick to decry his

rovince, especially when its prosperity and
evelopment #&nd the contentment of its
ple were never greater than at present.
hen were the people of New Brunswick
better off than they are now? When were
the wages of the laboring men better ! Our
people were never so well off as they are
today. We are prospering in all our
industries and the prospects for the devel
opment of our coal areas and oil deposits
are bright in promise for the future. We
have one of the most beautiful countries of
the world, whose religious, social
edacational and other conditions af-
fecting the moral well being of its
people are equal vo those of any
in the world, so that to talk o§ it as
shipwrecked and compare it to a defelict is
a slander unworthy of any citizen. [Cheers.]
He congratulated the people of the province
on its prosperous condition and bright pros-
spects. [Applause.] Mr Watt talked of
monopolists driving young men out of the
country ! Was that true? Young men go
and will continue to go and some of them
do well abroad, but to say they go to escape
the tyranny of monopolists is untrue. They
go to the United States. What of monopolies
there? Has Mr Watt heard anything
of the coal monopoly there? [Applause.]
If Mr Watt had considered his words he
would not have committed himself to such
a slander.

Proceeding, Mr. Burchill dealt with the
Blackville road expenditure and said good
value was given for the money laid out there
as elsewhere and our roads are a credit to
the province. He passed on to the Deaf
and Dumb School revelations and said the
government had had no control whatever
of that institution, which was supposed to
be under the control of a board of prominent
gentlemen in Fredericton.

As to the Ryan letter against the govern-
ment referred to by Mr. Morrison, Mr.
Burchill said Mr. Morrison had not always
so high an opinion of Mr. Ryan . If the
latter had been successful last spring in his
application to the government for the regis-
trarship of the county of York it ie possible
that . the Globe would never have been
favored with his letter.

He had represented the .coumty for
twenty-one years, and if they approved of
his course he hoped for their support on
28th at the polls, in going to which he ask-
ed them to remember that they had a duty
to perform to Premier Tweedie and Mesars.

Municipal Counecil.

He saw by the papers
that in York county council had orderea the
Sec. Treasurer not to pay the bilis incurred
by that county’s Board of Health. He also
saw where in the city of St. John the limit
was placed at $3000. He would like to ask
the Sec. Treasuvrer if there was any limit to
expenses said boards could incar.

Sec. Treasurer—Not to my knowledge.
Perhaps Mr. Watt ocould give us the
necessary information,

Cocn. Watt—In certain circumstances
there is a limit fixed butin cases like the
present epidemic at Rogersville there is no
limit, If the council thought these bills
were exorbitant they could make recom-
mendations to have them cut down.

Coun. Conaors said he had seen article 1o
the newspapers referred to by Coun.
Robertson and thought it*would result as it
did in Gloucester couoty when they refased
to pay their smallpox bills, they might get a
small reduction but the expenses incurred
would more than make up the difference.

Coun. Watt said as epidemic ae Rogere-
ville would soon be stamped out this council
could éppoint someone to take his place, but
he would regret to have to resign in the
middle of the epidemic.

Coun, Robertson said he was pot aiming
st Coun. Watt, what he wauted was »
limited amount set aside for the Board of
Health, :

Coun, Watt—Council could set aside an
amouat for the Board of Health and the
Board could pay its bills out of that amount,
but they could incar the bills beyoni that
amount and this council would have to pay
them.

Ou motion of Coun. Parker the return of
J. W. Vanderbeck, Commissioner of Roads
for distriét No 2 Derby passed.

On mdtion of Coun, Doyle the return of
John Kethro, Bye Road commissioner for
Newcastle passed.

Coun. Swim reported from committee to
make scale of pay for revisors that eaid
committee would recommend that $9 be
received for such services and he moved that
the report be adopted.

Coun. Flett thought that the former fee
of $6 was sufficient. Some years ago when
the pay of the councillors was increased it
made s great kick. Now when you come to
ncrease the revisors pay to $9 there would
be a greater kick and justly too.

Coun. Doyle was on the committee six
years ago when the question aroze and it
was decided that it wounld be better to
decrease revisors pay. He thought that the
revisors were very amply paid for their
services. There were many large bilis to
pay this year and he did not think ' that it
would be right to increase the pay this year.

The death is announced at Birming
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TO WASH “BIG BEN’S” FACE.

Grime of 15 Years to Be Scoured
From Clock.

’

“Big Ben,”” whose deep tones tell
the residents in the neighborhood of
Westminster Abbey and the British
Houses of Parliament the time of
day and night, is having its face
washed for the first time in fifteen
years. There is a good deal of dirt
to take off, especially on the north
dial, which looks towards the city,
and the east dial, whose gaze is
fixed upon Westminster Bridge Road.
These were as black as one could
say of faces, though an observer 180
feet below would not have thought
it. The south and west dials, which
get less smoke and more rain, are
only brown.

““Big Ben’s’’ last washing was a
difficult business, as hanging cradles
had not then bheen perfected, and to
reach the face a :cafiold has to be
built 190 fect from the ground.
With hanging ciradles it takes but a
week to wash the face, which is an
expanse of 400 square feet of opal
glass, to say nothing of the sur-
rounding gilded ironwork.

When the last speck is off its face
and ‘‘Big Ben’’ stands up four-
square and clean to all the world,
new electric lights will gleam from
behind the dials to carry the correct
Greenwich time to an unknown dis-
tance. These lights, however, are
experimental. They consist of power-
ful Nernst lamps, each of 60 candle-
power, so that when the six are
burning they will give a light of 360
candles.

The ‘‘Big Ben’’ tower, which holds
aloft Britain’s greutest clock, gets
its popular name from the hour bell
which weighs 13 tons 11 hundred-
weight. The hammer*for the bell
weighs. 4 hundredwcight, while the
quarter bells weigh 78, 333, 26, and
21 'hundredweight respectivély. The
pendulum is just over 13 feet long,
and weighs nearly 700 pounds. The
dials of the clock are 224 feet in
diameter. The hour fingers are 2
feet long, and the minute spaces 1
feet square. The minute hands are
11 feet long. They are tubular, and
made of copper. The operation of
winding is performed by two men
and means several hours’ hard work.

‘““Big Ben’s’ trustworthiness in
keeping time has become proverbial
with the Londoner, who hears the
boom far daway over the city, ac-
cording to the directions of the
wind. From first to last the clocks
and, bells cost about $110,000.

LEPROSY IN FRANCE.

Special Hospital to Be Erected

 ment in the St. Louis Hospital, and
the Municipal Council has heen
asked to vote 25,000 francs for the
erection of a special pavilion, so as
to isolate them from the other pa-
tients.

:fc(‘ti()n. The doctor in charge of
' the hospital, however, fears that the
{lepers may be attacked by tubercu-
!1osis, to which they are peculiarly
{subjuct. As cases of tuberculosis are
i treated in the same ward, he thinks
| it better to erect a special pavilion
ifor the lepers. This declaration as
{to the non-contagiousness of leprosy
1 will come as a surprise to most peo-
i ple, as it is a popular belief that
| the  disease is contagious in the
| highest degree. As, however, there
' is not the slightest grounds to doubt
i these ceclarations of men of the em-

inence of Dr. Allopean and his aids,
i the Parisians need not fear the out-
