OTTAWA, Nov. 22,—The third session 
of the tenth parliament of Canada was 
formally opened this afternon by Earl 
Grey. At three o’clock a salute was 
fired from Nepean Point, announcing 
the arrival of the governor general on 
Parliament Hill, accompanied by a 
Dragon escort. He was receivèd by a 
guard from his own footguards. The 
senate chamber presented a brilliant 
social picture as he entered, the gal­
lery being filled with interested specta­
tors and the places on the floor being 
ocupled by senators and the wives 
and daughters of senators and mem­
bers. The commons was summoned by 
the gentleman usher of the Black Rod. 
The governor opened the session with 
the following speech, delivered from 
the throne:

CHERBOURG, France, Nov. 21. — A 
despatch received here reports that the 
North German Lloyd steamer Kaiser 
William Der Grosse, which left South­
ampton and Cherbourg today for New 
Yprk, has been in collision with the 
Royal Mail steamer Orinoco, 
vessels were severely damaged.

ON CONDITION.Nothing could be more deplorable 
than that the winter port of 1906-07 has 
opened with a dispute between the 
longshoremen and certain of the 
steamship lines. The question at issue 
is not one of pay, the scale of wages 
being only Incidentally involved. The 
longshoremen ask recognition of their 
union, which recognition would, of 
course, carry with it an agreement 
that none but those who belong to the 
union would be employed. The shli* 
ping federation absolutely refuse to 
comply with this demand, and a dead­
lock is thus reached at the very beginn­
ing. In this dispute there are no hair* 
way measures. One side or the other 
must give away and the point at issue 
does not necessarily involve any fin­
ancial or other loss. It would seem 
in this case that the men have some 
good ground for the stand they are 
taking. As a united body they ask 
recognition by the shipping federation. 
This federation is nothing more nor 
less than a union of capital instead of 
labor, which has many times In the 
past year or two demanded and ob­
tained recognition by bodies with 
which it had business dealings. Being 
a union and having secured recogni­
tion as such, it now refuses to the lab­
orers the very same right. If the fed­
eration opposes the principle involved 
In the present dispute let it break up 
into individual lines and let the long­
shoremen deal with each line separate­
ly. This is just as reasonable a pro­
position as to say, “we are a union, 
recognize us. You are a union, but 
shut up about It—nobody wants to 
know you.”

The federation can import outside 
labor for the steamers coming to St. 
John. - The longshoremen cannot bring 
other steamers which would give them 
employment, but they can put the fed­
eration to a great deal of inconven­
ience and expense which would scarce­
ly be justified in view of the slight im­
portance of the point at Issue.

There is still In some quarters an In­
clination to underestimate the rights 
and power of labor, but gradually capi­
tal Is coming to a realization of the 
fact that this is a mistaken policy. The 
one cannot exist without the other, 
what is fair for one is fair for the 
other, and there does not now appear 
any good reason why a recognized ship­
ping union should refuse the same re­
cognition to a union of labor.

Let the parties interested get togeth­
er and talk it over.
