In His Address to the Electors of Fredericton
Last Thursday Evening.

In his address at Fredericton on
Thursday evoning, Mr. Emmerson de-
vcted his time almost exclusively to
the bridge charges. His speech Wwas
rcad from paper, and had previously
been given out in full to the press as
it appeared the following mwrning in
the outside pages of the Telegraph.
Mr. Emmerson made some reflections
on the Sun newspaper, and on Mr.
Pinder, and quoted the generous ob-
servations of Mr. Sumner, that he wasg
willing tc acjuit Mr. Emmerson of
raving been influenced by his wife's
interest in the Record Company. Then
he referred to the condition of things
befo-e steel bridges were introduced,
and wokupmerealquestkn&time
as follows:

Some dozen of years a.go the g\wern
ment purchased from the New Bruns-
wick Rallway Company four railway
bridees, and these were converted into
some fourteen or fifteem highway
Lridges and placed in vanious paris of
the province, the whole being done by
days’ work, and under the superin-
tendence of Alfred Hadnes, of the
board of works depertment.

This, T may say, so far as I am
aware, was the first attempt on ‘the
part of the government at permanent
bridge building in'this provirce. At
that time the govesnment had the ac-
tive and 'enthusiastic support of the
rresent leader of the orposition, who
cculd see nothing wreng in having the
tridges erestad by dags' work. The
government were eo'wal pleased with
ithese siteel and iron highway bridges
that they decided 0 embark in theé

building of permanent bridges, feeling

satisfled that the undertaking would
result advantageoasly o the province,
The result was that the government
obtained authority from the legisla-
ture in- 1891 to issue bonds to the ex-
tent of $250,000 for the  erection of
vermanent: gtructures. We & ‘adver-
tised for temders for the erection  of
the: Hampton bridge, the Trout Créek
bridge at Sussex, and the Salisbury
raidge.. The contract to build . the
Hampton bridge wes awarded to the
Canadian, Bridge amd Iron . Cqm.pa.ny,
ard the contracts for the other bridges
were awarded to the Dominion Bridge
Company.

What was the rate per pound charg-
ed by the apper province firms ? Did
they tender to construct the bridges
for '3 or 3 1-2 cents per pound, as the
sensational opoosition papers would
have us, belizve the Dominion Bridge
COmpa.ny is now willing to €rect per-
manent brilges in this province for ?
No ! Noﬂhi.ngoctﬂhekind “ The Do~
mirfon Bridge. company char@ed Ithis
province at the rate of 6 eents p‘er
pound for tha erection of the Salis-
bury bridge. They charged the prov-
ince at the rate of 7 cents per. pound
for fthe Sussex briige, and the Cana-
¢ian Bridge & Iron company charged
sr«d were paid at the rate of (7 1-2
ccnts ‘per! pound  for ‘the Hampton
‘bridge.
