Mafle to Her Pastor and 3 Woman's |
Religious Meeting—Three, Chosen
- to Alay, Fill Sulelde Graves.

(New York Herald.)

iWth every evidence of sincerity and
with a knowledge of detail which lent
semblance to her recital, Mrs. Lena
Dexheimer, of Hoboken, startled the
members of the Mothers' Club of the
First Methodist Episcopal Church, of
that city, at their meeting, last Thurs-
day afternoon by -confessing she -had
been an anarchist, and that in the last
year she had known of three plots to
assassinate President Roosevelt,

In each case was & member of the
anarchist society chosen for the deed.
The first of these, Mrs. Dexheimer
says, came to this country from France
with the intention of carrying out his
mission. She had become convinced of
the error of her way then, she declar-
ed, and she argued with him with such
gtccess that he went back to Paris.
But, in accordance with the anarchist
tenets, which doom to ‘death the man
chosen for the deed should he fail, his
death there was announced soon after-
ward. o

This made it mecessary that another
should be picked, and this time the
choice fell on a man who lived in this
city. He, however, was weak hearted
and killed himself. A third time was
a choice of an assassin made, and the
lot fell to a woman who lived in Har-
lem., Rather than carry out the comn-
tract she, too, committed suicide.

MRS. DEXHEIMER'S STORY.

To a reporter for the Herald Mrs.
Dexheimer reported her story Ilast
- night. She sat in the parlor of her
home, on the top floor of a flat house
at No. 1,116 Willow avenue, Hoboken.
As she told the strange tale her hus-
band sat beside her and frequently
suggested that she should be question-
ed no further, saying she was nervous
-and excited, and that in such a condi-
tion she was likely to make errors. In
amother room were their six children,
the eldest a boy of eighteen, listening
a8 their mother talked.

About 45 years old, Mrs. Dexheimer
speaks English rather imperfectly,
considering she has been in this coun-
try 21 years. She is a typical German,
‘with light hair and blue eyes, and
while: she is somewhat vague as to
names, dates and places, she gives the
impression that she fully believes every |
word she utters, and that she takes to
herself some prlde the saving of Pre-
sident Roosevelt from death at an an-
archist’s hands.

Her husband was as much amazed
at the details of her experience as
were the strangers who heard it for
the first time. For it was only re.
cently that he knew anything about
her anarchistic = associations—not un-
til after she had made a confidant of
her pastor, the Rev. Charles L, Mead.
The minister himself believes fully the
story which Mrs. Dexheimer told to
him, and when he Jearned she was
fearful harjp might befall her when it
became known she had renounced an-
archism, he had two members of his
congregation act as guard for her
when she went to and from the church.

SHE KNEW EMMA GOLDMAN,

Her first fews years in this city were
spent in Sixth street, between avenues
A and B, and there, Mrs, Dexheimer
says, she met Emma Boldman. By
her she was invited to attend a meet-
ing one night, and there she was told
that all whom she met were socialists.
She frequently met these same persons
at their meetings, and then she signed
the membership roll. Soon afterward
Emma. Goldman went to Europe, and
on her return she said she had lost
the documents of the society, and, cal-
ling the members together, she had
them sigm a new roll. Some time later
Mrs. Dexheimer, among others, ascer-
tained that she had subscribed to the
dgctrines of the anarchists.

She was then known among the an-
archists by her maiden name, Lena
Rosenthal. But eyver after her mar-
riage, which was mnineteen years ago,
she attended many of the meetings in
a hall in East Sixteenth street. Some
years later she and her husband mov-
ed to Brooklyn, and she still continued
to meet with the “Reds.” About three
years ago the Dexheimers went to Ho-
boken to live, Two years ago her
husband induced Mrs. Dexheimer to
vigit the Rev. Mr. Mead’'s church, and
thereafter becoming a deeply religious
woman, she resolved to sever all con-
nection with the ararchists. But they,
ignorant. that she had changer her
views, continued to send to . her thel.
documents of the order.

