Britain’s Army in Field Fully Equipped, but

Need for Greater Supply — Opposing Ar-
mies Active Along Front in France—Rus-

Been Halted.

London, April 21.—The British ex-
peditionary force in France, which
at the beginning of the war consisted
of six divisions, has been increased to
more than thirty-six divisions, or,
roughly speaking, 750,000 men (cor-
rect) according to a statement made
by David Lloyd George, Chancellor of
the Exchequer, in the House of Com-
mons this afternoon.

The Chancellor added that the place
of every man who had fallen in battle
hiad been filled, and that the army was

| adequately equipped. But he reiterat-

| ed the need for a greater supply of
munitions, declaring that during the

! battle of Neuve Chapelle more ammu-
nition was used than in the whole
of the South African war, which lasted
nearly three years,

The interesting information also
was given that the output of the mu-
nition factories had been increased
moge than nineteen-fold since the out-
break of the war, but the call was still
for more, and, as Mr. Lloyd George
continues to hold the opinion that con-
sumption of liquor is interfering with

e work, he promised legislation to
deal with this matter.

The figures made public by the

ancellor as to the size of the Brit-
ish army in France, and the expendi-
ture 'of ammunition, has caused great
surprise in England, where the opin-
fon has been general that about half
that number of men had reached the
front, especially as there has been no
signs of any decrease in the number
of khaki-clad men training in this
country.

It iz likely that many of the new
men have already been under fire, as
the Germans are making repeated at-
tempts to re-capture Hill No. 60, near
Ypres, which the British took on Sun-
day, and have, according to Field
Marshall French’'s report, been repul-
sed with great loss.

On The Battlefronts

There has been activity at many
other points along the western tront,

speak only of attempted attacks,
which were repulsed both in the
mountains and in the direction of
Stry. The Austro-Germans have made
an outflanking effort to support this
latter movement. It is ‘stated from
neutral sources that the Austrians
have virtually evacuated Bukowina.

The British have had to deal with
a raid against Indian territory, on the
northern border of the Peshawur Val-
ley, undertaken by four thousand men
in command of a fanatical Mullah.
After a few hours’ fighting, in which
the British suffered seventy casual-
ties, the raiders were dispersed.

In Mesopotamia the British are pur
suing the defeated Turks and have
pccupiéd Nawhaila from which place
the Turks fled last week. ' The Turks
are also being attacked¢ from the
Black Sea, the Russian fleet having
again been out and destroyed ten
Turkish supply vessels and bombard-
od Arkhava.

From every side. comes newa of the
activity of the alr fleets, which have
been busy bombarding towns and mili-
tary stations behind the lines of the
armies. The British claim to have
damaged the German airship harbor
at Ghent.

Allies Defeat Germans In West Africo

Paris, April 21.—The French war
department today announced that the
allies forces had gained a victory in
the operations against the Germans
in Kamerun, a Germany <colony of
Western Equadorial Africa. The text
of the statement follows:

“After the heavy fighting of the last
few months the German troops in
Kamerun have been forced to retreat
from the high plateaus situated in
the centre of the colony. The seat
of government has been transferred
to Jaunde. The movement of the
allied forces in this direction contin-
ues.

“French native troops from Central
Africa have attained, in the east, the
line Lomie-Dume,” Towards the west

The Hague, ‘April 21, via London,
(10.20 p.m.)—The Socialists of Ger-
many are making an earnest effort to
geek for a basis on which the cessa-
tion of the war can be brought about.
Dr, Breitscheidt, a prominent member
of the German Socialist party, is now
in Holland consulting the Dutch So-
clalist leaders with a view to getting
into communication with the British,
and through them, with the French
Socialists, in an endeavor to bring
pressure to bear on the various gov-
ernments.

It is declared that the German Soc-
ialists are virtually unanimousg in
favor of peace, and against any an-
nexation of territory.

