Animals With Six
_ Horns Found In Asia

A Species  of Sheep Have
Been Discovered With This
Number. :

London, April 27.—It is mothing out
of the ordinary to see an animal with-

out horms, Likewise, two horns get
1ittle more notice while the single horn
or the Indian rhinoceros is well enough
known to distinguish that animal from
the two-horned African species. But
in certain parts of Asia four or six
horned creatures are found.

Principal among these is the four-

horned chouka, a small antelope of |-

India, its name ‘being derived from
the native word chouk, meaning a
leap. Its front pair of horns are
short and placed just above the eyes,
while the larger ones are in the usual
position higher on the head. The
length of the upper horns is about
three or four inches, the lower
ones rarely exceed one inch, and mno
special use for them has ever been
discovered by maturalists.

Montreal April 27.—THhose in On-
tario who did not expect Province

to get rid of them before May 1, but
what they have all combined is not a
drop in the bucket compared to the
amount that will be ordered between
now and the date of the mew regime
in Quebec,

“We have been turning back orders
at the rate of $10,000 a day or so for
the last two weeks,” said the head of
one of the oldest firms to The Star
this morning. “We have been prac-
tically cleaned outexcept f6r odd lines
and bulk stuff and will close our doers
for the last time at the end of this
week,"”

The volume of overséas imports
shows merely that the competition be-
tween a high-priced Canadjan product
and a cheaer foreign product is on
in good earnest. It shows the world
is making paper, that high prices can-
not be maintained, and thad there is
in sight a possible over-production
with an aceompanying stalemfite. I
have. for many months, pointed out
to investing readers, that the position
of most of our Canadian pulp and pa-
per concerns was not sound, that they
had overexpanded in mamy directions
The opinion was expressed that it
would be poor policy to start specu-
lation in these stocks, and it . was
pointed out that most of the compan-
ies were short of working eapital and
would have to firance. T think it 8
very questionable that paper and pulp
securities have seen theip worst days
and despite the optimistie utterances
of large financial and promotion
houses who onght to know better, I
think these securities sheuld be lert
alone for the time.—Saturday Night.

only foreign champion Attell boxed
was Jim Driscoll, and in that bout
Abe got the worst of it.

McGovern really held three titles,
He beat Pedlar Palmer for the Dan-
tam crown. Then he defeated George
Dixon, who was a8 world’s ¢hamplon,
for the featherweight cofonet. And
finally. if you will remember, he trim-
med Frank Erne when the latter was
lightweight champion.

Corbett, McGoyern and Attell as
champions were the sort who were
willing to take on all comers, but Kil-
bane has risked his title in declsion
bouts about twice in nine years, A
champion who will not defend his
title should auntomatically become a
retired champion and the title should
pass to some ome willing to fight for
it. Kilbane's talk about 122 pounds is
nonsense. All over the world 126
pounds is the recognized feather-
weight limit. But if KHbane wants
to risk his rusty and dust coverad
crown at 122 pounds, Pete Herm¥n
might take him on.

$13,000 for his moving pictlire rights.
But be stood to lose all, save the lat-
ter figure,

When Fitz fought Déinpsey, the Nan-
pariel, for the middiewejght crown
the purse was $12,000—a munificent
sum of those days. The winner raked
in nearly the entire boodie.
