The animal circus at the hippodrome in
the Agricultural Hall attracted good
crowds  yesterday. The cockatoos,
dogs and monkeys are all great per-
tormers in their way and their various
ways are widely different. The cockatoo
is a stately bird—except when he walks
tast—and his performance is characterized
with much solemnity of demeanor. He
never smiles.

The dogs, on the other hand, make no
bones about enjoying themselves. Each of
them is one long emile as it were from
head to tail—especially the tail—and enters
into ‘the 'fun with evident appreciation.

"\'ot so the monkey. He is a kind of
mixture of the other two with a spice of
devilment thrown in which carefully con-
ceals his real feelings. He frequently gives
a side show all on his own account while
the performance is going on, and which
usually ends in somebody’s diecomfiture—-
but not his.

The dogs and monkeys when not perform-
ing are seated round the stage on chairs—
at least the dogs are—the monkey prefere
to perch on the back or put his head
bbropgh the ascemery. Suddenly when no
one is looking there is a crash and a yelp,
and all eyes are directed to the corner of
the stage. A small wooly dog and an over-
turned chair are badly mixed up on the
floor. Who did it? Ask «the . monkey
which - is gitting with his back to the au-
dience a chair or so away licking the paint
off the scenery. He knows. So the fun
goes om.. Except when actually perform-
ing the monkey is always making trouble
and never in it. L

The performance of the dogs and mon-
keys, which are known as Wormwood’s
animal theatre, is exceedingly clever. The
former turn back somersaults, do clever
balancing acts, and ome big fellow which
is old and looks exceedingly wise, is a
veritable mathematician and can solve
eimple problems set by the audience. He
barks out his answers with great accuracy.
A very clever act in which dogs and mon-
keys join in a coaching expedition
in which the coach is upset and the
monkey passengers injured caused roars of
laughter.

Wormwood’s animals open the perform-
ance and bring it to a close. The inter-
vening emntertainment is given by Mon-
tague’s cockatoos. They indulge in Roman
chariot races, horizontal bar performances,
volling a ball on an elevated wire and
many other clever acts, concluding with a
sensational piece of work entitled Fighting
the Flames. In this a miniature house is
set on fire and cockatoos in charge of
feathered drivers haul the apparatus to
the scene. One feathered fire fighter, evi-
dently a member of the salvage corps,
enters the building and throws out the
contents, including the family. The whole
thing is veryeneatly done and brings forth
rounds of applause.

This combination of clever animals and
birds in one performance will afford a
plearant hour's amusememt to the sight-
seer and will give him an opportunity to
witness some of the best animal acts in
existence.

was said that the shadower had caught
HBryan, and that the information in the
possession of the Hearst forces was a
“bomb” that would be exploded when the
proper time came.

It is a fact that a young man who acted
as press agent for the Hearst men in the
last municipal campaign did go to Europe
and follow Bryan about. What his exact
purpose was remdine a secret,. but al-
though he had previously been a reporter,
he did not eend many special despatches
from the other side. Most of the tele-
grams and cablegrams he eent home were
private amd addressed to one or other of
the Hearst campaign managers. The story
is that this man trailed Brvan to a meet-
ing with J. P. Morgan. Hearst’s pronun-
ciamento today is a long one. A few ex-
tracts will give an idea of it.

Hearst’'s Beliefs.

“I believe in independence among pa-
triotic citizems irrespective of party preju-
dice.

*“I do not believe in private ownership
of public property, mor in public owner-
ship of private property.

“I believe in the retention by the people
of the public franchices.

“I believe in public ownership of public
utilities. But the first qualification for
public awnership is honesty in office and
imdependence in voting. 1f you will not
take the trouble to elect men honest
enough to regulate public service institue
tions, you may = not elect mien honest
enough and able enough to operate public
service institutions.

“I believe that the protective principle
is valuable in itself, but has been unreas-
cmably extended and outrageously abused.

*1 believe in protection for intant in-
dustries.

