good mayors. It is safe to say, how­
ever, that this city never had a mayor 
who secured the good-will of title citi­
zens generally and of those immediate­
ly associated with him to a greater ex­
tent than has Mayor -RumbaU during 
the past year.

Mayor RumbaU does not appear in 
any way to have striven for popular­
ity, but by -his straightforward, manly 
course to have secured it.

In 
municipal matters there should be no 
politics, -but both parties should be 
only too ready to retain the services 
of so good a man as Mayor Runuball 
until the good he -can do for his city 
has been accomplished.

A Scotch Criticism of Lord 

Rosebery.
The Dundee Advertiser gives a 

somewhat severe and searching criti­
cism to Lord Rosebery's recent rec­
torial address. It admits that no 
one excels hian in oratory, uniting the 
finish, persuasion and grace of lltera- 
ture, with the suppleness and force of 
the spoken address," and that by bis 
choice ot a subject, "Questions o£ 
Ehnplre," he reminds us ail that he 
keeps in touch, lmlellectually at least, 
wôüh the gravest matters of pu olio 
concern. But this Scotch journal then 
Roes on to deal at considerable length 
rwith the statements of the noibie lord. 
The pith of this criticism, which 
strikingly resembles that of the Eng­
lish Spectator, is contained In the fol­
lowing remark: “He Is, or has been a 
statesman, he is always a thinker. The 
impression formed upon a survey of 
the whofle address is that he to not 
Quite enough either of the one or the 
other.” This is a penetrating criti­
cism, and it will be better for the Lib­
eral peaty and the nation if there were 
not so much truth in 1L Of what 
Lord Rosebery eays about the duty of 
mailing the best exf ourselves for the 
sake of (the empire, the journal­
ist remarks: “The inevitable com­
ment, however, to that Lord Rose­
bery has said those things an ready. A 
thousand feebler voices have said 
them before him, with him, or altar 
him. They are almost common-place. 
They are in danger of being final. 
What the age demands is that men 
acknowledging a sense of the actuali­
ties, shall begin moulding these actu­
alities; shall translate precept into 
example; ehall abandon the role c£ the 
homilist and take up that of the man 
of affairs.” •

This certainly expresses a feel­
ing that is very widespread, a 
feeling of disappointment that a man 
of Lord Rosebery’s gifts, graces and 
position is not doing more practical 
work for the empire of which he speaks 
so brUliantiy.' The Scotch, journal 
further finds the statement of lmperial- 

v j^ai somewhat narrow, and wants to 
know if, as the noble lord said, ' "Do 
we not hail in this (the growth of the 
empire) less the energy and fortune of 
a race than the supreme direction of 
the Almighty?" hoiw , It to 'that his 
great dream of a united empire of 
Britain and America was not accom­
plished. There is, according to this 
writer, a possibility of forgetting the 
langer life of humanity and the funda­
mental part played by other great na­
tions. This is what Mr, Kruger did 
With such fatal results.

The criticism is a piece of good writ­
ing and careful reasoning. It shows 
us that in the land where Lord Rose­
bery is so well known and admired, 
men look upon his political Ulle as not 
being what it might have been. It 
may be a good way of spending his 
time 'to write the life of Napoleon, and 
to prepare brilliant academic ad­
dresses, but there is other work which 
he might do and which others with 
equal literary gifts cannot do as well. 
Let us hope that he will yet devote 
himself more fully to statesmanship 
and apply the lessons he has learned 
from history to the politics of his own 
time.

The Medical School.
'Man raises, but time weighs," 1» a 

Greek proverb, and the large numbers 
of students and graduates who at- [ 
tended the medical dinner at the Te- 
cumseh House the other evening must 
have been well pleased with the pro- j 
gress of the school up to the present 
time. It is not long since a few of 
the leading doctors of London estab­
lished the Medical School. They gave 
their time and money not knowing 
whether the school could be made a 
success or not, but it has long since 
passed the doubtful stage, and is now 
recognized to he as efficient a school 
as any in Canada.

The advantage to the city as well 
as to the medical profession is very 
great. The medical men become more 
Perfect in their profession, and the 
people reap the benefit. It has made 
London a medical center, and brought 
the iredical men of London to the 
notice of the whole province, and at 
the present time there is no class of 
operation performed in Toronto that 
Is not also performed in London.

The 'banquet at the Tecumseh House 
the other evening was an undoubted ! 
success. Speeches and musical col- ' 
laterals were of a high order. The 
honors of the evening were carried off 
by Dr. Sampson, of Windsor, who is 
en exceptionally good after-dinner 
speaker. His humor and eloquence 
had throughout the sound ring of 
common sense, and his advice to the 
students was ot a character worth 
remembering.

There are two points in connection 
with the Medical School which it

00 the trunk and low on the top, leav- . 
dng Almost toiaif tfhe top in tire woods. 
Tlhis is not only wasted, but -the fungi 
spores spread from the dead trunks 
and limbs to standing trees which 
might otherw ise temain sound, and in­
sects similarly spread about. As trees 
grow older the chances of attack from 
-fungi and insects are increased. In 
-the Maine forests, particularly in the 
Rianigety Lake region, trees have 
reached an age where it appears that 
the rate of annual secretion, and conse­
quently the annual increase in value 
is very small, while the danger of in­
fection is increasing every year. Such 
-trees, the report of the United States 
Department of Agriculture recom­
mends, should be cut immed ate y 
where pnac-ticaible. The principle 
should be established that it will prove 
more profitable in the long run to out 
trees after they have reached a cer­
tain age to -prevent depreciation due 
to the attack of fungi or insects. Fu­
ture investigation will have tû déter­
ra, né what the exact age is at which 
it will be most profitable to do this 
cutting.

Several fungi attack trees after they 
have 'been killed by insects or other 
agents. * This is of great practical 
significance, for it may often be pos­
sible to harvest such dead trees be­
fore the fungus in question has had 
time to begin work. Emphasis is laid 
on the statement that a dead tree is 
as valuable as a live tree, provided its 
wood is sound, and it ought to be cut 
immediately. Large forests in Marne 
have been made worthless by failure 
to cut immediately, when killed by 
baric beetles or other insects, or blown 
down by strong winds. Of the fungi 
found growing on the wood of the 
coniferous trees only a small number 
bring about changes which completely 
destroy the wood. All the fungi de­
scribed in the report -belong to the 
polyporet. Their sporophores form in 
tire summer, discharge their spores 
into the air in great numbers, and 
these are carried to great distances by 
tf.e wind. They germinate under 
favorable conditions in wounds or 
roots in trees, and the mycellium 
makes its way into the inner parts of 
the tree, where it flourishes until the 
fruiting organ is again formed.

No doubt our forestry authorities and 
owneis of wood everywhere will profit 
by the revelations thus made, and use 
every effort to save the timber every­
where.
