MAURETANIA DOCKS WITH
FOUR THOUSAND TROOPS

Halifax, July 4.—The Cunard liner
Mauretania arrived last night with
nearly 4,000 returning troops, of whqm
about 1,200 were for Nova Scotia.
Among the distinguished officers on
board was Brig.-Gen, Brutinel ol Mon-
treal, who was in command of the
machine gun company, and was the
originator of the motor machine gun
jdea, which was adopted by the Allies.
The disembarkation of the troops began
immediately after the steamer docked
at 11 o'clock, and the trains in waiting
at the pier were dispatched as rapidly
as possible.

Seasonable and Abundant
Rains Have Helped
Greatly.

Winnipeg, July 4.—Taking Manitoba

as a whole, says the provincial depart-
ment of agriculture in its rep ¥t is-
sued today, crop prospects are very
promising. The hot weather during
June has hastened maturity of the
wheat greatly, and present prospects
are for a very early harvest.
! In most parts of Manitoba seasonable
{and abundant. rains. have fallen, but
1in the northern digtricts the rainfall
was comparative scant until a few
days ago. Hail damage so far has
been very small. Oats and barley show
considerable variation, germination up-
on spring plowing having been bad in
several districts. Cut worms did about
the usual amount of harm and grass-
hoppers were numerous in the south-
west corner of Maxw ‘~ba.

Practically no othes Insect outbreaks
are reported, except a good many
potato beetles in some places. Hay is
generally satisfactory. In many places
summer fallow plowing has been late
and weeds on fallows are numerous.
Animals are thriving on the abundant
grass. Several correspondents of the
gep;rtment report new lands Dbeing
roken.

DUTCH LIKELY
T0 REFUSE TO
GIVE UP COUNT

Holland Folk Are Not Inclined
To Surrender the Ex-
Kaiser.

BILL MUST ENTER DOCK

No Special Privilege in Event
of His Trial Being in
London.

London, July 4.—The only surprise of
the report by. Premier lLloyd George
cn the work of the peace conference to
the House yesterday was the news that
the former German emperor wouald be
tried "in London! The premier has a
habit of launching news in speeches, a
notable previous instance being his ad-
dress in which he said that three sub-
marines had been sunk in one day. The
address came at a time when the sub-
marines ‘were the ‘'most menacing factor
in the war situation. '

; A Well-Kept Secret.

The decision to bring the former em-
peror to London, with other prominent
accunsed persons, had been a well-kept
secret, and it is sald Mr. George was
prepared for the proposal.. Holland has
vet to be reckoned with, it is reported.
Dutch public opinion _has seemed to
strongly support 'the kaiser's rizht of
asylum there, and there are many pte-
dictions that Holland . may refuse to
give up the deposed monarch, and that
the powers will not coerce her.

will sit for Great Britain, and Edward
Douglass White, chief ,k justice of the
supreme court of the United States, is
regarded as the logical choice of the
American Government. Parlanientary
gossip holds that the formief emperor
certainly should not bhe given a privil
‘eged -position. in court,’ but should be
put in the dock like any other man
charged with a crime,
Trial in Autumn.

The trial is looked for this autump,
if it occurs, and steps for the kaiser’'s
extradition are expected to be  taken
soon, if not already hegun, Dutch news-
papers have discussed Count Hohen-
zollern’s tradition ever since he took
refuge in Holland, ahd the general
sentiment appears to he that it would
be a humiliation for Holland to sur-
render the former monarch ‘at-the' -de-
mand of the powers, which demand
would be unténablz under ‘the law, since
the kaiser’'s case does not come under
emtradition treaties, and the charge of
“a supreme offense against inter-
national morality and the sanctity of
ktreaties is not covered by existing laws.

With one or two exceptions, the
morning newspapers expressed satis-
faction with Premier Lloyd George's
speech in the House yesterday.

Winnipeg, July 3.—The verdict of the
privy council that Manitoba courts may
grant divorce will prove a boon to scores
of couples who have found the course of
true love too rocky to traverse abreast.
Between 40 and 60 . petitions for-abso-
lute divorce are now pending, and law-
yers say more than 100 additional pleas
will be flled as soon as papers can be
prepared. Heretofore divorce has been at
luxury available only to the rich, be-
cause it could be granted only by the
Federal Parliament process that cost
litigants from $1,000 up, usually up. Now
many unhappy wedded couples may ob-
tain divorce for a comparatively nomi-
nal sum, that sum depending upon the
fee charged by the lawyer who h{mdles
the case and the amount of costs incur-
red in court.

STREET RAILWAY STRIKE CONTINUES; MAYOR
* FLATLY CONTRADICTS SOME OF STATEMENTS -

MADE BY COMPANY THROUGH NEWSPAPERS
IMMENSE CROWD GATHERS FOR

THE WILLARD-

President Currie Is Expected
Here To Hold Conference -
With Officials.

