An Act to incorporate the Roxton Academy.

if R Majesty, &c., enacts as follows:

I. The Reverend Jacques Denys Michon, Missionary of the Township
of Roxton, 'Alfred Rocque, François Bousquet, Pierre Favreau and
Laurent Carron, School Commissioners of, and residents of the Town-
