W HEREAS a petition bas been presented praying that it be Preanble.

3. The Company may lay out, construct and operate Branch fines.

branch lines from any points on its railway, but, except for

4. The Company may issue bonds, debentures or other Bond issue
securities to the extent of twenty-five thousand dollars per on railway.

length of railway constructed or under contract to be con-
structed.
