Yet, alongside some of the progress that 
we have made, there have also been some 
opposition in the form of homophobic 
remarks, physical and verbal assaults on 
ourselves and our families, and subtle 
discrimination from the public and the 
government. The socio-politics of being 
gay, have been assaulted by religious 
dogma, so-called moral “rightness” of 
things, the “perverseness and 
abnormality" of homosexuals and 
bisexuals and the constant touting of 
“traditional” values (especially the 
traditional family unit). It is interesting to 
note that we are just as much a part of 
society as the rest of the population. We 
function “normally" in the community, we 
pay taxes, work, live and love like others; 
EXCEPT that who we choose to spend our 
lives with is seen as wrong. Boy talk about 
nit-picking! As an example of the politics 
of being gay, we have one that occurred 
in Fredericton not three months ago.

In the local political scene, the fricton 
between the gay community of 
Fredericton and Mayor Brad Woodside 
continues. This year, and in previous 
years, members of the gay community 
have requested a Gay Pride Week as a 
means of celebrating our culture and 
advances in equality (remember that 
socio-political thing). That request has 
consistently been turned down. Woodside 
believes that sexual orientation does not 
belong in the council chamber. He has 
also been quoted as saying that “...a 
proclamation that removes from the 
general population a group of people 
because of sexual orientation is 
discriminatory.”

Getting their initial inspiration from the Washington D C. based women's 

singing group Sweet Honey in a Rock, Four the Moment formed in 1981 when 
they got together for a one time benefit concert in a union which was thought

sound focuses on the experiences, both past and present, of Nova Scotia's black 
community. Songs like Africville which tells the tale of the forced move of Nova 

Scotia's black community help to keep the history of Nova Scotia alive.
They also tackle the issues of the struggles of the Third World and women in 

songs like Black Mother/Black Daughter which became the title track of an NFB 

film. They have appeared across the country taking the stage in Ottawa, Toronto, 
Regina, Winnipeg and Vancouver. Delvina Bernard made turning the human 
voice into an instrument look easy when she asked for a chair so that she might 
play her instrument. Taking the seat she began to not only play the air base but 

vocalised the sounds as well.

Women in Blues show started out.
Leading out the evening was Mary Stewart who appeared as part of Southside 

Shuffle. This band from Saint John served up blues New Brunswick style and 
the crowd ate up their performance as if it were candy. Mary Stewart managed 
to draw the undivided attention of the crowd which began the evening unusually 

sedate. While she crooned them into an amazing mood, the audience sat and 

enjoyed the feeling of community.
Next out was Sandra Wright Band. Hailing from Memphis, Tennessee, Sandra 

Wright was the hit of the evening and the gem of the festival. The Sandra Wright 

Band vamped its way through the best set of the evening. Actually, it was just 
Sandra Wright herself who did the vamping, but she was more than capable of 

handling this job on her own. Sandra spent most of the time between numbers

the Sandra Wright band. While no one can deny that Theresa Malenfant has 

amazing talent, she was just plainly outclassed by a phenomenal band. Combining 
some of their old standard set with a new repertoire of Janis Joplin tunes the 

band gave one of the best performances which 1 have witnessed.

However, Theresa’s group tried continually to convince the audience that 
they were up against technical forces of evil which were intent upon making 

them look bad. To top it off the band tried to end their set early and when they 

were held to their contract they complained; telling the audience that “if you 
ever form a band never work for this festival”. This is odd behaviour for a band 

which only began to gain notoriety five years ago, after having appeared at the 

first Harvest Jazz and Blues Festival.

The fans persevered undaunted by the complaints of the band clapping 

politely, showing just why this festival has become such a success. They were

Big City Blues were undoubtedly the sleeper hit of the blues side of this 
year’s festival. This three piece band from Halifax was so unheralded that their 

names did not even appear on the festival programs or schedules.

Big City Blues owes far more to the rockin’ blues styles of dead people like 
Stevie Ray Vaughn andjimi Hendrix than to other blues legends. Their playing 
is loud and aggressive, not to mention seriously uncompromising. Nevertheless, 
they are far from being a band that just rocks all night through a series of good 

tunes without managing to generate any emotion with their performance.

I
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Luther (Guitar Jr.) Johnson s Chicago style blues created 
an atmosphere of pure entertainment. He seemed to 
enjoy himself as he enticed the crowd onto the dancefloor 
which was crammed with fans soaking up the suds show.
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At present, Big City Blues are a cover band, and it remains to be seen if they 
can manage that great hurdle to original material. They certainly have the physical 
skills, but now it is time to see if they have the creativity to take that next step. If 
they do, then it won’t be long before we won't be seeing them free no more.

All Bloozed Up were playing at the Blues Tent. The crowd really started to 
warm up with their bluesy rendition of “Lean on Me” but the tent exploded into 
dance with the subsequent Cajun rhythm songs. The musician singing lead got 
the audience participating with the “Allons Dancer" number. 1 couldn’t keep my 
legs still. The atmosphere was overwhelming, everywhere you looked people 
had smiles on their faces. Of course, the booze helped.

