The latter gentleman thought if the terminus of the canal
had been at Toronto, the Government would have been
stirred up long ago to act. The most pressing part of the
construction was sought from Peterboro to Bay of Quinte.
Mr. Blair practically gave the deputation a turn down.
asking them to be content in the meantime with the esti-
mates as at present. There was not nniversal unanimity
as to the general utility of such a route.

—Details of the great canal which is being built for
power purposes in the vicinity of Massena, N.Y., were ex-
plained by the Mayor of that town, recently on a visit to
Montreal, his former home. The Mayor calls the project
the largest water power development in the world, 40,000
horse power being available in the near future, the maxi-
mum figure being 150,000. The St Lawrence Power Com-
pany has spent about $3,500,000, and the work will be com-
pleted in August. Sixty per cent. of the capital is con-
trolled in England, and the remainder in the United States.
The engineers are Kincaird, Waller and Manville, of Lon-
don, and Mr. John Bogart, formerly chief engineer for the
State of New York. The work was begun in 1897, and a
thousand men and more have been -engaged ever since.
When the surveys were first made they disclosed the fact
that by digging a canal not more than three and a half
miles long, the Grasse river would obtain the waters of the
St. Lawrence with the same fall they obtain in ten miles of
rapids, and return them to the St Lawrence seven miles
below.

IMPORTS AND EXPORTS.

Canada’s aggregate trade on the basis of goods entercd
for consumption and exports, exclusive of coin and bullion,
continues to show substantial growth for the nine months
ended March 31. The aggregated trade exceeded that for
a similar pericd in the previous fiscal year by $17,105,276.
This increase was entirely in exports, as the imports for
the nine months show a falling off of $683,762. There
was a deciine of $1,015,586, in the imports of dutiable goods,
but the imports of free goods increased by $331.824, making
the net increase as stated above. Following are the im-
ports and exports for the nine months:

The order to do this
was served upon the City Council, and the work for the
diversion was to comietice fiot later than the 1si of
May and completed not later than the 1st of November
next. The penalty for neglect of, or non-compliance
with, this crder is $20.00 per day for each and every day
of non-compliance, which, with costs, can he sued for
and recovered by any private citizen.  That is almost a
sure opening for litigation on the part of enterprising
individuals unless prempt action is taken.

Tt certainly seems strange that the City Couneil-—or
some of its members—have taken mno action on this
order of the Provincial Board of Health, althcugh the
1st of May is close at hand. Tt surely camnot be that
the authority of that Board will he ignored and the im-
minent danger to the public health totally disregarded
in defiance of all rulee of hveiene. a word so much used
of late around the City Halll.

THE CHEQUE-RAISING FRAUDS.
(onsiderable excitement and comment have been

created and elicited by the Bank of Commerce and Inipe-
vial Bank, Toronto, having each been swindled by a rascal
who has disappeared.  He worked an old game that has
succeeded—in landing the players in a penitentiary. He
opened an account with each bank, then, when he be-
came known as a custumer, he passed in a cheque at
each bank drawn for a small amount to be marked good.
This was done in due course. He then took the cheques,
erased the amount by an acid and inserted in each of
them a large amount.  The paying teller in both banks
recognising that the cheque presented for payment was
marked good paid him the amount fraudulently inserted.

It is quite easy to eriticise bank officers who have been
so deceived, but to justify censure is not so easy. Busi-
ness in a large bank would be seriously obstructed were
tellers as timid and as suspicious as some of their critics
think they ought to be. A cheque when once marked
vocd by a ledger-keeper is nevey doubted by the paying
teller; his responsibility is not for the validity of a
chegue so marked, but for paying it correctly when pre-
sented.  As to a customer not being allowed to carry a
marked cheque cutside the bank, this is an impossible
condition.  Marked cheques by the score are carried
away fnom banks every day. It is mo part of the busi-
ness of a ledger-keeper to watch whether customers carry
off the cheques he has marked, and if it were he couid
not stop them.

