Btligitras JfnltUigtnrt.
Ritualism

An address to the Bishop of London sgaiost 
excessive ritualism vu presented to hie lord- 
ship on the 17th ult., bearing the signature of 
sixteen rural dean», and two hundred and twenty 
clergymen ol the archdeaconry of Middlenx. 
The bishop, in bis published reply, states that 
he has had the adrantege of consultation with 
thé Arct bishop and biahopa; and i. greatly en­
couraged by finding that, however various tbeir 
sentiments, they all deplore the exoessee com­
plained of, and are anxioee to prevent the 
threatened evil consequences. With reference 
io those practioea which have justly caused aueh 
wide-spread alarm, he goes on to tej :—

Certain persona have taken upon themeelvee 
•o to alter the whole external appearance of the 
celebration of the Lord’s Supper u to make it 
•cercely distinguishable from the Roman Mem, 
and they endeavour on all oeeaaions to introduce 
into the other lervicei aome change cf vMtment 
or ornament quite alien to the established Eng­
lish usage of 300 years. I am dot prepared to 
say that then persona have not, in part at lent, 
been influenced by a notion that the changes 
they advocate will give them a hold over the 
careleaa among our people through that gorge- 
oui appeal to the sensei in which the Roman 
Church delights. It ia alleged that in large 
towns such ceremonisl is not unpopular, and 
crowded congregetions are pointed to as the re­
sult of its adoption. But I would have it re­
membered that among the multitude» in our 
large towns, everything which ie eccentric, or 
even unusual, either in teaching or in practice, 
will have many admirers. The clergymen to 
whom I allude would be the lut to maintain 
that they are sure to be right because many run 
after them, or that they can be justified in yield­
ing against their better judgment to the unin. 
etructed zeal of thora whom they ought to lead. 
And if, in aome notable can», ohurchea where a 
very advanced ceremonial ia practised are filled, 
it ia a serious question how far they are filled 
by the parishoners for whom they are built 1 
believe some have been struck by the way in 
which crowds of the moat ignorant of our Ro­
man Catholic brethren may be Hen hurrying te 
assist at the Maes, and have been led to con­
clude that, by imitating the ceremonial of Rome, 
you may borrow it* attraetivsneee, without fall­
ing into that fain doctrine which ia the centre 
and life of it* ceremonial—a dangerous expert 
ment, in my judgment, and one which, I feu, 
experience will prove cannot aucHed. To judge, 
indeed, by certain abort, unauthorised catechist 
and manuals of devotion which some of the 
supporters of this ritualism have already put 
forth, I feu they have not succeeded in this at­
tempt to divorce Roman ceremonial from deadly 
Roman errors.

I feel confident that all good members of the 
Church of England will patua before they en 
courage this downward couth. If the introduc­
tion of these things which I have specified, by 
individual clergymen on their own raaponsibllity, 
be not contrary to the letter of our laws, as 
belieVe it to be, it is certainly contrary to tbeir 
spirit, as well as to the authorised practice of 
the Church ever since the Reformstion. I trust 
that the good kdh and good feeling of the 
clergy and the kindly admonitions of authority 
will prevail, without making it necessary to de 
fend the Church from the innovation of a few, 
either by painful legal prosecution», or by » dec­
laratory enactment of Perliement and Convoca­
tion. If admonition» fail, then it list an 
enactment mail explain how1 and under whet 
aaleguardi that controlling influence which the 
Church hu ever contemplated as veiled in iu 
chief officers shall be made to bear on the dis­
cretion of individual clergymen. I feel strongly 
on this important question, but I would not have 
you, my reverend brethren, to enppou that 
have any great anxiety u to the future of sur 
beloved church. Ae with evil» of a totally dif­
ferent kind which alarmed ua two or thru years 
ago, so with then—in quietness snd in confl- 
dsnee is our strength. I believe our Church to 
be growing «Uadily in the affection» of oar peo. 
pie, through the ralf-dcnying lives of oar clergy, 
and every yeu to be more distinctly assuming 
iu place, as at once expressing and gniding the 
religious sentimenU of this great nation, and as 
the chief witness in the world for a sealous, lov­
ing, and intelligent Christianity.

THE SABBATH QUESTION.

The atiemptt of the Sabbath deucratora to 
undermine the sanctity of the Lord’s day, under 
the apeoione pretext of opening museums and 
picture galleries, hu had an effect quite differ­
ent to whet they intended, and which we believe 
vu hardly anticipated by thé friends ef the 
Sibbath themselves. It has been ehown, in the

