That no lands or'other crown reserve arising from lands within the pro-
vince of Upper Cavada, be hereafter disposed of or granted, except up-
on the following conditions :— \

By actual sale, or,'in casesof poor settlers, by grants subject to Quit
‘tents in the manner hereafter directed. L

That you do from time to-time, and at least once in every year, sub-
mit to the Governor or officer administering the government, a report of

You will
also state in the notices of the couditions of the sale, that the purchase
money is to be paid by four instalients, witbout interest, the first instal-
ment at the tineof the sale, and the second, third, and fourth instalments
at the intervals of a year. :

That if the instalments are not regularly paid, the deposit will be for-
feited. and theland again referred to sale, )

I case purchasers of land at any sale, not exceeding 200 acres, being
unable to advance the purchase money by instalments as proposed, you
may permit the purchiaser to occupy the sameupon a Quit Rent, equal to
five per cent upon the amount of the purchase money, one year’s Quit
Rent to be paid at the time of saie in advance, and to be paid annu-
ally in advanee afterwards ; upon the failure of regular payment, the lands

“Mr. Attorney General Robinson had an opportu-
nity given him of offering his represeutation of the transaction in which
he “was personally concerned  The answer from him is general and very
unsatisfactory, criminuting indeed the evidence of Mr. Robert Baldwin,
without however particularising any mistake, or supplying any other
statement, pretended to be more correct.

" ANSWER. By the Statute 34 Edward 3d cap. 1 Justices are empow-
ered o take of all chem that be not of good fame, where they shall be
found, sufficient suretyand mainprize of their good. bchnkur, towards
the King and his people, &e.” Itisholden that under this Statute, a man
may be bound to his good behaviour. for speaking words of contempt of
an iuferior magistrate, as a Justice of the Peace, or Mayor of a Town ;
or for words that either directly. tend to a breach' of the peace, orto scan-
dalize the government, by abusing those who are entrusted by it with the
administration of Justice ; and this without any trial pending, in the same
manuer as sureties for keeping the peace jare required. There are many
other words that would justify a justice-in binding a man over to his good
behaviour under this Statute, which it wou!d be useless to pamcu«mze.
After Indictment found for libel, there is an absolute necessity for re-
quiring Bail; and in'that case there is a greater necessity than before - in-
dictment, for requiring also that the party agamst whom the Indictment is
found, shall be bound to his good behaviour, if the libel be such as would
Justxfy such a course in the first instance. In case of refusal to give
sureties for his good behaviour, the justices, where no triel is pendiug,
and the court, where a Bill of indictment is found, are of course bound to
imprison the person complained of, otherwise the pr avisions of the law
would be nurratolv

General » [ think all publications of this kind have the eflect to create
ill blood in society, and therefore manifestly tend to a breach of the pub-
lic peace, which is always regarded of the greatest importance by all civ-
ilized governments.  Sueh publications also have a direct <nd undoubted
tendency to impede the due administration of public justice,by generating a
bad fecling aud injurious prejudice in the public mind, & more particularly
in the minds of the jurors who are summoned for the trial of causes. This
libel, in my opinion, was intended to obstruct the administration of - jus-
tice, hecause it was printed and published during the sitting of the court,
and just hefore the defendant was tried for printing and publishing an
alleced libel on Sir Peregrine Maitland, then the Licutenant Gover-
norof the provin~e.  Ary person who writes and publishes fair and can-
did opinions on the system of government and constitution of the country,
or points out what he honestly conceives to be grievances, and in a pro-
per and decent manner, proposes legal means for the redress of such
grievances; o~ if any person in his publications enters into . a.just and
useful eriticism of the productionsof others, and shews the public their
errors and. absurdities ; or if any.cone in‘a decent and proper, manner ex-
poses the errors & wrong opinions of publicmen; o if, he exhibits the evil
tendency & unconstitutional bedring of pnblic.measures, such person, in
my opinion, deservesiencouragement.. If such publisher,"however, steps

This opinion.is grounded on the assertion, that the duty wonld
eventuslly full on the consumers of goods transported in the vessels pay-
ing the duty, and the owners of produce sent to Lower Canada —and that
besides ‘his charge, the merchant would exact a profit-on the money ad-
vanced to defray the additional expens: incu red in the transportation of
his goods —a more weighty reason than these, is, that all augmentations
of the existing charges on transpo-tation, would tend to divert trade from
the River Saint Lawrence to the Hudson, to the prejudice of the navi-
gation of the Upper province and of the markets of the Lower provinee.
It has, however, been the uniform practice in England to support Light
Houses by means of duties specially levied on the vessels for the benefit
of which they were erected - dnd the same ‘practice has been adopted in .
this provinee.  Onc of the first objects of enquiry whch engaged us,
was the re-imbursement with interest of the money expended on the light
house. Aswe are directed to take into our calculations ‘the rat: of ton-
nage duty to be levied on vessels. we would remark, that according to
the impressions we entertain, such re-imbursement ought’ not.to be in-
sisted on, ' o

