The S.5, Brik, Capt. Durgess, ar-
rived nere from Labrador at 10.30 p.m.

The ship went to Indian Hr. and
Rigolet and found the people very
short of food supplies at Cartwright
and the upper part of the Shore,
where only a few daays’ provisions
were left to eat after which if no
steamer arrived famine would have
faced the people.

These
supplies were taken down in komatik
ana aogs auring the latter part of the
winter when it was realized that a
shortage would oceur.
