How a Woman and a Baby

Destroyed a German

Boat-—British Seamen Out ‘Wit the Foe

By Courier Leased Wire.

London, Aug. 6.— (via Reuters
Limited—(By the Canadian Press)
—Interesting revelations regarding
the work of British mystery ships

which have played an important part
in anti submarine warfare are made
by the naval correspondent of the
‘Times.” They show how British
seamen have met German craft and
cunning with craft and cunning.

Until this week the public has
known nothing about the mystery
ships known in the navy as the “Q”
ships, although several officers, not-
ably 'Captain Gordon Campbell,
have been decorated for their ser-
vices on these vessels. Details now
can be made public as the Germans
are becoming aware through bitter
experience of the methods used
against them.

How a woman and a baby account-
ed for a U-boat is told by the cor-
respondent. The submarine ordered a
vessel to surrender and fired a few
shells into her. The boats then left
the ship, leaving on board a woman
who ran up and down the deck with
a 'baby in her arms as if mad. The
U-boat came alongside the vessel and
the woman hurried the ‘“Baby’ into
the open hatch. The baby exploded
and blew. out the bottom of the sub-
marine. The woman was decorated
with the Victoria 'Cross.

The correspondent says that the
first mention of a mystery ship was
in the case of the 'Baralong, which on
August 19, 1915, sank a U-boat af-
ter the torpeding = of the British
liner“Arabie. - 1t will be remembered
he says that ihe German govern-
ment protested that ‘ there ~ was
nothing to indicate the Baralong’s
war-like character. The Baralong
was probably not the first in
which a-ruse was used and since then
the disguising of armed vessels as in-
nocent = merchantmen for dealing
with ‘Submarinés has attained con-
siderable dimensions.

“How the sad moans,” adds fthe
naval correspondent, “went up i»
Germany about the treachery of the
British . scamen, but the German al-

ginning of 1916. These allegations
afforded a typical example of Ger-
man mentality for they ignored the
fact that in every case the U-boat
was an actual or potential assailant
and any ruse of war is considered
legitimate by them except when em-
ployed against Germany.”

It should not be forgotten, he
continued, that the Germans desigm»
mystery ships for commerce de~
struction. The British commanders
showed ingenuity -in devising plans
for trapping submarines.

In addition to the “Woman and
baby" case, the correspondent men-
tions the story of a retired admiral.
serving as a captain who plac¢d »
haystack on heard of an ancient
looking craft. When the U-boat
ordered her to surrender, the Ger-
mans were astonished to receive &
broadside {from the haystack.

On another occasion a sea-worn
tramp steamer was crossing the
North Sea when a submarine ord-
ered the crew to abandon ship. Seo
sure was the German of his prew
that the bombs with which he ip-
tended to sink the vessel wera
brought on deck around the cope
ning tower.

The commander of the tramn
steamer by manoeuvring brought
the submarine within range of his
concealed armament so that it re-
anired ouly a shell or two to explode
‘the hombs and-blow the U—boat in
the water.

WOOD QUESHON
1S TAGKLED

Session; Ald. Johnson Rc-
signs Fire Commis-
sionership.

Simocoe, Aug. 6—All the members
of the council were . out to last
night’s meeting. The report from
the charity committee included men-
tion of the death durling the month,
of three charge8 on the town’'s list,
Mrs. Mussel, Mrs. Cable fin town,
and the Tulli child at the King Ed-
ward Sanitarium. The undertakers
charged $50 for each of the local in-
terments, the Salvation Army paying
part of one of the bills, Chairman
Langford criticized the tariff, re-
marking that the same firm were do-
ing the same work at the county
+shome for half the money. The opin-
'ion was pretty \generial that the tariff
was too high.

Among the accounts passed was an
item for $570 .in payment fer the
auto truck purchased from the coun-
ty council at the auction of battalion
equipment last year. The county
council had negleeted to collect, and
doubtless the matter - would have
been overlooked had not the town’s
representatives asked for wa hill at
the June session.

Speed Up Fuel Imestlgatlon

There was some discussion as to
the personnel of the committee ap-
pointed to investigate the fuel ques-
tion. Clerk ‘McCaill’s minufes were
questioned after having passed by
council .and while Reeve Carter was
giving an interim report, but the
clerk came across with thé'original
records, and, cleared himself. The
committee was enlarged and re-
quested by motion to speed up. Sey-
eral available wood lots were men-
tioned. The preference is . .for.. the
purchase of timber only, and as close
to town as possible, and hauling in
the log followed by cutting in fown.
But the purchase of wood Teady ‘cut
is still entertained. But everything
is still as nebulous @as the fuel con-
troller’s final word, which will no
doubt vary. with conditions, and it
is thought that the gas shortage will
not be-seripus—enough mecessitate
the enormous expense of a wholesale
purchase of wood stoves to renlace
glas stoves at present prices. 'Those
who used wood last year* would do
well in the meantime to enquire: for
supplies from the former sourees.

