Onkyief.MORE DEVELOPMENTS IN COUNTY FINANCES

The financial situation in the affairs of Kings county appears 
to be in a hopeless muddle. Chartered accountants have been mak­
ing investigations for months past and while we are favored with 
the information that this will cost the municipality a very con­
siderable amount, little information of practical value to the rate­
payers has so far been disclosed. Naturally tike people are interest­
ed as they pay the taxes which will amount to a considerable amount! 
in the coming years. They are making anxious enquiries and cer­
tainly deserve a more full and comprehensive statement than so 
fay has been given.

One of the late developments is the proposition of the legis­
lature of the province to make the county a refund of nearly ten 
thousand dollars which it is said the recent audit shows the mu­
nicipality has overpaid to the Highway Board. Hon. Mr. Mac­
Donald, the senior representative for the county, has introduced 
a bill U> provide for this refund which, it is likely, will receive the 
sanction of the legislature. Just how the officials of the county and 
Highway Board could have made this mistake it is pretty difficult 
to explain, and the whole situation is puzzling in the extreme. It 
is no wonder that faith in our system of responsible government 
should wane when public affairs are carried on as they are.

Production costs relating to the crop 
years of 1919 and 1920 were worked out 
on a system of cost accounting. Forty- 
two Iran farms located in the Okana­
gan Valley were included in tne survey 
and data secured on all labor, material 

. and fixed costs that entered into the 
cost of producing the fruit.

In the résulte obtained it was found 
for the year 1919 that the total cost of 
production amounted to 80.23 cents 
per box for the best, commercial vari­
eties. These gave a yield of 280 boxes of 
apples per acre. For all varieties grown 
winch-gave a yield of 146 boxes per 
acre, the cost to the grower was $1 28 
per box.

The cost for the 1919 crop on a yield 
i,i 184 boxeaper acre amounted to $1,46
per box. Under a different method of 
working out the coats the 1921 result 
was $L14 per box on a yield of 272 
boxes per acre, and for 1922 the cost 
amounted to $1.12 per box ,on a yield 
of 263 boxes per acre. It must be under- 
stood that these are only average prices 
since there are slight variations through­
out he different localities of tne pro-

be cents in 1921 and 27,5 cems in 1922.
Consequently the average profit or 
loss to the grower per box of apples for 
those years was 8 cents profit In 1919;
9 cents profit in 1920; 39 cents loss in 
1921 and 84.3 cents per box in 1922.

After this, careful hoeing around the 
plants will be necessary to prevent 
weed growth. It is wise to set out • 
new plantation every year as otherwise 
the plants become thick and poor crops 
result.

A naturally well-drained loam is pre­
ferable for all small fruit planta. Heavier 
soils, however, if there is sufficient 
subeoil drainage to prevent an excess 
of stagnant ground water, will give 
good results. On the first type of soil 
planting may be done without ridging, 
but on the latter type it is better to 
ridge the soil slightly with the lowest 
part midway between the rows. The 
soil should be fertilized with a liberal 
application of stable manure, and plow­
ed deeply. This should be done as soon 
as the ground is dry enough to work in 
the spring so that early planting, which 
is an important factor, may not be 
delayed. -

Strawberries are set in rows four 
feet apart and twelve inches apart in 
the rows. Currants and. gooseberries 
are set in rows five feet apart each way. 
Raspberries are set in rows six feet 
apart and one and one-half feet apart 
in the rows. Two year old plants of 
currants and gooseberries are the pieet 
satisfactory for planting. Care should 
be taken to keep roots of the plants 
moist until planted, by giving protec­
tion to prevent them from drying out.

The strawberry may best be set by 
using a spade, thrusting it into the 
soil and pressing it sideways, and setting 
the plant with the roots spread fan- 
shape in the opening so made, then 
withdrawing the spade and pressing the 
earth firmly around the roots with the 
foot. The plant should be 'set so that 
the crown is level with the surface of

areWhile the expression, “ Early to Sow, 
Early to Harvest", does not apply to 
aU kinds of vegetables, it does to many. 
Such heat loving plants as the bean, cu­
cumber, melon, pepper, eggplant and, 
com make little if any progress if sown 
or planted in the open before the ground 
Is warm and danger from even the light­
est frost is over, but there is little danger 
of too early seeding of carrot, lettuce, 
onion, peas, radish and spinach, and if 
cauliflower and cabbage are well harden­
ed off before setting out, the early 
planting of them will usually ensure 
much quicker returns than if they were 
planted late. Even with some of those 
plants which require much heat for 
rapid development, an early start in 
hot-beds is desirable so that they will be 
well advanced before setting out. 

