TRUST C0’S. SOUND.

Committee of Trust Men to Look
After the America and Lincoln.

New York, Nov. G.—'Following an ex-
tended conference in the library of J. P.
Morgan, in which prominent New York
bankers, including the heads of the vari-
ous trust companies of the city and the

officers of the Trust Company of Amer-
ica and of the Lincoln Trust Co., parti-
cipated, an important statement was is-
sued this morning, showing a final set-
tlement of the difficulties that had dis-
turbed loecal banking conditions. The
statement’ follows: *

“The committee of the Trust Compan-
ies of New York city has had the assets
of the Trust Company of America and
the Lincoin Trust Co. examined by ex-
perts, who report that in their judg-
ment, on the present basie of values, the
assets of each company are sufficient to
pay its depositors in full.

“It has been arranged that a majority
of the stock of each company shall be
placed under the control of a committee
composed of Mr. King, President of the
Union Trust Co., Mr. Sheldon, President
of the United States Trust Company,
Marston, President of the Farmers’ Loan
& Trust Co., Mr. Waterbury, President
of the Manhattan Trust Co., Mr. Castles,
President of the Guarantee Trust Co.,
and Mr. Wallace, President of the Cen-
tral Trust Co., who will act in an advis-
ory capacity, and the necessary financial

arrangement has been made to enable
both companies to proceed with their
business,

Trusts All Right.

New York, Nov. 6.—The situation in
regard to the trust companies which
have been under pressure was materially
relieved this morning. The Trust Co.
of America opened at 10 a .m. with an
augmented force of paying tellers and
the Lincoln Trust Co. also opened for
business as usual.

The dainty soubrettes after the perform-
ance on Monday night went to a restaur-
ant for their regular midnight meal, and
they took lobster salad. It is presumed
the salad was made of canned lobster,
which was diseased.

WOMAN MURDERED

Throat Cut in Brutal Manner in
Kitchen.

Philadelphia, Nov. 6.—While attending
to her household work, yesterday morn-
ing, in a little lean-to shanty, in West
Philadelphia’s “Little Italy,” an aged

woman was murdered and robbed of
$700. Her throat was cut with a stil
etto from the left ear to a point under-
the chin. The place where the body was
found was hardly one in which it would
be supposed murder would be done for
the purpose of robbery, but the aged
woman was the wife of Amatto Mongol-
luzzo, who is very much younger than
his wife, being only 48 years old, while
she is 70. He is a trackman on the Bal-
timore & Ohio Raiiroad, and for eleven
years had been saving all of his wages
except the mite he allowed himself and
his wife to live on, planning in the near
future to return to his native Avillon,
in Italy, to settle down as something
of a lord among his countrymen.

His wife, Marina Carmella, had se
creted about her person $700.  Of this
3600 was in her bosom, pinned to her
clothing, and  $100  was in her pocket.
All this was missing when the body was
found. i

No one saw the murder committed, no
suspicious person was seen about the
premises, the police suspect no particujar
person and no one is under arrest. It is
believed, however, that the murderer
may be picked out some day among the
steerage passengers sailing for Italy, as
men like that generally make an early
break for their native country. )

The scene of the murder adjoins
5923 Woodland avenue. The house is
owned by Antonio M. Martin, otherwise
known “Mike"” Martin., He keeps an
Italian  boarding house, and formerly
kept a grocery and provision store on the
first floor of the building, which is
three-storey brick structure, flush with
the street. Six families, beside Mar-
tin's, live in the house, and there are
several lodgers, while in a small two.
storey frame house adjoining, several
more families live.

Appeared in Woodstock Court on
Hold-Up Charge.

Woodstock, Ont., Nov. 6. (Special.) —
Arthur Jackson appeared in the Police
Court this morning, charged with having
been implicated in the hold-up and rob-
bery .of the C. . R. operator, Harry
Walcott, here a few weeks ago. He
elected to be tried by a jury, and was
remanded again for a week for his pre-
liminary hearing. Jackson lived in Ham-
ilton, and was arrested there.

Canadian Insurance Men Point Ou*
Their Disadvantage.

The insurance men who are - urging
Mayor Stewart to use his influence in
securing legislation which will permit of
a tax being imposed upon foreign com-
panies getting insurance here, and who
are not obliged to make the deposit
required by the Government from the
Canadian companies, say that the stories
that were published yesterday were ra-
ther misleading. The foHowing statement
from the Mayor, in explanation, was
handed out for publication 3

“The Mayor thinks the article in your
issue of yesterday under the heading,
‘Insurance Men Now Seek Protection,’
might prove misleading to the lay mind.
The United States insurance com 108,
whom the local insurance men would like
to have taxed, are those American com-
panies known as the ‘Mutuals’ These
companies, while doing business in Can-
ada, are not licensed to do eo, ahd do
not pay the deposit required by the Can-
adian Government ($560,000). They are
thus enabled to give a lower rate on
sprinklered risks than those companies,
British, Canadian or American, who are
paying the tax demanded by the Govern-
ment.

“The manufacturing concerns, who
patronize these American mutuals, wouid
raise a considerable outery if Amerioan
concerns, manufacturing similar lises of
goods, were allowed to dump their pro-
ducts into Canada duty free, yet these
manufacturers import their insurance
from the other side without pay duty.
The insurance men take the stand that if
nsurance is imported it should be made
subject to a duty or a local tax, in order
to even things up with those co: i
who do observe the laws and not, to shut
out honest competition.”