“An anarchists,” said Mrs. Dexhelm-
er, “‘are known to one another by nums
bers. I bear a mumber, but if I were
to tell what it is, my life would pay
the forfeit.  Previous to a meeting,

cipher, calling them together,

“About two years ago some of my
anarchist friends took me to a meeting
in West Sixteenth street, in this- city,
The Jast meeting I attended was
about. a year - ago, in Patterson. I
went to the post office in Hoboken to
get my mail, The clerk handed a let-
ter to me, which read:

“You are eulled upon to attend a
meeting of our ‘soclety at which - one
person will be chosen to kill President
Roosevelt.’

“A ‘man who had watched me read
the letter gave me the anarchist signal,
and 1 responded. Then; under the rules
of the order, I had to return the let-
ter to him., On the day of the meet-
ing I met near my house an anarchist
I had known for a long time. His
name is Wehler, We got on a car to-|
gether and rode to Paterson, where in
a hall the meeting was held, - Nearly a
hundred men end women were present.

CHOOSING THE ASSASSIN.

‘““There were -two ballot boxes, In’
one were the aumbered ballots; in the
other the names, addresses and num-:
bers of the members. There were no
speeches, but ome ballot was taken
from the box at a time until that was
reached on which were the words:

‘‘‘He or she shall commit this deed.’

knew him because he made a signal
with a u'ttle red flag ar I answered
it.

“l: pleaded with him not to commit
the fearful crime. He at first threaten-
ed to expose me, but nmw my en-
treaties made an' -on’him.
He told me that if he did not kill the
president - would -have to commit
suicide or' the members of the society
would kill ‘me. But finally he agreed
to return to France. I learned several
weeks later that he met his death in
‘Paris by being run over in the street,

It was no accident. I know from what :
he said he had allowed himself to fall’
under the wheels which crushed him. !
“This made it mecessary 10 choose '
another who  would Kill' President -
Roosevelt. It fell to the lot of ‘a man
named Muller, who lived at No. - 143"
145 or 147 Aveaue B. I did not attend
the meeting at that time, but members
of the order told me of the outcome,
telling: me the man’'s number, and say-
ing, 'The number is cold, meaning by
that the man was dead. I learned af- !
terward that Muller, who was single,
had become faint hearted and had
killed himself by taking poison.

“From friends I again learned, some
months later that a woman, Mrs.
Freda Schroeder, who lived in No, 973
East 161st street, had been the third
choice to carry out the design of kil-
ling the president. She did not have
the nerve to carry out her mission, and
she, too, ended her life by taking car-
bolic acid.

At this point Mr. Dexheimer, who i8
a lithographer, declared he 'would not
permit his wife to say another word,

-as she was so wrought up that = she

would be ill.- He referred the visitor
to the Rev, Mr. Mead for further in-
formation. = The minister was found
at his home, No. 715 Washington
street. He said:

HER PASTOR IS CONVINCED,

“I baptized Mrs. Dexheimer, whose
husband had long been a member of
my church, nearly three years ago. She
is a level headed, sensible woman,
who has undoubtedly been connected
with anarchists and knows all aebout
them. ' I believe that what she says
is true. About a vear and a half ago
she ' confided to me that she was in
trouble.  She‘said she had been an
anarchist and wanted to reform.

“At first I was inclined to doubt her,
but when she told me of things which
I afterward learned to be true, I
placed more credence in her story. For
instance, after President McKinley's
death she told me there were two an-
archists who had been delegated to
steal his body. This was corroborated
on ‘the day after the president's bur-
ial, when a guard at the vault at Can-
ton reported he had been assaulted by
two masked men, who ran when he
shot at them. -

“Mrs, Dexheimer has shown to me
letters she recei~ed from anarchists. I
do not know if they are still in my
possession or if I returned them to her.
I cautioned her to be careful and not
talk about these matters, as she might
endanger her life.””