The general view of the Socialists,
it is said, is that Alsace and Lorraine
should belong neither to France nor
Germany, but should be autonomous,
The argument is that if France re-
captures the provinces a rankling for
vengeance would be held by a large
part of the population, which it is as-
gerted does not desire to be governed
by the French, and that therefore the
situation would be as bad as ever.

The Socialists of Germany assert
that it will be impossible to starve
Germany, but express the belief that
the war cannot continue much longer,
in consequence of the disastrous effect
on the economic conditions of all the
countries engaged.

United States Government’s Reply w0 Von:
Bernstorff Protest Against Permitting Allies
to Secure War Munitions—German Am-
bassador's Tone in His Protest Comes In

‘Washington, April 12.—~The United
States government replied today to
the recent memorandum in which
Count Von Bernstorff, the German
Ambassador, declared that “if the
American people desire to observe
true neutrality they will find means
to stop the exclusive importation of
arms to one side, or at least to use
this export trade as a means to up-
hold the legitimate trade with Ger-
many, especially the trade in food
stuffs.”

The American note, which is signed
by Secretary of State Bryan, was
drafted at the State Department, but
was finally penned by President Wil-
son himself. After pointing out that
the language used by Count Von Bern-
storff, “is susceptible of being con-
strued as impugning the good faith of
the United States in the performance
of its duties as a neutral’” the note
“takes it.for granted that no such im-
plication was intended,” and suggests
that evidently the German Ambassa-
dor “is laboring under certain false
impréessions.”

It is then declared that while the
relations of the United States with
any one of the belligerents ‘“cannot
wisely be made a subject of discussion
with a third government,” such corres-
pondence between the United States
and the allies as has been published
shows' “the steadfast refusal” of the
American government “to ackmowl-
edge the right of any belligerent to
alter the accepted rules of war at sea
in so far as they affect the rights and
interests of meutrals.”

The attitude of the United States on
the question of exportation of arms is
restated—nauely, hat to place any
embargo on arms during the progress
of a war would be “a direct violation of
the neutrality of the Unmited States.”
The note refers to the spirit of friend-
ship which the United States desires
always to manifest toward Germany
and its people, and concludes with the
declaration. that the neutrality of the
United States “is founded upon the
firm basis of conscience and good will.”

The communication was delivered
by messenger to Count Von Bernstorff
late today, and by mutual arrange-
ment with the German embassy, the
State Department made it public to-
night.

Text of the Note,

The text of the note follows:

*“Bxcellency: ‘1 have given thought-
ful consideration to Your Excellency’s
note of the 4th of April, 1915, enclos-
ing a memorandum of the same date,
in which Your Excellency discusses
the action of this government with re-
gard to trade between the United
States and Germany, and the attitude
of this government with regard to the
exportation of arms from the United
States to the nations now at war with
Germany. .49

“1 must admit that 1 am somewhat
at a loss how to interpret Your lix-
cellency’s treatment of these matters.
There are many circumstances con-
nected with these important subje~ts
to which I would have expected Your
Excellency to advert, but of which
you make no mention, and there are
other circumstances to' which you do
refer which I would have sgupposed
to be hardly appropriate for discus-
sion between the government of the
United States and the government of
Germany.

“I shall take the liberty, therefore,
of regarding Your Excellency’s refer-
ences to the course pursued by the
government of the United States with
regard to interferences with trade
from this country, such as the govern-
ment of Great Britain have attempted
as intended merely to {llustrate more
fully the situation to which you desire
to call your attention, and not as an
invitation to discuss that course.
Your Excellency’s long experience in
international affairs will have suggest-
ed to you that these relations of the
two governments with ohe another
cannot wisely be made a subject of
discussion with a third government,
which cannot be fully informed as to
the facts, and which cannot be fully

course pursued. I believe, however,
that I am justified in assuming that
what you desire to call forth is a frank
statement of the position of this gov«
ernment in regard to its cbligations
as a neutral power. The general atti-
tude and course of policy of this gov-
ernment in the maintenance of ‘ts
neutrality I am particularly anxious
that Your Excellency should see in
their true light.