“I believe in protection for American
labor. But I believe American labor should
be protected against the- high protection-
ists, who use the protective tariff to build
up monopolies and uee those monopolies
to increase the cost of living and to com-
trol the demand for labor and the rate of
wages.

“l believe the tariff should be modified
and public ownerchip inaugurated, but that
both should be done cautiously and con-
servatively, with due regard to the stabil-
ity of business interests and the perpetu-
ation of the prosperity on which we all
depend.

“I believe im the restraint and regula-
tion of trusts and monopolies by law.”

This i& his wind up:

“I believe that the American people
with the guidance of the Almighty will
solve their mroblems for their own benefit
and for the benefit of all the people of the
earth.” -

Reign of Terror in Russia.

_ The Sun in sepecial cable gives 8ome
Interesting details that throw light on the
situation in Ruseia. The cable says:

“In many Russian districts the police
are qurtting the serviee because the gov-
ernment protects them only with words,
while the anarchists kill them with bul.
lets. Some governors and vice-governors
are also frightened and are trying to get
removed from posts of danger.

“On ‘the other hand the partisans of
revolution are slowly supplanting the ser-
vants of the Czar and are ready to co-
operate with the insurgents when the
tocsin sounds.

“Bomb throwing has become a sport
less dangerous to the throwers than base
ball. Few are captured and most of them
escape. Again on Friday, in the village
of Hughesoffka, a wedding was interrupt-
ed by an explosion. While dancing wasg
going on three youths entered crying:
‘Let us play.” One flung a bomb which
shattered the ceiling and windows and
grievously wounded the bride, her mother,
her brothers, an uncle, two sisters, eleven
guests and a ‘baby. The bomb thrower,
who was wounded, was arrested, but es
caped during the night.

Prisoners Escape Wholesale.

“The newspapers daily proclaim the
uselessness of the law courts, prisons,
exile, jailors and convoys. Many pris-
oners escape two. three or four times,
butchering more vietims in the intervals.

“On Saturday, at the Lodz assizes, some
prisoners were indicted for the second
time for participating in armed attacks,
They arose in court, dashed to a window
and leaped from the second story. They
tell when they alighted, but got up quick-
ly and escaped while the court and coun-
sel looked on open-mouthed.

‘“At the station at Lipiga, on the sama
day, two Sveaborg mutineers, who were
being conveyed by a police train, unex-
pectedly jumped out while the train was
in motion and disappeared for good.

“In the principal street of St. Peters-
burg on Saturday, a political prisoner,
who was being taken to prison, in broad
daylight sprang from a carriage and van-
ished. A student escaped from the
Khanovnikoff prison in Moscow on Sat-
urday. Fugitives from the Samara prison
are so numerous that the minister of jus-
tice has delegated an official to inquire
into the matter.

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THE DOCTORS AND ETHICS

The Ontario doctors %nd the Ontario
newspapers are at loggerheads over the
medical profession’s assumption of the
right to discipline physicians who do mnot
adhere to the ordinary professional stan-
dard of ethics. Recently a doctor was
roundly , denounced by his professional
brothers because he advertised. More re-

| cently, as was announced in our des-

! patches, a convivial physician was sent to

i jail in Toronto for insulting a lady in a

{ public place while under the influence of
liquor. The Toronto $tar now contrasts
the action of the Ontario Medical Council
in the two cases, and comments bitterly
thereon. Tt says:—

“A doctor -advertises a remedy for grip,
and 'his conduct is described by the medi-
cal council as infamous and disgraceful.

“A doctor gets drunk and assaults a
lady sitting in a hotel with such violence
that both fall to the floor.: He is sent
to jail for seven days—a most moderate
and inadequate p\mid:.mentr-—and influen-
tial friends begin to pull wires to have
the poor man released. The Minister of
Justice of Canada is to consider the case

. and be asked for a pardon. Nothing is
said of the agony of the lady who suffer-
~ ed from this brutal assault.