BYLAW BEING PREPARED

But Its Passage Through the
Council Monday Not Fore-.
gone Conclusion.

Up to 2:30 o'clock today no new des
velopments had occurred in connection
with the tie-up of the street car ser-

vice. President Charles Currie of the
street railway company is to reach the

city shortly after 5 o'clock. It is
expected that later in the day rep-
resentatives of the street carmen's
union will be, called into consultation,

and an attempt made to reach a settle-
ment of the differences now  existing
between the company and the men.

Mayor C. R. Somerville, asked today

meantime. That would show, he sug-
gested, that the council had acted in
good faith in an attempt to prevent
the strike, and would prevent any sug-
gestion that the council had not really
intended to pass the bylaw.

special railway committee at a special
meeting of the latter body this after-
noon.

As an emergency measure the bylaw
could be given its three readings at
the one meeting, but in case an ob-'
Jection is raised to it, as almost cer-
tainly will happen, a two-thirds ‘ma-,
Jority of the council will be required,
to ‘finally pass it at the one meeting.;
If the necessary two-thirds majority
is not obtalned, the final reading will,
have to "be deferred until a further
meeting can be called, and as this
would - require the. usual twenty-téu
hours’ notice, the bylaw could not b
made operative in that event before
Tuesday afternoon or evening. ;

Speaking this morning of the state-
ment made through the press by ‘the
company, relative to the company's
position and attitude, the mayor de-
clared that many of the statements
contained therein were not in accord-
ance with the facts. For instance, he
said, the assertion that the men, in'
supporting before the council the ap-
peal for higher fares, had repeatedly
declared their conviction that the
company was not in a position to give
them increased wages unless increased
fares were granted was not true. The
men had never expressed any such
conviction or opinion to the counefl.

More Discrepancies.

The mayor also denied the truth of
the company’'s statement that Ald.
Little, as acting mayor, had received
word from the mayor in Toronto not
to take any action pending his (the
mayor’s) return. His worship declared
he was in communication with bothk
the city clerk and Ald. Little over the
telephone, but he gave neither instrue-
tion or advice to the effect that no
action should be taken or that a spe-
cial meeting should not be called.

The statement ‘““We now learn that
the mayor saw several of the aldermen
vesterday to arrange for a special
meeting of the council today,” the
mayor characterized as an equivoocation.
The company, he said, could have
learned that fact from the morning
papers on Wednesday. As to the pro-
fession of ignorance as to what would
be the outcome of the special meeting,
also, the mayvor declared that this was
not quite frank, because the company
at least knew what was the purpose of
the special meeting. 1

Not So.

Archie McCoig Declares an
0’Connor Is Needed.

“FOLLY,” SAYS DR. CLARK

Donald Sutherland Votes For
It Because People May
Want ‘“‘New Toy.”

[Special to The Advertiser.]

OTTAWA; July 3.—Generally -peak-
ing, the House of - Commons today
viewed the Government bill to create a
court of commerce to hear complaints
regarding undue enhancement of prices
as a makeshift toward dealing with the
high cost of living, which it wasn’t
worth while seriously opposing. The
budget having failed to provide any
alleviation of the existing conditions in
regard to the cost ‘of living, and the |
session being nearly at an end, interest
in the measure was lukewarm at the
best.

However, Archie McCoig of Kent, who
has been a very active member of the
committee on the cost of living, spoke |
strongly against the proposed court, |
which would be highly costly and would i
accomplish nothing beyond providing
three fat salaries to appointees of the
Government.

Need of an O’Connor.

«“yWhat we need,” he declared, “is a
public prosecutor, a man with the
knowledge of the corporations that W.
F. O'Connor, who was dismissed for
doing his duty, had. Such a man could
bring the profiteer before the courts of
the province, which at present are not
overworked, and the fines imposed on
offenders could go to the treasury of the
country. That is what we need.”

Mr. McCoig charged that an attempt
on his part to investigate the dealings
of certain big corporations in connec-
tion -with tractors had been “purked”’
in the committee and that his remarks
in connection with the matter had been’
stricken from the records. .

Tariff I1s the Bugbear.

Dr. Clark of Red Deer, laughed sar-
donically at the Government expedi-
ent and derided the idea as “one of
folly.” The Government had adopted
the idea Dbecause the United States
had a somewhat similar court. ¢ ‘Look
to the great republic to the south,” ”’
he said. ‘ ‘Look to that great coun-*
try,” we are told. Yes, look to it, but
not for this sort of thing. Look to
it for the proper solution of the whole
question, its dealings with the tariff.”

The member for Red Deer declared
that the United States last year had |
taken in duties from its 100,000,000 peo-
ple little more than Canada had taken
from her scanty eight millions.

“If the people want a new toy and
this is going to satisfy them, I won't
stand in the way of this bill,”” was the
way Donald Sutherland of Oxford,
summed it.