The Morgan Davis Band brought its no-frills blues act to Dolan’s Pub for the 
HJ&B Festival. Right off the top Morgan Davis hisself told the assembled crowd 
that their act was not to be a rockin’ blues show, but that these were to be nights 
of traditional blues. This suited the crowd just fine, as the trio played to packed 
houses for each of their three nights in Fredericton. Despite the fact that their 
repertoire includes a wide selection of Robert Johnston tunes, this is very much 
a happy band. At times, however, they struck me as being a bit too happy. The 
cheerful nature of the band’s personality comes through in their original material, 
most of which—although definitely firmly rooted in a blues tradition—was of a 
somewhat cheerful nature. This is a very tight band which managed to win an 
award last year for Blues Band of the Year. While far from the most dynamic act 
at the Festival this year, they were certainly among the most appreciated.

If there is one thing that Fredericton seems to really enjoy, it is Cajun music - 
for the past few festivals the Cajun shows have been among the ones that people 
hold dearest to their hearts. So it is with no surprise that the Bourbon Street 
concert did extremely well again this year.

There was the usual casino element where you could win all kinds of prizes, 
I or alternatively lose all you fake money very quickly and seek solace in some 
I spicy Cajun home cooking.

But what of the music? 1 can't think of a better way to start off the evening 
I than with a quick burst of Sandra Wright who captured a few more hearts with 
I another performance.

And then the headliner for the evening come on, and the whole place really 
I started to dance. Really dance. C.J. Chenier and the Red Hot Louisiana Band got 
I the place jumping almost instantly with that wonderful accordion-driven that 
I makes it just about impossible to stay still.

C.J. knows exactly how to cater to a hungry audience - give them exactly what 
I they want to hear. He kept the mood upbeat with the likes of 'Jambalaya', and 
I even when the songs slowed down the energy level was still high. My utmost

I intensity was incredible, and he also kept the rhythms going strong. A wonderful 
I evening that will keep the Cajun beats going in our heads for another twelve

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The staging of a jazz summit seemed a little on the ambitious side at first, but 
they really did pull it off at the Lord Beaverbrook Hotel on Saturday. A capacity 
crowd saw the Graham Rhodes Jazz Experience start things off with some great 
jazz grooves, with the almost typical solos to everyone in the band. But it really 
did work, and set the scene for the evening.

The Maritime Jazz Orchestra is a seventeen piece almost-big band that relies 
on the vocals of Jeri Brown for its impact. Unfortunately, sometimes her vocals 
got lost under the sheer power of the brass section, but the main premise did 
still make its way through. This is the kind of jazz performed by Ella Fitzgerald 
with the majority of the material being jazz standards like 'It Had To Be You'. It 
made for an enjoyable evening, and one which I hope will be repeated next 
year.
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The audience was quickly captured by the high-energy 
of the Philosopher Kings show at the Blues Tent.

Hailing from Chicago, he has played over the years with the likes of Magic 
Sam, Muddy Waters and other blues legends. In fact, legend maybe not be a bad 
word to use to describe him. His blues comes right from his heart, and the best 
way to tell that is the way that they travel straight to yours. Or maybe your 
stomach. Wherever they go, it leaves you feeling warm inside, as if witnessing 
his cleansing has i omehow left you in a similar state. And if all that sounds more 
than a little hokey, then you just weren't there because if you did you would 
understand.

The band that he has assembled over the years play an incredibly tight set not 
wasting a single note as they worked their way through all the finest songs, both 
originals and classics. The wailing sax, the driving bass, the almost mellow 
rhythms of the drums. And then Luther made his guitar sing. Just sing. It was an 
absolute joy to behold, it really was. 1 hope deep down in my heart (where all 
the blues reside) that they manage to get him to come back this way again as 
this way the best that the Harvest Jazz and Blues Festival had to offer, and a 
fitting way for my nightly trips round the venues to come to a close.

This morning 
I was woken up by a street vendor, who has a recorded message 
playing over and over from a loudspeaker in his truck. He was 
selling watermelons and apples.

Last night I was met by a member of the institute who brought 
me to my apartment. It was not so easy bringing my two heavy bags 
up here. We were met by two more people from the institute and we 
had pizza after my room-mate showed up. After the institute people 
showed up, my room-mate, Chris, and I. went over to the female 
instructor's apartment until 3 in the morning. I won’t give you my 
impression of them yet. until it has formed better.

I’ve arrived just in time for a week, off! I’m going up to 
Seoul with the other three instructors (plus a guy I met last night 
who teaches at another school) to visit some shops and register 
with the Canadian Embassy.