In several banks all cheques drawn apparently to be
cashed at once are passed from the ledger-keeper to the
teller, but the owners of the cheques could require them
to be delivered back directly they are marked good. The
scoundrel in this case tried to work the game on othen
banks but was foiled. When a cheque is marked good the
Jedger-keeper should put ite amount in figures nnder or

effective method of disocwering a man’s grasp of a sub-
ject than-putting his knowledge to the test ofian open
discussion.  The tendency in all minds is to fall into
ruts, as it were, of opinion, or, to vary the simile, to take
up an attitude from which only one side of a question
is visible, or even regarded as existing. Much of the
arrogance, the intolerance, the bigotry displayed by men
m declaring their convictions arise from this habit of
studying, or reading, or hearing about only one side of a
subject.  There would be a great revolution in regard
to many opinions which are widely held were all who
entertain them compelled to put the soundness of such
opinions to the test of debate. A swordsman may fancy
himself invineible so long as hevpractices alone with his
weapen, but, when he stands before a skilful antagonist,
he will probably discover weaknesses in his method of
defence or attack of which he was ignorant.

The subject debated by the insurance officials was not
¢ne calculated to develop or to manifest debating capa-
city.  After all that was possible to be adduced in ve-
gard to the benefit conferred respectively by life or by
fire insurance on the community, the issue could not be
otherwise than decided by mere opinion. It is impossi-
ble to bring such an issue to the proof by the force of a
logical argument.  The whole question hinges upon the
word “benefit,” and how its extent is to be measured, or
valued.  Everything claimed as the benefit of life in-
surance could be granted hy a person who also granted
everything claimed for fire insurance, without his pos-
sessing the data requisite for pronouncing one “benefit”
to be “greater” than the other.  This is the characteris-
tic fault of subjects usually discussed by debating socie-
ties.  They, for instance, discuss such questions as,
“Which was the greater poet, Dante or Milton?” “Was
Napcleon a greater General than Julius Caesar?” “Is
town life or rural most favourable to mental growth and
health?” These are quoted from the programme of a
lceal debating society.  Now, whoever engaged in such
discussicns would reap very great bemefit by preparing
for the task of maintaining his side of the question, but, ;
in the very nature of things, these issues could not be -
decided with any approach to certainty, for there is no
standard by which poets, or military commanders, or the
mental influences of city or rural life can be gauged, or
compared.,

The Insurance Institute, nevertheless, is to he com-
mended for initiating a series of debates and affording
2n opp-rtunity for the reading of papers on matters of
interest to insurance officials, as well ag for cultivating a
friendly spirit amongst the members. The proceedings

COMPETITION, HEALTHY AND OTHERWISE.

* While under certain conditions there is apparently no
limit to the trade which active and intelligent competi-
tion invites, there is on the other hand a condition
which proves as injurious to the dealers directly con-
cerned, is felt as keenly and seen as plainly as would .
the clcsing down of a sustaining factory or mill in a
remote village.  To many who embark in the grocery
trade in a large city, the simple fact that a grocery store
formerly existed on some particular corner appears to
justify its prosperous continuance.  The old adage,
“What man hag done, man can do,” seems a cheering
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motto often without-any effort at tracing up the history
of the former proprietor and what were the principal
elements which contributed to his opening, success, fail-
ure or final disposal. These are wise precautions to a
dealer about to move into a new stand, as is now the
case with scores of retailers in the large cities, yet but few
avail themselves of the possible benefits to be derived
from such knowledge.