the •• Sword and the Trowel,” Mr. Spurgeon 
thoa repliea :—“ The paragraph ahowa how little 
Mr. Tyler knows of us, and bow greatly " many 
intelligent Baptist miniatera " defame ua. There 
ia no word in the world eo hateful to our heart 
as that word Spurgeonism, end no thought Au­
thor from our aoul than that of terming a new 
sect. Our course ha. been, end we hope ever 
will be, en independent one ; but to charge ua 
with separating from the general organisation 
of the religion» world, and even of the Baptiat 
denomination, ia to perpetrate an unfounded 11- 
bel. We preach no new gospel, w# deeire no 
new objects, and follow them in no novel spirit. 
We love Chriat better then a sect, end truth bet. 
ter than a party, and ao far nre not denomina- 
tional, bnt we are in open union with the Bep- 
tists for the very reason that we eannot endure 
isolation. He who search», all heart» knows 
that our aim and object is not to gather a band 
around self, but to unite a company around the 
Saviour. “ Let my name perish, but let Chgiet’i 
neme last forever,” «aid George Whitfield, and 
so hu Charles Spurgeon raid • hundred times. 
We aid and assist the Baptist churebes to the 
full extent of our power, although we do not 
restrict our energies to them alone, and in this 
thou churches are far enough from blaming us. 
Odr joy end rejoicing ie great in the fellowship 
of all believers, and the forming of a fresh aeot 
is work which we leave to the devil, whom h 
befite far mere then ooraelves. It ia true that It 
hu long bun in our power to commue. * new 
denomination, but it la not true that it haa ever 
been contemplated by ns or our friends. We 
de.ire ae much ae poeeible to work with the «list­
ing agencies, and when we commence new owe 
our friends must believe that It la with no idu 
of organising a freak community.

which, of ell others, moat e»«Uy led to fanaticism ; 
but he was never carried away by enthusiastic 
zeal, never indulged in ssuavegeqt language, 
never hurried to support cure me measures, wm 
never controlled by eudd.o impulses. Daring 
the progress of the election at wbitb be wm 
cboMB President, be expreeud no opinion thet 
went beyond the Jefferson proviso of 1784. Like 
Jefferson and Lafayette, he had faith in the in­
tuition# of the people, and read thou intuitions 
with rare sagacity. He knew hew to bide hie 
time and wm leu apt to be in advance of public 
opinion than to lag behind. He never «ought to 
electrify the public by taking an advanced posi­
tion vaitra a banner of opinion ; but rather studied 
to move forward compactly, exposing ro detach­
ment in front or tear ; eo that the course of hie 
administration might have been explained ae the 
calculating policy of a shrewd and watchful poli­
tician, had there not been behind it a fixedness 
of principle which from the first determined bis 
purpote and grew more intenu with every year, 
consuming his life by its energy. Yet his sen­
sibilities were not sente, he had no vividness cf 
imagination to picture to hie mind the honore 
of the battle-field or the sufferings in hospitals ; 
his conscience wu more tender than hie feelings.

Lincoln wae one of the moet unassuming of 
men. In time of success he gave credit for it to 
those whom he employed, to the people, and to 
the providence of God. He did not know what 
ostentation was ; when he becem# President, he 
wae rather saddened than elated, and his con­
duct and manner» showed more than ever his 
belief that all men are born equal. He wu no 
respecter of persons ; and neither rank, nor re­
putation, nor urvices overawed him. In judg­
ing of character he failed in discrimination, and 
his appointment» were sometimes bad ; but he 
readily deferred to publie opinion, and in 
appointing the head of the armies be followed tire 
manifest preference of Congres*.

Truth he would receive from any one ; but 
when impressed by other», he did not use their 
opinions till by reflection he had made them 
thoroughly his own.

It was the nature of Lincoln to forgive.— 
When hostilitiee ceased, be who had always sent 
forth (be flag with every one of its atari in the 
field, waa eager to receive back hi* returning 
countrymen, and meditated " aome new an­
nouncement to the South.” The amendment of 
the Constitution abolishing slavery had his most 
earnest aud. unwearied support.

Character of Lincoln.
{From the Banerofft Oration.)

In his character, Lincoln wm through and 
through an American. He ia the first native of the 
region west of the Alleghenies to attain to the 
highest stetion ; and bow happy it is that the 
men who wm brought forward ae the natural 
outgrowth and first-fruits of that region should 
have bun of unblemished parity in privete life, 
and a good son, a kind, husband, a moat affec­
tionate father, and, as a man, so gentle to all. 
As to integrity, Douglas, his rival, uid of him, 
“ Lincoln is the honeetest man ever I knew."

The habits of hie mind were those of medita­
tion and inward thought, rather than of action. 
Ha excelled in logical statement, more than in 
executive ability. He reasoned clearly, his re­
flective judgment wm good, and hi* purpoua 
were fixed ; but, like the Hamlet of hie only poet, 
hie will wm tardy in action ; and for thia raooon, 
aad not from humility or tenderness of footing, 
te sometimes deplcrad that the doty which de­
volved on him had not fallen to the lot of another. 
He wm skilful in analysis ; discerned with pre­
cision the «entrai idea on which a queation turn-

Notes in the South.
There ia hope for the young freedmanfbut the 

present generation will speedily pMi away un­
benefited, ia a whole, by the freedom which he 
mey in acme sense enjoy, but which be does not 
yet understand ; for in the expressive langusge 
of an old man whom I met at Augusts, “ Dia 
yer freedom come too late to do de ole man any 
good." They are singularly improvident ; nearly 
all, even the aged and infirm have left the plan­
tation» where they belong, becauu to atay there 
and work for “ old mins " would be too little 
change from the old condition of slavery. Thou­
sands crowd to the citiee, many of them to starve; 
want and exposure induce diuMe, and they are 
dying by hundred». You too them all aloag the 
line» of the railroad, and in the streets, huddled 
together over a few embers, the most squalid, 
ragged and dirty being! imaginable, and them 
poor creatures have no other home, yet they do 
not complain. I have frequently Mked such, 
“ Would you not like to go back to old mMter 
and have him take care of you ?1 “ No, eab, I 
kin take care of myulf." Have you had any­
thing to^at to-day P “ No, aah, reckon I get 
something fore long ; " and ao patiently waiting 
for the food, which no raven bring» to him, many 
a poor old negro hM lain down to die, aad they 
have buried him out of eight