By a statute passed in the year 1803 (43d. Geo. 3d. Chap. 2,) it was
provided that a light house should be erected on” the south western most
point of Isle Foret, commonly, callzd Simcoe !sland, and that in order to
deflray the cost of its erection and repairs, a duty of three pence per ton on
all vessels, ho1ts &e. of ten tons and upwards, should be paid by 'masters
of such vessels, at the first portat which they might arrive after passing
Isle Foret. This!aw remained in force and was acted on- (althouzh no
light house was ever built on Isle Foret) until the vear 1818 when by the
59th. Geo. 3d Chap. 1 it was declared that it “whs inexpedient that such
tounage and light house duty should thenceforth be enforced and ‘collec-
ted -at any port where'there was no tight house " erected 3 and “the duty
was ronsequently nolonger exacted on vessels passing Isle Foret.  Ae-
cording to a return obtained {rom the office of His Mujesty’s luspector’
General, it appears that the tonnage dutics collected under the law of 1803
for the construction of the intended light house on Isle Feret at the ports
of Johnstown, Brockville, Gananoque and Kingston, within the period
embraced by the statute, 1, e. from 1803to 1816 aniounted to the sum of
ninchundred and ninetytwo pounds sixteen shillings and one perny half
penny which, with interest, would form an amount exceeding at” the pre-
sent day, nincteen hundred pounds, or more by two hundred pounis,
than is required to complete the constructions at the false ducks Island.
Now as this sun was levied on the shipping for the special purpose of e~
recting a light house at the lower end of the lake, it appears nothing more
than reuasonable that the money so levied should be applied as: originally
intended ; and under the impression that the Legislature regarding the
matter in the same light that we do, will not require the -ship owners
twice to contribute the money necessary for the object in view, we leave
thi- item out of our calculations.

seasoi, amounting to upwards of £1,000, have been lost to the country.

The Burlington Bay Canal at present gives a safe winter hatbour
to eight merchant vessels, and the commissioners consider themselves
warranted in assuming, that in eight years hence, it will give employment
and protection to five | umes that number, yielding an mcrcnse of rev-
enue quite proportionate.

Lu consequence of the stozie coming in so very rapidly, the commis-

Dredge, baving a depth of water averaging 12 fect throughout, I then
began repairing the South Pier which was in a very shattered state,—1
carried it out 800 feet upon the foundation laid down by Mr. Hall—200
fect of it had been washed away six feet below the surface of the water,

. and the other 600 feet } took down principally to the water level, which

I have tied with timber of one foot square, fastened with two inch. tree-
nails, 22 inches long, and every five fect tied. The whole, 800 feet, is
perfectly filled with heavy stone. 700 feet of this Pier, I have decked
over withtwo and th - -: inch plank, placing the plank lengthwise, cross- -
ing the top ties, and spiked with 7 inch spikes- with heavy oak gun-
wales on both sides on the top of the ties, secured with treenails and

iron bolts, 22 and 18 inches long—and with the view of protecting. the

foundation of this Pier, [ have thrown over on the South side of it, about
40 cords of large stone brought from the islands below Kingston, which
I think will add much to the security of the work, by giving the
ground swell an easier ascent upon the Pier.

About the 1st of September, [ commenced upon: the North Pler,
which I have repaired from one end to the other, measuring 700 feet,
putting in additional tiesin the lower timbers, treenailing the whole with
two inch treenails 22 inches long. This Pier is perfectly filled with
stone and decked over with 3 inch plank well spiked down, secured on
the top in the same manner as the South Pier, with heavy ring bolts
drove on the outer side, for the convenience of vessels fastening to. I

by the commissioners for the purpose of putting the dredging muchine
in operation, had it been in their power :

After the proofs adduced by the Secretary Mr. Kerr in the course of
the investigation, the decision appears most extraordinary. It has been
mentioned to the commis<ioners, (although not by the arbntrators) that a
further sumot £ 3,750, wili be reconumended by the arbitrators as remu-
neration due to (he contrnctor. whici: the commissioners suppose Mr.

I likewise sent, [after attending in this expection,] to M. Chewett,
one of the commxssnoncrs, residing at Hamilton, to request of him, that
heas a commxssnonnr, would inform me of the views and intentions of
the commissioners'in not complying with the condition of the award ; but

_ he refused any evplanatlon whatever. -

Before the second day of June,the said commissioners called upon me,
and received from me scows, timber and a ‘piling-engine, which they
claimed as belonging to them as commlssxoners, accordmg to the a\vard of
the arbitrators. _

After the said award was published. and became gcnerally known,
many persons to whom I am indebted, made application to me for what I
owed them ; and I, trusting that the commissioners would at last have
paid some regaxd to what was due from and . incumbent on them, promis-
ed my creditors, that after the said day, Ishould be ready to pay them the
sum awarded to me—and many did attend in the hope of being paid.

There is likewise a number of my lababourers and workhands still
remaining with me whom I'cannot send‘away until they be paid, and for

whom, now, I can no longer find any means of subsistence,

I am drained of all my resources ; and after this amount has been awar-
ded to me as my right, have not face enough to beg from my friends.