USE A HYDRAULIC RAM

Now Recognized As the Cheapest
Power for Pun;ping.

When and How It Is Used--Complete
Information Given -~ Tubercular
Cows a Menace' to Hea.lth—ﬂow
Tubercular Test Is' Made — Why
It Pays Farmer to Test Cattle and
to Discard Reactors.

{Contributed by Ontarlo Department of
Agriculture, Toronto.)

HERE conditions are suit-
able for'an hydraulic ram
it is without question the
cheapest and most satis-

factory method of pumping water.
it has one drawback——it wastes far
more water than it pumps to the
buildings, and hence can only be in-

stalled where the supply is from five
to twenty times as great as required
at the buildings. The efciency of
the ram is from 65 to 90 per cent.,
i.e., it uses 65 to 90 per cent. of ‘the
energy of the falling water. - Suppose
the spring 'supplies 10 gallons per
minute and the fall from the spring
to the ram is ‘five feet. ' Multiply
these together and then take 65 per:
cent. of the product, and we have the
energy available for driving water to
the buildings.

Energy in this case ,85-100 x 10
x 5 foot-gallons—32.5 foot-gallons.
Now divide this by the height of the
buildings above the'ram-and we have
the number of gallons ‘the ram will
deliver per minute at the buildings,
If, for example, the height is 32. 5
feet then
Number of gallons per-minute—32.5
divided by 32.5—1 gallon, which is
1-10 of the water supplied by the
supposed spring.

—1,400 gallons (about 29 barrels).
Consequently ‘with five:feet: of ‘head.
J and 32.5 feet of lift the ram will
deliver at the buildings 1-10 of the
water .in the spring. The gquantity
that will be delivered with other
heads, lifts and spring-flows may be
calculated in a similar way.

" Generally speaking it‘is found that
for each 10 feet of lift'there should
be one foot of head, but there is a
limit—it is seldom ad‘dsa.ble to’ in-
stall rams where the head@iis 1ess than
say two feet, although 'they -have
been known to work with as little as
18 inchegs.

Rev. Thompson’s Sermon

In giving a most hearty welcome
to the members of the G, W. V. A.
T.do not know that I could use more
appropriate words than those with
which the Rev. Dr. J. Whitcomb
Brougher, of Los Angeles, California,
welcomed a convention in that ecity.
“Ypu are as welcome as the sun-
ghine after a storm. You are as wel-
came as summer after a winter in
Chicago. Yo uare as welcome as the
fitst baby In. a new home. You are
a8 welcome as the “whale was to
Jonah when ‘all at sea.’” You are as
welcome as a meal to a hobo. You
are as welcome as a vacation to a
school kid, Youare@as welcome as a
wedding tee to a preaicher. You are
as welcome as a successful election
to a doubtful candidate, You are as
welcome as news of peace would be
to the world. If you can think of
anything else that is more welcome
than anything I have mentioned—
then—that is just how welcome you
are!”’

You are indeed welcome, and your
presence here on the fourth anni-
versary of the war gives special sig-
nificance 'to the occasion. I 'have
chosen the following texts as my
message to the members of the G.
W. ¥V, A.:

1 Cor.="11, 2: “d’praise you.”

Matthew 2, 10: ‘“When they saw
the star they rejoiced with exiceeding
great joy.” L

First of all “I praise you”—not
“1 flatter you,” There is a world of
difference between praise and flat-
tery. The Bible utters terrible de-
nunciations against flattery. Yet the
Book which denounces battery calls
upon ‘all men to praise—and in my
first text the Apostle Paul sends this
message to the Corinthian Christians
—“1 praise you.”

There is a praise that is lukewarm
—] read of a young lady who was
leaving her employer and she asked
for a letter of recommentdation, The
circumstances of her leaving and the
quality of her work made it awk-
ward to grant her request—but af-
ter much time and lhomzht, her em-
ployer produced {1l “To whom it
may concern: Thx\ is to certify that
Miss ——— has warked for us for one
week, and we are satisfled!”

That kind 'of ‘praise has a ‘suspic-
fous ring. I would not offer you
lukewarm praise nor would I offer
you flattery, but because we all ap-
preciate appreciation and respond to
a word of honest commendation, I
say to you to-night in-all sineerity—
“I praise you.” And I desire to state
my reasons for offering you public
praise..