Promptness in getting the 
vegetables into the ground 
spring, providing the ground is well 
drained, will usually result in earlier 
Crops. Eve» in the case of com, if one 
has a warm, well-drained piece of land 
where the seed is not likely to rot before 
germination, on at least a small area, it 
will pay to sow the seed relatively early 
and take chances of frost for if condi­
tions are favourable afterwards, the 

will beat out the later plantings. 
Should the weather prove very un­
favourable ancLthe seed rot or the young 
plants freeze, another seeding can be 
made. If tomato plants are well ad­
vanced and properly hardened off be­
fore they are set in the field, they will 
ensure an earlier crop than if plants 
are started late and set out when very 
small, tnough it is necessary to bear 
in mind that the tomato will stand 
no frost. The importance of starting 
melons early in hot-beds, so as to have 
the plants well advanced and many 
melons set by the time the hot weather 
of summer comes, so that the glass 
may be taken off, has been well demon­
strated by the growers of the noted 
Montreal melon, whicn is a rather late 
variety. To have the earliest potatoes 
sets should be sprouted and planted 
early in the warmest soil available. 
It has been found that even if the 
sprouts should be frozen they will come 
again and new potatoes obtained early.

PUBLIC HEALTH SERIES No. 7 delicate stomachs are too often mis­
treated and the foundation laid for 
serious digestive troubles later in life; 
wrong diet, and failure to care for the 
first teeth cause decay and increased 
liability to infectious diseases; children 
are most susceptible and exposed to 
communicable diseases, and these, with 
the complications and results of these, 
take a pitifully heavy toll of child life 
and vigour in the eailiest .years. ‘The 
great majority of these conditions can 
be prevented, and it is our duty to the 
helpless little ones to see that they are 
prevented.

The value of the Public Health Nurs­
ing service in the schools can hardly be 
over-estimated. Not only does the 
school afford the greatest opportunity 
for preaching the children, who, from 
the point of view of racial and com­
munity health, are the most valuable 
element in the problem, but the school 
offers one of the best means of influenc­
ing the homes. It is well known that 
parents are frequently educated through 
their children. We hear of one little girl 
who added to her bed-time prayer, 
“ Please God, ask Mamma and Papa 
to help me get to bed early and eat the 
right kind of food", and of the horror 
of the father and mother to realize that 
they had made it necessary for their 
small daughter to offer such a prayer.

In the schools, the far-too-numerous 
defects, suen as those of teeth, of vision, 
poor nutrition, and abnormal nasal and 
tnroat conditions, are discovered and 
remedied, so overcoming many of tile 
drawbacks that make children appear 
dull or lazy or refractory, and that fre­
quently mar their after lives, either 
witn definite illness or by making them 
fall short of their best possibilities. 
Every parent desires for their children 
the best that* life may hold for' them. 
But few parents have the exact knowl- 
ledge and skill, or, it may be, the time, 
energy, and persistenee, to recognize 
the physical needs of the children and 
to train tnem effectively in health habits. 
Much is left to the school, where teacher 
and nurse should co-operate that the 
Open minds and soft bodies of the young 
leople be moulded in such a way that 
they may be indeed a “ rising'1 gen­
eration.

the work of the Public Health 

Nurse being largely for Prevention, 
many of us fail to realize its importance. 
We have no means of knowing—apart 
from the decrease in the sickness and 
death rates—how many people would 
have been sick, how many would have 
died, how much suffering and poverty 
and even crime are prevented,—in short, 
the results of the work of the Public 
Health Nurse are not spectacular; and 
people who are not gifted with “ visfcn" 
are not willing to pay for what they 
cannot see. But wherever this work 
has been well established and under­
stood, it has the hearty afid grateful 
support of the people.

There are many phases of Public 
Health Nursing; but in Nova Scotia 
It is planned that each nurse, in the 
rural districts at any rate, shall deal 
with all the different branches in her 
districts, that is, she is a " Generalized 
Field Worker . This work includes 
Pre-natal work with mothers, Child 
Welfare, Communicable Disease, School 
and Clinic Work.