It is understood that the men who
are behind the move to get new legisla-

tion will shortly make formal applicati

IT WAS NO FIASCO.

: Some newspapers are inclined"to cast’
ridicule on the Peace Conference just con-
cluded at The Hague, and refer to it as
“a fiasco.” Nothing could  be further
from the fact. The Peace Conference did
not put an end to war—the nature of
mankind is not to be changed in a day-
but it did do much to lessen the horrors
and outrages of war and to make easier
settlements of international difficulties
that might lead to war. As a contem-
porary puts it, “the peace habit has been
strengthened and the war habit has been
weakened.” The creation of a tribunal
caleulated to ‘remove provocation to
wars is a very great gain. Some of the
far-reaching proposals made at the con-
ference were not agreed to but the real-
ization of better things was undoubted-
ly brought nearer. The regulation of the
rights and duties of neutrals at sea, the
adoption of rules for a prize court, the
agreement as to the collection of nation-
| al debts, and several other important
results were achieved, and these signify
';murhA There will be other peace con-
ferences,” and the work done at the re-
cent. gathering will be continued.

Fatal Prank

New York, Nov. 6.—His efforts
to save his lunch from the vandal-
ism of joking fellow workmen cost
Alexander Dalyborax his life. He
was & lineman employed by the
New York Central Railroad, and
was working on the wires just
north of the Morris Heights sta-
tion, near Highbridge. When he
arrived for work Dalyborax carried
his lunch box,to the top of a pole
and left it there, as the workmen
had been in the habit of substitut-
ing stones and other things for the
food they find in each other’s
lunches.

At noon Dalyborax climbed the
pole to get his lunch. Suddenly his
foot came in contact with two live
wires that carry the electricity
that supplies the third rail. He
fell forward, and for a time the
body was suspended in midair,
head downward, while his fellow
employees looked on, powerless to
release him. The electricity at last
burned through the imprisoned leg,
and the body dropped almost at
the feet of the men looking on.

PENSTOCK AT NIAGARA.

Small Rope That Sustained Him Was
Fouled, and Rushing Waters Threat-
ened to Carry Him Down at Any
Minute—Rescued, But Badly Hurt.

Niagara Falls, Nov. 5.—For a long
half-hour to-day Godfrey Thibert hung
by a thin rope in the mouth of one of
the great penstocks of the Electrical De-
velopment Company’s power house while
thousands of tons of water tore at his
swaying body to carry him to destruc-
tion, and despairing mates worked. like
maniacs to save him.  The men won
in the end, and Thibert is alive but very
ill to-night.  Bhortly after 10 o’clock
this’ morning Thibert donned a diver’s
outfit and went down into the forebay
to do some work. The current,runniug
through the head gate of penstock No.
3 caught him and jerked him into the
mouth of the pipé.  The rope prevented
him from going down, but when the men
above tried to pull him out it was found
that the rope was fouled by an eye bar,
and the diver could not be raised.

It was impossible to shut down the
head gate and stop the rush of water,
for Thibert was hanging right under
the gate, and it would have cut him in
two. The men on the line stood at
their posts, straining every nerve to lift
their imperilled mate, yet fearing each
minute that the life line would part from
the strain or be worn through where it
was foul of the ironwork, and Thibert be
snatched down one hundred and fifty
feet into the turbine wheel. The pump
tenders worked like machines, sending
an uninterrupted supply of life-sustain-
| ing air down through the hose to Thi-
| bert.
| Every possible scheme was brought
into play to release the fouled rope, but
I it was half an hour before a practicable
| way was found. When the rope was at
| last free and the men pulled it in they
‘Idid not know whether it was a living
man or-a corpse they were dragging from

the depths of the cold, rushing water.

| Great was their joy when the helmet
| was removed and Thibert found to be |
alive, and greater still when the doctors ‘
| pronounced no bones broken, and the in- i
| jured man’s chances of recovery goad
unless the lungs, or heart have suffered
too great a strain.

Thibert’s body was nearly cut in two |
where the rope was round him,and the
drag of rushing water on the helmet |
squeezed and bruised his neck, arms and |

shoulders. He had given up all hope of
| rescue, believing he would die from the

MASSACHUSETTS.

New York Goes Tammany—Mississippi,
New Jersey and Rhode Island Go
Democratic— Anti-Mormon Leading
in Salt Lake City—Union Labor in
San Francisco—Johnson Re-elected
in Cleveland.

Boston, Nov. 5.—Henry M. Whitney,
the Democratic candidate for Goyernor
of Massachusetts, who has fought out
his campaign on a platform demanding
fraer trade relations with Canada, was
beaten in the election here to-day by
Governor Guild, who won by a plurality
of about 75,000. Guild had strenuously
opposed the reciprocity policy, pointing
out that the trend of affairs in Canada
went to show that the people there were
not by any means anxious for altered
trade relations with this country. There
wem seven.candidates in the field for the
Governorship, but Mr. Whitney was the
only one who at any time menaced Gov-
ernoi Guild's return. Governor Guild
more than doubled the plurality of 24
023 which he obtained in 1904.

Accident to Logging Train—Engineer
and Bookkeeper the Victims—The
Brakes Refus:d to Work.

Vancouver, B.C., Nov. 4.—Two men were