Although Chief Wilkie, of the secret
service, when he heard of Mrs. Dex-
heimer's story in Washington = last
night, said he never had heard of her,
there are some points of her story that
seem to be cosroborated. One instance
is' the suicide of Mrs. Schroeder. She
was found dead in her room, at No. 973
East Sixteenth street, on September 2,

{with a half empty bottle of carbolic

acid by her side, .

The police found a quantity of an-
archistic literature in her room, and
for a time it 'was reported that the
body was that of Emma Goldman,
known throughout the world as an
exponent. of . anarchy. Later it was
found that the woman had been living
with a printer mamed Conrad Steber,
at No. 756 East 162d street, and was
undoubtedly a pupil of some disciple
of anarchy.

CAUSED 1,300 FIRES.

Therefore Parlor Matches are Prohib-
ited in New York.

After the first of January next carry-
ing parlor matches or keeping them in
one’s house is to be prohibited, says the
New York Sun. Any firm storing, sell-
ing or giving them away will be sub-
Ject to arrest. Parlor matches come
under the classification of dangerous
combustibles‘the ‘use of which has long
been a violation of the law as set forth
in the city charter, but a provision of
the charter allows the fire department
to regulate the use and sale of com-
bustibles. The department heretofore
has issued permits for the sale of
matches,

Now the fire commissioner has dis-
covered that more than 1,300 fires were
caused last year by parlor ma.tches, and
has decided to issue no permits for the
‘sale or manufacture of them after Jan.
1. The use of the old-fashiomed sul-
phur matches or of safety matches
which will ignite only when struck on
the box will be allowed in New York
city hereafter.

MONTREAL, Nov. 23.—Canada is to
have a second trans-coniinental raii-
way, extending from ocean to ocean,
The announcement was made today by
Chas. M. Hays, second vice-president
and general manager of the Grand
Trunk railway. The construction of
the new line will be commenced as
soon as ‘the necessary 1 lation can
be obtained from the Canadian narlia-
ment, ¥

“The Grand Trunk will be behind the
mew road and will operate it, but, as
in the case of the Grand Trunk li:es
west Of the Detroit river, will be con-
structed under a separate corporate
name, the Grand Trunk Pacific Reil-
way Company. The new line, accord-
ing to Mr. Hays’ statement, will have
a mileage of about 3,000 miles, bsgide
the constructions, including, equip-
ment, stations, bridges, ships and other
facilities, will involve ‘an expenditure
of from $75,000,000 to $100,000,000. Ac-
cording to the present arrangemants,
the new system will run through that
portion of Northern Ontario known as
New Ontario, starting from North Kay
or Gravenhurst and extending through
Manitoba. the Northwest Territories
and British Columbia to Bute Inlet, or
Port Sampson, B. C., as may later be
determined upon. The line will ke of
the most modern and up-to-date char-
acter, having in view especially low
grade, long tangents, steél pridges and
‘hravy rails, as well as ample station
facilities and equipment for the bcnd-
hing of freight and passenger traffic.

*“No ‘one,” said Mr.,Hays, ‘‘who has
been studying the wonderful develop-
ments that have taken place in tke
Northwest during the last few years

Investigations Made in Philadelphia
and Many Arrests Made as
Resuit ot»a Raid.

PHILADSLPHIA, Nov. 22.—Pesitive

evidence of the existence of a powerful
interaational syndicate to supply girl
slaves to leading cities in the United
States, principally New York and Phil-
adelphia, has been unearthed by police
raids upon 20 or more houses in the
Philadelphia Tenderloin, and tha arrest
of 400 women. The raids were made at
the request of the German consul-gen-
eral in this city, upon advices received
from the German embassy in Washing-
ton,
According to the German authorities
here the headquariers of'the syndicate
is in Halle, Germany, and the consul-
general has named a man living in that
city as the head of the organization.