I had hoped that this government’s
position in these respects had been
made abundantly clear, but I am of!
course, perfectly willing to state it/
again. This seems to me the more
necessary and desirable because, [)
regret to say, the language which Your
Excellency employs in your memoran-
dum is susceptible of being construed
as impugning the good faith of the
United States ‘in the performance of
its duties as a neutral. I take it for'
granted that no such implication was
intended, but it:is so evident that Your
Excellency is laboring under certain
false impressions that I cannot be too
explicit in setting forth the facts as
they are, when fully reviewed and com-
prehended.

“In the first place this government
has at no time and in no manner yield-
ed any one of its rights as a neutral
to any one of the present belligerents.
It has acknowledged, as a matter of
course, the right of visit and search
and the right to apply the rule of cons
traband of war to articles of com-
merce. It has, indeed, insisted upon
the use of visit and search as an ab-
solutely necessary safeguard against
mistaking neutral vessels for vessels
of the enemy and against mistaking
legal cargoes for illegal. It has ade
mitted also the right of blockade if ac+
tually exercised and effectively main-
tained. These are merely the well
known limitations which war places
upon neutral commerce on the high
seas.

But nothing beyond these has it con-
ceded. I call Your Excellency's ats
tention to this notwithstanding it is
already known to all the world as a
consequence of the publication of our
correspondence in regard to these
matters with several of the belligerent
nations because I cannot assume that
you have official cognizance of it.

“In the second place, this governs
ment attempted to secure from the
German and British governments mu-
tual concessions with regard to tha
measures those governments respec-
tively adopted for the interruption
of trade on the high seas. This it did,
not of right, but merely as exercising,
the privileges of a sincere friend Oﬂ!
both parties and as indicating its im-
partial good will.

In
practice it was shown that it was very
seldom indeed that a wife or any oth-
er relative of a man would have his
name put on the interdict list. There
should be no doubt that the section
strikes at personal liberty, at the same
time it was unquestionably for the ine
dividual's own good.

Mr. Carter said he fully approved
of the desire to restrain the use of
liquor wherever harm was being done,
but no two wrongs could ever make a
right. Under the section as it was
drawn any person had it in his power
to have a man put on the interdict
1ist if he only took one glass of liquor
once a year. He would say “by all
means give the power to any private
or prejudiced individual to assume
what is practically a judiclal func-
tion, and who might have their own
ends to serve. It was bad and vicious
in principle. The power to abuse the
section was so great that it should
not be put into the hands of any but
a qualified judicial officer,

Hon. Mr. Baxter introduced a bill
to consolidate and amend the Succes-
sion Duties Act.

countries. It will be a matter of grati-
fication to me if' 1 have removed from
Your Excellency's mind any misappre-
hension you may have been under re-
garding either the policy or the spirit
and purposes of the government of
the United States.”

At the same
time there was never any disposition
to object to the sums of money regard-
ed as necessary for the navy. And this
tendency was not without reason for
today, while admitting the work ac-
complished by the will be
recognized that Britain’s freedom from
invasion and all its terrible conse-
quences is due tc{thp British navy.

CIVIC BILLS.

grateful to the French people, who,

by unfailing faith in a final victory
for the Fatherland and the good TaYe
they are receiving. These facts were
dis d by a del of foreign
newspaper men who have just inspect-
ed the prisoner camps, -

“My soldiers,” said General Poline
at Tours, “are sleeping wherever they
can—in barns, in sheds—while the
German prisoners are enjoying the
comforts of barracks.”

There are a thousand German pris-
oners in the Issondan barracks, from
all arms of the service, of all ages,
from nineteen to forty-five, and from
all sections of the battle front. All
are rosy and gay and satisfied, with
the food that is given to them. This
amounts daily to a pound and a half
of bread, two pounds six ounces of
vegetables, a quarter of a pound of
meat and twelve grammes of coffee,
the latter mixed, at the request of
the prisoners, with barley, because
pure coffee s too strong for them.
These rations are the same as those
given to the French soldiers, except
in the quantity of meat, which is re-
duced from a half pound to a quarter
of a pound, in retaliation for the meas-
ures which are said to be applied to
French prisoners in Germany.