“One would suppose that this is the
sort of case that would occupy the at-
tention of the Ontario Medical Council or
its counterpart in Quebec. No, the On-
tario Medical Council keeps its ammuni-
tion for a man who is guilty of the ter-
rible crime of advertising in very moder-
ate language a remedy, for a prevalent
disease.”

But the medical council, having learn-
ed that the offender thad been sent to
jail, might plead that the magistrate had
loft mo ground for further action. The
man who got drunk and advertised the
fact by making an offensive exhibition of
himself has been punished beyond the
power of the medical coundil to punish
him. The council cannot prevent a phy:

* gician from advertising an article he
wishes to sell, provided the article be a
legitimate subject for advertisement.” The
advertiser knows the penalty he incurs by
following the quick road to profit. The
penalty is the disapproval of the profes-
sion. He is, or should be, the best judge
of what that means and whether or not
he can afford to incur it. . The public,
which reads more and more advertise-
ments year by year, will stick to -the
habit of buying what it wants. This state

. of affairs does mot please everybody—na-

‘furally enough—but it suits the majority,
and evidently it is going to continue. The
Ontario Medical Council may be right or
wrong in expressing disapproval of a man
who advertises, but there is no reason

- why it should undertake to do what the
courts are fully able to attend to.

A PLEA FOR THE TECHNICAL

Halifax journals give some prominence
to a portion of the address delivered by
Mr. Robert Maxwell, of this city, at the
recent Maritime Board of Trade meeting,
4in support of the establishment of tech-
nical education.

THE FEAR OF HEARST

The Conservatives of New York State
betray an increasing fear of Hearst. The
New York Post grows golemn and pessi-
mistic in denouncing him. The fre-
quency and gravity of these denunciations
which are appearing in not a few serious
journals constitute, beyond questiom, a
confession that the yellow journalist is a
power to be reckoned with in state and
national affairs. The Post charges ‘his
agents with buying up venal country poli-
ticians by the dozen, and adds: —

“This will at least serve to make the
issues before the people sharper; will
bring out more clearly just what it is
that men who are using . the name and
purse of Hearst propose. It is nothing
less than the building up of a new party
in State and nation, to be founded in
anti-social passiops, taking advantage of
prevailing unrest and discontent, com-
pacted of cranks, muddy-headed enthusi-
asts, socialistic schemers, political ambi-
tious labor leaders, and the purehasable
riff-raff, with many honest ‘but deceived
people following credulously along—all to
be financed by the millions of & man
whose life has taught him that meoney,
will ‘buy everything he wants. Of this
grandiose scheme, it will be most interest-
ing to study the unfolding. We do not
say that it will not meet with temporary
success; ultimately, it is doomed to com-
plete failure, unless the pillars on which
our government is built are rotten. It is
certain that nobody has ever before been
able to organize -the freak and ignorant
and venal vote so as to rise to power by
that alone. It remaims to be seen if it
can be dome by Hearst’s exploiters.”

New York is going to have a highly in-
teresting time this fall, and later on the
whole country is going to shaue that ex-
perience. The New York news’papm,

1
refer to the Canadian Northem, which
nearly epans the continent, and I trust in
my lifetime to see it extended from ocean
to ocean, because it runs through a terri-
tory of unexampled fertility and will ae-
commodate a class of people who are to
be commended for the progress they have
made. :

Their
friends to the south had not a single
transcontinental line from ocean to ccean,
whereas Canada already had omne and
would have three. When the resources of

he believed there would not be sufficient
to bring the products of the west to the
nations of the world.

Everyone, continued the speaker, ad-
mitted the value of exhibitions. They en-
larged the mind and people went home
determined to make efforts to achieve a
greater success. If his hearers had been
in Ottawa during the last parliamentary
session they would have listened to much
about the west and not so much about the
east. It might be well to be proud of the
west but it would not do to forget there
was an east also. If the crowds must go
to the west his hearers should be proud
of their going as it was all part of Can-
ada under the British flag and was bring-
ing about the development of the empire.
But so far as climatic, social, educational
and economic conditions were concerned
there was not one province in Canada
which could surpass the little province
of New Brunswick. (Cheers.)