*‘No_effort will be made by the com-
pany to resume operation until the
present trouble has been removed by
amicable adjustment, which, we trust,
will follow further negotiations with
our employees.

““The company desires in the mean-
time, to review for the information of
the people of London the series of
events which immediately preceded
the suspension of service.

‘“The company is under agreement
with its men to pay certain rates of
wages during the twelve months period
between May 1, 1919, and May 1, 1920.
It is, however, stipulated by that
agreement that, in the event of the
company being authorized to make a
slight increase in fares, the wage clause
shall be re-opened for the benefit of
the men. The company has stood pre-
pared, as it stands prepared today to
fulfill the obligation accepted when
that agreement with the employees
was entered into.

Assurance Is Given French Republic That Full Strength of

Britain and America Will Be at Her Service if Neces-
sary—Dominions of Empire Not Included in Obligation.

Paris, July 3.—The texts of the agreements between France and
Great Britain and France and the United States were given out by the
foreign office late last night. The agreement between Great Britain and
France corresponds with that between the United States and France,
with an additional provision that the treaty imposes no obligation upon
any of the dominions of the British Empire unless and until it be ap-
proved by the parliament of each dominion interested. This agreement
is signed by M. Clemenceau, M. Pichon, David Lloyd George, British
premier, and A. J. Balfour, British secretary of state for foreign affairs.
The Agreement.
The text of the treaty between France
and the United States follows:
Considering that the United States
of America and the Government of the
French republic are equally animated
by a desire to maintain the peace of
the world, so happily restored by the
treaty signed at Versailles on June 28,
which put an end to the war begun
by the aggression of the German Em-
pire, and terminated by the defeat of
that power, and ‘‘considering that the
United States of America and the Gov-
ernment of the French republic, fullyf
convinced that an unprovoked ag-
gression directed by Germany against
France would not only violate at the
same time the letter and spirit of the
Versailles treaty to which the United
States and France are parties, thus
exposing France to the intolerable bur-
den of unprovoked war, but that such
on the part of Germany

Profits With the People

Only once since war commenced has an in-
stance come to public attention wherein a citizen
voluntarily returned to the country a large share
of the profits he made from public contracts. The
name of the man was Bailey, and he resided at
Hamilton. He gave back to the Government some
hundreds of thousands of dollars which had ae-
crued to his company’s benefit as a result of work
on munitions.

: The point is that this act received commenda-
tion from coast to coast. The people with one
accord expressed the most generous appreciation
pf the act. The sum in itself was not significant
in the huge total of war expenditures. It did not
!)rlng down “the cost of living appreciably. But
its showed a fine spirit of public service and un-
selfishness.

To many of those who have been taking the
last dollar of profits it has been possible to wring
from the people during and following the Euro-
pean conflict, the act of Bailey may have ap-
peared as half-baked altruism. They were the
men who went out to make dividends for the up-
building of huge fortunes rather than the glory
of God or the easing of the ¢people’s burden.
Thgir handsome war donations were a salve to
their consciences, perhaps, but these usually
figured in the cost of articles and did not result
in a reduction of profits.

I_Sut when they argue that public morality is
not injured by their voracious appetites for
dividends, when they say that the public does not
feel the burden, they have only to remember the
case of Bailey, who gave back a large share of his
profits. If it was a fine thing to share this good
fortune with the country as a whole, cannot these
profiteers realize that if by their amassing of mil-
lions they condemned Bailey as a dangerous
altruist they condemned themselves at the same
time as heartless plunderers? There was a way
to square ‘the account. Bailey accepted that
chance. It is an unhappy commentary that he is
the only meraber of that society in the country,
and that the patriotic service of the million-
makers is measured largely by their contributions
.to income-protecting Vietory Bond issues.

i Bethmann-Hollweg's\Offer

Bethmann-Holweg proposes to take
kaiser’s place and stand trial for starting the
world-war. He must have forgotten that at the
commencement of the war he admitted that Ger-
many was wrong in attacking Belgium, but that
Belgium would be recompensed. Later Germans
of high rank, and even German clergymen,
claimed that Belgium deserved all it got for re-
fusing the reasonable demands of Germany.

No one knows better than Bethmann-Holweg
that the kaiser associated no one but Gott with
himself. His right in Germany was a divine right
and he wanted it to cover the earth. No one can
take the place of the kaiser when the terrible re-
eponsibility is fixed.

i What of the Future?

Peace has been signed. Germany has sub-
mitted to the terms laid down by the Allied na-
tions. The signing merely of an agreement of
peace will not bring an actual condition of peace.
1t will compel Germany to do all it can to repair
the wrongs of war and every other nation must
do the same.

“Fling away ambition’’ was the adviee of
Cardinal Wolsey to Cromwell, and there are
many instances both in the national life, and in
the individual life, where ambition has worked
great wrong and havoe. The kaiser’s ambition
has resulted in greater injustice and wrong than
any other ambition in the world’s history. It was
both a national and individual ambition.