Everyone knows that the single greatest tragedy of last season’s baseball 

strike was the Montreal Expos. Never mind the fact that Matt Williams and 

Ken Griffey, Jr. were on track to have legitimate shots at Roger Maris’s home 

run record or any of the other many wonderful things that were happening 

in one of baseball's most exciting campaigns ever. It was the Expos who 

suffered, because it had long been a foregone conclusion that their nucleus 

of underpriced talent was now having its final heyday, that the next season 

that nucleus would be a disparate bunch of overpriced talent on other teams. 

Thus, this was Montreal’s last shot; their last real chance at a World Series 

until there is a change in fiscal policy within either the Expos or Major 

League Baseball itself. The latter of these is not likely to happen any time 

soon, and the former won’t happen so long as the Expos’ management— 

indeed, the whole city of Montreal—remains convinced that Montreal is a 

small market city.

First of all, as 1 argued last year, Montreal is not a small market city, but 

it is nevertheless true that that is the perception of the city in baseball cir­

cles. Given this unfortunate pseudo reality, it becomes necessary to deal 

with the city accordingly. The question is: what can be done about a small 

market city? This question is, of course, far larger than just Montreal. Foot­

ball has its Green Bays, hockey its Winnipegs, and basketball its Sacramentos. 

It has become increasingly apparent that these cities can no longer hope to 

compete in the modern world of sports.

The Expos serve as a prime example of how to do everything right, but 

still remain a hand-to-mouth organisation without a real shot at a pen­

nant. Last year the Expos demonstrated what can only be described as a 

miracle of good management. They had the second lowest payroll in Major 

League Baseball and still managed to ring up the best record of all the 

teams. The high priced Atlanta Braves were simply floundering behind them. 

Then came the strike. The Expos were unable to get the huge box offices 

that they had every right to expect of the best team in baseball during a 

pennant drive (not to mention playoff revenues); not because Montreal 

didn’t support them, but because Montreal never got that opportunity.

It was partly because of this that the Expos were unable to resign such 

prominent names such as Ken Hill, Marquiss Grissom, Larry Walker, and 

John Wetteland. All four of these players are among baseball’s elite, and it 

is impossible to think of a team that could survive their loss. And yet, for a 

time, that’s exactly what the Expos did. For the first half of the season they 

stayed even with the Braves as the two teams chased down the Philadelphia 

Phillies in the NL East. Then, once Atlanta turned on the jets and left the 

Expos and Phillies in their wake, the Expos long remained a contender for 

the wildcard spot. Unfortunately, miracles only come so often and even 

then they don’t last forever. Butch Henry went out with an injury, and then 

Moises Alou went down for the season. The Expos were done. The rest of 

the teams in the wildcard chase played almost as bad, torturing Expos fans 

with the hope that just one hot streak would see them in the playoffs. Sadly, 

however, it has come time to face the truth. This team, without Alou, is not 

a team capable of putting together a hot streak. In fact, a hot streak for this 

ball club as it currently stands would be .500. The truth, and this pains me 

greatly, is that the Expos are a bad team. To be crass, the Expos suck! ... 

but it’s not their fault.

The fault resides in a completely mercenary system among baseball's 

team owners. The owners—along with misguided media and fans—com­

plain mightily how the greed of the players is destroying the very fabric of 

the game. (I get the feeling that they would love to say the 'fabric of soci­

ety’ if they thought they could get away with it.) The owners have tried 

mightily to force the onus of competitive balance upon the shoulders of 

the players. This is not where it belongs. The players are employees, and 

should have the same rights as any other employees in any other industry. 

The current generation of labour problems stem from the owners' attempts 

to deny the players these rights. And the end result of these disputes is that 

the owners have allowed themselves to bid up player salaries to the point 

that the small market cities are no longer able to compete.

The sad thing about this is that it is so unnecessary. If Major League 

Baseball could simply realise that the only way they can continue as they 

are, without making a complete farce of the entire idea of competitive bal­

ance, is to make a significant effort to equalise revenues. This is why the 

NFL is able to keep a team in Green Bay, Wisconsin. The Green Bay Packers 

are able to compete against the Dallas Cowboys not simply because they 

share a mega TV deal, but also because they share things like souvenir in­

comes as well. Every dollar that is made off of Dallas Cowboy souvenirs 

goes into a pot which is divvied up in equal shares to all NFL teams. As a 

result, the Green Bay Packers have at least some hope of competing on a 

level playing field.

This idea of shared revenues has been bandied about in baseball circles 

for many years, but as yet there seems to be little chance of it happening. 

Large market teams like the New York Yankees, or teams with super sta­

tions like the Braves and the Chicago Cubs, see no reason why they should 

give some of these revenues to the Seattle Mariners or the Montreal Expos. 

Their argument is sound if harsh; in a capitalist free market such as Canada 

and the United States, the teams which are unable to survive will have to 

perish. If that is the way it has to be then that is the way it has to be, but it 

is simply untrue that it is the players who are bringing the Expos to its 

knees. No, it is the owner’s themselves who are forcing this tragedy.