Competition is either a benefit or an impediment to
business, depending for the greater part on those who are
subject to its influences, and to some extent on the line
of business conducted.  There is a district in Montreal,
centrally located and thickly inhabited, which contains
within a stone’s-throw over a dozen retail groceries. None

of these make what might be termed an effort to draw.

trade other than violuntarily comes to the counter. Each
is social in manner and obliging in every detail, neces-
sary adjuncts even without the extra opposition which
might urge their constant presence. ~ Were two-thirds
of this number to cease, as one did recently through
failure, the remainder would not be rushed beyomd the
capacity of their premises or the necessities of much be-
yond present running expenses. As it is they all ap-
pear to do a careful trade and are apparently making
some progress.  But how would it be should another
dealer open up in their midst, determined through en-
ergy, push, capital and unceasing efforts, to capture the
bulk of this trade?  Would those several dealers individ-
ually conclude to make it a fight to a finish, and sus-
tain each his own trade under any circumstance? Ivi-
dently that would be the only move to make, excepting,
the more humiliating one of moving out.  The result
of their staying would be that a much larger volume
of trade would be attracted = to that centre, drawn
through the efforts of each to capture new trade and
hold his own. The influence would gradually extend
beyond the circle now claimed as belonging to these and
its expansion would not only sustain the more progres-
sive concerns, but would add materially to their cutput,
as well as to their profits if carefully and judiciously
managed.  Competition of this nature assists trade
while that which shows without efforts is injurious and
by growth proves fatal.

In the city of Bloomington, Ills., some years ago, the
announcement was made that a large dry goods concern
had secured the centre stores in a new block being com-
pleted on a main thoroughfare. The notices were of a
nature to give the citizens to understand that a store
much beyond anything existing at the time, both as re-
gards stock, fixtures, management, etc., would greet the
expectant crowd on opening day. Rumour was rife as
to what would happen some of the existing dry goods
concerns under such added competition, but the West-
ern American business mind was not to be clonded by
any such trade atmosphere. A mionth before the new
concern liad its grand opening two of the existing dry
goods firms were in the midst of “clearing out” sales.
They announced far and near that the last remnant on
their shelves should disappear at some price before a
certain date, as the premises were being given up. The
people came in crowds and hefore the opening day of
the new firm the public were pretty well loaded with sac-
rifice dry goods so that the “grand opening” was tame, to
say the least.

—The iron and.steel bounties offered by the Dominion
of Canada, says a Washington, U.S, dispatch, has grown to
such jproportions as to create much discussion, and there
is a growing disposition to demand from Parliament a re-
peal of the law granting them. Informati n to this eflect
has reached the State Department through a report from
Consul-General Bittinger, at Montreal. The report says:
Last year the total bounties paid on iron and steel amount-
ed to $312,774. So many iron and steel p'ants are being
started in the Dominion that it is feared the bounties of-
fered will shortly become a greater burden than the coun-
try can stand. In all the iron and steel plants now in op-
eration, as well as in those projected, Umited States capi-
tal is dominant. A single company estimates the bounties
it will receive from the Canadian Government in the next
seven years at $5,095,000. The bounty paid is $3 a fton on
pig iron from Caandian ore and $2 on pig iron from foreign
ore, ¥3 a ton on puddled bar from pig iron made in Can-
ada, and $3 a ton for steel ingots made from Canadian
pig iron.

—The following were among enquiries relating to Can-
adian trade received at the High Commissioner’s office in
London, Eng., during the week ending 4th April, 1901:—
The names of Canadian egg shippers are asked for by a
large firm of importers in the North of England.—An Irish
correspondent with fair capital enquires through the Do-

minion Government agency in Dublin, for information re-

garding the tanming and leather trade in Canada, both in
respect to the manufacture of sole leather. and dressed
goods.—A Glasgow firm asks for particulars of shipbuilding
firms in Canada, being desirous to do business in ship’s
plates, ete.—IFurther enquiry is made by a Continental
house for exporters of seal oil from Canada; liberal ad-
vances offered on consignments.—A London firm, desirous of
importing from Canada small wood discs, such as are used
on tops of corks in mineral waters. They are usunally
packed up in barrels containing 500 gross each: If suitable
prices quoted, quantities of 100 to 150 barrels could be
taken at a time.—A selling agent with a good connection
among large wholesale and export firms, desires to be
placed in touch with Canadian packers of canned meats
(especia’ly pig’s tongues).—A London agent is enquiring
for good tares from Canada for feeding purposes, there be-
ing a demand both in the city and on the Continent.