An affecting atory wm told me by an old gen­
tleman whom I met in North Carolina. Said he, 
“ When the war cloud I had forty negroci ; 
some of them lived with me thirty yeera or more. 
I never «truck one, or sold one, and they bad al­
ways lived m well ea I did, and now the two 
■armies have taken everything I had, even to the 
lut bag of corn and the lut pound of meat 
told my people they were fru, but if they would 
•t»7—though I had nothing but land—I would 
•bare it with them. They hesitated, but finally 
concluded to go. I did not care much about the 
moat of them, but to see our old nuru hobble 
awey almost broke my heart ; and there 
another, my men Tom, the moet faithful servant 
I ever ut, and the first one I ever owned, 
begged him to stay. The road tune through my 
farm, and I told him be might teke all that lay 
on one aide if he would only atey, but be with 
all the others bad got the idea that the govern­
ment wm going to give them both lands end 
money, ao he went, taking bia wife and their 
nine children. I could not have frit worse to 
seo my own children go away, and I told them to 
come home ii they ever got into the trouble 
but I heard nothing of them for uveral months’ 
•ben one day Tom and hi. wife and four cbQ- 
dran came back completely worn out ; five chil­
dren bad died from eaall-pox, and the others 
were still suffering from the effects of the earns 
disease. Tom Mya be will never go away any 
more, and I hope he won’t. My old nuru did 
not go far, and I have been after her several 
time» to get her home, but abe won’t come, be- 
cauM she think* to live on the old place won’t 
be freedom. But ehe «hall never euffer want M 
long m I live." The old patriarch wept as be 
told me the story, and I felt that here at ltMt ia 
one man whodeurvea my sympathy and reapeet 
even though be hM held hia fellow man in bon- 
dage. v

There i. probably in all the civilized world no 
poorer people than are then of the late Confe­
deracy. You at the North can hardly eoneeive 
how fully they gave up everything for the ~-tf 
With or without the consent of the people, everv. 
thing which could be used by the Confederate 
army, passed into ite poiieesion—horses, mulee, 
provisions, and clothing. The army wasted 
blanket», and the people gave Hum, raMraing . 
arngl, pa., for each bed. Thia wm rut eoomrh, 
and the carpets were cut up for the aame pete 
and in many a fine mansion those carpets

but more truly than she, the former occupant 
hM “ nothing to wear." And for many families 
tbs prospect for » greatly improved state of ef- 
fairsjt-fer from flattering. They have now no 
property but tbeir land, and much of the land 
which 1 saw is very poor. I wee told thet In 
South Carolina the average yield of com Is loss 
than eight bushels to the acre.

Then then people hare not the energy of the 
North. They confess it, saying thet to take hold 
of work with their own hands is out of the quel- ' 
lion. “ You tell us logo to work,” said a mer­
chant, whom I met in Georgia, " but what csn 
we do ? We know no trades, and if we did, who 
ie there to employ us ? You tell our women to 
make shirts for a living, but what is the use of 
that in a country where half the people don’t 
wear shirt» ? " Yet in lime then people will 
come out of the bewilderment and despondency 
incident to the new order of things, and in ten 
yean, with free labor and equal justice to the 
two races, which in the South are absolutely de­
pendent upon eaçh other, they will be richer in 
real wealth than eifer before.

The peoplé who suffer the leMt from the re­
bellion are the poor whites, always poor and 
shiftless they managed to live, and they do so 
now. They raise a few potatoes and bogs, « 
little corn, cotton and turpentine, with which to 
buy whisky and the few other thinge which they 
want. Every morning you may see them coming 
into the cities with a two wheel cart drawn by a 
mule, barneeied with ropes. The man ridee on 
the mule while his wife site in the carl. Her 
pinched face ie the color of clay, and his looks 
like a baked potatu. They may have come thirty 
or forty miles, end have brought produce to 
the «mount of from one to five dollars. This 
dispoud of, they take a walk through the 
struts, never side by aide, but the woman 
following the man at the distance of a few feet. 
He weere a slouched bet palled down over his 
eyes, hu i cley pipe in his mouth, and his hands 
are ioveriably thrust into his pockets. He msy 
be barefoot, or if he wears shoes they are never 
tied up, eo he acquiree the habit of walking very 
clou to the ground to keep his shoes from fall­
ing off. The woman ie tall, squalid, hoopleas, 
and probably hopeless. They are both very ig- 
norant.and the chances are they do not know the 
name of the town they dive in, or the day of the 
week. Ask them what time it ia and they wi j 
tell you, “ sun up thru hours," but in aome dis­
tricts any questioning would be as uuleu as to 
question a digger Indian, for the dialect in use 
ie unintelligible. In pusing some of their firms 
I have Seen a mule and a cow hernessod to the 
miurable plough which vu held by what I sup- 
posed to be a woman. I ought to uy that while 
the man findi comfort in hie pipe and whiskey, 
the woman finds fair’s in whiskey and dipping 
snuff. For the benefit of my fair readers I will 
explain this process : The woman la provided 
with a «tick, six or eight inches long, the end of 
which she chews until it becomes soft. This she 
frequently dips into her box which is filled with 
a cosrse yellow snuff, inserts it in her mouth, 
and extracts the juiee with apparently great re­
lish. 1 hive uen otherwise reepectable looking 
females sitting in stores and other public place», 
leisurely dipping and chewing by the hour toge­
ther. I am enured that thie filthy habit ia by 
no means confined to the poor whites, but ie in­
dulged in by femalu of all cluu», both white 
and black.—Zion’t Herald Cor. -