I have always c‘cpenenced from His Excellency and his Government
so much attention and kinduess in all the troubles and difficulties1” have
undergone in carrying on the execution of the canal at Burlington Bay,
that I am persuaded that ifany thing can be done by His Excellency
for my relief and essistance. it will be done.

Knowing thisto be so, Lhave to request you will have the kindness to
loy this letter with, the accompanying papers, before His Excellency the
Lieutenant Governor, and to begof him in my name, his' earliest atten-
tion to the same.  If relief do not come speedily to me from some quar-
ter, both [ and many of those who have been generous enough to aid and
assist me, must be ruined. :

The Select committee appointed to report on the expediency of pla-
cing a 109{ 04 the walls of the late Parliament House, and to ronsider the
resolutions of the lust session respectiva the accommodations for the Legis-
Yature, and also the message of Mis Excellency the leutenant Governor
on the sume subject ; most respectfully submit that the great necessity
which exists of improving some of the principal highways of the provinee &
the limited means at the disposal of the Iegislature, suggest the necessity of
the most rigid cconomy in the application of the monies intended forthe
construction of a parliament house, and the proprivty of recommending the
adoption of specdy measures to afford accommodation to the legislature.

In order to ascertain the pr -bable expense of fitting up the old par-
liament building, so as to afford ample convenience for both branches of
the legislature,” vour committee have ronsulted one of the principal
builders of this place, wha is of opinion, that the walls may be repaired ¢
and additional wings erected during the incoming season, at gn expense
not exceeding L 5,600,

Your committee are aware that a law evists anthorising the creetion
of a new building; aud that the sum of 7,000 has been appropristed
for that purpose; but whea the report of the comnmissioners requiring an
additional sum of nearly the same amount is taken into eonsideration, to-
gether with the magnitude of the public debt, your committce are con-
struined to acknowledge, that it may very fairly be questioned how
far, under the eircumstances alluded to, it would he proper to undertake
the work ona very extensive scale, the completion of which will inevi-
" tubly deprive the publicof important means fa: the repair of the rouds
aud other public frprovements.  Your commmittee further respectfully
beg leave to draw the notice of your house to the.opinion of the person
who examined the wulls and estimated the cost of putting them in
repair; which is that although the ruins in question may be repaired, and
additional wings put up at the expense stated, yet he considers thatnew
wal's may be built fora sum not exceeding the extra clarge of putting
the old ones in, a substantial condition.

REPORT.

The Select Committee appointed to enquire into the state of the Post Office
Department in Upper Canada, and to report their observations thereupon to the
House ; have examined the matters to them referred and agreed to the follow-
ing as their fiest report,

Your Committee began their investizations by examininag Mr. Howard, the
Post Master of York, whose testimony is important as shewing the method or
system on which the business of this important department 13 conducted in
the Canadas; the income of the Office at York ; and some of the canses why
th. communication with Eoglanid, by letter, is so uncertain and expensive.

{fae gtateinent made by the Post Master of Buffalo to the chairman, and by
him reported 1o your committee, contains the outline of a plan whereby
the deleys usuallv attendsnt upon a correspondence with Europe might be
greatly Iedgened and the expense of postage reduced.

v1r. Brouse in his evidene: adverted to the state of the great public thorough-
far-s of the colony, amd concurs with other witnesses, and with the Deputy
Post Muaster General, in representing the state of the reads as one of the
greatest ahairnctivng to a spredy communieation by post.

0. the information furnished by Mr. Cooke, who has for many years filled
the responsible situation of Post Master al Lewiston, as to the best means of
readrring the mail communications with Europe, and the United States, more
frequeat, certain and expeditious, the committee place great reliance.

Mr. Cooke's evidence does not corroborate the wpinion, expressed by Mr.
Ginttean, that the New York mails arrive as soon at Buffalo as at Rochester.

The letters addressed to the chairman of Your Committee by Messrs. Ham-
ilton aud Thorburn, with aceompanying docunienty, merita patient and careful
perwsal.  These Genileman have, fur many years, had the distribution and for-
warding of a great part of the corespondence which passed hetween Europe
and the United States and Upper Canada: their opinions, therefore, being
founded on experience, are entitled to great weight, In 1828 17.871 letters
passed 1hrongh the post offices of Queenstoon and Lewiston: while in 1821,
only 2,790 letters were forwarded through these offices; the increase, in
eight years, heing nearly in the ratio of six to one,

Your Committee are decidedly of opinion that the Provincial Legislature
ghould assume the munagement of the post office department within Upper
Canada, and they recommend the immediate passage of a law {or its regulation.
They entertain no doubt whatever hnt that His Majesty’s Government possess
ful. power and authority to appoint Post Masters and carriess for the delivery
and safe conduct of such correspondence as it may by them be thought neces-
sary to carry on with the constituted awhorities in this colony, but they cannot
admiz that any anthority other than the Provineial Legislature has the power
to ifr pose 4 tax npon the correspondence of the inhabhiants, or that any rate of
postage or post regalation of the Imperial Parliament ean have the force of
law in Upper Canada.  They hold all attempts that may be made, by the per-
sons deputed by Government 1o convey letters and collect postage, to fine or
otherwise punish the inhabitan's of this Province for senling their letters by
steam buoals, stages, travellers, or such other couveyance as wmay better suit
their conventence, to be unjust and illegal ¢ heeause the British Parliament has,
by a sulemn act, forever renourced the right of imposing taxes upon the colo-
ni~14, or of approp- jating theic revenues without the consent of their several
legrslatures, : .