“1 praise you,” because—like ‘the
warrior men of old—you followed a
star—the gtar of Righteousness ‘and
Justice. In August, 1914, when the
sorrows grew thick and the darkness
of war descended upon ;a stunned
and surprised world, you saw a star
ghining against the dark background,
the star of Righteéusness, and you
dared to follow that star! On August
4th, 1914 the British Ambassador,
saw the German Chiancellor, who was
furious because *“just for .a word—
neutrality—just for a scrap of pa-
per,” Great Britain was going. to
enter the war! The Brit-
ligh Ambassador replied,  that

“It 'was a -matter of life-and death
for the honor of Great Britain that
ghe should keep her promise to de-
fend Belgium’s neufrality, if at-
tacked.” And when the Chancelor
said, But 'at what price? Has the
Pritish Government thought of that?
The British minister  then: “hinted
to His Excellency that ferar of con-

Great. Britain was not betrayed.

“Others may spurn the pledge of
land to land

May with base treachery stain. the
past,

But, by the seal to ‘which you ‘set
your hand—

Thank God, you still stand 'fast!”

“0Oh, ‘whenever ‘the weak :and ‘the
helpless

Are riddén-down by the strong,

Whenever ‘the-voice of honor

1s drowned by :the howling throng-—

Britain cannot be ‘indifferent,

Her lips refuse t0 beé dumb,

The time to be quiet is over

And the time' to sirike ‘has come!”

If there is one. thing  absolutely
certain to-day it is that you follow-
ed the Star of Righteousness when
vou left the shore of Canada and
went forth to fight for Great Britair
and the cause of liberty.

Secondly, “Ipraise yon’’ because
vou followed. the Star of Brother-
hood. You ment-forth net for gold
or greed, not for treasure or terri-
tory, hut for freédom and the sacred
pledge of brotherhood. :This 'war
has revealed not only the 'devilish-
ness to which sonie ‘hunian beings
can deseend, but it has also revealed
the shining heights ~ to ‘which men
can climb when théy follow the star
of ‘brotherhood. You have taught
the world a lesson it will never for-
get—+the lesson of true brotherhood
‘We have good reason to De proud of
the men who.fight under the British
flag. The average British soldier
lives the way he shoots—straight!
The noble and touching message of
the Queen-addressed to British sol-
diers. sailors ‘and airmen is wortb
recalling:

“Our pride im you is immeasur-
able, our hope unbounded, our trust
abselute. You -are fighting in the
cause of righteousness and freedom
and you are offering your-all. You
héld back nothing., In Ged’s name
Wwe bless you and by His help we-
too, will do our best.”

“You have slept in the baitered
ground of France, in the
nestsof things-that crawl,

And your bed has been'in the mire
and slough where the snows
of winter fall;

You have burrowed . like. . rats:  ip
chalk and ‘elay; you -have
lived as the beast in the den.

You have ceased from the ways of
civilized man—and never
ceased to be men!

If the great Christ’s ‘saerifice be

w+ aught, if the-world gtill holds
it true,

Then the world must bow ' to you
boys ‘who have fought—must

love and cherish you!”

Finally, “I praise wyou” hecause
you followed ‘the Star of Hope. ' If
there has been any pessimism-—an¥
despair-—it has been here at home
and not in the trenches at the front.
Amid discomfort, danger and death
you have maintained the spirit of
optimism and joyfuTly followed the
star of hope. A mwodern poet re-
ferring to certain British soldiers.
tells us
“Jack and Bill they stueck it till

Their knees were under water;
Jack fell down and said‘to Bill

I doubt the writer’s poetic gift-
but T do not doubt'his veracity! Yet
with all their, trials the British sol-
diers have shown a wonderful cheer-
fulness. A visitor to a certain -home
asked a little girl, “Is your brother
still in France?” ‘“Yes, . mum.”
‘“What part is he in?*% “Oh, ‘he
says he’s in the pink!’™ That is the
spirit. Lord Rosebery 'in his Life of
William Pitt tells ws, “His spirif
rose with disaster, and when. the
sky was darkest he would point with