As a result of the information fur-
nished by the German embassy scores
of women, many only partly clad, were
bundled into patrol wagons and taken
to the City Hall, where hearings were
held at once and determined éfforts
were made by the police to extort con-
fessions  of complicity in the slave

MARCONI INTERVILEWED

An Int resting Talk Wi h tne Great
Inventor— A ectded Advanee
in Wireless Telegrapry.

(Sydney, C. B., Post, Nov. 22.)

“The messages received on board the
Carlo Alberto whilst in Sydney har-
bor from the station at Peldhu, Corn-
wall, were complete cipher messages in
the Morse code, and they therefore
mark a ' distinct advance over the
"Signal consisting of‘the letter 8, which
‘were recelved last year at St. Johns,
Newfoundlang,” said M. Marconi in an
.intervisw whieh he kindly gave at the
Table iiead -station yesterday after-
noon.

« 1n reply to further questions he said:
- “There. were several of these messages
receivd. I am sorry that I cannot at
present give the text of any of them,
but I will do so later. No messages
have yet been received or sent at this
station, as it is not yet complete. We
are now awaiting the arrival of addi-
tional apparatus from Montreal and
Ottawa, which will have to be in-
#Stalled before tests in message study-
ing can be made. We have up to the
present been  busily engaged in in-
stalling and testing some of our ap-
paratus. I.am perfectly satisfied with
the tests which we have made up to
"the present. I cannot yet say when
Fthe station will be ready for long -dis-
tance tests. $ :

“It will depend largely upon the
prompt arrival of the additional ap-
paratus. When I am able .0 make a
statement it will include an announce-
ment respecting my success, both in
sending  and receiving messages, as
satisfactory results should be obtained
practically simultaneously in both, as
the sending power of the Poldhu and

Table Head stations is identical.””

Asked as to'the movements in. the
near future, the distinguished inventor
Stated that he had hoped to be able to
leave here for Boston on the Carlo
Alberto at least some time ' before
Christmas.

A St. John Institution That is Doing
2 Good Work,

A considerable amount of interest
has been aroused concerning the School
of Domestic Science lately established

many are the questions asked as to.
the work and purpose of this school,
not the least frequent being the query,
“Well, just what is démestic science,
anyway, and what does it include?’
Quite a number of the St, John ladies
are taking a course at the school and
are finding out by practical experience
the answer to this question.

This school, which is carried on under
the auspices of the W. C. T. U., with
Miss Roberta M. Christie as principal,
is cenducted at the corner of Duke and
Charlotte streets, in a building former-
ly oceupied as a dry goods store. Miss
Christi¢, who is a graduate of the Tor-
onto School of Science, is a thoroughly
efficient teaclier, as is amply shown by
the success she is experiencing in her
work.

The room where the school iz held is
well fitted up with the various articles
and utensils necessary to the carrying
on of. such an institution, for the
shelves are abundantly stocked with
dishes and groceries, and two ranges—
one of them a gas range—stand. side.
by side. Each student also is equipped
with a complete paraphernalia of such
things as are needful for the study of
domestic science. Ranged along the
tables at which the work is done are
seen the following at each place; A
measuring cup, a mixing bowl, a wood-
en spoon, a board and rolling pin, dish
-pan and mop, so diminutive as almost
to seem like part of a doll’s outfit.
These, when viewed and examined by
the reporter, had an air about them
of having been used, anl Migs Christie
affirms that they are used to good
purpose. '

There are fifteen ladies now attend-
ing the school, and a strong interest is
keing shown in the work. Miss Chris-
ti> conducts two classes \in cooking
during the day, one from nine to eleven
a. m., with eight members, and the
other from eleven to one, with seven
members. The work done in the two
classes is identical, the only object in
the division beimg that a class of fif-
teen would be rather too large for con-
venience. Only one or two dishes are
prepared in one day, and along with
the cooking of the food, instruction is
given as te the chemical changes which