“We are well cared for. We do only
six hours’ light work a day, ara. well
fed and are treated with considera
tion by the French officers and sol-
diers,” said F. Rondholz of Constance,
a twenty year old private of the 142d
regiment of infantry, in a signed state-
ment. He is a prisoner at Issoudan.
The six hundred prisoners in the
camp at Tours are housed less com-
fortably than those at Issoudan, but as
well as the French soldiers are. Re-
cent arrivals in this camp are said to
have been more depressed than those
who preceded them. Nothing can con-
vince them that the Germans are not
bound to win, and none of them seems
to believe anything that appears in the
prisoners newspaper, which is being
published in German for their benefit.
“We know all about that. We have
the same thing on the other side, It
is the kommandatur who does all that,”
they say.

What impresses them most is the
vast military body employed in handl-
ing the immense commissary stores at
Tours.
“Who is going to wear these mil
lions of shoes and shirts?”’ they ask.
They refuse to believe that there are
s0 many soldiers in France.
The privates naturally are docile,
and the officers are compelled to be
so after having been the cause of
trouble at Montauban. The officers
seem depressed and less haughty since
the new year, their hapes of being able
to celebrate Christmas at home hav-
ing been disappointed.
Only one attempt at escape has
been nfade at Issoudan and only two
light penalties have been inflicted. At
Tours the men are so glad to earn
eight cents a day that all of them work
with a will on highway repairs, in the
stone quarries or in handling the sup-
plies in the military depot.
The news received by the prisoners
from home is said to have changed in
tone in the last two months. The let-
ters, it is declared, talk of hard times,
but still insist on a victory for Ger-
many in the end. Officers at the camp
say packages containing sausages, pre-
serves, tobacco, condensed soup, cakes
soap and many other articles came on
an average of one a man each week
for the first six months of the war, but
that now they are arriving only at the
rate of one package a man every two
The receipts of money also
are less frequent. Where they pre-
viously distributed two thousand
francs ($400) each week the officers
declare they now’ distribute only one
thousand francs ($200).

Soldier and Civilian Prisoners.
The contrast between the soldier
prisoners and the interned German
civilians in the concentration camp
at Chateauxroux is striking. Most of
the civilians show plainly the inilu-
ence of their long contact with the
French people. Their faces cloud
when the question *“Would you like
to be sent back to Germany?” {8 put
to them,
Numerous races comprise the colony
of 800 prisoners who are housed, with
modern comforts, in a new building
of the asylum in the department of the
Indre. Germans are most numerous
among the mass, which includes
Austrians, Poles, Alsatians and Czechs
Single men and single women occupy
seperate light, airy dormitories, and
families are provided with little apart-
ments, where they can enjoy a semb-
lance of home life. Here eleven child-
ren have been born since the colony
was installed, There have been only
two deaths, both from tuberculosis.
The prisoners are well and happy and

You Germans are
furious at the participation of Asiatics
and Africans in this war, yet this is
the best possible testimony to the no-
ble administrative methods of the Brit-
ish.

“Our idea,
te sald to a reporter, “is to start a
direct steamship service between
Spain and Canada,.a line which would
call at St. John and Halifax. In the
present disturbed conditions in Eu-
rope a satisfactory steamship service
tetween this country and France, or
even Great Britain, is difficult. Ship-
ping is very scarce and freight rates
abnormal, because the belligerent gov-
or ts have deered 8o many
ships. In this situation Spain looks to
the p ity of tablishi direct
steamship communication with this
gountry. My country will offer a good
market for Canadian fish of all kinds,
wood pulp, and wood of various kinds
for construction purposes. On the oth-
er hand Spain is looking for a market
here for its champagne, red wines,
eognac, oranges and other fruits, par-
ticularly fruits. Many other products
of the two countries might be, ex-
changed to mutual advantage.