His friend, the minister of railways, had
quoted Shakespere to the effect tnat he

would receive more. On the floors of the
house, his colleague and himself and the
minister of railways also, had frequently
referred to all that St. John had done.
There was nothing political in what he
was saying, but it was beyond dispute that
the time was not far distant when public
men would see the importance of nation-
alizing the ports of St. John, Halifax,
Montreal and Quebec, not only for the
benefit of the ports themselves but for
the benefit of the whole people of Can-
ada. For that reason it was a project
whidn should receive universal support.

In closing Dr. Stockton spoke of the
work of Mr. Skinner, the president, and
of alr. Milligan’s untiring efforts as gnan-
ager and predicted for the exhibition a
magnificent success.

Mr. Skinner then introduced Lt. Gov.
Snmowball, who formally, in a few words,
declared the exhibition open, saying: “I
have the honor to announce that the
Canadian Exhibition of St. John for 1906
is now open.”

D. K. McLaren has a
full line of genuine English oak tanned
belting in a booth close at hamd, and the
Dustless Brush Company has also a fine
booth near.

Passing now upstairs, J. Grondines, the
plater, and Scott's White Liniment have
the first two booths, after which comes
a fine booth in which the work of the
childrem of the Free Kindergarten has
been tastefully arranged. A beautiful
Japanese tea booth next claims attention,
and here the visitor can sip his tea or
coffee, waited on by dainty Japanese
ladies, while he listens to the music of the
bands.

The Live Stock.

The entries of cattle and horses are
large and many specimens of the standard
breeds will be seen. Many have already
arrived. and others are now on the way,
The sheds and stables have all been thor-
oughly renovated and are neat and clean
in appearance.

The showing in horned cattle will this
year be much larger than usual. Imndividu-
als have been entered from the most fam-
ous herds in the rrovinces, and the judges
will have some difficulty in awarding the
prizes where general merit is so high.

The sheep and swine pens will also be
well filled up, and will no doubt attract
muvch attention, as well as proving valu-
able object lessoms to farmers.

The list of hotses entered is very large,
and +the individuals of both the heavy draft
and driving classes are sure to be much
admired. Many stylish turnouts -have al-
ready arrived and more are expected soon
to be on the grounds.

The poultry hall will this year hold a
much larger number of exhibits than ever
before. The birds exhibited in the vari-
ors classes show evident marks of careful
selection and breeding. The farmer, as
well as the ordinary citizen, may very
profitably spend an hour in looking over
the different coops, as there is probably no
kind of live stock so profitable.

Agricultural Hall.

Although it is yet a little early in the
season for the farmers, the display in the
Agricultural Hall is large, instructive and
varied. The specimens of fruits grown in
New Brunswick, especially the apples, are
such as are very seldom, if ever, eclipsed
in the more favored Niagara peninsula.

The
butter making contests, which always at-
tract such attention, will be conducted
bhere. Good accommodation has been pro-
vided for spectators.

The Pike.

All roads and all by ways lead to the
pike. It is the exhibition hub.

At the pike the people will linger and
marvel and spend money. It beguiles, it
captivates. Sonorous and beseeching as-
cend the voices of the booth proprietors,
and the “barkers” and hovering over all
the polyglot of lesser sounds, you hear the
wheezy phut-phutting of the merry go
round. From afar, the pike sounds like
the murmur of an infuriated populace. By -
day, the pike may be crude in sports, but
by might it is a riot of splendor, a tri-
umph of radiance.

It is gemmed with rows and with arches
of brightest lights. Wonders manifold are
around and about you, and you can be-
hold them all, so it is said, for a pitifully
insignificant expenditure.