There is still all the difference in the world
between Europe and America. Life and oppor-
tunity in an old and a new country are quite
different. It is said one-fourth of the people in
the United States are either German or have some
German blood in them. Those in America have
more opportunity to improve their position in life
than those in Germany. This is true in comparison
with all old countries.

Canada is even better than the United States.
It is very like the United States, more like it than
any other country, and is still a country to which
a poor man can come with the certainty of success.
That was the blessing of America to the world.
Great as the crime of the war has been to the
world America has been a greater blessing in
which every country in the world has partieipated.
Had Germany thought it had an outlet such as the
United States was during the 19th century it is
fair to hope its ambition to rule the world might
have been allowed to sleep.

America (the United States and Canada) is
the best living example to which European nations
can at the present time be pointed. There is room
for millions more to come and help to feed the
world and elothe it too. _

The corner-stones of freedom here are that
‘‘every man is entitled to life, liberty and the pur-
suit of happiness,’’ and that life is enjoyed on the
basis of ‘‘liberty, equality and fraternity.’” Itis a
true conception of democracy.

America’s part in the future will be to absorb
many millions more from Europe, who will join
with those here to feed and cloth the world. The

America can teach democratic principles as
no other country ean. It has had no ‘‘entangling
alliances.””

A K;'ngly Gift to Music

Down in New York city a man named Au-
gustus D. Juilliard has just left a fortune of $5,-
000,000 to establish a musical foundation. It is

the largest single bequest ever made for the en-
couragement of musiecal education.

Press reports state that the general scope of
the foundation is to aid all worthy students of
musie in acquiring complete and adequate musical
education either at appropriate institutions now
in existence or hereafter to be created or from
appropriate instructors in the United States or
abroad; to arrange for and give without profit to
the foundation, musical entertainments, concerts
and recitals of a character appropriate for the
education and entertainment of the general publie
in the musical arts, and to aid the Metropolitan
Opera Company for the purpose of assisting it in
the preduction of operas.

For many years Mr. Juilliard was interested
in the encouragement of art, science and musie.
Unknown to anyone save one or two members of
the family, he provided for the leaving of the
greatest portion of his savings to the establish-
ment of such a musical foundation. It will be one
of the most encouraging things that has ever hap-
pened for the development of musie on this con-
tinent, or for that matter, the whole world. It is
not frequent that the idealist and the wealthy
patrons appear in such combination as the bequest
indicates was to be found in the character of this
modest music lover.

Thousands of deserving young musicians,
ambitious, but without means to develop their art
and skill, will have the benefit of the enormous
grant, and genius for once finds a royal round to
suceess, provided, no doubt, that the early strug-
gles have given evidence of worthiness. Those
who will have charge of the foundation are likely
to be the masters of their art, and it will be dif-
ficult for any save the gifted and the seriously
inelined to avail themselves of the patronage.

But the hope of success, artistic suecess for
its own sake, must fill the breasts of thousands of
young musicians at this time. It is a kingly gift,
worthy of a true artist.

The reason for this delay is the fact
that the cessation of the war has
changed conditions in regard to the Red |
Cross Society, and arrangements for a !
peace-time program will be aiscussed at !
the general meeting. The London so-
ciety wishes to meet after such ar-
rangements have been made, so as to be
able to more definitely map out next'
year's work.

It is possible that the activities of the
war-time Red Cross Society will be
directed into channels characteristic of
peace times, such as having supplies on
hand in case of the outbreak of epi-
demics and for the supply of public
health nurses, as they work among the
very poor.

GRAFTING WAX VS, FUDGE.

“He knew something we didn't. |
how to make grafting wax. Anybody |
that can make fudge can do that, sim- |
ply by following the recipe. If the

farmer hadn’'t known, we would have
simply looked it up in books of expert |
advice and followed the directions, just
as we would have done in baking a |
cake. |

“It isn't nearly as nice, clean work as |
making fudge or baking cakes. To rmake |
g ting wax you boil resin, tallow and |
be X together until it forms a ball |
when you drop it in cold water (samo |
way as making taffy). |

“It is the stickiest stuff you ever'
saw. Gets all over everything, on your|
clothes, on the floor, on the pump.

That is one of the features ahout graft-
ing that isn’t exactly pleasant.

REGULAR “TRENCH WARFARE.”

‘‘One of the disagreeable things about
bridge grafting is that you have to do
it in such cold weather, before any
buds are out on the trees. If you wait-
ed for budding time and warmer wea-
ther the shoots would grow out, the
sap would go into them, and the upper
part of the tree would die. ‘

‘‘Another disagreeable feature is that |
you work so near the ground you have|
I to lie right down on the cold, damp |
{ ground, which still has frost in it. |
| “We overcame the latter feature. in|
| a measure by taking out a rubber shect
and laying it on the ground at the
base of the tree on which we were
| working.