Proofs and. Claims of the Bible.
Those who were present at the closing Lec­

ture of the Course before the Young Mena 
Christian Association of this city, on Tuesday 
evening of last week, speak of it in highest 
tarins. The lecturer was the Rev. K. Sedgewiek 
—his theme, a familiar one—The Bible, its 
Proofs and Claims. The reverend gentleman 
has occupied for years, a high place in the eati- 
mation of the Christian public of this communi­
ty, oa account of his former efforts on the plst- 
Ana of the Association ; and bis popularity, we 
am happy to know, has not in tha least suffered 
*7 tia last lecture. Thowgh the «object war 
not attractive by its novelty ; yet ita importance 

•» worthy of aU the interest with 
which the talent of the lecturer coaid invert at,

just as we may have satisfactory evidence of the 
genuineness and authenticity of a letter from 
an earthly parent, so wc have well-established 
proofs of the claims ol the Bible as the Word 
of our Father in heaven.

Upon this little narrative the speaker founded 
his invaluable lecture, presenting the inspiration 
of the Holy Scriptures and the internal evidences 
of their nuthoritv, in n form captivnting by its 
simplicity, and furnishing thereby a powerful 
antidote to the unblushing scepticism of the age, 
He urged upon all classes the regular and care­
ful study ot the Bible. He reminded clerics, 
and especially his younger ministerial brethren, 
of the necessity, in order to their success, of a 
thorough foundation being laid in an intimate 
acquaintance with God's Book—that they should 
commit much of it to memory, and as far as pos­
sible possess a knowledge of it in the original. 
He addressed some good counsel to legislators ; 
also to Educationists on the importance of giving 
the Bible the first place in our Colleges and 
common schools ; and gave it as his opinion that 
boys and girls who are taught in school to read 
the Scriptures, are, generally speaking, better 
readers and thinkers betterthan others. Upon pa­
rents, and particularly upon mothers, he pressed 
the duty of reading the Holy Book to the little 
ones, and made a beautiful allusion to our 
widowed Queen as a mother, and to her habit 
of instructing her household from the Scriptures. 
To the young people a highly appropriate charge 
was given. He reminded them that the Word 
ol God was a principal weapon with which to 
meet the common foe. There were differences 
in many respects between ancient and modern 
warfare. Oar military men use not the helmet, 
the breastplate, the shield. But the defensive 
weapon, the sword, belonged to modern as well 
as to ancient times. So wc especially need to 
wield the Sword of the Spirit, which is the 
Word of God, and by this shall we be able sue 
cessfully to meet “ the polished artifice of Bishop 
Colenzo, as well as the rough clumsy hackings 
of Dr. Norman McLeod." We cannot bat hope 
that the seasonable and wholesome instruction 
of this Lecture will be cherished in remem­
brance by those who heard it, and that our 
young people will thereby have the foundations 
of their faith strengthened oeyond all possibility 
of ever being shaken, and be led to prize great­
ly the Holy Scriptures, which arc able to make 
them wise unto salvation.

penditure necessary for the education of these 
children, when they arrive at years to require 
it. Besides, most of our ministers are largely 
deficient in their income each year, and this de­
ficiency, we regret to say, falls back, exclusive­
ly, upon their personal allowances 
" gad. The claim of a certain amount for edu­

cational purposes, for each child, during certain 
years of its life, is therefore one of simple jus­
tice. Being part of the accessary expenditure 
of those who give up business of a worldly na­
ture, to devote themselves unreservedly to the 
duties of the Christian Ministry, it certainly 
forms as legitimate a charge upon the resources 
of the Church, as the expense of board, or fuel, 
or light. Instead, however, of bringing the 
charge directly upon the Circuit, where those 
children are, which might prove a very unequal 
distribution of the burden, it is referred, in each 
case, to the Committee of the above Fund ; and 
what they are able to pay is equally divided 
among the authorized claimants.