The zreater part of the enactments hereinaflter proposed, are selected from
or inndifie:d by the statutes passed during the last century, in Great Britain and
the United States of America, {or regulating the conveyances by post in these
countries.  Other clauses are added, suitable in the opinion of Your Commit-
ter 1o the peculiar situation of this provinee.

0 1 sucha suhjectas the post offiee it is uttesly impaossible for Great Britain to
legislate to the satisfactva of a country 8 or 4,000 miles distaut, it wili there-
fure ok a wise palicy in her to trust jo the good sense of her colonists, and to
believe that they know better what post roads sught to he opened, and what
imp:ovements and alterations to be made than His Grace the Post Master
General; aud that the people will be far better pleased if allowed to manage
this portion of their internal affairs in their own way,

Your Committer are of opinion that the olonial Post Office, and even the
Department iv Upper Canada, taken by iteelf, as now organised, yieldsa hand-
suma revenue to Eugland, after paying expences ; bat that should the provioec
asswune the controut of the maily, agree to grant the franhing privileges hereiu-
after recommended to he allowed to certain public officers of this Provinee,

and alsn establish a nnmber of new post roads, a very small surplus income

will acertieto the public, if any. In such a case, huwever, the advautages to be
desived from the departinent would be increased four-sold. )

It must appear evident to your Honourable House that whatever laws may
be enacted for the regulsiion and gouvd guidance of this department, its efficacy
will nevertheless greatly depead on the manner in which these laws shall be
administered. I enforced by the exertions of an active ufficer at its head, a
man pussessed of sound judzment, energy and decising of character, Joined to
an accurate knowl dge o1 the tocalities of the Province, the improved system,
would confer gréatand manifold benefits on all classes of society.

It appears by the evidence of the Post.Master at York, that the mails, are
nut enly detained by bad ivads, but also_ made too vubservient to the convey-
ance of passengers.” That deputy Post Masters, in the country, receive the
miverable pittance of twenty per cent on their collections for letter postage,
and nothing at all for their troublein delivering newspapers, pamphlets, and
other printed sheets, sent by post to subseribers, Mr. Howard himself, through
whose hands, about £4,000 pustage value of letters and nevispzipefs pass an-
nually, and who, wilhi an assistant, has to give a eonstant attendance at the
office, receives annually £150 sterling, out of which he is required to pay that
assistant, and his office rent, fuel, candles and so forth, leaving to himself an
income nut exceedioy the ordinary wages of journeymen wmechanics.

The amonnt of monies reveived at the Yourk office for the last verr is stated
atabout £1500; and dedusting for ship letter pustage, United States postage,
and such Colonial Post charges us may be incurred by the domestic system, a

Jarge sum will nevertheless remain to be appropriated towards the expences of
conveying the mails after remunerating the incumbent.

It appears that for newspaper postage there is annually received at the
York office alone, from the proprietors of Journals £120; the payment of
which ought of right to he made by the persons receiving the papers, at the of-
fices where they take them out.

In the course of 2 late discussion in the Legislature of Lower Canada, it is
said to have heen alleged by 2 member, that all the newspaper postage of the
two provinces was inerely a perquisite of the Deputy Post Master General; but
of that officer’s receipts or expenditures your comniittee are ignoraut, nor are
they better scquainted with the extent of the powers granted to him by His
Grace the Post Master General.

Yuur Committee thick that printed papers ought not to go free through
tge post office ; aservice is performed and there. ought to be a compensatien
therefor.

It uppears there is now no law or usage regulating the advertising of dead
letters, or the rates to be charged for such advertisements.

Your Committee would in a particular manner direct the attention of Your
Honorable House to the mode of post'communication with Great Britain and
Ireland.—~It appears to them that the interests of the Empire would be pro-
moted in uo small degree were the British Parliament to pass an act greatly
reducing the rates of Ship pustage on all letters received from and sent to
these colonies, and allowing letters to he mailed 2t any place in the Provinces,
to any place in the Home domiuions, the postage being payable by the persons
to whom such letters may be addressed. The United States Government
has wisely ordered that no single letter, even if carried in the mail 1860 or
2,000 miles, shull be charged more than fifteen pence. Thus they contrive
to bring distant parts of their republic closer together by a goud mail establish-
ment and moderate charges.

is it then wise and politic in England to subject her subjects in the Colonies
to 7s. 64, 6s. 8d or 5s. for the conveyance of a single letter, via Halifax or
Quebec, between the Canadas and Great Britain and Ireland !=~nature has
placed the Atlantic as a barrier; would it not be well to lessen the cests and
difliculties in crossing it, even if the consequence should be a decrease in the
revenue ? ’ .

Where a bridge cannot he huilt it certainly is no sign of wisdom to author-
izea ferry-man to monopolize the thoroughfare, and make exhorbitant charges.