Thomas: G. Matheson,. chief ;en-
gineer of the : Customs, living
at 134 Wolfrey Avenue., wAas
arrested yesterday afternoon by
by Inspector of Detectives Kennedy
under the War Measurcs Aect. He
was taken into custody as a result
of certain speeches made; by him
during Sunday night and yesterday
morning, and when detained was
knocking at the door of the City
Hall at the head of a mob: of-about
500 roturned soldiers and  their
sympothizers, with a demand that
he be taken to see Mayor Church.
From what can 'be glenmed it ap-
pears that Matheson had drawn up
a liet of demands to which he wished
the Mayor to subsecribe. ‘'These in-
eluded .the unconditional releasée .of
all Prisoners taken during the riot-
ing, the eclosing of all ‘Greek res-
taurants in the ecity by mldnxg’ht
and the arrest and prosecut:on of all
constables that used tkeir batons
all prisoners taken during the riot-
Backed by the shouts of his sup-
porting mob, Matheson anticipated
no trouble in seeing the Mayor, lay-
ing his demands before him and then
returning to his friends again. But
‘he overlooked the diplomacy of the
police. He was admitted into the
City Hall without trouble, but when
his followers tried to gain  access;
they were told that the Hall was
closed owing to the holiday and the
door was slammed in their face. Onece
inside Matheson was ' foermally ar-
rested by Inspector Kennedy and
charged with ‘“that by. word ‘ef
mouth he did spread false reports,
and false statements . likely to
create disaffection among his Ma-
jesty’s subjects.”” He was at onge
removed:to the detention room in
police headquarters and held there
nntil an opportunity was found +to
remove him to Court Street ‘Station.
Is a Speech-Maker.
Matheéson, it will be remembered,
made a:flash across the recruiting
skiés of .the city about two years
@go, when he indulged in  oratory
trom the sfeps of the City Hall for
some days. Hig fiery words were
such that they aroused the resent-
ment of the soldiers against - the
¢ivilians. . ‘The police were forced to
close - down rather sharply upon
Matheson and his 'meetings., From
then on he disappeared from public
view until Sunday night, when he
again loomed large ‘as an agitator.
He took his stand on a Yonge street
corner and delivered another fervid
address.  He is credited with saying
that “Toronto should hang its head]
in shame and the city ecan never
wipe off the disgrace from its escue-’
cheon.: Two returned soldiers have.
already. been -killed.” At the con-
clusion of the rioters he announced
Lthat a meeting .would be held in
Queen’s “Park the following morning.

Grim Submarine Story
' Of the Térrible ‘Dedth

0f German Pirate Crew

§ROM information which reach-

‘ed a mneutral correspondént

. from ithree distinct sources;

it is possible to reconstruet

the events connected with - the de-
struction of a U-boat—one of the
largest and ‘of the most recent type
of German submarines — which was
ofie.of the last vessels to leave Zee-
bifugge before that harbor was bot-
tled ‘up by Vice-Admiral Sir Roger
Keyes’ forces on April 24 last. The
story of this particular vessel, which
was sunk after striking a mine, I8
one of the most grim narratives yet

told “in connection with the war.

Qut of a crew of forty odd, only
two survived on reaching the sur-
face after a struggle with ‘death
tor about an hour -and a half in
twenty fathoms below the surface,
whence the U-boat had ‘foundered
after encountering a mine. A num-
ber of the crew committed suicide
in the submarine, having Jost all
hope of leaving the ‘boat alive.

The submarine was commandéd by
one of ‘the most expert men in’the
German ‘submarine service, ‘one who
had received many decorations. The
vessel rhad been recently refitted
and was replete with the'latest ap-
pliances. The engineer officer ~was
also & highly skilled" man’and thor-
oughly conversant with his -vessel.
While ‘some time past it had “been
impossible to obtain volunteers. for
the Jower ‘ratings of the German
submarine — men are now - being
drafted rapidly and automatically
from the surface craft into the sub-
mersible craft seérvice — there is no
lack of young officers who were
anxi6us to exchange the dull life
of the German battleship, conse-
quent ‘upon these craft seldom tak-
ing ‘sea exercise, let alone ‘giving
battle, for the more exciting experi-
énces’ of hunting allied and neéutral
mercantile shipping’ and the ‘com-
bined necessity “of continually being
on the qui vive to escape the atten-
tions of aircraft, surface craft, sub-
marines and the Entente navies. As
stated recently,” the mnaval corre-
spondent .is’ corroborated by escaped
prisoners from = Germany, whose'
submarine service has no attraction
for.the ‘ordinary seaman of the Im-
perial mnavy.