To walk through the pike is to walk be~
tween rows of levelled megaphones behind
which stand young men with thirty Lorse
power lungs and limitless vocabulary. You
are commanded, entreated, coaxed to view
the double headed calf with the bewild-
ering supply of legs. The megaphone
bombards you with requests to get your
photograph taken while sitting in an au-
tomobile. You are advised, nay, implored
to climb aboard another auto and in it
tour the noble, the peerless, the historie,
the picturesque, the inspiring, the modern
streets of New York, or else the mighty,
the colossal, the grand, the unapproach-
able, the snow-crowned mountains of the
far west.

And then, the opportunity is given to
behold and ehudder at the San Francisco
cataclysm. Pay your money and see sub-
stantial buildings topple and crash, see a
metropolis destroyed, see avenues and
squares rent and turned up side dcwn,
see a red ocean of destruction roll upon
the fairest and most thriving of cities—
all in the Miles Bros moving pictures.
For of a truth, nothing is impossible back
of the glowing canvas walls.

The pike is a street that one will re=
member as being fanciful and ephemeral.
It stretches parallel with the drill hall,
and the multitude crunch along the
thoroughfare of aehes. The pike is bizarre
and jingling fast and furious. You can
try your skill at ring toss and win or fail
to win a prize, the strength of your
muscles may be tmied for a small fee. To
visit the exhibition and not ‘““do the pike’
is like eating an egg without the sait.

MYSTERY FIRST;

A gtrange story comes from Fairville as
a sequel to the finding of the box which
had contained J. R. Clarkson's money. As
related in Monday’s Telegraph the box
was found by some boys wiho were blue-
berrying behind the reservoir.

“Their secret tribunals visit towns and
villages, administering lynch law and car-
rying cat o' nine tails with little metal
balls at the end for effective flogging.

“In Garvolinsky, a revolutionist arrest=
od a man named Raph and tortured - his
wife by burning the soles of her feet with
candles. At the village of Bonsky they
tortured the cashier of the saw mills and
abstracted the money of the firm.

“Molta was attacked on Friday and 11,-
000 rubles taken from the railway station.
Tula was assailed and 2,000 rubles ab-
_stracted. The collector of money of the
government spirit shops was waylaid,
beaten and robbed of 16,000 rubles.

“In the Polish province of Lomsha the
government closed sixteen spirit shops
lest the revolutionists kill the salesmen
and confiscate the money. Explosives
were placed on the rails between Misk
and Ratunk, but were discovered in time
to prevent any casualties. There was also
a bomb throwing on a tramway near
Riga.

“The peaceful inhabitants of the Baltic
Caucasian towns complain that the revo-
lutionists often forget bombs in publie
vehicles. In Riga two bombs were found
in a cab yesterday.

“Pestructive fires are reported from
various parts of the country, especially in
the four provinces of Tola, Nijni Nov-
gorod, Poltava and Kovnain. At Rostof
several reservoirs of naptha were burned
and £100,000 lost.

“Iest the significance of these thing¢
be exaggerated, it is necessary to realize
the vastness of Russia. Moreover, il i
not these outrages that are alarming
but the circumstances that a well meaning
government is unwittingly cultivating a
revolutionary spirit of which they are the
outcome.”

THE CHANCELLORSHIP
OF THE UNIVERSITY

By some mewspapers which have dis-
cussed the U. N. B. and the question of
a successor to Chancellor Harrison, At-
torney-General Pugsley has been represent-
ed as giving an impression that the gov-
ernment was favorable to the appoint-
ment of Prof. Jones, of Acadia. Mr.
Pugsley informed a reporter of The Tele-
graph last evening that he had been mis-

understood. While he had spoken of the
excellent testimonials of Prof. Jones, and
his undoubted fitness for the position, he
had also referred to the fact that other
gentlemen whose names had been men-
tioned in connection with the position
seemed to be equally well qualified to fill
it, and stated that the government had
appointed a committee, consisting of the
premier and the chief commissioner to
confer with the senate on the subject.