‘“‘One of the first things we had to do
was to learn how to -bridge graft. We
found out that bridge grafting involves|
making V-shaped incisions opposite one !
another in the tree just above and
below the girdle, and inserting in these
i the two ends of a ‘scion’ or ‘graft,’ in
| a way to bridge the girdle. A whole
lot of soft grafting wax is then put
i over the ends of the grafts. Hospital
| gauze torn in strips and soaked in the
| wax Is then bandaged about the trees.
We made great rolls of these bandages,
and I tell you I found my Red Cross
training very helpful.

‘“We inserted the grafts every four
or five inches. Later we read that the
grafts should be placed aa inch and a
half apart. We wouldn’t have bean able
to finish in a year if that had heen the
case. Our grafting proved most satis-
factory. 2

ONLY TWO OUT OF 500 DIED.

‘“Just think, out of 500 trees, only
TWO died.

“The farmer worked with us the first
few days, then he became satisfied that
we knew our buginess, and left us to

finish the orchard.

“When we had fiinished the 500 trees
we were set to work pruning orchards.
We had to learn that, too, but after
the first day and a half we were left
to ourselves. Armed with saws and
shears, large and small, we pruned in
the days that followed 85 acres of
orchards, and shaped up orchards worth
thousands of dollars.

“Not only were the 498 apple trees
saved that we bridge-grafted, but the
apples were of wonderful quality, as
well as quantity.

“I was .obliged to return to Toronto
in September to do social service work,
but my friend remained until the mid-
dle of November for the picking and
packing of the apples.

SUPERINTENDED GANG OF MEN.

“It was quite a triumph for the work
of women that she was made the
superintendent of a gang of six men,
personally looking after all the pack-
ing.

“l didn’t intend to go out this year
again, but early in the spring a cry
for help came from a fruit grower at
Port Dalhousie.

‘“‘He wanted an expert to do bridge
grafting on his fine old orchard or 100
trees would be ruined. The mice had
not only girdled the trees above the
ground, but owing to the fact that
there was no snow they had burrowed
through the earth and eaten the bark
around the trees under the ground.

BIG OLD ORCHARD THIS TIME.

“I was recommended as an expert,
and finally went on my own terms.

‘“When I saw the big trees, and par-

ticularly the one shown in the picture,
I was simply appalled. But I went to
work, and the farmer and his wife
helped me, and we got through in re-
cord time. I really got a lot of pleasure
out of the second experience.

‘““A year ago last spring, on the fruit
farm up north, we used to carry
around with us as a part of our kit
when bridge grafting an old box with
a coal oil stove in it, on which to soften

the wax. One flne day we had a fire.
The whax boiled over and the box
caught fire, and that was the end of
our oil stove.

‘“We couldn"t do anything but laugh.
“Fortunately, we just had three more
trees to do, but it took ever so mucn
longer, because we had to run into the
house every little 'while to melt the
wax, and it was almost hard by the
time we got back to the tree again.
NEGLECT NOW—FAMINE LATER.
“As I go through the country on the
train now it makes me ache to get at
some of the orchards that are simply |
going to waste through lack of prun-i
ing, grafting and general neglect. In
addition to neglecting the old orch-
ards, the Ontario farmers seem to be
neglecting to plant out new orchards,
and this means that in time, unless
something is done, Ontario apples will
be almost a thing of the past.

developed when affairs seemed most
desperate,

Government Unpopular.

8o far as my observation goes, the!

resent coalition government here has

ardly a friend or supporter leit who |

does not directly or indirectly feed atl!
the public trough. Officials of provin-|
clal governments and members of par-|
liament from all over Canada have as-
sured me that public anger has risen|
so high in all sections that an election |
tomorrow would sweep the whole cab-
inet into oblivion.

Statesmen elected to support the coa-
lition, political correspondents here rep- !

Ppapers, almost all the people I saw, told |
the same story. Yet the present gov-
ernment, under the premiershlip of Sir
Robert Boirden, won a triumphant elec-
toral victory on the conscription issue
in 1917 and ‘returned 153 members to
the House of Commons against 82 Lib-
erals.

Moreover, Parliament was elected for
five years, until 1922, and even if, as;

Year, the Liberal opposition has been |
left, by the death of Sir Wilfrid Lau- |
rier, without a chief;and is split into!
several contending factions, which may
be unable to unite at a conference
called for early in August in the hope
of reaching an agreement upon a leader
and a policy.

Accordingly, a straight flzht between
the Liberad and Conservative parties, as |
in the past, may be impossible, and the |
old Canadian parties may separate into
wvarious contending groups.

Gen. Currie in peace time
was not a man of great importance and
liever took a prominent part in poli-
tics, but he has always been a Liberal,
and read an address of welcome to Sir
Wilfrid Laurier in British Columbia
nine years ago.