3d. This Fund is supported in two ways : 
first, by a compulsory subscription annually of 
from two to four dollars from each Minister in 
full connection ; and secondly, by an annual 
collection made in all our congregations. The 
congregational collections have hitherto been 
exceedingly small ; and as the Fund has been 
disbursed this year for the first time, the whole 
amount to be disposed of, has been found to be 
quite inadequate for the purpose which |jt con­
templates. Last year the sum obtained from 
the Circuits throughout the Conference for this 
Fund, amounted only to $312,17, which, if we 
take the number of our attendants on public 
worship a(Nlo more than double the number ol 
our mèmBership, will give but an average con­
tribution of one cent each ! No comment upon 
this fact is necessary. Ministers who can never 
derive any benefit from it, and most of them 
suffering large deficiencies in their income, con 
tribute two dallars each, and the people for 
whom they toil, and who are benefitted alike for 
time and for eternity by their self denying la 
boars, give at the rate of a cent a piece !

4th. We trust that the present year will ex 
hibit some very marked improvement in this 
matter. This, the Conference designs and ex- 
pects, as the following resolution declares—

“ Question XVI. What are the rcsolntions’&f 
Conference respecting the Educational Fund 
for Ministers Children ?

Answer 1. The Conference regrets to have 
to call the attention of our Ministers and Mem­
bers to the fact that the receipts on behalf of 
this Fund, as realized from the various Circuits 
of the Conference, are considerably less than 
those of last year ; and in view of the arranged 
disbursement of this Fund to several claimants 
this year, feels called upon to say, that the 
slender resources of this institution not only 
render it the imperative duty of our Ministers 
to diligently and zealously use their best en 
deavours to secure au augmentation of the 
amount raised in its behalf, but also call for the 
enlightened sympathy and generous aid ol the 
more affluent friends of Methodism in these 
Provinces.”

Trusting that when the appeal is made, a very 
liberal response will everywhere be given to it-

Our Educational Institutions.

In contemplating thexjiaractcr and the success 
of Methodism in the present day, there are some 
who compare it unfavourably with the past. 
They believe that there was more spirituality of 
mind, and more unity and directness of action 
among its membership formerly, than there is 
now, and that consequently its triumphs, in the 
conversion ol sinners, and in the diffusion of 
Christian purity and joy, were then more fre­
quent and more dintinguis! ,ed than they have 
lately been. Doubtless in > eriaia localities, this 
is the case. And it were will for every of us to 
see that we ourselves are clear in this matter. 
We Cannot do a better thing than, by a perfect 
consecration of all our own powers to the ser­
vice of Christ, become “ examples of the believ­
ers ia word, in conversation, in charity, in spirit, 
in faith, in purity.” But it is worth our while 
also to consider,whether any deterioration which 
exists, may not be largely attributable to a well 
meant, but ill advised opposition to the original 
principles of odr body ? The-curious spectacle 
too often presents itself of an ardent advocate 
for original Methodism, being one of its most 
formidable antagonists. Joux|WE8LEY"i!^zeal, 
his wisdom, and his large-hearted liberality are 
often held up to admiration, by those who 
steadily resist John Wesley’s plans. And 
such Methodists—always lamenting the degen­
eracy of the present times—are the hardest to 
bo won over either to a right perception of duty, 
or a cordial performance of it

Our Foreign Missionary work for a long time 
furnished an illustration of this fnct. , It was the 
natural outgrowth of revived religion at home. 
Providence opened up the way for it Grace, 
wrought in the heart by the Holy Spirit, and 
nurtured and regulated by the revealed will of 
God, led our fathers to seek, in order that they 
might save, the lost of heathen lands. Thus, 
associations were formed, meetings were held, 
money was raised, and holy men and women 
were sent forth to proclaim salvation to people 
of foreign countries, of strange language, of 
hideous aspect, and of savage manners. These 
Missions became a great success. On a review 
of them we wonder and adore. They have in- 
strumentally saved thousands of souls from the 
power of sin and from the brink of hell, and 
have raised them to a place among the blood 
washed throng in Paradise. They have saved 
the church at home, by keeping alive its fer­
vour and its faith. They constitute one of our 
strongholds of spiritual power at this day. Take 
them away, and our glory is departed. Yet no 
one thinks of boasting of any sagacity in their 
origin, or of any merit in their support. So 
obviously are their claims put before us in the 
Word of God, that our great surprise is, that 
the Church was so tardy in setting this work on 
loot, and that "it has been hitherto so niggardly 
in sustaining it. Such, however, were not al­
ways the views which even good men entertain­
ed respecting iL Some once regaided it with 
distrust, and others with senlixncnts of real hos­
tility. The holy Bramwell—than whom, per- 
kapa, no Methodist Minister was more zealous 
for, ot useful in the conversion of souls—all but 
lost bis way through despondency at the excite­
ment wLch was connected with thia movement. 
And even Henry Moore, the friend and bio­

life developed the sentiment, “ The world is my 
parish ?” Did not the rule by which he ordered 
his own course, and that of his coadjutors, run 
thus, “ Let us not only go to those who want us 
but to those who want us most ?" That blessed 
man of God was in fact as well as in time, before 
the great leaders in tbc 'Foreign Missionary 
cause which bears his name. Wc 1 may we be 
astonished at his foresight and earnestness in 
this particular, and no less so at the hesitancy 
with which his people comprehended his princi­
ples and the reluctance with which they carried 
them out.