There is no manner of doubt on the minds of Your Committee but that
the mails to the eastand to the west might be despatched and received much
sommer under different management than they are at present. They are wid
to be defayed far too long at Kingetoo and York. An hour is quite suflicient,
even at these offices, and any lunger hindrance may ocessionally prove hurtful
to the interests of those whose correspondence is thereby detained.

Your Committre coincide in opinion with the Deputy Post Master Gen-
eral that the great roads of enmmunication are in a deplorable state; and in
order to proniote the ease and convenience, and the s-curity and comfort of
His Majesty’s subjects, and to facilitate and make certain the time of arrival of
the mails, they recommend that the sum of seven thousand pounds be annu-
ally laid out upon the great road between Sandwich and Prescott, in the most
economical and prudent manuer that can be devised, and that commissioners
be appointed by the House in the Acts granting the said suins.

Your Committee recommend the appointment of a Post Master General
for Upper Canada, with a competent salary. The details of the system they
think most saitabla for the Province in its present state, are.as follaws: -

1. Establishing post roads by law.

2. Autharising the Post Master General to establish post offices and appoint .
Post Masters as re may deem it expedient on said post roads. .

3. Directing said Post HMasters to transmit their accounts quarterly to the-
Post Master General.

4. Directing that all persons employed in a post office, or in the care, cus.
tody or conveyance of the mail, shall, previous to entering on the duties as-
signed to them, be sworn faitlifully to perform the same.

5. Making it the duty of the Fost Master General to require of all deputy
Post Masters, bonds for the faithful discharge of their duties. The sureties
to be prosecuted within two years after any defaulr. : .

6. Requiring the Post Master General to establish a mail route from the
nearest post oflice, on any established post road, to the court-house of any
district. which is now or may hereafter he established within this Province, and
ajso to the shire-town of any county which is without a mail.

7. Authorizing the Post Master General to contract with the proprictors of
steam-hoats for the conveyance of the mail in any steam-hoat, when he may
think it exprdient. provided that he does not pay more than two-pence for
each letter and a farthing for each newspaper. i

8. Authorizing the captains of all steam-bnats or packets to carry letters,
and to receive one penny per Intter for every letter delivered at any post office,
provided the boat is not under contract with the Post Master General. Sub-
Jecting the captains of steam-boats and packets to a penalty of £7 10 0 if
they do not, an their arrival, deliver at the post office, atthe port to which they
are hound, all letters and packets; subjecting every person employed on board
a steam-hoat to a penalty of £2 10 0 unless they shall deliver al! letters in
their possession to the master of such boat before they shall touch at any port.

9. Post roads not kept in repair to be reported to the Post Master General.

10. Any person obstructiag or retarding the mail or the driver or carrier,
horse, carriage &c. shall pay. afine of £25. and any ferryman who shall defay
:ih?ma;l. shall pay a fine of £2 10 for every ten minutes the mail shall be so

elayed. - T

11. Directing the Post Master General to advertise for contracts in such a
manner as the Legislature may deem most advisable, and making it the duty
of all Pest Masters to keep open the office every day during sach hours as the
Post Master General shall direct. And all letters hrought to any post office
(except the post offices of York and Kingston) half an hour before the depar-
tusce of the mail are to be forwarded therein. : ’

time he is sworn to attend faithfully and punctually to the duties of his office,
and is, himself, with two suretics in a penal bond, bound in a large sum for
the faithful discharge of the same. [ amn sure you will in a moment see that
some legislative enactment is required. . For instance the time allowed fora
muster, may be the hour of receiving and discharging the mail, but at all times
a Post Master or hiv assistant is obliged te give constant.attendance for the
receiving and delivering of letters. My wish is that a bill may ke got up for
the exemption of [Post Masters and one assistant to every office, from militia
duty, and also from being obliged to fill various other pelty offices that may
interfere with the duties of the post office.

The Lieutenant Governor transmits for the information of the House of
Assembly a copy of a letter from the Deputy Post Master General at Quebec,
respecting the state of the roads, ‘

SIR,~I have the honor to acknowledge ilie receipt of your letter of 27th

" November, informing me by direction of His Excellency Sir John Colborne,

that His Excellency had forwarded to His Majesty's Government a project for
making an alteration in the mode of conveying letters to the Province of Upper
Canada, and had suggested the necessity of appointing a Deputy Post Master
General for that Province to veside at York or Queenston. ' His Excellency
further desires my opinion as to the expediency of having a Deputy Post Mas-
ter General resident in Upper Canada, and also requests that I will anthorize
the Post Master at York to contract for the conveyunce of the mail between
York and Queenston daily, via Burlington' Beach, conformably to a scheme
suggested by the American Post Master {Mr. Cooke) at Lewiston, a copyof
whose letter on the subject to His Excellency, you have by His Excellency's
command sent me. R ’ o
- With regard to the arpeintment of a Deputy Post Master General o reside
in Upper Canada, 1 can see no  necessity whatever for it, as I hope to prove
mysell equal to a proper discharge of the duties with which I bave’ the honor
to be entrusted, as weli in Upper Ganada as in this Province. B