The ‘boat had not proceeded far

‘' when theére was a heavy external ex-

plosion, due to a collision with a

‘cate machinery ‘completely out of

keel, and being unable to bring this
about by means of ‘the engines the
commander - orderéd the crew to
make' a combined rush ‘forward,
which"had the effect of putting the
boat in‘a horizontal position, and
also prevented her turning turtle, as
she hud ‘threatéied todo "+

No sooner ;bhad’ this been domne
than the water began to ‘pour in aft
between the plates which had been
forced ‘apart by the -explosion. An
attempt .was made to blow up the
tanks, but this was unsuccessful, and
the vessel failed to answer any en-
deavors on the part of the officers
and crew to bring it to the surface.
The flow ‘of water ‘increased in spite
of all attempts made to stop the
leaks and the’ position became more
terrible. 'The only chance of escap-
ing ‘alive was to force open the con-
ning tower‘and the fofward hatches
and trust to the compression of air
in one part-of the vessel to Iforce
each man, torpedo-like, clear to'the
surface. ‘A ‘man had - escaped this
way before, . experienced sub-

marine commander&-—- in pn.rtionhr ;

Commander-E. L. Goodhart of the
British mavy, whose gallant but un-
successful attempt to reach the sur-
fdce in ‘order to bring aid to his com-
rades, similarly imprisoned. in a steel
tomb, was recently recognized by the

As the Greatest Aviator

P Flying for the Allies
e SRR R R E S

JANADA'S chamipion airman
has become the world’s ¢ham-
pion. Sinée returhing“to the

front as commander of a
“circus’ little more than a month
ago, Major W. A. Bishop, V.C,
D.S.0. (with bar), M.C., has bfought
down his 72nd airplane’and won the
highest title as an air fighter. He
has -been-sent back to England and
will probably be forced to rest on his
laurels, having - been . appointed to
administratjve . duties on the “Air
Board. He will be stationed perman-
ently in England.

Although the German method of
caleuldation “-‘gives the late Capt.
Baron von Riehthofen, the king of
the enemy ‘flyers, the record of 72
air yictories, a figure exactly tallying
with that of the Canadian, the dif-
ferénce in method of calculation are
such :that the primacy goes indisput-
ably to the champion, who has sur-
passed -all his friendly cont&tants in
the allied. flying formations.

For nearly a year it has been the
custom to consider only four men
when entrants for the championship
of the air on the western, or any
other,front were coneerned. These
men were in order of time when they
achieved prominence; Guynemer of
France, Ball of England, Richthofen
of Germany and ‘Bishop of Canada.

All are now ‘dead but"théf ; tﬂnﬁfed
and he has surpagsed theirécords of

the three.

Capt.Albert Ball, V.C., D:8.0.s the
supremely  ‘reckless - ‘and ‘< devoted
young son of Nottingham, had 43
planes: to his ¢credit-when' he fell~vic-
tim = to. the :Richthofen ‘“cireus,”
which is also credited with the de-
gtruction ‘of Lieut.” Georges Guyne-
mer, most determined and cool of
France’s. air ‘heroes, ‘who.left a re-
cord of 53, Ball emerged se¢ond and
perished first, ‘and ' while ‘Major
Bigshop - was in Canada last year
Richthofen was supreme. Another
Canadian, however, ‘crashed” - the
German and left the field clear for
Major Bishdp to go after the record.

Before 'his recent experience  in
France Major *“Billy”’ Bishop was the
undoubted victor in over a hundred
air engagements, emerging from 47
duels with the addition of one ma-
chine to his total. :He/had:been .in

.nncounted, . number .of clashes
wtth airmen,  besides his. daring and
terrorizing feats with the machine
gun upon bodies of troops below. He
returned to be the terror of 1918 as_
of 1917, : Champion  of all ‘Britain’s’
airmen, _whether _of R.F.C. or
R.N.A.S., he sets supremely high the
record. tor the new Royal Air Force.

The latest Bishop swoop across
the Channel involved the adoption’ by
Allied. arms .of the *‘circus’ idea
which . the ‘gallant, if unsporisman-
like, “Richthofen introduced to the
world. The main ‘difference appears
to have been in method and success.:
It is now circus against circus instead
of a German-circus against a lone
Alljed filyer. Press reports more than
beéar out ‘the ‘cable ‘which Major:
Bishop sends as to the success' of his
brother-in-law -and -~himself. *The
fighters have been' worthy of their
chief, “who' in''the past ‘month  has
bagged 26 “Hun'planes. -On:May 12
the Bishop: Cireus reached  France:
and now its: organizer amnd,'to give
him his ‘official’ title, ! Sguadron Com-
mander, is recalled’ to'more: ﬂmport-
lnt functions. ¢

“Friends here-are sure tha.t no mat—
ter what changes in: method:the eir-
eus idea may involve nothing could
change  the Bishop epirit -that -the
technique which expresses that com-
bination of apparently reckless. dar-
ing with nimble thinking and, deci-
sion. Major: Bishop has been always
a -fighter rand -always a. versatile
fighter as his-personal accounts quite
artlessly . prove. - Perhaps it: is this
adaptability -which  has  put him
above  the other super-aces. whose
courage -andisgkill he would be the
last to disparage.