New, returning with the laurels of
Vimy and Cambria on his brow to find
his country discontented with a coali-
tion that seems to be turning more
and more into an avowed Conservative
government, Gen. Currie can undoubt-
edly play a big part in Canadian poli-
tics if so ineclined.

Quebec Political @ssue.

Quebec, with ite French population,
and its religious question, is more of
a political issue than ever before, due
to the bitterness aroused by the fail-
ure of that province to supply its share
of soldiers for the war. I hesitate to
repeat a terrible charge against agents
or supporters of the present govern-
ment, but that charge was made to
me, not only by Quebec men, but by
Liberals from all over the Dominion,
and by not a few nominal Conserva-
tives, and will play a great part in the
coming election.

As a political move, it is charged that
recruiting in Quebec was deliberately
discouraged from early in the war. As
I sat in the tempourary capitol in Ot-

tawa and listened to incidents bearing
out this allegation the parallel with
| Ireland appeared complete; Joe Devlin
{had told me in Belfast almiost identical
similar stupidities (or worse) attributed
to the war offices in London.

While Sir Wilfrid Laurier was trying
to raise French regiments, his oppo-
nents circulated placards bearing the
legend, *“Borden Backs Britaln While
Laurier Lacks Loyalty’”’; commissions
were refused wherever possible to the
French and Catholic soldiers; a Pres-
byterian minister was appoined chief
recruiting officer in Montreal, with its
almest exclusively Catholle population.
All these stories were told me here;
exactly similar things happened in Na-
tionalist Ireland.  The result in both
cases was the same; early support -of
the war and enthusiasm turned to
sullen discontent.

“Mr.”’ Borden Used To Howl
at Laurier Estimates of 87
Millions at Time When the
Country Was at Height of
Prosperity.

[Special to The Advertiser.]
OTTAWA, July 3.—In other days
Sir Robert (then Mr.) DBorden was
wont to denounce an expenditure on

the part of the Laurier Government of
$87,000,000 in one year as constituting
prima facie evidence of graft and cor-
ruption, or words to that effect.

What, then, 1s to be said of a total
estimated expenditure on the part of
the Borden Government for the cur-
rent flscal year of $474,000,000.

The $87,000,000 were spent at a time
when the country was at the height of
its prosperity and when the coffers ot
the Dominion were overflowing.

The $474,000,000 are to be spent at a
! time when the Dominion is staggering
under the burden of the war, when the
debt of the Dominion has reached an
almost unthinkable total and when the
treasury is empty and borrowing must
be resorted to.

Demobilization Not Included.

The expenditures mentioned have
nothing whatever to do with demobili-
zation, for which other huge sums
have been provided. They are con-
solidated and capital expenditures
solely. Expenditures to be charged to
revenue total $375,000,000 and capital
expenditures total $99,000,000.

When the main estimates were pre-
sented the House of Commons gasped
at the size of them. Even allowing

for interest and pension charges they
exceeded anything which had ever been
presented to the House in any year
of the past.

Hon. F. B. Carvell had declared that
there was a hiatus between estimated
expenditure on consolidated account
and estimated revenue of $100,000,000
and that the Government didn’t know
where it was coming from.

Staggering Supplementaries.

Under the circumstances an ordinary
business firm would either have de-
clared bankruptcy or have launched
out on a policy of strict’retrenchment.
Not so the Borden Government.  In
the dying days of the session supple-
mentary estimates were tabled in the
House this morning totaling nearly
$37,000,000. In other words, thie sup-
plementaries alone for the coming year
are more than a third of the total ex-
penditure of the Laurier Government,
against which Sir Robert Borden in-
veighed so strongly when he was in
Opposition.

That such a sum should be added to
the already tremendous estimated ex-
penditures is bad enough. That the
House, just two days before proroga-
tion, should be asked to pass them is
an almost unthinkable thing.

As a matter of fact, the Government
appears to be entirely oblivious of the
financial conditions of the country.
Nearly thirteen millions are charge-
able to public works and of this nearly
three millions are chargeable to in-
come. The old pork barrel appears
to be as prominent as ever, for there
are nearly six pages of votes for puplic
buildings, docks, wharves, etc., etc., to
be built in practically every constitu-
ency in the Dominion. In faet, 1t
would appear that Mr. Carvell has been
compeiled to endeavor to implement all
the promises made by his predecessor,
Hon. Robert Rogers.

Object Isi To Preclude Future
Infamies, Says Lloyd
George.

CHEERED BY COMMONS

Members Approve Allusion To
U. S.-British-French
Pact.

THE TOWER FOR BiLL.

LONDON, July 4.—Willlam Hohen-
zollern, the former German emperor,
will be brought to England on a
British ship and imprisoned In the
Tower of London, according to the
Daily Mail.

The death penalty will not be
sought, the newspaper polints out,
but if he Is found guiity, the Allies
will ask his banishment for life to
a remote island, foliowing the pre-
cedent of Napoleon’s exile on St.
Helena.