But Mr. Wesley was not given to hobbies, 
and on other subjects besides this we find his 
feelings and practices far in advance of his times. 
This is true of Education. His experience^and 
observation on this subject were very extensive, 
He knew how to value a thorough and a liber­
al course ol instruction. Gratefully did be 
acknowledge bis own obligations for those years 
of hard study, which he passed through at the 
University of Oxford. Of still greater impor­
tance, however, did he esteem the influence of 
religion in relation to every stage of intellectual 
training. The name and the form ol godliness 
he found at Oxford, but not the power. Most 
assiduously therefore did he labour to put this 
matter on a proper footing throughout bis socie­
ties. It is interesting to note his educational 
efforts, throughout his public life. Under date 
31 Jan., 1737, wc have an account of his care 
for the young of his fleck at Savannah, who were 
catechised daily by their school teacher, and on 
Saturdays and Sabbaths by himself. At Kings- 
wood, in the year 1739—the very year in which 
he dates the commencement of the United So­
cieties—he founded a school for the children of 
the neglected colliers, of which we have an ac­
count in his journal of 27(h Nov. The reading 
'of Milton's “ Treatise on Education,” and Law’s 
“ Serious call to a devout life.” which fell into 
his hands about 1740, ltd him to consider the 
subject still more attentively. In Holland and 
Germany he prosecuted his enquiries respecting 
it, and in 1746 he published “ Lessons for Chil­
dren,” and afterwards, in the same year, “ In­
structions for Children.” The former embrace 
a selection of “ the plainest and most useful por-

An appeal for their eympithy, their prayers 
or their contributions on behalf of the Ministry, 
the Sabbath School, the Bible Society," or the 
Missionary cause, will find its way to tbeir hearts, 
but one on behelf of *n Institution for the thor­
ough and Christian training o/young men,can find 
no te:e«s there. It never has eccured to them,and 
they cannot be brought to believc.that the Church 
of Uhriat has anything to do in the matter. Some 
even who h!|ve a good share of worldly poteeli­
ions, and who are by mean» destitute of natural 
affection, still nut the education of their children 
at a very low estimate. They can treasure up 
their weahh for the future gratification of their 
posterity, but tbey cannot afford them any such 
instruction, as will either enablo them to use it 
well, or to enjoy iti real advantage:. Thia pol­
icy may justly be characterized as pound-foolish, 
and it bas not even the recommendation of be 
ing penny-wiee. Suoh parents soar the wind, 
and it ia not surprising if they reap the whirl­
wind. Others ag tin, are Solicitous for the im­
provement of their own children, but with tbeir 
proficiency, all sense of responsibility is dismiss­
ed. They leave their neighbours to care for 
-themselves, whether they are able lo do so or 
not Their course then is not dictated by true 
Christian principle, but rather by close, bard, 
e Id selfishness. But not unfreq ientiy, a still 
more lamentable departure from the right way 
is observable. When it has been determined to 
give a superior education to the youth of 
household, a purely secular Academy or|College 
is chosen in preference to a religious one | or 
if the letter, then the selection is made cf an In­
stitution belonging to some ether denomination. 
Nay, even an ostentatious teacher may talk 
over patronage to himself, which our Church has 
a Christian right to enjoy j and for the equivo­
cal advantages thus to be obtained, the parent 
i) content freely to lavish out an expenditure 
far in excess of what our Denominational Insti­
tutions require. A man may indeed do with hie 
own as he pleases ; but ia it becoming, is it right 
for a Cbrietian to put the sou la of his offspring 
in peril, by entrusting them to an irreligious 
tutor, or even to one who though free from re­
proach cannot be held responsible for a Chris­
tian training, while the Church itself provides

THE OBLIGATION IN ITS APPLICATION TO THI 
SUPPORT OF THE CHRISTIAN MINISTRY. 

Assuming that an individual bat solemnly 
covenanted with God to consecrate to Hie ser­
vice a certain portion of hie income, the ques­
tion then remaine, how shall it be appropriated t 
The claims upon Christian benevolence are very 
numerous, and may be classified •• follows : the 
Church and the Poor. The latter elate, certain- 
ly, should share largely in the sympathies and 
activities of benevolent, Christian hearts. « He 
that hath pity upon the poor lendeth unto the 
Lord, and that which he hath given will he pay 
him again.” “But whoeo hath thia world’» 
good, and eeeth hi* brother have need, and ehut- 
teth up bit bowels of compassion from him, how 
dwelleth the love of God in him#” Benevolent 
Societies, in the alleviation of human misery, 
accomplish a vast amount of good, bu( they la­
bor under some disadvantages. Giving by proxy 
is better than not to give at all ; but it robe the 
donor at well as the recipient of the high advan­
tage of a personal interview, in which mutual 
sympathies pin be interchanged, and prayer of­
fered for the Divine blessing. He who goes in 
person to the chamber of tbe poor, the tick, or 
the dying, end administers relief, accompanied 
by prayer to God, will confer and receive far 
more benefits than he who gives to a benevolent 
society. »