I beg to be permitted here to say, that independent of my long acquaintance
with these countries, and of the plan 1 formed of acquiring by travelling
through every route, an intimate knowledge of - the localities of every section ;
¥ possess the further advantage of having in many of my deputies, intelligent
zealous men, whose services at all times are at my command. s

As respects His Excellency’s requast that ‘1 should authorize a contract to

be entered into for carrying the mails daily between York and Queenston, ‘vig. -

Burlington Beach, I begto say, that it is beyond the limits of my 'authority to
do so without the previous sanction of His Grace the Post Master General,
even if | considered it necessary, which 1 certainly do not for - these reasons,

that it would invelve an expence which the Province cannot suppert, and it

would not be right nor consistent with the principles -hitherto acted upon hy
the General Post Office, to give that portion of the Province a daily mail, and
leave the important country between York and Moatreal, with a mail only
twice a week. B o L

To carry the mail from York to Queenston, via. Burlington Beach, would
certainly shorten the distance by several miles, probably from 18 to 15; but
in that case His Excellency will please to observe, that another line of Couriers

it is from the latter office, that the mails for the country west of Lake Ontario,
are made up, consequently it is a very important one.

[ have some time thought, and my recent visit to Upper Canada, has con-
firmed me in the helief, that it has now become expedient to have .u third mail
through the whale of the main Post Route, that is, from Montreal to Niagara
and along the Niagara Frontier: and previous to the receipt of your letter, |
tiad made the necessary enquiries relative to the expence, &e. of such an ar-
rangement, preparatary to applying to the House for authority to carry itinto
effect, which, if [ am permitted to do, there will be this advantage sccured;
that besides a communication once more in’ a weck, the mail will be carried
through from Montreal to Niagara, in six days instead of nine, which are at
present taken. o -

I have some aother alterations, relative to the Post communication in this
Province to submit for the consideration of My Lord the Post Master Genera),
which I hepe will tend to facicitate and improve the intercourse by mail: . -

I avail myself of this opportunity of submitting to His Excellency. the ne-
cessity of calling the attention of the Legisiature to the condition of the roads
and bridges on the Grand River Post Route between Montreal and Niagara.

His Excellency cannot fail to learn by enquiry, that a great proportion of
this route is in such a state, that there can be neither expedition nor safety - in
conveying the muails, until very essential improvements take place upon.it.
The worst parts lie between Prescott and Kingston, seventy miles; hetween
Kingston and York 172 miles: and between York and Ancaster 50 miles. . |
do not mean to say that these roads throughout the whole extent are bad;
hut there are portions ef them from 10 to 20 miles together ; which. at cer-
tain seasons of the year, are almost impracticable : so much so, that 1am as-
tonished how the Couriers get through, they have done so, however, up to
this time, because the contractors are respectable and wealthy men, who wonid
not shrink from the performance of their obligation; but I have reason to he-
lieve, that they are sustaining a very serious loss by their engagement,. and
that I shall experience great difficulty in forming a new contract when the pre.’
sent one expires, exeept the roads are placed in better condition. -~ .. |

-At this moment I am informed that the Couriers have lately. been- obliged
to swim their horses over sume of the Rivers on this route, (in corsequence
of the bridges being carried away) preserving the mails in the best way they
could, and en two vccasions within the last month, the mail bags, and their
contents have been so entirely saturated by falling into the rivers, that it was
necessary to dry and re-mail all the letters at the first office ‘they came to be-
fore they could besenton. ... . - .- o e e
. These are details with which I am sorry to trouble His Excelleney, but1
think it is necessury he should be made acquainted - with them; as' forming a
partof the difficulties with which the post office establishment in this country
has to contend, and as being closely connected : with the questions in dicus- .
sion; and I respectfully trost that His Excellency will effectually remedy this
very serious obstacle to the improvement of the post office duties in Upper
Canada. . P e Ty

flaving hiad the honor of heing appointed hy His Exeellency Sin Prnecnine
Mattraso, as arhitrator on the part of Upper Canada to meet an arbitrator
on the part of Lower Canada, for the purpnse of assigning ta each Province
its proportion of duties levied at the Port of Quebee upun goods wares and
Merchandize, during the next four years succeeding the first day of July 1828,
agreeably to the provisions of an act passed in the Imperial Parliamment in the
fourth year of the reizn of His present Majesty, entitled ¢ An act to regulate
the trade of the Provinces of Upper and Lower Canada, and for other pur-
poses relating to the said Provinces” and having been officially notified that
the Honorable John Richardsen had been commissioned by 1lis Exceflency
the Governor in Chief to perform the same service, | immediately placed my-
self in communication with the Honorable the Arhitrator for Lower Canada,
and by matual agreement a meeting tnok place at Montreal in October last.

The question which irat presented itself for consideration, was the appoint-
ment of a third arhitrator, which became more immediately necessary, as a
- great part of the period allowed by law for that purpose had already elapsed.
*" The Honorable'the Arbitrator for Lower Canada cancurred in opinion that
it was highly desirable and almost indispensable, to fix upon some person
wholly unconnected with either Province, and there would not have been uny
difficulty in coming to an agreement respecting the individuxl to be named,
but other circumstances induced the Arbitrators to pursue u different comse.