The international trial court had
intended to try the former emperor
alone, the newspaper says, but it is
possible the former crown prince
will also be arraigned before it.

LONDON, July 3.—(By the
Associated Press).—The prime
minister, David Lloyd George,
gave in the House of Commons
this afternoon an explanation of
the peaee treaty, which he de-
seribed as ‘‘The most momentous
document to which the British
Empire ever affixed its seal.”’

Though showing the effects of
his long labors in Paris and lack-
ing his usual fire, the premier at
times made impassioned utter-
ances, and was loudly cheered.

His announcement that the
former German Emperor would
soon be placed on trial before a
tribunal sitting in London, was
cheered most of all, while his
presentation of the Anglo-
French convention, which pro-
vided for British aid if Germany
should attack France unpro-
voked—a convention analogous
to one between the United
States and France—was greeted
with unrestrained approval.

The House Is Crowded.

The scene recalled some of the great
speeche8 of the war., All the seats
were taken, and every inch of stand-
ing room was utilized.

The Prince of Wales, the Japanese,
Italian and American ambassadors and
many other noted persons were in the
distinguished -visitors’ gallery. The gal-
lery behind them was unusually bright
because, under the recent rules, women
were admitted to this section, and
nearly monopolized the space.

The premier had a good reception
from all sections of the House. His
speech was largely impromptu and dis-
cursive. He told of the peace confer-
ence's effort to prevent war in the
future, and reviewed some of the strik-
ing restrictions put upon Germany in
the treaty signed at Versailles.

Discussing the determination of the
Allied and Associated powers to place
on tpial Wilhelm Xohenzallern, the
former German emperor, as the man
held chiefly responsible for the war,
he declared that if such a course had
been followed after other wars ‘“‘there
would have been fewer wars.” It was
the intention to make such an ex-

Will Not Delay Long.

The premier promised that the trial
of the former kaiser would not be long
delayed, and he declared that the tri-
bunal which would try the former em-
peror would sit in London.

“The world is rocking and reeling
under the blow that failed,”” the prem-
fer said. “If the blow had succeeded,
the liberty of Europe would have van-
ished.”

The German army, the premier said,
was at present inadequate to disturb
the peace of the feeblest of neighbors
of Germany. The terms of the treaty
with Germany in some respects were
terrible, the premier said, but terrible
would have been the consequences if
Germany had succeeded.

German officers who had committed
appalling infamies, the premier added,
would also be placed on trial.

Mr. Lloyd George also declared that
the British delegation has taken a
stand resolutely opposing any attempt
to, put a predominantly German popu-
lation under Polish rule.

Laugh at World League.

There was a significant passage when
the premier first mentioned the League
of Nations. Many of the members
cheered, but seemingly nearly an equal
number burst into laughter. ‘I beg of
you to try it. I beg of you to take it
seriously,” the premier protested.

Proceeding, he declared, ‘‘if it saved
only one generation from the horrors
of war it would be a great achleve-
ment."”

The premier paid special tribute to
the work of the British expert advisers,
which, he said, had been the object of
the admiration of the nations at the
conferences, and ended with an appeal
for the victory loan, with one of his
typical flashes—"'Don’t demobilize the
spirit of patriotism.” ;

Era of Restoration.

Speaking of the territorial terms of
the treaty, Mr. Lloyd-George said the
territory taken from Germany was a
matter of restoration. It was a restor-
ation of Alsace-Lorraine, he said, taken
forcibly from the land to which its
population was deeply attached; It was
a restoration of Schleswig-Holstein, the
taking of which he described as “‘the
meanest of Hohenzollern frauds, rob-
bing a helpless country in the pretense
that they were not doing it and then
retaining the land against the wishes
of the population; a..restoration of
“Poland torn to bits by Russian, Aus-
trian and Prussian autocracy and now
reknit under the flag of Poland,” and he
added, ‘‘they are all territories which
ought not to belong to Germany.”

The British delegation, the premier
said, had taken a stand, resolutely op-
posing any attempt to put a predom-
inantly German population under Polish
rule, as it would be foolish to have an-
other Alsace-Lorraine in Europe.

No Injustice 1s Done.

“1 do not think anyone can claim
the terms imposed constitute injustice
to Germany,” the premier said in dis-
cussing the reparation clauses, ‘‘unless
they believe justice in the war was
on the side of Germany. Having re-

ard to the uses Germany made of
ger army, thers is no injustice in scat-
tering and disarminf it.

T?}ey were finally transferred to a
prison camp at Tripoli, where Sarah
was resourceful enough to effect an
escape, and led her brother and two
sisters to freedom. They walked seven |
days to Butron with scarcely any food,
and when they arrived their 11-year-old
sister died of privation. Subsequently
her brother and her other sister starved
to death.