Our design i» to dwell, especially, upon the 
benevolent entetprises of the Church ; and these 
are very numerous, there are the building of 
churches and psreoasges ; Connexions! Funds 
to be sustained ; contributions to Missions ; and 
the support of the Christian ministry. Without 
disparaging other demands upon Christian be­
nevolence, we are of opinion that tbe support 
of the Christian Ministry has a first claim upon 
the Christian Church. Important as are the 
erection of churches and parsonages, they are 
valueless without ministers to occupy them ; ur­
gent as are the claims of Mission», it ie the pow­
er of a living Ministry that excites in the people 
at home an interest in tbe spiritual destitution 
and misery of multiludes abroad. Never let it 
be forgotten that the Christian Ministry is a Di­
vine institution ; and upon ita faithful and pow­
erful exercise depend the harmonious and mo­

Canadian.—A Toronto, Canada, despatch of 
the 23rd, says that the excitement has quieted 
down there, though no relaxation is apparent tn 
tbe preparations for defence. There was almost a 
panic in Montreal over a report that 19,000 Fe 
nians were marching on Isle Aux Noix. A vol­
unteer, from Brockviile, has been sent to Mon­
treal for admitting himself to be a Fenian. Ac­
cording to Michael Murphv, the supposed Can­
adian Head Centre, 85,000 dollars of Feciaa^ 
bonds have been taken up in Canada. The citi­
zens of Ottawa are still so nervous that night
patrols and countersigns are in force. The left
wir.g of the Canadian Army on the St. Law­
rence border «till exhibit» great activity, and 
fresh troop» are constantly arriving.

Tbe military authorities say that if the Feni­
ans attempt to cross at Ogdensburg, they will 
fire on that city with the guns of Fort Welling 
at Prescott.

Nearly a million feet of contract timber 
awaiting shipment at Ottawa for the States.

One hundred and twenty young colored men 
of Toronto, Canada, have asked to be enrolled 
as volunteers for the defence of the Province 
against the Fenians.

Tbe Canadian papers say that the moat untir­
ing vigilance continues to be exercised by the 
civil and military authorities for the preservation 
of tbe peace of the country.

A few nights since five men of the Royal Ar­
tillery deserted from the garrison ol Kingston, 
C. Wi The Keics of that city, in referring to 
the circumstance, remarks :—

<• This desertion is the more to be regretted as 
it indicates that the army in Canada has been 
tampered with by Fenian emissaries, some of 
whom possibly may have assisted the men to de­
sert. The deserters are, it is stated, natives of 
Ireland, and where suspected of Fenian proclivt 
ties."

The Montreal Gazette, says
'«» We have information, which we consider 

quite authentic, that a governor of a neighbor­
ing New England State, among other important 
personages, has subscribed hjs fifty dollars to the 
Fenian fund—a fund for the encouragement of 
piracy and robbery.”

The Montreal Gazdit gives ths following as a 
correct statement of the military force now in 
Canada:

In the first place there are from 8,000 to 10,- 
000 regular troops of the British army in differ­
ent parts of the Province- In the next, there 
are 11,000 Canadian volunteers called out for 
frontier service. And it is to be remarked that 
these men turned out at 12 hours notice—an al­
acrity which waa never before exceeded, if equall­
ed, in any country i and this may be taken as a 
test of the feeling of the population. There are 
15,000 more volunteers fully armed and drilled, 
and provided with‘ammunition and accoutre­
ment», ready to turn out at one hour’s notice— 
the moment the Ministry gives tbe signal. Be­
yond theaa-still, there are 80,000 men of the ser­
vice of Militia balloted for, ready to be called 
out if the Government think it necessary,to sup­
port the volunteers ar.d the regulars, at a mo­
ment's notice. Again, it ir worthy of remark 
that the Government is overwhelmed with 
of service, daily, by men from all part* °' 
country, who even think themselves injured be­
cause their services are not accepted. But 'he 
Government have done what they think is suf­
ficient. As thowing the tempter of the country, 
however, the fact is of interest.

It contains a 
clause prohibiting ths holding of Fairs, markets, 
or public sales of cattle, until the first ol July, 
and after thi t date giving a discretionary power 
to the Privy Council to relax the regulations.

An entire Fenian Council, comprising a couple 
cf Head Centres, was arrested at one blow the 
other evening in the large rocm of a public- 
house in one of our back streets.

It 
is easy to fall into the habit, but it it a struggle 
for life to recover from it. (

It is only cider, or the pure juice of the grape, 
or elderberry wine, and it it only to be taken on 
specie) occasion», what hurt can it do ? Perhaps 
it may be of tittle or no injury j but it is the ha­
bit that destroys. If we drink once, why not 
again and then again ? Here is the danger. If 
wevare not always in the habit of refusing we 
are always exposed. We are always open to 
persuasion, unless we can and do, at once, de­
clare, “ I never use anything cf the kind.” This 
will eave us ; and our honest principle will ae- 
cure. respect for ua. How many thousand» have 
put off the robe of repentance and cannot put it 
on again. 1 know of to eight mère effecting 
or more terrible than that of an intemperate man 
try.rg in vain to conquer hie appetite.

I was called et midnight, in Boston, to pray 
in the family of one who was supposed to be 
dying.