In the twentieth elanse of the before mentioned Aet it is provided. that in
case of a third Arbitrator being appointed by His Majesty, it shall be lawful
for the Governor in  Chief to fix the remuueration of sueh Arbitrator, but in
the event of an appointment by the two Arbitrators 3 the third has no cer-
tainty of receiving anything” for the perfornance of a very arduous and res-
ponsible duty. : ‘

There was every reason therefore to suppese that no person residing in the
neighhouring Provinces would give himself the tronble of repairing to VMon-
treal for the purpase of deciding an important question without remuneration,
there wasno one sufliciently disinterested that eould be selected at hand and
in the meantime while making a distant communication, the period adinitting
of a choice would have gone by and left na alternative, but an appeal to the
King's Guvernment,

Fhis delay it was highly desirable to avoid. and it was therefore determined
by previous discussion to ascertain whether the arbitrators did not agree in
opmmn. ! .

As the pergon appointed on the part of the Province elaiming certain dues,
I was culled upon to advanee sueh propositions as were supposed to aceord
with her claims. Tn so doing. | felt myself bound to assume the following hasis,

. That during the two last similar occasions the arbitrators however desirous
had in vain attempted to fix upon any standard wore satisfactery than po.
ulation. . :
P They had therefore retained it and formed their award therenpon.

That unfess the Hontrable the Architrator for Lower Canada contd now sub-
stitute some datum more definite, 1 should feel inyself called upon to adhere
to it, and cliim for Upper Canada an increased proportion of duiies according
to the ratis of comparative inerense of population. o

In reply, the Honourable the Arbitrator for Lower Canada said that he was
unahle to substitute any thing hetter, yet should most firmly protest aguinst
poepulation as an accarate or just basis. ‘ o

That there  were certuin articles bearing a high duty of which we did not
consume more than an eighth, and that these of which our consumption was
greatest hore only a small advalorem daty ; and that at ali events, he was not
furnished with any populution returns of Lower Canada.

I stated that the returns of Upper Canada gave an amount of ane hundred
and eighty nine thousand, but they were believed (o be erroneous, and that
two hundred thoasand would be more nearly the true number—that ander the
circumstanees, assuming that amouat from the Province froim which I was de-
puird, { should be willing to admit five hundred thousand as the probable
pupulmium of Lower Cunada. ' . ' C .
< The Honorable the Arhitrator for Lower Cunada said he could not Justify
to himsell, an assent to this propaosition, as he did not believe it wonld produce
a faie result, but considering that foar years had elapsed since be had dissented
from the last’ award, during which period our consumption must have in-
_erensed, be had afler much deliberation decided that he would accede to the
same proportion for the next four years, as we had received for the last like
period, whirh waa the utmost he could reconcile to his Jndgment.

. Between this proposition and the chance of an award from a third arbitratoe
to he appointed by [lis Majesty, 1 was ealled on to make my election.

It is perhaps not yet koown to Your Excellency that much of the differen-
ces which has hitherto ocenrred, has arisen from a helief on the part of the
Henorable the Arbitrators for Lower Canada, that our eonstmption of rum
salt and wines, compared with that of their Province is exceedingly small,
and that therefure the amount of these duties assigned to us is greater than we
can equitably claim, ‘ ‘

We have generally in part admitted such to be the fact, though by no means
to the extent advaoced ; having invariahly asserted our right to the proportion
counsumed by such navigators of vessels as are brought to the port of Quebec,
to convey our imports, such as come 1o take off our exports, and the propor-
tien consimed by raftsmen und boutinen, while necessarily in Lower Canuda
for the delivery and receipt of thivir carzoes,

‘We have also saccessfully contended that our consumption of tea nnd goods
bearing an advalorem duty is greatly superior to theirs.  How far this :xceas
in our favor will balance that against. us, there is not, unflortunately any means

to more than one seventh; on the other hand the advalorem duty, and that
un tea, amounted to £35,681: of this snm. Lower Canads received three
fourths, while there is every reazan to believe that less than two thirds would
be nearer her just proportiva,

¥t thus appears that the excess over the supposed true ameount, in the one
case nearly vquals that in the other, though there would be a difference in wup
favor of nearly £1000 annually, but there is not even a protence for offering
this distribution as accurate, for under the present uncertainty, the question
must always be decided by an equitzble jurisdiction to be governed more hy
probable circumstances than by the evidence of facts, These however are not
easily adjusted owing to the great diversity of opinion, as many persons well
informed on the subyect strongly contend that our true -hare of dities on
ypirits would not amount to one eighth. That, of advalorem goods, large
quantities are purchased by persons in the United States, and that our con-
sumption of salt is quite inconsiderable owing to the large supply procured
from a neighboaring conntry.