Later she was rescued through
attention of the Holland consulate, the
British authorities were notified and
promptly the girl was restored to her
mother in the city at the expense of
the British Government. She arrived
at Quebec on Monday and was escorted
to h;ér home in this city by a special
immigration officer, the girl bringing
to Canada the first personal story of
Turk fiendishness in the Orient. K

“Sleeping Sickness”---Its

However, the instant Laveran noted
them, he called attention to them, and
henceforth every medical student and
doctor with the necessary instruments
has seen them as easily as he sees the
ocea]n's roll.

Wright, found that dead typhoid baeillj
injected into well soldiers prevented
typhoid fever nine times in ten, it was
in the universe nothing new under the
sun, but it was the first time man had
m_ade use of the preventive placed near
his elbows. Since then all army sur-
geons know how to prevent typhoid, but
some civilians obstreperously refrain
from saving themselves and their loved
ones from typhoid.

‘“‘Spinal meningitis,” due to tubercu-
losis, blood poison, erysipelas, pneu-
monia or typhoid, resembles lethargic
encephalitis so intimately that only
chemical and technjcal tests by labora-
tory men will help a doctor tell you hon-
estly “which is which.”

The treatment flnally is no new thing
under the sun. Human perception, how-
ever, just learned that it can be com-
bined in such a way that most of the
sufferers recover by virtue of the health
impulse resident in living things.

The ailment is such that a good phy-
sician must be summoned to Supervise
the treatment, which is too technical to
be described or carried out by the pa-
tient.

Accident Occurred in Vicinity
of New Military Hospital.

TEAM TOOK FRIGHT

Victim Was Loading Empty
Barrels From Wagon Into

Spine Fractured.

The ground in the vicinity is very
rough, and the boards n the bottom
of the vehicle became loosened, pre-
cipitating Pritchard through the floor.
His body struck a crosspiece beneath
the wagon violently, fracturing his
spine. He was also dragged a consider-
able distance by the runaway horses.
The injured man was picked up by fel-

low workmen, and Dr. Robert Ferguson
was summoned to the scene of the acci-
dent. He ordered Pritchard removed to
Victorig, Hospital, to which institution
he was conveyed in a private ambu-
lance.

Dr. Ferguson on Scene.

When examined by Dr. Ferguson it
was found that the unfortunate man
was paralyzed below the point of frac-
ture, but was quite rational and able to
speak. Later, however, following arrival
at Victoria Hospital, the victim lapsed
into a state of coma, and died at 3:30
p.m. Dr. Ferguson, upon investigating
the circumstances, decided that an in-
quest was unnecessary.

Team Captured.

The runaway team was later recap-

tured a short distance from the scene
of the fatal accident.
The dead man was married, and be-
sides his wife, Mary Pritchard, three
children survive. They are Arthur,
Jack and Reta, all at home. The funeral
will be held from the family residence,
5i1 Emery street, on Saturday afternoon
at 2:30 o'clock.

We
trudged our weary wa) through sand,
over railway ties and other miseries,
to find the ticket office closed and no
official in sight. Upon inquiring of
some would-be passengers, were in-
formed that all they knew about it was
that they had already been waiting a
couple of hours for a ticket agent to
appear, to secure tickets on the
“People’s Road.”” No one appeared up
to 2 a.m., while we were there.

In our ignorance we waited at the
station for the incoming train, think-
ing a railway station was a place where
trains were supposed to stop for pas-
sengers. Finally a train glided along
from the north, slowed up, stopped a
moment. Several passengers mounted
the steps; some were mounting when,
without a word of warning, suddenly
the train moved on. I snatched my
daughter, who had a foot on the step,
to save her life; one instance of many
narrow escapes at that moment. This
was the only stop at the station made
by any train, either coming or going,
till 1 o'clock in the morning, although
going through empty and only about 206
passengers at the station.

We tried to telephone IL.ondon from
the peopies’ refreshment place, to be
told the ’phone was local only; the
telephone at the st~tion was locked up;
without esce. . ve did not deem it
safe to travel t¢ the heights to call
home for help.

At 1 a.m., a train with two coaches
stopped to take on a few passengers.
1 lifted my daughter on; the train
pulled away, leaving me standing on the
platform. The child® reached London,
and at the station there was refused
very brusquely the use of the tele-
phone to call our home.

I stood in dismayed uneasiness for
another weary hour, when a train came

on to the beach, returned almost empty,
then deigned to stop and take us on.|
We reached London at 3:10 a.m., after|
waiting from 9 p.m. till 2 am. for a
train to stop at the people’'s station.
I presented my coupon on the train,
which was taken from me and thrown
away in contempt. I paid 70c to return
to London on the people's railway.
‘While many motorists came to the
rescue of friends and filled their cars
with passengers, a large car, purchased
by the hydro commission, and paid for
out of the people’s money, sped to Lon-
don practically empty.
Are we a community of deaf and
dumb, to quietly accept treatment of
this kind on eur railway?
An inquiring taxpayer.