All 
tbit was caused by drinking. They said he was 
a good ion, a good husband, and a good father 
to hie little children, except when he had been 
drinking. He would try to leave off the dread­
ful habit, but his desires for intoxicating drink 
had become eo strong, that when he saw them 
or breathed their odor, or was asked by hie bad 
companions to drink, he could not resist. It was 
a terrible night and a frightful acene.

I once took the vial, containing poison, that 
a young man had juat purchased, out of his 
hand, aa he had taken a sheet of paper and a pen 
with ink to write hie last letter home ; had bid­
den hie friends in a hotel good-bye, and waa 
going up into hie room to take hie own life. He 
was crexed from the effect of the liquor he had 
taken, and would have rushed into eternity un­
prepared, if he had not been hindered and con­
fined until the effect of his drinking had pasted 
away.

Dear little readers, never for a moment ley 
aside the pure germent of temperance ; and let 
me entreat the girls that read this never to 
offer the wine-cup to a young man, or encourage 
him in the use of any form of intoxicating 
drinks.

Which Side are you on !
Of the great Temperance Reform we mean. 
On the side of temperance to be sure. You 

don’t suppose that I would favor intemperance 
in any form ? I regard drunkenness as a very 
great evil, and there is quite too much of it in 
dur land, and, really, I am afraid it it on the in- 
crease.”

Bat how are we to know that yon are on the 
side of temperance ? How ere you to know it ? 
Don’t I belong to the Church, and usually attend 
service on the Sabbath ? I pay for there privi­
leges, that ie, I pay my pew rent, at least, dur­
ing the year.,

We auppose, then, that you claim to be a 
Christian, but belonging! to the Church don’t 
prove that you are. We gather the evidence of 
this fact from your real for ChriaL We are to 
judge of this matter by your faithfulneee in the 
discharge of religious duty.

Your belonging to the Church ia not the proof 
that you are on the Lord’s aide, it don't prove 
even that you are on the aide. of temperance.

The Bible saye something about knowing men 
by their fruits, and adopting thia rule, we aak 
again, how are we to know that you are on the 
tide of temperance ? What are you doing for 
the cause? Do you belong to a temperance 
society ?” I once belonged to one ; I wae quite 
an active member." But bow is it now ?

Ia your name enrolled any where aa a proteat 
againat the rapidity increasing drinking habits 
of our people? Have you attended a temper­
ance meeting twice within a year ?

My dear brother, I am afraid that you are 
counted with the enemy ; at least you are no 
way relia ting hia encroachments ; and because 
not relisted be ie occupying the whole land.

Intemperance ie invading all ranks. The 
high and the low, the rich and the poor are be­
ing drawn into thia fearful vortex. ,It ia wind­
ing its way along by many a serpentine and 
subterraneous passage into the very Church of 
God and entwining its roots around ite altar*. 
Ia silencing the anathemas of the pul) it, and il­
luming a new vigor of growth and kind of eanc- 
tity by this connection.

And yet, my brother, the Church ia full of 
oat inch temperance member» aa yon are. They 
do nothing. They are of the non-reeiatance 
school, and stand qaietly by and wo this noble 
cane* put to death, and make no effort» to pre­
vent It. Tbw* very presence helps to «mother it, 
and folk the eeapidone of three who would 
otherwise ere the danger, and remit it. This 
heartless policy of he friends is actually strang­
ling the cause to death, and we are loosing all 
that previous yean of hard toil have gained ui.

Friends did I say? there are its dangerous 
enemies—most dangerous because they give in­
tempérance all the protection it asks, offer for it 
all the apology it can have ; they let it alone, and 
are counted aa ite friends.

If you don’t resist the devil, you will keep hia 
mpany. To remain silent in the presence of 

evil ia to encourage it.
Long ago was it said “ be that is not for me is 

againat me, and he that gathereth not with me 
acathereth abroad."

Your inaction becomes a positive evil, and ad- 
vancea the wrong side. If you do not choose to 
put yourself upon the right tide, you are put 
upon the wrong aide without your choosing. If 
you fail to oppose an evil practice you become 
its advocate.

It ie this advocacy of drunkenness which ia, 
now increasing this vice with inch astounding 
rapidity—a rapidity almost beyond computation. 
A few yean ago it Waa ee limited that there 
were five hundred thousand drunkards in the 
United States, and that of there fifty thousand 
died annually. There are now more than a mil­
lion drunkard» in the United States, and of 
there more than one hundred thousand will die 
within twelve month». Drunkenness ia increas­
ing twice as rapidly aa^he ratio of out populati­
on. It is out-itripping the accessions to tba 
church ae ten to one—ia spreading among the 
people with greater rapidity than any sentiment 
or principle, or thought, aad all thia mainly for 
want of opposition, because it is left alone.

Because of a creeping, cringing palsy, which 
affecla ao many of our church members, aad 
which has weakened the holy cauik of temper­
ance in every limb. If indeed you ere on the 
•id* of temperance, get out of the rank» of the 
enemy. Organise resistance if you ere not in 
favor of his poieereing the land, for if not re. 
listed, thia evil will most assuredly spread 
through the land, and draw into the sea of die- 
sipation our whole population. Nor will it be 
long until this it effected, at the present ratio of 
inert aw.