The want therefore of any positive testimony to justify my own eppasition,
or to offer as a guide for the judgment of a third person, together with the
cousequent delay and the posibility of a diminished rate being assigued te
this Prevince led me to consider it my duty to accede te. the proposition of the
Honorable the Arbitrator for Lower Canada, and [ accortingly agrecd to re-
ceive for Upper Canada the same proportion as had been awarded for the last
four years ending on the first day of July last. ‘

Having thus disposed of the nain question, upon considering the act atten-
tively, it appears that the term **The three Arbitrators shall hear and deler-
mine” rendered the eleciion of athird imperative.  The Honorable the Achi-
trator for Lower Canada having concurred in this opininn, proposed Mr. Mait-
land, of London, now of Montreal. “Po this nomination [ had not the slight-
est ohjection; under other circumstances as bring a person connected with
Lower Canada, however highly Honorable, [ should have felt myself ealled
upon to eppose the appointment ; but as a diffirence of apinien could not
change the decision of the two Arbitraters, T readily assented to the choice.

In consequence the three Aibitrators proceeded to hear the claims of each
Province to its proportion of the daties levied at the Port of Quebec, and I
have the honour of enclosing herewith the aw.rd determined by them, a copy
of which was immediately forwarded to the Lords Commissioners of His Ma-
jesty's Treasury. ' ‘ .

As on transmitting this report to be placed before Your Excellency, my of-
fice, as Arbitrator must necessarily cease, [ trust it will not he' considered out
of place, while upon the subject to remark, thatin all the arbitrations relating
to our financial affairs, there has been hitherto an appareot departure from the
course usually pursued on similar oecasions, which has no doubt arisen from
the circumstances of the case, together with the precedent formed before the
passing of the British Act of Parliunsent.

Et will readily appear to Your Excellency. that with respeet to the question
referred fur arbitration, the provinces are the parties by whom the Arbitrators
are named, as jodges tn hear and determine the matter to be hrought hefore
them after the exercise of their best diseretion to secure an equitable de-
ciston, T ) I

Under this view it wonld beceme the duty of the Aibitrator for Upper Cana-
da, to sugzest any thing which might accur to him as advantageous to Lower
Canada, though not advanced by that party,and oo the other hand the Aihi-
trator for Lower Canada, would be equal'y bound to endeavour to ascertain any -
facts heneficial to this Province.. - S Coe R

It has huppened, however. that the’ Arbitrators have hitherto heen placed i
the situation of advocates, rather than’ of Judges, advancing and opposing
-claims, each taking a side and defending it, with all the zeal and  skill arising
from a predetermination to maintain certuin ground, R

it having been established for them, nor hus it io any way interfered with the
line of duty which they would have at all times pursued, but as the rapid ad-

7 classes write translation and exereise, ‘

3 classes of juniar bays read and spell every day alternately using Carpen-
ter's Spelling Book, Histories of Rome and England, Marray’s Introduction,
&c.  Allthe boys say English Grammar (2 lessons) and write, parsing or other
exercise according to their progress in English every Wednesday morning, ex-
cept senjor classical pupils. Al the boys except Fuller and two very young
boys sy € lessons of Geography using their maps.  The senior class working
problems on the Terrestrial Globe on Tuesday mornings. Maonday. Thurs-
day and Friday afternoons all the boys eypher, those who are advanced siudy
practical mathematies.  On Thursday 1 class demonstrates in Fuclid.  Mon-
day and Wednesday afternsoon and Saturday morning all write, but sometimes
a few boys work or set down sums.  Saturday morning all except senior clas-
sical pupils say the church catechism or the eollect for the ensuing Sunday and
arithmetical tables. On Saturday before prayers one of the senior pupils reads
out of some book on the evidences of the christian religion. 10 every morping
seripture reading and prayers, 4 in afternoon prayers, Saturday afternoon ho-
liday, Wednesday afternoon school dismissed at 8 o'clock, 5 geographical
classrs, 4 chasses in Knglish parsing, 8 classes reading and parsing.  Of the
arithmetical pupils one is working plane trigonometry, 3 going through a-
course of practical grometry and mensuration. These and some others now
entered ou business have successively worked practical, common and repeat-
ing decimal arithmeric, synare and cubic root ducdecimals, with very many of
their applications in business, as also several have gone through a course of
book keeping.

Taller has read as much of Logarithims as was thought necessary to prepare
him for Trigonoinetry.

form but an indifferent : consideration to’ induce men of good education and

talent, to, engave. nevertheless, ncnnsnderahle ‘g it |s, we have every reason to
believe -that in ‘many instances it operates greatly in’ procuring: the establish-
ment of. schools and in continuing others. which \\ould be dlscontmued #f such
cncouragement were not aﬁ'orded. :

Itis true the teachers, generally speaking, are not men of good or liheral
editcation, few situations offer sufficient onmuru;,vmonl for such; but they are
all competent to teach the lower hranches of education, which are generally
required, and we have no doubt that their lxbours are extensively useful. The
Books which duringthe last year were received, have all been distributed and
have been most thankfully received. We have to thank the General Board of
Lducation, for.12 dozen of Mavor’s Spelling Books ruceived recently from
Kingston, which will form a valuable addition to the other school bunks, also
recently received and new in course of distribution.
